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Police make three high-speed arrests

The fir~t case happened on Wednesday.

2002 drug case ends 
with five-year sentence 

Rampage suspect 
faces new charge

PRESTONSBURG - Steven 
Wright, 54. of Martin. pleaded 

" guilty to three charges of drug 
trafficking in circuit court 
Monday. 

The charges tern from two 
drug buys that saw Wright brazen­
ly elling drugs to undercover offi­
cers of the Kentucky State Police 
and the Floyd County Drug Task 
Force in 2002. On each buy, 
Wright would sell the drugs from 
his home in Martin. 

The videotaped evidence from 
the KSP buy showed Wright dtg-

ging through an enormous box that 
contained so many different d{Ugs 
that it took him over two minutes 
to find the morphine the undercov­
er cop had requested. 

Wright was handed a 10-year 
. entence and will have to serve 
five years, with the other five pro­
bated. It took so long to get the 
case adjudicated because Wright 
fled to Lexington and was in hid­
ing but decided to get theca e over 
with and eventually turned himself 
in. 

Commonwealth's Attorney 
Brent Turner wa pleased with the 
plea as it will keep Wright out of 
tra(ficking for 10 years. 

··we view him as a significant 
dealer," Turner noted. 

Turner also mentioned that 
Wright was a prime target for the 
Floyd County Drug Task Force as 
he wantonly sold the drugs from 
his own living room . 

"The guy was fearless," Turner 
said. "He had a tough guy reputa­
tion and kept his supply in his 
house, which is not something you 
see with most trafficker~." 

Wright's Martin home burned 
to the ground last year and it is 
unknown if the fire wa an arson. 
Wright was incarcerated at the 
time. He will be formally en­
tenced on Nov. 4 at 9 a.m.

The arrest warrant, which wa~

McCowan was a 
respected member of bis com­
munity until the windfall from a 
ettlement, reached after an auto 

wreck, gave play to gambling 
and cocaine abuse. 

McCowan was arre ted at the 

Comfort Suites Hotel last year 
when a woman called the pollee 
and said a naked man was in her 
room. When police amved she 
met them in her room and said 
he was in the shower when the 

man entered her room and began 
watching television on her bed. 
As she was telling police the 
story, a man clad only in a towel 
ran by the door, prompting the 
woman to blurt, ''That's him." 

The police ran down the man 
and brought him back to the 
woman's room for questioning. 
It was eventually established that 
they had been sharing the room 

and hooked up at a poker game. 
Drug paraphernalia turned up in 
a search of the room, which led 
police to earch McCowan's 
vehicle, where they found 
cocaine. 

McCowan pleaded guilty to 
two charges of cocaine posses­
sion and will have his sentence 
of three years probated. 

The gambling case involved a 
woman who lost all of her 
bankroll at a game and decided 
to try to defraud Wal-Mart into a 
big payoff. 

Judy May, 32, of Allen, pre­
tended to lo e her purse in Wal-

Mart and had employees call the 
police. When they arrived, the 
officers though she was acting 
trange and might be under the 

influence of drugs. They con­
vinced the woman to take them 
to her vehicle. where they found 
her purse and drugs. They also 
tested her for alcohol and found 
her over the legal limit. 

May was sentenced to two 
years on charges of second- and 
third-degree drug pos ession as 
well as making a false report to 
the police.

So far, there's no evidence that Gov. Ernie Fletcher's 

health insurance plan for state employees was the result 
of any kind of improper behavior, collusion or 
favoritism on the part of his administration. 

Political ineptness, yes; criminal conspiracy, no. 
Yet that hasn't deterred Kentucky Democrats from 

suggesting otherwise and launching a disturbing exer­
cise in guilt by association. 

They are waving around a list of former insurance 
company executives now serving in the Fletcher admin­
istration, and they are claiming that the mere presence 
of such men is so perfidious as to require investigation 
by both the attorney general and Legislature.

