The organ recipient, Mo hiko 
Sharon, who had waited for a 
compatible kidney donor for 
more than a year, is doing well 
after undergoing implant 
surgery Sept. 21 at a Tel Aviv­
area hospital. 

But before me surgery could 
happen Swim had to undergo 
tests to determine whether he 
would be a good match. Swim 
Learned the results of the tests 
Sept. 3 and left three days later 
for Tel Aviv. 

"I was doing my housekeep­
ing work at the hospital whep 
we got the call," said Swim, 
who works at Community 
Memorial HeaLthcare Inc. in 

Marysville. "It was Labor Day 
weekend and the banks were 
shutting down, and they wanted 
us to leave for Israel on Labor 
Day. So we left, with four airline 
tickets we had bought at the Last 
minute and $60 in our pockets." 

Swim wa joined by his wife, 
Lori, 34, and the couple's two 
children, Lucy, 10, and Josiah, 
6.

Moreover, your recorded 
comments can be separated from the rest, bundled with 
other angry calls, then sent to company managers. 

Sound sinister? In fact, it may all be happening in the 
name of customer service. Companies want to figure out 
what made you angry in the first place and find ways to 
resolve confrontations quickly. FedEx is among the compa­
n.ies aid to be testing this technology. 

Here's the part that confuses us: The press release touting 
this "emotion detection" system says uncouth behavior 
picked up by the system prompts "speedier intervention by a 
manager - and swifter resolution of your issue. Why? 
Companies spend a fortune to acquire customers, and they'll 
do everything they can to hold onto them." 

Our advice: Why not a speedy intervention and swift res­
olution of the actual problem before the caller gets hot under 
the collar? We can think of only one better way to ouild cus­
tomer loyalty: Do things right the first time.

Defending 
judicial integrity 
in Kentucky 

by TOM LOUDERBACK 

Political action committees and other 
special interest groups are spending mil­
lion in states across the nation to elect 
judges who will serve their narrow inter­
ests first, and the public's interests sec­
ond. How soon will we see the same kind 
of special interest influence in 
Kentucky's judicial elections? 

The cost of judicial campaigns in 
Kentucky and around the country is 
rapidly increasing around the country, 
forcing candidates for judgeships to raise 
big money like politicians. In some 
states, this has led to an increase of nega­
tive attack ads that appear on television 
and radio stations. This is the ftrst year 
that we have seen ads in a Kentucky 
Supreme Court Election. Once the ads 
start, it is a pretty sure sign that our 
Supreme Court races will degenerate 
quickly. 

A recent report from Justice at Stake, 
a national judicial elections monitoring 
group, found that in 2002, 10 candidates 
for state Supreme Court seats spent over 
$1 million each on their campaigns.

room to announce political positions on 
the campaign trail. That may sound inno­
cent enough, but remember that it is not a 
judge's job to make promises and keep 
them. 

We want our judges to be fair and 
impartial, period. No exceptions. No 
rationalizations. No political influence. 
No doubt about it. But, increasingly, the 
state judicial races are becoming "nastier, 
noisier and costlier," in the words of 
many observers of judicial elections. 

Is justice being sold to big political 
campaign contributors? Public surveys 
show that even if this is not happening, 
the public thinks it is. And that's just as 
bad. Let's stop this here and now. 

A lawsuit was recently filed here in 
Kentucky to try to effectively force can-. 
didates for judicial office to announce 
their positions on issues. But that's 
wrong. Judges are not politicians. We pay 
them to hear cases one at a time, based on 
facts and the law, not on the personal 
views of the judge. 

In Kentucky, Common Cause has 
taken action in the last few years by lead­
ing a series of discussions with members 
of the Kentucky Bar Association (KBA), 
which includes some state judges, about 
establishing a KBA committee on judi­
cial campaign ethics. We've found that 
KBA members take seriously the issue of 
escalating campaign costs in state judi­
cial elections. These KBA members want 
to see preventive actions taken to effec­
tively eliminate the threat of special 
interest influence on our system of jus­
tice.

