Jury begins deliberations in vote fraud trial

LONDON- A jury ~g~ 
deliberating Thursday aftemoon 
in the election fraud trial of for­
mer state Sen. John Doug Hays. 

Prosecutors claims Hays is a 
key figure in an eastern Kentucky 
election fraud case. Defense 

attorneys contend he was an 
unwitting beneficiary of a way­
ward political activist. 

A jury of 11 women and one 
man will decide which depiction 
is correct. 

Assistant U.S. Attorney 
Kenneth Taylor said in his clos­
ing argument Thursday that Hays 
conspired with others in Pike 

County, including a wealthy 
Pikeville businessman who was 
convicted of election fraud last 
month, in an unsuccessful 
attempt to sway a race for districl 
judge in 2002. 

Taylor said the conspiracy was 
to try to buy enough voles to 
assure Hays would win. That was 
to be done with illegal contribu-

tions from Ross Harris, the con­
victed businessman who Taylor 
said has a history of pumping 
money in campaigns in return for 
favors after his candidates are 
elected. 

"He is like a puppeteer," 
Taylor said of Harris. "These 
politicians are his puppets. And 
John Doug Hays was going to be 

another of them." 
Defen e atlomey John West 

said Hays didn't know that Harris 
was financing the campaign with 
illegal sttaw contributions. In his 
closing argument, West said 
Harris volumeered lO assist in the 
campaign after he beca.'lle angry

• SPOKANE, Wash. - It 
may seem creepy, but it's not 
necessarily a crime to keep a 
corpse in the freezer, police say. 

A 59-year-old man walked 
into the Public Safety Building 
on Tuesday to ask what he 
should do with the dead 
woman's body he had stashed in 
a chest-style freezer, Capt. 
Bruce Roberts said. Detectives 
who responded to the Chateaux 
Apartments found the body of a 
57-year-old woman inside the 
freezer, he said. 

Police did not identify the 
man but said he was the 
woman's caregiver. He told 
them he arrived at the woman's 
apartment about a week ago and 
found her dead, then put her in 
the freezer. 

"His underlying motivation, 
at least what he told us, was he 
wanted to preserve her dignity," 
Roberts said. "It's unique and 
unusual, but at this point there 

is nothing criminal." 
The man was sent to a ho pi­

tal for a mental evaluation. 
Detectives couldn't remove 

the body, so they took the whole 
freezer, Roberts said. There 
were no obvious signs of foul 
play but an autopsy was 
planned once the t:Jody thawed. 

The man told investigators 
that he had a relationship with 
the woman for several years but 
was not her husband. 

"She apparently had several 
strokes and other medical prob­
lems during that time," police 
spokesman Dick Cottam said. 

• DUBLIN, Ireland -
Several drunks are being drawn 
from the River Liffey each 
week, according to the Dublin 
Fire Brigade. 

The frre service said it's 
made unexpectedly heavy u e 
of its newly purchased water­
rescue equipment because peo-

ple increasingly are falling or 
jumping into the river that cut 
central Dublin in two. 

The ervice said it wa 
re ponding to up to 10 emer­
gency call a week. While orne 
are attempted suicides, an 
increasing majority are alcohol­
fueled slips or deliberate leaps 
made in re ponse to a bet. 
Several low-level road and 
pedestrian bridges span the 
river, which runs alongside the 
heavy-drinking tourist quarter 
called Temple Bar.

"Miners who are sober 
and straight are in the mines 
and they're afraid," said 
LaJuana Wilcher, ecretary 
of the Kentucky 
Environmental and Public 
Protection Cabinet.

officials are not exactly ure 
how bad the problem is 
because there is not any solid 
data on it. Wilcher said. 

The task force will include 
representatives from Virginia 
and West Virginia. It should 
begin meeting in early 
December and could propose 
legislation in the General 
Assembly's upcoming ses­
sion, officials said. 

ln Kentucky, there have 
been four mine fatalities so 
far this year. One miner who 
was killed tested positive for 
the presence of illegal drugs 
in hi system. 

The Kentucky Mjning 
Board al o ha been gather­
ing information to gauge 
substance abu e and how it 

affect mine safety. Some 
coal operators have proposed 
mandatory drug testing for 
miners. 

While drug and alcohol 
use at mines is illegal, state 
and federal agencies current­
ly can't force miners to take 
drug tests. 

Dave Lauriski, U.S. assis­
tant secretary of labor, said 
that the rate of fatal acci­
dents has steadily been 
decreasing since 2000. The 
challenge now is dealing 
with preventable problems 
cau ed by people who are 
impaired by drugs or alcohol, 
said Lauriski, who heads the 
federal Mine Safety and 
Health Administration. 

"We believe that the pub-

lie education and outreach 
initiative that we're launch­
ing here today will help this 
mining community deal with 
one portion of the behavioral 
side of safety and health in 
our country's mine: the prob­
lem of drug and alcohol 
abuse and use in the mining 
workplace," Lauriski said. 

Bill Caylor, president of 
the Kentucky Coal 41t 
Association, said in a news 
release that he welcomed the 
outreach efforts. 

"There is absolutely no 
room for drugs which impair 
a miner's ability to function 
safely in the mining environ­
ment,'' Caylor said.

Charges against four 
other Hays campaign work­
ers indicted in the same case 
were dismissed by pro ecu­
tors before the trial began.

In his closing argument, 
Taylor said he would not 
spend time discussing 
Dotson, who is accused of 
handing out $10 bills to vot­
ers in a church parking lot in 
rural Pike County. Taylor 
said evidence was clear that 
he joined in the conspiracy. 

"In the grand scheme of 
things, tie's a small player," 
Taylor said. 

Dotson's defen e attor­
ney, Mickey McGuire of 
Prestonsburg, said his client, 
who doesn't even own a car, 
did not conspire with Harris, 
a multimillionaire, and other 
Pike County movers and 
shakers to sway an election. 

McGuire said prosecution 
witne se who testified in 
the monthlong trial didn't 
even recognize Dotson as 
the person handing out 
money at the church. 

"For a guy who i . up· 
po ed to be a player in thi 
con piracy, nobody knows 
him," McGuire said. 

Ostrander read a prelimi­
nary script of the commercial 
featuring Fletcher over the 
phone to The Associated Press. 
Fletcher's help would clear any 
"potential confusion" for peo­
ple unsure of whether they 
would support the amendment, 
Ostrander said. 

"To have one of the tate' 
major leaders explain that he 
and hi wife are voting •yes' 
for marriage help clarify that 
question," Ostrander said. 

Fletcher spokesman Doug 
Hogan confirmed Fletcher's 
participation in the radio com­
mercial. 

The proposed amendment 
asks voters whether they favor 
changing the Kentucky 
Constitution so that a marriage 
can only be "between one man 
and one woman." It would also 
ban civil unions . Same-sex 
marriages are already illegal in 
Kentucky. 

The Courier-Journal 
released its Bluegrass Poll 
released earlier this week 
which found 76 percent oflike­
Jy polled voters said they 
would vote for the amendment. 

Earlier this week, the gover­
nor asked television stations 
across the state to top running 
an ad spon ored by a group 
opposing the amendment. 
Fletcher claimed that the "NO

A bulldoz­
er appeared to have been used to dump 
remains into graves. Among the victims 
was a mother still clutching her baby. 
The infant was shot in the back of the 
head and the mother in the face. 

Indeed, many of the remains were 
those of women and children. In Bosnia, 
scene of widespread ethnic cleansing 
operations a decade ago, the great major­
ity were fighting-age men. 

U.S. officials say quicker action on 
exhuming sites in Iraq could have served 
as good public relations ror an adminis­
tration struggling fw politically positive 
images from Iraq - &Omething to contrast 
with the slaughters carried out by Iraqi 
insurgents and their foreign allies.

Because I loved my craft, the stu­
dents, and had the respect and upport of 
many of my colleagues, I won most of 
them over. In 2003, I was sent to a new 
school, Stumbo Elementary, under the 
direction of principal Deresa Ray, with a 
daily drive of 100 miles.

tures were so cold; 

I wish to remind Carol Stumbo of a 

hard to get to those sites to examine 
them. 

Only a small percentage of the 
remains unearthed in Iraq will be used 
for courtroom evidence against Saddarn 
and his fanner lieutenants. For the rest, 
attempts will be made to identify them to 
help Iraqi families come to closure. 

Some Iraqis are digging up remains of 
relatives on their own, rather than wait­
ing for exhumation experts to do the job. 

One group expected to play a key role 
in the exhumations is the International 
Commission for Missing Persons, which 
has had extensive experience in identify· 
~g remains of Bosnian war crime vic- ~ 
urns. 

The commission is putting together an 
international conference on helping 
Iraqis deal with a similar problem. Iraqi 
officials invited to the conference will be 
expected to provide guidance on how 
they want to proceed. Another of the few 
groups with expertise on humanitarian 
exhumations is the Boston-based 
Physicians for Human Rights. 

