WASHINGTON - The 
Bush administration official 
in charge of safety in the 
nation's mines said Friday 
that he is leaving his job. 

Assistant Secretary of 
Labor for Mine Safety and 
Health, Dave Lauriski, said 
his resignation would be 
effective Nov.19. Lauriski 
said he plans to work with­
in the mining field from his 
home in Colorado but 
declined to be more specif-
i bout his plans. There 
was no word yet on a 
replacement. 

Lauriski had a con­
tentious relationship w1th 
the United Mine Workers 
of America, which repre­
sents coal miners 

Perhaps the biggest 
dispute came over a pro­
posal by the Bush adminis­
tration to allow coal opera­
tors to rely on resprrators 
in coal mines. Union offi­
cials complained the rule, 
which was shelved, would 
have allowed more dust in 

nes as long as the respi­
rators were be1ng used. 

Lauriski said his proud­
est moment at the agency 
came two years ago when 
nine Pennsylvania miners 
were pulled to safety after 
being trapped underground 
for three days following an 
accident. 

He said safety in the 
nation's mines has 
improved under his watch. 
He said there were 88 
mine deaths in fiscal year 
2 o, compared with 48 in 
fiscal year 2004, which 
runs from the beginning of 
October through the end of 
September.

Rain slows forest fires, at leas ora·ly

PIKEVILLE Ram has 
slowed an outbreak of forest fires 
that has charred about 2.300 acres 
m the mounta1ns of Eastern 
Kentucky over the past week. 

"We're hopeful that it will be 
enough to control the fires," said 
Gwen Holt. spokeswoman for the 
Kentucky Division of Fore try. 

"But we're looking at a dry week­
end. so we could see another 
increa e in tires." 

Holt said 118 fires were 
reported over the past week, 
before soaking rain moved 
through most of the region late 
Thursday and Friday. 

Pete Geogerian. a foreca~ter at 
the National Weather Service 
office in Jackson. said most of the 
rain wa expected to end Friday 

and the forests would begin dry­
ing out again over the weekend. 
However. more light rain could 
arrive by midweek that would 
dampen the forest again, he sa1d. 

"The key is to keep these sys­
tems coming through," 
Geogcnan aid. "Hopefully. we 
can just keep getting these .sys­
tems evel) four or five days that 
drop a quarter to a half rnch of 
rain.'' 

For the year, firefighters have 
battled I ,503 fires that bumed 
more than 26.000 acres. Mo ·t of 
them occuned dunng the pring 
fire season m l'vlarch and pril. 

Holt advised people who live 
in forested areas to take teps to 
protect their homes from \Hid­
fires. just in case the) reach the 
ep1dcm ic proportiOns of y cars 
past. She suggested cleaning out 
gutters. removing leave from 

lawn<.;. stacking firewood away 
from house and trimming trees 
that overhang roof . 

"All these things are fuel, and 
if a fire should come clo e to 
someone's property. the c fuels 
could bnng the fire right up to the 
homes.'· Holt aid.

Apparently, when 
Windham depressed the brake 
pedal, one of the pecans fell 
and lodged next to the accel­
erator cable, causing the 
throttle to stick open. 

Rutledge said rat problems 
are not uncommon this time of 
year. 

"It makes about the third 
one we've had over the last 
two weeks," he said. "Rats 
can chew through fuel lines 
and electrical wires, too." 

Windham checked the 
engine compartment of her 
other vehicle when she got 
home and found more pecans 
and half an apple. 

"We put peanut butter on the 
rat trap, put it on one of the tires 
and tied it down," she said. 

The next morning, 
Windham found the rat dead.

A group 
of seventh grade students 
from Silver Grove School in 
Northern Kentucky joined 
Fletcher for the announce­
ment. 

Last month, the adminis­
tration presented the public 
with four brand finalists.

past two years because of an 
unusually large amount of rain· 
fall that kept forested areas too 
wet to bum. 

"The bad news about that is, 
with the low number of fires 
for the past two years, the fuel 
in the forest is a lot heavier," 
Holt aid. 

She said much of the region 
now has three years worth of 
leaves covering the forest 
floor. plus dried tree branches 
broken from winter ice storms 
and dead pine trees killed by 
an infestation of beetles over 
the past four years. 

