State revenue 
rvnning ahead

FRANKFORT ­
Receipts to Kentucky's 
General Fund JUmped in 
November, largely 
because of a timing matter, 

111}'ut are still runnmg a bit 
ahead of schedule for the 
first five months of the fis­
cal year. 

According to figures 
teleased Friday, the 
General Fund took in 
$623.8 million in 
November, or 10.5 percent 
more than the same month 
a year ago. 

Much of the jump can 
be attnbuted to the timing 
of Thanksgiving from year 
to year because in 2003 
receipts received just 
before the holiday were 

*not counted in November. 
Without the property tax 

bump, total growth would 
have been just 3.4 per­
cent, budget director Brad 
Cowgill said. 

The official forecast for 
the 2005 fiscal year that 
ends in June calls for 
growth of-3.9 per{;ent. 
Because of the healthy 
growth so far, receipts only 
have to grow by about 1 
percent for the remaining 
seven months of the fiscal 

f!ryea! in order to meet pro­
jectrons.

The dedication of its employees is appar­
ent. current executive director Larry York 
said. ''This is the one job I've had since I 
became a lawyer. John Rosenberg hired me in 
1970 and I'm still here."

Judge makes 
allowances 
for convict

PRESTONSBURG 
Marcus Stumbo, picked up 
in the July 30 drug roundup 
presented a unique problem, 
to Judge John Caudill when 
he was entenced in circuit 
court on Friday. 

Stumbo had been offered 
a three-year sentence on 
drug trafficking charges. 
with the pro ecution recom­
mending that he erve one 
year and be probated for the 
rest. Stumbo accepted the 
plea through his attorney. 
Ned Piller dorf. and has 
been lodged at the Floyd 
County Detention Center. 

Stumbo ha been allowed 
to participate in the work 
release program and contin­
ue his job at Taylor Metal. 
Taylor makes $10 an hour at 
the company and would no 
longer be able to make child 
support payments if he i 
moved to a state prison to 
finish his entence. The 
problem is that the county 
jail is overbooked now. 
especially in light of another 
drug roundup conducted on 
Wednesday. 

Pillersdorf argued that 
Stumbo would be eligible 
for parole in three months 
and maybe it could begin 
early due to his exemplary 
record at the jail and at his 
work. lie further noted that 
Stumbo is not a career crim­
inal and had pleaded guilty 
to selling only a handful of 
pills. 

The commonwealth was 
represented by Stacy 
Marshall , who said that he 
agreed with Pi ller dorf 
morally but disagreed "ith 
the situation legally. 

Judge Caudill sat think­
ing on the situation for 45 
econds before coming up 

with a solutton - dcla) .ng 
sentencing until larch. 'I h1s 
means that when the ~:a . e is 
reconvened. tumbo \\ill 
have served enough time to 
be eligible for parole. 

In the meantime, Stumbo 
could stay at the county jail 
but will pay for hi upkeep 
there out of his . alary at 
Taylor Metal. The Jail will 
save on thee ·pen e of hold­
ing Stumbo and his child 
will al o benefit from unin­
terrupted child support pay­
ments.

HAZARD- Danny Osborne 
Jr. knows firsthand that drug 
abuse is a problem among coal 
miner!; in central Appalachia. 

The West Virginia man, peak­
ing at a meeting of coal indu try 

representatives on Wednesday, 
said he abused OxyContin for 
years while working u1 mine in 
central Appalachia. 

"When you're on it, you don't 
really think you're impaired," he 
said. "You go to work to make 
money so you can buy more." 

David Dye, acting director of 

lhe U.S. Mine Safery and Health 
Administration. . aid evidence 
suggests that drug abuse has 
become a serious safety issue in 
coal mines. but he said no one 
knows at this pomt how wide­
spread the problem is.. 

"In several recent fatal mining 
accidents, toxicology report. 

revealed the presence of drugs or 
alcohol in the \ict1ms' systems," 
he said. 

