Elk poaching 
trial delayed

PRESTONSBURG -The 
trial for Billy Joe Derossett, 20, 
of Dwale, was reset for Jan. 13 
in di trict court ye terday. 

Derossett is the only mem­
ber of a group charged with 
illegally poaching an elk on 
Ivy Creek last September to 
not enter a guilty plea. His 
three associates were all in 
coun on Thursday and 
affirmed that they would return 
for the trial date. Each of the 
three men agreed to testify at 
Derossett's trial when they 
entered their pleas in October. 

The men did not get off 
lightly by entering the pleas 
last faJI, with each of them 
being assessed an elk restora­
tion fee and fines totaling close 
to $3 .000. Each one of the 
group was also sentenced to 30 

days in jail and lost his hunt ing 
privileges for three years, as 
well as being banned from 
hunting at Ivy Creek for the 
rest of their lives. 

Mark Wallace. of Kentucky 
Fish and Wildlife, began the 
investigation after he found the 
carcass of the elk at Ivy Creek 
where the herd had 'leeO feed­
ing. He followed up leads that 
led to the Dewey Lake, where 
the antler from the elk had 
been tossed into the water. The 
men had removed the antlers 
by blasting them off with a 
shotgun, which actually made 
identifying them much easier 
for the officer. 

A witness who had 
observed the men dumping the 
antlers into the lake led 
Wallace to one of the men 
involved and questioning of 
that suspect soon revealed the 
group. 

Chase suspects 
appear in court

PRESTONSBURG -Two 
men who allegedly turned mis­
demeanor traffic violations 
into felonies when they chose 
to try to evade law enforce­
ment officers saw their cases 
moved into circuit court for 
arraignment Thursday. 

James Lafferty, 27, of Drift, 
was driving on the wrong side 
of the road last month and was 
spotted by Sgt. Steve Little of 
the Floyd County Sheriff's 
Department. Little flashed his 
lights at Lafferty, but rather 
than pull over Lafferty alleged­
ly chose to flee . The resulting 
chase saw damages to Little's 
cruiser add more charges 
against Lafferty, who was 
eventually captured. 

Lafferty had a history of 
resisting arrest and fleeing and 
evading and now must remain 
on a $25,000 cash bond. His 
pretrial hearing is set for 
March 31 .

FRANKFORT - A judge 
who di closed he contributed to 
a group opposed to Kentucky's 
constitutional amendment ban­
mng same-sex marriage has 
been a ked to remove himself 
from hearing a lawsuit chal­
lenging the amendment. 

Franklin County Circuit 
Judge William Graham told 
lawyers in the case Tuesday 
that he had made a modest con­
tribution to the Kentucky 
Fairness Alliance. He told the 
lawyers he was giving them 
time to decide whether to seek 
to disqualify him. 

Graham said Wednesday 
night that he made a donation 
to the Fairness Alliance two 
years ago. He said he couldn't 
remember the amount. 

Bryan Beauman, a lawyer 
for Secretary of State Trey 
Gray on, who is named as a 
defendant because he must cer­
tify the amendment, said tn a 
statement Wednesday night: 
"We certainly appreciate the 
court's candor and disclosure. 
... We have the utmost admira­
tion and respect for him as a 
jurist. However, due to the 
appearance of this situation, 
we have asked the judge to 
recuse himself from this case." 

The alliance, a gay-rights 
organization, fought the 
amendment that voters 
approved Nov. 2 and is up­
porting the suit that was filed 
Nov. 16 and seeks to have it 
declared void. One of three 
plaintiffs in that suit, Charlotte 
Wood of Lexington, is an 
alliance board member.

"He being a professional 
person, he would know what 
he has to recuse himself for," 
McGaha said.

"We know it's coming and 
we expect to make that an 
issue early next year." said 
Jeff !len , director of public 
• tffairs for the Kentucky 
Chamber of Commerce. 

Chamber officwls pl anned 
to alert members of the 

impending rate increase this 
week and talk to legislator · 
about pas ·ible change in the 
system during the 2005 
General A sembly. 

Lee Hall, who operate 
Farmers Feed Mill in 
Lexington. said his company 
will take a hit. even though it 
has a very good record of 
retaining workers. 

·'Will it affect us? 
Absolutely," aid Hall. who 
is also chairman of the state 
chamber's small bu incs 
committee. 

