Turner eventually got a 
surprise call on July 13, 
2003.

"My phone rang, and this 
voice aid. 'this is Ann 
Jessen,"' Turner recalled.

In an effort to save 
$250,000 this year. state offi­
cials are cutting off the sup­
ply of free coffee to inmates 
at state prisons and people in 
boot camps and correctional 
centers. 

Corrections Department 
spokesman Russ Marian said 
inmates can still buy instant 
coffee at prison stores, but he 
didn't know how much they 
charge. The cost-saving 
effort begins after March 1. 

"We're looking at every­
thing that can reduce costs 
without jeopardizing public 
safety," Marian said Monday. 
"There is no nutritional value 
to coffee." 

The state pays $2.50 to 
feed an inmate three meals a 
day, or a little more than 
$120.000 for the state's 
48,600 inmates, Marian said. 

Barbara Levine, executive 
director of Citizens Alliance 
on Prisons and Public Safety, 
had some re ervations. She 
said eliminating free coffee 
in state prisons shows that 
Michigan officials are look­
ing at the wrong places to 
reduce spending. 

"When you start saving 
money on prisoner meals, 
you're really setting a prece­
dent of looking at the small

Larry Short, 64. Porter's 
nephew and former Floyd 
County chool teacher, agreed 
With the assumption: "He's a 
scholar that didn't get all his 
education from college. He got 
it from self study. He always 
liked perfection. He never 
halfway did anything. He 
believes that everybody can do 
what it is they need to do. and 
he knows how to explain things 
to you. I went to him for help 
several times." 

Greg Porter credited hi 
grandfather with inspiring him 
to become an engineer. 

It happened in the 1 960s, 
Greg Porter said, when his 
grandfather hooked blasting 
caps to a trip wiring system in 
his garden to scare away water­
melon thieves. 

"The story goes that they 
came in under the bridge around 
dusk in the summer to steal 
them a juicy watennelon ," Greg 
Porter said. "One of the boys

You wouldn ' t treat a 17-year-old the same way you would treat 
a 5-year-old, but the Floyd County School System would. 

At least. that's the message being . em b} the system\ sudden 
srrict ~nforcement of a policy that prevents students from getting 
off the bu' and going home unless there's a parent waiting for them. 

Such a policy makes sense ... to a point. No one would want to 
leave a kindergarten student home unattended. But telling a high 
school senior he can't ride the bus home anymore because 
mommy or daddy i n 't there to pick her up. or a junior that he must 
find some other transportation be~ause his bus slop is 80 yards 
from his front door. is going overboard. 

To , ec how 1idiculous the policy is when applied to older stu­
dent., one onJy need to observe the end of the school day. Other 
high schonl students v.·ho have their O\\ n car can zip away at their 
lei ure. Younger students can even toss their backpacks over their 
shoulders and hoof it. Will there be parents waiting for them when 
they get home? Will they even go home? 1 'o one can say. but since 
the} don't ride th~ bus, it doesn't matter. 

To top it off. there's even word that bus drivers who haven't 
strictly enforced the policy in tht: past could face di ·ciplinary mea­
sure~. Just what we need - school employees being punished for 
exercising common sense 

Supt. Paul Fanning . ays the issue i: safety, and no one is criti­
cizing the school system for being concemed about the welfare of 
its students. But if a student cru1 grow a beard or have a baby, it· 
probably a safe bet that he or she can be tru ted to spend an hour or 
two at home alone and not run with sci sor . 

Of course, there is always the L-word - lawsuits - to worry 
about. and we suspect that much of the rationale behind thi policy 
stems from that fear. But that concern could be safely addressed by 
requiring parents to sign a waiver allowing their children to be 
dropped off. 

As children grow up. parents must constantly learn to let go a lit­
tle more with each passing year. That\ a lesson our school system 
could stand to learn.

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Poll: Kentuckians oppose cutting state services .

LOUISVILLE Most 
Kentucky re idcnt don't want 
the state to cut funding for pub­
he schools, Medicatd or health 
insurance for teachers and state 
employees, according to a 
recent poll. 

If lawmakers must cut pro· 
grums to balance rhe state bud· 
get, a majority of those sur­
veyed in the Bluegrass Poll 
were still hesitant to cut other 
areas, the Courier-Journal of 
Louiwillc reported in Sunday's 
editions. Most said they 
favored "only a lillie" in cuts 
or none at all to state parks, 
pri ons, courts and business 
development. 

The newspaper's telephone 
poll of 801 randomly selected 
adult Kentuckian was con­
ducted reb. 3-9 and has a mar-

gin of error of plu or minus 
3.5 percentage points. 

