They returned approximately 45 min­

utes later, declaring a guilty verdict on one 
count of second-degree criminal abuse and 
one count of fir t-degree criminal abuse.

Delong, 26, of Town Branch, wa orig­
inally indicted on March 25, 2004, on two 
counts of first-degree criminal abu e. One 
of the charges alleged that Delong burned 
a 22-month-old child, the nephew of hi 
live-in girlfriend at that time, Thomi 

Hicks, in hot bath water. The other charge 
wa filed against him becau e he <JIIcgedly 
fa1Jed to seek medical attention for the 
child, who suffered severe bums over 21 
percent of his body. 

"We're very pleased," said 
Commonwealth' Attorney Brent Turner. 
"This was a really intelligent group of 
jurors and they had a lot of evidence to 
wade through.

Sheriffs office to destroy drugs

PRESTO SBURG - The Floyd 
County Sheriff's Department was able 
to make more room in it· evidence for 
future case this week, v.hen orders 
were approved to destroy evidence in 
71 drug-related cases. 

Sheriff John K. Blackburn noted 
that most of the drugs being 
destroyed were obtained through 

street level investigations and tallied 
the overall value of the evidence at 
over $40,000. 

Blackburn prefers destroying evi­
dence the old-fashioned way and wiU 
simply pour kerosene over the nar­
cotics before dropping a match on the 
goods from a safe distance. 

The evidence to be destroyed 
included prescription drugs like 
Oxycontin, Lorcet, Xanax and 
Lortab, as well as a fair amount of 

marijuana. 
Blackburn will need the room he is 

making for more evidence that was 
seited just this week, as he made an 
arrest of a subject who was carrying 
$800 worth of Oxycontin tablets in a 
nonprescliption container. He pointed 
out that the pill he eized in that 
arrest were selling on the street for 
$100 each and at those prices he does­
n't expect the problem to go away 
anyt1me soon.

The trial began with emotion­
al testimony from Banks, who 
was o distraught during her ini­
tial appearance that she rrustak-
enly gave the incorrect birth date 
of her son, then corrected her­
self. 

She was repeatedly in tears 
on the stand. She began crying 
when Turner approached her 
with a picture of her on, a king 

her to identify the boy. "It's my 
baby," he said, looking at the 
picture, then again at the jury. 

Banks, the wife of Travis 
Banks, testified that she left the 
child with her sister, Thomi 
Hicks, on March 5, the day of the 
incident. Hicks later te ·tified that 
Delong "volunteered" to babysit 
the child because he had to 
work. She also said that Delong 
called her at work to inform her 
that the child had a "di?.zy spell," 
a condition that both she and 
Banks aid only occurred when 
the child was near Delong. 

Hicks was later recalled to the 
stand by Adkins. At that time, 
·he alluded to the fact that the 
child' pediatrician indicated 
that the " omebody had been 
giving the child something" to 
cau e the dizzy spells. That part 
of her te timony was stricken 
from the record after an objec­
tion from Adkins. 

Throughout the hearing, testi­
mony for the commonwealth and 
the defense about the exact 
occurrences of that day conflict­
ed each other. 

On Tuesday. Turner called 
Kentucky State Police Det. 
Byron Hansford, who as isted 
Little's initial investigation into 
the incident. Hansford testified 
that he interviewed Delong on 
March 12, 2004, after trying 
unsuccessfully to locate him for 
three days. Hansford . aid that 
Delong claimed to have called 
Hicks to tell her about the child 
having a dizzy spell. She said 
during her testimony that 
Delong was going to put the 
child down for a nap and that he 
promised to call back and 
inform her of his condition, but 
that he never did. 

Han ford said that Delong 
claimed that he and the child 
lept for about an hour after that 

phone call. When the baby 
woke, Hansford said, Delong 
decided to give the child a bath. 
The commonwealth took note of 
this testimony later, standing on 
Hicks' argument that the child 
did not need a bath because he 
had one the night before. 

Delong later said in his own 
testimony that he decided to give 
the child a bath because the boy 
was "groggy'' and be thought it 
would make him feel better. 

Hansford said that Delong 
claimed to have started the bath 
water, when he heard the phone 
ring. During the trial, a lot of 
emphasis was given to Hick's 
testimony that Delong could 
have u ed a phone that at on a 
divider near the bathroom, rather 
than walk into the kitchen to take 
the call. There were two cordle s 
phones in the home. Hicks said 
the telephone on the dividing 
wall between the bathroom and 
the open bedroom was in the 
same place it had been that 
morning when she left for work. 
Delong denied her allegations, 
saying tf the phone was there, he 
didn't hear it ring.

cussed the exerci e, which posit­
ed what measures would be 
taken if a crisis at the school 
necessitated the coordinating of 
various emergency agencie ·. 

Floyd County Health 
Department director Thursa 
Slone coordinated the meeting 
and noted that the e:Kercise did 
exactly what was intended by 
highlighting the potential prob­
lems inherent in several groups 
responding to the scene of a cat­
astrophe and arriving at different 

~ times with different protocols to 
follow. 

"Overall it went very well," 
Slone said. She went on to elab­
orate that the chief problems 

observed by evaluators were 
related to communication and 
determining who wa in charge 
at the scene. 

The evaluators, who were 
from ho pitals. EMS. fire/police 
departments and the local school 
system will meet again on June 2 
to further explore how to more 
efficiently coordinate services. 
They will al o look at e tablish­
ing protocols should an emer­
gency occur at a more remote 
location. 

"The city police re ·ponded 
first, but we need to evaluate 
what would happen if a similar 
situation happened somewhere 
el e, like Betsy Layne," Slone 
said. 

Slone, who bas worked on 
planning last week's cenario for 
two years, said that the exercise 
did its job by poinung out what 
problems need addres ing and 
where to concentrate resources 
to better serve the community.

The home was equipped 
with an approximate 40- to 50-
gallon electric water heater, 

according to te timony gtven by 
landlord Jimmy Nebon. Delong, 
Hicks and Nelson all testified 
that the water heater in the home 
was not capable of filling the 
large garden tub with hot water. 
Delong and Hicks both reque t­
ed the water heater be turned up, 
Nelson sa1d. 

Hansford said the water "was 
the hottest water I've ever felt 
coming out of a bathtub." He did 
not, however, take the tempera­
ture of the water because he said 
he did not have a thermometer at 
the time of his visit. 

Delong testified that because 
of the problem in filling tub, he 
would routinely run the hot water 
into the tub directly before adding 
cold water to cool it down. 

The question of the water tem­
perature was emphasit.ed again 
when expert witness, Dr. Richard 
Kagan took the tand for the com­
monwealth. Aided by graphic pic­
tures of the injured child, Kagan 
testified that the injuries on the 
child's body were not consistent 
with a head fliSt fall, as indicated 
in previous testimony. He said if 
the child had fallen into the tub, as 
Delong suggested, that there 
would be splash marks on the 
child's body instead of the 
"demarcation lines" that were pre-

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sent. The child was everely 
burned on his right leg, but his 
upper left leg was not as everely 
bucoed.Hlishandsandupperbody 
were not injured, Kagan aid. 
Adkins argued against this testi­
mony with the inclusion of a med­
ical record from a pediatrician at 
Shriners, who reported that there 
were splash mark on the child's 
back. 

