Joe Duff, co-founder of 
Operation Migration, an 
Ontario-based nonprofit that it i 
part of the Whooping Crane 
Eastern Partnership program, 
cannot explain why the bird 
landed in Vermont this summer. 

'We're not sure what she's 
doing there, but she seems to be 
selecting proper habitat for 
wboopers," Duff said. "We want 
to leave her there as long as pos­
sible and see if she can figure 
out her way back."

Pulaski counties. They are also 
dealing witb another set of cases 
in four other counties, she said. 

But Wilson warned local 
leaders to remove documents in 
governmental buildings tllat are 
promoting religious messages. 

"I think that the community, 
public officials, cities, countic , 
the fiscal court, all government 
bodies would be wise ID read the 
Supreme Court decision and to 
remove those documents that 
are prompting a religiOus mes­
. age," Wilson said. "The 
Supreme Court ruled that the 
displays in McCreary and 
Pula ki counties were, in fact, 
the promotion of a religious text 
and we agree with that decision, 
and, in fact, we believe that the 
Ten Commandments are a reli­
gious text. We honor tbe history 
of the Ten Commandments and 
we receive them as such, but it 
i not tbe government's role to 
promote religion. People are 
free to do that in their homes, 
their businesses, their places of 
worship, in their cars, whatever, 
but it i not the business of the 
government to promote religion. 
We believe it keeps religion 
free. It allows people to practice 
their faith without iuterference 
from the government. Public 
officials would be wise to con­
sider the cost to taxpayers for 
violating the Constitution." 

Controversy about display­
ing the Ten Commandments 
accelerated when Alabama 
Supreme Court Justice Ray 
Moore defied a federal court 
order in 2003 by refusing to 
remove a two-and-one-half ton 
Ten Commandments monument 
he placed at the Alabama 
Supreme Court building. 
Federal judges removed him 
and the monument. 

Moore reacted by sponsoring 
legi lation that would prevent 
federal judges from bearing 
cases involving the acknowl­
edgment of God and the re tric­
tion of Ten Commandments dis­
play . Communities supporting 
Moore reacted by participating 
in a nationwide tour of lhe mon­
ument. 

Moore's resistance prompted 
controversy that fueled debate 
about separation of church and 
state across the country. Ten 
Commandments rallies were 
organized in several states. 
People placed thousands of 
signs supporting the Ten 
Commandments on their prop­
erties. 

The Supreme Court also 
threw out a Kentucky law 
requiring Ten Commandments 
displays in public classroom in 
1980.

that the county clerk doesn't 
bave to put it on the ballot if 
none of the property owners 
reside there. 

He said the city will follow 
procedural measures to ensure 
that the county clerk's office 
gets a copy of the petition so that 
the issue can be placed on lhe 
ballot if property owners are 
registered voters in Floyd 
County. County Clerk Chris 
Waugh said Friday that he has 
flied a petition handed to him by 
the hospital's attorneys, but that 
the petition is not valid until the 
mayor delivers it. 

Webb said that Abbott 
Engineering, which did lbe sur­
veying for the annexation pro­
posal, found no property owners 
living in the area.

For children in school, the tory will sound familiar. A 
cia. of students that has received certain privileges from a 
teacher can have them taken away when one troublemaker 
abu es those privileges. 

This cenario began being acted out in pharmacies across 
the state June 20, when a state law restricting the sale of cold 
and allergy medications such as Tylenol Flu and Sudafed 
went into effect. 

The law, sponsored by eight Kentucky senators, permits 
over-Lhe-counter drugs in tablet, caplet or powder form con­
taining pseudoephedrine, ephedrine or phenylpropanolamine 
to be sold only in retail pharmacies. 

The medications are being pulled off the shelves of con­
venience stores because the ingredients mentioned above are 
being used to manufacture the highly addictive drug 
methamphetamine. 

Consumers in Kentucky must now be at least 18 years old 
to purchase these medication , and they must show photo 
idemification and enter their purchase in a logbook kept by 
Lhe pharmacy. 

Additionally, the sale of these medications is limited to 9 
grams for one person within a 30-day period. 

Such actions seem rash, and local pharmacists have con­
ceded that keeping the upply of cold medicine artificially 
low will drive up the price of these medicines, but this law 
constitutes a step toward combating a drug that has deadly 
effects for manufacturers and users ... 

Though the ingredients for meth are fairly easy to obtain, 
the manufacturing proces i highly dangerous, involving the 
mix.ing of volatile, flammable chemicals in enclosed spaces. 

When investigators dismantle a meth lab, they have to don 
·pecial body suits to protect them elves from a possible 
explosion. 

The terrible side effects of the drug are only now being 
reali.£ed. A June 11 story in The New York Times detailed a 
troubling phenomenon known as "meth mouth." 

··rn hort stretches of time ... a perfectly healthy set of 
.teeth can turn a grayish-brown, twi t and begin to fall out, 
and take on a peculiar texture ... like that of a piece of ripened 
fruit," The Time reported, interviewing dentists who have 
treated meth addicts. 

When the drug OxyContin spread to rural Kentucky. phar­
macies responded by implementing tighter security mea­
sures. 

This new tate law will inconvenience consumers, but they 
must realize it is the product of a frustrating campaign to 
weaken a powerful drug's dangerous influence over an 
impoveri hed community.

Rice came out strongly for democracy 
in t.he Middle Ea t the other day.

