PRESTO SB URG - A former 
Martin police officer has filed a lawsuit 
against hi former employer, alleging that 
he was fired him without a proper hear­
ing. 

2003, when he was terminated as a city 
employee by Martin Mayor Thomasine 
Robinson after he was accused of expos­
ing his genitals to several persons at the 
Amvets club in Martin. Toy was later 
found not guilty of those charges after a 
district court trial in March. His attorney 
at the time was former Conunonwealth's 
Attorney Jerry Patton, who vowed to file 

a wrongful tennination suit as soon as he 
could get the paperwork together. The 
suit, which was filed on Toy's behalf last 
week, was put together by another attor­
ney Steve Owens, of Pikeville.

Steven Toy's lawsuit was filed last 
week and accuses the city of wrongful 
termination. 

Toy's case goes back to August 13, 

The suit targets Mayor Robinson as 
well as police chief Anthony Conn,

FoUr enter guilty pleas in court

PRESTONSBURG - Several 
area residents facing felony 
charges appeared in circuit court 
Monday to enter guilty pleas to 
their charges. 

The oddest case involved a 
Harold man who dido 't commit a 
felony until after he'd been arrest­
ed on a misdemeanor charge of 
driving while impaired. Eddie 
Caudill, 48, pleaded guilty to 
bribing a witness in the case and 
was recommended a two-year 
probated sentence for the infrac­
tion. 

Caudill pleaded guilty to call­
ing Kentucky State Police Post 9 
in Pikeville and inquiring of his 
arresting officer, Darren 
Stapleton, as to how much it 
would co t to have the trooper 
skip the hearing. Stapleton is 
reported a replying that he had 
definite plans to attend the hear­
ing and that he would also bring a 
warrant for Caudill' arrest on 
one charge of bribery. 

Harold Ousley, 35, of David, 
entered a guilty plea to two 
charges of trafficking in a con­
troUed substance which included 
elling methadone and 

Oxycontin. The sales occurred in 

June 2004 and netted Ousley a 
five-year sentence recommenda­
tion by the commonwealth's 
attorney's office which which 
will be probated after service of 
two years. 

Teddy Ching, 46, of We t 
Liberty, pleaded guilty to several 
counts of drug posses ion and 
was recommended a year's pro­
bation. 

Richard Lee Caldwell, 29, 
pleaded guilty to six counts of 
wanton endangerment which 
stemmed from an Oct. 9 incident 
that also included charges of flee-

Fletcher lawyer sought end to 
grand jury probe, Stumbo says

FRANKFORT - The memos 
outline a detailed proposal for 
Gov. Ernie Fletcher to extricate 
his administration from a growing 
legal and political problem with 
the special grand jury investiga­
tion of personnel practices in state 
government. 

James Deckard, general coun­
sel to Fletcher, made the proposal 
to Attorney General Greg Stumbo 

during a meeting over the July 4th 
holiday weekend al Stumbo's 
home in Prestonsburg, and in sub­
sequent phone calls. 

That' where the plot turns 
murky. 

Deckard on Monday insisted 
Stumbo agreed to the proposal, 
wh1ch would have included 
Fletcher making an appearance 
before the special grand jury -
not under oath - before Stumbo 
asked the court to end its work. 

Stumbo's office said the meet-

ing was initiated by Deckard and 
Stumbo agreed to nothing. A 
spokeswoman for Stumbo' 
office called the two-page outline 
a "wish list'' and "another de per­
ate act on the part of a desperate 
administration." 

Deckard, in his own written 
statement, called it a "settlement'' 
to the entire personnel investiga­
tion that Stumbo reneged on after 
his senior staff and the chief pros-

Third charged 
with taking 
drugs to ·jail

PRESTONSBURG 
The Floyd County Detention 
Center made yet another 
arrest this week when a pris­
oner was found to be bring­
ing drugs into the jail. 

Jesse V. Sammons, 23, of 
Prestonsburg, was brought to 
the jail Friday after a misde­
meanor arrest. Once there. 
authorities at the jail discov­
ered that he allegedly had 
two bags of pills in his under­
wear . 

The pills were identified 
as Lorcet tablets and led to 
felony charges against 
Sammons for trafficking in a 
controlled substance and pro­
moting contraband. 

The initial charges against 
Sammons were brought 
when the sherrif's depart­
ment received a report that a 

laser site from a Beretta pis­
tol had been trained on a man 
who was driving near the 
Mountain Arts Center. 
Sammons' vehicle fit the 
description that was given 
and he was stopped. Deputy 
Gerald Clark checked 
Sammons' vehicle and dis­
covered drugs as well as sev­
eral motor vehicle violations. 

Sammons was charged 
with possession of marijua­
na, possession of a controlled 
substance .not in its original 
container. improper plates, 
no insurance, improper plates 
and a second offense DUI. 

Sammons was arraigned 
on Monday and placed under 
a $25,000 cash bond. His 
preliminary hearing bas been 
scheduled for August 8. 

Sammons is the third per­
son arrested on the charge of 
promoting contraband at the 
jail in the last two weeks.

He ubmitted entnes in his 
wife's name. too. 

People are allowed to enter 
the drawings as often as they 
want, but each cn1ry must' 
include at least $5 worth of tick­
ets. That means Hintz was send 
ing in at least $2.500 in ticket a 
week, and postage alone would 
have cost $185 a week. 

"It doesn't nece sarily sur­
prise me thai that someone 
would be that lucky." Cullen 
said. "It surprises me that ome­
one would (enter that often).

