The two apparently haggled over 
the price, with McKinney asking 
for $500 but eventually coming 
down to $200. 

The second charge am& for ­
selling a stolen trailer and red 
riding lawnmower to a Teaberry 
man.

Robert Miller cross-examined 
Johnson and insinuated that 
Johnson was not an expert at 
pricing utility trailers in an 
apparent attempt to reduce the 
charge to a misdemeanor which 
would apply if the trailers were 
less than $300 in value. Johnson 
replied that he was not an expert 
on pricing the items but that he 
had been doing research about 
trailers since the investigation 
began and knew more about 
them now than he even wanted 
to know.

Scopes and the 
evolving 
Supreme Court 

This month marks the 80th anniver­
sary of the Scopes Trial, the original trial 
of the cenrury. Civility, not a survival­
of-the-fittest demeanor, marked the pro­
ceedings. It's not a bad precedent for our 
U.S. Senators to follow in their deliber­
ations over U.S. Supreme Court justice 
nominee Judge John Roberts. 

Why, after eight decades, does this 
historic trial continue to resonate with 
Americans? The standard reply is that 
the battle between evolution and cre­
ationi m is still being fought That may 
be true, in part, but it is a simplified, if 
not mistaken, conclusion. 

While the indictment against a first­
year math teacher and beloved tennis 
coach John Scopes charged that he 
"taught that man has descended from a 
lower order of animals." more was at 
stake. The trial. played out in Rhea 
County, Tennessee, lives in our collec­
tive memories not because it was about 
science, bur because it wasn't. Scopes 
represents !he uniquely American ability 
simultaneously to accommodate and 
dismiss competing worldviews. 

The American ideal - that aU men 
are created equal, that all persons are 
gifted with inalienable rights - means 
that I must learn to maintain and defend 
my value while simultaneously respect­
ing and defending the right of my philo­
sophical opponents to hold their values. 

I do not argue there are no absolutes; 
nor do I argue that someone is not wrong 
in the current culrure wars. I do argue, 
however, that intellectual and philosoph­
ical differences -conservative and lib­
eral, faith-filled and faithles , rural and 
urban, North· and South, coastal cities 
and "fly-over" states - are bound 
together in the American experiment.

The Scopes Trial shows one early 

attempt by educated men to wrestle with 
a convergence of incompatible values. It 
was a legal proceeding with tensions 
that in many ways transcended the evo­
lution-creationism debate: It was about 
northern industrialism vs. southern 
agrarianism, new vs. old, educational 
accountability vs. academic freedom, 
local control vs. governmental mandates 
of schools; parental involvement vs. 
professional standards in education; 
freedom of speech vs. community stan­
dards; and science vs. authority as ways 
of knowing. Evolution and "monkeys" 
were just convenient frames for examin­
ing the cultural milieu of the day. 

No other trial has garnered as much 
popular intrigue as the Scopes Trial. 
What other trial has inspired a Pulitzer 
prize-winning book, a Broadway play, 
feature films, popular songs? Herein lies 
the problem: in a culture where an 
appreciation for intellectual rigor and 
critical thinking are panned, the stories 
told in fictional accounts -like Jerome 
Lawrence and Robert E. Lee's perenni­
al-favorite Inherit the Wind- become 
"more real" and "more true" than the 
reality of the historic event. 

In the late 1980's, community leaders 
in Dayton, the county seat of Rhea 
County, decided to use the public record 
to correct public misperceptions. A two­
hour adaptation of the trial based solely 
on the official transcripts of The State of 
Tennessee v. John Thomas Scopes 
emerged. In the early 1990's, while a 
professor at Bryan College, I directed 
the community's production of the orig­
inal cript, "Destiny in Dayton," for two 
summers. 

The annual Tennessee re-creation is 
remarkable because of overwhelming 
local and national support. The play 
works with a volunteer cast. But com­
munity spirit prevails upon the current 
sheriff of Rhea County to play the role 
of the sheriff of Rhea County. A well­
respected local teacher plays the role of 
the superintendent of schools. Managers 
from the Tennessee Valley Authority, 
laborers from the local La-Z-Boy facto-

attorneys, witnesses, jurors, clerks, and 
defendants. 

