Debord man who pleaded guilty to 
two counts of wanton endanger­
ment in circuit court last May has 
filed a petition to the court asking 
for his sentence to be vacated. 

Ray Collins, 48, currently 
lodged at the Northpoint Training 
Center in Burgin, filed the request 
on July 25 which asks Circuit 
Judge John David Caudill to 
review the case file before tender­
ing a decision.

Now Democrats have 
been equally helpful, with a plan that would .. refonn'' retire­
ment accounts. The Democratic bill proposes to match. dol­
lar-for-dollar, the first $1,000 an individual . aves for retire­
ment each year. House Minority Leader Nancy Pelosi said 
this would provide middle-class families "with Lhe tools they 
need to achieve retirement security." She did not say where 
the federal government would get tht: tools it would need to 
provide the match. Probably borrow from Social Security, 
huh? 

The Republican bill would separate out the Social 
Security surplus - that which is supposed to be saved for the 
baby boomers' retireJUent boom - and stick the names of 
individual workers on the IOUs. Thi would take place just 
before the operating arm of government borrowed the 
money to spend on defense, education, agriculture, the FBI, 
Medicaid and other worthy programs. 

Neither plan prolongs the solvency of Social Security 
even by a nickeL It still will need to tap into income tax rev­
enues by 2017 in order to pay benefits. The Democrats' pro­
posal makes the problem worse to the extent the retirement 
account match adds new burdens to the already underfunded 
federal treasury. Because it diverts Social Security revenues 
into labeled accounts, the Republican plan stand to advance 
the day when the fund runs short of paying it obligations ....

The NRA 
gets it wrong

The concept of individual rights real-
1y isn't complicated, but even some of 
its defenders get it wrong. Take, for 
example, the National Rifle Association 
(NRA). The NRA, of course, concen­
trates exclusively on the individual's 
right to keep and bear arms, but that is 
no excuse for failing to relate that right 
to the wider context of individual free­
dom. By failing to do so, the NRA actu­
ally undercuts our rights and endangers 
the very right it seeks to defend. 

The association is cusing its wrath 
on ConocoPhillips because the company 
joined a federal lawsuit to block an 
Oklahoma law that would require 
employers to let their workers keep 
firearms in their cars when parked on 
company parking lots. The law was 
passed by the state legislature after 
Weyerhaeuser fired a dozen employees 
three years ago for having guns in their 
cars in violation of company policy. 
ConocoPhillips is the largest of a hand­
ful of companies that is challenging the 
law in federal court. Hence the boycon. 

Befote getting to the details, let's 
stipulate the following: 

• Rights cannot conflict. Indeed, the 
purpose of rights is to avert social con­
flict and to enable people to pursue their 
interests in peace, cooperate with one 
another when suitable, and prosper. 
Whenever we detect an al'parent conflict 
of rights, at least one of the claimed 
'rights" is counterfeit. Just as a contra­

diction in a chain of reasoning is the sign 
of error, so a conflict of alleged rights is 
a sign of error. 

The NRA should have the right to 
boycott anyone it wants. That is simply 
the freedom to abstain from association. 
which is entailed by the freedom of 
association.

The enroUment roster indi­
cates that 778 participants took 
part in the adult education pro­
gram at the David School. At 
least 40 students were assigned to 
Ann G~eene. and 669 were 
assigned to Kriz on the 2005 fis­
cal year roster. 

''I believe there is no reason­
able explanation for these num­
bers [at the David School]," Ross 
wrote. "Given our current enroll­
ment. u every student at the 
school enrolled in the GED pro­
gram (50), both of their parents 
(100) and both sets of grandpar­
ents (200) the total enrollment 
would onty reach 350 approxi­
mately. Iri just doing the math, 
there is no way this data makes 
sense." 

When Kriz reviewed the 
rooster on Aug. 19, she com­
plained about the number of stu­
dents (with ''unfamiliar" names) 
that were listed as students under 
her instruction. Greene told her 
that her name was used because 
CAP instructors could not be list­
ed in the data sent to the state. 
The school's computers would 
not accept names of CAP volun­
teers, Greene said. 

"If there was any mistake, it 
was purely accidental," Kriz 
said. "Nobody did anything on 
purpose. We were trying our best 
to help everybody, all the adults 
we could reach. We were putting 
their names down and someone 
was going to contact them to get 
them back in the program. I can't 
imagine that anybody would just 
put names down to get the num­
bers." 

