1 under scrutiny, 
KBI chief says

PRESTONSBURG 
David James is the commis­
sioner of the Kentucky 
Bureau of Investigation and 
he is sending a message to 
local doctors engaged in the 
illegal distribution of phar­
maceutical drugs. 

They 're coming. 
On Thursday, KBI joined 

the Prestonsburg Police 
Department and the Floyd 
County Sheriff's Department 
in rounding up 12 drug traf­
fickers as part of a three­
month investigation that is 
still ongoing. 

"Some doctors are being 
conned due to a lack of 
knowledge about how they 
are being conned," James 
said. ' 'But there are some 
who are selling to doctor­
shoppers knowingly." 

Medical schools need to 
incorporate lessons on how 
to identify doctor-shoppers, 
James said, so that physi­
cians are able to tell when 
they are being scammed. In 
the meantime, KBI is focus­
ing its efforts on those doc­
tors who are willfully serv­
ing abusers. 

James said the state is 
investigating "less than 10" 
local doctors or persons 
involved in illegal online 
pharmacies. 

And the effort appears to 
be having some effect. James 
said that the number of so­
called "pill mills" is decreas­
ing across Kentucky. But 
despite early successes in 
that area, another threat 
looms as pill traffickers and 
abusers are fmding willing 
suppliers in unlicensed, 
unregulated online pharma­
cies.

In most cases of doctor­
shopping. the practice of vis­
iting multiple physicians in 
order to get duplicate pre-
criptions. James said most 

doctors are duped into writ­
ing prescriptions to patients 
they believe need them. But 
others, he said, are writing 
prescriptions even if they 
suspect the medication will 
be abused. 

James said police opted to 
publicize Thursday's arrests 
before the conclusion of the 
investigation because it 
serves as a warning to those

Investigation 
targets dealing, 
'doctor-shopping'

PRESTONSBURG - The 
Kentucky Bureau of Investigation 
and Prestonsburg Police 
Department wrapped up a three­
month drug investigation 
Thursday by fanning out across 
Floyd County in search of 14 sus­
pects who have been indicted for 
either drug trafficking or "doctor 
shopping.''

[t is estimated that 9 per­
cent, or 19.9 million 
Amencans, have illegally 
used pain relievers in their 
lifetime. Those numbers hit 
home in Eastern Kentucky. 
which was categorized as the 
"ground zero of prescription 
painkiller abuse" by 
MSNBC last year. Their 
assessment came after 211 
alleged drug dealers were 
arrested in Hazard, marking 
the largest drug bust in state 
history. 

The U.S. Drug 
Enforcement Administration 
reports that the counties in 
Eastern Kentucky "lead the 
nation" in terms of grams of 
narcotic pain medications 
distributed on a per capita 
basis. The abuse of those 

prescription drugs is tearing 
Kentucky communities 
apart. 

"The abuse and traffick­
ing of diverted pharmaceuti­
cal drugs profoundly affects 
nearly all facets of life for 
residents of Eastern 
Kentucky, including local 
politics," the DEA reported. 
"The large demand for these 
substances, combined with 
the vast profit potential 
offered by illicit drug distrib­
ution, has led to significant 
political ~rruption and vot­
ing fraud at the county and 
city levels." 

lnvestigati ve agencies. 
combatting the substance 
abuse problem focus their 
attention on physicians who 
prescribe medication to 
abusers and on the abusers

The agents discussed their 
extensive study of each subject 
picked up Thursday, noting that 
they worked all summer on set­
ting up the buys and learning

involved in drug activity. 
"Tiris can serve as a deterrent 

for people who are getting 
involved in drugs," he said. "It 
helps us get the word out that if 
you sell drugs you might get 
caught." 

J arne said the illegal distrib­
ution of pharmaceutical drugs is 
a concern across Kentucky, but is 
prevalent in Eastern Kentucky 
and throughout the Appalachian 
region. 

"This is a statewide issue, but 
in this part of the state it is a 
major issue," he said. 

With many law enforcement 
agencies in small communities 
throughout the Appalachian 
region, James said it is important 
to combine state .and local 
resources to address the problem.

The Center's website claims 
that most pharmaceutical diver­
sions mvolve a collection of peo­
ple. [t specifically noted 8.100 
morphine, Dilaudid and 
methadone tablets sold by an 
Ohio phannacy employee in 
Louisville in Februlll) 2000. 
Those diverted pills had an esti­
mated street value of $25 to $75 Clara Addezio 

Clara Addezio. 93. of per dosage unit. 
The Cincinnati Enqmrer 

reported in 2001 that Oxycontin 
was being ''funneled" tnto Eastern 
Kentucky by a "multi-state 
pipeline." They alleged that diugs 
came into Kentucky through a 
"network of states from Indiana to 
Vtrgirua." Drug abusers would 
cross state lines to doctor-shop, 
they reported, in order to escape 
detection with pharmaceutical 
data collection agencies.

Approximately 1.300 pharma­
cies across the state report all the

The roundup also offered an 
opportunity for law enforcement 
from neighboring counties to 
pool their efforts. Sheriff John 
K. Blackburn observed that he 
welcomed the chance to work 
with Johnson County Sheriff 
Bill Witten again. He and Witten 
shared a ride to Oil Springs to 
arr~st Bernett Arms, who had 
been charged with seven counts 
of doctor shopping. 

