Will energy conservation 
becoffie hot again? 

When news happens, gas happens - oiL that is. Black 
gold, Texas tea. From war to interest rates; it all affects prices 
at the pump. Hurricanes Katrina and Rita were no different. 

What is different is that these twisted sister storms could 
prompt Americans to do something, really do something. 
about our dependence on non-renewable resources. Even 
President Bush last month urged motorists to limit driving 
and told bureaucrats to car pool or take the bus. ''There's 
ways for the federal government to lead when it comes to 
con ervation," Bush said at the Energy Department. 

His plea i ignificant because until now, this administration 
hasn't led much on the conservation front, concentrating far 
more heavily on increasing production. Tapping the Arctic 
National Wildlife Refuge has been a priority, raising automo­
bile mileage standards has not Vice President Dick Cheney 
summed it up in 2001, "Conservation may be a sign of person­
al virtue, but it cannot be the basis of a sound energy policy." 

Well, if it can't be the basis, it should at least be a focus. In 
Bush's recent rhetoric we heard an echo of Jimmy Carter, 
circa 1979, exhorting consumers for restraint. It's simple: The 
world is going to run out of oil. It may not happen for 20, 50 
or 100 years, and we can drain every drop from Yellowstone 
and Shawnee National Forest in the meantime, but it's going 
to happen. Therefore, we need more energy efficiency, con­
servation and alternatives, sooner rather than later. 

Yet the monster energy bill just passed by Congress didn't 
do diddly to increase refining capacity. Now senior 
Republicans are chattering about new legislation for that. 
Likewise, the bill had zilch in the way of mileage standards. 
Now Democrats are buzzing about thaL The bill did tip its hat 
to alternative energy sources, including ethanol. That's a start. 

Jimmy Carter is long gone and yet we're still guzzling oil. 
Presidential jawboning only goes so far. Ultimately, conser~­
vation is an issue of personal respon ibility. Our options are 
nearly infinite: Buy a scooter for short trips around town. 
Drive a hybrid. Ride a bike. Walk to the grocery. Flip off the 
light switch. Hand-wash the dishes, hang the clothes to dry. 

Will we actually do anything? Given that 21st century 
Americans have proven themselves notoriously averse to 
personal sacrifice, we won't hold our breath. We'll save it 
instead for that walk to the bus stop, when gas prices get so 
high we don't have much choice.

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Capitol Ide as 
Pardon advocates take advantage of job controversy

FRA1\l'KFORT- It' an -ironic twist 
on the conLroversy that erupted when 
Gov. Erme Fletcher forgave the nine peo­
ple indicted for violating personnel laws. 

While prosecutors, Democrats and 
others roundly criticized Fletcher for 
granting the pardons too quickly and eas­
ily and bon-circuiting !:he judicial sys­
tem, human right advocates have target­
ed Fletcher for making it too difficult for 
people already convicted to get pardons 
and have their rights restored after serv­
ing their entcncc . 

Convicted felons m Kentucky lose a 
number of their constitutional rights, and 
not .JUSt their freedom. They cannot vote, 
hold office, obtain a professional license 
or carry a gun. And those nghts are gone 
forever. unless restored by the govemor, 
whom the Kentucky Constitution grants 
oroad powers to pardon. 

Kentucky 1 ' one of only a few states 
!:hat does nol have some system that 
automaucally restore the voting rights 
of felons who have served their sen­
tences. In 2001. the General Assembly 
tried to make the re toration easier for 
people who have served all their time, 
paid restimtion and fulfilled all other 
provi ions of their sentences. The legis­
lation excluded the right to carry 
firearms from the rights to be restored. 

A. rudy by the Catholic Conference of 
Kentucky indicates that the new system 
seemed to work initially. The number of 
felons with their rights restored by the 

governor went from 575 in the 2001 fiscal 
year to 1,049 in 2002 and 1,231 in 2003. 

But then the trend reversed. In 2004, 
the number was 626 and for the fiscal 
year that ended June 30, 2005, the num­
ber fell to 464. 

The intervening fact was Fletcher's 
election. 

Raoul Cunningham of the NAACP 
complains that Fletcher has made it more 
difficult to have civil rights restored. 

The administration sometime in 2004 
added requirements for three references 
from applicants, the submission of an 
"essay" on why voting rights should be 
restored and allowed local prosecutors 
what .amounts to a veto, Cunningham 
said. 

Administration officials say no essay 
is needed, only a written application, and 
bas defended the involvement of prose­
cutors, 

Cunningham has questioned the tim­
ing of the changes, ' noting they were 
installed just as his organization was try­
ing to register voters for the 2004 elec­
tion. 

