Cowgill, said. "We are heading toward some budgeting 
challenges.H It's a sign that these folks at the top are 
beginning to get realistic about Kentucky's needs. 

As Mr. Cowgill pointed out, revenue is up. but so are 
expenses. The costs of Medicaid and health insurance 
for public employees, plus the soaring prison popula­
tion, are growing fast. And the universities and school 
badly need more money, after having their budgets cut 

o many times. 
It's too bad the Governor and Mr. Cowgill weren't so 

realistic last year. Then, they and lawmakers got tangled 
up in the notion that any changes made to the tax code 
had to be "revenue neutral." They didn't want the state 
coffers to get an extra dime. 

But expenses. of course, are never revenue neutral. 
They just keep going up. And so a big opportunity to 
pull Kentucky out of its frnancia1 hole was lost. 

Even now, Sen. Charlie Borders, R-Grayson County 
and the chairman of the Senate budget committee, says 
he has "no intent of raising any taxes at this point in 
time." He feel certain most other lawmakers feel the 
same way, and he's probably right. 

'Our revenue is and will be ufficient to address our 
eeds," he insisted this week.

Johnson ha!\ won five of the past 
ix events at !he suburban 

Charlotte facility. 
"l can't believe that we 

illways end up somehow roward 
the front ar tlle end of a race ... 
this one in the closing laps after a 
long rughl of ad\·ersity.'' John sou 
·aid. "We cbang~;d baucrit!!!, the 
alternator had some trouble • fla[ 
ure. all kinds of crazy things." 

He took the lead with nine 
laps to go and wa pulling away 
until Rusty Wallace brought out 
the 15th caution of the race with 
one of the many, many tire prob­
lems. Ir forced the field to be 
bunched up for one final re tan 
and Johnson held off Cha c con­
r.enders Kurt Bu-;ch and Greg 
Biffle to lock up the victory. 

It moved Johnson up three 
spolS m the standings iD1d into a 

lie \\ illl Stewart - who fini.,.hed 
25th after crashing while leading 
earlier in the race - with five 
events r maming m the rnce for 
th Nextcl Cup title. Biffle i~ third 
in the stnndmgs, 1l points out. 

Jolut<:o11's win was the one 
bright pol in a race that was 
mam:d by tire problems for 16 
driver - including five Chase 
competitors-because Goodycar·s 
rubhcl could not stand up to lhc 
increased peeds on the smoothed 
track surface.

Cats can do some major damage with 
their claw , but it is important to under­
stand that they are not on an intentional 
mission of desrruction.
