Wheelwright votes to raise gas rates

WHEELWRIGHT - There 
was tanding room only at the 
Wheelwright city hall Thursday. 
Re idents, angry and wanting 
answers, nuned out in opposition 
to the city's proposal to raise gas 
rates. 

Before the meeting was called 
ro order city police officer Randy 
Johnson warned residents that they 
were not to speak, offer conunents 
or ask que tions. 

"Anyone who speaks during the 
meeting will be asked to leave," 
Johnson said. "If anyone refuses, 
they will be arre ted." 

Kentucky State Police officer 
Justin Cornett attended the meet­
ing to help with crowd controL 

Officials said the commissiOn 
agreed to refuse £0 allow public 
comments at meetings unles-s resi­
dents wishing to speak place their 
item of discussion on the agenda 
no later than 4 p.m. on the Monday 
prior to their regularly scheduled 
monthly meetings. 

Resident Shelvie Boyd, who 
worked wilh olhers to compile a 
petition of 123 signatures in oppo­
sition to the gas hike, said that she 
asked Mayor David Sammons to 
be placed on the agenda Monday. 
Sammons apologi;red to Boyd. 
saying be didn't remember the 

conversation. 
Residents respected lhe warn­

mg during lhe rna jon ty of the 
meeting. They mumbled among 
themselves during discussions 
about city finances and lhe gas rate 
hike. 

Boyd was allowed to speak 
after the meeting adjourned. With 
the petition in hand, she argued 
thal the city should lay off orne of 
its 14 employees, who she claims 
are overpaid and not needed. 

Boyd, other residents and two 
city officials said that orne city 
workers have Lheir jobs because 
they are related lo city commis-

Johnson's lawyers seek delay 
in Supreme Court appeal ruling

PRESTONSBURG - Public 
advocates representing a death 
row inmate are asldng the 
Supreme Court to withhold judg­
ment m the man's appeal unW a 
decision is finalized in another 
Supreme Court case. 

Attorney General Greg 
Stumbo filed a motion on October 
12, asking the Supreme Court to 
advance the final disposition in 
the case against Donald Herb 

Johnson, 36, who entered a blind 
plea to murder, burglary, robbery 
and two counts of first-degree 
sexual abuse in 1997. 

Circuit Judge John David 
Caudill sentenced Johnson to 
death for the 1996 brutal slaying 
of laundry clerk Helen Madden, 
61. 

Madden was beaten, stabbed. 
raped. mutilated and tortured to 
death ln the supply storage room 
of a laundromat where he 
worked. 

Johnson was also given con-

secutive sentences of L5 years for 
burglary. 20 years for robbery and 
LO years for sexual abuse charge 
again t him. He wa cheduled to 
be execUled in 1998, bm the exe­
cution was tayed after he ffied an 
appeal in the case. 

Johnson. a paranoid schizo­
phrenic prone to seeing things 
and hearing voices. claims he 
thought he wa · pleading guilty 
but insane to the crimes. He later 
asked for the recusal of Caudill.

Judge issues warning about jury duty scam :

PRESTONSBURG - Circoil Court 
Judge Danny P. Caudill believes in being 
proactive and, in an effort to protect 
prospective jurors, he contacted The 
Floyd County Times to alert readers to a 
scam which has been perpetrated on 
potential Jurors in other states. 

The scam plays on people's fear of the 
courts in regard to jury duty. The scheme, 

which has been reponed in Ohio, 
Pennsylvania, Michigan and other states, 
involves a scanuncr calling people at 
home. pretending to work for the court 
system. They then tell the victtnl that they 
failed to show up for jury duty and will 
possibly face criminal charges. 

Wbile the victim' mind is reeling 
from that pos ibility tbey are asked for 
personal identification information iu an 
effort to determine if there might be an 
error. The victims in many case freely 

give out such information, which includes 
Social Security numbers and then thank 
the caller when they were told that ll was 
a simple error and thar they were not the 
actual party who had been called to do 
their civic duty. 

