On second thought, the admini tration hasn't exactly 
been forthcoming on the subject of Mr. HalL It initially 
billed hi re ignation a. voluntary. The governor finally 
admitted firing him. 

In an attempt to eli ·credit Attorney General Greg 
Stumbo' inve ligation of merit hiring violations, Gov. 
Fletcher regularly ha insi ted that rhe proper place to have 
taken any complaint wa the Per. onnel Board. Apparently, 
he expected them to get apr per welcome there, at least 
from hi political point of iew 

The governor had installed hi, own man, John 
Chowning, a board chairman, and Mr. Hall was pushing 
for Mr. Chowning in tum to get rid of executive director 
Mark Sipek ASAP. "The whole point of having the chair­
manship is o Chowning can ensure tho e hearing officers 
look at life correctly." Mr. Hall explained in an e-mail to 
Commerce Ca inet official Teresa Hill. 

During Mr. Chowning'. tenure. the board did put Mr. 
Sipek on a formal e\•aluation . chedule that will include a 
review in January. Of cour. e, given what's now known 
about the admini tration · cheming against the Merit 
Sy tern, any finding that the executive director performs 
poorly would be, to put it gently. highly u pect.

In the summer of 1973, my fri nds 
and 1 came home with black eyer and 
a tail tale about taking out a treet 
gang.
