County jails 
need state help 

Kentucky' · county jail and fi cal courts know all about 
mone) problem as ociated \\ ith housing the accused 
before the} are tried a. well as the convicted serving their 
entence •. All aero s the tare, local jails are a drag on 

county fmance . More often than not. the income jails 
receive for hou ing convicted state inmates fails to cover 
their operating costs. 

It i e pecially frustrating when a jail houses someone 
prior to his or her trial. only to see the individual convicted 
and then given credit for "time served" and allowed to walk 
away. 

Under state law, jails receive the daily rate of $30.51 
from the state for inmates only after they are convicted and 
begin serving their sentences in the county jail. Before con­
viction, counties foot the bill for holding inmates. Those 
bills can grow large when trials are delayed. 

County official want to change the system in order for 
jail to receive money for inmates they bold before trial. 
That makes sense to us too. but only as a temporary remedy 
for helping county jail come closer to breaking e ·en. 

In the interest of a permanent olution. we are more 
intrigued by the idea of the state taking over the operation 
of county jails altogether. omething that representatives of 
county officials have advocated for years. 

The financial problems jail face aren't small. Vince 
Lang, executive director of the Kentucky County Judge­
Execmive Association, said Kentucky jails face a $100 
million deficit from hou ing inmates. Counties must make 
up for those shortfalls from general revenues. 

We agree with Daviess County Commissioner Mike 
Riney that the [ate ought to be responsible for inmates 
from the time they are arrested on state charges. The state 
already relie heavily on county jails to house Cia s D 
felons. The logical next step is to take over all the jails. 

The General As embly should recognize that county jails 
are under increasing financial pres ure, and too many coun­
ty government are having to divert too much revenue away 
from needed expenditures toward propping up jails. 

Ir seems reasonable to believe that the state could operate 
a sy tern of regional jails more efficiently than the current 
sy tern of many county jails. 

In the shan rerm. compensating jails in some fa hion for 
hou ing inmate prior to conviction, including those sen­
tenced to ''time served ·• will help jails avoid deficits. But in 
the long run, allowing countie to get out of the jail bu i­
ness completely makes the most sense of all It i an idea 
worth exploring.
