During the course of 
their investigation, the 
detectives also learned 
that Alabama warrants had 
been issued on Bailey and 

f! that Welden had left her 1-
year-old daughter pack in 
Alabama under the care of 
a known drug user. 

Alabama authorities 
responded by tak1ng the 
child into prot~ctlve cus­
tody and the couple were 
lodged in the P ke County 
Detention Certer Both 
were charged with manu­
facturing meth, trafficking 
ln a controlled substance,

They were 
arraigned in Pike District 
Court on Wednesday and 
issued a $200,000 cash 
bond.

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It may eem like every kid in the neighborhood spends 
his life on the computer, but in Kentucky that's less true 
than in most other states. 

A U.S. Census report released recently shows Kentucky 
to be 41st, ju t behind Ohio, among the tates in the per­
centage of homes with a computer. And in homes with 
Internet service, the state fares even worse, at 42nd. 

The actual numbers are thus: 58.4 percent of Kentucky 
homes have a computer, compared to 61.8 percent national­
ly; and 49.9 percent of homes have Internet service, com­
pared to 54.7 percent nationally. 

Given the integral part the Internet is increasingly play­
ing in how we conduct business and communicate, state 
officials are out to improve those number . 

Public schools in particular are focusing on technology. 
Currently all schools in Kentucky are hard-wired for 
Internet access, all teacher have e-mail addresses and each 
school has at least one computer for each five students. 
Education Week magazine has praised Kentucky schools 
for their use of technology. 

Outside of the school system, a state group called 
Connect Kentucky - formed under Gov. Paul Patton and 
emphasized by Gov. Ernie Fletcher - is concentrating on 
covering the state with broadband access. In addition, it 
wants to set up panels in each county to research technolo­
gy need and come up with local solutions. 

The key, Connect Kentucky officials say, is to look at 
Internet access a part of the infrastructure that needs to be 
in place to encourage economic development. That's a good 
point, and well taken. A state that's wired for Internet ser­
vice from border to border is a good goal. 

But Kentucky has to be careful here not to get ahead of 
itself. 

There are still rural areas of the state without clean, 
drinkable water; with sewer sy terns that dump feces into 
waterwa~ With rtilids that are barely drivable part of the 
time; without garbage pickup; with schools unable to per­
form at a high level; with jails that aren' t big enough or 
sophisticated enough to house - much less rehab -
today's criminals; and with other services lacking.

Know thy Bible 

It's time to get the Bible back in pub­
lic schools. And not through the back 
door of creationism disguised as 
Intelligent Design. 

America is a 
Bible-soaked 
nation, from the 
Puritans to 
Abraham Lincoln 
to Martin Luther 
King Jr. Without a 
basic grasp of the 
Bible, it is impos~ 
sible to under­
stand the well­
springs of our 
country and the 
basis of Western 
civilization. 
Which is why it is a scandal that Bible 
education has been chased out of the 
schools and why the work of the Bible 
Uteracy Project to put it back there is so 
admirable. 

The nonpartisan, Vuginia-based 
Bible Literacy Project has set out 
methodically to return Bible education 
to the schools by answering the ques­
tions: Is it legal? Is it needed? How can 
it be done? 

"The Bible and Its Influence," a just­
published textbook for use in grades 9-
12, is the culmination of this effort. 

Rarely is a textbook an occasion for cel­
ebration or anything but moaning on the 
part of students, but this substantial, gor­
geously produced, thoroughly vetted 
volume is an emphatic exception. 

A few years ago, the Bible Literacy 
Project published together with the First 
Amendment Center a guide on how to 

teach the Bible in 
schools. In 1963, th~ 
guide notes, the 
Supreme Court 
struck down devo­
tional Bible reading 
in schools as uncon­
stitutf8'nal. But the 
court said schools 
may teach the Bible 
as long as it is "pre­
sented objectively as 
part of a secular pro-
gram of education" 
- a message lost on 

most lawsuit-averse school boards. 
So, Bible education is legal, but is it 

necessary? Well, only if you want to be 
educated. By one count, there are 1,300 
biblical references in Shakespeare's 
plays. Bible literacy will lead to a deep­
er understanding of authors from 
Herman Melville to Charles Dickens, 
from William Faulkner to Toni 
Morrison. The Bible has inspired the 
world's greatest poets, painters and com­
posers, some of its most influential 
reformers, and the founding of a great 
nation (ours).

