Fires underscore 
water need, 
David chief says

DAVID - A local fire 
chief who responded to two 
structure ftres Wcdne day 
morning in David says the 
county needs to provide 
larger water mains ot wate1 
towers in remote communi­
ties. 

1\vo homes were com· 
pletely destroyed by fire at 
Pitts Fork in David. a rural 
road without enough water 
to suppo11 a firefighting 
operation. 

The county has hydrants 
attached to water lines that 
are too small to carry water 
to ftre trucks, David Fire 
Department Chief Lany 
Adams said. 

"Most hydrants won't 
support fire trucks.'' he 
said. "They were putting 
hydrants on the lines when 
they installed them and the 
lines are too small. They 
were just trying to get 

everybody drinking water. 
We need larger water mains 
or water towers do er to 
some of these communities. 
We'd love to sec one up al 
David:' 

Adams, who also works 
with Transtar Ambulance. 
said firefighters responded 
to the call at 4 a.m. 
Wednesday. When officials 
arri vcd. he said. one home 
was "practically on the 
ground." and the other was 
"half destroyed:' 

"There's very little 
water up there as far as sup­
plying fire trucks. That's 
something we don't have 
the luxury of in Floyd 
County.'' Adams said. "We 
couldn't save the structures, 
but we did call for mutual 
aid with Middle Creek !fire 
Department] for more 
water and we asked the 
Prestonsburg Fire 
Department for a tanker."

WHEELWRIGHT The 
Wheelwright City Utilities 
Commission dealt with several 
business decision thai arc "drain­
ing money" from utility operations 
during a special meeting Tuesday. 

City attorney Timothy Parker 
conft1med that the conuuission 
still owes $65,000 (which include· 
an 18 percent interest fee) to 

Equitable Gas, the supplier compa­
ny that refused to turn on lhe city's 
winter gas service in October 
because of a $96,000 delinquency. 

Parker said the commh;sion 
should pay "50-some-odd thou­
sand" down before trying lo nego­
tiate the interest amount owed. 

Equitable requested. by letter, 
that the city pay $10,986.41 
toward the delinquent account this 
month. but the funds are not avail­
able. The city was turned down for 
a recent loan application. 

Though the commission can"t 
afford to pay the requested 
amounL Parker said the conilllis­
sion 's financi:u problems will

decrease as gas usage increases 
this ""inter. Between November 
and February 2004, residential gas 
usage rose from 740 MCF to 2,732 
MCF. and commercial gas usage 
increased from 687 MCF to 1.595 
MCF, he said. 

··You can sec by that [infonna­
tion regarding usage increases] 
that our revenues will increase dra­
matically in the coming months;· 
Parker said. "I rold Scapcs !the 

Equitable Gas collection represen­
tative] that we will work out a pay­
ment schedule so that we can pay 
them off in several months ... 
They're not happy about it. 
They're like any other business. 
They want their money today. I 
told him, and I spoke frankly with 
him, thnt we would work out a 
payment schedule with them." 

The revenue increase, he said, 
would provide enough money to 
pay the delinquent amount, the 
operating cost, and for gas used by 
commercial and residential cus­
tomers. 

Parker said there was "absolute­
ly no way" thal the company 
would shut off the city's gas ser­
vice because they're ··making 
money'' off of the city. 

There are two gas lines in 
Wheelwright, and one of those is a 
"gathering·· line for Columbia Gas, 
which does not provide gas to res­
idential customers. All other gas 
lines are operated by Equitable. 

Parker suggested that the com­

The title is "Walk the Line" 
because the film is about Johnny 
Cash. whom Joaquin Phoenix 
plays with a raw intensity and a 
blaze in his eyes that's part bad 
boy, part scared child, but 100 
percent emotional commitment.

Witherspoon as Cash's lifelong 
love, June Carter, and she pretty 
much steals the movie right out 
from underneath him. 

This is in no way intended to 
disparage Phoenix's perfor­
mance.