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• Fletcher administration, House panel clash over investigation

FRANKFORT- Gov. Ernie 
Fletcher's administration 
cla hed Tuesday with a House 
panel investigating the role a 
former insurance company 
executive played in developing 
the tate's 2005 health plan for 
teachers and state workers. 

Mounting friction between 
the administration and House 
State Government Committee 
Chairman Charles Geveden 
prompted the administration to 
hold an afternoon news confer­
ence blasting the investigation. 
Mark Birdwhistell, a former 
CHA Health executive and sub­
ject of the investigation, denied 
any wrongdoing and said he 
would testify before the com­
mittee if asked. 

"In every way my actions are 
legal, moral and ethical," 
Birdwbistell told reporters. "For 
anyone to insinuate that is only 
false, and my personal feeling is 
it's very mean-spirited." 

• 1 Fletcher called the General 
Assembly into a special session 

. 
last week, hoping it could 
improve upon the administra­
tion's 2005 health insurance 
plan, which has been met with a 
huge public outcry and a threat­
ened teachers' strike later this 
month if current benefits aren't 
restored. 

The state's health insurance 
plan covers 229,000 retired and 
active public school and state 
employees. Participants have 
argued the governor caught 
them by surprise with expensive 
changes. 

For example, an employee 
who makes the state average 
$36,000 per year and is covered 
by one of the state's least expen­
sive family plans this year 
would pay about $430 per 
month. Next year, a comparable 
plan - the state's benchmark 
"Commonwealth Preferred" 
plan - would cost about $490 a 
month. 

Geveden's committee has 
been holding hearings and gath­
ering testimony on 
Birdwhistell's involvement. No 
allegations have been made; 
however, the committee 

approved a resolution Tuesday 
that would allow it to summon 
people under oath. 

Tension between the admin· 
istration and Geveden, D­
Wickliffe, exploded Tuesday 
during a committee hearing as 
some of Fletcher's top-ranking 
staff and cabinet secretarie at 
in the audience. 

Fletcher's chief of staff, 
Daniel Groves, said later that 
"Geveden moved from a witch 
hunt to the possibility of Salem 
witch trials" by broaching the 
possibility of having people tes· 
tify under oath. 

Earlier, Finance Secretary 
Robbie Rudolph, who was testi· 
fying before the committee, 
defended Birdwhistell's 
involvement. 

"We've got to be very careful 
here that we do not impugn the 
people that come here from 
those different fields ... ," 
Rudolph said. "Who else do we 
want to hire, other than someone 
such as Mark Birdwhistell, to 
come in and help us revamp the 
health insurance?"

Before my father died from black lung di ea e, he warned me about how 

dangerous it was to try to change the Floyd County chool ys~ m. I did­
n't argue with him. I knew my father was dying and that he wa looking 
out for me, trying to protect me from dangers that I couldn't ·ee. He 
belitved that the school system wa o tied into local politics that the only 
way it could be improved was to destroy everything and start over. 

For the past eight weeks, as I have visited homes in my school district, I 
have thought about my father a lot. I am old now myself, having lived 
through some of the dangers he warned me about. He was right. The price 
for individuals is high. So why on these fall afternoons am I on the road, 
once again ignoring the words of a man I loved? 

I do it because I have no choice. These board election are ao important 
to children. The poor decisions that we make about our schools at a dis­
tance may seem to do no real harm, but they do. Talented young teachers 
have had to leave Floyd County because they didn't have the right con­
nections to get and hold a job. Funds have been squandered and wasted. 
Finally, now as things are improving, there are those who want to go back. 

I meet parents each day whose sole interest is a better education for their 
children. They are not interested in who is in power or who wants to get 
even with whom. They care about the quality of their children's schools. 
but they are just not sure what they can do to make them better. The 
answer is a simple one. The power for change is in the hands of the peo­
ple of our county and the choices that we make the polls. 
Some of the voters that I have run into have told me, "I have to stay out 

of thi race. I have kin involved. I hope you'll under tand." 
I understand, but I can't agree with it. I know that ther are people in 

Floyd County who have been silent because, like my dad, they e no wuy 
out. Some of them fear the loss of a job for them elve or their family 
members. Or they place great value on being loyal to th ir relatives or 
friends. In eastern Kentucky, we count on our kin or families for protec­
tion, so ome learn to be silent and to go along. 