After traveling the campaign trail talk­
ing to people, they all tell me they need 
more local jobs here in Floyd County. 
I've had several people say that their 
daughters or sons had to go to another 
county to seek employment as a teacher, 
and that you, Paul Fanning, have reached 
out as far as the state of New Mexico to 
hire a teacher over a '1ust as qualified" 
teacher around here. What's up with this, 
Paul? Don't you think that the teachers 
around here can do the job just as good a 
the people away from here? Or do you 
think they are unfit, like you say I am 
(which is a joke anyway)? 

What about the district being closed 
now? Instead, it needs to be open so kids 
can go to other school districts. 

In these KBA committee discussions, 
the possibility of partial-public financing 
of Kentucky's judicial elections has 
found considerable support. Several of 
these KBA members say they believe the 
full public financing system North 
Carolina enacted in 2002 for judicial 
elections is worth considering for the ~ 
Commonwealth. 

These discussions are continuing with 
the goal of framing a concrete proposal 
for the oversight of judicial campaign 
ethics in Kentucky. 

Here's what's happening in other 
states according to election monitoring 
by the Justice at Stake campaign, the 
Brennan Center, and the Institute for 
Money in State Politics: 

Big Money - State Supreme Court 
candidates raised $45.6 million in 2000, a 
61 percent increase over 1998, and dou- • 
ble 1994 amounts; 

Special Interests - Half of this cam­
paign money came from lawyers, busi­
nesses, and business groups; and 

Attack Ads on Television - in 2000, 80 
percent of the television ads in judicial 
races attack other candidates. While that 
figure dropped off a little in 2002. the 
interest groups are playing nasty and neg­
ative again in 2004. 

It is clear that big money is taking 
over the judicial elections in other states. 
lt's time for Kentucky to put an end to 
this practice and institule public fmanc­
ing for judicial campaigns. 

Louderback is the treasurer for 
Common Cause of Kentucky. 

What about the transportation? You 
have two buses going up the same hol­
low, hauling fewer kids (8-12). 

And what about the three buddies -
Carol, Glenna and Jeff - voting to con­
olidate Betsy Layne, South Floyd and

Now, 20-year-old Jared J. 
Bailey faces new felony charges 
of attempted escape and forgery. 

Investigators say Bailey 
forged the signature of Monroe 
Circuit Judge Douglas R. 
Bridges on a court order that 

- purportedly changed his bail 
from I 00,000 surety bond to 
$500 in cash. 

Bailey's old roommate told 
police that Bailey asked him to 
fax the fake paper~ to Bailey's 
attorney. The friend said he went 
to a copy store with a fax num­
ber he thought was the attor­
ney's. but the documents went 
to the jail instead, according to 
an affidavit. 

The fake document is com­
plete with a clerk' office stamp 
and a template similar to the real 
thing. It details a hearing in 
Bridges· court and states: "The 
defense informed the Judge that 
ubstant1al evidence disputing 

the prosecution's claims had 
been found ... After hearing the 
new e~ idence presented by the 
defense, the court orders that the 
defendant's revoked bonds be 
reinstated. and that the corre­
sponding holds be lifted." 

Jail staff viewed the papers as 
suspicious and did not release 
Bailey, whose bond has since 
been raised to $250,000 surety. 

In April, Bailey was charged 
with six felony counts of forgery 
and theft involving $5,200 
reponedly taken from three peo­
ple. Bailey is also awaiting trial 
on charges of burglary, felony 
battery. confinement with a 
deadly weapon. attempted 
armed robbery and impersonat­
ing a police ffic .

December. likely from pneumo­
nia. after swimming to Norway 
from Jceland in 2002 in a failed 
effort to return him to the wild. 
It was an odd choice for the 
cetacean given that Norway is 
the only country that conduct 
commercial whaling, de pite a 
global ban and protests. 

Norwegians eat the red meat 
of minke whales -not of orcas 

- which is sometimes ground 
into whaleburgers.

Norway city of Trondheim, 
decided to make his Internet 
moniker "Keikoburger" part of 
his legal name. 

The young man, now known 
as Keikoburger Scheide, told 
Norway's large t newspaper, 
Verdens Gang, that he happened 
to see a fonn for name changes 
on the Internet. and dectded, on a 
whim, to apply for Keikoburger. 

"I didn't think I would get 
such a name approved," the 
paper quoted him as saying. 
"This i fun. Now I can get a dri­
ver's license and passport with 
an exclusive name.'' 