"The challenge is to develop in a care­
ful but hopefully expeditious way a plan 
for all of Iraq that would involve the var­
ious stakeholders, including Iraqi gov­
ernment, religious leaders and represen- • 
tatives of families of the missing," said 
Su annah Sirkin, the deputy director of 
the doctors' group. 

Ideally, Sirlcin says, outside groups 
prepared to help would bow out as Iraqis 
develop their own expertise in 
unearthing and identifying the hundreds 
of thousands of Saddam-era victims. She 
says the process could take decades.

Governor has reinstated voting 
rights to 214 convicted felons

FRANKFORT- Since Gov. 
Ernie Fletcher changed require­
menlS for felons to have their 
voting right~ restored, 214 
applications have been 
approved, the governor's gener­
al counsel said. 

However, a group oppo. ing 
Fletcher's changes said 
Wednesday that the ad mini. tra­
tion was effectively suppres ing 
votes with its new rules. 

Heather Roe Mahoney. of the 
Democracy Resource Center in 
Lexington, claimed the admini -
tration 's new policy was pre­
venting more than 700 felons 
from voting in next week'' elec­
tion. 

"This is an injustice," 
Mahoney said. "It i an a sault 
on our democracy." 

Under the new requirements. 
implemented in June. Fletcher· 
administralion require felon to 
supply three character refer­
ences and an explanation why 
their voting rights should be 

reinstated. 
Fletcher's general counsel, 

John Roach, said the new policy 
was not overly burdensome and 
ensures that only people who 
have fulfilled their sentences 
and paid restitution are allowed 
to vote. 

"This is a process that allows 
the people that truly de erve to 
have their civil rights restored 
restored," Roach said. "But it 
also allows u to actually make 
ure that they're worthy of hav­

ing their civil rights restored." 
The state constitution leaves 

it up to the governor to reinstate 
people's voting rights after they 
are convicted of felonies. 

Former Gov. Paul Patton' 
policy wa to approve applica­
tions. provided that applicants 
completed their sentences and 
made full restitution. Felons had 
to apply for reinstatement, then 
parole officers would verify the 
entence were completed. 

Local prosecutors also were 
given an opportunity to object 

Now, applicants have to sub­
mit references and the written 

explanation after their initial 
application . That information is 
forwarded to prosecutor for 
their opinion. 

Since Fletcher took office. 
1,082 people have filed initial 
applications for "oting reinstate- ._ 
menl, Roach said. Of those, 319 
have submitted explanations 
and references, and Rctcher ha 
rein tated voting right;, for 214 
people. Roach aid. 

So far, the admini tration has 
nol heard back from 747 people 
after receiving an initial applica­
tion, Roach aid. Meanwhile. 28 
requests have been held in 
abeyance for various reasons, 
including some where felons 
had not paid full re titution or 
where local pro. ecutor · raised 
concern ·, Roach aid. 

Mahoney, however, e timat­
ed 705 felons were not being 
allowed to vote becau e of the 
administration'. policy. While 
some were rein tated by Oct. 4, 
the cutoff to register to vote for 
next week's election, other. 
weren't rein tated weren't until 
after that date, \1ahoney '>aid.

in Bulldogs' backfield

JACKSON, Mis . It took a 
cathartic, clutch touchdown run 
to bring everything together for 
Jerious Norwood and the 
Missi sippi State Bulldogs. 

He battled through seem­
ingly endless practices at 
downtrodden Mississippi 
State, and suffered through 
a languishing five-game 
I osing streak that te. ted the 
patience of Bulldog fans, 
coache and players. 

The consecutive beatings 
wore on Norwood. Finally, 
against mighty Florida. he was 
positioned to di h one out. 

Norwood busted through two 
tacklers during a dazzling 37-yard 
touchdown run to give 
Mississippi State a 38-31 win 
over the then-No. 20 Gators in 

one of the season's bigg L upsets. 
The heavy-handed disci­

pline, the hard work- sudden­
ly, new coach Sylvester 
Croom's old-school teachmgs 
were paying off. 

"We've been coming out 
here every week working hard. 
Sometimes, things have to 
change around here," Norwood 
aid. "All the work we've been 

putting in, taking a beating 
evety weekday. It's good to 
win."' 

It was Norwood' econd 
straight game with more than 
100 yards rushing. He ran for 
201 in a loss to UAB. had 118 
of his 174 yards in the fourth 
quarter of the florida win and 
impressed his coach with his 
bigger-than-his-body running. 

"I'm a big-back guy," 
aid Croom, a former assis­

tant with the Detroit Lions. 

"Jerious is not the bigge t 
guy in the world, but he 
runs big. Barry Sanders was 
not big - I'm not saying 
he's Barry Sanders by any 
stretch of the imagination -
(but) Jerious is breaking 
tackles in defiance of his 
size." 

N01wood, who is 6-feet tall, 
proved that on hi final carry. 
After four running plays moved 
the ball to the 37. Norwood 
took the handoff from Omarr 
Conner, bounced left to elude 
one defender, then ran through 
another Gator at the goal line. 

"That was why I gave him 
the ball," Conner said. "I said, 
'Jerious. we're going to break 
this play right here."' 

Norwood wasn' t interested 
in setting up kicker Keith 
Andrews. He wanted six points, 
not three. 

"I didn't want to take u 
chance and just get the field 
goal out of it," Norwood said. 
"I jma ran dle ball- that's how 
I did it. I ran the ball to the open 
~pace and tried to get to the en.i 
zone." 

Norwood has a chance for a 
third big game against strug~ 
gling Kentucky. 

He ran for 138 yards as n 
freshman against the Wildcat 
in 2002. Last year, he ran f~ . 
133 yard despite a turf loa 
injury to hi left foot. His size-
14 shoe flopped during a 5 
yard touchdown run that gav.! 
the Bulldogs a I 0-point leau.. 
Still, the Bulldog lost 42-17 
and have dropped two straigh,t 
to Kentucky. 

''I'm focusing on this year," 
Norwood said, adding, "it was 
kind of hard for me to run, but I 
got the job done."

.. Slugger museum auctioning 
off baseball artifacts

LOUISVILLE The 
Louisville Slugger Museum is 
having a rummage sale. 

A Hall of Fame-caliber col­
lection of bats, balls, photos and 

.; other items will be up for bid­
ding at a public auction at the 
museum Nov. 6. Many of the 
items were dredged from a 
warehouse and me cabinets in 
the basement of the Hillerich & 
Brads by Co.' downtown muse­
um and factory, where the trade­
mark bats are still manufac­
tured. 

"It' monumentally signifi­
cant" said David Hunt, pre i­
dent of Hunt Auctions, the finn 
elected by Louisville Slugger 

to organile the event. "It's not 
just the desirability of the items 
or the rarity but for them to 

f. come straight from H&B 's 
archives, that makes the collec­
tion almost unequaled." 

Marquee items include 
Louisville Sluggers handled by 
"Shoeless" Joe Jackson, Ty 
Cobb, Jim Thorpe and Babe 
Ruth. The collection also 
includes a ball signed by both 
Ruth and Lou Gehrig, a 
Cleveland [ndians jersey worn 
by Satchel Paige and a Jetter 
handwritten by Ruth with six of 
his signatures at the bottom. 

''There are things so unique 
in this auction that have never 
been publicly sold," said David 

~ Bushing. a bat eJt.pert and 
authenticator. "It's going to be 
quite an event for collectors." 

The proceeds from the auc­
tion will create a fund the mu e­
um will use to obtain other ba e­
ball artifacts, said Anne Jewell, 
the museum' executive direc­
tor. The museum' wish list 
includes a complete et of bats 
from every slugger in the 500-
home run club. 

"It just makes "ense for us to 
trade things, like you do base­
ball cards,'' Jewell aid. "In a 
trade, if there's omething 

,. you're lacking, you look at what 
you've got that someone el e 

might be interested in and that 
helps you acquire new thlngs. 

"We look at our collection 
and we know there are orne 
holes in it. We need to stay fresh 
and vital." 

The Jackson bat figures to be 
the auction's highlight. Cracked 
on the handle and worn on the 
barrel, the bat has Jackson's sig­
nature along the hitting area in 
bold ink. Bushing said the item 
will likely draw a price "deep in 
the six figures." 

The bat was acquired from 
the estate of Syd Smith, 
Jackson's teammate and close 
friend. Buslung aid there's no 
proof Jack.son actually used the 
bat, but it i the only known one 
autographed by the enigmatic 
Jackson, who batted .356 from 
1908 to 1920. Although acquit­
ted by a jury on charge he 
helped fix the 1919 World 
Series, Jackson was banned 
from baseball in 1921 by com~ 
missioner Kenesaw Mountain 
Landis and never made the Hall 
of Fame. 