"All these are just very 
volatile fuels ," he said. 
"Should it dry out, ~e're just 
fearful of what could happen." 

Holt said foresters don't 
want a repeat of the 2000 and 
2001 forest fire seasons, which 
were the worst in more than a 
decade. 

About 133,300 acres of 
Kentucky forest land were 
charred in 2000, followed by 
about 163,300 acres in 2001. 

"Arson continues to be the 
leading cause," Holt said. "lt's 
sad. It's puzzling. We don ' t 
know why people want to set 
the woods on fire.'' 

Perrin de Jong, director of 
the environmental group 
Kentucky Heartwood, said 
fires in Appalachian forests 
generally burn only ground 
clutter and do not pose sub­
stantial threat to life or proper­
ty. 

"We don't have the ldnds of 
problems with fires like they 
have in the West," he said. "We 
just don't get the catastrophic 
fires . It's not a huge deal here."

Be cautious 

with coal boom 
Three years ago, then-Gov. Paul Patton i sued an executive order plac­

ing a six-month moratorium on permit applications to build or expand 
power plants after 24 were filed in less than two years. 

Patton expressed concern about the environmental impact so many 
new plants could have as well as whether there was actually a need for 
increa ed productJOn. 

La t week, however, Kentucky Commerce Secretary Jim Host, speak­
ing at the Greater Owensboro Chamber of Commerce' Roo ter Booster 
breakfast. said there's actually a need to build more coal-powered gener­
ating plants. 

The difference in opinions likely reflect the different philosophic of 
the Patton and Ernie Fletcher admini trations. But more important, it 
show how volatile the coal industry can be. 

Since Patton issued that moratorium, and especially in recent months, 
coal ha experienced an upswing. There's at least the perception - at 
both the tate and national levels - that envuonmental regulations are 
being relaxed, and coal is now selling at $50 to $60 a ton, up from $20 a 
year ago. 

This has the potential to be good news, not only for man) local com­
munities, but for Kentucky as a whole. We simply would encourage offi-, 
cials to remember the roller coaster ride on which coal has taken 
Kentucky many times in the pa t and not put too much hope on it being 
an answer to economic prayers. 

Clearly, coal1s still important to Kentucky. If coal is going to be a key 
component of the nation's energy policy. Kentucky should work to be a 
part of the production and power-generating proce . At the state level, 
the Kentucky Community and Technical College System i working to 
train potential miner on high-tech machinery, and Ho t estimates the 
indu try will need 2,000-3,000 trained workers next year. . . 

But caution hould be exerci ed a welL There are many commumt1e , 
both locally and around the state. who took years to fmally come to grips 
with the fact that their economic future wasn't based in coal. Many have 
finally tarted to diver ify and to focus on retraining wor~er , and, in 
tum. their economies are tarting to Jowly rebound and bu1ld the foun­
dation for growth. 

It's critical that these efforts continue. even as it appear that coal is 
making a mall, and welcome, comeback.

The tate' chapter of the 
..- ACLU :said Friday that the 

brother u ed five public 
schools in outheastern Virginia 
as vehicles for religious prosely­
tizmg to students this week. 
After parents began complain­
ing, the ACLU sent a letter to 
school administrators urging 
them to cancel the appearances. 

'The ACLU would be the 
first organization in line to 
defend Rick and Mick's right to 
practice and advocate their faith, 
but chool offictals crossed the 
legal line when they collaborat­
ed with the two evangelicals to 
promote their religious beliefs 
among students," said Kent 
Willis, the tate ACLU' execu­
tive director. 

Willis said the Vigneulles' 
mis~ion is clearly relig10us and 
that their ~chool program, while 
largely secular, may include 
some religious content. He said 
one parent complained in an e­
mai I that her child quoted a cast 
member at the how making ref­
erence to students at 
Columbine High School in 
Colorado having religious expe­
riences after the 1999 shootings. 

[n addition. tickets to a reli­
giou~; "piua" party Thursday 
night were distributed at some 
of the Williamsburg-James City 
County school · after the school 
presentation . 

"This adds up to a clear vio­
lation of separation of church 

and tate," Willi aid. "We will 
be seeking a urances from the 
school that it will not do this 
again." 

Two telephone messages left 
Friday with Rick and Mick 
Vigneulle Ministries, which li ts 
it mailing addre s a 
Wilsonville, Ala.. were not 
immediately returned. 