MSHA. along with . tate mine 
regulatory agenc1es in Kentucky, 
Virgima and West Virginia. pon­
·ored the meeting in Hazard 10 an 
effort to gauge how erious the 
problem is and t try to develop 

way to deal with it. The one-<.1~1) 
meeting ended "1th more ques­
tion· than answers.

The GOP sent out about nine 
mailings to voter involved in 
that race alone, he said. 

For the entire general election 
cycle. the Republican Party spent 
nearly $155,000 in cash disburse­
ments and more than $520,000 in 
in-kind contributions, according 
to financial records. 

Meanwhile, the state 
Democratic Party spent about 
$404,000 in cash disbursement 
and nearly $7.800 in in-kind 
contribution . records show.

Santa may be short some gifts 
for Appalachian children

HARLAN - Teana Bums, 
one of Santa's key helpers in 
this central Appalachian town. is 
worried. 

With the local economy in 
the doldrums. more families 
than ever are counting on a local 
Christmas charity to provide 
gift for their children. That 
charity Harlan Countians for 
a Healthy Community - is hav­
ing problem of its own. Not 
enough people are making dona­
tions, raising the possibility that 
some kids may not receive gifts. 

"There' a huge unemploy­
ment rate right now," Bums 
aid. 'The coal mines aren't 

what they used to be. Here in 
outhea tern Kentucky, people 

are just having a really hard 
time." 

Request for food from area 
charities have doubled in the 
past two years, said Jim 
Huebner, coordinator of the 

Mennonite Central Commitlee's 
initiatives in the Appalachian 
region. 

Huebner aid impoverished 
region of the nation like central 
Appalachia aren't sharing in a 
national economic recovery. 
Many, he said, are still without 
jobs and in need of help - not 
just for Chri tmas gift but also 
for food and shelter. 

"The economic improve­
ment we're hearing about 
aren't nece arily accruing to 
individual familie ," Huebner 
said. 

Double-digit jobless rates 
aren't uncommon in mountain 
communitie . Harlan County's 
average unemployment rate last 
year was more than 1 J percent. 

So far this year, it has ranged 
from 6 percent to 9 percent. 
However, that rate doesn't 
include di couraged workers 
who have given up on finding 
jobs, said Carlos Cracraft, a 
state labor market analyst in 
Frankfort. 

Unemployment rate in some 
other counties are even more 
dismal. In Magoflm County, for 
example, between 13 percent 
and 17 percent of the work force 
has been idle in any given 
month thi year. 

Brenda Gross, head of Eoli 
Christian Community Outreach 
in Letcher County, said people 
from outside Appalachia offer 
orne help by sending food, 

clothing and toys. 
"We try to erve people who 

fall between the cracks, usually 
elderly or disabled, who may 
draw Social Security but it's just 
not enough," she said. "They are 
the ones suffering more than any 
others." 

Bums, head of Harlan 
Countians for a Healthy 
Community. has decorated 
Christmas' trees with cards con­
taining the gender , ages and 
izes of 540 needy children. 

Those trees have been placed in

Turn good feelings 
into good policy 

Gov. Ernie Fletcher and House Democratic leaders were smil­
ing and talking optimistically after a 50-minute closed meeting 
Tuesday to discuss the chances of passing a budget and tax reform 
in the General Assembly session coming up in January. 

Good. After last year's session, when snarls, back-stabbing and 
in ults were the daily communication techniques of choice, any­
thing short of gunflre is an improvement. 

In fact, we think they should get together more often. Cookies 
and tea. A nice rabbit-hunting excursion. A late-night bonfrre at 
Land Between the Lakes. Maybe a trip to Memphis to watch 
Louisville play in the Liberty Bowl on New Year's Eve. A few 
Woodford Reserves over ice at the Governor's Mansion. 

Whatever, just schedule a few get-togethers so the Republican 
governor and leading Democrats can get to know each other bet­
ter. At the end of the day, they need to realize that none of them are 
evil people with surreptitious designs for the Bluegrass State. 
They're simply elected officials with different notions of what 
constitutes progress and how to get there. 