Kentucky official 
declined to speculate on 
where the tax rate might go 
when calculations are made 
in January. But the balance in 
the unemployment in urance 
fund as of the end of 
October, the latest figures 
available, indicates a tax 
increase is in the offing. 

Most employers in 
Ken tucky pay taxes into the 
fund. but some pay more 
ba ed on their record of lay­
off , di ·mis<>als and other 
instances in which workers 
draw joble s benefits. The 
tax rate schedule i. based on 
the amount of money in the 
fund at the end of each year. 

Farms are not subje t to 
the tax., and government and 
nonprofit employer reim­
burse the actual co. t of 
unemployment insurance 
benefits paid to their own 
former workers. 

Up until 200 I. the rate 
schedule was at the lowest 
rung, which meant , ome 
employers did not have to 
pay at all. There are fi\'e 
steps of increases in the 
statutes, and the unemploy­
ment tax rate has risen one 
step in each of the last two 

year.~ as lhc balance in the 
fund declined . 

The fuud balance was 
$279 million at the end of 
October. If the fund balance 
drops below $275 million at 
the end of December - the 
amount in the fund ha 
declined from OcLOber to 
December in each of the last 
fou r years- the tax rate will 
rise one . te p . Even for 
employers with the best 
records. tha t would mean a 
25 percent inc rease in the tax 
rate. 

If the fund falls below 
$250 million at the end of the 
year - it wa at $227 mil­
lion a<, recently as April -
the tax rate would rise two 
step' For the best employ­
er , that would mean a SO 
percent tax increase, though 
the overall rate would remain 
well below 1 percent of 

wages. 
The tax is assessed aga inst 

only the first $8,000 of 
wages, a system unchanged 
for many years. But the cal­
culatiOn of benefits has ri en 
steadily because it 1s calcu­
lated against average week ly 
wages. 

The maximum week ly 
benefit was frozen in 2004 as 
one way to stanch the flow of 
money from the fund, said 
Ann Guarneri, director of 
budget and administration 
for the Education Cabinet , 
where the unemployme nt 
insurance fund is housed. 

The last t ime the unem­
ployment fund was as low as 
it has been at time thi year 
was in 1987 , when Guarnen 
said there were concerns 
about its solvency. 

Allen said the structure of 

the unemployment tax and 
benefit system i partly to 
blame for 1ts financial prob­
lem~. as well a the faltering 
e conomy generally in 
Kentucky. For example, there 
were 82 ,790 employers con­
tributing to the system in 
Septem be r, co mpared with 
90,277 employers as recently 
as June 2002.

University of Kentucky 
issues NCAA self-study

LEXINGTON University 
of Kentucky trustees on 
'J'ue day approved the school's 
NCAA self-study, which includ­
ed recommendations to increa e 
graduation rates for athletes in 
revenue-producing sports and 
possibly add a women's sport. 

The report, mandated by the 
NCAA for chools to receive 
Division l certification, will be 
sent to the NCAA for review. 

The study- led by Connie Ray, 
the university's vice president for 
institutional research, planning 
and effectivenes - lasted a year 
and examined the univer ity's 
compliance with NCAA rules, 
academic integrity and equity and 
student-athlete welfare. 

University President Lee 
Todd was pleased that the com­
mittee that prepared the report 
said that the Kentucky athletics 
department was mostly in com­
pliance with NCAA principles, 
c pccially considering the 
school's football program is 

coming off NCAA probation. 
"We had a major review of 

athletics at that time and we 
changed a lot of policies,'' Todd 
said. "I think if you talk to the 
committee, that they feel that 
we· re doing a lot of right stuff 
now in the athletic area. 

"What I was pleased with i 
that the committee member 
realized that the athletic depart· 
ment is very open and very 
transparent." 

The report made three rec­
ommendations: that an effort be 
made to improve graduation 
rates for athletes in revenue-pro­
ducing sports, defined as foot­
ball and men's and women' 
basketball; that there be more 
athletics scholarship opportuni­
ties for women; and that the ath­
letics department increase 
efforts to hire and recruit 
mi nori tics. 

According to the report, ix 
year graduation rates for 
Kentucky student-athletes for 
1997 - the most recent year for 
which data is available - was 
50.6 percent. compared with 

61 . I percent for the student 
body at large. 

The committee suggested 
establi, hing "a pohcy by which 
tudent-athletes are held account­

able for completing academ1c 
requtrements throughout the 
semester," starting in fall 2005. 