Most of those polled - 92 
percent - would either oppose 
cuts in schools or favor only a 
little, 89 percent in Medicaid 
and 85 percent in public 
employee health insurance. 
Smaller majorities opposed any 
cut or favored only a little in 
higher education (81 percent) 
and state police (84 percent). 

Sherita Lynch, 26, of 
Radcliff, a poll respondent v.ho 
agreed to a follow-up inter­
VIeW, said she believe it' 
especially imponant that the 
tate not cut education or 

Medicaid, the federal-state 
health plan for the poor, dis­
abled and low~income elderly 
in nursing home . 

Some programs. she said, 
''could probably use an over­
haul. But 1 don't think educa-

tion or health care should be 
one of them:·

"Everybody wants to get to 
heaven, but nobody wants to 
d1c,'' said tate Rep. Steve 
Nunn, R-Glasgow, who recent­
ly renounced an anti- tax­
increa, e pledge he signed in 
1990. ''Without more revenue, 
we're going to continue to cut 
service~ and programs that 
nobody wants to cut." 

Nunn is among ·omc law­
makers who oppose Gov.

Poll: Fletcher's approval rating rebounding after teacher crisis

FRA -KFORT Gov. 
Ernie Fletcher's job-approval 
rating ha rebounded since 
last fall's controversy over 
his propu~al to make public 
employees pay more for 
health benefits, according to 
a Bluegra s Poll published 
Sunday. 

Fifty-two percent of the 
80 l adults surveyed approve 
of the job he is doing , com- · 
pared with 38 percent who 
disapprove, according to the 
telephone po 11 conducted 
Feb. 3-9. ·The rest had no 
opinion. 

The poll. conducted by 
The Courier-Journal of 
Louisville, has a margin of 
error of plus or minus 3.5 
percentage points. In a 
Bluegra Poll taken in May 
2004. Fletcher. a Republican, 
received a 53 percent 
approval rating, with disap­
proval of 28 percent and 19 
percent with no opinion.

October, when 43 percent 
approved of Fletcher's job 
performance and 45 percent

disapproved. 
Vlartha Kopat7., 71, of 

Louisville, strongly 
approved of Fletcher's effort. 

"I ju t think he's an honest 
person, and l can't say that 
about ome of the others.'' 
said Kopatz, who agreed to 
an interview with the paper 
after being polled. 

But Donna Carter. 45, a 
poll respondent who lives in 
Loui ville and works at 
Kroger, strongly disapproves 
of Fletcher's performance. 
Carter said Fletcher is not 
adequately fundmg public 
cbools. 

"Teachers are the most 
important people in our chil­
dren's lives besides their 
families, and it's terrible that 
people with uch important 
jobs get paid so little," 
Carter said. "Education 
should have been hi top pri­
ority becau e we do have a 
high dropout rate in certain 
di ~tricts and certain 
chools." 

Fletcher spokesman Doug 
Hogan said the new survey 
validates the governor's plan 
for tax overhaul and spend­
ing. 

··we're obviously pleased. 
We think it's a confirmation 
for Gov. Fletcher's staying 
the course .... It confirms that 
we're on the right track with 
our issues of JOBS for 
Kentucky and the budget," 
he aid. 

JOB for Kentucky is the 
name of Fletcher' tax over­
haul plan. which stands for 
Job. and Opportunity 
Bipartisan Solution. 

Not including Gov. Paul 
Patton's rating after he 
admitted an affair with Tina 
Conner. Fletcher's rating in 
October was the worst given 
any governor in 18 years that 
the survey ha been conduct­
ed. 

The October poll was con­
ducted after chool employ-
ees and state worker 
protested Fletcher' pro­
po ed health in urance plan, 
and near the end of a special 
legislative session that 
resolved the crisis. 

Though i mprovcd. 
Fletcher's latest approval 
rating was still below that 
of his three immediate pre­
decessors during similar 
times in their aclministra-

tion~ Democrat:. Patton, 
Brereton Jones and Wallace 
Wilktnson all shO\\Cd 
approval ratings in the mid-
60s in Bluegrass Polls taken 
early in the second years of 
their terms. 

In the latest survey, 10.5 
percent of those polled said 
they strongly approved of 
Fletcher·~ job performance. 
and 41 7 percent aid they 
somewhat approved: 21 per­
cent said they somewhat dis­
approved, while 17 percent 
said they strongly disap­
proved. 