During deliberation, the jury 
contemplated the conflicting sto­
ries given by Hick · and Delong, 
who testified on his own behalf.

intruder sues after Hueysville man faces 
being fired from job child abuse charge

PRESTONSBURG - The 
Kirk law firm filed a lawsuit on 
behalf of Michael Kirk, former 
manager of Luv Homes in I vel, 
claiming he was wrongfully ter­
minated from his managerial 
po ition after hooting an intrud­
er. Ronald C. Dillon, in one of 
the lot's homes on March 29. 

The suit accu e Clayton 
Mobile Home of wrongfully 
terminating Kirk on the grounds 
that he had a weapon. 

Dillon allegedly broke into 
the home and was shot by Kirk, 
who claims in the suit that Dillon 
said, "I've got a gun, too;· before 
moving towards him. It was at 
that point Kirk shot him, the 
complaint says. 

The suit. flied Tuesday, says 
that CMH knew that Luv had 
been plagued by break-ins and 
that Kirk was forced to bear the 
burden of ecuring the lot. The 
complaint alleges Kirk was con­
stantly denied approval to get 
funding for additional ecurity 
measures. 

The complaint goes on to 
accuse law enforcement agencies 
of not doing anything about the 
theft , and point out that the cost 
of losses were deducted from 
Kirk's income. The suit also 
states that the corporate entities 
at CMH. located in Corbin, pres­
sured Kirk to take measures 
against thefts but would not bear 
the cost. 

The action also notes that 
Kirk worked hard for the agency 
and got the lvel site to show a 
profit and contrast that informa­
tion with a portrait of Ronald C. 
Dillon as ··an equal opportUnity 
criminal" and includes a copy of 
hts "sad, orry criminal court 
record." The document goes on 
to tate that Ronald C. Dillon 
"was a dangerou man with a 
drug monkey on his back." 

The suit alleges that "in tead 
of standing with and standing 
behind Michael, [CMH) discard­
ed him Oike a bag of trash)." 

The document goes on to 
deride the company for balking 
at a "paltry" $24 a month expen­
diture that would have provided 

the lot with a monitored ecurity 
system. 

Kirk asks that CMH be pun­
ished for outrageous conduct by 
awarding damages to Kirk. They 
are seeking a public apology 
from the company as well as 
reinstatement for Kirk to his for­
mer position as the lot's manag­
et. The suit al o notes that CMH 
pay Kirk $20 million in punitive 
damages, arguing that uch an 
amount will ".end a me age" 
that ·will deter other companic 
from mi treating their employ­
ees.

Lapse in 
standards 

If you are tempted to believe that the news media are one 
monolithic institution, all of its parts moving somehow in lock 
step, consider the reaction of many journalists to the 
Newsweek fiasco - anger and dismay that, on the "flushed 
Quran·· story at least, the magazine's news-gathering stan­
dards were allowed to fall so low. 

New week essentially relied on one unnamed source for the 
story that it ultimately retracted. The "two-source rule" has 
been a taple of American reporting since the Watergate days. 

Newsweek reporters also took the source's word for it that 
a government report documented the supposed incident at 
Guantanamo Bay. Most mainstream news organizations would 
have used the source as a means to an end - obtaining the 
report - not as the end itself. 

Newsweek didn't make up its story, as some high-profile 
reporter and columnists have done in recent years; the Quran 
allegation may one day be proved true. But in some readers' 
minds, Newsweek's cavalier approach to this story will 
amount to the same thing as lying or fabricating a story. Some 
reader will go further and indict other media for one publica­
tion 's carelessness. 

What an opportunity for anyone who hopes to cow the 
media into slacking off on coverage of their country's conduct 
in war. 

A. for the reaction of the Bush administration: Why have 
we heard so little concern about the fact that Newsweek's 
information came from a U.S. government employee? The 
White Hou. e doe , after all, know omething about the impact 
of acting on inadequate intelligence.

Vote-hauling· 
a scourge

In early May, Kentuckians celebrate our 
annual appearance in the world' spotlight 
with the running of the Kentucky Derby. 
This provides a good opportunity to cele­
brate some of our other successe as well. 

In what may come as a surprise to many, 
Kentucky is nationally known for its 
advanced election administration. For 
example, our statewide voter registration 
database is the model Congress used for the 
2002 Help America Vote Act ("HAVA"). 

HAVA sets forth minimum standards for 
electJon administration to addres the prob­
lems that occurred during the 2CXXl presiden­
tial election. Unlike most states, Kentucky 
already meets many of these standard . 

Unfortunately, these successes are often 
overshadowed by recurring problems that 
we face with voter fraud. These problems 
threaten our very democracy. Recent head­
lines highlight the source of most voter 
fraud in our Commonwealth, a practice 
called "vote hauling". Most Kentuclcians 
associate this plrrase with vote buying and 
do so with good reason - too many 
Kentucky politicians and cronies use vote 
hauling as a conduit for illegally purchasing

It is quite common to ee van 
being driven around on Election Day taking 
people to the polls. However, this legal 
expenditure offers campaigns a way to laun­
der campaign funds to buy votes. The cam­
paigns pay haulers who then use the cash as 
a bounty to get voters to the polls. For 
instance, a campaign worker might tell a 
hauler, "I'll give you $50, and you get me 
five votes." 

I think most Kentuckians agree that there 
is a need to drive voters who have no means 
of transportation to the polls. In fact, to ban 
uch a practice seems downright undemoc­

ratic and maybe unconstitutional. However, 
I also think that most Kentuckian agree that 
there is a need to prevent this practice from 
tainting their elections when campaigns use 
it as a cover for vote buying. 

Some advocate that camprugns be pre­
vented from paying more than a certain 
number of individuals to drive voters to the 
poll . Others recommend that a cap be 
placed upon the amount that an individual 
may be paid to drive voters. Still others 
argue that drivers should not be paid and 
that they should volunteer their time. 

I have a different proposal - one that 
addresses the problem while still allowing 
campaigns to use paid drivers in a legal and 
hone t mrumer. This proposal come from a 
conversation with former assistant U c;; 
Attorney Tom Self. Based upon hi many 
years investigating vote buying in 

their brains and bodies. 
Continuing academic and phy ical 

activity can be easy as long as kids are 
intere ted the activity and are having fun 
doing it, particularly if parents et the 
example and offer a positive environ­
ment. Healthy examples set by the par­
ents are the surest and ea iest ways for 
kids to adopt lifelong healthy life tyle . 
Kid are naturally energetic and active. 
It' when they get tuck in front of a TV, 
computer or video game , that they get 
edentary. 

Help your kids maintain their reading 
skills and activity levels while on sum­
mer break.

Campaign should be required to keep a 
Ji t of drivers and voters who were driven to 
the polls. Such a paper trail would serve as 
a deterrent to vote buyers and would pro­
vide an audit trail for potential investiga­
tions. It would also subject the haulers and 
campaigns to peijury charges if they falsi­
fied the paperwork. 

A similar system already exists for vot- ~ 
ers who receive aid at the polls. 1be voter 
and the assisting individual must sign a 
voter assistance fonn. 