Hosni Mubarak - faintly. but till -
for taking "encouraging first steps 
toward democracy" but pointed out 
that truly free elections demand 
accessories like "freedom of a cm­
bly, speech and pre ," ubtletie that 
have tbus far e caped Egyptian lead­
ers, who sub cribe to the Tom DeLay 
theory of democracy: "A fair election 
is one we win." 

She came down pretty bard on 
Saudi Arabia lOO, mentioning that 
many people there have paid "an 
unfair price for exercising their ba ic 
rights," and be wa particularly cri t­
ical of the arrest of di idcnu; and 
tbe lack of voting rights for women 

In short, she made me proud to be 
an American. 

I tbink we hould all be in favor of 
democracy, don't you? Ju t think of 
the con.equences if all people every­
where were allowed to express tbem-
elve at tbe ballot box and choose 

their leaders in free, honest elections. 
Ms. Rice seem to be concentrat­

ing her attention on the Middle East 
and, given her job, that's entirely 
appropriate. Democracy there might 
very well have a good effect well 
beyond the region itself. Africa would 
be another good place lO start. 

For me, however, the most impor­
tant place to introduce democracy i · 

Florida.

We'd be involven in a cooperative 
mternational effort to aet a l1andle on 
g lobal warming and would have made 
progre on cutting auto emi ion . 
We certainly wouldn't be doing 
everything in our power to weaken

the efforts of other nations in this 
regard nor would White House offi­
cials be caught fudging scientHic 
studies to bide the link between 
greenhou e ga emissions and global 
warming, both of which are now hap­
pening. 

We wouldn't be discus ing the 
"privatization" of Social Security; 
in tead, we' d be trying to secure the 
benefits of tbe program for future 
generation of old people. 

We wouldn"L be contemplating the 
naming of a right-wing wacko like ~ 
John Bolton, who bate the United 
Nations and everything it stands for, 
as ambassador to the United Nations. 

Nor would we be appointing right­
wing attack·dogs as watchdogs over 
public broadcasting, both radio and

Twenty years ago, the church 
declared itself to be "open and 
affJITn..ing" of gays and lesbians, 
and since then, nearly 600 con­
gregation have independently 
done the same. 

"It' important for religious 
groups that are supportive of 
(gay) rights LO get out in the 
public arena and articulate that 
there i not a monolitl1ic under­
standing of these issues and it's 
not fair to say that in order to be 
a good Christian, one has to be 
and-homo cxual," Voelkel said. 

UCC churches are 
autonomous. meaning the 
General Synod does not create 
policy for its more than 5,700 
congregations. Still, if the reso­
lution supporting same-sex mar­
riage passes, it would be "a very 
di turbing thing," Becker said 

The Rev. John H. Thomas, 
UCC president, said be supports 
the same-sex resolution. 
However, be expressed his dis­
appointment that some congre­
gation could decide to leave the 
church if the resolution is 
approved. 

"No church can avoid this 
<lifficult di cussion in our cur­
rent cultural context if it seeks to 
be relevant to our society and if 
it seek to be faithful particular­
ly to the gay, lesbian, bisexual, 
and transgender per on among 
its members," be said.

KD FWR urges safe 
boating during 
holiday weekend 

SPECIAL TO THE TIMES 

FRANKFORT- The Fourth of July holi­
day weekend is one of the busiest boatin~ 
weekends of the year on our lakes, rivers and 
streams. Operating your boat safely is critical­
ly important in sucb crowded, bot condition . 

"When the beat gets this bigb; it tend to 
draw people to the water who nonnally don't 
go to the water," said Lt. Mike Fields, boat­
ing safety coordinator with tbe Kentucky 
Department of Fish and WiJdlife Resource 
(KDFWR). "We expect the waterway of 
Kentucky to be crowded the Fourth of July 
holiday weekend. It is one of tl1e bu iest 
weekend of the year on our waters." 

Alcohol is the one thing to avoid if you 
plan on operating a boat this coming week­
end. "High levels of heat and humidity exag­
gerate the effects of alcohol on your body 
and tend to intensify the phenomenon known 
as boater fatigue," Field· said. 

Boater fatigue is a condition brought on 
by the sun, wind, noise and vibration of the 
boat. These environmental conditions dull a 
boater' reflexes. "Boater's fatigue coupled 
with alcohol consumption can make a person 
who had just a few drink seem more intoxi­
cated than their blood alcohol level will 
show," Field explained. 

In 2004, nine people died on Kentucky 
waters and four of those falalitic involved 
boats ucb as canoes, kayaks, float tubes or 
rafts. ''We want non-powered boaters to be 
especially vigilant thj coming weekend." 
Fields said. "Be aware of water conditions. 
Pop-up thunderstonns corrunon in summer 
can dwnp large amounts of rain up stream and 
it not necc sarily rdin where you are locate~ . 

Streams can jump up quickly with the c 
storms and create wor e boating conditions 
in a short period of time." 

Canoeists, kayakers and rafter hould 
exercise extreme caution around low-head 
dams. Low-bead dam allow water to tlow 
over the top of the dam. The current beneath 
dams can get deadly. 

"Be e pecially careful around low head 
dams as hydraulic conditions around these 
dams change quickly wirh ju t a small 
increase in the water Oowing over them," 
Fields cautioned "It can become a dangerous 
situation because a boater who goes over tl1c 
dam can get trapped 10 tl1e hydraulic current 
under the dam and not be able to get free." 

If you . ee someone opcmting a boat in an 
unsafe manner or ob erve an intoxtcated 
boater this weekend, please repon it at 1-800-
25-ALERT. KDFWR enforcement officers 
will be patroling waterways heavily, watching 
for violation and assisting boaters • needed.