A hacker discovers a dirty little 
secret deep in the code of one of its best-selling 
raunchy games, unlocks it for the world to leer at ... 

and it says it ha been wronged. 
Why the game's very title- "Grand Theft Auto: San 

Andreas''- didn't throw up stop signs for more parents is 
difficult enough to fathom. Perhaps they'll confiscate discs 
from their kids or wipe the game off their PCs now that it's 
clear Rockstar originated the coding that makes the game's 
character get very, very physical. (The details are too 
explicit to be reprinted here, but they may be found on the 
Parent Television Council Web site at www.parentstv.org). 

That coding i n 't supposed to run, but a modification 
ayailable on the Internet takes care of that for the new PC 
version. When reports proliferated that the coding also is 
present on the PlayStation2 version, the video-game indus­
try's rating sy tem raised the "San Andreas" rating from 
"M" (for .. mature'') to "AO" (adults only). 

Thal won't help much. The move raises the official mini­
mum age for buyers from 17 to 18. It's the equivalent of 
rai ing a movie's R rating to NC-17 (X in the old days). And 
it's an open secret that orne parents care little about the rat­
ings of what they let their kids see or play. 

In a Wednesday announcement that it would revise "San 
Andreas" (major retailers already have pulled it), the chief 
executive officer of Rockstar parent company Take-Two 
Interacttve Software Inc. blamed hackers and declared: 
"Take-Two and Rockstar Games have always worked to 
keep mature-themed video-game content out of the hand of 
children ... " 

Then why even write in coding that awaits only a hacker 
to visually unveil activity only hinted at in the (allegedly) 
"clean" version? 

The mind-set here is evident in Rockstar's description of 
another "mature" game, "Outlaw Golf 2": 

··scanuly clad babes and deviant thugs take to the course 
and give a whole new meaning to playing from the rough .... 
10 over-the-top playable characters tum boring old golf into 
a rowe} and tasteless display of uninhibited fun." (The 
omtlled material between those sentences is also too explicit 
to reprint here.) Take-Two's CEO says he is "deeply con­
cemcu" that the furor has caused "San Andreas" "to be mis­
represented to the public." On the contrary: Its nature is all 
too clear - 5 million-plus copies later.

Africa needs 
freedom, not "aid"

Politicians are never more dangerous 
than when they are thinking, "We've got 
to do something!" 

Take the just-adjoumed GS meeting 
in Scotland. The ruler of the most 
advanced economic powers (and Russia, 
go figure) met with the intention of look­
ing as though they were doing something 
to end poverty in Africa. They pledged t.o 
double the amount of money they will 
send to the continent by 2010 to $50 bil­
lion a year. 

Most accounts of this meeting. such 
as the one in the New York Time , spoke 
in terms of "addressing African poverty" 
and "commitments by the eight nations 
to double their aid." 

are supposed to be based on candidates' 
qualifications. 

A special grand jury meeting in 
Franklin County has so far indicted eight 
current or former members of the admin­
istration with various ·misdemeanors, 
including conspiracy. Dan Druen, a for­
mer Transportation Cabinet commission­
er, has also been charged with a felony 
for allegedly tampering with a witness. 

Murgatroyd, the former deputy trans­
portation secretary, is one of the eight 
people indicted. He's facing multiple 
misdemeanor charges, including conspir­
acy. political discrimination and violat­
ing two state employees' rights. 
Murgatroyd has pleaded not guilty to all 
charges. . 

Supporters want to show him they're 
behind him no matter how his legal prob­
lems are resolved, Carmack said. 

"He has done an enormous amount of 
good for northern Kentucky, and [ think 
what's happening to him is wrong," she 
said. "I don't know why they're going 
after him, It's just completely wrong." 

Murgatroyd declined to be inter­
viewed for this story. However, Fletcher 
spokesman Mike Goins said Murgatroyd 
was "flattered and humbled that these 
folks are doing the rally for him." 

The fanfare planned for Murgatroyd 
is "very surpri •ing," said Kathy Groob. 
chairwoman of the Kenton County 
Democratic Pa.rty. People should remem­
ber that, while he has not yet gone to 
trial, Murgatroyd is facing criminal 
charges, Oroob said.

Cervical cancer deaths preventable -
~and a red flag for other health disparities

WASHINGTON- Virtually 
all death from cervical cancer 
arc preventable, yet the disease 
\\ill kill almost 4,000 women in 
tllis country this year. Fru trated 
scientists know who most of 
them will be: black women in 
the South, Hispanics along the 
lcxas-Mexico border, white 
women in Appalachia and the 
rural Northeast, Vietnamese 
immigrants. 

Efforts are under way to 
reach those women, including a 
$25 million federal program 
poised to let communities 
recruit volunteers - average 
women who speak their 
patient · language and can 
engender trust - to push Pap 
testing and shepherd the newly 
diagnosed through an often-baf­
fling medical system. 

It's work made more urgent 
by the discovery that excess cer­
vical cancer is a red flag for 
other health disparities: The 
. arne localities also have too­
high rate of breast and colorec-· 
tal cancer, strokes and infant 
mortality. 

The new report, from the 
1 ationa1 Cancer Institute, will 
''hopefully ring a bell for policy­
maker " in those communities, 
say Dr. Harold P. Freeman, a 
cancer specialist who works in 
Harlem and directs NCI's 
Center to Reduce Cancer Health 
Disparities. 

"People are dying who 
should not die, based on what 
we already know. Delivering 
what we already know to all 
American people is the issue."

Pap smears are credited 

\\ ith lashing cervical cancer 
deaths by 75 percent in recent 
decade . This simple $50 test 
can detect precancerous cells 
in time to prevent cervical can-

cer from forming - or, if it's 
already there, in time to cure 
this usually slow-growing 
malignancy. 

But most inva ive cervical 
cancer is found in women who 
haven't had a Pap in ftve years, 
or never. 