What surprises participants and 
observers alike at the annual event is the 
overwhelming graciousness they find in 
the characters of the judge, attorneys, 
and witnesses. The carnival atmosphere 
was outside on Dayton's streets; inside 
its Courtroom serious issues were debat­
ed and forcefully argued by friends. All • 
parties seemed to lbse their temper at 
some point during the trial, but a defer­
ential courtesy always won the day. 
Perhaps it was the affable Judge 
Raulston or the Old South ethos of the 
place, but relationships were paramount 
to the participants. 

One defense attorney served with 
Bryan when he was Wilson's Secretary 
of State. The speaker at Scopes' high 
school graduation in Paducah (Ky.) 
years earlier had been Mr. Bryan. Bryan 
offered to pay Scopes' $100 fine after 
Judge Raulston's ruling. Darrow and 
Scopes continued a friendly relationship 
after the trial, and I have a haunting iee~~'­
ing that Bryan, the jovial soul that he 
was, would have likewise maintained 
contact with the principles in the case 
had he lived longer than a week after the 
case was decided. 

So here argued a team of attorneys on 
both sides of many ,cultuial issues. The 
lesson of civility despite our differences 
is perhaps the most enduring lesson of 
the original trial. That is not a bad 
reminder for those who are embattled in 
today's cultuie wars and the banle over 
Judge Roberts. It is one that Americans 
continue to long for in today's public 
advocacy and political discourse.

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Kids Count survey finds 
Kentucky falling behind

FRANKFORT- Children in 
Kentucky are facing higher 
death rate , more poverty and 
divided family situations, leav­
ing them in the worst shape in 16 
years, according to an annual 
report called Kids Count. 

Kids Count ranks states based 
on 10 indicators of child well­
being and this year adds the 
work statu of low-income fami­
lies. It is funded by the Annie E. 
Casey Foundation. 

··we have been pretty proud 
that we have consistently ranked 
m the 30s. Falling to 42nd in the 
country is bad news for kids and 
i an embarrassment to the 
tate," said Terry Brooks, execu­

tive director of Kentucky Youth 
Advocates. 

For the roo t recent time peri­
od studied, Kentucky improved 
on two of the 10 indicators, 
stayed the same on two and 
\ orsened on the other six. 

The report found death rates 
for children ages 1 to 14 and 

teenagers 15 to 19 mcreased. 
Child poverty increased as did 
the number of babies born at low 
birth weights, which increases 
their risk of health problem . 

More children were al o li v­
ing in single-parent hou cholds, 
limiting economic resources. 

Kentucky's ranking dropped 
20 spots on the percentage of 
children living in families in 
which no parent has full-time, 
year-round employment. 

"Reversing the slide m rank­
ing is a matter of public will and 
political leadership," Brooks 
said. 

Brooks pointed to the contin­
ued efforts of Rep. Tom Burch, 
D-Louisville, to pass a bill that 
would require longer waiting 
and training periods before teens 
could become fully licensed dri­
vers. 

"Car crashes are the most 
common cause of teen deaths. 
and more stringent licensing 
would absolutely save lives." 
said Tara Grieshop-Goodwin, 
Kids Count coordinator at KYA. 

Burch, chairman of the 
House Health and Welfare 
Committee, said elected officials 
need to improve funding for pro­
grams that help children. 

"You can't do everything 
with money. but in these areas 
you can," he said. "When people 
wake up to the fact we have to 
have money for this, then we'll 
get it." 

A handful of lawmaker , 
mcluding Burch. have unsuc­
ces fully supported rai ing taxes 
and expanding gambling to raise 
money for human ervices, edu­
cation and other state program . 

Rep. Mary Lou Marzian, D­
LouisviUe, said lawmaker lack 
the political courage a tax hike 
would require. Marzian has long 
supported a 75-cent cigarette tax 

to rai c money for human ser­
vices. The legislature this year 
raised the tax to 30 cents, from 3 
cents. 

"The legislators have not 
been willing to put their money 
where their mouth is," she said. 
"It's wbat the priorities are." 

Another coal company cited 
for alleged black water spill

FRANKFORT - State offi­
cials have cited a coal company 
operating in Eastern Kentucky 
for an alleged black water spill 
that polluted a Harlan County 
creek last Thursday. 

The Kentucky Division of 
Mine Reclamation and 
Enforcement cited Harlan 
Reclamation Services LLC for 
"noncompliance with state 
water quality standards and 
effluent limits, ' according to a 
statement Wednesday. 