The adult education program 
does include students participat­
ing in OED programs, literacy or 
math skills improvement pro­
grams and the "Family First 
Program." in which the parents 
of students at the David School a 
tuition-free school. are "expect­
ed" to enroll, Greene saici. 

Nancy Bieger, enrolled along­
side her son, Robert, said she was 
given a math test in May 2004, 
when she participated in the 
Family First program. because 
"they said they had to have some 
kind of grading for us." 

"We went to one meeting,'' 
Bieger said, "and we made a 
clock ... You couldn't ask for a 
better school, I mean, you could­
n't ask for ~ better school than 
David. So many kids would not 
have a high school education 
without the David School." 

Bieger says she's thankful 
that she no longer bas to ''fight" 
her son to get him up to go to 
school in the mornings. 

"He loves it, the teachers are 
good to him," she said. "When 
you're cared for, you'll go some~ 
where." 

Cliffside residents Valerie 
Butterworth, a 1984 graduate of 
Jeffersontown High School, and 
her husband. Mayo, a 1980 grad­
uate of Dupont High School, 
were both enrolled as students in 
the adult education program 
because they also participated in 
the Family First Program at the 
David School. Their son, John, 
graduated last June. Valerie 
Butterworth said she didn' t know 
she was listed on the roster for 
the 2005 fiscal year. She said she 
participated in the Family First 
program, laking several classes 
over the colD'Se of a two-year 
period.

The Times say they shouldn't 
have been enrolled on the fiscal 
year 2005 roster at all. 

Cow Creek resident Clark 
Bradford, 30, attended the David 
School at least 14 years ago, but 
he was listed as a student under 
Kriz during the 2005 fiscal year. 

'1'hat's ridiculous, I've been 
out of school for 14 years," 
Bradford said. "It's not about the 
school. It is a good school, or it 
was when I went there, but I 
don't know what they're doing 
listing me when I've been out of 
school for 14 years." 

Bradford's sister, Miranda, 
who attended the David School 
four years ago, was also listed as 
a student during the fiscal year 
2005. 

Ligon resident Nesha Dailey, 
57, said she attended a 
McDowell center to get her GED 
classes "close to 8-to-10 years 
ago." Dailey passed the OED 
test. but claimed that she didn't 
receive her OED certificate 
because it was mailed to the 
wrong address and she was asked 
to pay for it again when she 
inquired about it Even though 
she is listed as a student under 
Ann Greene for the fiscal year 
2005, Dailey said she hasn' t been 
back to that center. 

''I can say that positively I 
was not there," she said. 

Mageline Johnson, listed on 
the roster as a Wheelwright stu­
dent in the program, said she 
took classes between 1999 and 
2000 at the Wheelwright center 
and tested for her GED at South 
Floyd, but did not obtain her cer­
tification. Anne Greene is listed 
as her instructor on the roster. 

Betsy Layne resident Joyce 
Garrett said she attended the 
Betsy Layne center ".in '84 or 
somewhere along through there" 
to take OED classes. She did not 
obtain her GED because her 
daughter got sick. "Golly, that 
was a long time ago," she said. 

Mud Creek resident Tommy 
Collett, who reportedly enrolled 
at the Betsy Layne Youth 
Services Center during the fiscal 
year, also says the information on 
the roster is wrong. He said he 
attended the center in 2003, but 
that he did not get his GED. 

In the letter, Ross alleged that 
the Betsy Layne Center's GED 
program "terminated immediate­
ly" after Bailey retired in 2002. 
The roster indicates that Anne 
Greene taught 36 students there 
during the 2005 fiscal year and 
that another instructor, Jason 
Cassell taught four others. 

It isn' t apparent whether the 
names of these individuals were 
taken off the enrollment roster 
after the December meeting. 

Seven other individuals con­
tacted by The Tunes had similar 
remarks about their reported 
enrollment in the adult education 
program at various county cen­
ters. They requested that their 
names not be used in this story, 
as did several former teachers, 
students and volunteers, who 
provided information regarding 
the adult education program and 
allegations about other alleged 
wrongdoing. There were, howev~ 
er, many who emphasized the 
positive contributions that the 
David School gives to the com­
munity. 

California resident Tiffany 
Colon taught at the school from 
2002 to 2003. She says she still 
keeps in touch with people affili­
ated with the school and that she 
had several "run-ins" with 
administrators over "conflicts" 
during the length of her employ­
ment. She complained that 
Greene screamed at her in from 
of her class because she let the 
students play dodgeball in the 
gymnasium. But the positive at 
the school, she said, outweigh 
the negatives. 