Attorney General Greg 
Stumbo issued a statement from 
Frankfon after the arrests and 
said, ''This type of joint opera­
tion is critical in our effons to 
halt the drug epidemic in the 
commonwealth.'' Stumbo aid 
that he was keeping a promise 
he made to voters when he said 
he would "make drug pushers 
pay." 

Stumbo also singled out 
Omerod, who handled coordi­
nating duties for the effort from 
City Hall, where all the suspects 
were brought and processed

Pharmacies, 
physicians and law enforcement 
officials can access information 
through eKASPER 24 hours a 
day. seven days a week. They can 
obtain information about con­
trolled sub tance prescriptions in 
less than 15 minutes with this sys­
tem, whereas the previous data 
collection system took up to eight 
hours.

One way is to go to multiple doc­
tors and cam them to get pills or 
another way i to have the pills 
brought in by family, relatives or 
friends in other states. Over the 
years, because of KASPER and 
eKASPER. doctor shopping bas 
decreased dramatically because of 
the technology. 

"KASPER is fantastic for law 
enforcement, but we do need 
rn•)l'c health care panictpation. A 
lot of pby icians do run KASPER 
checks on their patients, but 
th~r ·'-; a lot who don't. The sys­
tem tells you, basically, if your 
patient is getting controlled sub­
stance prescriptions from other 
doctors." 

Smoot said the technology that 
provided the resource to create 
the KASPER system is also the 
rea on some physicians deter 
from using it.

The Lawrence (Karz.) Joumal-World, on U.S. dependence on oil: 
It will be interesting to ee how the American driving public 

responds to the message ent out by President Bush last Thursday: 
"Americans should be prudent in their use of energy over the 

cour e of the next few weeks." he said. ''Don't buy gas if you don't 
need it." ... 

The current situation is a reminder of just bow dependent this 
nation is on oil and gas. It fuels our economy as well as our lifestyle. 
Being without it is more than an inconvenience; it's a matter of 
national security. 

Katrina also reminds us that, at some point, high prices, short sup­
plies and long lines may not be a temporary circumstance. It may be 
our future, and it's not a future that the United States bas planned for 
very well. ... 

What are the alternatives? Wind energy? Nuclear power? Ethanol? 
What is the next generation of fuels to feed our economic· engine and 
our de ire for mobility? Will they be ready for action when we need 
them? 

Re earcher have been asking the e questions for some time, but 
the need for answers and for a national energy strategy seems to be 
drawing more urgent. Americans can be "prudent" in their use of 
gasoline, but the day when we can say we don't "need" it still seems 
far away. 

Chicago Tribune, on Chief Justice Rehnquist's influence on the 
Supreme Court: 

... lt's easy to exaggerate the importance of any chief justice, 
whose power over the other justices is very modest. 

Many, in fact, referred to this Supreme Court as the O'Connor 
court, not the Rehnquist court, because newly retired Justice Sandra 
Day O'Connor so often supplied the swing vote on key decisions for 
a range of issues, including abortion, affirmative action and religion. 
Neverthele s, Rehnquist and O'Connor, fellow Arizonans who were 
cla smate at Stanford Law School, voted together far more often 
than not. 

Rehnquist rarely showed fervor to advance a broad, coherent 
vision of the Constitution- unlike fellow conservatives Antonin 
Scalia and Clarence Thomas. Still, although he wU.l never be remem­
bered for ringing eloquence on behalf of grand principles, Rehnquist 
helped to steer the court in a direction more congenial to conserva­
tive . Many of his ideas, once thought eccentric, have been enshrined 
in major deci ions by the court .... 

The Supreme Court's place at the center of many bitter disputes 
made it a controversial institution in 1972, wh.en Rehnquist took his 
seat, and it remains so today. That's one fact of life beyond the con­
trol of the late chief justice - or of his successor. 

The Dallas Morning News. on Hurricane Katrina and social dislo­
cation: 

... America is on the brink of a great social experiment, such as it 
has not seen. perhaps, since the Great Depression and the Dust Bowl 
memorialized o poignantly by John Steinbeck. Social dislocation on 
lhis scale is scary, terrifying even. if you are among the residents of 
southern Loui iana who have watched the shelves of their grocery 
stores stripped bare by evacuees, who see armed police tanding 
guard to repel those who are bent on taking what they want by force. 

More broadly, let us recall what Franklin Roosevelt said 1n the 
face of lhat last, even greater upheaval: that what we mu t fear most 
is fear itself. We must hold fast to the knowledge that, as a nation. we 
have faced and come through worse. Why not re-examine the solu­
tions that worked then? 

The Works Progress Administration and the Civilian Conservation 
Corps gave work and hope to thousands who had lost it. Those exact 
model may not work for Katrina's diaspora, but the imaginative 
thinking they embodied is urgently required. 

Government has gotten a bad nan1e through the years, but hi tory 
shows that bold government action can galvanize a despairing people 
when it is designed to restore dignity as well as material ufficiency. 
We could do worse as we embark on this great social experiment 
than to let that les on from our past cry out to us in the coming days.

Pay down the 
Medicaid deficit 
with surplus funds

As Kentucky's elected leaders 
approach another season of budget delib­
erations, the scate faces a large and grow­
ing problem that threatens to undermine 
its progress in many other areas: a $675 
million shortfall in the Medicaid pro­
gram. 

This vat of red ink has been filling for 
several years as mcrease in the cost of 
health care service have outpaced the 
state's ability to pay for the program. 
Much like private health insurance pre­
miums, certain factors are largely re pon­
sible for the rising cost of Medicaid: pre­
scription drugs, growth in enrollment, 
medical inflation and long-term care 
costs. Recent change in federal rules 
governing Medicaid have further compli­
cated the financial situation. 