"They did not do it in an aboveboard 
fashion," Cunningham said. 

But advocates are loath to make the 
matter too partisan, given they are also 
asking for Fletcher's assistance. 
Cunningham noted, however, that 
Republicans have traditionally constitut­
ed the opposition to the restoration of 
civil rights. 

"Our focus is on getting them the 
right to vote, not on whether it hurts or 
helps one party or the other," said Ed 

Monahan, executive director of the 
Catholic Conference. 

Cunningham said !:he effect of the bar­
rier is not really partisan. 

Historically, stripping a felon of the 
right to vote was, "aimed at the econom­
ically deprived. 

"Voting is not limited to certain class • .., 
or should not be," Cunningham said. 

The political considerations notwith­
standing, Monahan and Cunningham 
said restoring civil rights, particularly the 
right to vote, .is simply the right thing to 
do. 

"What is the hallmark of this country? 
It's democracy," Monahan said. "And the 
hallmark of democracy is the right to 
vote." 

Monahan said there is some ev1dence 
that restoring !:he right to vote helps ex­
convicts merge back into society and 
may even reduce recidivism. 

"The penal system is based on the 
premise that people can repay their debt 
to ociety and vote. Permanent clisen­
franchi.sement negates that whole con­
cept,'' Cunningham said. 

They advocate an amendment to the 
Constitution to ensure voting rights are 
restored after a sentence is fully served. 
But similar proposals in the House and 
Senate went nowhere during the 2005 
legislature. 

"It's our position that the right to vote 
is so precious it should not depend on a 
governor," Cunningham said.

20 pcn:enl of 
respondents didn'~ e"erci e and 
about a third ate fried food ior a 
meal three or more umes in the 
week before they were inter­
viewed. 

The poU also revealed lhat 
people's views of tbcir own 
health depended on their educa­
tion level, income and where 
they live. 

Only 14 percent of respon· 
dents in households eamjng 

50,000 or more a year rated 
thelr health as only fair or poor. 
while 56 percent of those earn­
ing le than 15,000 rated their 
healLh as fair r poor. And 43 
percent of ea-;tcm Kentuckian~ 
rated their health as only fair or 
P<lor, compared with 30 percent 
of rc pondents from Louisvilk 
or north central Kentuck-y. 

The frequency of smoking 
also depended on income. 

Among respondents from 
households earning less than 
$ 15,000 a year.

Lti"'l 
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Grand jury continues 
its investigation

FRANKFORT - The spe­
cial grand jury jnvestigating 
Fletcher administration person­
nel practices turned its attention 
back to Gov. Ernie Fletcher's 
office on Monday. 

Kathy Harman, who was an 
assistant to former Fletcher per­
sonnel aide Basil Turbyfill, spent 
nearly two hours before the 
grand jury. Turbyfill, who was 
indicted for conspiracy to violate 
personnel laws before Pletcher 
pardoned him and eight others, 
was later fired by Fletcher. 

Also testifying Monday was 
Wayne Harman, Kathy Harman's 
husband and a cotnmissioner in 
the Personnel Cabinet. 

The Harmans and their attor­
ney declined to answer ques­
tions about their testimony . 

The grand jury, impaneled on 
June 6, bas indicted 11 current 
or former members of Fletcher's 
administration on charges they 
violated personnel laws by mak­
ing hiring and firing decisions 
based on political considera­
tions. Other charges have grown 
from the personnel allegations, 
including felony charges of evi­
dence and witness tampering. 
Fletcher's pardons covered the 
ftrst nine indicted, but a ques­
tion hangs over how far the par­
don extends. 

Acting Transportation 
Cabinet Secretary Bill Nighbert 
was indicted for seeking to retal­
iate against an agency employee 
who was cooperating with the 
investigation. 

Just last week, two more for­
mer Fletcher aides were indicted 
for personnel violations - ex­
chief of staff Daniel Groves and 
Vince Fields, former director of 
the Fletcher local outreach pro­
gram called Local Initiative for 
a New Kentucky, LINK. They 
are alleged to have filled a high­
way department job in Breathitt 
County based on political con­
siderations. 

Lawyers for all three said 
Fletcher's pardon covers their 
clients even on the latest 
charges. Prosecutors said the 
pardon CIUl cover people and 
specific charges, not vague top-

ics. 
Prosecutor Scott Crawford­

Sutherland said Nighbert'c; 
arraignment has been postponed 
so it can be held at the same 
time as Grove • and Fields'. 
which have not yet been sched­
uled. Crawford-Sutherland said 
he expects attorneys for all three 
to seek dismissal of the charges 
based on Lhe Fletcher pardon. 