The cam inevitably lead to identify 
theft. Once scammers get hold of such 
informaLion it is relatively easy to get 
their hands on phony identification and 
apply for credit card~ whtch \\ ind up cost­
ing the victims rhou ands of dollars. 

Judge Caudill made it clear that the 
Justice Ccmer doe not call potential 
juror to ask for identification informa­
tion. He noted that the procedure is con­
ducted by mail and all corre pondence is 
from the Justice Center and any return 
mformation is to be mailed there. 

The scam has come to the attention of 
the Better Business Bureau and the 
Federal Bureau of Investigation. with the

FRANKFORT - A special 
grand jury investigating state 

~ hiring practice has indicted 
Kemucky Republican Party 
Treasurer Dave Disponeu and 
pany official J. Marshall 
Hughes on charges of criminal 
conspiracy and political dis­
crimination. 

The charges are the first out­
side of stale government in the 
investigation that has been 
going on for months. Disponett 
and Hughes are clo e supporters 
of Gov. Ernie Fletcher and there 
nan1es have appeared frequently 
in e-mail exchanges about job 
candidates. 

Disponett is a Lawrenceburg 
builder. For more than the first 

year of Fletcher's administra­
tion. Disponett bad an office in 
the state Capitol, as well as a 
state-provided secretary and 
prime parlcing place. Fletcher 
bas said Disponett consulted on 
hiring political appointees. 

Hughes is a Bowling Green 
lawye(, whose firm has offices 
around the state and specializes 
in injury lawsuits. He is listed 
on the party Web site as being a 
district chairman. 

Previously, the grand jury 
bas indicted 11 current or for­
mer members of Fletcher's 
administration. After the first 
nine were indicted, Fletcher 
issued blanket pardons intended 
to cover.all thosa charged in the 
past or future. 

Most of the charges are mis­
demeanors and allege illegal 

political interference in hiring 
for jobs that are supposed to be 
merit-based. 

Disponett's attorney, Larry 
Roberts of Lexington, said his 
client would enter a plea of not 
guilty. However, Roberts said 
did not bave an opinion on 
whether Disponeu was covered 
by Fletcher's pardons. 

"I'm disappointed dtat the 
indictment was returned," 
Roberts said. "I'm disappointed 
that he was charged." 

The indictment of Disponett 
charges him with working with 
Richard "Dick" Murgatroyd and 
state GOP Chairman Darrell 
Brock and others between 
February 1, 2004 and May 30, 
2005, to make personnel deci­
sions based on people's political 
affiliations. Murgatroyd, among

"Not agiWl," the Kentucky 
wide receiver said ... ot again, 
because 1 had a long road back." 

Cook had traveled that road 
before, recovering from a knee 
injucy to again rake the football 
field. Fortunately for him, thi 
injury - a dislocated right 
kneecap- wasn't quite as severe.

"I bent back over my knee." 
Cook aid. "On the inside of 
the knee, I tore orne ligaments 
in there, so the top of my 
kneecap popped out and was on 
the back side of my knee ...

After Cook was helped to the 
sideline, several reamma~ , one 
by one, came over ro peak ro him. 

They did so becau e "we 
respect him . o much as a play­
er because he' been through so 
much.'' defensive end Durrell 
White said. "Any other person 
would have given up by now, 
bu.t he just keeps fighting. He's 
a reflection of our team." 

Buoyed by such encourage­
ment, Cook appro bed anoth­
er round of rehabililation with a 
po it1ve attitude. This time 
around, he had a fellow receiv­
er to endure rehab with -
sophomore Keenan Bunon. 
who broke hi foot during the 
Idaho State game. Burton i 
expected to return to lhe lineup 

later this eason. 
"We would lay across tlie 

training room and throw a foot­
ball at each other every now 
and then to make ure we still 
could catch," Cook said. 