But only 8 percent of public-school 
teenagers report that their school offers 
the Bible or religion as part of the cur­
riculum. A Gallup survey of high-school 
students found that large numbers know 
the very basics (Adam and Eve, etc.), 
but not much more. Two-thirds of teens 
couldn' t correctly identify, given four 
options, a quotation from the Sermon on 
the Mount. About 10 percent think ' 
Moses was one of the Twelve Apostles. 

''The Bible and Its Influence," care­
fully crafted to be within legal parame­
ters and approved by dozens of scholars 
from diverse religiOus backgrounds, 
takes away any excuse to shy away from 
Bible education. It is Michael Newdow­
proof. (He is the pest who is suing to 
keep the pledge of allegiance out of 
schools.) Charles Haynes of the First 
Amendment Center has written, "At 
long last, here is an answer for belea­
guered school districts that want to offer 
a Bible course, but don't want to get 
sued." 

But inertia is a strong force, especial­
ly for overly cautious school boards. 
Parents who think the Bible should be 
pan of education need to tell their school 
systems about this new book. It is a way 
to return the Bible to schools, without 
lawsuits or sectarian rancor.

Canadian filmmaker David 
Cronenberg has served up the best, 
and hopefully last. film about virtual 
reality games with this effort. The 
films of Cronenberg often feature 
nondescript heroes who have to take 
on evil corporations ("Scanners''), 
evil media outlets ("Videodrome") or 
even their own evil impulses ("The 
Fly"). Long story short. this guy 
knows evil. 

Here Cronenberg targets our 
obsession with video games. This is a 
true societal evil, as any parent who 
has shelled out $49.95 for the latest 
Playstation 2 game can tell you. 
People often 
complain that 
their children get 
sucked into video 
games, and that is 
literally what 
happens here as 
several people 
gather to play-test 
a new virtual real­
ity scenario in the 
not to distant 
future. 

The film opens 
with people gath-

ering for a demonstration of the latest 
game created by hotshot designer 
Allegra Gellar. Allegra herscJf 
addresses the assembled group of 
hardcore players (showing we will 
will still have geeks in £he future) who 
are volunteering to play her latest 
game in order to help get the bugs out 
of iL The session goes poorly howev­
er when a pair of terrorists show up 
and spray the group with a fusillade of 
bullets (proving that geeks will have a 
considerably horter life pan in the 
future). 

An invitee named Ted Pikul 
swoops in and whisks Gellar off to 
safety and the two decide to play her 
game to see if it is all right. You see 
the game was actually hit by one of 
the bullets and is actually composed 
of living tissue. This leads to 
Cronenbcrg's clever take on the future 
of the gaming industry. It tum out 
that one doesn't plug in a Gellar 
game. lt plugs into you through a bio­
port that is implanted in your spine. 
Pikul has no choice but to have a bio­
port installed since he is a total novice 
to gaming. 

One highlight is when he experi­
ences a "gaming urge." This happens 
when the game needs you to perform 
an act you might normally find di -
tasteful and leads to great line of dia­
logue when Pikul says, "I need to kill 
our waiter." 

The film is chock full of disturbing 
imagery which is probably more 
imaginative than what you actually 
find in games. Some of the game gim­
micks include organic guns which fire 
teeth, dogs which deliver the guns and 
mutated reptiles with a plethora of 
heads. 