CHARLOITE, N.C. - The 
lieason started with Tony Stew­
art out front. only to fade at the 
end of the biggest race of the 
year. He recovered to close out 

• the season on top. with a second 
championship and a spot among 
NASCAR's elite. 

In bcrwecn, Stewart learned 
to love the spotlight - just in 
time m see Kurt Busch uncere-­
moniously kicked out of it. 

Dale Earnhardt Jr. and Jeff 
Gordon couldn't avoid the con­
stant scrutiny that comes with 
losing, while Busch and Jamie 
~c~urrav endured months of 
spcculati~n about their futures. 

Car owner Jack Roush 
proved his five-team model can 
work, only to have NASCAR 

It tell him he'll have to scale back. 
For the first time in a handful 

of years, the NASCAR season 
was about the people who make 
the spon spin 36 weeks a year. 

It began with Stewart, who 
dominated the Daytona 500 
only to lose it at the end. But it 
was the first sign of what was to 
come for NASCAR's former 
Bad Boy: When rival crew chief 
Chad Knaus baited him after the 
race. Stewan wouldn't bite and 
walked away. 

It set the tone for a peaceful 
season for Stewart. He had very 
few blowups on or off the track, 
and it translated into a career 
year for him. He won five races 
- including one at his beloved 
Indianapolis Motor Speedway­
and led the standings after nine 
of the 10 Chase for the champi­
onship races. 

When it was over, he had 
earned his second title, joining 
Jeff Gordon as the only full­
time active driver with multiple 
championships. 

More important, he had 
earned some respect around the 
garage. Mark Martin caUed 
Stewart his "hero," while Gor­
don noted that Stewart finally 
has adapted to the demands of 
Nextel Cup life. 

"Any time a great driver like 
that (Martin) or great group of 
drivers speak highly of you like 
that. that's probably the greatest 
honor in auto racing that you 
can have," Stewart said. "For 
your peers to have that confi­
dence in you and that respect for 
you. You know, to hear those 
comments from those two guys 
- that's better than any trophy 
I've ever received in my life." 

At the same time Stewart 
was basking in the limelight, 
Busch was nowhere to be found.

What started out as a lost sea­
son for Tony Stewart wound up 
as the best time of his life. 

• Few who saw it will forget a 
grinning Stewart standing in 
Victory Lane last Sunday at 
Home tead-Miami Speedway 
trying co conduct an interview 
while crewmen from his No. 20 
Joe Gibbs Racing Chevrolet 
team poured bottle after bottle 
of soda on his head. 

But it would have been hard 
to convince Stewart that day 
would come when he was mired 
in a streak of bad luck, mechan­
ical problems and bad decisions 
that stalked the 2002 NASCAR 
champion through the first 14 
races of the 2005 season. 

After finishing 29th at 
Pocono in June, Stewart was 
10th in the standings, 380 points 
behind leader Jimmie Johnson. 
To that point. Stewart, who 
started the season with a sev­
enth-place finish in the Daytona 
500. had more finishes of 15th 
or worse (eight) than top lOs 
(six). 

Asked the low point of his 
season, Stewart grimaced and 

• said, "Probably the flrst how 
many races were the low point. 
It really wasn't one particular 
race. lt was just our whole sea­
son, really, from the start, other 
than Daytona." 

Things turned around the 
week after that Pocono disap­
pointment, with Stewart finish­
ing second to Greg Biffle at 

Michigan. Stewart backed that 
up by breaking through for his 
first win of the year the follow­
ing week on the road course at 
Sonoma, Calif., then added a 
win the next week on the big 
oval at Daytona. 

He was off and running 
toward another title. 

Stewart went on to get all 
five of his season victories in a 
span of seven races and closed 
out the year with 19 finishes of 
ninth or better in the fmal 22 
events. 