We have to do better. The children of our district de erve the best chools 
that we can provide. I was reminded last week of just how different chil­
dren are from adults. I was stopped on the road by a parent who offered 
me his help. He explained that his daughter had seen one of my signs and 
remembered me from my volunteer work in one of the schools. 

"You've got to help her," she told her dad. That little girl wasn't afraid. 
She wasn't silent. I have seen courage like hers over and over again in the 
children in Floyd County. This week, another child and her mother 
stopped and offered help. Our students are so bright, full of such promise. 
They have the courage to want more. Good people need to give them the 
schools that they deserve. 
The citizens of Floyd County can, if they want to, make things better for 

the children in our county. They can do so by breaking the silence and 
standing by our children. It doesn't matter what promises or threats have 
been made before the election. Vote your conscience. Vote for the most 
qualified people, and democracy will work.

Competing companie are raid­
ing each other for experienced 
help, renting ad space, bill­
boards, even banner-towing 
planes at beach resorts with gen­
erou offer of pay and benefits 
in what is turning out to be one 
very hot ector of the job mar­
ket. 

America needs coal miners. 
Coal prices are hitting record 

highs and orne of the biggest 
energy companies say they des­
perately need help to meet 
demand. 

But the real crunch, accord-
~ ing to coal producers and the 

U.S. Department of Labor. i 
going to occur in five to seven 
years when the industry faces a 
ma sive wave of retirements. 

There is no next generation 
of miners to replace them, 

' according to Tom Hoffman, vice 
pre ident of investor and public 
relation at Consol Energy, the 
nation' largest underground 
coal producer. 

"For the last LS year or so, 
we've been able to reach back 
into a pool of experienced min­
er that had been laid off or who 
had lost job through consolida­
tion," Hoffman said. "Those 
guys are now largely gone, 
either retired or they got out of 
the bu ines . We're facing a 
very big demographic bubble." 

Officials with the National 
Mining Association testified 
before Congress this summer 

, that more than half of all coal 
miner are older than 50 and that 
replacements for those workers 
would have to be found before 
the end of the decade. 

That would equal tens of 
thousands of jobs. 

But dozens of mining com­
munities saw much of the next 
generation of miners leave years 
ago, with few prospects for jobs 
in the rural areas where coal is 
mined. 

The labor shortage is already 
being felt by Consol and other 
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nch: Industry in 
te nee of 

major producers. 
Con ol, which is based in 

Pittsburgh, told investors pro­
duction wa down in some 
Kentucky mines because opera­
tor could not find enough help. 

Mas ey Energy Corp., the 
fourth-largest U.S. coal compa­
ny, reported last month that 
third-quarter profits would take 
a hit due to a labor hortage. 

"It i a major is ue for us now 
and the most significant restric­
tion we have to growth," said 
Katharine Kenny, spoke woman 
for the Richmond, Va.-ba ed 
company. "All things being 
equal, not having enough people 
will prevent us from hitting pro­
duction goals." 

In July, when many coal min­
ers traditionally take vacation, 
Massey sent airplanes over the 
resort community of Myrtle 
Beach, S.C., pulling banners 
that prorrused big money and 
better benefits. 

Myrtle Beach is a popular 
vacation spot for miners from 
West Virginia, said Jeff 
Gillenwater, who heads 
Massey' s recruitment efforts. 

0 i llen water acknowledges 
the company is trying to lure 
new miners, as well as miners 
from competitors in an extreme­
ly tight labor market. 

The problem is so pervasive, 
it has reached into the ranks of 
state and federal agencies, 
including the U.S. Mine Safety 
and Health Administration. 

"'MSHA, like others, includ­
ing the private sector, is facing a 
significant challenge of how to 
replace its current work force as 
they age and retire," said Dave 
D. Laurislci, as istant secretary 
of labor. 