Keikoburger Schiede, who 
could not immediately be 
reached by telephone, said be 
had no special relationship with 
Keiko, but thought the name was 
amusing. The change was 
approved on Oct. 7.

Petrino agrees with media 
on Cardinals' ranking

LOUISVU.LE - Louisville 
coach Bobby Petrino prefers the 
media's opinion of his team to 
the one shared by his peers. 

Despite losing 41-38 to 
Miami last Thursday, the 
Cardinals moved from No. 18 to 
No. 15 in this week's Associated 
Press Top 25, Louisville's third­
highest ranking ever. Louisville 
(4-1, 2-0 Conference USA) 
dropped one spot in lhe coach­
es' poll, from 17 to 18. 

''I agree with the writers," 
said Petrino, who votes in the 
coaches' poll. "It was a heck of 
a football game and we showed 
we belong there. That says a lot 
for what people think about our 
team and it says a lot for how 
our players went out and per­
formed." 

The Cardinals returned to 
practice on Monday, two days 
after absorbing the video replay 
of their heartbreaking loss. 
Louisville dominated the ftrst 
half, but the Hurricanes rallied 
in the second to steal away what 
would've been the Cardinals' 
biggest win ever. 

Louisville is ranked 17th in 
the Bowl Championships Series 
standings, released Monday. A 
victory last week would've like­
ly vaulted them into the top 10 
and given them a realistic shot 
at crashing one of the lucrative 
season-ending showcases. 

That's a long shot now, even 
if the Cardinals win their fmal 
six games. But Petrino thinks 
he's convinced his players they 
still have plenty to play for this 
season. 

"They're disappointed in the 
outcome of the game, but 

they're excited of what we have 
in from of us," Peuino said. "If 
we take care of business, there 
are good things out there. What 
that means, I don't know, but it's 
a heck of a season. We're 
putting the rest of the season 
behind us." 

Petrino said Louisville's 
seniors are responsible for mak­
ing sure the team bounces back 
emotionally against South 
Florida (2-3, 1-2) on Friday 
night. 

"You do have some concerns 
about it. That's natural," Petrino 
said. "What we need to do is go 
out and practice hard. We have a 
senior class that's very close. 
They'll do a really good job of 
leading us." 

Quarterback Stefan LeFors, 
who went 17 of 22 for 242 yards 
against the Hurricanes, said a 
short memory is the key to get­
ting the Cardinals ready for the 
Bulls. 

"That was a tough loss, but 
we can learn some things and 
just move forward," LeFors 
said. "The season is ahead of us. 
It starts today." 

LeFors said he's recovered 
from a concussion he suffered in 
the second quarter against 
Miami. LePors left the game 
early in the fourth quarter and 
didn't return. He bad a headache 
on the flight home and didn't 
sleep well that night. 

"I don't know if it was 
because of that (hit) or how the 
game ended up," said LeFors, 
who's completed 75.5 percent of 
his passes this season, second in 
the nation. 

Petrino gave his players an 
upbeat pep talk in the locker 
room after the game. When he 

analyzed the film, he saw break­
downs he hadn't seen all year. 

Louisville's defense, third in 
the nation in points allowed 
coming into the game, wore 
down in the second half and 
gave up 34 points. The offense, 
meanwhile, was uncharacteristi­
cally inconsistent after operat­
ing with its usual efficiency for 
most of the first half. 

The Cardinals still won time 
of possession. but not by the 
wide .margins they enjoyed in 
their previous games. Their 
longest second-half drive lasted 
less than four minutes. 

"Our defense hadn't been in 
that situation before," Petrino 
said. "A lot of times in the sec­
ond half, we' re able to take over 
the time of possession with the 
running game, and we weren't 
able to do that. We had to con­
tinue to throw the ball, and we 
couldn't control it like you'd 
w?.nt to and like you need to. 

"If we could've put together 
an eight-minute drive where we 
were running the ball the major­
ity of the time, that would've 
helped our defense stay fresh," 
Petrino said. "So we've got to 
make sure we work the two 
groups together." 