"I don't know if the Jackson 
bat is dle star of the show, but 
it's definitely going to be in the 
top five," Bushing aid. "The 
fact that it could've been used 
by Joe Jack on adds to the mys­
tique. If there was proof it was 
Joe Jackson's game bat - one 
that he used in games - with his 
autograph on it, we'd be talking 
about millions of dollars." 

The Thorpe bat still has a 
ring of black handle tape, ball 
marks on the barrel and two 
small cobbler's nails hammered 
into the end. Thorpe believed 
the nails would trengthen the 
bat and had them inserted at a 
shoe store in Ohio. 

Thorpe was stripped of the 
two gold medals he won at the 
1912 Olympics becau e he had 
signed a semi~pro contract 
before the games. He igned 
with the New York Giant in 
1913 and played in the major 
for six season . The bat dates to 
between 19 I 7 and I 920.

the auction from outside the 
museum. 

The gem of the mu eum 's 
contribution is a bat used by 
Cobb, circa 191 I 15, with 
grease-pencil markings made on 
the side. The markings were not 
made by Cobb, but by Henry 
Morrow, Hil1erich & Brad by' 
receiving agent in Cobb' era. 

When a player returned a bat 
to the factory, Morrow wrote the 
date, the player's name and the 
city or team where the bat origi­
nated. Bushing said the mark­
ings increase the bat's value, 
which he gucs ed at between 
$100,000 and $125,000. 

"Side-writing in the world of 
bat collecting is a good a a Jet­
ter of authenticity," Bu hing 
said. 

Jewell ·aid the museum has 
no estunate on how much 
money the auction might raise. 

The museum wm not be 
allowed to bid on its own item , 
Hunt said. But Jewell said the 
museum would consider 
approaching buyers to Joan their 
purchased items for temporary 
display. 

"Ir' really important for rills 
museum to have really new 
things on a regular basi. ," she 
said. ··we need to have rea ons 
for people to come back." 

Two days before the auction, 
the museum will offer free 
appraisals of memorabilia. 
Patrons can bring item to the 
museum and upon approval, get 
them added to the auction Li t. 

Bu hing said a walk-up 
"appraisal fair'' in Louisville 
two year ago turned up a bat 
used by Ruth and a photo auto­
graphed by Ruth and Gehrig. 

"If people want to put orne­
thing in the auction, they're 
more than welcome to do so,'' 
he said. "That aspect of the auc­
llOn will bring more people out 
bccau e you never know what's 
going to come up and you don't 
want to miss it and have to hear 
about it later."

For one thing, one of those 
three starters is SEC player of 
the year Lawrence Roberts. For 
another, that "walk-on" that 
Alabama lost was starting point 
guard Antoine Pettway, who 
arrived as a walk-on but was 
later awarded a scholmhip. 

Alabama coach Mark 
Gottfried said his team doesn't 
belong as a front-runner either, 
though no SEC team advanced 
further in the NCAA tourna­
ment last season. 

"Florida, Mississippi State 
and Kentucl..')' - those are the 
three teams to beat," said 
Gottfried, who led the Tide to 
the round of eight. "Florida's 
as talented as anybody in the 
country. We're a long way 
from those three." 

Kentucky's Smith also 
gives the nod to the Gators. 

"I think they're just as good 
as last year or better," said 
Smith, who led the Wtldcats to 
the league title and a 27-5 
record last season. ..1 think 
they're going to be the team to 
beat."

Jeff Gordon, I wouldn't be sur-

• prised to see this springing him 
into running better than they've 
been running.·· 

Gordon, ·econd in the cham­
pionship tandings with four 
races to go. has used adversity 

as a motivator before- e pccial­
ly when it concern Hendrick 
Motorsports. 

He has driven for no other 
team since his Cup debut, and 
now has a lifetime contract and 
part ownership in the company. 

He woo his first series champi­
onship in 1995 and wrapped up hi 
second in 1997 - one month after 
Hendrick was diagnosed with 
leukemia. Gordon added a third title 
the next season as Hendrick battled 
the disease that nearly killed him and 
k."'{Jt him away from the race track. 

"Jeff is extremely profession­
al," Burton said. "That team is 
extremely gifted. It wouldn't 
surprise me for them to use this 
as motivation much as they did 
when Rick was dealing with his 
leukemia." 

It's possible the recent 
tragedy also could further spark 
the comeback of Jimmie 
Johnson. 

Johnson was the most domi­
nant driver for the first seven 
months of the season, then 
slumped when NASCAR's tO­
race playoff system began. He 
dropped to ninth in the stand­
ings before consecutive victo­
ries the past two weeks vaulted 
him back into fourth place. 

It might take a collapse from 
leader Kurt Busch, Gordon and 
Dale Earnhardt Jr. for Johnson 
to win the title, but garage rivals 
believe the Hendrick teammates 
will be on a mission over the 
final month of the season. 

Others killed in the plane 

crash were company president 
John Hendrick, general manager 
Jeff Turner, and chief engine 
builder Randy Dorton, constant­
ly credited for making the 
power supply in the Hendrick 
cars durable each and every 
week. 

"This means a lot to those 
guys - they're going to keep 
their heads up, I'm sure," 
driver Greg Biffle said. "In 
this business we always say, 
'That's what they would 
want us to do.' And it's the 
truth. 

"Randy wanted those guys to 
win the championship. That's 
what be would want. He doesn't 
want them to give up or miss a 
beat That's what he built all that 
stuff for. He's probably got the 
rest of the engines built for the 
season." 

No matter how motivated 
they now are, they'll face a stiff 
challenge from Busch, who 
takes a 96-point lead into 
Atlanta this weekend. 

Busch has finished sixth or 
better in all six of the Chase 
races, and is looking very diffi­
cult to beat. But as he heads into 
Atlanta, like everyone else in 
the NASCAR garage, Busch is 
thinking about the Hendrick 
family. 

"lt's certainly something that 
illustrates how close-knit the 
entire racing community really 
is, and right now we're all just 
thinking and praying for all of 
the families," Busch said.

Candlelight service held for 10 
killed in NASCAR plane crash .

CONCORD, N.C. 
Hundreds of candle-bearing 
mourners gathered outside the 
Hendrick Motor ports com­
plex for a vigil Wednesday 
evening for 10 people who 
died in the crash of the team 
plane. 

Team owner Rick 
Hendrick's son, brother and 
twin nieces were among the 
victims when the plane went 
down on the way to a race 
Sunday in Virginia. 

At dusk, the mourners lit 
their candles while the 
Christian band MercyMe 
played on loudspeakers above 
dozens of bouquets and cards. 

There also was a large pic­
ture showing the victims in 
happier time with the inscrip­
tion: "Always In Our Hearts." 

Randie Skaggs of Denver, 
N.C., came to the ervice with 
her husband, Jeremy. 

"The NASCAR community 
needs to stick together,'' she 
said, her eyes welling up with 
tears. "We feel like we know 
all these guys because we fol­
low all the team . " 

Her husband wore a cap that 
showed his suppon for one of 
Hendrick Motorsports' drivers, 
Jimmie Johnson, who won 
Sunday's Nextel Cup race at 
Martinsville. 

Johnson didn't learn about 

the crash until after he won the 
Subway 500. 

"It was a real roller coaster," 
Skaggs said, holding his unlit 
candle before the ceremony 
began. "Everyone was so 
happy for a minute and then we 
heard the news. It made the 
race seem so unimportant" 

The Beech 200 King Air 
was headed from Concord to 
Martinsville, Va., when it 
slammed into the side of Bull 
Mountain in Patrick Springs, 
Va., after missing its fim land­
ing attempt. The National 
Transportation Safety Board is 
investigating the crash. 

Killed were Ricky 
Hendrick, son of NASCAR 
team owner Rick Hendrick; 
John Hendrick, the owner's 
brother and president of 
Hendrick Motorsports; 
Kimberly and Jennifer 
Hendrick, John's twin daugh­
ters; Joe Jackson, an executive 
with DuPont; Jeff Turner, gen­
eral manager of Hendrick 
Motorsports; Randy Dorton, 
the team's chief engine builder; 
Scott Lathram, a pilot for 
NASCAR driver Tony Stewart; 
and pilots Richard Tracy and 
Elizabeth Morri on. 

Lathram, 38, retired last 
year as a Kentucky State Police 
trooper. He had spent the past 
14 years in the Army Reserve 
and was about to deploy to 
lraq. He was with the 8th 
Batallion, 229th Attack 

Helicopter Regiment, a unit of 
Apache helicopters based at 
Fort Knox, Ky. 

Robbie Loomis, crew chief 
for another Hendrick 
Motorsports team with driver 
Jeff Gordon, couldn't finish 
reading the names of the 10 
victims without breaking down 
several times. 

l.Qomis said he found some 
solace in words he remembered 
hearing after Adam Petty, a 
race driver and the son of driver 
Kyle Petty and the grandson of 
Richard Petty, died in an acci­
dent four years ago. 

"It's the saddest day on 
earth when we lose someone 
we love," Loomis said, reciting 
the words. "For them, it's their 
happiest day because they are 
going into heaven." 