But on their Web site. the 
Vigneulles say their ''must­
have" presentation has reached 
students in hundreds of high 
schools. 

"Since most public high 
chools do not allow religious 

content, Rick & Mike invite stu­
dent to a second event, the 
'Pizza Blast,"' the site says. "It's 
at these Pizza Blasts ... that Rick 
& Mike are able to hare their 
Christian testimony. This offers 
students the opportunity to 
receive Christ after hearing a 
clear and positive presentation 
of the Go pel." 

The Vigneulle bad per­
formed at one of the chool -
Lafayette High in Williamsburg 
- in the mid-l990s. This week, 
they made appearances at 
Lafayette, Jamestown High 
School and three middle schools 
in the school sy tern. The pizza 
party took place in Lafayette's 
auditorium. 

"We allow cornmumty orga­
nizations, whether it be Boy 
Scouts or church groups, to 
come in and use our facilities 
after hours," said schools 
spokesman Tim Bulli . 

Students were permitted to 
skip the daytime act at the 
schools, and all the principals 
warned the entertainers to stick 
to a secular message, Bullis 
said. "There was no crossing of 
that boundary,'' he said. 

Bullis said tickets to the 
Thursday night's ptzza parry 
were left on the counter of one 

school's main office and distrib­
uted by students in most of the 
other schools. He added that the 
school sy tern couldn't interfere 
with student · constitutional 
right to hand out ticket . 

The Vigneulle gave the stu­
dents an anti-drug, pro-absti­
nence me sage, quirted water 
gun into the audience and ang. 
according to the Daily Press of 
Newport News.

Gay-marriage defeat puts legal arrangements in question

LOUISVILLE - Gays and 
lesbians fear that last week's 
pa ~age of a constitutional 
amendment banning arne-sex 
marriages and ci\o il unions may 
be the first srep toward a grad­
ual cro. ion of their legal rights .

as spouse. husband or wife. 

The amendment approved 
by Kentucky voter states "that 
only a marriage between one 
man and one woman ~hall be a 
marriage in Kentucky, and that 
a legal tatu identical to or 
similar to marriage for unmar­
ried individuals shall not be 
-.alid or recognized." 

Kent Ostrander, who led a 
pro-amendment coalition and 
helped draft the amendment. 
said that language hould not 

affect individual·· contract . 
He aid amendment advocate 
"don't plan on tracking things 
down" and challenging con­
tract . 

But Carolyn Bratt. a 
University of Kentucky law 
profes or and an advocate for 
gay legal right. . noted that 
judge , not activi ts, have the 
final ay on what the amend­
ment means.

FRANKFORT - Arguments 
ometimes arise between 

Kentuckians over which is the 
better fish to eat: walleye or 
crappie. For those fortunate 

f.nough to have tasted walleye, 
there is no argument. Walleye 
wins hands down. 

Fa!J is an excellent time to 
catch some walleye for dinner 
out of Kentucky reservoirs. 
Lake Cumberland, Laurel River 
Lake and Paintsville Lake all 
hold good populations of large 
walleye and fall is one of the 
best times to fish for them. 

When dams went up on 
Laurel River and Paint Creek to 
form Laurel River Lake and 
Paintsville Lake, small hollows 
and coves nooded. The flooded 
timber in the e hollows and 

f •oves is excellent walleye habi­
tat. Walleye use these timbered 
coves during fall days. Although 
these coves only make up a 
small percentage of the total 
.acreage of these lakes, walleye 
use them heavily in the fall. 

Tracking studies show wall­
eye venture from the security of 
timbered coves at night to feed, 
but rerum to the coves oon 
afterward. They prefer the secu­
rity of the e coves during the 
day and typically venture only 
40 to 50 feet into the cove. 
Walleye like having the sanctu-

~ary of the main lake nearby in 
fall. They venture to the backs 
of these timbered coves in 
spring. 

Probe lhe mouths of these 
coves with a 3-inch minnow on 
a simple split shot rig.

Tips for a 
-safe modern 
gun season

Deer hunters need to be pre­
pared and think about a few 
safety-related situations as they 
head into the modem gun sea­
son. 