The challenge is to merge those notions into a workable plan for 
leading Kentucky over orne pretty high financial and educational 
hurdles. Kentuckians are counting on their success. 

This past spring's 60-day legislative session was a miserable 
experience with little accomplished. The Fletcher administration 
had some fairly bold ideas but klutzy and disdainful strategie for 
winning support for them. The Democrat-controlled House and the 
Republican-controlled Senate couldn't agree on what time it was 
at any given moment. The House had no intention of letting the 
frrst-year governor look good, and the Senate acted like the 
appearance of a Republican governor for the frrst time in over 
three decades guaranteed passage of anything Senate Pre ident 
David Williams wanted. 

The chief lesson we hope i that Gov. Fletcher needs tho e 
House Democrats just as much as they need him. 

Fortunately, the hiring of former House Rep. Stan Cave as his 
new chief of staff suggests the governor realizes that. Cave joined 
the governor in the meeting Tuesday with the flve House 
Democratic leaders and Harry Moberly, chairman of the House 
budget committee. Officials left the meeting vowing a new spirit 
of cooperation and a cooling of partisan rhetoric in the coming ses­
sion. 

But Jet's not be naive. 
It's one thing to shake hands and smile, it's another to do so 

after reaching agreement on crucial policy matters. The coming 
session is a short one with just 30 days of business, and there's lots 
to do. 

Kentucky needs a budget. It needs a restructured tax system that 
treats individuals and businesses equitably and brings in revenue 
during tough years. It needs a renewed financial commitment to 
education and a meaningful plan to reduce health costs. It needs a 
lot of other things. 

Tuesday's meeting is remarkably like one held in July, when 
both the governor and House leaders emerged smiling and talking 
optimistically. 

Nothing wrong with that, and like we said, the more meetings 
the merrier. But now let's translate that good feeling into some 
good policy.

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One of the world's leading atheists 
now believes in God, more or less

EW YORK - A Briti h 
philo ophy professor who has 
been a leading champion of 
athei. m for more than a half­
century has changed his mind. 

• \ He now believes in God -
more or less - based on scien­
tific evidence, and says so on a 
video released Thursday. 

At age 81 , after decades of 
in isting belief i a mistake, 
Antony Flew has concluded 
that orne sort of intelligence or 
fir t cause must have created 
the umverse. A super-intelh­
gence i the only good explana­
tion for the origin of life and 
the complexity of nature, Flew 
said in a telephone interview 
from England. 

Flew said he's best labeled a 
., deist like Thomas Jefferson, 

whose God was not actively 
involved in people's lives. 

"I'm thinking of a God very 
different from the God of the 
Christian and far and away 
from the God of Islam, because 
both are depicted as omnipotent 
Oriental despot , cosmic 
Saddam Husseins:· he said. "It 
could be a per on in the sense 
of a being that has intelligence 
and a purpose. I suppo e." 

Flew first made his mark 
with the 1950 article ''Theology 
and Falsification," based on a 

:foi paper for the Socratic Club. a 
weekly Oxford religious forum 
led by writer and Chri tian 
thinker C.S. Lewis. 

Over the years, Flew pro­
claimed the lack of evidence for 
God while teaching at Oxford, 
Aberdeen. Keele, and Reading 
universities in Britain, in visits 
to numerous U.S. and Canadian 
campuses and in book , arti-

clcs. lectures and debates. 
There was no one moment of 

change but a gradual conclu­
ion over recent month for 

Flew. a spry man who still does 
not beheve in an afterlife. 

Yet biologists· mvestigation 
of DNA "has shown, by the 
almost unbelievable complexity 
of the arrangements which are 
needed to produce (life), that 
intelligence must have been 
involved," Flew says in the new 
video, "Has Science Discovered 
God?" 

The video draws from a New 
York discussion la t May orga 
nized by author Roy Abraham 
Varghese's In titute for 
Metascientific Research in 
Garland, Texas . Participants 
were Flew; Varghese; Israeli 
physicist Gerald Schroeder, an 
Orthodox Jew: and Roman 
Catholic philosopher John 
Haldane of Scotland's 
University of St. Andrews. 