The report satd that in 2003. 
females made up 38 percent of 
Kentucky student-athletes and 
52 percent of the general student 
population, while the male ratio 
was 62 percent to 48 percent. 
The report noted that football -
a male sport for which there is 
no female equivalent - has a 
significant impact on the overall 
number . 

Still, the report said that "the 
Athletic Department should 
accelerate it re earch and plan­
ning for expanding athletic 
opportunities for women " 

Executive association athlet­
ics director Rob Mullens said 
that the university is considering 
adding a women's port, most 
likely equestrian. Research and 
planning toward that goal is 
ongoing. he said.

Banks admits smoking 
marijuana, faking drug test

KNOXVILLE. Tenn. 
Fonner Tennes ee football play­
er James Banks re umed mak­
ing marijuana after hi knee 
surgery thi cason and del iber­
ately ubmitted a diluted drug 
test sample before he wa dis­
mis. ed from rhe team lru t week, 
according to published report . . 

Coach Phillip Fulmer dis­
missed Banks, last year's leading 
receiver, after giving him several 
chances to redeem him elf. 

"I just never thought J would 
get kicked off the team." Banks 

• told The Tennessean on 
Tuesday. ''1 always thought it 
would work out. It's my fault 
that I got kicked out of here, and 
I know that. I accept it and now 
I have to move on. 

'"I owe a lot of people a lot of 
apologies, but I let down my 
teammate tremendou ly We 
could have been very good next 
year with me in there. 1 still 
think they will be very good, but 
I know we would have been bet­
ter with me in the lineup.'' 

Banks was suspended for the 
fJrSt half of last year 's Peach 
Bowl. spring practice and the 
first three games of the sea on 
after various incidents. He was 
cited thi ummer for underage 
drinking. 

His predicament got wor e 
after his playing days ended 
with a preseason injury and 
knee urgery on Sept. 3. 

That' when Banks began 
making marijuana again after 

quitting earlier. 
"I had too much free time. I 

know people are going to tlunk J 
have a drug problem. but I don't 
think I have a problem. 
Smoking weed is something I 
choose to do. and it happen to 
be illegal. It doesn't control 
me." he said. 

A member of Tenne see's 
medical staff told Banks last 
week there was a problem with 
his most recent drug test. 

Bank told the newspaper he 
ubmitted a diluted and unread­

able urine ample to try to cover 
up hi marijuana use. He had 
already failed one drug test in 

his career. 
"T knew they were going to 

test us," Banks said. "I gue s I 
thought I wouldn't get caught." 

"It was just stupid. I don't 
know any other way to ay it 
than that." 

Banks plans to return to his 
home in Indianapolis for 
Christmas. 

He has already talked to offi­
cials at Chattanooga about 
transferring to the 1-AA chool, 
where he would be able to play 
immediately without itting out 
a year. He could join other for­
mer Vols Brandon John on, 
Ovince Saint Preux and Greg 
Jones there. 

Banks is also considering 
Grambling and Murray State. 

"I wish everything could 
have been different," Bank 
said. "I didn't deal well with 
being away from football. I did­
n't even go to the game . I 
couldn't. Just watching them 
prepare and not being a part of it 
got to me. I got lazy in every­
thing I did, and I'll always be 
orry for that." 

• Bengals: Defense must improve 
this weekend against Buffalo

Lewis said there wasn't a good 
time to insert him in the flow of 
the game. A comeback came 
short a the Bengals lo t to New 
England 35-28. 

'"We are anxious to get him in 
there and un'-"Tap him a little 
bit," Lewis aid. 

Perry. the 26th overall pick 
out of Michigan, has appeared 
in only two games because of 
hamstring and abdominal 
injuries. So far he's carried the 
ball twice for 1 yard and has 
three catches for 33 yards. 

Another chance might come 
in Sunday's game again t 
Buffalo. a match up of two of the 

hottest NFL offen e . 
The Bengals have produced 

more than 450 yards of offense 
in each of the last three game for 
the first time in franchise history 
and averaged 38 points in those 
games. Buffalo is averaging 38 
points in its last four games. 

The Bills have won four 
straight games and seven of 
their last nine since beginning 
the season with four straight 
losses. 

But for the Bengals - who 
kipped on helping the defense 

by drafting Perry - defense has 
been a problem. Cincinnati shut 
out the Patriots for the final 
24:46 and held them to 63 yards 
on their final four posses ions. 
But that wasn't enough to over­
come allowing 285 yards and 
four touchdown on New 
England's first five possessions. 