Kentuckians are divided 
on the direction in which the 
state is headed, according to 
the poll. Forty-four percent 
said things are going gener­
ally in the right direction and 
47 percent sa1d things are off 
on the wrong track.

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Horrible irony rT)ay push child restraint legislation Democrats, GOP in new cooperation o budget

FRANKFORT - A "he rrible 
irony" may push legislation in the 
Kentucky General Assembly to 
require booster seat for children 
and perhaps even a bill that would 
let police enforce seat belt usage. 

During a press conference last 
Friday featuring three children 
posing in booster seats, Gov. Emje 
Fletcher signed a proclamation for 
this week as child passenger safe­
ty week. Sunday evening, the first 
day of the promotion, three young 
IJeorgia boys died in a Whitley 
County traffic accident. Although 
the accident is stilJ under investi­
gation. authorities believe the two 
older children, aged 4 and 6, were 
not wearing any restraints. 

Fletcher said last week he has 
not taken a position on booster 
seat and eat belt legislation 
because he wants to study them. 
His office did not immediately 
return a call for comment on 
Thesday in the wake of the 
Whitley accident 

''If you talk to law enforcement 
people picking up pieces of people 
and digging up bodies, you don't 
have to do any great economic 
analysis to tell these people what's 
going on. People are dying need-

les ly," ·aid Rep. Rob Wilkey, D· 
Franklin, a longtime advocate of 
child restraint legislation and the 
annually Jll-fated proposal to 
expand enforcement of seat bell 
u e. 

"The irony is horrible," said 
Rep. Kathy Stein, D-Lexington, 
the sponsor of a bill that would 
require a safety seat for children 
over 40 inches tall and les than 80 
pounds. 

Rep. Hubert Collins, D­
Witten ville, chairman of the 
House Transportation Committee. 
said Stein's bill would have a bet­
ter chance of passage if the 
Fletcher administration actively 
SUp]Xlrted it. 

While Stein's bill founders, no 
legislation was filed this year that 
wouJd have made not wearing a 
seat belt a "primary offense." 
While Kentucky requires passen­
gers in motor vehicles to wear 
restraints, police cannot top dri­
vers for that alone and may issue a 
ticket only if the stop occurs for 
another offense. 

Kentucky State Police Capt. 
Lisa Rudzinski said the benefits of 
wearing seat belts are clear. 

Studies estimate 66 percent of 
Kentucky travelers are wearing 
seat belt.;, compared to 80 percent 
nationally.

Larkin. 40. said he had been 

interested in working in a 
team's front office and perhaps 
eventually managing a team 
and that his new position 
would allow him to gain neces­
sary experience. He also aid 
joining a new organization 
appealed to h1m. 

•'J ju ;t thought that this was a 
way for me to get some exposure 
with a front office and do orne 
things that J may possibly want 
to do in the future," he said.

Canseco book fast 
seller on first day

Canseco ·~ autobiography accus­
ing several top players of steroid 
use and charging that baseball 
long ignored peformance­
enhancing drugs appeared to be a 
hit on its first day in bookstores. 

Amazon.com listed "Juiced: 
Wild Times. Rampant ·Roids, 
Sma h Hits, and How Ba eball 
Got Big" as third on its be t sell­
er list Monday. 

The book had an initial print­
ing of 150.000 copies and 
Regan Books does not disclose 
sales figures. <;pokes woman 
Jennifer Suitor said 

''I don't think it's a good 
thing, obviously. because it's 
bringing a bad light to the 
game," New York Yankee cap­
tain Derek Jeter said Monday. 
'This is a time. obviously, ba.e­
ball is in a negative light and 
Jose is not helping out. In term­
of his accusations. the only peo­
ple that know are him and who­
ever he is accusing. The unfor­
tunate thing is, if it's not true, 
you're looking at guys having to 
defend themselves over some­
thing they haven't done." 

Mark McGwire. one of the 
former teammates Canseco 
accused of using teroid . issued 
a written denial. · 

"The relationship that the e 
allegations portray couldn't be 
further from the truth." 
McGwire 's statement said. "l 
al o worry how these false alle­
gations will taint the accom­
plishments of the Oakland 
Athletics· coaches, players and 
executives who worked so hard 
to achieve succes during the 
era in question. along with the 
other player· and organization 
affected by this book. 

"Most concermng to me is 
the negative effect that ~ensa­
tionalizing steroids will have on 
impres ionable youngsters who 
dream of one day becoming pro­
fessional athlete' Once and for 
all L did not use stero1ds or any 
other Illegal substan..:e." 

tcGwire wa<.: not available 
for interviews. 