I certainly recognize that this may serve 
as a slight burden for campaigns, but any 
campaign that legitimately uses paid drivers 
hould have no problem providing these 

simple lists. 
During the 2005 General Assembly, T 

helped to draft legislation based upon this 
proposal. Unfortunately, due to the hort 
nature of the session and the preponderance 
of other major election legi lation, there 
simply was not enough time to examine this 
issue. " 

I am working with legislators to intro-
duce this bill again in the 2006 session. We 
hope that the legislature will take action 
irrunediately to remove the scourge of vote 
hauling from Kentucky elections. 

While we can disagree about the solution 
to vote hauling, we can no longer act like 
o triches with our heads buried in the sand 
and ignore the problem. Our democracy 
depends upon it.

Judge Roger Criuenden did 
extract a promise from Deputy 
Attorney General Pierce Whites 
that the e-mails would only be 
searched for evidence about any 
personnel abuses. 

~ ln a r~lated development, a 
document filed along with a 
Franklin County grand jury sub­
poena indicates investigators 
have 23 people of special inter­
est. includtng several top aides 
to Gov. Emic Fletcher and some 

political allies outside govern­
ment. Neither Fletcher nor Lt. 
Gov. Steve Pence were named 
on the subpoena, which was 
reviewed by The Associated 
Press. 

Crittenden rejected claims by 
attorneys for the 
Commonwealth Office of 
Technology that the e-mails 
would include communications 
that might include personal and 
privileged matters, such as notes 
between attorneys and clients. 
Crittenden noted that state poli­
cy makes clear to every worker 
that their e-mails can be exam­
ined at any time. 

But the e-mails may not 
prove very valuable. William 
Hurt, an attorney hired for the 
case, said the state has records 
of e-mails going back only to 
May 5 and has a policy to 
destroy old e-mails after 10 

days. 
That policy was interrupted 

late last week when the attorney 
general's office obtained a court 
order to require the conservation 
of a raft of documents and elec­
tronic materials. E-mail commu­
nications are at the heart of doc­
uments provided to investigators 
by a Transportation Cabinet per­
sonnel official that point to evi­
dence of hirings, transfers and 
dismissal of rank-and-file state 
workers based on political con­
siderations, not on merit. 

The grand jury subpoena 
asks for all documents, writings 
and any references to contacts or 
communications regarding 
Merit System hiring from Jan. I, 
2004, to the present. The sub­
poena also demands phone 
records and phone message 
pads. 

A list that accompanied the 

ubpoena includes Fletcher's 
Chief of Staff Stan Cave; his 
deputy, Richard Murgatroyd; 
acting Transportation Secretary 
Bill Nighbert; Commerce 
Secretary Jim Host; Republican 
Party treasurer Dave Disponett, 
a volunteer in Fletcher's office; 
and Stephen Branscum, a 
Fletcher contributor who is also 
a partner with Fletcher in a 
Florida real estate v~nture. 

Attorney General Greg 
Stumbo's investigation is look­
ing into whether the govemor's 
administration violated state 
Merit System laws by hiring 
transportation workers based on 
politics and not their qualifica­
tions for the job. 

Fletcher said last week that 
mistakes might have been made 
in making job recommendations 
but that no Merit System rules 
were broken.

CHARLESTON, W.Va.­
A group opposed to moun­
taintop removal mining is 
looking for volunteer pro­
testers who are lawyers, writ­
ers. photographers, artists 
and "science geeks" to gather 
at a training camp Tuesday to 
prepare for Mountain Justice 
Summer. 

About I 00 people are 
expected to attend the week­
long training at the 
Appalachian South Folk Life 
Center near Pipestem State 
Park. said Dave Cooper. a 
Mountain Justice Summer 
member from Lexmgton. 
Volunteers will take manda­
tory classes in nonviolence 
and de-escalation, security, 
dealing with threats and 
Appalachian mountain cul­
ture. 

Hundreds of people from 
.. \ across the country are 

expected to participate in 
"actions" this summer in 
West Virginia, Kentucky, 
Tennessee and southwestern 
Virginia . Members hope to 
hav-:: at least 40 full-time vol­
unteers working on events 
from June through August, 
said Chris Irwin, a law stu­
dent in Knoxville, Tenn. 

Tactics will include ral­

tions and lobbying, monitor­
ing coal mining permits and 
regulatory meetings, and 
helping people affected by 
mountaintop removal min­
ing. 

The group's Web site says 
its goals are to raise aware­
ness of mountaintop removal 
mining; ·escalate resistance to 
it; build support, unify and 
strengthen regional groups 
fighting surface mining; and 
encourage conservation and 
efficiency, solar and wind 
energy as alternatives to 
coal. 

Much of the work in West 
Virginia will focus on edu­
cating and informing people 
about mining . 

In mountaintop removal, 
coal operators blast off entire 
hilltops to uncover coal 
seams. Leftover rock and dirt 
is deposited into nearby val­
leys, burying streams. 

''I am finding out here 
along the Coal River people 
don't even know what moun­
taintop removal is," said Bo 
Webb of Coal River 
Mountain Watch in 
Whitesville, Boone County. 
"They seem to want to bury 
their heads in the coal dust." 

At least one coal company 
is concerned enough to warn 
all its employees about how 
to behave when faced with 
protesters. 

St. Louis-based Arch Coal 
ha sent a form letter for all 
its site general managers to 

pas on to employees telling 
them to be careful, said John 
Snider, the company's vice 
president for external affairs. 
who is based in Charleston. 

If people chain themselves 
to company gates or proper­
ty, employees should leave 
them alone and call the 
police, Snider said. 
Employees should not touch 
protesters or talk to them. 

"I would say if they are on 
private property, that would 
be civil disobedience, which 
is violence. It's a form of it," 
Snider said. "We are not a 
violent company. We don't 
want anyone hurt, either pro­
testers or our people. 

"This letter was not to be 
antagonistic. It was meant to 
inform our employees, 'Hey 
guys, you need to be careful 
this summer,"' Snider said. 

Snider said the company 
considers Mountain Justice 
Summer a part of the Earth 
First movement and expects 
protesters to try and damage 
coal mining equipment. 

Although some Earth First 
members will be participat­
ing in Mountain Justice 
Summer activities, the 
groups are not otherwise 
affiliated, Cooper said. 
Mountain Justice Summer 
members say they do not 
plan to destroy property or 
participate in violent activi­
ties.

Reed III, of Reed Law Office, 
in Louisville. dated Feb. 21, 
a request was made for the 
Floyd County Fiscal Court to 
convey a certain parcel of 
land, adjacent to the school, 
to the Floyd County School 
District Finance Corporation, 
citing a reason for the con­
veyance, that the school 
property had been conveyed 
to the county through the 
i suance of bonds that have 
since been retired. 

''Under the new format, 
the School District Finance 
Corporation act a the issu­
ing agency for the Board of 
Education in tead of the 
county and it is nece sary 
that title be vested in the 
Finance Corporation to com­
ply with (existing) statutes,'' 
read the letter.

~ amend current hiring practices, 
granting preference in transfers 
to those with seniority within the 
system. 