Poverty is one culprit. Also, 
women with no regular doctor 
slip through the cracks. Older 
women are less likely to get a 
Pap, as are recent immigrants, 
perhaps because of language or 
cultural issues. 

"Cervical cancer shouldn't 
be a cause of death anymore, in 
fact it shouldn't be a problem 
anymore," said Dr. Stephen J. 
McPhee of the University of 
California, San Francisco. "Yet 
here we are in 2005 dealing with 
a problem that should have been 
fixed 25 years ago. It's a bad 
reflection on the U.S. health­
delivery system." 

With funding from the 
Centers for Disease Control and 
Prevention, McPhee tarted a 
program in Santa Clara County, 
Calif., to fight cervical cancer 
among Vietnamese immigrant , 
who have the nation's highest 
incidence of the di ease - a 
rate five times higher than that 
of white women. 

Poverty aside, McPhee found 
that women who saw 
Vietnamese physicians were 
half as likely to have ever had a 
Pap. Perhaps it's modesty with 
the mostly male doctors, he 
speculates. But when surveyed, 
most of those doctors didn't 
know their patients were at such 
high risk.

"health i gold'' - the program 
advertised Pap in Vietname e, 
gave Vietnamese doctors classes 
on cervical cancer and brought 
to the county a CDC program 
that provides free Paps for the 
poor. And it trained volunteer 
"lay health workers" to educate 
their friends and neighbor 
about Paps. 

Overall, the program 
increased Pap testing ignifi­
cantly, McPhee will repon at an 
American Public Health 
Association meeting in 
November. Those lay health 
workers were particularly influ­
ential: Among women who'd 
never had a Pap, 46 percent got 
one thanks to the volunteer , 
compared with 27 percent who 
only aw ads. 

Freeman pioneered another 
way to use volunteers, as 
"patient navigator " to help 
women with an abnormal Pap 
result get treated, whether the 
barrier is money, language or 
winding through the complex 
health care sy tern. 

"This is the only per on in 
the health care sy tem whose 
job it is to watch lhe entire 
movement of the patient from 
funding to resolution,'' says 
Freeman, who employs four 
patient navigators at East 
Harlem· Ralph Lauren Center 
for Cancer Care and Prevention. 

Among other successes, they 
get 95 percent of his center's 
uninsured patients into some

Even if they could end corrup­
tion (have the G8 governments 
ended it yet?) aid would be 
inimical to progress. 

As Bauer pointed out, eco­
nomic progress grows out of 
work, the division of labor, 
trade, saving, investment, and 
secure property rights. The pre­
condition is a culture that nei­
ther discourages nor impedes 
the creation of wealth. Don't 
people need capital? It will be 

~generated by the people them­
selves; but if the above-men­
tioned conditions are fulfilled, 
foreigners will be eager to 
invest. 

The upshot is that the poorest 
African countries hold their des­
tinies in their own hands. They 
do not need the promises of 
eight politicians who produce 
nothing.

'"'We take a lot more breaks -
every 15 minutes instead of the usual 
30 minutes," DeRossett added.

With heat indexes climbing up into 
the triple digits, a practice postponed 
or called off entirely because of t:he 
heat wouldn't necessarily be out of the 
question.

FRANKFORT - As surface 
temperatures rise above 80 
degree in summer on lakes and 
reservoirs, fishing for most 
specie slows con iderably. 
Channel catftsb are one of the 
few pecie in Kentucky that 
don' t seem to mind summer 
heat. They bite wiUingly all 
summer long. 

,-, Large reservoirs, smaller 
lakes, farm ponds, rivers and 
most creeks have channel cat­

i 

fish. You don't need an expen­
sive boat or expensive equip­
ment. either. All you need is a 
lawn chair, a medium-action rod 
and reel spooled with 10-pound 
line, a package or two of hooks, 
plit shot, bait and some time. A 

stringer or fish basket is 
required if you want to keep 
some channel catfish to cat. 

The best bet for con tant 
action and for bank anglers are 
small lakes and farm ponds. The

FRANKFORT - One hundred people 
will be drawn for Kentucky hunt of a 
lifetime this year: Elk in Eastern 
Kentucky. The stare·s elk herd numbers 
around 5.300, meaning that people 
drawn for a quota hunt have a good 
chance at success. And there's still time 
to get in on the chance of a lifctim~::. 

Hunter have until July 31 to apply. 
The cost to apply i $10. Interested 

hunters may apply anywhere hunting and 
fishing licenses are sold. on the Internet at 

fw.ky.gov or by calling 1-877-598-
2401. A hunter may only apply once for 
the elk quota hunts. Most equipment 
used for deer hunting is appropriate for 
elk hunting. 

Kentucky re idem drawn for the hunt 
must purchase a $25 elk hunting permit 
and possess a valid Kentucky annual 
hunting license. Oul-of-state re idents 
drawn for the hunt mll t pttrcha c both a 
$300 non-re ident elk hunting permit and 
a Kentucky non-re ident annual hunting 
license. Unlike years pa t, there is no 
limit on the number of non-re idem who 
may be drawn for the qllota elk hunts. 

Hunters wilJ be randomly selected by 
computer. Hunters will recei\e either a 
bull or cow elk permit, and be assigned a 
hunting area. Hunting areas include lim­
ited entry (the c are located within cer­
tain wildlife management areas) or zone 
at large (thi includes Kentucky's 16-
county elk restoration zone in E tern 
Kentucky). Limited entry areas are only 
open for elk bunting to tho e drawn for 
tho e hunts . The season for linuted entry 
area hunting is October I · 7 for bull elk 
and December 3-9 for cow elk. 