Officials from both agencies 
inspected the pond from where 
the contaminated water was 
coming. The ource of the spill 
was a deep mine and processing 
plant, according to the release. 

It was the second time in a 
week that a coal company in 

Eastern Kentucky has been 
cited for an alleged black water 
spill. On Fnday, the state 
announced a citation for Chas 
Caol, for allegedly routing 
about 7 miles of the Red Bird 
River in Clay County earlier 
this month.

ATV helmet laws 
for youngsters

FRANKFORT - Advocates for 
increased safety on all-terrain vehicle on 
Monday called for a statewide law that 
would at least require children age 16 and 
younger to wear helmets while riding 
their four-wheelers. 

Kentucky ha been among the nation' 
top tares in th number of ATV deaths 
and injurie , advocate told the interim 
joint Committee on Health and Welfare. 

Children and teens younger than 16 are 
perhaps the most vulnerable because they 
often lack the phy icial strength and cog­
nitive development needed to safely 
maneuver the off-road vehicles. aid Dr. 
Roger Humphries. chairman of the emer­
gency medicine department at the Univer-
ity of Kentucky Medical Center. 

Georgetown, a b th favore 
"Children shouldn't be pur in a posi­

tion where they're injured like this,'' 
Humphrie said. ·'Car accidents will hap­
pen. But this is different. This is basical­
ly an irrespon ·ibility of ociety." 

Similar measures have been propo ed 
in previou e ions of the General 
As embly but have stalled. Advocate arc 
hoping that change when lawmakers 
rerum 10 Frankfort next year.

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Busch showing signs he can repeat as NASCAR champ

LONG POND, Pa. - Kurt 
Busch may not have acted like a 
champion at times this year, but 
he sure is driving like one of late. 

Leaving behind the bad 
behavior that overshadowed the 
start of hi Nextel Cup champi­
onship defense and some poor 
results that dropped him out of 
the top 10 in the points stand­
ings, Busch bas positioned him­
self to make a spirited run at a 
second traight NASCAR title. 

NASCAR's off week has 
come at an inopporrune time for 
Busch, who will carry three 
straight top-10 finishes, and 
four in his Jast five races, into 
the Allstate 400 at the Brickyard 
in Indianapolis on Aug. 7. 

The string of solid finishes -
including a dominant performance 
in winning the Pennsylvania 500 
at Pocono Raceway last Sunday­
has Busch in fifth place in the 
standings and aiming for the rari­
fied air of back-to-back titles. 

Jeff Gordon in 1997 and 
1998 was the last repeat winner. 
At 26, Busch tied Gordon as the 
third-youngest champion in 
NASCAR history. 

"We're up to the challenge 
again," Busch said. "At this point 
in the season, everybody feels a 
little bit of pressure to lay the 
hammer down a lit~ bit harder." 

Barring some disastrous 

results in the next six races. 
Busch eems a sure bet to quali­
fy for the Chase for the Nextel 
Cup championship. Only dri­
vers in the top 10, or within 400 
points of the leader, after 26 
races will vie for the title. 

Busch trails leader Jimmie 
Johnson by 262 points, and has 
a 165-point edge over Dale Jar­
rett in 1Oth place. The Cha e 
begin at New Hampshtre Inter­
national Speedway on Sept. 18. 

Busch was in seventh place 
going into the final 10 races last 
year, then kicked off the Chase 
with a win at New Hampshire. 

"Last year was the perfect 
year for us," Roush Racing 
owner Jack Roush said. 

This year bas bad more 
bumps than the oft-criticized 
Pocono track. Busch followed 
two thirds and a second-place 
finish in hi first three race with 

consecutive fini hes in the 30s. 
Busch rebounded to win at 

Phoenix, his only other victory 
this cason. but then orne of hi 
notorious behavior resurfaced. 

After feud with rival 
NASCAR drivers and insults 
hurled toward NASCAR offi­
ciab left htm with a soiled repu­
tation io the garages, Bu ch 
took steps to improve his image. 
This year, he wa keeping his 
name in the headlines for just 
h1 dnving until an outburst at 
Darlmgton got him hauled into 
the 1 ASCAR trailer for a meet­
mg with league officials. 