"When I think back to the 
David SchooJ, I think of a lot of 
positives I bad there," she said. "I 
think a lot more good is done 
than bad. I wouldn' t want tbe 
negative things I tell you to out­
weigh the positive things going 
on there. The staff there are 
excellent teachers. Their main 
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concern is always the student 
Despite anything else that hap­
pened there that may be negative, 
there are positive things that do 
happen." 

Ross said his removal from 
the board was prompted after he 
started aaking board members to 
"tell the truth" about these issues 
to the community. The conflict of 
ideas, he said, prompted the res­
ignation of four board members, 
two of whom resigned because 
of "leadership of the David 
SchooL" 

Greene says Ross raised con­
cerns because be wanted, and 
was denied, a job as principal at 
the school. The school recently 
hired Marilyn Huegerich as prin­
cipal and Patrick Kelly as busi­
ness manager. Several teachers 
were not rehired this year, 
including Ross' wife, Kay, a 
Prestonsburg City Council mem­
ber. In a written statement~ 
Greene said that the school's 
staff had to be reduced because 
the "graduation success last year 
of 22 students" prompted a 
"lower than usual enrollment this 
fall." 

Greene also says that the 
school decided to relinquish the 
adult education program after the 
December meeting with 
Stagnolia.

The teen testified that his arm 
was broken, his nose was 
smashed and that a blow to the 
head saw emergency room staff 
have to put 13 staples in his 
skull.

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Former coaches accuse ·Kentucky officials of knowing about NCAA violation

LEXINGTON - Former 
Kentucky head coach Hal 
Mumme and one of his as is­
tants claimed high-ranking uni­
versity officials knew of NCAA 
violations being committed by 
the football program in the late 
1990s, according to a court fil­
ing made in a lawsuit by anoth­
er former assistant. 

The filing was made by attor­
neys for Claude Bassett as part 
of a federal lawsuit against the 
university's athletics association 
and the NCAA. It includes a 
summary of testimony made by 
former assistant Tony Franklin 

and an affidavit from Mumme. 
Franklin testified last week 

that recruJUng violations 
occurred both before and after 
Bas eu was hired in 1997 and 
that Bassett wa n't the only one 
at Kentucky who committed 
violations. 

According to Franklin's testi­
mony, violations occurred "with 
the implied consent" and "to 
some extent, with (the) partici­
pation" of administrators 
including former university 
President Charles Wethington, 
former Athletics Directors C.M. 
Newton and Larry Ivy and the 
university's current NCAA 
compliance director, Sandy 
Bell. 

Franklin alleged that Ivy told 
him that he "wanted to cover up 
these violations and avoid scan­
dal to the university by firing 
Coach Bassett," according to 
the filing, and that Ivy went to 
Franklin "specifically looking 
for evidence to fire Coach Ba -
sett," which Franklin provided. 

Reached Wednesday night, 
Kentucky Athletics Department 
spokesman Scott Stricklin 
declined comment on the filing 
until university lawyers have 
seen it. However, he did defend 
Bell, saying "she's as thorough, 
and adheres to NCAA regula­
tions as closely, as any compli­
ance director you'll find."

UK linebackers look 
to be playmakers

LEXINGTON- As the Uni­
versity of Kentucky Wildcats 
prepare for the season-opener 
against LouisviUe on Sept. 4, 
they know it is important for 
the team's defense to step up 
and become play makers. 

One of the keys to having an 
improved defense this season 
will be the linebackers. They 
will be counted on to help stop 
the run, as well disrupt the 
opponent's passing game with 
their coverage skills. 

This year's UK linebackers 
will be young, with only one 
senior returning in Raymond 
Fontaine. Youth aside, first­
year linebackers coach Chuck 
Smith believes this talented 
unit has really progressed since 
last spring and has the makings 
of a strong corps. 

''I'm really pleased at how 
much our linebackers have pro­
gressed," Smith said "Our fresh­
men, especially the ones that went 
thrQvgh spril)g practice, ~ve ~­
ly built on wbat tJley started in the 
spring.

One of the strengths of this 
young unit that has stood out to 
Smith has been the players' 
speed. 

''They all run really well." 
Smith said. "When they do 
make a mistake they have the 
speed to make up for it." 

Fontaine, an . Ottawa, 
Ontario native, also has been 
impressed by the speed' of the 
young players. 

"The young guys have great 
speed and the ability to catch on 
to our schemes quickly, which 
really helps us a lot," said 
Fontaine, who had 33 tackles last 
season. ''They have also shown a 
lot of athleticism on the field." 