Medicaid is particularly important in a 
low-income state like Kentucky where 
too many citizen have seriou health 
problems. Nearly 700.000 economic dis­
advantaged, elderly and di abled 
Kentuckians-roughly 17 percent of the 
commonwealth's population-receive ser­
vices under the $4.8 billion program that 
is financed by the state (30 percent) and 
federal (70 percent) governments. 

All Medicaid recipients must meet 
income and resource guidelines. A preg­
nant woman with a child under the age of 
1, for example, cannot have a monthly

ACLU -the real 
bully in Boyd County

ACLU attorneys are having another 
tantrum over Boyd County schools. Not 
because they found the Ten 
Commandments hanging on the wall, but 
because school administrators didn't 
spend enough time teaching 6th through 
12th graders about "gay rights'' issues last 
year. 

James Esseks. litigation director of the 
ACLU's Lesbian and Gay Rights Project, 
reopened a lawsuit leveled at the chool 
district in part, because too many parenl.!'i 
opted their children out of auending the so 
called anti-harassment training. E seks 
and the ACLU think parent shouldn't 
have that nght. 

Makes you wonder who the real bul­
lies are. 

This issue is something more than a 
school yard fight over curriculum. It's 
radical social advocacy taking place under 
the banner of anti-haras ment training. 
Three years ago, the Boyd County School 
Board signed an ACLU driven con ent 
decree that mandated gay sensitivity train­
ing for students, a full day of gay rights in­
service training for taff and teachers. and 
watchdogs called "compliance coordina­
tors"- all to avoid a lawsuit because the 
school board originally denied recogni­
tion of a student Gay Straight Alliance 
(GSA). 

Keep in mind, the ACLU has defended 
pedophile organizations and hard-core 
pornographers. They pu!:.h for same- ex 
m:miave P:"'V arlontinn ~nrl '"""""""'l"r 
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encourage low-wage workers to buy 
insurance through their employers. (The 
state i · eelcing federal waivers to make 
some of the ·c changes.)

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Natural gas prices also skyrocketing, PSC warns

FRANKFORT - As if 
record prices at the pump 
\ 'eren 't bad ~.:nough, word from 
the Kentucky Public Service 
Commis ion i that th price of 
natural ga is a1 o ri ing to new 
levels with the heating season 
• 1pproachlng. 

''A combination of factors is 
pushing prices to unprecedented 
levels,"' PSC Chairman Mark 
David Goss said. "Namral gas i 
likely to cost more than it did 
tluring the winter of 2000-200 I, 
vhcn price set a record.'' 

Gos aid consumers should 
contact their utility to look into 
budget billing and do what they 

can to insulate and winterize 
their home·. 

Natural gas prices have been 
nsmg m recent years, hut the 
increase has steepened recently. 
Prices have gone up this ·um­
mer, instead of declining a they 
typically have done during the 
wanner months. They are at lev­
els twice as high a a year ago. 

According to a release from 
the PSC, several factors are 
comhining to push gas prices 
higher. 

Rising prices for crude oil is 
pu hing up fo sil fuel prices in 
general and a hot summer across 
much of the nation has 
increased rhe u e of ga. to gen­
erate elcclncJty to meet demand 

caused by ai1 conditioner u c. 
While winter gas prices are 

usually softened hy the practice 
of storing gas during the sum­
mer when prices arc down. that 
ha n'r happened this year. 

Demand for n:Hural gas in 
North America cominucs to 
increase, and new production 
has been unable to keep pace . 

"The supply disruptions 
cau ed by Hurricane Katrina 
simply made a bad imation 
even worse," Goss said. ··Most 
of the gas used in this part of the 
country comes from the Gulf 
Coa t, so we will still h~ feeling 
the effecls of Hurricane Katrina 
this winter.'' 

By federal law. natural gas 

prices arc not regulated at the 
wholesale level, and in 
Kentucky statute. gas compa­
nies arc entitled to recover Lhe 
whole ale cost of the gas they 
deljver to customer . The PSC 
does review the cost adjust­
ments used by the compank . 

The five major natural gas 
distribution companies in 
Kentucky arc Atmos Energy. 
Columbia Gas of Kentucky Inc., 
Delta Natural Gas Co. Inc .. 
Louisville Gas and Electric Co. 
and The Union Light, Heat. and 
Power Co. Together, the five 
companies serve over 750.000 
customer in Kentuck)' and 
deliver 176 billion cubic feet of 
gas annually. 

Money-saving tips 
Tips from the Public Service Commission on reducing or 

easing heating and natural gas costs: 
• Budget billing: Customers to pay the same amount 

each month, based on their average monthly usage during 
the year. Customers should contact their utility for more 
information. 

• Energy conservation: Simple steps such as turning 
down thermostats on furnaces (most people are comfort­
able at 68 degrees) and water heaters (120 degrees is hot 
enough for nearly all uses) can be big energy savers. 

• Energy audits: Many local utilities offer home energy 
audits at little or no cost to consumers. These audits can 
identify energy-wasting trouble spots and provide informa­
tion on how to correct the problems. 

Weatherization: Consumers can do a number of 
things to reduce inflows of cold air and leakage of warm air, 
particularly around windows and doors.

Advice on conserving energy, including links to a wide 

range of information, also is available from the Kentucky 
Division of Energy. 