''There bas to be a limit on a 
governor' s power to issue 
amnesty for a person's conduct," 
Crawford-Sutherland said. 

The grand jury appeared to 
return to another topic on 
Monday. hearing [rom Mark 
Cornett, a staff assistant in me 
Cabinet for Health and Family 
Services. 

Last week, several cabinet 
employees testified about the 
circumstances surrounding a 
family services job filled in 
Powell County. 

Cornett confrrmed he was 
asked about the Powell County 
matter during nearly two hours 
of testimony. 

On a related topic, the Stare 
Board of Elections has 
answered an Open Records law 
request from the attorney gener­
al's office about me work and 
status of Dave Disponett, a 
Lawrenceburg builder who has 
become closely identified with 
the personnel investigation. 

Disponett, the tteasurer of 
the Kentucky Republican Party. 
had an office in the Capitol and 
a state government secretary 
while acting as an unpaid volun­
teer for Fletcher. While Fletcher 
said Disponett was advising him 
on political appointments, court 
documents indicate he was also 
involved in Merit System job 
decisions. 

Disponett is a longtime 
gubernatorial appointee to the 
elections panel. The agency was 
asked to provide records on 
Disponett's pay and benefits and 
use of state offices and person­
nel. 

Board Director Sara Johnson 
declined on Monday to provide 
the same information to The 
Associated Press without a for­
mal request. Even after the 
reque t was filed. the record 
were not made available Monday

The la ·t time Kentucky 
faced a faJl forest-fire season 
with the potential volaulsty of 
t._bj<; one wa 200 I. Since then. 
the state' forest have enjoyed 
easons largel} free of tires -

but that sttualton has permitted 
a build up of broken limbs, 
dead tree.; and other materials 
waiting or a spark. 

'There arc three type, of 
fuels u1 our forest : ane fuel, 
like twigs on the ground and 
fallen leave.; medium fuel like 
limbs; and heavy fuel like 
logs. It'~ aU om there right 
now." he says. 

McLaren note · lorcst fires 
don't imply threaten trees and 
properly in the immediate 
area. The fue also till the air 
with smoke that can drift a 
hundred mile or so a way. 
reducing the quality of air for a 
wide area.

"We also haw a lot of peo­
ple vho still have bum barrel 
for their household garbage. 
Sometime Lhcir fires geL away 
from them,'' McLaren says. 

McLaren note that natural­
ly occurring forest fire arc a 
part of nature's pauem of 
renewal. That's why foresters 
WJJI conduct "prcscri ed burn­
ing'' that target small area.c; of 
forc.ds and i intcnoed to clear 
potcnllnl volauh: debris away. 

But those burn are per­
formed when conditions arc 
righr - when thnc·, enough 
m01. ture in the trees and large 
log . and when weather condi­
tion~ offer a likelihood of rain 
and low wind. 

"We don't c.Jo prescribed 
bums tn the pring or fall, 
becau ·c t:11o~c ... ea on" favor 
the growth of a forest fire. We 
wait for a day when we've had 
moio;turc buildup," McLaren 
says.

the days that followed, our otikc received 
quite a few phone calls from pet owners 
asking question that 1 couldn't answer. 
On Friday we received a fax from the 
Kentucky State Veterinarian's Oflice on 
the subject. I am using that information. 
plus a media briefing is ued by the 
Centers for Disease Conlrol (CDC), both 
of which are sources that I tru t. to try to 
explain tills disease. 

Canirtc Influenza. or Dog r-Iu. . tarted 
showing up a few years ago a a respirato­
ry problem in racing Greyhounds in 
Florida. When routine lab tcsh failed to 
identify !.he exacl cause of the disease, am­
pies were enL to a researchct ar Cornell 
University. What he fouud v.·a" a virus thal 
appeared to be a type of intlucn7.a. 

After more study, they found that not 
only was the viru influenza. hut it very 
closely resembled a type found in hor. es. 
Although it doesn't happen very often. 
sometimes a virus can ·~ump pccie ." ln 
other words. a Jiseasc Lhat only affects 
one species changes, or mutate . in a way 
that allow it to sun ive in a nc\\ bost. 

Parvovirus 1s a good recent example of 
a dJsease that jumped species- it is 
believed to have originally bccn a cats­
only virus that mutated into a f(mn that 
infects dogs. Once a virus jump. to a new 
species it becomes a wh<)Je nc'\\ disease.