Cook, who had five catches 
for 95 yards - including a 
career-long 53-yarder against 
Louisville _ thi eason before 
the injury. began running route 
in pracllce on Sunday. fre 
showed no he itation when 
making cuts, which surprised 
offen ive coordina[or Joker' 
Phillips - ro an extent. 

"I wa worried about hi 
confid nee," Pbillips aid. "But 
lhen again why should I be'? 
He's Tommy Cook." Phillips 
wd that when Cook walks onto 

the practice field, "you can feel 
hi pre ence," as !he excitement 
level of the Wildcats rises. 

"1 don't know how you can't 
be in pired by a guy like that," 
head coach Rich Brooks saicl 
"Mo t people would have 
decided !hat they maybe should .

That wa n't a viable option 
for Cook who aid he pushed 
him elf to make it back this 
season.

ing Disease (CWD) at the Ken­
tucky state line, makes it illegal 
for nny person to transpon live 
deer or elk into Kentucky. 

CWD is a Transmissible 
Spoogiform Encephalopathy 
(TSE). the deer and elk equiva-. 
lent of Mad Cow disease. The 
re ent discovery of CWO in 
We~l Vic"ginia and New York 
e~ttends the disease's spread to 
14 states and two Canadian 
provinces and bas wildlife biol­
ogists alarmed. 

The disca e was discovered 
in a capl..ive herd in Colorado 
more lhan three decades ago. It 
was contained in that small area 
for 30 years, but began its 
spread iu lh.e last decade as deer 
farmer across the country 
stepped up interstate ttansport 
in theu- efforts to grow their 
operations and lrophy ani.maJs. 

Newman aid Fritz bought 
the three elk at an auction in 
Lima, Ohio Last Thesday and 
brought them to Boone County. 
He aid they remained on die 

livestock trailer j.!Qtil Sunday 
when they we.re moved to a 
small pen which had been 
assembled from fenee gate sec­
tions. He was joined by officers 
Cbri Fossitt, Dennis Sbaron 
and .Dcnllis Davis am:l wildlife 
biologists Brian Clark and Clay 
Smitson Tuesday in eizing the 
animals. 

All three elk were eutha­
ni:zed and taken ro the Universi­
ty of Kenrucky Diagnostic Lab­
oratory for analysis. 

"We must protect our white­
tailed deer and free-ranging elk 
herds from this disease," said 
KDFWR Commissioner Dr. 
Jon Gassett. "Kentucky's deer 
herd ranks in the country's top 
thi'ee and we have lhe largest 
elk herd in the eastern United 
States. We simply cannot relax 
our vigilance now. 

"It takes only one slip- one 
infected animal slipping past us 
- and we will be looking at 
some erious and expensive 
problems.'' he said.

killing all 10 people on board.

in pursuit of the Nextel Cup 
title. 

Johnson know thi week­
end won't be easy. In addition

that the abu e of eldorJy citizens 
be reported. ln fact, all health 
care provider , uch as physi­
cians, nur es, psychologists, 
ocial workers, etc., are required 

by law to report su pected elder 
nu treatment to the Department 
of ocial Service . [f these 
providers do not report abuse of 
the elderly, they can be found to 
be negligent. If the older person 
is a resident of a nursing home, 
a separare memod often existS 
for investigating u pected mi -
treatment. However, it must be 
remembered thAt abu e of lh 
elderly is different from cases of 
child abuse. If the older per on 
is competem to make a decision, 
she might refuse intervention. [f 
the older adults are not compe­
tent to make decision , a 
guardian can be appointed by 
the sLate. 

Needless to , ay, abuse of any 
age per.on i not appropriate. 
The purpose of this article for 
me is that you, r.he reader, be 
more aware of possible abuse of 
the elderly in your family and 
neighborhood. Your re ponsi­
bility ts to be involved enough 
to protccl elderly persons who 
m1ght be victim oi abuse.