The movie also has fun with the 
concept of getting so involved in the 
virtual reality of the game that one

I'm calm now but 
was shaken up a lot, even 
though I was uninjured in spite 
of the fact that I was going about 
70 mph when this happened. I 
would be most grateful if you 
could reply to this message. 
Thank you. - Fran 

RAY: Well, fust of all. we're 
very happy to hear that you not 
only survived, but survived 
unhurt. That's really wonderful. 
Although clearly you took some 
kind of blow to the head. Why 
else would you be writing to us 
now? 

TOM: To answer your ques­
tion, there are several possible 
accident scenarios here, Fran. 
One is that the tire blew out 
first. 

RAY: Tires can blow out for 
a number of reasons. A tire can 
simply be old and worn out. It 
can have a bubble in the side­
wall, or some other previous 
damage that finally gives oul. It 
could have been underinflated, 
which can cause tires to heat up 
and explode. Or a tire could 
blow out because you ran over a 
road hazard, like a discarded 12-
speed blender. 

TOM: If the blowout came 
frrs~ then hitting the concrete 
barrier could have broken the 
strut. A strut is a 3-foot-long 
shock absorber and spring 
assembly. There's one at each 
wheel. And often, we see struts 
get bent in accidents. So. 
depending on the angle and how 
hard you hit it, you certainly 
could break a strut by banging 
against a concrete barrier at high 
speed. 

RAY: The other scenario is 
that you were on your cell 
phone or were spreading cream 
cheese on your bagel, and you 
hit the concrete barrier first, 
'which then caused the blowout 
AND the broken strut. That hap­
pens more often than you think 
these days. 

TOM: But don't worry, Fran. 
Only II million people read this 
column, and it's unlikely that 
your insurance adjuster is one of 
them. So your secret is safe wilh 
us. 

RAY: In all seriousness, 
Fran, it's unlikely that the strut 
broke first and caused the 
blowout and collision. The strut 
almost certajnly broke when 
you hit the barrier.

Eastem Kentucky PRIDE -
Personal Responsibility In a 
Desirable Environmem- was 
created by Rogers and the late 
General James Bickford. the

Court sets standard for 
challenging bid awards

FRANKFORT - Losing 
bidders for state contracts, who 
have historically had little 
recourse, should be allowed to 
challenge the decisions in court 
under some circumstances, 
according to a divided Kentucky 
Court of Appeals. 

The majority decision of the 
three-judge panel set a standard 
of whether the bid decision was 
"arbitrary and capricious," 
rather than a previous hurdle of 
proving the bid was awarded as 
a result of "egregious and offen­
SIVe political patronage." 

In April 2003, the state · 
advertised for a contract to buy 
about 300 golf carts for use at 
state park courses. 

About a month later, the con­
tract was awarded to E-Z-Go, a 
cart manufacturer. Two losing 
bidders contested the award 
with the Finance Cabinet on the 
grounds that the winner did not 
meet bid specifications for 
handicap-accessible carts and 

the cabinet had improperly con­
. sidered maintenance costs for 
only a year, instead of the pro­
jected life of the carts. 

The cabinet denied the 
protest and the companies sued 
in Franklin County Circuit 
Court. 

The trial court granted the 
state's motion for summary 
judgment, ruling that losing bid­
ders have few grounds to con­
test bid decisions and the cart 
companies did not meet them. 

Judge Michael Henry said 
the Kentucky Model 
Procurement Code generally 
favors the decisions of the con­
tracting agency, but the findings 
are still subject to '"disturbance' 
by court in the event that the 
cabinet's fmdings of fact do not 
support its decision. 

''This standard does not dif­
fer in any significant way from 
the general rule that the deci­
sions of administrative agencies 
are reviewed by courts with the 
question of arbitrariness in 
mind," Henry went on. 

Judge Sara Combs, though, 

said the trial coun was correct in 
determining that a losing bidder 
should have to allege "egre­
giously fraudulent conduct" to 
successfully challenge a d · 
sion. 

In another decision released 
this week, the court said coun­
ties have regulatory authority 
over solid waste collection, even 
when cities claim they have 
their own mandatory collection 
systems in place. 