"How do you beat that?" 
asked Jeff Gordon, a four-time 
series champion and the only 
other active driver with more 
than one Cup title. "It was a 
heck:uva streak and they did it 
because that team had every­
thing together- the right equip­
ment, the right attitude and a 
great driver." 

It's well documented that the 
guy who used to be known as 
Terrible Tony has somehow 
morphed into Terrific Tony 
these days. He jokes with 
reporters, smiles for photogra­
phers and fans, gives tons of 
money and time to charity- par­
ticularly Kyle Petry's Vicmry 
Junction Gang Camp for chron­
ically ill and disabled children -
and seems to be really enjoying 
life. 

That certainly wasn't the 
case in 2002 when he punched 
one photographer and shoved 
another, said rude things to 
media and fans and was seem­
ingly under a black cloud the 
entire season, even as he drove

Busch is no longer his prob­
lem, though. In a dn cr \\ap 
that consumed the garage for 
months, Busch signed 1 deal in 
August to drh.:: for Pcnsl e Rac­
ing in 2007. 

But Busch wanted l)Ut on· 
er. and so did M Mumty, who 
asked to leave f'hip Gnn i 
Racing to drive f01 Rou h a )Cdr 
before his contract expired. The 
ensuing five months were filled 
wtth legal wrangling that wnsn 't 
solved until three v.ceks betore 
the season ended. 

When it was over. McMutTay 
was headed to Roush and Bu ch 
was going to dJivc for Roger 

Pcn:>ke. the one man who may 
be able to seule him down. 

"l think Roger might be the 
first guy who can actually make 
Kurt listen to him," said crew 
chief Jimmy Fennig, who spent 
lhrce seasons as Busch's top 
ucfcndcr. 

There were tons of defensive 
answers this season from Gor­
don and Earnhardt, the sport's 
two most popular dJi.vers. Bot.h 
failed to make the Chase for the 
championship, threatening to 
take the star power out of the 
playoffs. The Chase went on 
\\lthout them, and both drivers 
swapped crew chiefs as soon as 
the final 10-race portion of the 
chcdulc began. 

Gordon adapted well without 
Robbie Loomis and rallied to an 
II th-place finish in the stand­
mg . Earnhardt still has some 
catching up to do, but should be 
back ac; a contender next season 
under Tony Eury Jr.

Study: Owens oro, region could 
suppolt or league aseball

OWENSBORO - Owens­
boro and the surrounding region 
could support a minor league 
baseball franchise, according to 
a study. 

Results indicate there is 
enough interest in an Owens­
boro baseball team to support a 

~franchise, said David Stone, 
senior consultant for the Leib 
Group LLC. 

Stone, who presented his 
findings Monday to city and 
county officials, said there 
appeared to be less support for 
building a downtown indoor 
arena to lure a minor league 
hockey team to the area in west­
em Kentucky. 

"This is a relatively small 
market compared to other mar­
kets." Stone said. Owensboro is 

also "skewed towards an older 
population" compared to other 
sports cities, Stone said. 

An arena would have more 
uses than a baseball stadium, but 
60 percent of 420 residents who 
responded to a survey indicated 
more interest in baseball than 
other sports, and 35 percent said 
they were definitely interested 
in having a baseball team in the 
city, he said. 

Bring Back Baseball, a group 
advocating bringing a Frontier 
League team to the city. bas said 
baseball games would draw an 
average attendance of about 
1,600 per game. 

To reach that attendance 
level, 16.5 percent of the popu­
lation in a 15-mile radius of the 
stadium would have to attend 
some games, Stone said. The 
population within 15 miles of 

downtown Owen bufO ~» 
104,061. 

Stone said financial data 
about a stadium and arena will 
be presented next month. 

County Judge-Exccuti\'c 
Reid Haire said intere't in a 
team doesn't nel·essaril) mean 
interest in taxpayer fundmg for 
a stadium. 

"They'll pay $5 (for nricket). 
bur they might not pav increased 
taxes," be said . 