MSHA held recruiting drives 
in New York and Pennsylvania 
last week and is holding another 
Monday near Pittsburgh. 

The Department of Labor 
met with industry executives 
earlier this month in Las Vegas 
to form a collaborative for a 
national recruiting drive. 

The number of coal miners 
nationwide dropped from 

159,777 in 1990 to 99,358 the 
end of 2003, according to the 
Mine Safety and Health 
Administration. 

Those who disper ed years 
ago to places hundreds of miles 
from the coal field of 
Pennsylvania, West Virginia and 
Kentucky are the target of 
recruitment efforts from 
Gillette, Wyo.. to Charlotte, 
N.C., Massey' Gillenwater 
said. 

Mining interests and the 
Labor Department say they 
believe most miners who left did 
so out of necessity, and would 
return home if they knew coal 
mining jobs were there. 

"They didn't leave their fam­
ilies ... they didn't leave their 
homes because they wanted to," 
said Bruce Watzman, vice presi­
dent for safety and health at the 
National Mining Association. 
"Many of these guys want to get 
back to where the family is but 
unfortunately, a lot of the min­
ing support system has di ap­
peared since the early 1980 ." 

A number of college pro~ 
grams that trained foreman, 
engineers, and inspectors have 
been cut, or are greatly reduced, 
said Joe Sbaffoni, the director of 
Pennsylvania's Bureau of Deep 
Mine Safety. 

Sbaffoni is meeting with offi­
cials at Penn State University to 
reopen a mining program at its 
Fayette County campus in the 
heart of the state's coal country. 

The shortage of qualified 
miners is affecting other indus­
tries as well, including the met­
als industry, said Richard Perry, 
vice president of Denver's 
Newmont Corp., the largest gold 
producer in the world. 

In the United States, only 100 
people graduated last year with 
mine engineering degrees, 
though there was a market 
demand for 500, Perry said. 

"It is an issue that is affecting 
milling across the board," he 
said. 

The United Mine Workers 
Career Gonters Inc., which 
retrains displaced coal miners in 

• ners 
several state for other job . has 
ju t applied for federal funding 
to begin training new coal min­
ers. 

The money to be made min­
ing in rural coal areas far out­
paces almo t all other jobs in 
those communities and is 
already drawing young men 
back to the hunt for coal. 

Many are carrying on a fami­
ly tradition that they had 
believed wa lo t with their 
father . 

'Tm proud to say I'm a flfth­
generation miner ... that's on 
both side of my family," said 
Jeff Samek, 21, of Rices 
Landing, in the southwest cor­
ner of Pennsylvania. 

Samek had trained as a 
welder, but the pay and benefits 
were nowhere near what can be 
made in the mines, he said. 

"'We're pretty much writing 
our own check," he said. 

Miners can start at $40,000 to 
$50,000, but can make as much 
as $100,000 if they work all the 
overtime that is to be had. 

Earl Lewi , 34, of Crucible, 
quit hi job as an EMT and, like 
his father and grandfather, is 
now a coal miner. He i putting 
away money for the fir t time in 
15 year . 

Both Lewi and Samek work 
for Maple Creek Mining, in 
Bentleyville, south of 
Pittsburgh. 

"There are a lot of red caps 
floating around at Maple 
Creek,"' Lewis aid, referring to 
the colored helmets inexperi­
enced miners must wear. 

Meanwhile, companies like 
Consol are stepping up recruit­
ing at colleges for mining engi­
neers and at htgh schools and at 
what trade schools remain for 
foreman or miners. 

"This is very good news for 
areas that for years bave had a 
tough time retaining young peo­
ple," said Hoffman. "If we can 
get the me sage out, I don't 
know how many more town 
meetings there are going to be in 
these communities where the 
topic i tligh t."