A secondary goal for playing 
Miami was carching the eyes of 
high-level recruits, and Petrino dis­
covered over the weekend that the 
Cardinals accomplished that 

"We've been on the phones a 
lot Friday. Saturday and Sunday. 
People are impressed," he said. 
"They see the young guys we 
had playing, saw the way our 
guys competed. It's not every 
day someone goes out and 
moves the ball like that on 
Miami, so I think they liked 
what they saw."

« day. "We've been counterfeit the 
last three years. Now, we have 
low-post players, we have some 
size. That doesn't mean we're 
going to be better, but we're not 
counterfeit. 

"I don't think we're any better 
than the top 30 teams in the coun­
try, but I don't think the top 30 are 
any better than us either." 

The Cardinals bas plenty back 
from a 20-10 team that won 16 
consecutive games during one 
stretch last season. Leading scorer 
Francisco Garcia, guards Taquan 
Dean and Larry O'Bannon and for­
wards Oti George and Ellis Myles 
form an experienced core. 
Colombian big man Juan Palacio 
and La Vegas prep star Lorrenzo 
Wade headline a strong quartet of 
newcomers. 

"You don't want to be too 
young, nor do you want to be void 
of young players." Pitino said. "We 
have a nice blend of experienced 
players and talented young peo­
ple." 

Pitino expects Garcia, a junior, 
to jump to the NBA after this sea­
son. The 6-foot-7 Garcia averaged 
16 points per game last season 
despite the shooting death of his 
brother in December and nagging 
ankle problems late in the year. 

Garcia stayed in Louisville all 
summer, lifting weights every day, 
and has put on 15 pounds since last 
season. Pitino called hin). Ute ost 
talented wing player fle's ver 
coached - better than former 
Kentucky stars Derek Anderson 
and Ron Mercer. 

"If he's not a fmalist for the 
John Wooden Award, I'd be very 
surprised," Pitino said, referring to 
the year-end honor given to the 
nation's top player. 

The low-key Garcia shrugged 
off the praise. 

"I'm just trying to concenuate 
on this year and show my team­
mates I'm here for them," he said. 

Dean had offseason surgery to 
repair a double hernia. He led the 
team with 71 3-pointers, but 
labored through pain late in the 
season and still blames himself for 
the Cards' 80-70 first-round 
NCAA tournament loss to Xavier.

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Fall gardening cleanup controls spring diseases

You can reduce the risk of some 
common problems next year by get­
ting rid of leftover plant debris in veg­
etable, flower and fruit gardening 
areas this fall. 

Always one up for a lit­
tle adventure, Dr. Phyl­
lis Puffer, professor of 
sociology, Big Sandy 
Community and Techni­
cal College, has a pen­
chant for International 
travel. This past sum­
mer, she journeyed to 
the African continent, 
bringing back numer· 
ous photos and tales of 
African adventure.

Several disease-causing fungi and 
bacteria spend the winter on plant 
debris, and can cause disease the fol­
lowing growing season. 

Proper garden sanitation can com­
bat such diseases as early blight, 
mildews, gray mold fungus and vari­
ous root rot and wilt problems. 

To combat diseases, remove all 

plants, except winter vegetables or 
cover crops, from the garden. It is 
especially important to completely 
clean out and destroy all diseased 
plants in vegetable gardens and fruit 
plantings. Carefully dig up and 
remove decomposing roots to keep 
them from releasing disease-cau ing 
microbes into the soil.

This proces will destroy 
most disease-causing organ­
isms. 

If heat development is not 
possible in your composting 
process, dispose of plants 
infected with root knot nema­
tode or Fusarium and Verticil­
lium wilt diseases. Be sure to 
put these infected plants where 
they cannot be recycled into 
the garden. 

Gardeners who decide not 
to remove old plants should till 
gardening areas to break dead 
materials into smaller pieces 
and then work them into the 
oil. Plant debris decomposes 

more rapidly when buried than 
when left on the soil surface. 
This reduce populations of 
di ea e-causing organisms that 
could cause problems next 
year. 

Planting a cover crop to 
maintain and rejuvenate the 
soil is another way to get your 
vegetable garden off to a good 
start next year. 

A cover crop will help pre­
vent erosion of enriched top­
soil, keep rain from leaching 
minerals from the soil, prevent 
compaction and stop growth of 
weeds that can serve as over­
wintering site for in ects and

• Continued from p1 
diseases. A cover crop also 
will add organic matter, both 
from its roots and when tilled 
into the garden soil. 