Loomis told the mourn­
ers that John Hendrick led a 
weekly bible study at the 
racing shop. He was prepar­
ing this week to di cuss one 
of St. Paul's letters in 
which the apostle writes to 
a follower that he ha 
"fought the good fight and 
kept my faith." 

Dale Beaver, a chaplain 
with Motor Racing Outreach, 
said faith would help everyone 
deal with their grief. 

"God never aid he would 
keep us from having to 
mourn," Beaver said. "He did 
say he would be with us when 
we do mourn."

~nniversaries :Birthdays 
There are orne pretty easy 

things that can be done to pre­
vent and cope effectively with 
temper tantrums or aggressive 

tf behaviors in preschoolers. 
Most importantly, a parent 
know her child better than 
anyone and can usually antici­
pate some trouble orne lime . 
Rcing prepared and having 
realistic plans ahead of time 
can be helpful to everyone. A 
quickie is when the young one 
comes in from the day, feehng 
tired and hungry and i irrita­
ble. Before expecting her to 
get into the rhythm of the 
hou ehold. have a snack with 
a time to tell what has hap­
pened. 

A great way to cope with 
the young child beginning to 
act out is to use distraction. 
A they say. "Pinch the bud 
before it blooms." The adult, 
that is truly supervising a 
child 2 to 5 years of age, can 
u ually know what to expect 
to happen next. Thi does 
not mean that parents can 
watch TV with the guarantee 
that the untrained, hungry 4 
year old will not pour out a 
box of cereal. The behavior 
that is leadmg to trouble can 
be interrupted by pointing 
out something else or sug­
gesting a new activity. lf the 
child quickly moves to being 
out of control, gentle 
re traint might be necessary. 
Sometimes humor pays off, 

The minor tantrums need to 
be ignored. Typically, my 
sugge tion is, "if the house is 
not on fire, the child is not 
being hurt, no one else is 
being hurt, and nothing is 
being destroyed, focus on, 
look at. or talk about some­
thing cl. e.'' To pay attention 
to the behavior tends to rein­
force it and it sure is likely to 
happen again anr\ again. It alJ 
is like a bad habit. The chain 
of events needs to be broken. 
However, erious behavior 
cannot be ignored, such as 
throwing something and/or 
hitting a per on. U ually, if 
discipline i needed, "time­
out" with one minute for each 
year of age will do the trick 
and it works wonders, if used 
appropriately by the adult -
not over u ed. Have the same 
spot for time-out, where you 
can observe what the child is 
doing, but make sure that she 
is not able to entertain herself. 
If she will not stay in the spot, 
you might have to stay there 
with her. The time does not 
begin for time-out until the 
child is quiet It is surprising 
how quickly a child will learn 
the routine, when the adult is 
consistent. Years ago, a parent 
also learned to follow through 
in public place , such as gro­
cery store or a restaurant, 
when her child started acting­
out. She kept a dry wash cloth 
in her purse and the child was 
required to tand on it for 
time-out. That was much 
nicer for all concerned and the 
child learned that there were 
immediate consequences to 
her inappropriate behaviors, 
which decreased in a hurry.

Your child having temper 
tantrum does not mean that 
you are a bad parent. A 
de cribcd earlier, there can be 
many reasons with "habit" 
being a major one. Stop and 
see the pattern of behaviors 
you and your child are dis­
playing. When tantrums hap­
pen often, when a child holds 
his breath and faints, or if they 
get wor e after age 4, you 
should seek professional 
advise to check if the child has 
a physical or psychological 
problem. 

Jn my mind, I see three 
other children. One. a girl, 
dressed in "fancy lady'· attire, 
complete with oversized pearl 
necklace and floppy southern 
belle hat; another, a boy.

Vascular dementia can al o develop 
from chronically decreased blood sup­
ply to the brain. For instance, one type 
of vascular dementia - called .. multi 
infarct dementia" - can develop after 
a person has had a series of small 
strokes. These 'mini-strokes' can 
cause symptoms such as light-headed­
ness, temporary blindness and mild 
weakness in the arms or legs. Since the 
symptoms usually clear up quick!)', 
many people don't eek medical atten­
tion.

FRANKFORT - Secretary of 
State Trey Grayson said he expects 
Kenrocky's elections to run smooth­
ly on Tuesday.

LEXINGTON - Those on 
both sides of the debate over 
same-sex marriage in Kentucky 
agree on one thing: even if vot~ 
ers approve a constitutional 
amendment to ban gay mar­
riage, the issue isn't going away 
any time soon. 

"Nov. 2 is not going to be the 
end of the issue," said State Sen. 
Ernesto Scorsone of Lexington, 
the state legislature's only open~ 
ly gay member. 

In April, the General 
Assembly voted to place a ques~ 
lion on the ballot asking voters 
if they favor amending the 
Kentucky Constitution to pro­
vide that "only a marriage 
between one man and one 
woman shall be a marriage in 
Kentucky." The amendment also 
would ban civil unions. 

Kentucky is one of 11 states 
that will vote Election Day on 

ballot initiatives banning gay 
marriage. 

A Bluegrass Poll published in 
The Courier-Journal on Tuesday 
found 7 6 percent of likely voters 
polled said they would vote for 
the amendment That was even 
higher than in a poll a month 
earlier, which found 72 percent 
of likely voters supporting the 
amendment. 

Kent Ostrander, the eJtecu~ 
tive director of the Family 
Foundation of Kentucky, said he 
is optimistic that the amendment 
will pass, "because we believe 
most Kentuckians want to say 
yes to the protection of mar~ 
riage." 

But in the same breath, he 
adds, "We do anticipate a court 
challenge from those working 
against the amendment and we 
believe the amendment will be 
sustained." 

A similar amendment to the 
Louisiana constitution, 
approved with 78 percent of the 

vote on Sept. 18, is being chal­
lenged in that state's courts. A 
district judge ruled the state leg­
islature's approval of the 
amendment was constitutionally 
flawed, and an appeals court 
sent the issue to the state 
Supreme Court, which will hear 
arguments in the case Dec. 1. 

A spokeswoman for a group 
campaigning against the 
Kentucky amendment's passage 
wouldn't say if that group would 
try to challenge the amendment 
in court. Sarah Reece, the cam~ 
paign manager for "NO on the 
Amendment," said only that 
"the work for fairness and 
equality will continue" after the 
election. 

Scorsone, a lawyer, said the 
amendment could either be chal­
lenged through political means -
such as a repeal effort ~ or in 
federal courts. 

"It's too broad," Scorsone 
said. "It hurts a lot of people, not 
just gay people. It's really con~ 

trary to what our constitution is 
all about. Our constitution says 
that no matter how big the 
majority is, it can't trample on 
the rights of the rrunority. Here 
we seem to be doing just that." 

Carolyn Bratt, a law profes~ 
sor at the University of 
Kentucky, said part of the 
amendment could have major 
legal ramifications, because it 
refers to "unmarried individu­
als." 

She said that domestic vio~ 
lence orders might no longer be 
available for unmarried couples, 
either same~sex or opposite~sex. 
She said the amendment would 
invalidate governmental "rela­
tionship recognition measures" 
for all urunarried couples. 

Ostrander disputed that and 
said the amendment - which will 
supersede a state law already in 
place that offers a similar defm­
ition of marriage- won't change 
the everyday reality for anyone. 

"We believe that all of the 

suggestions that people willlo e 
rights or benefit because it has 
passed are absurd,'' he said of 
the amendment. 

"It JS my belief that everyone 
who has rights and benefits on 
Nov. 1 will have those exact 
same rights and benefits on Nov. 
3." 

State Rep. Stan Lee of 
Lexington. also a lawyer, sup­
ports the amendment and said a 
federal court challenge would 
fail. 

"I think the federal court 
would say that marriage is a 
states-rights issue," Lee said. 

Reece said that whether or 
not her group prevails, the 
process has been a succes -

"We're going to consider 
Nov. 2 a major victory, no mat~ 
ter what the numbers show," she 
said. "We win every day, every 
time we talk to a voter, because 
that voter understands that ba ic 
protection for all folks lS a value 
we believe in in Kentucky."

Th1s year's election is one of the most important Americans have 

faced in many years, and, judging from the predictions of a record 
tumm1t this year, it seems that most people get that fact.

We have tried to get into the heads of nonvoters to understand why 
they would not want to exercise their democratic right and responsibili­
ty. To be honest, that is a difficult task, because we cannot understand 
why so many people would allow their very lives to be dictated by the 
actions of other . The only thing we can come up with is that these peo­
ple feel like their vote does not matter much, so voting itself isn't very 
important They probably feel is not much diffetence between 
the candidates and that not affect. them v.ery Illuch, so 
voting would be a chore they '~\lid db with-
out. 

Those people could nol. be nwre wrong. 
Consider this ironclad fact: Politicians go where the votes are. And 

smce government consists primarily of politicians, government best 
serve those who participate most. 