One of the most common 
accidents that happens to 
hunters is a fall from a tree stand 

,that is too old, or because the 
hunter do es off, loses balance 
and winds up tumbling out 
hecause a hamess wasn't used as 
a safety precaution. 

Many hunters construct deer 
stands made with plywood for a 
floor and some pieces of a 2 by 
4 board serving as steps. It is 
unwise to trust these types of 
tree stands on opening day with­
out checking their structural 
integrity ahead of time and mak­
ing any needed repairs. 

Falling limbs throughout the 
year can hit and weaken the 
floor, which can lead to an unex-

10-pound or better fish. The 
walleye population in Lake 
Cumberland is on an upswing. 

Long, sloping main lake 
points hold walleye in fall. 
Trolling a bottom bouncer 
tipped with minnows across 
these points works well. 
Walleye stay fairly tight to the 
bottom on Lake Cumberland, 
so the minnow should be 
worked just above it. Walleye 
may hold from 15 to 50 feet 
deep in fall. so varying trolling 
depth is essential. 

Another way of fishing long 
points is usmg a Carolina rig 
with a twist. Instead of tying a 
wonn hook at the end of the 
leader, use a shallow running 
chrome, chartreuse and white or 
fire-tiger crankbait. The weight 
of the Carolina rig gets the 
crankbait down to the depths 
walleye prefer, but the floating 
ability of a crankbait suspends it 
just above the bottom. The 

beauty of this rig is you can 
work a crankbait in 30 feet of 
water as slowly as you want. 

Walleye on Lake 
Cumberland tend to school up 
in fall. Once one walleye 
strikes your offering, thorough­
ly probe the area for more wall­
eye. Also, walleye on Lake 
Cumberland can get very depth 
specific. Once a walleye is 
caught, mentally record how 
deep the walleye was and work 
that depth on other stmilar 
main lake points. The first 
walleye caught can lead to a 
glory day of catching them if 
the angler is attentive to details 
on how the first walleye came 
to hand. 

There is 15-inch minimum 
size limit and a ten fish daily 
creel limit for walleye on these 
lakes. Walleye are an under-uti­
lized resource in these lakes 
and fall is one of the best times 
of the year to catch a limit.

stand. It is the single most 
important safety item a deer 
hunter can use. More hunters 
are injured, sometimes fatally, 
from falls than errant shots, 
being mistaken for game, or 
other type of incidents. 

As the years go by, we all 
gain a few pounds. Don't shoot 
deer on steep slopes or in areas 
that require you to drag your 
deer a long way if you aren't in 
the shape you were in high 
school. Think. ahead and try to 
minimize the physical effort it 
takes to move and load a har­
vested animal by hand, if 
you're not used to heavy lifting 
and exertion. Make sure you 
have some help available ahead 
of time. U e the buddy system 
and take frequent breaks. Be 
sure ·omeone at home knows 
about where you are and about 
what time you should be home, 
just in case omething happenS. 

All hunters who hunt during 
modem gun deer season, or any 
other period when firearms can 
be used for deer hunting, must 
comply with the hunter orange 

clothing law. It requires hunters 
wear solid, unbroken hunter 
orange color visible from all 
sides on the head, back and 
chest. Hunter orange mu t also 
be worn by anyone accompa­
nying a gun deer hunter. 
Camouflage patterns with 
splotches of hunter orange do 
not meet the requirements. 
Wearing hunter orange while 
walking to and from the deer 
stand, but taking it off while in 
the deer stand, does not meet 
the requirement. It's much 
wiser to keep your hunter 
orange on at all times while 
you're in the field, even if 
you're just eating lunch, for 
obvious reasons. 

Other safety tips are also 
important, but sometimes easy 
to forget. Do not cross a fence, 
or climb a tree stand ladder 
without completely unloading 
your firearm beforehand. It is 
easy for a firearm laid against a 
fence to slide off, hit the 
ground and fire. If hunting with 
a companion, let him or her 
hold the fArearm after Y.9,u

unload it and while you cross. 
The empty firearms can then be 
handed over carefully and safe­
ly, person two can climb over, 
and then both hunters can 
reload and proceed. Don't 
transport loaded firearms in 
any type of vehicle. Use good 
judgment when operatmg all­
terrain vehicles. Don't get in a 
hurry. 