The first hint of Flew's turn 
wa a letter to the August­
September issue of Britain's 
Philosophy Now magazine. "It 
has become inordinately diffi­
cult even to begin to think about 
con~tructing a naturalistic theo­
ry of the evolution of that first 
reproducing organism," he 
wrote. 

The letter commended argu­
ments m Schroeder's "The 
Htdden Face of God" and "The 
Wonder of the World" by 
Varghese, an Eastern Rite 
Catholic layman. 

This week, Flew finished 
writing the first formal account 
of hr · new outlook for the intro­
duction to a new edition of his 
"God and Philosophy," sched­
uled for release next year by 
Prometheus Books. 

Prometheus specializes in 

',.,.eptical thought, but i r his 
belief up ·et people, wen 
"that's too bad," Flew aid. 
"My whole life has been guided 
by the principle of Plato's 
Socrates: Follow the evidence, 
wherever it leads.'' 

Last week, Richard Carrier, 
a writer and Columbia 
University graduate student, 
posted new material based on 
correspondence with Flew on 
the atheistic www.infidels.org 
Web page. Carrier assured athe­
i t that Flew accepts only a 
"minimal God" and believes in 
no afterlife. 

Flew's "name and stature are 
big. Whenever you hear people 
talk about atheists, Flew always 
comes up," Carrier said. Still, 
when it comes to Flew's rever­
sal, "apart from curiosity, I 
don't think it's like a big deal." 

Flew told The Associated 
Press his current ideas have some 
similarity with American "intelli­
gent design" theorists, who see 
evidence for a guiding force in 
the construction of the universe. 
He accepts Darwinian evolution 
but doubt it can explain the ulti­
mate origins of life. 

A Methodist minister' son. 
Flew became an atheist at 15. 

Early in his career, he argued 
that no conceivable events 
could constitute proof against 
God for believers, so skeptics 
were right to wonder whether 
the concept of God meant any­
thing at all. 

Another landmark was his 
1984 "The Presumption of 
Atheism," playing off the pre­
sumption of innocence in crim­
inal law. Flew said the debate 
over God must begin by pre-
uming athei m, putting the 

burden of proof on those argu­
ing that God exi ts.

"The model that we have 
now, based on what's known 
about reproduction rates and the 
kind of habitat we've got, ug­
gest that this year we have 
about I 0,500 otters throughout 
the restoration zone." Lane <;aid. 
''That's growing exponentially, 
and we expect it to be up around 
16,000 by 2006 

"The otter population in 
what· now our harvest zone in 

the west has been established for 
so much longer - they really 
were always there- that it' had 
a jump start on the rest of the 
state," Lane said. "But m the ea t 
the population continues to grow 
and it probably wiiJ become a 
harvestable population." 

Lane said the rebound of 
otters may reflect in part 
improved water quality from 
environmental controls. Too, it 
may go hand in hand with tbe 
repopulation of Kentucky habi-
tats by beavers. _,.1 

"Beavers actually create more 
otte~ habitat by damming and 
expanding wetlands," Lane said. 
"About aJJ otters have to have is 
some kind of water a stream or a 
lake or even farm pond and food 
as fi ·hand crawfish."

During the winter. rates drop at 
both courses. 

The recognition is a big deal 
among golfers and a potential 
windfall for the course · ~ some 
travelmg golfers go out of their 
way to play the best new courses. 

Park Commi ioner George 
Ward said the interest in 
Wasioto Winds course at Pine 
Mountain State Park rose dra­
matically when it received a 
similar designation from the 
magazine in 2003.

Why Daddy sold Old Betsy 
Chapter 2: Days 
in the Creeks

I was awakened the next day by my 
grandmother a she called. ''Get up, we 
must be in the field by 6 a.m. We got a 
lot of com to hoe today." 

Grandma must have gotten up at 4 
a.m., because breakfast was on the table 
already. A whole platter filled with 
eggs, another filled with pork chops, 
and yet another filled with biscuits. 
There was also a gallon \1ason jar of 
mille on the table. 