Rookie quarterback Carson 
Palmer sprained his left knee in 
the third quarter, and Lewis had 
not dectded Tuesday if he or Jon 
Kitna would start Sunday.

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Not surprising was the Kaiser 
Family Foundation's report of a 
study fmding that members of 
the average American family 
are isolated from one another b} 
the wide as ortment of enter­
tainment choices they had.

Fro tnip is an early stage of fro tbite 
that occurs when only the surface layer 
of the kin is frozen. Thi can be man­
aged at home by removing wet clothing 
and rewarming the body parts in light­
ly warm - but not hot - water. Often 
the affected parts are numb, so it is 
important to 

If the freezing is not too evere, bli ,_ 
ten; can appear over the damaged area a 
day or so after the frostbite incident. In 
the most severe cases. bli tering does 
not occur. In these case , urgery -
including amputation of permanently 
damaged areas - may be required. 

The best treatment for frostbite and 
fro tnip is prevention. Dress in layers 
when gomg out. Avoid spending 
extended time in the extreme cold. 
Protect susceptible areas uch as your 
hands and face. Wear well-fitting. 
waterproof boots and clothing. Avoid 
drinking alcohol, which causes you to 
lose more body heat, and smoking, 
which reduces circulation to the 
extremities.

out oo Can you tell me about frost­
bite, how to treat it and how to prevent 
it? We are new to this cold climate. and 
I have heard many tories about frostbite. 

An wer: Frostbite is damage 
to the skin and underlying 
tissues due to extreme cold. 

It involves the actual freezing of body 
tissues after exposure to cold tempera­
tures - usually after a prolonged peri­
od. Expo ed body paxt , uch as hands, 
ears, no e and feet are the most com­
mon areas affected. Since children are 
more prone to frostbite than young 
adults, it is important to dress them 

have someone el e check the water 
temperature to prevent burning. 

Pnor to going to the emergency 
department. you hould try to get out of 
the cold and remove wet clothing. Try 
to warm up as much a~ po sible. since 
frostbite victims also often have 
hypothermia (low body temperature).

Office for the Blind helps Magoffin 
native, Floyd teacher, become artist 

FRANKFORT - As a child. 
Shannon Shepherd's eye1>ight was 
so bad that when his mother asked 
for assistance from the uperin­
Lendent in his ·choo1 di trict, she 
was told to keep him at home and 
let him catch butterflies. 
Fortunately, his mother did not 
heed that advice and now the 35-
year-old is an art teacher who has 
di played hi work in art hows 
all across Kentucky. 

''When you do something you 
really enjoy, it gives you a good 
feeling that nothing else can. That 
happens for me with art and with 
teaching, especially when the stu­
dent succeeds," Shepherd said. 

The Magoffin County native 
was born with a visual impair­
ment and has worn glas es for 
severe nearsightedne s since he 
was four years old. But even with 
glasses, Shepherd had to stand 
near the chal1cboard or get notes 
from other students because he 
could not read the board. 

Shepherd said he knew he 
wanted to continue hi education 
after high school and have a 
career instead of continuing to 
receive Social Security benefits, 
but he did not know how to 
accomplish that goal. In his senior 
year, Shepherd began working 
with the Kentucky Office for the 
Blind (OFB) 

Rehabilitation Coun elor Mike 
Hall, also of Floyd County, to 
choose a career that fit his abilities

My best friends at thi time 
of my life - Sherry Music,

"I was very hesitant about going 
to Louisvllle bccau e I wa o 
scared," Shepherd said. 

He returned to the center in 
1988 for about three months of 
training on typing, job skills, 
interview skills and life skills.

OFB 
provided him with a typewriter 
and assistive technology and 
helped him enroll at Lee 
College, in Jackson, where he 
earned an associate's degree in

While at Lees College. he 
worked as an as i tant resident 
counselor during the ummers 
for the Governor's Scholar 
Program and realized then that 
he wanted to teach art. 

Mo t of Shepherd's teachers 
and fellow students were not 
aware of his visual impairment. "I 
didn't want people to know 
because I didn't want people to 
feel orry for me or give me 
something I didn't earn," he said. 

Shepherd continued hi educa­
tion at Morehead State Umversity 
(MSU) where he earned a bache­
lor' degree in art education and a 
teaching degree in 1993 and a mas-