In the book, Canscco is an 

unabashed advocate of perfor­
mance-enhancing drug~. 

"By the time my 8-year-old 
daughter. Josie. has graduated 
from high chool, a majority of 
all professional athletes _ in all 
spon, _ will be taking steroids. 
And belie\'e it or not, that's 
good news," he \\rites. "I have 
no doubt whatsoever that intelli­
gent. informed use of stero1ds. 
combined with Human Growth 
Hormone, will one day be so 
accepted that everybody will be 
doing it. Steroid use will be 
more common than Botox is 
now. Every baseball player and 
pro athlete will be u ing at lea t 
low levels of steroids. As a 
result, baseball and other sports 
will be more exciting and more 
entertaining." 

Canseco calls himself the 
"godfather of !>teroids in base­
ball," saying "I single-handedly 
changed the game of baseball by 
introducing them into the game." 

He says both baseball man­
agement and the union tried to 
ignore steroid use. 

"Are players the only one to 
blame when Donald Fehr and 
the other bo e of the Major 
League Baseball Players 
A sociation fought for years to 
make sure player wouldn't be 
tested for steroid T he wrote, 
adding: "Fehr had to know the 
truth." 

Baseball commissioner Bud 
Selig said last week that the 
sport's leadership was unaware 
of pos ible ·termd use until 
1998. Fehr declined comment 
Monday. 

Canseco expres!.es resent­
ment at the way he was treated 
by management and the media. 

'There was a huge double 
tandard in baseball, and white 

athletes like Mark McGwire, 
Cal Ripken Jr. and Brady 
Ander on were protected and 
coddled in a way that an outspo­
ken Latino like me never would 
be," he wrote. '·Can. eco the 
Cuban wa~ left out in the cold, 
when! racism and double stan­
dards rule.'' 

Can:-eco !>pedfically took 
aim at Ja on Giambi. a former 
Oakland teammate. 

"Giambi had the most obvi-

ous stermd physique I've ever 
seen in my life," Can eco wrote. 
"He was so bloated, it was unbe­
lievable. There was defUlition to 

hi body at all. You could see the 
retention of ·liquids, especially 
in his neck and face.'' 

He also devotes ections to 
players· womanizing - includ­
ing his own - and to umpires he 
calls "the most vengeful people 
you'll ever meet," aying they 
are on .. power trips." 

'There are certain things that 
belong with u ballplayers," 
Yankees pitcher Carl Pavano 
said. ''It's a tight group. It's sad 
to see someone that desperate 
come throw themselves out 
there to make money." 

The 1986 AL Rookie of the 
Year and 1988 MVP, Canseco 
spent 17 seasons in the major 
leagues, finishing with 462 
home runs in a career that ended 
in 200 I, when he was 37. He 
clearly ha.'> a high opjnion of his 
performance. 

"I was hands down the best 
player in the world. No one even 
came clo e,·• he wrote. ''I was 
created by the media. Back in 
the 1980s, 1 was like a rock star. 
Everywhere I went, I had to 
have bodyguards. I bad it all: the 
body, the personality, every­
thing. 1 was Hollywood. 

He blame baseball manage­
ment for prematurely ending his 
career before he could reach 500 
homers. 

"The owners realized that 
they needed to put the kibo h on 
steroid u ·e. or at least pretend 
to,'' he wrote. "So they decided 
to . end a loud message to all 
players. by getting rid of the 
player most clo ely identified 
with steroids~ Jose Canseco.'' 

He insists he till 1s rn good 
enough shape to play, saying 
steroid have kept his body 
young. 

"lf you Start young enough. 
when you are in your 20s, 30s 
and -1-0 , and use steroids prop­
erly. you can probably slow 
do\.\ n the aging process by 15 or 
20 year.," he wrote.

These 
need to be laced together instead 
of just tied here and there to 
avoid gaps that might offer an 
escape hatch. The average cat 
makes Houdini look like a rank 
amateur.

Myths of Africa 
African myths reflect the 
diversity of its people .

Nature, ancestor 
and creation myths tend to 
dominate many stories. 

Nature and creation 
The peoples of Africa have J 
strong sense of nature, and many 
of their gods and myths reflect this 
connection. The sky, sun, rain, 
mountains and rivers figure 
prominently in many myths. 

Another theme of African myths is 
the idea of a creation god who is 
very unhappy and disappointed 
with mankind. 

Many African myths describe 
divinities that live in temporary 
homes called fetishes. A fetish 
can be a simple stone or an elab­
orate carved image. Some fetish­
es are thought to bring good luck.