Supt. Paul Fanning made a 
recommendation to the board to 
"keep what we have" in regard 
to tran fer policy. Panning cited 
as his reasons that the FCEA 
proposal to allow those teachers 
with the highest level of seniori­
ty to remain in po it ion of their 
choosmg, overriding those with 
less seniority, would create a 
potentinl for "more expense to 
the district, restrict assignment 

~ of personnel at the school and 
eli trict levels to m.:et the needs 
of students, and expand the 

• 

re 
potential for any and all assign­
ments includmg hiring to be 
based primarily on seniority 
standards ." 

Cribb continued to push for 
the formation of a committee 
that would have been composed 
of three repre. entatives chosen 
by FCEA. two members of the 
board of education , Supt. 
Fannmg (or his designee) and 
two district principal • to be cho­
sen by the education association. 

"It i not right for someone 
with 18 months employ to be 
placed above someone w1th 20 
years employ," Cnbb~ said. 
Additionally, Crihbs rud that he 
felt that "in many cases. princi­
pals have an underlying agenda" 
when making staffing decisions 
for their schools. 

Panning, who wa. hesitant to 
discuss any direct personnel 
matters. was not wayed by the 
argument.

~ were eating a picnic," said Wes 
Hodges, wildUfe biologist for 
the Kentucky Department of 
Fish and Wildlife Resources 

(KDFWR). "The people would 
run, then the bear '-' uld sit 
down and cat. He wa o't being 
aggrec sive, but he \\as tarting 
to learn that he could bluff peo· 
ple away from their prcmc: ." 

Last month, Hodge had to trap 
the delinquent juvenile and move 
it to a remote wildlife manage­
ment area miles away from its 
home- all because people ignored 
warning not to feed the bear<i. 

''I kind of feel ony for it," 
said KDFWR Wildlife Biologi t 
Becky Littleton. ·'It will survive. 
but it doe n ' t know the hazards of 
its new area. such as how busy the 
road'i are ... it's learned people 
mean food , and it could become a 
problem to someone else." 

The cub turned problem bear 
illustrates why people ~hould 

not feed the e animal , no mat-

tcr how cute or hungry they 
appear. There's plenty of food in 
the woods for bears to eat. 

This is the time of year when 
bear sightings accelerate. 
Mother bears are emerging from 
their den with the small cubs 
that were born in January, while 
bears with larger yearlings bom 
last year begin chasing off their 
offspring to prepare for breeding 
se~ on. This mean there are 
more bears in the wood learn­
ing how to forage for food. 

"Basically. the mother teach­
es her cubs what to eat. whether 
it's natural food or raiding 
garbage cans." Littleton said. "If 
garbage i not available, they'll 
learn to eat natural food, such as 
plants, grub and berries."

Frog 
season is a fantastic way to 
introduce youngsters to the 
outdoors. 

Think about it. What could 
be more fun for an adolescent 
youth than slithering around 
muddy banks and getting 
filthy, staying up well past mid­
night, playing with a fla hlight 
and hunting frogs? 

The e kinds of activities 
usually get a 12-year-old boy 
in trouble. But excelling at 

them can mean a

Some prefer a 
bamboo pole 
with a line and fishhook. Others 
favor a rim fire rifle. 

Bullfrogs are the only frogs 
in Kentucky large enough 
to provide ample leg meat 
to eat. 

Shallow, weedy ponds 
• ! are the best frog gigging 

waters, but creek . river · and 
'>mall reservoir also hold good 
numbers of frogs . Li ten at 
night for the distinctive "varu­
ump" call of a bullfrog near the 
body of water you hope to gig. 
The more calls you hear, the 
better. 

A .22 rifle loaded with nake 
shot and a gig are the most pop­
ular tools used to take frogs . If 
you use a bow and arrow or a 
gun to take frogs. a hunting 
license is required. If you take 
frogs by hand or gig. a fishing 
or hunting licen e is required. 
The noon-to-noon daily creel 
limit for bullfrog is 15. 

Most frog gigging takes 
place well after dark during 
summer. Scan the banks of a 
pond or stream with your fla'>h­
light and look for two shim­
menng dots. These are the eyes 
of a bullfrog. Bullfrogs also 
have a yellowish. white chin. 
You II need at least

gig bullfrogs. 
Pay pecial 
attention to 

pads 
or fallen 

trees as bullfrogs 
concentrate in these 
areas. The) aJ o like 

muddy banks. After locating a 
bullfrog_ slowly work your way 
toward it while your partner 
keep the flashlight trained on 
its eyes. The bullfrog is para­
lyzed by the light, but will 
spook from noise or from the 
light momentarily leaving their 
eyes. Stealth is the most impor­
tant tactic in frog gigging. 

Get the gig within six inches 
of the frog and thrust hard. It usu­
ally helps to pin the frog against 
the bottom. A timid tab will sim­
ply send a wounded frog into the 
water not to be seen again. 

If using a gun, make ure 
you get dose enough to make a 
clean head shot. The frog will 
jump and e cape with a grazing 
shot or a shot too low. 

A more challenging method 
is the line and hook, and some 
even use this method in the nud­
dle of the day. Simply line out a 
cane pole as if you were beading 
out for bluegill. Tip a small hook 
with a cricket, fly or worm and 

quietly lip in close enough 
to dangle the hook in front of 
a sttting frog. The frog will 

snatch the bait. Set the hook and 
haul him in. 

The gig is usually more 
effective than u ing a gun. 

Put the gig with the frog into 
the onion sack and then remove 
the frog to prevent e cape. 
Make sure to tie off the onion 
ack after putting each frog 

into it or you may arrive home 
with no frogs at all.

FRANKFORT - Hunters 
usually start to pang for a hunt­
ing trip about six weeks or so 
after turkey season closes. Up 
until 1994, hunters had to wait 
until late August before they 
c~uld hunt again. That year, the 

., ; Kentucky Department of Fish 
I and Wildlife Resources 
, (KDFWR) implemented a June 
, squirrel season to take advan-

tage of squirrel breeding 
chronology and provide a 
bunting opportunity for 
Kentuckians in the 
summer. 

The June squirrel 
season opens 
Saturday, June 4 
and runs for 14 

1 consecutive days 
until Friday, June 

' 17. Shooting hours 
• : are one-half hour 

1 before sunrise to one­
half hour after sunset. 

Squirrels prefer dif­
ferent habitat in June than 
they do in the fa] I. The usual 

• steamy weather of June moves 
squirrels into drainages, creek 
and river bottoms and spring 
fed hollows. These areas pro­
vide relief from the heat, but 
they won't hold squirrels if 

' they don't possess the right 
food sources. 

There isn't much mast for 
squirrels to eat in early sum­

., ; mer. In June, they feed on the 

seeds and fruit of mulberry, 
wild cherry, dogwood, a 
safras. hornbeam, elm, pine, 
maple and ash trees. Find these 
trees in a creek bottom or hol­
low and you've found a likely 
spot for June quirreb. During 
this time of year, quirrels aJ o 
eat mu hroom , flowers and 
even in ects on occa ion. 

The thick foliage of June 
d i c-

1 a t e 
firearm choice. A 20-gaugc 
hotguo is the be ·t all around 

choice. but 12- or .410 gauge 
also work. Shotguns are a bet­
ter choice to shoot through 
leaves than the 22 rifles many 
use in fall for ~qutrrels. 