Those drawn for the zone at Jarge 
bunting may hunt with landowner per­
mission anywhere within the elk rc tora­
tion zone (except for Jjmitcd cnlr)' area ). 
The zone at large firearms ea. on 1 the 
same as the eason on limited entry areas 
for bull and cow elk. Tho e drawn for the 
zone at large may u e archery or eros -
bow equipment from October 1 ttu·ough 
January 16. 2006. 

During the firearms elk season. all 
hunters within the 16-county elk re tara­
lion zone must wear unbroken hunter 
orange on their head. chest and back. 
This includes tho c hunters using ar hery 
equipment for deer.

On farm ponds, flats located 
near the dam are good area to 
stan prospecting for channel 
catfish at this time of year. If 
the dam area is not producing, 
try fishing around downed 
trees, brush and the edges of 
weed lines. 

The variety of channel cat­
fish baits boggles the mind: 
Anglers use Ivory soap, dead 
minnows, hrimp left out in the 
sun for a week~ hot dogs soliked 
in strawberry Jell-0 mix, 
shrimp soaked in cherry Kool­
Aid, chicken liver, dough ball 
and night crawlers. 

Dip and stink baits, howev­
er, may be the most effective of 
them all. Dip baits originated in 
the Great Plain . where fi hing 
the shallow rivers, irrigation 
ditches and farm ponds for 
channel catfish is popular. Dip 
baits are available in the sport­
ing goods section of large 
department stores or from mail 
order companie that pecialize 
in outdoor gear. 

Dip baits stink to high heav­
en. You need to use a sponge to 

for a workout. 
"The key is getting fluids in 

before practice," said 
DeRossett. 'That's something 
we stress each and every day. 
During the off-season we also 
remind out kids about the 
importance of taking care of 
their bodies and getting enough 
fluids in is a great part of that."

present the dip bait to the chan­
nel catfish. Find a plain kitchen 
sponge and cut a small lt2 inch 
square. Take Size 1 or 2 circle 
hook or a Size 4 treble hook 
and shove the shank of the 
book through the sponge. 
Crimp a split shot about 18 
inche above the hook and 
dampen the ponge. Dip the 
sponge into the bait then gently 
lob it out in the water. 

Dip baits appeal to the chan­
nel catfish's keen sense of 
smell. As the scent spreads, the 
fish move toward the source -
and your bait. It is a good idea 
to hold the rod in your hand if 
you use dip· baits'. Once c·atfi · h' 
find the sponge that holds the 
dip bait, they usually hit hard 
and make a powerful run. 
Circle hooks keep gut hooking 
of fish to a minimum. 

As the fishing for otber 
pecies lows in summer, go 

chase some channel catfish. 
Large channel catfish over 5 
pounds provide a fight as good as 
any fish that swims in Kentucky.

Brown had dinner Monday 
night with Tlmmlls·and irrtertm­
coach Herb Williams, a meeung 
that Brown described as '·posi­
tive." Brown had been uneasy 
about the prospect of displacing 
Williams as coach. 

"That was a huge obstacle for 
me, not for him," Brown said. 
"It's not at all anymore." 

Pressed to say whether he 
had given the Knicks a defini­
tive answer, Brown wouldn' t 
give a direct reply. 

"I wouldn't have met with 
the owner and with Herb if l 
didn' t think thi would move 
forward," Brown said. "I just 
can't go any further than that." 

Brown's wife, Shelly. said 
she expected the process Lo 
move to a more definilive stage 
by the end of the day. 

"Knicks management i 
meeting, and we're waiting to 
hear from them. We're all on 
board." said Shelly Brown, who 
has given her bles ing to Brown 
taking on what he once called 
his "dream job.'' 

Brown' wife had been con­
cerned about her husband's 
health. He missed 17 games last 
eason due to a hip replacement 

operation that led to a bladder 
problem. and Brown underwent 
his third surgery in nine months 
shortly after the Pistons lost 
Game 7 of the NBAFinals to the 
San Antonio Spurs. 

Doctors at the Mayo Clinic 
told Brown he needed rest, and 
he and his wife have decided 
he 'll get enough of it during the 
next two months before training 
camp begins. 

Brown's two young children 
also are enthused about the 
move to ew York, and Brown 
has already toured the team· s 
practice facility. 

"No one wants this to drag 
on," Shelly Brown said. "I know 
everyone's on the same page.'' 

The Knicks would be 
Brown's eighth NBA coaching 
job. and his hiring would come 
just a week after he parted ways 
with the Detroit Piston after two 
easons - both of which ended 

with trips to the NBA Finals. 
Trying to turn the rebuilding 

Knicks into a winner would be 
the latest challenge for Brown in 
a nomadic NBA coaching career 
that has included tints with the 
Philadelphia 76er , fndiana 
Pacers;-t:;os--A.ngetes Clippers·. 
San Antonio Spurs, New Jersey 
Nets and Denver Nuggets. 
Brown also coached collegiately 
at Kansas and UCLA. and his 
fust professional coaching job 
was with the Carolina Cougars 
of the ABA. 

Brown was the coach of the 
2004 U.S. Olympic team that fin­
ished a disappointing third. Part 
of that roster included Kn.icks 
guard Stephan Marbury. who 
would be reunited with Brown. 

'lew York reportedly is will­
ing to offer Brown a five-year 
contract worth between $50 mil­
lion and 60 million. and the 
task of negotiating the details 
will fall to the 80-year old 
Glass, Brown's longtime agent. 

"If 1 get involved, it'll be a 
go," Glass said Monday. 

Reminded of that comment 
Tuesday, Gla aid: 'Tm 
involved, but I've been involved 
on orne way, hapc or form for 
quite orne time now." 