Since then. Busch has stayed 
out of trouble, though Darlington 
started a run where he had only 
one Lop-! 0 fini h m six race . 
Nler placing 22nd on June 19 in 
Michigan, Busch dropped to J lth 
place in the points ·tanding - his 
lowest ranking of the season. 

Now he's back on track after 
a third at Sonoma, an eighth in 
Chicago and second at New 
Hampshire. followed by his win 
at Pocono. 

Busch's 13th career victory 
was one of his most impressive 
performances, leading 131 of 
the 203 lap while holding off a 
late charge from veterans Rusty 
Wallace and Mark Martin.

Busch also led a standout 
effort from Roush Racing, 
which had Mark Martin finish 
third and Carl Edwards fourth.

Former Cup drivers having 1 Glen, Wilson fined for 

fun, success in trucks Pocono rule violations

Bobby Hamilton spent 12 
years racing in NASCAR's top 
stock car eries without ever 
finishing better than ninth in 
the points. 

But since losing his Cup ride 
in 2002, when Andy Petree's 
team lost its primary sponsor, 
Hamilton has moved to 
NASCAR' Craftsman Truck 
Series and become a force, fw­
ishing sixth in 2003 before 
becoming the flrst driver-owner 
to win a truck title last season. 

And Hamilton, who has won 
two race this season and is third 
behind Dennis Setzer and Ted 
Musgrave, two other drivers 
with Cup experience, ts just one 
of an ever-growing group of for­
mer Cup regulars finding a 
home in the truck series. 

Even longtime star Mark 
Martin is talking openly about 
putting together a full -time 
truck ride after he retires from 
Cup in 2006 or 2007. 

Among other fanner Cup 
regulars already driving the 
big, boxy, competitive trucks _ 
built on Cup chassis - are 
Jimmy Spencer, Ricky Craven, 

• J Mike Skinner, Jack: Sprague, 
Todd Bodine and Johnny Ben­
son - all among the top 14 in 
points as the trucks take a 
weekend off before resuming 
their schedule Aug. 4 at Indi­
anapolis Raceway Park. 

Six of the top lO drivers in 
the current truck standings have 
spent at least one season in 
Cup. And so far this season, 
Cup regular Bobby Labonte 
and Kyle Busch both have paid 
visits to the truck series, with 
Busch winning twice and 
Labonte once. 

~ "I miss racing (in Cup) now 
and then," Hamilton said. "I 
miss my friends and I love 
road-course racing, I love some 
short tracks and I love re trictor 
plate racing. I miss some of that 
stuff. 

"But I can tell you r ve not 

really had the itch because I 
found out pretty early ... if you're 
not in a good car it's not worth 
what you have to put up with. 
And there's only about five cars 
in Cup today that consistently 
win. I was pretty fortunate to sort 
of make my own decision." 

Spencer also bas found suc­
cess and peace of mind in trucks. 

"I know I could still drive 
and win in Cup. But to still be 
there and be a 35th-place team, 
or barely be in the race, I would 
much rather be in a competitive 
truck," said Spencer, who fin­
ished sixth last year in his ftrst 
full season of truck racing and 
is ftfth so far in 2005. 

Spencer, who drives for 
Ultra Motorsports, said there 
are other benefits to driving a 
truck besides just having a 
place to race and a paycheck. 

''The scheduling is nice - 25 
races versus 38," he said. 'The 
racing is a lot different than the 
Cup series, too. The trucks are 
slower, a lot more drag and a 
lot of different rules. Only four 
sets of tires for the weekend, 
200-mile races most of the 
time. There's a lot of reasons 
why the drivers see this as a 
real good series." 

Spencer said there's a differ­
ent mentality, too. 

"The pressure's not there," 
he said. "There's still a lot of 
pressure to win and run good, 
but not at the arne level as the 
Nextel Cup." 

While HamHton and 
Spencer seem content in the 
trucks, Craven, driving in the 
series for the frrst time, hopes it 
is a steppingstone back to Cup, 
where he spent 10 seasons. 

"I have a desire to get back 
to Nextel Cup and compete and 
have success," Craven said. 
"That's part of why this path 
I've chose to be part of Roush 
Racing is so exciting, and I'm 
thankful for the opportunity." 

So far, Craven is making the 
best of the situation. He is sixth 
in the points. 