Taking first-team reps along 
with Fontaine this fall has been 

a mix of freshmen and sopho­
mores. 

Hard-hitting sophomore Joe 
Schuler, along with freshmen 
Braxton Kelley and Ben 
McGrath, have been vying for 
time at the middle linebacker 
spot. Schuler, who has fought 
through some injuries early in 
camp, has shown the same 
promise he did during his fresh­
man year. Kelley and McGrath 
have been steady all fall and 
have been making big plays 
against the run and the pass. 

At the outside linebacker 
spots, Wesley Woodyard. John­
ny Williams, and Mikhail 
Mabry have all flashed speed 
and have proven to be hard hit­
ters. They will all be pushing 
for playing time this year. 

Even though this group of 
linebackers is young, Wood­
yard believes one of the unit's 
greatest strengths will help 
them on defense. 

'1 think a big strength of this 
group of linebackers is that every­
one lwi heart.'' Woodyard said. 
"Everybody come out and plays 
as hard as they can and leaves 
everything. put QI;l. the field. What 
you don'tleave out there you lose 
forever. That's our motto." 

It's with this passion, to go 
along with great speed and abili­
ry to learn quickly, that has Smith 
confident that his linebackers are 
going to establish themselves as 
a quality unit this year. 

''These linebackers want to 
be good," Smith said.

Sharp stamps his career 
with win at Kentucky

FOUNTAIN, Colo. - Scott 
Sharp needed a breakthrough. 

It's hard to imagine an eight­
time Indy Racing League win­
ner and former series champion 
having to prove anything, but 
that's just where Shaq> found 
himself after nearly two years 
without a victory. 

Sure, Sharp had plenty to 
point to on his resume, but most 
of his wins had come early in 
his career, before the circuit 
became ultra-competitive and 
teams started pouring money 
into t~ cars and development. 

That's what made his win two 
weeks ago at Kentucky so special. 

"This sport has no memory­
it's what have you done for me 
ye terday or today,'' said Sharp, 
who fl.n.ished ninth at last week­
end's Honda 225. "The IRL bas 
evolved so much and gotten so 
much more competitive. Most 
of my wins have come before 
that happened and I was proba­
bly looked at as one of the old­
school guys. To win right now 
in this level of competition sort 
of puts your stamp on it that 
much more.'' 

Sharp's history in racing 
run deep. 

His father, Bob, was a six­
time SCAA Trans-Am champi­
on and Scan started racing 
karts in 1976, winning 50 of his 
7 5 stan . Shaq> wo"Q the f.trSt 
SCCA race he entered in 1984, 
then won a GT-2 championship 
driving for a team owned by his 
father and actor Paul Newman. 

Sharp won the first of his 
two SCCA Trans-Am champi­
onship in 1991, thenjumped to 
the open-wheel CART series 
two years later. He shared the 
inaugural IRL IndyCar series 
championship with Buzz 
Calkins. winning the season 
opener, and went on to win 
seven more times on the circuit, 
includingMotegi in 2003, when 
he become the fust driver to win 
ln seven straight seasons. 

Then the wins dried up. In 
fact, Sharp had a hard time 
even staying competitive. 

In the early years, most of the 
car were the same - stock 
frames with stock engines - so it 
came down to driving ability, 
which Sharp has plenty of. But 
as the series progre sed and 
teams started pumping more and 
more money into development, 
IRL racing was as much about 
who could afford the technology 
as who could drive the car. 

Bccau c he drove for a team, 
Kelly Racing, that didn't have 
the finances to keep up wit11 the 
bigger teams, Sharp found him­
self fighting to get into the top 
10 instead of being in position 
to win race the past few years. 

"[t was really tough for every­
body on the team last year at 
Kelly Racing, when the last cou­
ple of seasons you get Jess and 
le s competitive," Sharp said. 
"It's demoralizing for everybody 
when you show up at the track 

and know that you don't really 
have a chance of winning, quali­
fying at the back of the field and 
even on a great day _ good pit 
stops, myself giving everything I 
had - you hope to break into the 
top 10. It was tough." 

With his sponsor, Delphi, 
wanting a more competitive 
car, Sharp went searching for a 
new team. He landed with Fer­
nandez Racing and it's been a 
great fit. 

Run by no-nonsense owner 
Adrian Fernandez, a winner of 
11 open-wheel races, Feman­
dez Racing - now Delphi Fer­
nandez - has given Sharp the 
.kind of commit;ment he had 
been looking for. 