Weatherization assistance for low-income families is 
available in Kentucky. Many utilities offer weatherization 
assistance in conjunction with local social service agen­
cies. Local social service agencies also offer assistance 
through a state program administered by the Cabinet for 
Health and Family Services. 

While the percentage of

Mitchell blossoming as big-play threat for Kentucky

LEXINGTON - There was 
Scott MitcheU, on his rear end in 
the end zone at Commonwealth 
Stadium, with the football head­
ed his way. 

The senior wide receiver for 
Kentucky scrambled to his feet 
to make the touchdown catch 
and salvage a broken play in the 
Wildcats' 31-24 loss to 
Louisville on Sunday. In a 
greater sen e, the play spoke 
volumes about Mitchell's career 
at Kentucky. 

As a highly touted junior col­
lege prospecL much was expect­
ed of Mitchell last season, but 
be found himself enduring a 
steep Learning curve that limited 
his game-day production. 

But in Kentucky's last two 
games. he's emerged as a big· 
play threat. In last year's season 
finale, a 37-31 loss at Tcnnes ee, 
he caught nine passes for Ill 
yards, the highest yardage total 
of the season by a Kentucky 
receiver. On Sunday. facing 
another highly-ranked opponent 
in Louisville. he caught three 
passes for 33 yards, including 
the 21-yard touchdown grab. 

"1 think he' alway had the 
ability ro make plays, and now. 
he understands that he can make 
big plays withm the system of 
the offense and the discipline of 
the offense." Kentucky coach 
Rich Brooks said of Mitchell. 
who will start Saturday when 
the Wildcats (0-1) host NCAA 
Division J-AAidaho State (1-0). 

Mitchell, a 6-foot-3, 222-

pounder from League City, 
Texas, originally walked on at 
New Mexico but lell after a red­
shirt season. He tarred as a 
freshman at Mt. San Antonio 
College in Walnut, Calif .. catch­
ing 46 pas. es for 1,052 yards_ a 
22.9-yard per-catch average -
and eight touchdowns. A thumb 
injury limited him to four games 
as a sophomore. but he still 
managed 18 catches for 236 
yards and three touchdowns. 

After orig-inally making an 
oral commitment to Arizona 
State. Mitchell - the son of for­
mer Southern California defen­
sive tackle Marc Mitchell -
s1gncd with Kentucky. Mitchell 
quickly learned that the habits he 
had picked up in junior college 
wcren "t appropriate at a South­
eastern Conference school. 

"The practicing is more 
demanding," MitchelL sa.id. 
"You have to play through more 
injuries. Sometimes in junior 
college, if I had a little (injury). 
they'd bold me out and save me 
for the game. In this league, you 
have to practice and practice 
hard all the time to be able to be 
successful. That's one adjust­
ment I've had to work on." 

Mitchell showed flashes of 
greatness as a junior - catching 
a 33-yard pass against 
Loutsville and recording four 
receptions against Ohio. But 
most of the pass plays called by 
then-offcn i\·e coordinator Ron 
Hudson were short throws. 
which meant Mitchell had only 
limited opportunities to use his 
speed. Through 10 games, 
M1tchell had just 21 catches for 

272 yards and one touchdown. 
Hudson resigned before the 

Tennessee game, and current 
offensive coordinator Joker 
Phillips began calling plays. 
Among Mitchell's catches against 
the Volunteers was one that went 
for 41 yards- the second-longest 
reception by any Kentucky player 
the entire season. 

Then came the touchdown 
catch against Louisville. Coach­
es had called for a running-back 
screen, but the play broke down. 
Quarterback Andre Woodson 
scrambled to hi right and saw 
Mitchell downfield. Mitchell 
had been blocking a Louisville 
defensive back, but had broken 
free, and in doing so, he'd fallen 
down in the end zone. 

Still, Woodson threw to 
Mitchell. 

Brooks: Louisville game shows Wildcats have improved

LEXINGTON - Kentucky 
coach Rich Brooks wants to 
look forward to Idaho State. the 
Wildcats' next opponent. 

But Thesday, he found him­
self answering more questions 
about Kentucky's season open­
er, a 31-24 loss to No. 12 
Louisville on Sunday. Most of 
the queries focused on the 
strong play by the Wildcats, 
including how they rallied from 
a 28-7 halftime deficit and 
came within two yards of tying 
the game in the fourth quarter. 

Brooks has said he didn't 
consider the surprisingly close 
game a moral victory. Still, it 
was impossible not to note the 
improvement shown by both 
Kentucky's offense, which 
scored more than 17 points in a 
game only twice last season, 
and defense, which held the 
Cardinals - who led NCAA 
Division 1 in scoring offense 
last season - to just three sec­
ond-half points. 

If not for three lost fumbles 
by sophomore quarterback 
Andre Woodson - which led to 
two Louisville touchdowns and 
likely cost Kentucky a score of 
its own - the Wildcats might 
well have puUed off the upset. 

"What I felt I saw in this 
game is what I had been saying 
about the team in the preseason: 
we have more speed, we have 
playmakers and we're an 
improved team," Brooks said. 

"They responded (to adver-

sity), but we still didn't get 
rewarded for it. So now we've 
got more adversity to deal with. 
We're 0-1. Let's see how we 
respond this week." 

Brooks criticized the Wild­
cats' pass protection, after it 
surrendered seven sacks, and 
said ''we need to be a more con­
sistent running team." 

Brooks said lhat for the 
Louisville game, "we came in 
with a plan to throw it before 
we ran it, and it worked. Our 
leading receiver was (tailback) 
Rafael Little, and lhat wao; by 
design. That was a substitute for 
the running game." 