The disagreement goes back 
to the General Assembly's 
directive in the early 1990s that 
counties, or solid waste districts 
come up with plans for collec­
tion. 

Salyersville argued that it 
had a mandatory co!Jection pr• 
gram in place when the statute 
took effect, which it should be 
allowed to maintain even if 
Magoffin County now has a col­
lection plan of its own. 

But the unanimous court 
ruled that Salyersvil le's waste 
collection system was allowed 
to lapse, which meant the coun­
ty's plan went into place instead.

• Patrick Sparks coming off a 
summer during which each 
played for a USA Basketball 
ream, and experienced players 
like Ravi Mo s and Ramel 
Bradley backing them up. 
there's plenty to like about 
Kentucky' guards. They're no 
doubt a major reason the 
Wtldcats, 28-6 Last season. are 
ranked No. 9 entering the sea-
on. 

But there's also Little doubt 
Kentucky would be a few spots 
higher in the ranking if not for 
one glaring question: What's the 
deal with Randolph Morris? 

Morris· saga in recent 
months is familiar to Kentucky 
fans: following a freshman sea­
son during which he started 33 
of 34 games, the 6-foot-1 0 
Morris broke off contact with 
Smith, informing his coach by 
fax of hi intenuons to enter the 
NB A draft. Morris went unse­
lected before returning to 
Kentucky, hoping a little-used 
NCAA rule would allow him to 
again play for the Wildcats. 

The i sue is what sort of rela­
tionship Moms had with sports 
agency SFX - which issued a 
statement on behalf of Morris 
on June 21 -and if that relation­
ship constituted an agreement 
with the agency. If it did. that 
would end Morris' collegiate 
eligibility. 

Smith has said he expects the 
NCAA to restore Morris' eligi­
bility, although there's little 
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doubt Morris would serve a sus­
pension. With the season set to 
begin Sunday, when the 
Wildcats play host to South 
Dakota State, Morris' situation 
remains ume ol ved, leaving the 
team with a couple of dilemmas. 

First, who will replace 
Morri in the tarting lineup? 
The two most likely candidates, 
7-foot junior Lukasz Obrzut and 
7-3 junior Shagari Alleyne. each 
started one of the Wildcats· two 
exhibition games. But neither 
player has the history of provid­
ing the offensive presence 
Morris did - and Morris aver­
aged only 8.8 points per game 
last season. 

And what about 7-2 freshman 
Jared Carter? Smith originally 
tied Carter' possible redshirt 
status to Morris· return. but the 
coach has raved about Carter 
during the preseason and has 
said more than once that it will 
be difficult to hold him out thls 
season. 

"We are prepared at the posi­
tion," Smith said. "l don't know 
if we will ever be out there with 
two 7-footers at the same time, 
but we might and that could be 
something spec1al. We never 
depend on one guy. but 
Randolph is a very imporrant 
part of reaching our goal of a 
SEC championship and 11 

national championship. We've 
found ways to play without him 
and we'll do it again.'' 

The other frontcourt starting 
spots also are open. as Chuck 
Hayes, a fixture at power for­
ward the past four seasons, 
graduated and small forward 
Kelenna Azubuike entered tbe 
NBA draft following lus junior 
season. (Ltkc Moms. Azubuikc 
wasn't drafted.) 

After solid performances 
against exhibition opponents 
Northern State (S.D.) and 
Georgetown (Ky.) College, 
junior-college transfer RekaHn 
Sims looks prepared to fill 
Hayes' former pot, although 
juniors Bobby Perry and Sheray 
Thomas figure to pu h Sims for 
that job. Agamst Georgetown. 
Sims displayed the combination 

uestions • e 0 
of inside toughness and outside 
hooting touch that Smith val­

ues in a power fo.ward. 
"You can tell he' a veteran 

and a mature player." Smith aid 
of Sims. "He understands who 
he is and what he's capable of, 
and he does it to the best of his 
ability.'' 