Zev Buffman, a member of 
the Bring Back Basl!ball group. 
said city and county govcm­
ments would not be a ked to pay 
to construct a baseball tadium. 

"The funding plun does not 
ask government for any taxi! 01 

(for) undenniting , ny loans,'' 
Huffman said. "The cit) and 
county have absolutely no ...

Fan who took ball from 
Favre sentenced to probation

CINCINNATI - The fan 
who ran onto Paul Brown Sta­

Judge David Stockdale sen­
tenced Greg Gall, 31, of 
Cincinnati, to 15 months' pro­
bation and 230 hours of com­
munity service. While on pro­
bation, he is banned from Paul 
Brown Stadium and the Reds' 
Great American Ball Park. He 
also was fined $200. 

Gall interrupted the final 
minute of Cincinnati's 21-14 
victory over the Green Bay on 
Oct. 30 when he took the ball 
from Favre as the Packers were 
trying to tie the game. 

Prosecutors asked far jail time. 
''An example needs to be set 

and a message sent here," assis­
tant Prosecutor Debbie Casey 
told the coun. County Prosecu­
tor Joe Deters wrote to Stock· 
dale urging a jail sentence to 
deter "stupid acts like this." 

Gall's attorney, Scott Ruben­
stein, told the judge that Gall 
has suffered embarrassment and 
that his job is in jeopardy. 

"It's been a humiliating 
experience for him," Ruben­
stein said. 

Stockdale said he didn't 
want to use jail space on Gall, 

but admonished him: "Usually 
these kinds of antics arc the 
province of 18- and 19-year­
olds. You' re 31." 

The judge also suggested that 
Gall might need alcohol coun­
seling during his probation. 

Gall spoke in coun only to 
agree tha£ he understood his 
plea that resulted in a charge of 
resisting arrest being dropped.

Fonn and function 
The Rocky Mountains (also called The Rock· 
ies) were created during a period called the 
Laramide orogeny. This geological period 
occurred about 70 to 50 million years ago. 
At one time the mountains were nearly as 
high as the Himalayas are today. Over time 
the peaks of the Rockies have been whittled 
down and cut into a variety of formations by 
wind, rain and glaciers. 

The Rocky Mountains are the largest moun­
tain chain in North America. They stretch 
about 3,000 miles (4,828 km) in length, 
from the Mexican frontier, through the 
United States, and into Canada and Alaska. 
The range can be up to 350 miles (563 km) 
wide in some spots. Its highest peak is Mt. 
Elbert, located 10 miles (16 km) southwest 
of Leadville, Colo. It stands at 14,433 ft. 
(4,399 m) above sea level. 

The Rocky Mountains form the Continental 
Divide, which separates the rivers that flow 
west into the Pacific Ocean and rivers that 
flow east into the Atlantic Ocean. The Cana­
dian Rockies also separate rivers that flow 
north into the Arctic Ocean from those that 
flow southwest into the Pacific Ocean. 

Wildlife 
Many animals make their home in the 
Rocky Mountains. Coyotes, moose and 
muskrats can be found in the grassy 
valleys and plateaus between mountains. 
Bear, deer, hares, elk, minks, mountain 
lions, porcupines and other small mammals jJ 
live in the higher forests. Rocky Mountain (J 
goats and bighorn sheep live above the 
timberline (where trees are stunted or 
non-existent.) 
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Bighorn sheep 
are about twice 
the size of 
domestic sheep.