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Bunning apologizes, then attacks Mongiardo for rumors

LEXINGTON - U.S. Sen. 
Jim Bunmng apologized during a 
debate Monday for having said 
months ago mat his Democratic 
opponent looked like one of 
Saddam Hussein's sons, then 
claimed Daniel Mongiardo had 
spread rumors that Bunning's 
health was failing. 

"Earlier this year, I made an 
inappropriate comment, and for 
that I personally apologize to 
you;' Bunning aid. "I would 
hope you would do the same to 
my wife and my family for all the 
horrible rumors that you and 
your staff have been circulating 
about my health. It's unbeliev­
able." 

The debate wa taped by 
WKYT-TV in Lexington. 

Mongiardo, a Democrat, was in 
the station's studios. while 
Bunning, a Republican, was in 
Washington and participated via 
satellite. 

Mongiardo said he had not 
spread any rumors about 
Bunning' health. 

"I hope that you are healthy," 
Mongiardo said. "You have con­
duct that has been unbecoming 
of a United Stnte enator, you 
have conduct that has been unbe­
coming of a Kentucky gentle­
man. People are reaching, 
searching for an excuse for that 
conduct." 

After the debate, Bunning's 
campaign released two letters 
from doctors who said Bunning 
had "excellent health." 

Bunning's apology came dur­
ing a sequence in the debate 
when Mongiardo and Bunning 

discussed their views on prevent­
ing future acts of terrori'>m . 
Bunning had noted there had not 
been any recent terrori t attacks 
on U.S. soil, and said it was a 
result of "confronting our good 
friend Saddam Hus ein, the ugli­
est dictator in the history." 

During hi response, 
Mongiardo seized on what 
Bunning later called a "sarca tic' 
reference to Hussein. 

"Even though you think that I 
100k like Saddam Hussein's ons, 
he certainly is not my good 
friend," Mongiardo said. 

The debate was heated and 
per onal at times, as both men 
had opposite opinions on topics 
ranging from lowering the cost of 
health care to embryonic c tern 
cell research. 

Among other things. 
Mongiardo said he wants the fed-

eral government to allow states 
to negotiate price'> with drug 
companies and to rdrnport pre­
scription drugs from Canada. 

Bunning said he was opposed 
to embryonic stem cell re earch 
for "ethical" and "moral'' reasons 
but instead supported the u e of 
adult stern cells for research. 

Bunning and Mongiardo both 
aid they supported the Patriot 

Act. 
Bunning also .said he support­

ed legislation allowing cargo 
pilots to carry firearm on board 
for protection. Securing the 
nation· ports and airports - and 
the cargo that flows through 
them - was the "highe t priori­
ty" of homeland security efforts, 
Bunning aid. 

Mongiardo aid the country 
needed to beef up its efforts 
ecuring cargo ports across the

Larkin will not be offered anoth­
er contract by the Cincinnati 
Reds, ending his 19-year career 
with hts hom town team, he told 
The Associated Press on 
Tuesday. 

The hortstop ·aid he was 
infonned of the team's decision 
in a phone call earlier m the day. 

"Nothing really surprises me 
anymore," Larkin said from hie; 
home in Orlando, Fla. 

Larkin, 40, grew up in 
Cincinnati and spent his entire 
career with the Reds, develop-­
ing mto one of the most promi­
nent players in their history. He 
helped the team win a World 
Series in 1990 and won the NL's 
Most Valuable Player award in 
J 995, the lasl lime the Reds 
made the playoffs. 

Injuries had limited him in 
recent years, and he decided to 
make the 2004 ea<;on his Ia 't. 
But a good sea. on- he hit .289 
and made the AJI-Star team 
prompted him to reconsider and 
ask for one more seal>on. 

He had an inkling the club 
wasn't going to make an offer 
when the front office decided 
not to talk about contracts with 
its free agents until after the sea-
on. He made sure to tell team­

mates and fans goodbye on the 
final day of the ea on, ju t in 
case the Reds didn't want him 
back. 

Larkin was willing to discuss 
a role as a backup infielder with 
the Reds, working to develop its 
young short~tops. The club evi­
dently wa n't imere ted. 