Successfully growing a 
cover crop requires proper 
crop election, correct timing 
and good management tech­
niques. You will reap the ben­
efits of cover crops in future 
vegetable harvests.

The cond1tion 1s called mu 
arrythmia, and it is quite nor­
mal in dog . I have had more 
than one panicky nurse call 
me after li tening to her 
dog's heart for the fir t time! 

It' a good idea to li ten to 
your pet' heart and watch 
it's respiration at re l to get a 
good idea of what is normal 
for that animal. It really does 
make it ea ier to spot abnor­
malitie . 

Cat and dog both carry 
their young for approximate­
ly 63 days (9 weeks), but that 
is where the similarity of 
then reproductive cycle 
ends. 

Dogs have fairly regular 
heat cycles that occur about 
every 6 months. Again, large 
dogs tend to cycle less often 
and small dogs more fre-

t' quently. You can expect a 
very mall dog to begin 
estrous cycles at around 5-6 
month of age; a giant-breed 
dog may not go into heat the 
first time until lie is 1 ? to 2 
years old. (I think of this as 
the "hummingbird effect"­
the smaller the animal, the 
faster everything in it body 
works.) A nonnal camne 
heat cycle lasts about 21 
days. They are most fertile 
during days 7-14. If a dog 
has a lttter, it does not nor­
mally affect her cycle-she 
should come back in heat 
about the same time she 
would have if she had not 
had a pregnancy. 

The reproductive cycle 
of cats, like cats themselves, 
are much less predictable. 
Cats are seasonally 
polyestrus, which means that 
they have many heat cycles, 
and those cycles are.depen­
dant on the season of the 
year. Most cat start going 
into heat in very early spring, 
just as the days are beginning 
to lengthen. This times the

coincide with warmer tem­
peratures and better weather. 
Cats. unlike dog , stay in 
heat, or at least cycle in and 
out, until they are bred. They 
will return to estrus as soon 
as a litter is a few weeks old. 
With this efficiency, cats are 
capable of three or more lit­
ters per year. Early spring 
kitten may reproduce before 
their f1tst autumn. 

Thi covers most of the 
really important things that 
pet owners need to know. 
There are a couple of unrelat­
ed subjects, however, that I 
eem to get an unusual num­

ber of que tions about. 
There's no good way to tie 
these together, so here they 
are, in random order: 

"My puppy jerks and 
twitches o much while he 
sleeps, I'm afraid be's having 
a seizure." Not to worry. 
This activity seems to coin­
cide with the REM stage of 
sleep--in other words, 
puppy dreams. 

"Is that pointy knot on 
top of my dog' head nor­
mal?" Yes. It's called the 
nuchal crest, and it's where 
some of the muscles of the 
head attach. It's just more 
noticeable in some dogs than 
other . 

''My cat bas some sort of 
film over her eyes in the 
inner comers." Cats (and 
dogs) have a "third eyelid" to 
help protect the eye. An old 
term for it is the "haw". Nor­
mally it's not very visible, 
but it can partially cover the 
eye in a number of situations. 
Usually it is just a response 
to some irritation of the eye, 
although in cats it can elevate 
due to parasites or infectious 
diseases.

Skate development 
The first skates served as a form of 
transportation. The earliest skates known 
were made of bone and date from 10,000 
B.C. Metal blades can be dated to the Iron 
Age in 200 B.C. The Dutch began using 
double-edged iron blades in the early 16th 
century. In Europe ice-skating was a popu­
lar winter pastime in the 17th and 18th cen­
turies.

How ice skates work 
You might think that ice 1s very slippery and 
that is why skate blades slide over it so 
easily. Actually, ice is no more slippery than 
cement. Skates work because when the 
blade glides over the ice, it creates enough 
pressure and friction to generate heat -
enough heat to melt the ice. This results in 
a thin layer of water that acts as a lubricant 
so that the skate slides easily over the ice. 
Unless ~ is rather warm, the water usually 
re-freezes as soon as the blade passes. 
When temperatures are very, very cold, 
skating is difficult because it is too cold for 
the skate to create the film of water needed 
to glide.