Why do you think issues such as retirement and health care are always 
at the forefront of every political campaign? It is not just because these 
are important issues for our country. It is also because politicians know 
that senior citizens vote in far greater numbers, by far, than any other age 
group and that those issues weigh heavily in the voting decisions. Any 

. politician who ignores these issues, then, is more or less sealing his or her 
defeat. 

This is most inlportant for young adults - those aged 18 to 30 who 
have the lowest voter turnout - to understand. We are certain most of 
those younger voters, or nonvoters, are not really very concerned about 
the health of Social Security or Medicare, because their participation in 
those programs is so far distant as to seem nonexistent. But those pro­
gram are the so-called "sacred cows" of politics, because any politician 
who even remotely ugge ts tinkering with them in a way that could be 
considered negative will incur the wrath of senior citizens and most like­
ly go down m defeat. 

So younger Voters might think that is lesS ·of an incentive to vote that 
before, but it isn't. Consider what our nation would be like if the voting 
tatistics of the young and the old were reversed. What if politicians felt 

the need to cater to younger voters in order to survive? We are certain that 
our government would be more interested in issues that primarily con­

.. cern the young, issues such as child care, education, job training, home 
ownership, even recreation. Perhaps we would begin seeing government 

. provide financial assistance for newlyweds or new car buyers, maybe 
even tax credits for buyinj'll'ods":Well, perhaps that last one is a stretch. 

We do not mean to su~)t rhilt the problems of the young outweigh 
the problems of the eldetl , or vice versa. But those who do not vote 
because they think it doesn t matter much in their lives insure that gov­
ernment will not maner much in their lives. 

But since we are putting our imagination to work, let us try another 
exercise and try to foresee a future in which Floyd County has the high­
est voter turnout in rhe state. Imagine if the rest of the state were stuck in 

• the 30 percent range, but Floyd County, year after year, posted a voter 
turnout of 70 or 80 percent. What do you think would happen then? 

We predict that Floyd County would certainly begin to weigh a lot

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• The God Gap: 
The role of faith, values, morality in the election and the impact on voters

PHOENIX - Joe Guinnip 
and Ronda Kelso have a lot in 
common, and God's at the top 
of the list. 

They recite Scripture, attend 
church every Sunday, preach 
fervently of faith and the ideals 
they hold dear. And both want a 

~ president who embodies those 
value .. 

Dig deeper to explore what 
those values are, and that's 
where the bnes of consensus get 
fuzzy. 

Guinnip talks of morals and 
sin and the societal decay he 
sees in every abortion, homo­
sexual union or attempt to keep 
prayer out of schools. Kelso 
speaks of equality and protect­
ing indiv1dual freedoms by 
ensuring government doesn't 
legislate conduct. 

Guinnip is an evangelical 
Cbristian who backs George W. 

.. Bush. Kelso is a Chri tian and a 
lesbian, and a supporter of John 
Kerry. 

In this election year, they 
also are something else: 
Symbols of how issues of faith 
and values energize American 
politics and color voters' think­
ing as they prepare to make 
their choices. 

The two epitomize the 
schism of values in America 
today. 

"You hear all these argu­
ments about separation of 
church and state. There's really 
no separation," says Guinnip, 
the prayer coordinatpr at 
Phoenix's Covenant of Grace 
Christian Fellowship. "It's more 
of a combination of church and 
state." 

Kelso sees it differently. 
Speaking while manning a 
booth for her church at a gay 
and lesbian festival in down­
town Phoenix recently, she 
extolls diversity, including "dif­
ferent belief systems." 

"We can have our belief and 
we can enter it into politics and 
our values, and you shouldn't 
be beaten down for it. I may not 
be right," sa)'S the 40-year-old 
nurse-turned-lawyer, "but you 
may not be right either." 

Faith and values matter to 
Americans. And what part does 
it all play in politics in a nation 
where "The Passion of the 
Christ" and "Queer Eye for the 
Straight Guy" are both block­
buster hits? 

This election year, voters are 
confronted with the so-called 
"God Gap," prompted by inces­
sant debates over gay marriage 
and the stir created when some 
Roman Catholic bishops vowed 
to deny communion to lawmak­
ers who support abortion rights 
(the pro-choice Catholic Kerry 
was cited by name). 

These days, most voters con-

sider religion important in their 
lives and evaluate issues of 
"moral values" when choosing 
leaders. 

Wherea voters in 1960 
wanted assurances that John 
Kennedy's Catholicism would 
remain purely private, voters in 
2004 - 1-in-10, according to 
the Pew Research Center -
desire a president with strong 
religious beliefs and most don't 
mind hearing about those 
views. Two-thirds of Americans 
say the issue of values will be 
important when they go to the 
polls on Nov. 2. 

"Religious beliefs are proxy 
measures for that strong moral 
compass that Americans want," 
explains Luis Lugo, director of 
the Pew Forum on Religion & 
Public Life. "For somebody it 
may be the abortion question. 
For others it's presidential char­
acter. For somebody else it's 
how we're treating the environ­
ment or the poor. 

"My sense is all of them con­
sider moral values important," 
he concludes, "but they will all 
define that differently." 

Geri Epcar, who owns a 
Jewish book store in Phoenix, is 
weighing which candidate is 
"best for Israel," but adds: "I 
just want somebody who is hon­
est. Everyone now equates val­
ues to abortion and gay mar­
riage, and I don't think that's 
right."

"The wrong spin is being put 
on values," she says.

In states like Kansas, inter­
faith monitors are sitting in on 
conservative Christian services 
to ensure pastors don't endorse 
candidates, while a group called 
"Rat Out A Church" is doing the 
same of left-leaning parishes. 

Then there are the candidates 
themselves. 

Kerry has dropped his reti­
cence to talk about his religious 
views. "I don't wear my own 
faith on my sleeve, but faith has 
given me values and hope to 
live by ... , " he said in accepting 
the Democratic nomination. 

Bush, who freely espouses 
his beliefs as a Methodist and a 
born-again Christian, has per­
formed a delicate juggling act. 
While shoring up support from 
the religious right, he has 
wooed moderates, as when 
prime speaking slots at this 
summer's GOP convention 
went to Arnold Schwarzenegger 
and Rudy Giuliani, Republicans 
who support legalized abortion 
a.Qd gay rights. 

Not all Americans operate at 
the poles of the values debate, 
of course.

In this year's National 
Survey of Religion and Politics, 
a poll of 4,000 voting-age 
Americans sponsored by Lugo's 
group, economic issues ranked 
first among individuals from all 
major religious backgrounds. 
Foreign policy was second, and 
"cultural issues," those associ­
ated with the values debate, 
were a distant third. 

Only one religious subgroup 
picked cultural issues as their 
No. 1 priority. 

Political analysts note that 
group, 12.6 percent of the popu­
lation, could decide a close 
presidential race. 

''The moral issues are my 
main concern ... abortion, same­
sex marriage, prayer back in the 
schools, the pledge of alle­
giance," the 61-year-old 
Guinnip said after a morning of 
song and prayer at Covenant of 
Grace. 

"As far as war issues and 
things of that nature- yes, I'm 
very concerned about that as 
well," Guinnip said. "But right 
now the main thing is to get our 
country back on track. Once we 
get the moral issues back into 
alignment, the political issues 
will solve themselves."

When questioned about 
whether he should speak to 
Williams about the comments, 

trouble reconciling their reli­
gious beliefs with their social 
and political ideology. 

ln the National Survey of 
Religion and Politics, a slim 
majority favored a woman's 
right to an abortion in most cir­
cumstances, but a wider majori­
ty supported embryonic stem 
cell research. 

On marriage, a majority sup­
ported traditional marriage 
between a man and a woman 
over civil unions or same-sex 
marriage, yet even more agreed 
that homosexuals should have 
the same rights as other 
Americans. 

John Green, a political scien­
tist at the University of Akron 
who conducted the survey, uses 
a real-life example to illustrate 
the complexities. 

After he addressed a 
Catholic church in Ohio recent­
ly, a group of congregants 
expressed uncertainty about the 
criteria they should consider in 
choosing between Bush and 
Kerry. They'd carefully exam­
ined bishops' policy statements 
on the issues, and "protecting 
human life" came first. 

Half believed they should 
therefore place the greatest 
weight on the issue of abortion, 
while the other half wanted to 
rate the candidates on all of the 
issues, and vote for the man 
with the highest overall score. 

"Within the Christian com­
munity, there are sharp divi­
sions. Even within individual 
churches, there are sharp divi­
sions. And there are a lot of reli­
gious people in the middle," 
says Green. 

Take Helen Capistran and 
Michael Laguna, both members 
of Saint Agnes Catholic church 
in Phoenix. 

Capistran, 81, opposes abor­
tion. 

.. Being Catholic," she says, 
"it means a lot." 

Laguna, 36, believes abor­
tion should be legal and gays 
allowed to marry if they want 
- but he's tired of hearing 
about both topics. 