Never fire at any move­
ments, sounds or colors, and 
don't assume if you have on 
your hunter orange, all other 
hunters will, too. Rather, 
expect the opposite. Keep your 
firearm's safety on until you 
are ready to shoot. Always be 
100 percent certain of your tar­
get before you fire. Once the 
bullet leaves the barrel, you 
can't take it back. 

Safety should become a 
habit for all hunters. Don't take 
it lightly and cut comers. 
Remember, you can take the 
fmest trophy in the world, but it 
won't mean much if you wind 
up hurt, hurting someone else, 
or worse. n 

Big Ten looking to regain elite status

Most of the Big Ten experi­
enced March Madness like a 
fan last season, taking prime 
spots on the couch and watch­
ing game after game until they 
knew every team 1n every 
bracket and all of the mascots. 

And they didn't like it one 
bit. 

After a disappointing year 
that saw only three teams make 
the NCAA tournament , the 
fewest in almost 20 years, the 
Big Ten is poised to regain its 
status as a power conference 
this year. 

Illinois (5), Michigan State 
(13) and Wi consin (21) are all 
ranked in the preseason Top 
25, with NIT champion 
Michigan and Indiana close 
behind. 

''The big thing is the middle 
of our league and the bottom 
will be much better," Illinoi 
coach Bruce Weber said. "We 
didn't have veteran players last 
year. (Everyone is) a year 
older, I think it's going to help 
as a league." 

Take Weber's team. The 
Illini return not only their 
entire starting lineup, but their 
top 10 scorers from the squad 
that lost to Duke in the region­
al semifinals of the NCAA 
tournament. They are battle­
tested, winning l 0 stra1ght 
games - six on the road - to 
clinch their ftrst Big Ten title 
outright since 1952. 

And they have possibly the 
best backcourt in the nation 
with the hyperkinetic Dee 
Brown and Deron Williams. No 
wonder Dlinois IS being billed 
as a possible Final Four team. 

"Everybody made a little 
improvement in their game," 
Brown said. ''People expect 
lllinois to be a good team, good 
every year. Anything can hap­
pen, but we know what it takes." 

Michigan State should be 
vastly improved from last 
year's squad that never recov­
ered from its brutal nonconfer­
ence schedule, one of the 
toughe~t in NCAA hi tory.

With three starters back,

League coaches and 
sports information directors 
picked Ea tern Kentucky to 
finish third, behind perennial 
power Murray State and upstart 
Tennessee State. 

"Anybody who understands 
this level of basketball and 
where thi program was under­
stands we have come a long 
way," coach Travis Ford aid. 

"This is the first year we can 
talk about winning a champi­
onship and making it to the 
(NCAA) tournament. That's 
what you want, what we work 
for, to get to the top of the 
OVC. It's always good to have 
a team that you think you can 
be competitive with." 

Ford calls Witt one of the 
OVC's elite players. Witt fin­
ished sixth in the league in 
scoring (15.6 points per game) 
and second in assists (5 .5 per 
game) last season. He also has 
an experienced backup in 
senior Austin Newton. 

On the front line, senior 
center Michael Haney ( ll .4 
points, 6.3 rebounds per game) 
is back, along with sophomore 
forward Julian Mascoll, whom 
Ford calls the Colonels' best 
perimeter defender. Junior col­
lege transfer Jason McLei h 
will add athleticism to the 
small forward position, Ford 

said. 
For the first time since his 

freshman season, Haney will 
enter a season healthy, which 
should pay dividends, Ford 
aid. 

Alonzo Hird, a 6-9 juco 
transfer, should make an imme­
diate impact on the frontline, 
Ford said, especially as a shot­
blocker, rebounder and defend­
er. Another juco transfer, guard 
Zach Ingles, is a proven scorer, 
having averaged 25.5 points 
per game Ja t season. 

Senior Ben Rushing, who is 
only 13 3-pointers shy of the 
school record, also is an effec­
tive shooting guard, but is out 
until January because of knee 
and wrist injuries. 

Among the Colonels' oppo­
nents this season will be four 
teams that reached last season's 
NCAA tournament - Dayton, 
Florida, Louisviile and Murray 
State. Eastern Kentucky also 
will renew its rivalry with 
Western Kentucky, a team it 
hasn't played since the 1994-
95 season. Eastern Kentucky's 
first four league games will be 
on the road.