Grandma kept the milk in a spring 
over in the hollow where a mall stream 
ran by. I remember all the time I 
would go to the spring, take the lid off a 
jar, drink the cream off the top. then pop 
the lid back on the jar. I know she knew 
I wa the one doing this, but never once 
did he ay anything to me about it. 

When breakfast was over, we all got 
a hoe and headed out for another day in 
the cornfield. I will never forget those 
days when we all worked as a family 
unit. It was another time and another 
world that only some of us can now 
remember. 

On this day, we only worked until 3 
p.m. We were off the hill by 3:30 and 
Jame , Mutt and 1 were in the old swim­
ming hole. We had dammed up the 
water with rocks and grass with mud 
still hanging onto it. What fun we had 
swimming in this. water. The water was 
clean in those days. You could see 
every fish in the tream as they swam 
by in the clear water. Today, in this 
arne stream. you can't even find one 

fish, thanks to the mining companies. 
The days we spent playing in the old 

swimming hole will alway be pecial 
to my mind. There is just something 
about a boy and water that never seems 
to change. Even those boys who never 

like to take a bath never miss a chance 
to splash a mud puddle! 

The water behind my house in the 
village was about five feet deep and it 
was a great place for swimming and 
fishing. In the summer. you could 
always find boys there. If that stream 
could talk. what stories it could tell 
about the fun l had ! 

On tit~: llank.~ abuve the swimming 
hole were rocks made by the cliff's 
edges. Underneath these ledges. us 
boys would "hand fish," What I mean 
is to ay that we would reach under the 
rock ledge and catch the fish that 
topped to rest underneath. I always 

loved to fish this wa) and did many 
times in my youth. but all good things 
come to an end. which is what hap­
pened to my hand fishing days one day 
when I thought I had caught the grand­
father of the horny head . To my sur­
pri e, when 1 pulled it out, it turned out 
to be a three and a half foot water 
snake! I threw it down and ran all the 
way home! To this day. I have never 
put my hand under a rock to catch a fish 
again. Some may still be there. but if 
they are, they can stay as far as 1 care. 

In the 40s, you didn't have to buy a 
lot of upplies to go fishing. I used to 
fish with a willow pole and a piece of 
tring and a stick pin from ID) mother 's 

sewing box. You may not believe it. but 
some days I would catch 50 or 60 fish! 
They would stretch 14 or 15 inches long 
on a stick pin. Today it's hard to catch 
even one wi Lh a $50 reel and rod. 

I used to sit near the roots of a 
·ycamore tree and drop my line down 
into the water as I pulled out fish after 
fi h. 

When I tired of fishing, I would strip 
down to my horts and jump in the 
water and swim with the fish. Did you 
ever get a leech on you? Well. T did. 
Let me tell you about it: I was sliding 
down the rocks in the water and felt 
something on my arm. When I looked 
down, I saw that it was a leech. ot

knowing what to do, I ran home for I 
knew that my daddy would know how 
to get it off. 

Dadd) looked at the leech and said, 
"Oh, boy. it's dug in good." I didn't 
know what he was going to do when he 
took out a match and lit it. He ran the 
match over the leech a few times and 
the fire caused it to drop off of my arm. 
Daddy said, "I could have used salt, but 
fire is better." 

Well. 1 never slid down the rocks 
into the water again - that was my first, 
and last, encounter with a leech. 

I had. many good times in the water 
with only a few times of getting hurt. 
This one time I got hurt real bad. I fell 
on the neck of a Pepsi bottle that had 
four dagger of glass on it and they sank 
into my knee. My Aunt Versie carried 
me home as I screamed and cried in 
pain . 

My dad took me to the doctor in the 
mining camp at Week bury. About a 
half mile away from the doctor's office, 
Daddy stopped by the ide of the high­
way to work on my knee. 

Another time, when I had tayed in 
the wimming hole all day. my grand­
mother had to tal(e me to the doctor. 
The doctor aid 1 had a , un stroke. I've 
never pent much time in the sun since 
that day and now. when I go in swim­
ming. J go after the heat of the day. 