June i a great month to 
combine a float trip of fishing 

for smallmouth bass and squir­
rel hunting along one of 
Kentucky's streams. Look for 
jiggling leaves in the top of 
tree · along the stream bank to 
locate quirrel while floating. 

Gmy squinels dominate the 
wooded hllls of ea tern 
Kentucky, as dense, extensive 
woods are their preferred habi­
tat. Fox (red) squirrels prefer 
i olated trees along fence rows 
in the more agricultural areas 
of the tate.

her five cubs how to raid garbage 
and go to picruc tables for food . 

Yearling bear are al o on 
their own for the fusl time and 
looking for an easy meal. 
"We've already had !(;everal bear 
complaints this year," Hodges 
said. "And it's the yearlings that 
are getting into trouble." 

Residents can avoid prob­
lems with bears by eliminating 
the food that draws them. Not 
creating a problem bear in the 
first place is a much better solu­
tion moving a bear that's already 
become a nuisance. 

Simple fixes include leaving 
garbage inside the house or stur­
dy outbuiltling until pick-up day. 
Pet food should be left out for 
only 30 minutes at a time, and 
never left outside overnight. 
Sweet feed and other food for 

horses hould be stored in a 
secure location. Hang birdfeed­
ers high. or remove them for a 
few weeks if they're attracting 
bears. Beekeeper should place 
hives in the open, away from the 
tree line, and con ider encrrcling 
them with an electric cattle fence. 
Finally, keep outdoor grills clean. 

Bears are normally not 
aggressive toward humans. They 
can be chased away by banging 
pots together or making loud 
noi es and waving your arms. If 
you see a bear in your yard and 
are afraid of it, stay inside and 
watch it until it leaves. 

Most of Kentucky's black 
bears are found in Harlan, 
Letcher and Pike counties. 
Young male bears, however, 
may wander great distances in 
search of new territory. A black 

bear has even been spotted m 
Northern Kentucky. 

The number of black bear.. in 
Kentucky is still unknown . 
Once native to the state . bears 
are returning to Kentucky on 
their own due to improved habi­
tat conditiO!ls and a spreading 
population from bordering 
states. In Kentucky, feedmg 
bears accidentally or on purpose 
for any reason is against the law. 
KDFWR law enforcement offi­
cers are serious about this is ·ue, 
and those who are chumming 
out table scraps to keep bears 
around to watch may find they'll 
be getting a look at a citation 
rather than a large, furry animal .

New state record crappie 
from Christian County Lake

CROF10N - Penny Hopper 
recently enjoyed a Mother's Day 
she won't soon forget: The 30-
year-old mother of two reeled in a 
4-pound, 14-ounce crappie from a 
watershed lake in northern 
Christian County. The mon ter 
crappie, which measured 211!2 
inches long, is a half-pound heavier 
than the previous state record crap­
pie caught from a Montgomery 
County farm pond in 1997. 

It will undoubtedly be officially 
accepted as the new ·tate record by 
the Kentucky Department of Flsh 
and Wtldlife Resources (KDFWR). 

"I've never seen one that big," 
said Hopper, a resident of Crofton. 
"I dJdn 't think they carne that big." 

"We didn't have a net or any­
thing." he added. ··1 thought we 
were going to tum the boat over 
trying to get it in." 

Several people witnessed the 
catch, inclucling her husband, 
Jason, and their 6-year-old son, 
Garrett. The fish was weighed 
and witnessed at a certified scale 
at the West Side Market in 
Crofton. Paul Rister, lead biolo­
gist for the KDFWR's western 
fisheries district, examined the 
fish May 12 at G & K Taxidenny 
in Christian County and gathered 
the paperwork necessary to certi­
fy the fi has the new state record. 

Kentuck-y does not differenti­
ate between black and white 
crappies for it state record pro­
gram. Rister aid the fi h had 

the seven spine characteristic 
of a black crappie, although the 
Hoppers said it displayed the 
bars characteristic of a white 
crappie when it was caught. 

Hopper said he caught the 
fish on a Crystal Shad Rooster 
Tail spinner. "I threw it practical­
ly on the bank, in a shaded area 
where a small log was coming 
our," she said. 'The fish hit when 
it was out from the bank a ways." 

Hopper caught the fish on a 
Shakespeare rod and a Zebco 33 
reel spooled with 10-pound line. 
Both were Mother's Day pre­
sents. Hopper said the fishing trip , 
too, was a Mother's Day present. 

The big crappie made the day 
complete. "It's a good M other 's 
Day present, isn 't it?'' she said. 

Turn to night time fishing 
for bass in summer

FRANKFORT- The humidi­
ty creeps up o high you can 
barely breathe after the fog 
burns off. By midday, your body 
is saltier than a country ham and 
you have a throbbing headache 
to boot. The summertime pattern 
will be here before you know it. 

Bass fisbing in the soon-to­
be-here summer daytune heat 
borders on torture. In addition to 
sweat and sunburn, the fish don't 
readily bite. The lake is overrun 
with jet kiers. water kier and 
pleasure boaters bent on roaring 
into every cove and along every 
bank you plan to fish. What do 
you do? Here's what. 

To escape the heat and 
crowds, don't vennue onto the 
lake unlll after supper. The dusk 
period, around midnight and right 
before dawn are prime times to 
catch a hog bass. Avoid lakes 
where tbe water tay tained and 
murky or lakes muddied by thun­
derstorms. They don't produce at 
night like lake that , tay relative­
ly clear in summer. 

Night fishing requires a dif­
ferent mind set than daytime 
fishing. Boat anglers ·hould 
study a map of the lake and 
launch near where they plan to 
fi b. Long runs to fishing areas 
and darkness don ·t mix well. A 
old timers ay, "pattern your fish 
close-by.'' 

Bank angler~ need to pend 
orne dayttme scouting good 

fishing banks clo e to a parking 
area. Packing expensive tisbing 
equipment at night through 

woods. dense brush or tall 
weed could lead to di aster. A 
slip on a root or unseen rock 
may snap a rod tip or an ankle. 
Night ft bing from the bank 
frees the mind of worry about 
boat control and allows more 
concentration to detect strikes, 
but the angler must choose a 
bank that holds bass at night. 
0~ reservoirs,long main lake 

points that gently slope into the 
old river channels, hump and 
shallow flats near deep water 
are good night ba s fishing 
spots. Bass locate in shallow 
water after the sun goes down 
and spook ea ily. Any unnatural 
noise sends them to deep water. 
Remember the lack of activity 
on the lake magnifies tackle box 
lids banging. talking or a 
dropped pair of pliers. 

One small tackle box or soft~ 
sided pouch can hold all the 
essential night fishing gear. 
Large soft pla tic lizards, 4 to 6-
inch kirted double tailed grubs 
or 7 ro 10-inch plastic worm all 
provoke bas strikes at night. 
Black is the most popular color, 
but wine, purple, watermelon or 
brown also produce. The e col­
or ca t a good silhouette in the 
water for ba to detect. 

On moonlit night in gin 
clear lakes or when dark colors 
are not producing, ·orne night 
bass anglers witch to light col­
ors such as chartreuse. smoke 
with purple flake • pumpkin· 
seed with chartreuse tail and 
even pearl. Smoke with purple 
flakes i a nighttime favorite on 
Herrington Lake. Some swear 

by chartreuse or pearl at night 
on Lake Cumberland. 