Still unclear is what role 
William would have with the 
Knicks under Brown. and which 
of rew York' cunent assistant 
~:oache might remain with the 

club. There also is a question of 
whether any of Brown's assis­
tants who also lost their jobs in 
Detroit, including Gar Heard and 
Dave Hanners, might be added to 
Dolan's considerable payroll. 

Williams· head coaching con­
tract expires Sunday, but his 
as istant coaching contract has 
another year left. His dinner with 
Brown came one day after Dolan 
and Thomas spent ll\Ore than 
two hours visiting Brown at his 
home in East Hampton, N.Y. 

"Situations arc always going 
to work out," Williams told 
WNBC-TV while playing in a 
golf tournan1ent Monday in sub­
urban New York. "You know. a 
job i a job. You have to approach 
it that way. you know, that's what 
you get paid to do, so you step in 
and you do the job. You don' t 
think about anything else." 

Williams has been a fiXture 
in the .Knicks organization for 
most of the past decade and is 
regarded a one of the fran­
chise's most trusted and loyal 
employees. He bad a good rap­
port with the players while 
coaching the final 43 games of 
last ea on after Lenny Wilkens 
wa · forced to resign. 

Coming to a team that fm­
i hed 33-49 last season and 
mtssed the playoff for the third 
time in four years, Brown would 
be coaching a roster that 
Thomas has overhauled during 
his 19 months as team president. 

Brown took over the 76ers in 
1997 after they went 22-60 the 
year before. He coaxed another 
nine victories out of them in his 
ftrst season in Philadelphia, got 
them into the playoffs the fol­
lowing sea on and made it to the 
NBA Final by his fourth year. 

In Detroit, Brown won the 
NBA championship in his first 
year coaching the Pistons, guid­
ing them to 54 regular-season vic­
tone after they had won 50 the 
prior season under Rick Carlisle. 

When Brown took over the 
Indiana Pacers in 1993, they 
improved by ix victories. 

When he took control of the 
Los Angeles Clippers midway 
through the 1991-92 season, 
they were below .500. But he 
guided them to a 23-12 record 
over the rest of the sea on to 
give the franchise its fust play­
off berth in 15 year .

and Orgeron. 

Forget the players_ many of 
the biggest stars like Auburn's 
Carnell Williams and Georgia's 
David Pollack have moved on 
to the NFL anyway. Spurrier 
and the other ball coaches offer 
the most intriguing story lines 
this week. 

Fulmer's presence will be 
~especially noteworthy and not 

because his Volunteers are 

among the favorites to win the 
SEC. Fulmer addressed last 
year's event via speakerphone 
because attorneys representing 
two former Alabama assistant 
coaches in a lawsuit against the 
NCAA and others had vowed to 
subpoena him if he crossed 
state lines to attend. 

Fulmer says he'll be mere in 
person this time. 

"1 am going. That's aU that 
needs. ~o be said," he said. 

SEC officials said they 
would have a "heightened 
awareness" but did not plan any 
extra security to protect 
Fulmer, who was a confidential 
witness in an NCAA investiga­
tion that landed Alabama on 
probation. 

But, he said, "I don't have 
any concerns." 

SEC Commissioner Mike 
Slive fined Fulmer $10,000 for 
skipping, but the coach's strate­
gy worked. The attorneys never 
got to question the coach in the 
lawsuit which ended last Friday 
with the jury awarding Ronnie 
Cottrell $30 million for the por­
tion of his suit against a former 
recruiting analyst. 

A judge had dismissed the 
claims against the NCAA. 

Among the football-related 

issues will be Auburn's 
attempts to follow up on a 13-0 
season and No. 2 national rank­
ing and the introduction of 
Meyer, Orgeron and Miles. 

Meyer led Utah to a 12-0 
season and a berth in the Bowl 
Championship Serle before 
replacing the ousted Ron Zook. 

Orgeron was the defensive 
line coach for two-time defend­
ing national · champion 
Southern California. 

Miles led an. Oklahoma 
State program that hadn't been 
to a bowl game for 12 years to 
three consecutive postseason 
trips in four seasons. Now, he's 
facing a different challenge in 
replacing Nick Saban, who Jed 
the Tigers to a share of the 
national title two years ago 
before heading to the NFL's 
Miami Dolphins. 

Alabama's Mike Shula isn't 
expecting any edges despite 
facing all four of the new guys 
this season. 

"I think there's so much 
good talent here - and the guys 
that have come in to coach are 
very good coaches and have 
been successful where they've 
been," Sbula said. "I think it's 
going to be just as tough as it's 
always been."

Bush told the feUow 
Texan. 

The White House said the 
president called Paris from his 
retreat at Camp David to con­
gratulate Armstrong for "a 
great triumph of the human 
spirit." 

Bush said the victory was 
"a te tament not only to your 

1 athletic talent but to your 
courage." 

Armstrong, who lives in 
Austin. Texas, won the three­
week race across France by a 
comfortable margin of more 
than 4 112 m·lute . 

Lance Armstrong wins seventh 
consecutive and last Tour de France

PAJUS - Lance Anns~ong 
closed out his amazing career 
with a seventh consecutive Tour 
de France victory Sunday and 
did it a little earlier than expected. 

Because of wet condition , 
race organizers topped the 
clock as Armstrong and the 
main pack entered Pari . 
Although riders were still rac­
ing, with eight laps of the 
Champs-Elysee to complete, 
organizers said that Arm trong 
had officially won. 

The stage started as it has 
done for the past six years -
with Armstrong wearing the 
race leader's yellow jer ey. It 
ended the same way, too - with 
him celebrating. this time by a 
comfortable margin of more 
than 4 112 minutes. 

One hand on his handlebars, 
the other holding a flute of 
champagne. Arms~ong toasted 
hls teammates as he pedaled 
imo Paris to collect his crown. 
He held up seven fmgers - one 
for each win - and a piece of 
paper with the number 7 on it. 