"The fact i I've got a job to 

do, and I'm excited about this 
opporrunity and I want to capi­
talize on it and l don't want to 
make the mistake of being dis­
tracted by something else and 
allow that 10 have a negative 
effect on what this team is 
doing," he said. 

Terry Cook, who has never 
driven a Cup car and has been 
racing trucks since 1996. the 
second year of competition for 
the series, has no problem with 
the influx of Cup veterans. 

"It's very positive for the 
NASCAR Craftsman Truck 
Series to have Cup drivers enter 
the eries," aid Cook, eighth in 
the points. "It makes the serie 
continue to grow and be.come 
well-known among the race fan . 

"The bottom line is we are 
in three busine ses: motor­
sports, entertainment and prod­
uct marketing. If it is Tony 
Stewart. Kyle Busch, Bobby 
Labonte or whoever it may be 
is racing with us on a part-time 
basis, it puts more people in the 
grandstands. The result is m0re 
and more people get exposed to 
it and that helps the sponsor 
who invest in our program." 

Greg Biffle, reigning cham­
pion Kurt Busch- Kyle·s older 
brother - and new tar Carl 
Edwards all came up to Cup 
through the truck series, and 
Hamilton figures that having 
more former Cup drivers around 
will help make the serie even 
better for developing Cup stars. 

"I think veterans have made 
Carl Edwards, Jon Woods (now 
in the Busch Series), Biffle and 
some of those other guys bet­
ter," Hamilton said. ·'When this 
series fLCst staned, the first few 
years, how many people went 
to Cup? A few went and were 
gone in a hurry. 

"I think it's just like educa­
tion: the better the education, 
the better you are when you get 
to the next level. I'm pot saying 
we're all the reason, because 
the guys have talent to do what 
they do, but l think racing 
against us is helping them:·

Selig rejects Rogers' appeal of 20-game 
suspension; new hearing on Aug. 8

BALTIMORE Kenny 
Rogers' appeal of his 20-game 
suspen ion for shoving two cam­
eramen was rejected Wednesday 
by commissioner Bud Selig, 
who deemed the behavior of the 
Texas Rangers' pitcher to be 
"wholly unacceptable." 

The players' association said it 
will pur ue a grievance before an 
arbitrator to overturn the penalty. 

The comiDlsstoner, who 
heard Rogers' appeal in Mil­
waukee last Friday, said the su -
pension would begin with 
Wednesday night's game at the 
Baltimore Orioles. Rogers 
declined comment. 

"We'll see what the next few 
days bring," Rangers manager 
Buck Showalter said. ··we knew 
this was going to happen at 
some point, and we know we 
need a starter for Sunday." 

Under baseball's rules, Selig 
decided the original penalty and 
also ruled on the appeal. 

"Kenny Rogers ' behavior 
towards the two cameramen 
who were present at the ballpark 
and doing their job on June 
29th, was wholly unacceptable,'' 

Selig said in a tatement. "I have 
always pJaced a special empha­
sis on the social responsibility 
that each of us has in Major 
League Baseball given its prop­
er place in American history and 
culture as a social institution. 
The rr,cdia is entitled to perform 
its 101ponant role without fear of 
phy ical intimidation or contact 
from our players or other partic­
ipants. While I llstened careful­
ly to Kenny Roger ' sincere 
explanation last week, I heard 
nothing that would warrant 
either eliminating or reducing 
the discipline imposed." 

Selig in1posed the suspension 
and a $50.000 fine for a June 29 
videotaped tirade in which Rogers, 
a three-time All-Star, shoved two 
cameramen when he came onto 
the field for pregame stretching. 

The players' association flied 
a gnevance on July 8, and arbi­
trator Shyam Das scheduled an 
Aug. 8 hearing after Selig made 
hi decision Wedne day.

The 
anti ocial per on is un ympathetic of 
cia smates who he or he sees as gullible 
or weak.

cator have been recognized as 
increasing the child's risk of 
dangerousness: (1) absence of 
the father - this is when the 
father is not in the home; (2) 
gender - seems children are 
more prone to display violent 
behaviors, if he come from an 
all male family; and (3) running 
away - the child with a history 
of running away from home 
tend to have a greater risk of 
dangerousnes . 
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Breastfed babies are healthier 
both physically and mentally 

colostrum declines and regular breast 
milk comes ln. In facl, mothers should 
breastfeed their infants exclusively for 
six month . That means that your infant 
receives only breast milk- from 

you or a wet nurse - unless your 
doctor mdicates otherwi e. 