With no hospitality tent or 
anyt11ing else that might be 
considered frivolous, Fernan­
dez Racing's sole focus is mak­
ing the cars as fast and compet­
itive a possible. 

"We do things a little differ­
ently. We like to focus more on 
our things," Fernandez said. "If 
we need to do it (hospitality), 
we will do it, but we don't have 
to right now. I like presentation, 
I like things to look good and 
the cars to look good, but we try 
to make sure the focus is on the 
development of the car and the 
competitiveness of the team." 

It's worked out for Sharp. 
He had a top-five finish his 

second race with the team, took 
second at Motegi three weeks 
later and followed with two 
more top-fives. Then. finally, 
came Sharp's breakthrough at 
Kentucky. 

He passed Dan Wheldon on 
lap 134 of the 200-lap race for 
his first lead of the season, then 
traded positions with the series 
points leader twice before 
holding off Vi tor Meira by less 
than a second. 

Just as exciting as the win 
was the way he did it. Instead 
of relying on tactics - pitting 
after the leaders and on yellow 
flags - Sharp did it with speed. 

"You dream about winning 
races the way we did it last Sun­
day," Sharp said. "You're run­
ning sixth or seventh, you come 
out of the pits and make some 
changes to the car, then one by 
one pick everybody off, includ­
ing the fastest guy on the track, 
take the lead, lead the last 50-60 
laps and go on to win the race. 
For me, when I took the Lead 
from Dan, I wanted to scream." 

So did Fernandez. 
Though he had won races as 

a driver, Fernandez had yet to 
see one of his drivers take the 
checkered flag in two years as 
an lndyCar owner. Watching 
from an intensive care unit 
where his father had surgery 
three days earlier, Fernandez 
was ecstatic as he watched 
Sharp pull out the victory. 

"I had never seen that 
before," Fernandez said. "I've 
always been from Lhe in ide 
and not seen it from the outside. 
(t was very special. I'm very 
proud of the team, I'm very 
proud of him."

Needle to say. learning way to man­
age extreme and unnece1>sary guilt benefit 
everyone by decreasing mental angui h.

distre. sful guilt feelings far beyond the 
layers of their conscious thoughts. In ome 
ca e , profes iona.l as i tance may be 
required to help bring the guilt feeling to 
the "top". Individual , who may be able to 
help themselves in regard to their guilt, cao 
learn to penetrate the many di guises of 
their guilt. The flrst and major approach to 
coping more effectively with guilt i to 
take a long - low - look into yourself for 
the purpose of identifying the core rea on 
for uch guilty feelings. Did you actually 
do omelhing against the rule , fa il at 
obligauon , and/or break. or thought you 
did, some deeply entrenched moral or eth­
ical expected behavior? Are you holdink, 
onto an important ecret that you feel 
should be told to someone ... afe'"? This

Some­
times that is the only way we 
lcnow that changes and deci­
sions need to be made.

someone else grievously, while 
''telling all" is actually asking 
for punishment to ease your 
sense of guilt; tell yourself you 
have done it, it was wrong, and 
then ''let it go". Dr. Theodor 
Reik, a well-known psychiatrist, 
said, "One can feel sorry about 
something without feeling 
guilty. A clear understanding of 
the significance of our misdeeds 
is emotionally healthier than 
hopeless misery afterward." Do 
you ever fmd yourself 
"drenched and staying in the 
misery of despair," because you 
cannot forget that one event that 
was not perfect or just the right 
thing for the situation? 

The following quote was 
found and seemed to really hit 
the spot for those who feel they 
must follow exactly others' 
rules without questioning what 
is best for them. "Guilt is a civ­
ilizing force that, when unbri­
dled, can cause much hurt. But 
with wisdom, fortified by 
knowledge, this pervasive emo­
tion can be tamed and used to 
your advantage as you go on 
with the business of living."

bones called osteopenia. This occurs 
when the rate of new bone fonnation is 
not enough to offset the normal rate of 
bone loss. 

The risk of osteoporo i increases as 
we age, with more than 40 milUon 
Americans over the age of 50 affected 
by it. During the aging process, our 
bone go through a cycle. They 
become denser as we age until some­
time in our mid-20s. Then, for a peri­
od of about 10 years, the bone density 
i stable. After that the density begins 
to decline at about a half to 1 percent 
per year. This rate of bone loss increas­
es with age to a point where by 80 
years of ag~, 90 percent of women and 
50 percent of men have osteoporosis. 

Men generally have ~gher bone 
density than women, andAfdcanAtncr­