Kentucky wide receiver 
Scott Mitchell said the rally 
against Louisvtlle. although 
ultimately unsuccessful. will 
give the team confidence for the 
future and shows the players' 
claims of improved team chem­
istry are more than just talk. 

"That was a situation, last 
season, in which we might have 
gotten beaten by more points 
than we did," Mitchell said. "I 
believe it just showed every­
body that we have a lot of fight 
in our team and we're together. 
We're in this game to win and 
never give up. 

"You can say it was a combi­
nation of disappointment and 
encouragement. You're always 
going to be disappointed to lose 
any game, but I feel Like it's 
time to transition and our com­
plete focus is on Idaho State." 

The Wildcats will be in the 
unfamiliar role of favorite Satur­
day at home against Idaho State. 

The Division l-AA Ben gals. \\ ho 
play in the Big Sky Conference, 
are 1-0 after beating Southern 
Utah 38-13. It will be Idaho 
Statc·s first trip into lhe Eastern 
time. zone in almost 35 years, 
although the Bengals have played 
a Southeastern Conference team 
as recently as 1996. when they 
lost 38-14 to Mississippi. 

Idaho State is 3 21 all-time 

against Division 1-A teams. 
with the most recent win com­
ing by a 27-24 count against 
Utah State in 2000. Among the 
Bengals' notable footbaU alums 
is Cincinnati Bengals coach 
Marvin Lewis. 

Brooks said Idaho State used 
a "one-back, fling it and sling 
it" style of offense last season, 
when the Bengals went 3-8. but 

that the Bengals went with 
more two-back sets against 
Southern Utah. Idaho State's 
offense is comparable to that of 
Washington State and Texas-El 
Paso, Brooks said, which makes 
sense, as Idaho State coach 
Larry Lewis spent 10 seasons as 
an assistant at Washington State 
under Mike Price, who later 
became the coach at UTEP.

Louisville linebacker 
Brandon Johnson. whose knee 
hit the ball while Woodson was 
going down, recovered with 
6:2lleft. 

The Wildcats never got the

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Jeff Gordon in frantic race to make NASCAR's chase

CHARLOTTE. N.C. - His 
crew calls him "Money Man" 
because when the takes are 
high, Jeff Gordon is the only 
driver they want on their team. 

His reputation is about to be 
tested with an entire season on 
the line. Gordon bas one race 
left to squeeze his way into the 
chase for the championship and 
prove he still can come through 
in the clutch. 

He'll have hi work cut out 
for him Saturday night at Rich­
mond International Speedway, 
where Gordon will enter the race 
12th in the standings, 30 points 
out of the final qualifying spot 

"It's intense pressure going 
into one single race;' Gordon 
said during NASCAR's weekly 
teleconference. "We've been in 
pressure situations before. 1 
know there is a reason and who 
knows - we might find out why 
on (Saturday) it was meant to be 
or not meant to be." 

Ten drivers will qualify for 

the 10-race Chase for the Nex:tel 
Cup tille hunt, and Tony Stew­
art, Greg Biffle, Jnnmie John­
son, Rusty Wallace, Mark Mar­
tin and Kurt Bu ch already have 
chnched their spots. Jeremy 
Mayfield needs only to finish 
39th or better Saturday to get in. 

That leaves about six drivers 
racing for the final three spots, and 
Gordon is the star of the group. 

A four-time series champion 
and NASCAR's most recogniz­
able driver, Gordon is the one 
racer capable of winning each 
and every week. He opened the 
season as the driver to beat, win­
tring the Daytona 500 and two 
other events. but his Hendrick 
Motorsports team has been on a 
slide since May - dropping from 
second in the standings to as 
low as 15th. 

"It's pretty hard to figure out 
what is going on with that team, 
especially with the talent behind 
the wheel," said Dale Earnhardt 
Jr., already eliminated from title 
contention. ·'He's just always 
been the one guy who could flip 
a switch and get going when he 

needed to." 
But there hasn't been a magic 

button for Gordon to push lately, 
and unless the No. 24 crew fig­
ures something out before Sat­
urday night, Gordon would pre­
fer to miss the Chase complete­
ly as opposed to being noncom­
petitive during the 10-race run. 

"Honestly, if we perform this 
weekend like we have the last 
few, we don't belong in the 
Chase anyway," Gordon said. 
"You know, all we're going to 
do is go out there and fmish 
lOth in the points." 

Gordon refuses to place 
blame for his struggles, making 
a point to express support for 
crew chief Robbie Loomis. The 
two have one of the longest cur­
rent driver-crew chief relation­
ships in the garage, teaming 
together in 2000 then winning 
the championship the next year. 

"I believe 100 percent in 
Robbie Loomis and in his abili­
ties," Gordon said. "When 
we're on, there's nobody better, 
and because of our lack of per­
formance this year I really don't 

think that, you know, Robbie 
should be put to blame for that." 

But he also hinted that a 
shake-up of the team could be in 
the works and Loomis might not 
be back next season. 

"We talked before this season 
even started about Robbie's 
future, what he wanted to do," 
Gordon said. "If it's up to me, 
yeah, I'd love to have him as my 
crew chief. Robbie, you know, 
with his mom and some of the 
illnesses she's gone through, he's 
trying to decide right now what 
his plans are. It has nothing to do 
with our perfonnance this year." 

Gordon will need to worry 
about more than just his own 
performance Saturday night­
he'll have to keep one eye on 
the competition in the race 
for the Chase. 