Sophomore Joe Crawford. 
who briefly left. then returned to 
the team last January after a dis­
pute with Smith over playing 
time. is the likely starter at small 
forward. Smith has experiment­
ed during the preseason with 
using Perry at that position as 
well. 

But there's little doubt that if 
the Wildcats arc to return to the 
Final Four for the first time 
since 199~. 1t will be on the 
backs of their backcourt players. 

Rondo sd a single-, cason 
school record for steals with 87 
as a ti·eshman. and be said he's 
worked during the off cason on 
improvmg his outside shooting, 
which was a glaring hole in his 
game last season. 

Sparks, the team's leading 
returning scorer at ll points per 
game, struggled defensively at 
times last year. At 6-1. he gave 
away si7C to most opposing 
hooting guards. But he made 

the two biggest clutch plays of 
the season: drawing a foul and 
draining three free throw. in the 
final second of a 60-58 win at 
Louisville and willing in a des­
peration 3-pointer at the buzzer 
to force overtime in a NCAA 
regional final again t Michigan 
State that Kentucky eventually 
lost in double overtime. 

"Were excited about this 
year.'' Smith said. ··r really trunk 
we have the right people on 
board who are focused and 
workmg hard."

for Morehead State

LOUISVILLE - This is 
what the University Louisville 
wanted? 

Louisville athletics director 
Tom Jurich set a goal of mov­
ing the Cardinals to a more 
hlgh-profile conference. When 
Miami, Boston College and 
Virginia Tech left the Big East 
for the Atlantic Coast 
Conference. the door was open. 
Louisville left Conference USA 
and began competition lD the 
Big East tltis season. 

Louisville's basketball team 
will open its season, Nov. 19, 
and will play its first game 
against a conference team Jan. 
5 at home against No. 5 
Villanova. 

That old saying, "be careful 
what you wish for," comes to mind. 

Including Louisville, the Big 
Ea t boasts five teams in the top 
17, and three in lhe top 10, of 
The Associated Press' presea­
son poll. 

•·You can't let Pittsburgh 
come at you," Pitino yelled to his 
team during drills in its first prac­
tice. "You can't let Connecticut 
come at you. You can't let West 
VIrginia come ar you. You're not 
playing against bad teams." 

Pitino called his class of 
freshmen the second-best he's 
bad in hjs career. His five rook­
ies are talented and athletic, but 
Pitino knows experience wins 
championships. And in that cat­
egory, the Cards are lacking. 

Louisville' lone senior and 
best player - Taquan Dean -
and Jua11 Palacio are the only 
players on the team with more 
than 12 career starts for the 
Cardinals. And Palacios, recov­
ering from an ankle injury, may 
not be available to play until 
January, just in time for confer­
ence competition. Palacios, a 
sophomore forward, started 30 
games Last season, averaging 
9.7 points and 6.5 rebounds. 

Four players from last sea­
son's Final Four ream are now 
playing professionally. That 
team was 33-5. tying 
Louisville's 1980 champi­
onship team for most wins in a 
season, and won the Cardinals' 
ftr t regular season Conference 
USA title. 

"Young teams don't get to a 
Final Four," Pitino srud at 
meclia day. "If you look right 
now and ask who has the best 
chance to get to the Final Four, 
Villanova or Loui ville, you· d 
have to say ViUc£nova because 
they've got all seniors. Or 
Syracuse with four juniors." 

But the coach isn't conced­
ing anything. 

"That doesn't mean we can't 
get there," he sa~d. "It remains 
to be seen how good we can 
become because it will all be 
predicated on defense. if this 
team can become a great defen­
sive team." 

Pitino has ripped his young 
players' defense since their first 
practice. 

'They're ready to play at the 
offensive end," he said. 
"They're not ready to play at the 
defensive end. (Freshman guard 
Andie) McGee can be, but the 
other guys can't guard anybody 
right now. And it's not only 
guarding their own man; they 
don't understand rotations. they 
don't understand step ups, traps, 
they don't understand anything 
about defensive schemes." 