The Canadian ROCKies run 
through British Columbia and Alberta. 
The highest peak of the Canadian Rockies 
is Mount Robson at 12,973 ft (3,954 m). 
The Canadian Rockies are renowned for 
their beauty and are home to the Banff 
and Jasper National Parks. The Northern 
Rockies extend from Idaho up to the Cana­
dian border. The highest peak of the North­
ern Rockies is Borah Peak which rises 
12,662 ft. (3,859 m). Glacier Natrona! Park 
can be found here. The Central Rockies 
extend from northwest Colorado and north­
ern Utah up through Montana. The highest 
peak of this range is King Peak in Utah. 
It rises 13,528 ft. (4,123 m). The Southern 
Rockies run from New Mexico through 
Colorado and Wyoming. The highest peaks 
of the Rocky Mountain chain can be found 
here. Wheeler Peak in New Mex1co nses 
13,161 ft. (4,011 m). Colorado has more 
than 50 peaks that rise higher than 14,000 
ft. (4,267 m), including the highest of them 
all, Mount Elbert.

"is" in regards to the tagc of gncving and 
the factors contributing to the need to 
grieve. Because gncving can be so drain­
ing, it contributes significantly to how an 
individual will deal with the expectations 
of "having the holiday spirit." Although 
this topic is certainly nnt one that is desired 
at this time of year, the reality is that at 
least one person and/or family you know is 
bemg affected by th1s being '"the fin holi ­
day season without a loved one.'' Per­
haps. by your being more . n ·itivc to those 
who have had sigmflcant losses during the 
past year. you can give a much-ne.etled gift 
of love, understanding. and upport to 
grieving friends and neighbors. 

The impact of loss amJ grieving was 
personalized for me when my Granny .Jo 
passed away. Even though she had techni­
cally been mv ''ex-mother-in-law." we hall 

a very unusual relationship that was 
extremely different from the typical expec­
tation~ of such circumstances. We were 
sincerely friends that loved and respected 
each other. By no means docs that equal us 
alwa)s seeing eye-to-eye and doing every­
thing exactly the same. We both recog­
nized. talked about, and agreed on the 
goals for our future relationship in the 
beginning, that 1s after her ~on and I 
divorced many years ago. Our JOint inter­
est and locus wa, on what wa~ best for a 6-
ycar old boy. my son anti her grand. on. 
\Vc also agreed that. after all, the divorce 
involved two people and not the whole 
family. It wa~ truly remarkable how the 
bond und attachment were created over 
time, about 38 years, among my "ex-in 
laws" and my.;;eJL They became t mily in 
the tme scnsl' for me. ~ecdless to say, in 

my opinion it was th~ best of both world 
for my son. 

Granny Jo was Ro years old and had n 
very significant medical hi. tory from birth 
so that she had fought many battles and 
won. However, a tumor in her lumbar 
spine was diagnosed and treated almost 
two years ago. As a result. she was unable 
to walk afterwards. Another significant 
problem for her wns that her short-term 
memory seemed to have gone, even though 
she was still her '"bright" .elf othcrv. ise. 
She had been well known for her creativi­
ty and doing for others through the church L.....-~L----'~"'-1.-..J 
and the "helping" organizations to which 
she belonged. Unable to he cared for at 
home, Granny Jo went directly from the 
hospital to the nursing horne. Whenever

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we visited with her great-grand­
son, she would repeatedly men­
tion how she wished rhat he 
would be told about his "family 
roots." An impression was that, 
after about a year in the nursing 
home, she started to display 
indirectly small signs of ·'giving 
up." but she never acknowl­
edged being depressed. Granny 
Jo started slowly deteriorating 
without the physician being 
able to document any possible 
"physical" bases. Although it is 
not always easy to accept, her 
loved ones were able to begin 
grieving her potential passing in 
a sense as she quietly slipped 
away. Of course, that does not 
mean that her loved ones do not 
grieve for themselves the loss of 
her presence. Typical of such 
situations, the reality created 
during the graveside service was 
extremely difficult for those · 
who loved Granny Jo. She was 
a dear friend and confidant that 
will always be missed. 

Even though death of a loved 
one is never easy, a guess is that, 
relatively speaking, having 
some preparation of an impend­
ing death can be "helpful;' if 
used effectively. But, there are 
pros-and·cons for each position 
- know in advance versus quick, 
unexpected, or accidental fatal 
events. The dear friend, who 
went with me to Granny Jo's 
funeral in North Carolina. was 
still grieving the death of her 
husband. She talked about the 
emotional difficulties she was 
having at times and the dread 
she felt of going through the 
"first Christmas without him." 