The Reds had no immediate 
comment, but scheduled a news 
conference for later Tuesday. 

"It wasn't pleasant," Larkin 
said of the Red • decision. "But 
it i what it i . Il' definitely dis­
appointing. J have deci ion to 
make.'' 

Larkin, who becomes a free 
agent, isn't sure whether he 
want to play one more year for 
anmher team and fioish hi 
career in a different uniform. 

"I have to see what opportu­
nities present themselvc . if 
there's anything that makes 
sense," he aid. 

The Reds have tned for ev-

eral year to develop Larkin' 
. ucce sor. but no one ha played 
well enough to earn the job. 
Larkin said the Reds told him 
that they want to develop young 
shortstops Anderson ~1achado 
and Fe!Jpe Lopez rather than 
bring him back. 

Machado replaced Larkin 
after the third inning of a sea­
son-ending 2-0 loss to 
Pitll.burgh at Great American 
Ball Park, giving fans one final 
chance to applaud him. Larkin 
thanked fans over the public 
addre system and lobbied for 
one more season in Cincinnati. 

He wasn't surpri ed that it 
didn't happen. The front office 
decided 10 bench him for the last 
month of the eason so the) 
could get a look at the young 
short top , a hint he wa n 't in 
their plans. 

"I left Cincinnati in a ptelt) 
good ituation, actually," Larkin 
aid.

Preservation in mummies can 
happen accidently or be created by 
people. In e~her case, it only occurs 
when bacteria and fungi are unable to 
grow and cause decay to the corpse. 
Usually, water must be removed from 
the body. As a result, most mummies 
have been discovered in dry regions 
and deserts. 

How mummies are made 
Some mummies were created 
accidentally because a corpse rested 
in a place that prevented natural 
decay. The process of artificially 
preserving a dead body is called 
embalming. 

Drying was a common method of 
mummification, because bacteria 
can't grow without water. Mummies 
were dried in the sun, with fire, smoke 
or chemicals. 

Mummies were also buried in soil 
containing chemicals. A body in an 
oxygen-free environment, such as a 
peat bog (wet, spongy ground of 
decomposing vegetation), also result­
ed in mummification, because microor­
ganisms can't live without air. 

Permanent freezing can also produce 
a mummy. Mummies of mammoths 
and humans have been found in the 
tundra, where remains have become 
entrapped by glacial ice. 

In any of these environments, bacteria 
is prevented from breaking down tis­
sue, even though moisture remains 
present in and around the body. Some 
scientists dispute whether the "bog 
men" or "ice men" are true mummies, 
but they still 
reveal important 
information 
about life in the 
distant past

Masters of mummification 
The earliest Egyptian murl',mies date 
to about 3,500 B.C. Dry winds and hot 
desert sand preseiVed these mummies. 

The first human-made mummies were 
made around 3,000 B.C. The body 
was covered with a natural salt called 
natron (baking soda). When dry, it was ' 
wrapped in bandages soaked in resin. 
At first the process was an expensive 
privilege enjoyed only by the Pharaoh. 
Others were given simple burials in 
cemeteries called necropolises. By 
1550 B.C., every Egyptian who could 
afford it was mummified. 

Ancient Egyptians believed that the Ka 
(spirit) and Ba (personality) left the 
body at death but could be lured back 
into an idealized recreation of the 
body. The reunion led to eternal life in 
the netherwo~d. 

The dead were usually buried wlth tft 

food, tools, jewelry, clothing and some­
times pets. Scientists have learned 
about the diet, health, and grooming 
habits of the ancient Egyptians using 
CAT scan, MRis, X-rays and other 
modem medical tests. 

It is estimated that over a 3,000-year 
period, more than 70 million mummies 
were made in ancient Egypt. They 
stopped making mummies there 
between the fourth and seventh 
century A.D. 

Roman mummies (below) were not • 
as carefully made as Egyptian ones, 
but great attention was given to the 

outside. Detailed paintings of the 
deceased were attached to the 

wrappings. Mummies were kept in