''Those aren't the issue ,"he 
insists. ''That shouldn't make or 
break someone to vote for."

One change is that they can no 
longer recruit high school seniors 
and mu t limit themselves to col­
lege seniors. The $15,000 financial 
reward is a! o half of what it used 
to be. 

The program, as Carrey said, is 
built to help cadets succeed and has 
traditionally lost only those stu­
dents who did not have the proper 
support at horne. Cadets are in 
training up to 60 hours a week in 
Riclunond and don't have much 
free time to spare. 

'The only thing we can't give 
the cadets is the desire to be a 
police officer," Carrey said. "But if 
you come to us with that and 
understanding from your friends 
and family about committing to the 
course, then you will succeed." 

Several aspects of the program 
distinguish it from standard police 
academy programs. First there is a 
heavy emphasis on learning 
Spanish so that officers can com­
municate better with the rising 
Hispanic population in the country. 
There is also a two-week training 
seminar that is held in Mexico so 
that cadets can learn firsthand 
about the culture and even observe 
the workings of police departments 
there. There are also several basic 
areas where training time is dou­
bled and tripled for Police Corps 
cadets in key areas like vehicle 
operation , physical training and 
fireanns. 

Several students picked up 
applications for the Corps, though 
most won't be eligible to enroll 
until they enter their senior year at 
another institution.

But it is a factor of deer hor­
mones that has wildlife man­
ager routinely calling for the 
second Saturday opening, Nov. 
13 this year. 

In order to provide maximum 
opportunity for hunter success 
and keep the growing herd in 

1, check, managers aim the annual 
modern gun season, the most 
productive of deer hunting ses­
sions, for the exact time of the 
year when whitetails are most 
active- the peak of the rut.

Whitetail bucks are capable of 
breeding from late summer 
when their antler fir t attain 
maximum growth and harden 
until late winter to early spring 
when their hormonal levels 
change and their year's antlers 
are shed. 

Yet, it' the girls of the 
species who really determine 
the rut timing. 

Adult doe deer potentially 
can come into estrus, reach 
breeding stage, from early fall to 
late winter. At the latitude of 
Kentucky, however, the vast 
majority of does reach that hor­
monal readiness just about the 
second Saturday of November, 
give or take a handful of days. 

Scientists say the primary 
factor in the timing of the deer's 
reproductive cycle i the pho­
toperiod, the length of daylight. 
The declining unlit hours of 
autumn days trigger the hor­
monal changes, and the pho­
toperiod is the same year after 
year. 

Hunters do notice some vari­
ation in the rut timing from 
econdary factors. 

Un easonably warm weather is 
thought to delay the rut, while

shares passion for boxing

OWENSBORO - Mo t 
hu bands would probably have 
a fight on tlleir hand if they 
were as dedicated to boxing as 
Dan McLellan. 

But a binding force in hi 
17 -year marriage to Paula 
McLellan has been a shared 
passion for the sweet science. 

"It's good to have some­
thing in common with your 
wife, o it ha n't hurt," Dan 
McLellan said. ''But we might 
spend too much time talking 
about it.'' 

lt wa Paula McLellan who 
initiated the turn of events that 
has transformed their interest 
intQ more than a part-time 
endeavor. 

"I've a1 ways been a blood 
and guts person I guess, just 
into competitive stuff," said 
Paula McLellan of how she 
became enamored with the 
port. "So 1 was talking to the 

chairman of the Kentucky 
Athletic Commission at an 
event here, and he mentioned 
that a commi ioner was going 
to retire." 

Paula McLellan jumped at 
the chance to join the comrni -
sion, which oversees all box­
ing, kickboxing, mixed martial 
arts and tough man competi­
tion staged in Kentucky. 
McLellan acquired letter of 
recommendation for the posi­
tion, and in 2000 was appoint­
ed by Gov. Paul Patton to fill 
an unexpired term. 

"The chairman assign 
where you go, and for over a 
year I had to go to Paducah 
every Wedne day for a fight," 
she sa~d . "And I loved it." 

Dan McLellan, 49, also 
enjoyed the weekly assign­
ments, as he accompanied his 
wife each week. But after ev-

eral months, he ''was tired of 
ju t following her around. I 
became interested in judging." 

After reading articles, talk­
ing with other judges and 
attending a seminar, Dan 
McLellan became a licensed 
judge in Kentucky. He then 
became certified through the 
Association of Boxing 
Commissioners in 2002 - and 
i one of two ABC certified 
judge in Kentucky. 

Dan McLellan spent the 
next nine months gaining expe­
rience, including judging sev­
eral "tough man" fights, before 
he got his ftr t profes ional 
bout. But he felt he was much 
more experienced than his 
resume indicated. 

"When I watch boxing on 
television, I'm not watching as 
a fan, I'm judging," he said. 
"So l judge hundreds of fights 
during the cour e of a year. 
And it's very good practice. 
I've learned many things from 
doing that." 

Dan McLellan said concen­
tration is the rna t important 
quality for a judge, which he 
believes is a trait that is 
enhanced by his work as an 
optometrist. 

"And I don't spend many 
day not thinking about how I 
can improve as a judge," he 
said. 

Dan McLellan's dedkation 
hasn't gone unnoticed. Mike 
Cunningham, chairman of the 
KAC, had Dan McLellan as a 
judge the recent Mike Ty on 
fight at Freedom Hall in 
Louisville. 

"Everybody has to do their first 
big one at some point," 
Cunningham said "Dan was high­
ly qualified and a good judge ... 

Dan McLellan admits he had 
a few nerves leading up to the 
Tyson bout. But once the big 
day arrived, it was all bu iness. 

"You're too focused to be 
nervou ,"he said. 

Paula McLellan said she 
"looked over to make ure he 
was in his seat," but otherwise, 
she wasn't nervous for her hus­
band's debut on a world stage. 
She may have been too 
exhausted from handling her 
own duties leading up to the 
fight. 

As comrni sioner, she pent 
the week going to pres confer­
ences, a weigh-in, making ure 
everyone working the corners 
was certified and supervising 
the physicals. 

"I was constantly on the 
move,'' she said. 

"Paula was a tremendou 
help during the Ty on fight," 
Cunningham aid. "She wa 
like my right hand."

Yet, biologists say weather 
more often may affect deer 
behavior within the context of 
the rut, po ibly hifting more 
activity to hours of darknes in 
wanner weather. And alJ deer 
may be more active for every­
day behavior tn cooler tempera­
tures, lower humidities and con­
dition of lighter wind . 

The rut goes on regardless of 
conditions, and the total 
response to that biological phase 
is what is most important to 
hunters. Beginning in late 
October and intensifying 
through middle November, the 
rut simply increa es deer activi­
ty. Buck in particular move 
about their habitats more and 
they increasingly are active in 
daylight hours. 

Older. more cautJous bucks 
often are largely nocturnal until 
hormones send them on forays 
to seek out potential mate . As 
the rut surge , areas come alive 
with buck activity where there 
seemingly was none previously. 

As what many consider the 
"pre-rut" tuneup period for 
reproduction approaches, bucks 
often increase stgn-making in

After mourn·ng period, 
NASCAR gets back to work

HAMPTON, Ga. - The 
NASCAR family paused for a 
few days to mourn. 

Now it's back to business. 
The seventh stop in 

NASCAR's champion ·hip 
chase i Atlanta Motor 
Speedway, where Kurt Busch 
will try to extend hh lead over 
Jeff Gordon and Dale 
Earnhardt Jr. at Sunday's Bass 
Pro Shops MBNA 500. 

~ '\l'ot that it's business as 
usual. 

The sport was rocked last 
Sunday by the plane crash that 
killed the son, brother and twin 
meccs of prominent car owner 
Rick Hendrick. They were trav­
eling to the race in 
Martin ville. Va .. when the 
team plane slammed into the 
side of a mountain. 

AJI 10 people aboard were 
lcilled, including the general 
manager of Hendrick 

~ Motorsports, the team's chief 
engine builder, and a pilot for 
NASCAR driver Tony Stewart. 

"There will be a somber 
feeling to things," said Busch, 
who holds a 96-point lead over 
Gordon with ju l four races 
remaining. "It's a tight-knit 
community, and we're all going 
to be here Lo support the 
Hendrick family." 

NASCAR and at least one 
major sponsor cut back on their 
promotional events during the 

week out of respect for the vic­
tims. Candlelight vigils were held 
in North Carolina. But this is a 
sport that's accustomed to deal­
ing with death, so calling off the 
next race was never an option. 

All of Hendrick's driver -
Gordon, Jimmie Johnson, Terry 
Labonte and Brian Vickers -
will be racing on the high· 
banked, 1.54-mile oval that 
u ually produces the faste t 
speed!> on the Nextel Cup cir­
cuit. 

Gordon, already a four-time 
champton, is the team's best 
hope for a title in 2004, tllough 
Johnson has JUmped up to 
fourth by winnjng the last two 
races. 