The 6-8, 254-pound 
Colombian showed impressive 
skills at a recent scrUnrnage, 
leading fast breaks and dishing 
nifty passes. Pitino compares 
him to Jamal Mashburn, who 
was a cornerstone of Pitino's 
rebuilding effort at Kentucky in 
the early 1990s. 

"All freshmen have weak­
nesses or they wouldn't be here, 
but he's powerful, strong, fast 
and knows how to play," Pitino 
said. 

Senior Otis George, whom 
Pitino called one of the most 
consistent players in preseason 
practices, will come off the 
bench to spell Myles and 
Palacios. The 6-8 George aver­
aged 5.6 points and 4.8 
rebounds for Louisville last ea­
son. 

The frontcourt has already 
lost orne depth. Bulky Oak Hill 
Academy product Brian 

Johnson will miss the season 
with recurring knee problems. 

"The players realize this is a 
big blow to the team," Pitino 
said. "But injuries are part of the 
game. We had a nice luxury with 
Brian Johnson and now we 
don't.

Pitino said the skill of the 
remaining big men creates a 
wider margin of error for the 
whole team, especially on 
defense.

The fall hotgun turkey sea-
on limit was increa. ed to two 

birds of either ex for 2004. 
The Kentucky Department of 
Fish aud Wildlife Re ources 
(KDFWR) Commission 
recently added a second turkey 
to the fall shotgun season per­
mit, but did not increase the 
cost of the perm1t. The season 
was al o expanded to give 
hunters four additional da) to 
hunt, amounting to a full week 
in late October and a second 
full week in early December. 

During the first ~egment of 
the season, hunters reported 
3.255 turkeys taken. compared 
to 2.256 birds taken during the 
entire 2003 fall shotgun ~ea­
son. So far during the turkey 
archery ·eason, 495 birds have 
been reported harve ted with 
bow equipment. At the clo:e 
of the 2003 archery turkey ~ea­
son, a total of 528 birds were 
reported, o it also appea~ 

archery hunters are f1ndmg 
more turkeys this year. too. 
The fall archery season 
extends into mid-Januar}. 
2005. 

Those hunters who took the 
fall shotgun cason limit of 
two turkeys during October 
are not eligible to hunt the 
December segment of the sea-
on. Hunters who took one, or 

had no luck in October, may 
· take up to the two-bird limit 
during the December season. 
Both birds may not be taken 
on the arne day, however. 

According to harvest data 
po ted on the KDFWR web­
site (fw.ky.gov) , at thh point 
of the fall turkey season. of the 
total 3.771 turkey taken.

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Tree stand 
risk to Kentucky hunter8

PADUCAH - Kentucky's 
firearms deer season brings the 
state's hunter~ to a high roint of 
the year for outdoor adventure 
and to potential injury from a 
fall. 

Thousand~ of the common­
wealth's portsmen and women 
participate. 

Based on past ea on .. a few 
of them likely will be burt 
because of bad judgment or 
error associated with the most 
common deer hunter's accident 
source: tre(l stands. 

There is a long-term trend of 
decline for accidents involving 
shooting, and hunting in general 
proves safer than most ports, 
according to national afety ta­
tistics. A lingering problem spe­
dfic to deer hunters, however, is 
falls from tree tands. It is the 
greatest cause of serious injuries 
among Kentucky hunters. 

Kentucky Department of 
Fish and Wildlife Resources 

managers say a leading element 
in tree stand accidents is the use 
of homemade platforms and 
steps buill into trees as ''perma­
nent" lands. Those hunting sta­
tions built from lumber and nat­
ural materials can be unreliable, 
especia1Jy because they remain 
in place year round and are sub­
ject to weather-related deteriora­
tion. 

Decks. supports and steps 
can give way from ronen woods 
or from a nail that has loosened. 
And stand and tep supports can 
dump hunters before they can 
react and catch themselves. 

Kentucky Department of 
Fish & Wildlife Resources offi­
cial recommend commercially 
made stands that can be shel· 
tered through much of the year 
and that can be easily inspected 
before use each season. 