The creek 1 lived on is called Left 
Beaver Creek and many times it floods 
in the springtime. Those flash floods 
can come up in a short time. I remem­
ber this one time when it rained three 
days and there came up the biggest 
flood r have ever seen. The water 
spread so wide that it washed many 
barns off and away. My father had to 
cut the fence on our land to let the hog 
and cows swim by to f ind higher 
ground. Old Beaver Creek wa a calm 
tream filled with fi h when I was a 

child. But it could turn into a raging 
river in a short time after a rain, wa"Sh­
ing away everything in it path.

Do your 
transmission 
a favor and 
service it

Dear Tom and Ray: 
1 drive a 1997 Mercury Sable wagon 

( 108 ,(X1J miles so far), and every time I go 
in for an oi I change, they tell me I should 
"service" the tran mission. My father has 
never, ever changed anything to do with 
the transmissions in any of his work nucks 
or the family cars. He ha~ rebuilt engines 
and made other major repairs, but never 
the tran ·mission. Hi point was that the 
transmi ion is a sealed case and should 
never need changing. My question: Do I 
need to service the transmi sion. or are the 
service-bay employees just trying to 
wrangle more work?- Fran 

TOM: Well. 
the Board of 
Associated 
Servicers of 
Tran missions 
and Rebuilders. 
Disassemblers 
and Salvagers 
agrees with your 
father, Fran. 
They suggest 
that you ignore 
your transmis­
sion, becau e 
they make a 
good living rebuilding them later on. 

RAY: But if you don't want to rebuild 
your transmission. you absolutely 
SHOULD service it when the manufac­
turer recommends. "Servicing" mean 
replacing the fluid and replacing or clean­
ing the filter. 

TOM: Automatic transmission fluid 
serves several important purpo - in 
addition to being an excellent sandwich 
spread. It lubricates all the internal part 
of the transmi. ion, cools the transmis­
sion and serves as the friction medium 
that ultimately transmits power from the 
engine to the wheel . 

RAY: It's pretty powerful stuff, and it 
lasts a good long time. But it does eventu­
ally break down - especially in all that 
heat. It might 11(){ break down compl tely, 
but it dre get "ICS! good" at doing irs job 
as it gets older and dirtier. Kind of like my 
brother. 

10M: I don 'l remember the recom­
mended change interval for the '97 Sable, 
Fran, but I'm gu ing it's less than once 
every I 08 ,{XX) miles. Manufacture ' rec­
ommendations vary. 'They range from 
every 30.(XX) miles to ... never. Most sug­
gest a change bet\veen (JJ !XX) and I 00 .(XX) 
miles. Whatever your manufacturer recom­
mends, we'd recommend, too. 

RAY: Your father has been lucky. He 
might also be a good. gentle driver, which 
prolong'> the life of transmissions. But 
given thar transmissions can cost thousands 
of dollars to replace. we think pending a 
hundred bucks for a fluid and filter change 
every three yean; or OO.(XX) n'iiles is cheap, 
Fran. So. do it and feel free not to teU 
Dad.

Dear Tom and Ray: 
I know you guy don't like big 

SUVs. so you'll be glad to hear that we 
are downsiLing from an SUV to a 
wagon. We are having trouble fmding a 

wagon we like. We want something 
sporty, with some power. Con umer 
Repons recommends the Volvo wagon 
only. lt is neither sporty nor powerful , 
and it looks like a box on four wheels. 
We like the Audi wagon, with its 250 
horsepower and rwin turbo • but 
Con umer Reports won't recommend it 
due to its lack of reliability. We haven't 
driven the Mercedes wagon yet. but it is 
low on horsepower and high on price. 
What would you recommend? - Tom 

RAY: What's with the power obses­
sion, Tom? You know. there are other 
way to combat hair loss - minoxidil, 
for example. 

TOM: If you don't like the looks of 
the Volvo, that' · fine. But the V70 
wagon has four optional engines, rang­
ing from 168 to 300 horsepower.