Black or purple 1/4 to 112 
ounce hair jigs tipped with a 
pork trailer fool smallmouth 
bass at night. Black casting jig 
tipped with large blue oft pla -
tic craw attract bass when 
worked down a channel point, 
along a drop off or probed into 
fallen trees. 

But, the black short arm spin­
ner bait with one large Colorado 
blade is hard to beat. If the bas 
are ignoring bottom presenta­
tions with soft plastics or jigs, 
go to the black spinner bait . The 
single Colorado blade combined 
with the shan arm produce 
vibration and thump that draws 
attention from a distance at 
night. This lure is equally dead­
ly on largemouth and small­
mouth bass. 

The big, spmwling re ervoirs 
are not the only place to night 
fi h for bass. Fann ponds, small 
lakes and even stream offer 
good nighttime ba~s fi h ing . 
The old, venerable black 
Jitterbug stilJ produces savage 
strike when fished along a 
weed line in a farm pond or in 
the still water above a riffle in a 
stream.

Alex finished a gallant third in 
the Kentucky Derby. losing tn 

the tina I strides to 50-I long ~hot 
Giacomo and runner-up Closing 
Argument, a nearly 72-1 hot. 

Atleet Alex certamly has 
come a long way since a bunch 
of ftrst-time owners from the 
Philadelphia area paid a mere 
$75.000 for him last year at the 
Timonium sales just down the 
road from Pimiico. Spotting 
Afleet Alex at the sale was 
trainer Tim Ritchey, a 30-year 
veteran who had never been on 
the Triple Crown trail. 

And now, Atleet Alex is 
headed to the Belmont Stakes 
on June I I as the lop 3-ycar­
old 1n the world. 

"Th1s A1ex i so incredibly 
bnght for American horse rac­
ing;· two-time Derby winning 
trainer ick Zito said Sunday 
at Pimlico, hour after three of 
his horses were soundly beaten 
by Afleet Alex. 

"And having him make part 
of history is what this gan1e's 
about," Zito said. ''C'ould you 
imagine going to that sale and 
paying $75,000 and have a horse 
like this in thjs da> and age?" 

Actually, it's been the trend. 
Giacomo. a homebred owned 
by A&M Records co founder 
Jerry Mos • won the Derby for 
John Shirreffs, a longtime 
trainer also on the Triple 
Crown trail for the fir. t time.

I 
like traming for Campbell's 
Soup, and l like training for 
George tcinbrenncr. But on the 
other hand. I'm just saying this 
JS what makes it goc d."'

Sent off as the 3 1 favorite, 
Afleet Alex returned $8 .60, $5 
and $3.20. Scrappy T paid 
$11.20 and $5.80, and Giacomo, 
the third choice at 6-1, paid

Sun King was fourth, fol­
lowed by High Limit, Noble 
Causeway, Greeley's Galaxy, 
Malibu Moonshine, Closing 
Argument, High Fly, aal's 
Image, Wilko, Galloping Grocer 
and Going Wild.

And just as he 
appeared ready to make the 
same explosive move he used to 
win the Arkansas Derby, one of 
the scariest moments in 
Preaknes history took place. 

''I thought he was on the 
ground," Ritchey said. "[ could­
n't believe he got up and won 
the race." 

Trainer Nick Zito struck out 
again in the Preakne s. Two 
weeks after failing to win the 
Derby with five horses, he 
missed again with three horses. 
Sun King was fourth, Noble 
Cau eway was sixth and High 
Fly was lOth. 

In the $1 million Preakness, 
Afleet Alex earned $650,000 to 
boost his career bankroll to 
$2,165,800. The colt has won 
seven of 11 races. 

Afleet Alex was a brilliant 2-
year-old, winning his first four 
starts. He finished second in the 
Champagne and the Breeders' 
Cup Juvenile after a troubled 
trip, and came into the year as a 
leadmg Derby contender. 

But after winning a stakes 
race at Oaklawn Park, Afleet 
Alex finished last in the Rebel 
Stakes, and Ritchey said his colt 
had developed a lung infection. 

Afleet Alex bounced back and 
won the Arkansas Derby by a 
record eight lengths to re tore 
his reputation_ 

John Silvertand. the 60-year­
old breeder, was diagnosed with 
terminal cancer in 2002 and 
given three months to live. But he 
said the effort to get Afleet Alex 
to the Triple Crown races gave 
him extra incentive to survive. 

Cash Is King Stable, which 
owns Afleet Alex, is donatmg 
part of their horse's earning to 
Alex's Lemonade Stand. a clul­
dren's cancer charity they 
learned about after reading a 
story in lhe newspaper. The A 
lemonade stand was set up at 
Pimlico, as it was at Churchill 
Downs. 

Alexandra Scott was diag­
nosed with cancer two day 
before her first birthday, in 
1997. She opened the lemonade 
stand when she was 4, hoping to 
raise $1 million for her hospital. 
The girl died last August. 

Nobody would have thought 
any of this was po sible when 
Afleet Alex was a baby. With his 
mother unable to nurse her foal, 
Silvertand's daughter fed lhe 
horse out of a Coors Lite bottle 
with a nipple on top. A few days 
later, a nurse mare arrived and 
Afleet Alex was on his way to 
the races. 

"An amazing story,"' Ritchey 
has said. "I'm proud to be part 
of it."

For the 27th straight year, 
1 • roughbred racing will have 
"' make do without a Triple 
L1 vwn winner. 

But look at the photo accom­
panying this ·tory, and tune into 
the Belmont Stake three weeks 
from now, anyway. Afleet Alex 
deserves that much. At the deep­
est point of his stumble, knees 
scraping the racetrack at the top of 
the stretch, the colt's nose is o 
close to disaster he could stick out 
his tongue and lap up a mouthful. 

The picture may be worth a 
thousand words and more, but 
good luck prying even one out 
of a horse. That's why you 
won't be seeing Afleet Alex 
slide into the guest chair along­
side David Letterman, Jon 
Stewart or anybody else on the 
demographically hip, late-night 
TV circuit who e audience rac­
ing so desperately covets. 

Instead, it fell to his jockey, 
Jeremy Rose, to try and capture 
what happened a day earlier at tbe 
Preakness, the second gem in thor­
oughbred racing's Triple Crown. 

"Porn to 6 inches at 40 mile 
per hour," Rose marveled 
Sunday, "and that's way too 
close for comfort." 

At such moments are legend 
made. So go ahead, name another 
athlete who gathered himself up 
from such a precariou position 
and went on to win the big one. 

Kirk Gibson hobbling around 
the bases after that memorable 
homer in Game l of the 1988 
World Serie ? He didn't have to 
swing from his knees. 

Willis Reed dragging a bum leg 
into the center circle for the jump 
ball against Wilt Chamberlain in 
Game 7 of the 1970 NBA Finals? 
AU he really contributed by the 
end was inspiration and a few min­
utes on the court. 

But Tim Ritchey, who train 
Afleet Alex and so loves the 
Pittsburgh Steelers that he 

sometime wears one of their 
gray T-shirts under his suit and 
tie in the grandstand, came up 
with another name: Franco 
Harris, whose shoestring catch 
in a fateful 1972 playoff game 
against Oakland became one of 
sports iconic moments. 