When it was over, Armstrong 
saluted the race he's made his own. 

"Vive le Tour, forever," he said. 
The 33-year-old Texan 

choked up on the victory podi­
um as he stood next to his twin 
3-year-old daughters - dressed 
in bright yellow dresses, appro­
priately - and his on. His rock 
star girlfriend Sheryl Crow, 
wearing a yellow halter top, 
cried during me ceremony. 

"This is the way he wanted to 
fmish his career, so it's very 
emotional," he said. 

Looking gaunt, his cheeks 
hollow after riding 2,232. 7 
miles across France and its 
mountains for three weeks, 
Armstrong still could smile at 
the end. He said President Bush 
called to congratulate him. 

Armstrong's new record of 
seven wins confmned him as 
one of the greatest cyclists ever, 
and capped a career where he 
carne back from cancer to dom­
inate cycling s most prestigious 
and taxing race. 

Standing on the podium, 
against the backdrop of tbe Arc de 
Triomphe, Annstrong managed a 
rare feat in sports - going out on 
the top of his game. He previous­
ly said thai his decision was final 
and that he was walking away 
with "absolutely no regrets." 

Armstrong mentioned Tiger 
Woods, Wayne Gretzky. 
Michael Jordan and Andre 
Agassi as personal in pirations. 

''Those are guys that you 
look up to you, guys that have 
been at the top of their game for 
a long time," he said. 

As for his accomplishments, 
he said, "I can't be in charge of 
dictating what it says or how 
you remember it." 

"In five, 10, 15, 20 years, 
we'll see what the legacy is. But 
I think we did come along and 
revolutionize the cycling part, 
the training part, the equipment 
part. We're fanatics." 

Alexandre Vinokourov of 
Kazakhstan eventually won me 
final stage, with Armstrong fin­
ishing safely in the pack to win 
the Tour by more than 4 min­
utes, 40 econds over Ivan 
Basso of Italy. The 1997 Tour 
winner, Jan Ullrich, was third, 
6:21 back. 

"It's up to you guys," 
Armstrong said, forecasting the 
Tour future. 

Armstrong's sixth win last 
year already set a record, putting 
Arm trong ahead of four other 
riders - Frenchmen Jacques 
Anquetil and Bernard Hinault, 
Belgian Eddy Merckx and 
Spaniard Miguel Indurain- who 
all won five Tours. 

Along the way, he brought 
unprecedented attention to the 
sport, and won over many. who 
bad dismissed it. 

"Finally, the last thing I'll 
say for the people who don't 
believe in cycling _ the. cynics, 
the skeptics - I'm sorry for 
you," Armstrong said. "I'm 
sorry you can't dream big and 
I'm ·sorry you don't believe in 
miracles. But this is one hell of 
a race, this is a great sporting 
event and you should stand 
around and believe." 

Annstrong's last ride as a pro­
fessional - the closing 89.8-mile 
21st stage into Paris from 
Corbeil-Essonnes south of the 
capital-was not without incident 

Three of his teammates 
slipped and crashed on the rain­
slicked pavement coming around 
a bend just before they crossed 
the River Seine. Armstrong, right 
behirid them, braked and skidded 
into the fallen riders. 

Armstrong used his right foot 
to steady himself, and -.yas able 
to stay on the bike. 

His teammates, wearing spe­
cial shirts with a band of yellow 
on right shoulder, recovered and 
led him up the Champs-Elysees 
at the front of the pack. 

Organizers then announced 
that they had stopped the clock 
because of the slippery conditions 
with more than 10 miles to go. 

V"mokourov surged ahead of 

the main pack to win the last 
stage. He had been touted as one 
of Armstrong's main rivals at 
the start of the Tour on July 2, 
but like others was over­
whelmed by him. 

Armstrong's departure begins 
a new era for the 102-year-old 
Tour, with no clear succes or. 
His riding and his inspiring 
defeat of cancer attracted new 
fans - especially in the United 
States - to the race, as much a 
part of French summers as sun 
cream, forest ftres and ~affic 

jams down to the Cote d' Azur. 
Millions turned out each 

year, cheering, picnicking and 
sipping wine by the side of the 
road, to watch him flash past in 
the race leader's yellow jersey, 
the famed "maillot jaune." 

Cancer survivors, autograph 
hunters and enamored admirers 
pushed, shove, and yelled ·'Lance! 
Lance!" outside his bus in the 
mornings for a smile, a signature, 
or a word from the champion. 

He had bodyguards to keep 
the crowds at bay - ruffling 
feathers of cycling purists who 
sniffed at his "American" ways. 

Some spectators would shout 
obscenities or "dope!" - doper. 
To some, his comeback from 
cancer and his uphill bursts of 
speed that left rivals gasping in 
the Alps and Pyrenees were too 
good to be true. 

Armstrong insisted that he 
simply trained, worked and pre­
pared harder than anyone. He 
was drug-tested hundreds of 
times, in and out of competition, 
but never found to have com­
mitted any infractions. 

Armstrong came into this 
Tour saying he had a dual objec­
tive - winning the race and the 
hearts of French fans. He was 
more relaxed, forthcoming and 
talkative than last year when 
the pressure to be the first six­
time winner was on. 

Some fan hung the Star and 
Stripes on barriers that lined the 
Champs-Elysees on Sunday. 
Around Prance. some also urged 
Armstrong to go for an eighth 
win next year- holding up plac­
ards and daubing their appeals 
in paint on the road. 

Armstrong, however, wanted to 
go out on top- and not let advanc­
ing age get the better of him. 