After six months. orne recommend 
that breastfceding be maintained for two 
years or more, with the addition of com­
plementary foods. The child should still 
not receive any formula - just breast 
milk and orne solid foods that are appro­
priate given local culture and cu tom. 

The benefits of breastfeeding are 
supported by solid research. For 
in tance, babies breastfed for more 
than six months are three times less 
Likely to develop childhood leukemia 
than those who were breastfed for a 
shorter period of time. AJ o, a Danish 
tudy reported positive longterm 

effects on mental processes. Thi 

re earcher found that children who 
were breastfed for at least nine months 
had higher I-Q test scores when tested 
in their late teens and twenties. 

Other benefits of brea rfeeding 
include a lower incidence of high blood 
pressure, respiratory infections, ear 
infections, diarrhea, juvenile diabetes, 
celiac disea e, rheumatoid arthritis. uri­
nary tract infection, multiple sclerosis. 
and tooth decay. There is also substan­
tial evidence 

that the risk of a baby dying from 
Sudden Infant Death Syndrome, or 
SIDS, is lower among breastfed infants. 

And, the benefits are not just for the 
baby. Women who breastfeed their 
babies for more than two years have 
about half the risk of breast cancer 
compared to women who brea tfeed for 
les than six months. Breastfeeding 
beyond six months also decreases the 
risk of osteoporosis for the mother. If

In 1997, a major researcher 
indkated that there are five fac­
tors associated with a child's 
potential for dangerousnes, . 
Atmosphere - If there is discord 
in the family, the ti k of danger­
ousnes increase . Wbcrea . it 
has been repeatedly documented 
that "violence is not solely the 
domain of the impoverished 
criminal, marginal. or inhuman. 
B~nding - "If a child did not 
bond with a parent the risk of 
dangerousness is greater. Is the 
child close to one or both parents 
. . . birth complications combined 
with early maternal rejection 
predispose the child to vio­
lence." Criminality - If one or 
both parents have a history of 
legal problem , the child's risk 
for dangerousness is greater. 
Discipline - "If discipline is to 
harsh or abusive or not suffi­
cient, and without control, the 
risk for dangerousness is 
greater." ln these in tances, the 
following examples come to 

? mind; i.e .. the parents are over 
controlling and the child does 
not have an opponunity to prac­
tice interacting with others: and a 
parent who is phy ically and ver­
bally abusive to the child. 
Exclusive Parental Attention -
"The les parental attention the 
greater the ri k of dangerous­
ne s." Family size and spacing 
between births are likely to 
impact on this factor. An exam­
ple is parents who do not provide 
consistent limits with prl!­
dictability - the father may not 
pay attention to what the child 
doe until "it bas gone too far" or 

Since we will continue to 
Jearn more about the ri k of 
dangerou ne in our tudents, 
we need to have a method for 
applying it so that our children 
and families will benefit. As 
wjth most knowledge, it 
becomes even more valuable, 
when it i applied. Society, 
especially our children, are the 
winners. Since our srudents 
may not always have a school 
counselor. this is one of those 
times that community members, 
such as family members, neigh­
bors, fellow church-goers, ball 
team coaches, and etc, as in a 
village, can learn to step for­
ward and do what needs to be 
done in appropriate fashion. 
This does not mean be cruel, 
uncaring, and insensitive in 
one' behaviors, but rather to 
gather ba ic information, exam­
ine closely the child's likelihood 
to act-out, and then speak to the 
child's parents and/or school 
staff in a supportive manner.' 
Before doing so, considerations 
need to focus on the probability 
of acting-out behaviors. 
Although future behaviors can­
not be guaranteed, "the more of 
the risk factors and indicators 
present, the higher the probabil­
ity of dangerou ness." What is 
the child's rate of dangerous­
ness - how often does it hap­
pen? Is the child angry, talking 
of revenge. and/or made plans? 
How severe is the insult, the 
extent of assault and injury? 
Was the victim a random victim 
or a targeted victim? Do you 
know any children tha,t tend to 
fit into these categories? What 
if "something" dangerous hap­
pened thai you "knew" about 
and you had not spoken up?