Carl Edwards currently holds 
down the eighth spot in the 
standings, and heads into Rich­
mond on a roll with three top­
five finishes in the past six races. 

Edwards, competing in his 
first full Nexte1 Cup season, 
needs to finish 19th or better at 

First win by Kyle Busch 
• came as no surprtse to many

In 2001, when Kyle Busch 
was 16 and a high school 
junior, older brother Kurt 
sounded a warning to 
NASCAR competitors. 

"You think I'm a pretty good 
race car driver? Wait until you 
see my brother. He's the best 
driver in the family," said Kurt, 
then a rookie with Roush Rac­
ing in NASCAR's top stock car 
series. 

Kyle. now 20, has done little 
in the intervening years to make 
people dispute his sibling's 
words. And Kurt, seven years 
older, ha proven to be a pretty 
good driver himself, winning 
13 races and the 2004 Nextel 
Cup championship. 

His kid brother drove six truck 
races for Jack Roush in 2001, 
earning a pair of top 1 Os, before 
N AS CAR decided to enforce an 
18-year-old minimum. 

The younger Busch didn't 
pout. In 2002, be graduated a 
year early from his Las Vegas 
high school- with honors- and 
spent that season in the Ameri­
can Speed Association, getting 
some seasoning and earning 10 
top- I 0 finishes in 20 starts. 

He was signed by Hendrick 
Motorsports in December of 
that year. He won a couple of 
ARCA stock car races and, after 
turning 18 on May 2, 2003, the 

team entered Busch in seven 
Busch Series event . In 2004, 
he went into the development 
series full-time and won five 
races, finishing second in rbe 
points. 

When two-time Cup cham­
pion Terry Labonte decided to 
cut back to a part-time schedule 
in 2005, that left the No. 5 
Chevrolet open for the young­
ster. Team owner Rick Hen­
drick put Busch together with 
rookie crew chief Alan 
Gustafson and the two hit it off 
right away, with Busch finish­
ing second in Las Vegas in only 
his third start this season. 

The rest of the year has been 
up and down, with only seven 
more top-1 0 finishes, culminat­
ing with last Sunday night's 
victory at California Speedway 
that made Busch the youngest 
winner in NASCAR's top series 
by four days. 

The young driver was excit­
ed, but showed very little sur­
prise. 

"Heck, we could have been 
here at least five times before 
this," Busch said. ''The confi­
dence has always been up ... 
with the equipment that we had, 
with my team owner Rick Hen­
drick, with the setups we've 
been able to run with Alan." 

However, going into Cali­
fornia, Busch's team bad been 
struggling, and finishes of 39th, 
lOth, 33rd, 43rd and 33rd in the 
five previous events had long 
ago eliminated the youngster 
from any shot at the season­
ending chase for the champi­
onship. 

He said he pent consider­
able time Ja~t week talking with 
his crew about the situation and 
doing a lot of soul searching. It 

apparently worked. 
"It's one of those deals 

where the fmal piece of the 
puzzle was so hard to find," 
Busch said. "Finally, we were 
just able to get there and do it. 
It's unbelievable as far as how 
the team has just kept compo­
sure on everything." 

The only missing ingredient 
in his first Cup victory celebra­
tion was his friend and mentor, 
Ricky Hendrick. 

The son of the team owner 
had the foresight to lure Busch 
away from Roush. Now, Busch 
is a big part of the legacy left 
behind when 24-year-old Ricky 
Hendrick died last October in the 
crash of a Hendrick Motorsports 
plane that killed 10 people. 

Ricky Hendrick, who 
appeared destined to eventually 
take over leadership of the elite 
team from his father, was the cat­
alyst behind the decision to put 
the No. 5 Cup car and the No. 25, 
with 21-year-o!dBrian Vickers­
another Ricky Hendrick discov­
ery - into the same race shop. 

The move was patterned on 
the very successful alliance of 
Hendrick's two biggest stars, 
four-time Cup champion Jeff 
Gordon and Jimmie Johnson. 

Vickers struggled last year as 
a rookie, with only four top-10 
finishes. But he too appears to 
be turning the comer toward 
stardom with a second-half 
surge this season. His third­
place finish in California was his 
fourth top 10 in his last five 
starts and his ninth of the season. 

Rick Hendrick appeared 
near tears several times late in 
Sunday's race and again during 
the ensuing celebration. 

"I think that Ricky had so 
much confidence in Kyle and the 
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structure of the 25 and the 5, and 
to see the two cars run like that 
tonight and Kyle to win the race 
and become the youngest guy, 
it's incredible," Hendrick said. 

"Kyle has done a super job," 
the owner added. "He got a lot 
of criticism early on that he was 
too young, but I'm just really 
proud of the team and the effort 
they put forth." 

Hendrick said he and his son 
designed the shop for the 5 and 
25 cars. 

"When we put the rwo teams 
together, we promised them a 
bonus when they won their first 
race, and they worked together 
as one big team with two cars," 
he said. "There's a lot of youth 
on those two teams and I didn't 
know it would come together as 
quick as it has this year." 

Busch was nervous as the 
race neared its conclusion, wor­
rying about making a final pit 
stop and wondering if he could 
hold off veteran Greg Biffle. He 
needn't have been concerned­
he and his crew pulled off a 
great two-tire stop and be easi­
ly held off Biffle after a late 
caution flag sent the race into 
overtime. 