Dean is the only player 
who's getring it done on 
defense, Pitino said. He's Lhc 
Cardinals' top returrung scorer 
and led in three pointers last 
season. making 122, shooting 
45 percent from behind the arc. 
As Dean goes, so may the team. 

He started on the bench in 
Louisville's exhibition game 
agamst DivisiOn ll Bellarmine, 
Nov. 2. but grabbed a rebound 
and made a 3-pointer in hi first 
26 seconds in the game. He was 
the Cardinals' only double-fig-

ure scorer in the game. fimsh­
ing with 28. The Cardinals 
won. 70-63 and made 57 per­
cent of their free throws. Dean 
made all ·even of his. 

'·Man:· he said. shaking hls 
head after the game. ·'rm used 
to a lot of veterans being in 
there. I thought the young guys 
were going to get in there and 
have a field day bur it didn't 
work today .. , 

Not a freshman but new to 
the team is sophomore 6-foot-
11-inch center David Padgcn. a 
transfer from Kansa . Padgett 
bad to sit out last season and 
began practlcmg in early 
November after recovering 
from a broken foot. Padgett 
started 19 games as a freshman 
for the Jayhawk. and blocked 
43 shots. He averaged 6.5 points 
per game and 4.5 rebounds. 

'·David runs as well as any 
big man," Pitino said. ''He has 
all the move inside." 

Though he has yet to play a 
single minute for Pitino. 
Padgett bas emerged as one of 
the team's leaders along with 
Dean. 

"Padgett brings a more vocal 
leadership." Pitino said. '·He'll 
get in the locker room and get 
after them if they don't du what 
I say. They won't let the fresh­
men get out of Line in any way." 

Once Palacios and Padgett 
arc both healthy and the young 
players get some experience. 
how good does Dean his team 
can be? 

"Dangerous.'' he aid. "I 
pretty much look at those guys 
being hurt as a blessing because 
we get the young guys orne 
repetitions and confidence, 
going into the season. and once 
they get back, everybody will 
be on the same page.·· 

But for oow Dean is content 
to carry hls learn for a little 
while. 

"Deflnitely, until we gel our 
swagger," he said after the 
exhibition. "But I welcome the

One problem: there aren't 
enough veterans to do it. 

With only three returning play 
ers - only two of which saw court 
time last season - it could be a 
long season for Macy and the 
Eagles. Macy. entering his ninth 
season at Morehead State, isn't 
surprised about that. although be 
remains optimistic, as most coach­
es are before the season begins. 

"We're picked last. so there's 
nothing to lose:· aid Macy, who 
said a realistic goaJ for hi team 
would be to quaJify for the eight­
team Ohio Valley Conference tour­
nament - something the Eagles 
failed to do lasr season. "As yoWlg 
as we are, we've got to take baby 
step before we can run.'' 

Most basketball teams expe­
rience some attrition during t:he 
off cason. but rarely as much as 
Morehead State did following 
last sea. on's 11-16 finish. One 
of the team's biggest losses was 
6-foot-11 Jonalhan True, who 
cited burnout and left the team 
after a freshman season uuring 
which he started 14 games. 

'·A couple of kid got m trou­
ble and made some bad deci­
sions.'' Macy said. "A couple 
didn't want to play. Another had 
a health issue in his family. lt 
was just an unusual year." 

Macy will build the team 
around the two returning 
starters, point guard Quinton 
Smith and fo.ward Cory Burn . 
and hope for the best. Smith. a 
5-foot-ll seruor. averaged 10.8 
points per game last eason and 
said the Eagles will us~ a more 
up-tempo system. 

"We have a lot of athletic 
guys,'' Smith said. "That will be a 
plus for us. compared to last vear, 
because we had a lot of guys-who 
were just playing robot.ic. • 

Burns averaged 4. I points 

and 2.8 rebounds last season. 
Macy said the 6-foot-8 , cnior 
needs to become more aggrcs­
si ve and asseni vc. 