Eyes 

This friend had been in the 
"knowing in advance" group. 
since her loved one had had ter­
minal cancer and she had cared 
for him for over a year. 

There has also been a client 
recently that placed "some" with­
in the two groups of knowing and 
not knowing regarding a likely 
death. Her 20-something-old son 
was born with a critical birth 
defect and always had significant 
health problems all of his life. 
Even though the known risks of 
the operation had been explained 
to her, her husband, and her son, 
her son was not expected to have 
untreatable surgical complica­
tions. Thus, it was a shock when 
her child did not survive the oper­
ation, and "died on the table." 
Who really knows, but a sense 
was that this mother dealt with 
her child's death "better" because 
she knew as many facts as possi­
ble beforehand. She seemed able 
to accept that no one had been 
able to control all factors and no 
one or thing was to blame. 
Everyone involved had done the 
best they could. 

Several mothers have sought 
services within the past month 
or so, due to intense grieving of 
their child's death that was 
unexpected. The cases have 
similarities in that the children 
were in their 20's and the deaths 
occurred about four to six 
months ago. Another important 
similar aspect of the cases was 
that the mothers were so 
focused on the "reason" why the 
child died, such as: (l) drug 
overdose and "why didn't their 
(the child's) friends do some-

thing to stop it?'' (2) kllled by an 
unknown personfpersons and 
"why can't the crime be solved 
and justice be done?" and (3) 
attempts for mental health ser­
vices were not successful, "why 
didn't someone do what was 
needed?" An impression was 
that the mothers had "managed 
somewhat" until the holiday 
season was really obvious. It 
also seemed that lhey just could 
not tolerate the coming together 
of the pain of their loss and the 
so-called need for a holiday 
spirit. These mothers are 
"caught" in some of the signifi~ 
cantly, emotionally painful 
stages of grief at the same time 
- shock, anger, guilt, and preoc­
cupation with the details of what 
happened. 

Besides the typical depres­
sive symptoms, these mothers 
have other likely symptoms of 
intense grief, such as wanting to 
"run away," not wanting to 
socialize, and not wanting to do 
that which is expected. They 
signify the importance of using 
all resources - family, neigh­
bors, and professional services. 
Loved ones might need to 
accept and tolerate the mothers' 
need to not have "Christmas as 
usual," perhaps going away for 
the weekend and having dinner 
in a very different place. 
Although doing differently does 
not "cure it all," it is ruce to 
have relief as much as possible 
for a short period. Being able to 
do for the other person as need­
ed is a sign of love and caring. 
Enjoy your holidays in the best 
way possible.

in most cases self-limiting. The trig­
gering mechanism can be one of sever­
al causes. Vomiting can be a response 
to nerve signals coming from the 
mouth, stomach or intestines. Also, it 
can be triggered from the bloodstream 
in response to medicines or infections. 
Other times, the signal can come from 
the balancing system in the ear, as is 
the case with motion sickness. Finally, 
the signals can start in the brain itself as 
a result of unsettling sights, 

There are times when a child is 
vomiting. however, that you should get 
medical help. If the vomiting is force­
ful and frequent, you should contact 
your physician for advice and possible 
medication to slow down it down. 
Excessive vomiting can lead to dehy­
dration, especially in very young chil­
dren, or children who have an underly­
ing medical condition. 

So as you can see, figuring out the 
cause of the vomiting is the place to 
start. If it i determined that this is 
probably a viral infection. then your 
physicirul may want to prescribe med­
ication to stop the nausea. It's also a 
good idea to hrnit fluid intake to only 
sm<~ll ips of 

clear liquid until the vomiting has 
subsided. Then gradually reintroduce 
solid foods and full liquids over a day 
or two.