The 26-year-old Busch ts 
clearly in the driver's seat. 
poi ed to become the second­
youngest champion in 
NASCAR's modem era. The 
only driver he can't surpass is 
Gordon, who was 24 when he 
won the first of hi titles in 1995. 

Earnhardt trails by 125 
points, while Johnson is a 
whopping 207 points behind. 
Everyone behind Busch in the 
lO-man championship cha e 
needs the leader to have a 
maJor meltdown.

CINCINNATI - Now that 
they've won their first Monday 
night game in a dozen years, 
are the Cincinnati Bengals 
capable of something even 
more unexpected? 

Chad Johnson is convinced 
of it 

Shortly after the Bengals 
saved face and their season 
with a 23-10 victory over 
Denver, the receiver who made 
it happen was asked if his la t­
place team is capable of anoth­
er playoff run. 

"Ye ,"he said, without hes­
itation or elaboration. 

There is a precedent, though 
it may not apply. 

The Bengals were 1-4 - the 
arne as last season - when 

they pulled themselve togeth­
er for their first "Monday ight 
Football" appearance since 
1992. Johnson led the way with 
even catches for 149 yards, 

repeatedly beating Pro Bowl 
cornerback Champ Bailey. 

The Bengals are still Ian· 
guishing at the bottom of the 
AFC North, but they're no 
longer a lost cau e. 

Same as last eason. 
Cincinnati crawled out of an 

identical tart in coach Marvin 
Lewis' first season by winning 
ix of its next seven games, 

moving up to 7-5 and a first­
place tie with Baltimore. The 
Bengal tayed in contention 
until the final week, finishing 
two games behind the Raven 
at 8-8. 

"We were 1-4 last year and 
we bounced back,'' Johnson 
said. "We were 1-4 tlus year 
and we bounced back." 

They did it once, why not 
again? 

Well, the chedule i much 
lnOre daunting. The final three 
road games are in Baltimore, 
New England and 
Philadelphia. 

And the Bengal (2-4) have 
yet to prove they're anything 
more than a creation of prime 
time television. Their two vic­
tories are 16-13 over Miami at 
home on Sunday night, and the 
upset over Denver at home on 
Monday night. In their four day 
games out of the national pot­
light, they've looked half­
asleep. 

Maybe they're just noctur­
nal. 

"We're pretty good at 
night," quarterback Car on 
Palmer said. "The atmo phere 
is just unbelievable. You could 
tell that Cincinnati wanted a 
Monday night game for a long 
time. We really fed off of them. 
It was crazy all night long. The 
intensity they brought really 
kind of propelled us through 
this game, e pecially defen­
sively." 

Palmer's 50-yard touch­
down pas to Johnson got the 
Bengals ahead, but it wa the 
defen e that kept them there. 
One of the league' lowest­
ranked unilS had two intercep­
tions, forced a fumble, got 
three sack and kept the 
Broncos (5-2) in check for 
most of the night. 

For the first time since that 
Sunday night win the defense 
played like something impor­
tant was at take. 

It was. 
"We had our backs to the 

wall, we're playmg on national 
television, it' early in the sea-

son and we're 1-4," linebacker~ 
Brian Simmons summed up. 
"It feels good, but keep in mind 
we're only 2-4. There's no rea-
on we can't play this way 

every week." 
There's a chance to get back 

to respectability before they hit 
the roughest part of their 
chedule. The next three games 

are against teams currently far­
ing no better: at Tennessee (2-
5). at home again t Dallas (2-4) 
and at Washington (2-4 ). 

They'll need to take advan­
tage of that opening. Unlike 
last season, the Bengals have a .. 
lot of ground to make up. They 
trail first-place Pittsburgh by 
three games and are 0-3 in divi­
sion play, so the tiebreakers are 
working against them. 

However it rums out, they'll 
take solace in knowing they 
didn't let down a city that was 
worried about another national 
embarrassment. Cincinnati 
hadn't ho ted a Monday night 
game since 1989, when the 
Bengals were coming off a 
Super Bowl season. They had­
n't even appeared in one since 
1992 because they've been so 
bad. 

The pregame dread was pal­
pable. So wa the postgame 
relief. 

When Lewis walked into 
the interview room and didn't 
get a question immediately, be 
miled and said, "I thought you 

guys were speechless." 
He knew what everyone 

wa thinking, including his 
player. 

''It'. a big, much-needed 
victory for our football team 
and the city of Cincinnati," 
Lewi said. "I am very proud 
of our guys." t

O'Neal aid. 

A similar sen e of despera­
tion hangs over the Titans, who 
didn't expect to be looking for 
their fLTst home victory this sea­
son on the final day of October. 
After all. thi team ha won 56 
games over the past five sea-

son. , with four playoff berths. 
"It' kind of a tate of emer­

gency around here," Titans All­
Pro linebacker Keith Bulluck 
said. "We have to go into thi 
game like iC our last one." 

Tennessee ha n'l lost as 
many players for the season as 
Cincinnati has (I 1). but the 
Titans have 14 players on the 
injury list and they have lost five 
of their past six games. 

The last time they played 
Cincinnati, they held Corey Dillon 
out of the end zone in the final 
minute for a key victory in their 
rebound from a 1-4 start in 2002 to 
the AFC champion hip game. 

Fisher insists a similar run remains 
possible- if they start Sunday. 

"We have to win a game. and we 
have to win a game at home, which 

we haven't done this year," he said. 
Beating the Bengals would 

be a nice way for Tennessee to 
slide into the bye week, when it 
can heal up a handful of player 
for the stretch run.

Chad Johnson caught the 
ball in stride and went into the 
end zone untouched, putting 
the Cincinnati Bengals ahead to 
stay in their most eagerly 
awaited game of the season. 

Finally! 
Palmer had a breakout game 

on the NFL's biggest stage 
Monday night, leading the 
Bengals to a 23-lO victory that 
got him and his team back on 
track. 

"Going into it, there was a 
lot of pressure on us to win that 
game because it was the first 
Monday night game in 
Cincinnati (in 15 years) and the 
fans had been waiting so long," 
Palmer said. "So to get a win, it 
wa kind of like getting a mon­
key off your back and relieving 
a lot of stress and pressure." 

Much of it was on Palmer, 
though th6 novice quarterback 
never showed it. 

After an impressive debut in 
New York against the Jets- 18-
of-27 for 248 yards and two 
touchdowns - his first year as a 
starter took a pronounced 
downturn. 

The Bengals are 2-4 with 
Palmer near the bottom of the 
league in passing. Most of it 
isn't his fault- a lousy defense 
has forced him to throw too 
often to try to catch up, and a 
balky running game has put too 
much pressure on the kid quar­
terback. 

Worse, some fan were start­
ing to wonder about him 
because of what rookie quarter­
back Ben Roethlisberger wa 
domg m Pittsburgh - leading 
the Steelers to a S-1 record and 
first place in the AFC North. 

The dtfference is that 
Roethlisberger - who attended 
nearby Miami University has 
gotten a lot of help from a solid 
defense and running game. 
Instead of having to win games 
by him elf, he only had to play 
a part. 

It hadn't been that way in 
Cincinnati until Monday night, 
when a national audience saw 
what he could do with a little 
help. Palmer was 12-of-21 for 

198 yards with one interception 
and two 50-yard completions to 
Johnson, one of them for that 
tone-setting touchdown. 

"He really has done well," 
coach Marvin Lewis said. "We 
haven't done enough around 
him to help him.'' 

The biggest a sist came 
from the defense, which was 
one of the league's worst head­
ing mto the game. For the first 
time all season, Palmer had the 
luxury of a halftime lead. 

It was so much ea ier than 
playing catch-up. 

''You don't have to press, 
you don't feel like you have to 
make certain plays in certain 
situations," Palmer said. "You 
know when your defense is 
playing that way, you can take a 
sack once in a while. You don't 
have to force it in there." 

The biggest change on 
offense was that Palmer' 
receivers got a lot of man-to­
man coverage for the first time 
all season. Whenever the 
Broncos blitzed. Palmer let it 
fly. 

Johnson beat cornerback 
Champ Bailey for seven catch­
es, including the two 50-yard 
plays in the first half.

1/> Now, Bill Buckner, Johnny 
Pesky, Grady Little, Bob 
Stanley, Bill Lee, Calvin 
Schiraldi and who knows how 
many other mostly hlameless 
souls tuck with a bad rap can 
go back to answering the phone 
at home without cringing ftrst. 

And now, we can go back to talk­
ing about team.~ whose fans really 
are cursed, namely the Chicago 
CUbs and White Sox. Unlike fans of 
the Red Sox, their teams rarely have 
been close enough during the 
decades-long droughts to break any­
body's hearts. 

• For all the things that hap-

pened in Boston this season, 
there was actually very little 
mystery about it. 