Yet the u e of a well con­
structed portable stand alone 
doesn't guarantee safety. Some 
bunters each year manage to fall 
from good tands or, more fre­
quently, they fall while climbing 
to or descending from tree stand 

perches. 
Cau es of fall vary from 

simple missed steps to hunter 
misuse of tand , from inappro­
priate trees to failure of equip­
ment. There are still occasional 
accidents from hunters gomg to 
sleep and toppling forward and 
down, and some just lo e their 
balance. 

The overwhelming majority 
of tree-stand accidents could be 
avoided or stopped short of seri­
ous consequence· 1f hunters 
would wear a ·afety restraint 
while on stand as well as when 
climbing to or descending from 
their stands_ 

Tree stand manufacturers and 
safety advocates recommend a 
full-body safety harness over a 
mere safety belt and line. If a 
belt restrailit is used, it should 
be worn 00 the upper chest so 
that, iftherei a fall, pressure by 
·the belt will not compress and/or 
paralyze the diaphragm and uf­
focate the wearer. 

A harness, meanwhile, 
spreads the stress of a fall over 
the legs as well as the upper 

body. In that manner. the 
restraint ilc;elf is less likely to 
inflict injury. 

Tree stand hunter!i also 
should be diligent in the use of 
haul ropes or strap , climbing 
into their positions with free 
hand • then hoisting aloft their 
unloaded shooting implement 
on a inc. A gun should not be 
sl r er the houlder while 
d' to or from a stand. 

j; ters should only climb 
straig!lt, healthy trees. and any 
witb .. widowmaker" dead limbs • 
overliead hould be avoided for 
obvious rca ons. 

Climbing trees or attached 
step or ladder in weather that 
make surfaces slick with icc or 
rain also should be avoided. 

~afety authorities di courage 
extreme heights when tree tand 
hunting a extra elevation only 
compound the impact from any 
potential fall. Most recommend 
elevation of I 0 to 20 feet.

America's vast series of interstates 
become a battleground for two men 
locked in an ongoing battle to the 
death tbat i fueled by revenge in this 
high octane thriller from veteran 
director Robert Harmon. 

Harmon explored similar territory 
in his 1986 thriller "The Hitcher" and 
this is a welcome return to the format 
for him. 

The story begins with a husband on 
a hotel balcony 
observing his wife 
buying produce 
from a roadside 
stand. The camera 
switches to an aeri­
al view as she 
eros es the road to 
return to the hotel 
and then we see the

the impact and see her purchases hit 
the pavement as the camera pans to 
her hu band's agonized reaction. It's a 
ten e moment and it killfully estab­
li hes the action which i forthcom­
ing. 

The action then switches to five 
years later and we are introduced to 
Molly. She i a tortured soul who lo t 
her parents in a wreck that only she 
survived. Unfortunately, he is the 
next target for the El Dorado. The 
ki!Jer attacks her and cveraJ other 
motorist in a tunnel and once again 
Molly i the only survivor. 

The story ratchets up the tension as 
Molly i contacted by Rennie Cray, 
who we saw lo e his wife five years 
earlier. He informs her that her terror 
has only just begun and the killer wiU 
not leave any loose ends behind. 
Turn out, though, that Rennie is 
eager for a howdown with the other 
car and 1s more than willing to use 
Molly as bait. He's a cold character 
and it' to the film's credit that they 
don't try to often him. 

Along the way they pick up an 
accident inve tigator, named Macklin, 
who reluctantly join their quest. The 
history of the killer is slowly unveiled 
and it's no surprise that he i an for­
mer in urance seller who saw one too 
many photo of wrecks and bas devel­
oped a decidedly twi ted fetish that 
ha him cau ing accidents acros the 
country. 

It all leads to a showdown at the 
hotel site of the original murder, 
where we learn that Rennie may have 
had a lot to do with creating the killer 
he is hunting. Lt's a shocking revela­
tion and a trong commentary on the 
senseles nature of revenge. 

"Highwaymen" cores as both a 
thriller and a meditation on revenge 
cenarios.

are involved in their lives. They 
are the ones that will have a 
bright future. Every person 
re ponds better to encourage­
ment than critici m. If a chlld 
receives encouragement often, 
they can take constructive criti­
cism in tride and learn from it. 

"I now et goals with my stu­
dent at the beginning of each 
nine weeks . The goals may stay 
the arne or change ba ed on 
what successes we've had. We 
write them down and a k each 
other about our goals. 

''Thank. you so much for that 
talk.