"The Steelers had the 
Immaculate Reception,'' Ritchey 
added. "What do you call this? 
The lrnmaculate Recovery?" 

Racing, though, already has 
one of those. It was provided by 
Alysheba, another four-legged ath­
lete who 18 years earlier rebound­
ed similarly from near-calamity 
and won the Kentucky Derby. 

If Afleet Alex had won the 
Derby two weeks ago instead of 
finishing third, and then pulled 
off the "Immaculate Recovery," 
there's no telling how big a story 
he would have been heading into 
the Belmont. Instead, the sport 
he represents with so much ftre 
and grit will likely continue 
struggling for attention. 

'"That horse definitely caught 
the imagination of the public. 
It's aU l heard people talking 
about," Ed Seigenfeld, executive 
vice president of Triple Crown 
Productions, said Sunday. "But 
in term of an audience, the fact 
is he won't do nearly as wen 
without the possibility of win­
ning all three on the line." 

There is an established TV 
ratings relation hip about the 
Triple Crown: The audience for 
the Derby, in recent years, about 
eight million viewers, drops sig­
nificantly by the time the 
Preakness is run. And barring a 
Preakness victory by the Derby 
winner, it drops again, and even 
more significantly, by the time 
the Belmont roll around. 

There hasn't been a Triple 
Crown winner since Affirmed in 
1978, although horses have 
anived in New York with a 
chance to grab one in six of the 
previous eight year . Those po -
sibilities, along with a $5 million 
bonus offered by Triple Crown 

sponsor Visa to a single winner, 
have helped stem the audience 
slide. So have the remarkable 
back storie behind horses such 
as Smarty Jone last year, and 
Funny Cide the year before. 

Afleet Alex has an equally 
compelling tale. His connec­
tions u ed the colt's Triple 
Crown campaign to publicize 
the story of 8-ycar-old cancer 
victim Alexandra Scott. and 
they've made generous dona­
tions to the charity established 
in her name . There's some of the 
same blue-collar, small-time­
racetrack element in rus origins 
that made Smarty Jone and 
Funny Cide seem like the peo­
ple's champions. 

"Do you want just the rich 
guys to win all the time?'" ~aid 
Nick Zito, a two-time Derby 
winner who trains for the monied 
clas . "You don't want that. So 
thi is beautiful, beautiful." 

Right now, though, Afleet 
Alex's victory is in danger of 
being quickly pushed into the 
background of a very crowded 
sporting landscape. ' 

Few people may have 
remembered that Giacomo, the 
50-1 long shot that won the 
Derby, finished third in the 
Preakness. And that if Afleel 
Alex had fallen and second­
place finisher Scrappy T. who 
caused the problem at the top of 
the stretch, had been ru quali­
fied, Giacomo would be making 
a Triple Crown bid of h is own. 

And racing needs every 
bump it can get. Visa is in the 
last year of offering its Triple 
Crown bonus and the sport 
needs to persuade another span- If 
sor to ign on. 

''I think we have a nice little 
story building," Seigenfeld said. 

But it would be a much big­
ger one - if only Afleet Alex 
could talk about it.

Paul McGee, Bill 
Cesare and Ron Ellis met the 
requirements of a protocol devel­
oped by the state agriculture depan­
ment for a return to training. The 
horses remain in quarantine, how­
ever, and will train apart from the 

traek's general horse population. 
Among the horses allowed to 

return to limited training is EUi · 
Don't Get Mad, the winner of the 
Derby Trial and the fourth-place 
finisher in the Kentucky Derby. 

Horses trained by Ronnie 
Werner remain confined to 
Werner's barn, Terry said. 

To meet the agriculture 
department's protocol, no horses 
in a quarantined bam can di play 
any clinical ymptom of equine 
herpes over a seven-day period. 
When that requirement i met , 
every horse in the barn must 
receive a blood creening. If the 

results of all the blood screen 
arc negative, horse are allowed 
to return to limited training. 

Equine herpes is an upper re,­
piratory and neurological ailment 
caused by a viru . Two hor e 
that showed extreme symptom 
of the disease were euthanizcd.

Churchill barns will Ia t 21 days 
from the point the last horse in 
each barn is diagnosed. , aid 
John Asher, the track's vic pre -
ident for communications.

He intended to arrive at 
rhe ballpark and apologize to 
fam. for making an obscene 
hand ge ture to one of them 
following his poor ninth-inning 
performance the previous day. 

He never expected to be 
packmg hi. laptop and the rest 
of his belongings in his locker. 

··t feel like I've been given 
up on,'' Graves said. "It's a 
shock to me." 

It was one final shock to a 
caret>r-turning month. 

Gmve criticized fans for 
boomg after the buHpen blew a 
six-run, n1nth-inning lead 
agarn. t St. LoUJs on May 2. 
After that. the closer got rough 
treatment from fans every time 
he ~teppcd on the field. The 
catcalls were as loud as ever 

Sunday when Graves gave up 
five ninth-inning runs in a 9-2 
los to Cleveland. 

Graves walked off the field 
with his bead down. got a drink 
in the dugout and then walked 
toward the steps to the club­
house. One fan in the high­
priced seats kept heckling him. 
Graves said that when he heard 
a profanity, he yelled back and 
made the hand gesture. 

A day later, he was gone. 
"A lot of the off-field emo­

tion had omething to do with 
it, and last night when l flipped 
the man off had something to 
do With it," Graves said. "A fan 
cussed at me. I regret doing it. I 
planned on apologizing today.'· 

General manager Dan 
O'Brien sa1d it had more to do 
with Graves' pitching than with 
his gesture. Graves' ERA was 
7 .76, and he had given up nine 
runs in hi last three appear­
ances covering 2 2-3 innings. 

"I did hear about the inci­
dent after the fact, but the bot­
tom line was Danny's perfor­
mance, and the deterioration in 
that was the final ingredient," 
O'Brien said. 

Manager Dave Miley 
watched Graves get worse as 
the fans' taunts grew louder. 

"It became a confidence fac­
tor," Mtley said. "His confidence 
has been shaken Ln the month of 
May, and we weren't comfort­
able bringing him in certain situ­
ations. We weren't seeing what 
we were accustomed to seerng." 

Graves' teammates suspect­
ed he wasn't at full health, con­
tributing to his problems. 
Rather than get rid of him, they 
thought the team should have 
done more to help a pitcher 
who is the club's career saves 
leader and was willing to do 
whatever was asked. 

"It's just shocking," Casey 
said. "The only thing that bugs 
me about this whole thing 1s that 
Danny Graves has been ·o loyal 
for eigh,t years to this organiL.a­
tion. Anytime a manager ha 
asked rum to take the ball' he's 
never said no. He's never com­
plained. You never heard a gripe 
out of him. You never heard 
anything out of him. 

''I just think it' wrong. He's 
a guy you try to find answers 
for, to see if everything's OK 
with his shoulder:· 

Graves, 31, maintains he 
hasn't fully recovered from 
2003, when he agreed to try to 
help the team by becoming a 
tarting pitcher for the first 

time in his career. He went 4-
15 and wore down, losing 
velocity off his 94 mph fast­
ball. He hasn't gotten 1t back­
be's been throwing 88 mph. 