"At some point you tum 34, 
or you tum 35, the others make 
a big step up, and when your age 
catches up. you take a big step 
down," he said Saturday after he 
won the fmal time trial. "So next 
could be the year if I continued 
that I lose that five minutes. We 
are never going to know." 

The next Lance? Not anytime soon

PARIS - Life after Lance 
began in France with a thud. 

"Never to uch an extent, prob­
ably, has the departwe of a champi­
on been welcomed with such wide­
spread relief;· buffed L' Equipe. the 
nation's leading sports daily. 

So much for the notion that 
you don't know what you've got 
till it's gone. 

No sooner had Armstrong 
Lighted out of Paris for the 
beaches in the south - wapping 
champagne for cold beer - than 
French media outlet published 
a laundry li t of complaints. 

According to their tastes, he 
was too aloof. too controlling, 
too corporate, too good and. 
despite a lack of proof to sup­
port doping allegations against 
Ann trong, too good to be true. 

"It's not only the end of an 
era. but also of a doubt," 
L'Equipe added. "That' o true 
that he felt the need to express 
himself, yesterday on the 
Champs-Elyses. a microphone 
in his hand, to a k keptic 10 
believe in mirJcles ." 

At least the feeling wa.om 't mutuaL 
"I have a special place in my 

heart for thi race:· Armstrong 
said. "J dream about coming back 
to France, telling stories to my 
children. I really care about it. .. 

Never mind that what 
Armstrong did for cycling actu­
ally bordered on the miraculous. 

Almo t single-bandedly, he 
turned what was a recreational, 
niche sport in America into 
must-see TV fqr nearly three 
weeks each summer and made 
millions for the Outdoor Life 
Network. More Americans are 
riding bicycles than ever before 
and sale of the Trek brand, 
which Arm trong ride , have 
tripled since he won the first of 
seven straight tour in 1999. 
Some 300 customers already 
shelled out $1 0.000 each for the 

limited-edition, 24-karat, gold­
leaf-adorned model Armstrong 
rode to his record-setting sixth 
win and they're still rolling out 
of the showrooms. 

John Burke. CEO of the 
Waterloo, Wis.-based bike man­
ufacturer, has several ways to 
measure what his company has 
dubbed the "Lance factor." His 
personal favorite involves riding 
around his neighborhood and 
counting how many bikes are 
parked in the comer of garages 
where golf clubs used to sit. 

"He inspired a lot of guys who 
quit running becau e of bad backs 
or bad knees to try and become 
athletes again." Burke said. 

But like a handful of other 
busine owners chunung out 
teady profits while Armstrong 

cranked the pedals, he knows 
finding a replacement will be 
difficult, if not impossible. 

Over the last week, USA 
Cycling boss Jim Ochowicz, 
OLN president Gavin Harvey, 
the editors of cycling magazines 
and hundreds of cancer sur­
vivor in pired to climb on a 
bike have talked about what 
made Arm trong so compelling. 
It wa n' t just arriving flrst at th 
finish line in Paris year after 
year. It wa how Armstrong got 
there, what USA Cycling 
spokesman Andy Lee called 
"the incredible human int~>re t 
component to his story." 

Diagno ed with te ticular 
cancer in October, 1996. 
Armstrong· doctors gave him a 
40 percent chance of urvival 
and never expected he'd com­
pete at anything more trenuous 
than gin rummy. Winning the 
world's mo t grueling sporting 
event less than three year later 
made Annstrong a hero, and hi 
stature has only grown with hi 
insistence that this element of 
the tory nor lip all the way off 
the page. 

Armstrong did that again 
Monday dunng an interview on 

CBS New '"The Early Show." 
"If you consider the size and 

the scope of the illness. not just 
the people diagnosed, not just 
me people who have urvived, 
but the people that it has touched 
... you have basically 250 mil­
lion people realizing what's 
going on, and realizi11g that your 
story somewhat reflects theirs. 

"That's powerful stuff," 
Armstrong added. "You know. 
nobody else - none of the other 
180 guy that started three weeks 
ago bad that advantage. So per­
haps that's part of the secret" 

Whatever it was, we won't see 
his like anytime again soon. if ever. 

Only nine Americans started 
in the tour, but four began as team 
leaders and excluding Armstrong, 
four till placed among the top 33 
overall.

Over $160.000 in prize 
money will be on the line again 
this year, with $50,000 tabbed 
for the 40-lap Mopar Thunder 
winner and a luring $2,000 min-

imum paycheck awaiting all 
main event starters. 

And, as last year, the event 
will carry a full USAC National 
Sprint Car point status, adding 
even more incentive to those 
chasing the coveted USAC 
crown. USAC's established 
Sprint specifications will be full 
enforced; however the race for­
mat will be that as created by the 
Eldora officials. 

Following the time trial runs, 
up to six heat races will be 
staged, with the finishing posi­

The Los Angeles Dodgers' 
right-hander allowed only one hit in 
eight innings and Jason Repko hit a 
three-run double Monday night in a 
4-0 victory over Cincinnati. 

Lowe (7-10) strUck out five 
and got 16 groundball outs 
before the blister on his thumb 
that he had been pitching with 
since the fourth inning chased 
him after 97 pitches. 

"This is something I've had 
for four years, unfortunately, and 
that's why I didn't go out for the 
ninth inning," Lowe said. "Three 
more outs wasn't worth ripping 
it up even more, so you just take 
care of it for the next four days 
and look forward to Sarurday. If 

I 
I had a no-hitter, I could go back 
out there in the ninth." 

Lowe allowed just two fly­
outs, both by rookie Edwin 
Encarnacion. Cincinnati got its 
only hit when Rich Aurilia sin­
gled sharply through the left 
side on a sinker with two outs in 
the fifth. Steve Schmoll worked 
a perfect ninth to finish it. 