"I dido 't really have a good 
line in practice or in qualify­
ing," Busch said. "In the race, I 
was just running around there a 
good part of the race and kind 
of clicked on something and I 
just kept on digging with it and 
it kept on working and I stayed 
with it. 

"It's just one of those deals 
where I was able to find that 
luck for me and it worked good 
enough where I was able to 
keep it up front." 

It likely will not be the last 
time. 
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Richmond to make the Chase 
regardless of what the rest of the 
field does. 

"Our primary goal this week 
is to make the Chase," he said. 
"'If we don't make it, I' II be 
happy for whoever does because 
we have a million reasons not to 
make it. But we really want to 
make it and I think we can." 

Matt Kenseth is ninth in the 
standings, and if he and 
Edwards can make it in, it will 
put all five of car owner Jack 
Roush's Cup entries in the field. 

Keoseth has rallied to put 
himself into Chase contention, 
finishing seventh or better in four 
of the last five races. He also has 
experience at Richmond, with a 
victory there in 2002. 

"We've had a good run over 
the last several months and 
have put ourselves in con­
tention for this thing," he said. 
"We have to have no mistakes 
this weekend- not by the driver 
and not on pit road." 

Jamie McMurray holds the 
lOth and final qualifying spot, 
with just a one-point advantage 

over Ryan Newman. 
McMurray was in this positior 

last season, as well, but failed tt 
'th I come up WI a strong run ~ 

Richmond and missed out on the 
Chase by 15 points. Newman will 
be trying to force his way in 
despite a recent slide that has pro­
duced finishes of 30th or worse in 
three of the last five races. 

"There's no doubt about it 
that we've got our hands full this 
weekend," Newman said. "We 
absolutely did not want to leave 
California outside of the top 10, 
but that's the hand we've been 
dealt. Now, we'll just do our best 
to win this Saturday night." 

Elliott Sad1er is also on a 
slide, heading into Richmond 
13th in the standings after plum­
meting from the third spot. 

"I'm looking at this weekend 
as though we've got nothing to 
lose," Sadler said. "There's only 
one thing we can do and that's 
go to try and win the race. We 
can't really worry about the 
points. We can't really worry 
about who we're racing and 
who we're not racing." 

There is life after racing, and 
Brett Bodine is relishing it

WATKINS GLEN, N.Y. -
Brett Bodine drove hard into the 
second tum at Watkins Glen 
International and slammed the 
gas pedal to the floor. 

With only his left hand on the 
steering wheel of the bright red 
Toyota, Bodine smiled and 
explained the layout of the 
famed road course as the 
speedometer approached 100 
mph and the passenger side of 
the two-door sedan nearly 
scraped the aqua-colored 
guardrail. 

"I used to come here as a kid 
and sit in those grandstands and 
watch the Trans-Am cars," said 
Bodine, who grew up with 
brothers Geoff and Todd in 
nearby Chemung. "This is 
where you can really gain some 
speed. This track is so quick for 
our race cars, it's like a super­
speedway. I love this place." 

Although race days are not 
the same anymore - Bodine 
retired from competitive driving 
two years ago - he relishes his 
new job as official pace car dri­
ver for the Nextel Cup series 
and director of cost research for 
NASCAR at its research and 
development center in North 
Carolina. 

Like former NASCAR pace 
car driver Elmo Langley, who 
started driving modifieds in 
1952 in Maryland and Ytrgin.ia, 
Bodine is well-suited for his 
new roles. He began his racing 
career at his hometown Chemu­
ng Speedrome in 1977, and 
from there moved up to modi­
fieds and the Busch series, 
where he was runner-up to Larry 
Pearson for the championship in 
1986. He made his Cup debut 
that season in the Coca-Cola 
600. 

Bodine also bas an associ­
ate's degree in mechanical engi­
neering from the State Universi­
ty of New York at Alfred, and 
when he retired was the only 
full-time owner-driver in Cup 
competition. 

"He adds a lot. He's got a 
good overview of everything 
from all aspects," said Robin 
Pemberton, vice president of 
competition for NASCAR. 
"He's well-versed as a driver, a 
team owner. He came up 
through the ranks from the mod­
ified division, so Brett has seen 
the sport from the times he was 
riding around in his brother's 
pickup truck as a pre-teenager to 
what it is now." 

At 46, Bodine has seen more 
than most. 

"When my parents owned a 
racetrack down here. my dad 
used to have to buy advertising 
space in the paper to put the race 
results in because no one in the 
sports department would cover 
the races,'' he said. "It wasn't 
cool to be part of racing. You 
were almost considered a sec­
ond-class citizen if you were a 
racer. You were looked down 
upon. I know what it was like to 
crawl with this sport.·· 

Driving the pace car is no 
simple ceremonial task. Bodine 
bas to know who the leader is 
whenever a cautism waves, and 
he adds a crucial element of 
safety that many spectators 
might not realize. 

"It's an important role 
because the information that I 

relay back to the tower deter­
mines whether we're ready to go 
back racing or not," Bodine 
said. "If I say it's ready to go, 
I'd like to think that the rest of 
the drivers are OK with that 
because I'm the fJISt guy to see 
it. The best guy to make that 
dectsion is someone who's 
raced and understands the sur­
face conditions." 

"The driver notices the dif­
ferences in colors on the race 
track, if there is fluid," driver­
commentator Jimmy Spencer 
said. "Is the track dry? A driver 
definitely has the instincts. They 
rely on Bren. They can call 
down and say, 'Is the track 
ready?' And if the driver says 
no, they can trust that." 