The only other returning play­
er. swingman Quentm Pryor, red­
shirted last season wjtb a w1ist 
injury. Pryor slill doesn't have full 
mobility in the wrist, Macy said. 

Because of all the attrition. 
Macy signed two junior-college 
transfers - 6-foot-6 forward 
Shaun Williams and 6-foot-7 
sophomore Ryan Allen. Both 
will be asked to contribute 
inlUlediatcly. Five freshmen also 
signed with the Eagles. including 
6-foot-1 0 center Clint Reisz. who 
led Oluo County to last year·, 
Kentucky high (;hool Sweet 16. 

All of the newcomers have a 
shot at playing time, Macy said. 

'The job I'll have to do is to 
try to shuffle. to sec which guy is 
playing weU that night and gin~ 
them more minute • and see who 
i struggling and not give him as 
many minutes.'' he said. 

Morehead State's schedule 
includes visits to Texas Tech. 
Connecticut and Dayton. The 
Eagle will have only two non­
conference home games -against 
Kcmucky Chri tian and 
Maryland-Eastern Shore - before 
entering the 20-gamc OVC grind. 

·'Our schedule do~;sn't lend 
itself to a young team,'' Macy 
aid. "The main thing is to try 

not to lose confidence early."

Biffle was forced to 
ptt under green to flx it, and he 
struggled the rest of the race to 
get hack on the lead lap. £Ie fin­
ished 20th, but it could have 
been wor e: Biffle made se\er­
al spectacular aves to keep his 
car off the \.\all during nu mer­
ous spinouLs. 

"It's not over and I'm not 
giving up. but I am also realis­
tic,'' Bifilc said after the race. 
"We needed a good day. We had 
a bad day." 

Tho c days arc hard for 
Biffle to accept. An ultra·com­
peLitive driver who never ha_ 
shied away from pointing fin­
gers when things go wrong. 
Biftlc has waited a long time 
for his shot at a Cup title and 

hates to see it slip away. 
At 35, he's much older than 

the typical upstart driver. But 
Lhat' becau e his path to star­
dom was never clear. Friends 
helped him get the attention of 
car owner Jack Roush. who was 
impressed bul didn't really have 
a place to put Biffle. 

So Biffle started in Lhe Ullck 
series. where he gave Roush his 
ftrsL NASCAR championship at 
any level. Then it was on to the 
Busch Series. where Biffle 
became the only driver in 
NASCAR history to win both 
that championship and the truck 
title. 

At las~ Roush had a slot for 
Biffle in 2003 on a startup team 
in the Cup series. He was a 
teammate of Mark Martin, Matt 
Kcnseth and Kurt Busch, but 
his team was far behind those 
estabHshed groups. 

BifOe's team struggled 
nllghtily that year, and even 
rhough he scored his ftrst career 
win at Daytona in July, heavy 
personnel changes were made in 
what the Roush organization 
described as ·'stripping down 
the team. then building it back 
up." 

It Look all of 2004 to get the 

team equal with Roush's other 
cars, and Biffle closed out the 
year with a win at Homestead 
that set the stage for his strong 
opening this season. 

Nothing has changed for 
Biffle or his team from the start 
of the year to now, but he's not 
winning like he was. His last vic­
tory was June 19 in Michigan, 
the week before Stewart started 
his stteak of five wins in seven 
races and supplanted Biffle as 
the driver to beat 

"The cars that we were win­
ning with in the beginning of 
the season really are similar to 
what we have now," Biffle said. 
"People learn throughout the 
season and catch up. We 
worked bard over the winter­
time, and I think we were a lit­
tle ahead of the competition. 

''The competition bas caught 
up. It's clear that Tony Stewart 
and all those teams - which 
keep in mind, they were all 
right there, second, third, 
fourth, when I was winning 
those races - so they are the 
ones kind of getting a couple of 
the wins and we are right 
behind them. So we are not that 
far off. We're just not dominat­
ing like we were."