Statisticians can explain any 
championship away in the cold 
light of probability, and psy­
chologists will tell you the 
repeated inability to deliver in 
the clutch is simply a very 
human failure to deal with pres­
sure and the burden of height­
ened expectations. 

Of course, the longer such 
droughts continue, the easier it 
becomes to forget a very basic fact 
Success in any endeavor, no matter 
bow of1en or bow little it graces a 
particular athlete or team. is the 
exception rather than the nonn. 
Wmning is, and always will be, a 
happy confluence of talent, timing, 
resoun::es and luck. 

And the Red Sox had all 
tho e in abundance. Maybe luck 
most of all. 

The one deal that whiz-kid 
general manager Theo Epstein 
couldn't seal, bringing Alex 
Rodriguez to Boston in the off­
season, would have cost the 
team Manny Ramirez and 
blown up the roster. 

The one deal Epstein did pull 
off against the advice of all New 
England, shipping local hero 
Nomar Garciaparra to the Cubs, 
shored up the defense and start­
ed the Red Sox on a roll that 
didn't end until their stunning 
weep of the Cardinals, the team 

with the be t regular-season 
record in ba ebaU. 

Surprising? Hardly. Much 
closer to a miracle, given the eco­
nomic reality of modem baseball, 
was when the Marlins won it all 
on a shoestring budget last year, 
or when a team like the Tampa 
Bay Devil Rays or Milwaukee 
Brewers wins it next year. 

That won't happen, at least 
not if Ep tein has anything to 
say about it. Moments after the 
last pitch was thrown and com­
mi sioner Bud Selig handed the 
shiny trophy over to owners 
John Henry & Co., Ep tein tood 
on a podium in the Red Sox tak­
ing a champagne shower. 

"To all the Red Sox fans," he 
said. "We'll do it again next year." 

And so they might. 
Epstein could be the sharpest 

GM in the business, and he's 
backed by a checkbook every 
bit as fat as George 
Steinbrenner' . Now all he has 
to do is figure out which of 
Boston's 18 free agents he can't 
afford to lose, ign them and 
find replacements for the ones 
who wind up walking. 

lfs the same high-wire act 
that has caused his Yankees 
counterpart, Brian Cashman, to 
tear out hi hair over the past 10 
years or so. Still JUSt 30, Epstein 
has plenty to spare. 

The funny thing about it, 
however, is thi : For all the rail­
ing they've done again t the 
pinstriped Death Star ju t down 
the Eastern seaboard, the plucky 
Red Sox suddenly look an awful 
lot like the Evil Empire North. 

What remains to be seen is 
whether their long-suffering fans 
will settle for anything less. 
Endwing heartbreak was the biggest 
chunk of the legacy passed on from 
one generation of Red Sox Nation to 
the next, and that's been cut out of 
the equation. 

Loving a loser is a lot easier 
on the nerves than expecting a 
winner year in and year out. But 
that's the deal the devil just 
made with the Red Sox. 

"I think tt wiJI be different," 
Epstein said. "I don't think it 
will be any worse. 1 think it will 
still be fun to be a Red Sox fan." 

It certainly was on the great­
est night in Bo ton's long and 
tortured baseball history. It 
ended with the players gathered 
at home plate in Bu ch Stadium 
pa sing the trophy around and a 
few thousand fans who made 
the trip to St. Louis lingering in 
the stands chanting. 'Thank 
you, Red Sox!'' 

And if thi. thought didn't 
sink in at the moment. it will 
soon enough: Hearing those 
same chants at the end of next 
ea on i going to require some 
eriou work.

WALKER ON FOOTBALL: Titans' plan 
to avoid rebuilding is unraveling

NASHVILLE, Tenn. - Six 
hours before kickoff, doctors 
removed Shad Meier's appen­
dix, leaving the Tennessee 
Titans with only one healthy 
tight end: rookie Ben Troupe. 

That forced coaches to scrap 
all plays with two tight ends, a 
staple of the offense, and drop 
plays specially designed for 
Troupe to use his physical skills 
and minimize his inexperience. 

After the last-minute 
changes, the Titans lost for the 
fir t time to the team that 
replaced them in Houston, the 
Texans. 

"Every week, there's some­
thing wrong injury-wise, and 
it's very frustrating," Steve 
McNair said. 

The Titans thought they 
could sneak under the salary 
cap this year, rely on the draft 
to restock the roster and avoid 
the rebuilding other teams in 
similar situations faced. 

So much for those plans. 
Now the franchi e that 

entered 2004 tied for mo t wins 
since 1999 is trying to salvage 
a sea on that started with Super 
Bowl dreams and is being 
undermined by injuries and 
inexperience. 

"It's kind of a new ituation 
for us," coach Jeff Fisher 
admitted. 

General manager Floyd 
Ree e took over this franchi e 
in 1994, forced to rebuild a 
playoff team tom apart by the 
NFL's new salary cap. He 
watched hi Houston Oiler go 
2-14 that season. 

Since 1995, Reese and 
Fisher have worked with a sim­
ple philosophy: build through 
the draft, identify a core of top 
players each season, let pricey 
veteran leave and rely on the 
coaching taff to teach the 
youngsters. 

The strategy led to a 56-24 
record from 1999 to 2003, with 
an AFC championship and 

playoff berths in four of the 
five sea ·on .. 

But the Titan , crunched by 
the cap, made too many wrong 
moves this offseason, and they 
are paymg for it. 

They let Jevon Kear e and 
Robaire Smith leave for big 
money in Philadelphia and 
Houston, respectively, and 
tried to replace them by draft­
ing five defensive linemen. 

Kearse now has four sacks 
in Philadelphia and has been a 
defensive catalyst in the 
Eagles' 6-0 start. His 
Tennessee replacement. have 
been o ineffective Fisher had 
to switch Kevin Carter back 
from tackle to end. 

The Titans also traded 
receiver Justin McCareins to 
the New York Jet. for a second­
round draft pick. But that pick, 
defen ive end Travis LaBoy. 
sat out the tir t three game. 
wi!h injuries before getting two 
sacks Ia t weekend in a 20-3 
los at Minnesota. 

Reese did replace retiring 
tight end Frank Wycheck by re­
signing Erron Kinney and 
Meier. But the Titans released 
their all-time leading ru her, 
Eddie George, leaving a leader­
ship vacuum that has yet to be 
filled. 

George's replacement. Chri 
Brown, has been the only 
bright pot on offen e. but now 
opponents are game-planning 
to stop him.

Governor has reinstated voting 
rights to 214 convicted felons

FRA KFORT- Since Gov. 
Ernie Fletcher changed require­
ments for felon to have their 
voting rights restored, 214 
applications have been 
approved, the governor's gener­
al counsel said. 

However, a group opposing 
Fletcher's changes said 
Wednesday that the administra­
tion was effectively suppres ing 
votes with its new rules. 

Heather Roe Mahoney, of the 
Democracy Re ource Center in 
Lexington, claimed the adrnini -
tration 's new policy was pre­
venting more than 700 felons 
from voting in next week' elec­
tion. 

"This is an injustice," 
Mahoney said. "It is an assault 
on our democracy." 

Under the new requirements, 
implemented in June, Fletcher's 
adrnini tration requires felon to 
supply three character refer­
ences and an explanation why 
their voting right hould be 

reinstated. 
Fletcher's general counsel, 

John Roach, said the new policy 
was not overly burdensome and 
ensures that only people who 
have fulfilled their sentences 
and paid restitution are allowed 
to vote. 

"Thi is a process that allows 
the people that truly deserve to 
have their civil rights restored 
restored," Roach said. "But it 
also allows us to actually make 
sure that they're worthy of hav­
ing their civil rights restored." 

The state constitution leaves 
it up to the governor to reinstate 
people's voting rights after they 
are convicted of felonies. 

Fonner Gov. Paul Patton's 
policy was to approve applica­
tions, provided that applicants 
completed their sentences and 
made full restitution. Felons had 
to apply for reinstatement, then 
parole officers would verify the 
sentences were completed. 
Local prosecutors a! o were 
given an opportunity to object. 

Now, applicants have to sub­
mit references and the written 

explanation after their initial 
applications. That information is 
forwarded to prosecutors for 
their opinion. 

Since Fletcher took office. 
1,082 people have filed initial 
applications for voting reinstate- -
ment Roach said. Of tho e, 319 
have submitted explanation 
and references, and Fletcher has 
reinstated voting rights for 214 
people, Roach said_ 

So far, the administration has 
not heard back from 747 people 
after receiving an initial applica­
tion. Roach said. Meanwhile, 28 
requests have been held in 
abeyance for various reasons, 
including some where felons 
had nor paid full re rirution or 
where local pro ecmors raised 
concerns, Roach aid. 

Mahoney, however, e timat­
ed 705 felons were not being 
allowed to vote because of the 
administration's policy. While 
some were rein tated by Oct 4, 
the cutoff to regi ter to vote for 
next week's election. others 
weren't rein tated weren't until 
after that date, Mahoney said.