"I changed roles and proba­
bly ruined my career," Graves 
said. "I don't know. 1 don't 
have the answers." 

Graves 1s in the final guar­
anteed year of a $17.25 mil­
lion, three-year deal, making a 
base alary of $6.25 million. If 
he clears waivers. a club could 
sign him for a prorated share of 
the $316,000 minimum, with 
the Reds paying the remainder 
of his salary. 

Graves' teammates pointed out 
that there were a lot more problems 
than jll! t the closer. Cincinnati was 
16-28 following a 5-3 win Monday 
over Washington. 

"We've pitched terrible, 
I've pitched terrible," said 
starter Paul Wilson, who is 1-S 
with a 7.77 ERA.

H eartwortn Disease, Part II 
By Dr. Carol Combs-Morris, DVM 

This time we'll continue the topic of 
heartworm disease. If you read Ia t week' 
article you'll recall that heartworm is a 
parasite that is pread by mo quitoes. 
damages the heart and , urrounding blood 
ve sels of dogs (and to a lesser extent, 
cats) and can cau e major problems. 
including dt•ath, in affected animals. Sev­
eral type of blood te ts are available to 
help diagno. e the problem. 

So what do we do when we discover 
that a dog is positive for heartworms? The 
fir ·t step i · to determine how much dam­
age the parasites have done. Saying that a 
dog has ''heartwonn di ea e" i not quite 
the same as saying that a dog is po itive 
for heartworms. Heartworm disease 
refers to the set of problems that are typ1-

cally caused by the presence of heart­
wonns. lf obv10us sign · of heartworm 
disea~c are present, such as coughing, 
lethargy, or fluid accumulatton in the 
abdomen, then we k-now right away that a 
great deal of damage ha'> already been 
done to the dog's body. 

Sometime · we have no idea that the 
dog ha heartworms until we pick up the 
di ea e on a routine blood test. In either 
case, the next tep is to run some more 
blood tc ts, especially to check out the 
kidney and liver function . The presence 
of heanworms puts an extra load on the 'e 
organs, and wear and tear on them may 
show up in the blood re ults. Hopefully, 
the blood test will reveal minimal dam­
age to the kidney and liver, and we can

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Estimating the damage 
An average of 106,000 wildfires break out 
every year in the United States, 8,000 in 
Canada. In 2000, the United States lost 
7.5 million acres to wildfires. The annual 
average loss is 5 million acres. These fires 
cost millions of dollars in damage. 

Heat of the moment 
Almost everything has a temperature at 
which it becomes combustible and will 
burst into flames. This temperature is called 
a flash point and it is not the same for all 
materials. Wood has a flash point of 572 F 
(300 C). At this temperature, wood releases 
hydrocarbon gases that, when mixed with 
the oxygen in the air, wlll combust and 
burst into flames.

Unplanned fires that bum forests, shrubs or grasses 
are called wildfires. A wildfire can devastate a 

landscape at a rate of up to 14.29 miles (23 km) per 
hour. Some wildfires are caused by lightning or by 
the heat of the sun and are a natural and sometimes 

~\ beneficial phenomenon. But 9 out of 10 wildfires 
\'.I- are caused by the carelessness of people, which 

endangers forests, prairies and homes. 

The human element 
Most wildfires are accidental, 
caused by discarded 
cigarettes, sparks from 
campfires, burning garbage 
or playing with matches. 
Arson is the crime of inten­
tionally setting a fire for an 
improper purpose. 
Prescribed fires are lit by wildland 
management to help wildland areas by 
reducing fuel accumulation and the potential 
for uncontrolled wildfires.

Some tips to help prevent forest fires: 
• Make sure cigarettes are extinguished and 

disposed of correctly. 
• Don't park cars or trucks on dry grass. 
•Inspect your campfire before leaving. 

Make sure the fire is completely out 
• Never use stoves, lanterns or heaters near 

things that could catch fire. 

Firefighters 

A fire needs three things in order 
to bum: fuel, oxygen and heat. 
This is called the fire triangle. 
Firefighters know that in order to 
control and extinguish a fire, 
they need to remove at least 
one of the fire's basic needs.

The number of wildfires seems to be 
increasing. This is probably because 
more people are living in or near forests. 

Many plants 
use fire to their 

advantage. 

Wildland firefighters are men and women 
dedicated to protecting forests and other 
natural resources from fire. It can be an 
exhausting job that requires harsh and 
isolated living conditions. To become a wild­
land firefighter, you must be between the ages 
of 18 and 35 and pass a physical fitness test. 

Fueling the flames 
Why some wildfires ignite and sputter out 
quickly, while others spread with terrible 
speed, is detennined by three main factors: 
fuel, weather and topography. 
A fire's fuel load refers to the quality and 
amount of fuel (burnable material) available 
in an area (usually tons per acre). The size, 
shape, arrangement and moisture content 
of the fuel influences how a fire will behave. 
A small, moist fuel load will bum and 
spread slowly. A large, dry fuel load will 
burn with more intensity and spread quickly. 
Dry, hot weather creates ideal tinder for 
wildfires. Rain can extinguish a fire, while 
wind helps to fuel and spread the flames. 
The topography, or lay of the land, can 
create a natural fireline that prevents a fire 
from spreading. Rivers or bodies of water 
can stop a fire, but so can a barren 
landscape, a rock or a cliff face.

Tools of the trade 
Some firefighting tools are very 
high-tech, while others have been 
in use for more than 100 years. 
Computers allow for mapping, 
satellite imagery, weather fore­
casts and fire behavior modeling . 
Special aircraft have been 
designed for firefighting. 
A fireline is often the first line of 
defense when fighting a wildfire. 
A fireline is a trench that has been 
dug into the ground or a strip of 
land that has been cleared of all 
flammable material. 

Air tankers are 
often retired military 
or commercial 
planes equipped to 
dispense several 
thousand gallons of 
water or chemicals. 

The sequoia 
tree thrives on 
land that has 
been burned. 

A bambi bucket is a flexible 
bucket that hangs from the belly 
of a helicopter. It is designed to 
gather water from nearby 
sources (like rivers,. 1akes and 
swimmin~ pools). These buckets

generally have a 50- to 
280-gallon capacity. 

Hand crews are highly trained 
firefighters who try to stop fires 
by creating firelines (land 
cleared of fuel) by digging 
trenches or by burning off 
trees, shrubs and grasses. 

Engine crews use fire 
engines and hoses to 
attack the front line of a 
wildfire and to hose 
down structures. 

Fire managers 
analyze a fire and 
decide the best 
way to fight it. 

Hotshot crews 
are highly trained 
and specialized 
firefighters. 

Helitack crews 
are trained to fight 
wildfires by heli­
copter and can be 
rapidly deployed. 

Helicopters are used to transport 
firefighters and to drop water, 
foam or retardants on fires. 
Some helicopters have internal 
tanks that can hold up to 1 ,800 
gallons of water or retardant. 

Bulldozers and plows clear 
vegetation quickly to create 
large firelines. 

Backpack fire 
pumps use 

water to put out 
small areas of 
burning grass. 

A drip torch 
throws a stream 
of fire that can build 
a fireline or create 
a prescribed fire.