"The way Lowe pitched, I 
wouldn't say he was nasty, but he 
pitched a great game," Aurilia 
said. ''He pretty much hit his spots 
most of the night, kept the ball 
down and got a lot of groundball 
outs like he usually does. He got a 
lot of guys out on the first couple 
of pitches, which was probably 
key for him beCause it kept his 
momentum going." 

Lowe, who signed a $36 mil­
lion, four-year contract with the 
Dodgers after winning the 
clincher in Boston's flrst World 
Series title since 1918, has woo 
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gu • • Dodgers 4, 
consecutive starts for only the 
second time this season. He was 
0-5 in his previous seven out­
ings with a 5.77 ERA. 

''You can't bury your head in 
the sand and think it's going to 
rum around on its own," said 
Lowe, who made an adjustment 
with the help of pitching coach 
Jim Colborn. "There were some 
things that we definitely noticed, 
and I'm to blame because I did­
n't try to work on it earlier." 

The Reds, who lead the NL 
in runs and homers, got their 
only other baserunner in the fl.l'st 
when Adam Dunn drew a one­
out walk. It was the flrst base on 
balls Lowe allowed in a span of 
three starts. 

"I've always said that at this 
level, hitters will tell you how 
good your stuff is," said Lowe, 
who threw a no-hitter for the 
Red Sox against Tampa Bay in 
April2002. 

"When you can have a lineup 
like this consistently h!l the ball 
on the ground, you feel like 
you've pitched a good game. 
Even though I felt like I was in 
a pretty good groove, I could 
never relax because that offense 
could score some serious runs." 

It was the second time this 
season that the Reds were held 
to one hit. On June 14 at Boston, 
Ryan Freel singled in the sixth 
inning against David Wells, who 
combined with Mike Timlin and 
Keith Foulke on a 7-0 victory. 
The last one-hitter by the 
Dodgers came on July 7, 2004, 
when Kazuhisa I hii beat 
Arizona 11-0. 

Aaron Harang (6-9) Lost for 
the seventh time in nine deci­
sions, allowing four runs and 
seven hits in six innings. The 
right-hander beat the Rockies 
and Cubs in his first two starts 
following the All-Star break. 

The Dodger loaded the 
bases with none out in the sec­
ond on singles by Olmedo 
Saenz and Ricky Ledee and a 
walk to Jason Phtllips. Repko 
drove an 0-2 pitch to the alley in 
right-center, scoring all three.

Williams rejoins Dolphins

retirement. 

One question - the first one 
- momentanly tumped him 
though: Why did he return? 

''Why? Why? I don't know. I 
don't know,'' he said. 

Uh-oh. This roller-coaster 
ride still seem a little rickety. 

Greeted with hugs from 
teammates and cheers from 
fans, WiUiams returned to the 
Dolphins for their opening 
training camp practice Monday 
under new coach Nick Saban. 
Lining up for his first play 
since the 2003 season, 
William took a handoff from 
Gus Frerolte and sprinted 20 
yards to the goal line. 

But there was no defense on 
the field, and Williams is sure to 
meet stiffer resistance in the weeks 
to come as he tries to regain favor 
and reclaim a starting job.

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Invention 
The invention of the telescope, 
in 1608, is credited to the Danish 
eyeglass maker, Hans 
Uppershey. But Gallleo Galllei 
was the first person to use a 
telescope to look at astronomical 
objects and record his observa­
tions. Beginning in the early 17th 
century, he bui~ about 30 
telescopes. His dedicated 0bser­
vations led him to support the 
Copernican view of the solar 
system, with the sun as ~s center. 

How they work 
Telescopes collect light from 
distant objects. The light is 
then focused to form an 
image of the original 
object. After the image is 
recorded, observations are 
made. Very early tele­
scopes only allowed the 
astronomer to record the 
image by hand - by 
drawing what was seen. 
In the 1800s, photography 
was invented and experi­
mented with in astronomy. 
By the early 20th century, 
specifically designed telescopes 
recorded images on photographic 
plates. In the 1980s, charge­
coupled devices (CCDs) were 
used in telescopes to allow 
images to be recorded digitally. 
Today, all research telescopes 
use CCDs. 

Qualities 
Four factors determine the 
quality of a telescope: 

Ability to gather light 
The diameter of the primary 
mirror or lens determines how 
much light the telescope can 
gather. The larger the lens, the 
more light it can gather. 

Resolution 
The ability to see detail is the 
resolution. High-resolution 
scopes can separate two 
closely spaced objects. Low­
resolution scopes may reveal 
only a single, misshapen 
object. 

Magnification 

Eyepieces can change 
magnification. When mag­
nification increases, the 
telescope can focus on 
smaller parts of the sky, 
reducing the field of view. 
Research telescopes can't 
change magnification and have 
fixed fields of view. 

Quality Instrumentation 
Researchers use well-made 
instruments to record and 
analyze light. Large telescopes 
with high resolution and quality 
instruments are very desirable 
for research.

They are called ,tl 
refractor telescopes. But problems in them caused chromatic 
and spherical aberrations. 

Refraction is the 
bending of light as 
it passes from one 
substance to another. 

Afte( examining the process that created the aberrations, 
astronomers were able to make achromatic lenses. By combin­
ing a convex lens made from one type of glass with a concave 
lens of another type, they corrected the chromatic abberations. 
The resulting doublet lens could also correct spherical aberra­
trons, but was limited to a 40-inch-diameter.

Later, reflector telescopes were invented. The first reflector 
scopes eliminated chromatic aberration. Spherical aberration still 
occurred, combined w~h dimmer images. This was because of the 
poor reflection caused by mirrors made from polished metal.