Bodine ran the last lap of his 
Cup career trying and failing to 
qualify for the 2003 Brickyard 
400, and his only victory in 480 
Cup starts came in 1990 on the 
old short track at North WJ.l.kes­
boro Speedway when be beat 
three-time Cup champ Darrell 
Waltrip and seven-time champ 
Dale Earnhardt. 

"Would I still love to be rae- \~ 
ing? Absolutely. I miss it like 
crazy, every minute of the day," 
said Bodine. "For 17 years I was 
a Cup driver. It's bard to give 
that up." 

He doesn't miss the hard 
knocks the sport can offer, like 
the one two years ago in practice 
at Michigan International 
Speedway. He blew a right front 
tire, hit the inside wall and was 
knocked unconscious - be was 
left with a broken shoulder, 
three cracked ribs and mouth 
injuries. 

"I was in bad shape for 
awhile," he said. "But I had a 
great run. I've bad a great life. 
Wouldn't change a thing."

Kn tallnacbt 
occurred on lhe night of Novem­
ber 9. 1938. as a mean of terror­
ism against the Jewish people,

Although these two may have 
not been exactly the same psycbologtcally 
and behaviorally, they· certainly show a 
pattern. Then there is the young American 
who turned up on foreign soil fighting 
other Americans, since he had joined the 
cxLrcme religious sect known as Taliban. 
He has b~cn shown often on TV. but hts 
whole story has seemed to not come 
together smoothly for me. The major 
impre. sian was that he became involved 
with the "unusual" for his envtronment :Js 

a teenager and wa allowed or managed lo

food and water to reach the 
refugees?

We have to ask why 
FEMA personnel couldn't get 
there, why rhey couldn' t bring 
in supplies before people 
became desperate, why every 
stateside military helicopter 
wasn't there to drop food and 
pick up people.

inadequate gun control had 
pulled the trigger as surely as 
had the two students.

of Russia had planes, supplies 
and personnel on call to help, 
but our government leaders 
were hesitant to accept the help.

It' s as if state and federal 
authorities were stunned and 
unable to act, and no leaders 
stepped forth to lead the charge. 
That does not bode well for the 
safety of the country. 

Meantime, people were- and 
still are - despairing and even 
dying. People with chronic dis­
eases have had their treatment 
postponed, which can have dev­
astating results. Children's 
sense of stability has been, in 
some cases, destroyed. Babies, 
to whom every day offers a new 
development, have been stunt­
ed. Adults who may have been 

horns." Another sense was that 
these parents were very anxious 
that the adolescent not be unhap­
py. In the meanwhile, he had 
developed into a teenage boy 
with inner turmoil, but also 
beginning to show outer signs of 
concern, as he became an ado­
lescent studying how to make 
bombs, setting off small explo­
sives, and being increasingly 
fascinated with firearms. He 
wrote in his journal: "I am evil 
and want to kill and give pain 
without cost and there is no such 
thing. In the end, I hate myself 
for what I have become." 

All of these "stories" are 
likely to stimulate inside of us 
the reaction "but that won't hap­
pen to anybody I know." In 
contrast, do you really know 
that your "kids" at home and in 
the community are not likely to 
behave so? According to an 
interim report of 41 "attackers" 
at schools. the United States 
Secret Service, Department of 
Education's Safe Schools Initia· 
tive viewed Kip's profile to be 
more typical than we would like 
to think. The report also 
described how the length of 
planning for these violent and 
deadly events had a ''lead time" 
from days to months in which 
some defensive action could 
have occurred. In a large num­
ber of the cases the assailant­
student-"child" ultimately broke 
their "code of silence," telling 
either a friend/classmate or an 
adult their intent with little reac­
tion or preventive response hap-
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hanging on by a thread bave lost 
their grasp. 

The natural catastrophe itself 
is beyond belief. The man-made 
catastrophe that occurred in the 
aftermath is inconceivable. 

What makes the whole situa­
tion even scarier is the uneasy 
thought that, despite all the 
hoopla, Homeland Security 
might be a pipedream. 

If our government can't 
respond quickly and appropri­
ately to this situation, can we 
count on its ability to cope with 
any other type of catastrophe? I 
hate to think what terrorists 
across the globe are thinking 
about our vulnerability. 

Based on what we've seen in 
the wake of Hurricane Katrina, I 
don't feel very secure.

pening. These tragedies were 
stoppable up until the last 
moment, if others had really 
paid attention to the seriousness 
of the youngsters' communica­
tions. Most often, the attackers 
had displayed behaviors, not 
just thoughts, before the mur­
derous events that had caused 
others concern or indicated a 
"need for help." Either adults 
did not do the reasonable inter­
vention or the intervention was 
not followed through adequately 
with supervision. What you 
think you would do? 

The results of a national sur­
vey of almost 1000 adolescents 
pointed out that what affected 
adolescent behaviors most was 
social content, most often the 
family. Two other factors were 
found to affect behaviors: par­
ents' being present during key 
periods of the day; and parents 
having high or low expectations 
of bis or her academic perfor­
mance. However, the most sig­
nificant factor was thought to be 
the "'connection factor' that 
involves 'closeness to mother 
and/or father' and a sense of car­
ing emanating from them, as 
well as 'feeling loved and want­
ed by family members.'" The 
report further stressed the value 
of the family connection as a 
guard against adolescents hav­
ing emotional harm and giving 
them protection from a world 
that is rough, a place where they 
may express their most wlnera­
ble and warm feeling in the 
open without fear of ridicule.
