McDOWELL - More than 50 regis­
tered nurses at McDowell ARH hospital 
are planning to strike this month because 
of a contract change. 

They are planning to join the picket 
lines on Dec. 12 with hundreds of full­
time registered nurses working in nine 

Appalachian Regional Healthcarc hospi­
tals in West VIrginia and Kentucky. 

The Kentucky and West Virginia 
Nurses Associations issued notices of 
their .intent to slrike on Nov. 29, ll days 
after ARH announced an "early 
December" schedule change for its fuU­
time registered nurses. 

In 2001, ARH and the associations 
signed a modified schedule agreement 

allowing nurses to be paid for a forty­
hour work week. when in actuality, they 
worked three 12-hour shifrs. or 36 hours 
per week (without overtime pay for nu~­
es working more than eight hours a day). 
They reaf.ftrmed the contract in October 
2004. 

tive time provided by the modified sched­
ule drains tJnanciaJ resources that could 
be utilized to provide system improve­
ments in patient care." 

ARH says the change came about after 
they analyzed staffing needs and found 
that ••a substantial amount of nonproduc-

Greathouse is rejuvenated and 
eager to get back to work help­
ing Eastern Kentucky children 
who suffer from chronic or crit­
ical illnesses. ''Thankfully, we 
still have our valuable support­
ers and I think we're all looking 
forward to working together 
again," he said. 

The Dream Factory of 
Eastern Kentucky reaches out 
across 17 couuties to help make 
the dreams of sick children 
come true. In the past five years. 
since Greathouse first became 
president of the local chapter, 
more than a dozen children have 

had their lives enriched through 
the fulfillment of their dreams. 
Dreams ranging from the sim­
plest wishes, such as in-home 
computer systems, to some lhat 
are Jargcr, such as family vaca­
tion trips to Disneyworld and 
shopping sprees, are just a few 
examples .oJ the dreams that 
Greathouse and his board of 
directors have overseen. 

"N othlng is too big, or too 
small, if it's what a child 
wants.'' he said. «Of course, we 
do have limitations. but f've yet 
to see a disappoimed child ... 
and that's what feels good. 
That's wbat keeps us all going, 

seeing the smiles on these chil­
dren's faces.'' 

Currently. Grealhouse and 
his board of diJ·ectors are busily 
engaged in organizing, for the 
fifth year, the local chapter's 
annual Christmas party. Each 
child, as well as their family, 
that has been granted a dream 
under Greathouse's administra­
tion. is invited back each year to 
celebrate, renew friendships, 
and meet new friends. "Il's real­
ly great, and we look forward to 
it all year long," he srud.

REDFOX - ln the 1960s, 
Pally Amburgey's mother and 
aunt blocked coal trucks by 
lighting 11res on a road in hopes 
of protecting their land from 
what they viewed as a threat. 
NO\\. Amburgey is fighting 
what some. sec as a new threat 

-drilling for natural gas. 
A West V'trginia company's 

plan to put in a gas well and a 
new road leading to it would 
scar a ridgetop on her family's 
land in Knou County. 

"They are taking away my 
birthright," she told The 
Courier-Journal of Louisville 
for a story published Sunday. ''I 

want to protect the land." 
Amid a gas and oil drilling 

boom, Amburgey's situation 
illustrates the growing conflict 
between those who own the land 
and those who own the rights to 
mmc for what's underneath it. 

Thl.' state Division of Oil and 
Gal' estimates it will is uc as 
many as 1.700 drilling pennits 
this )car- more than 400 more 

Kentucky. And Pikeville auor­
ney Gary C. Johnson. a former 
state senator, said animosity 
between oil and gas companies 
and landowners hao; built up 
over the years. 

''Some (oil and gas) compa~ 
nics come in and tear up a gar­
den to put in a gas well. and lay 
pipeline. because they have the 
legal right to do so," he said. 

In Pike County. which has 
the largest number of oil and gas 
wells in Kentucky, conflicts 
between residents and the indus­
try over energy development 
surface occasionally. said 
Judge-Executive William 
Deskins.

It's the most activity in 
Kentucky in 20 years - and 
while it's profitable for the state. 
critics complain there's not 
enough oversight to ensure that 
the land is protected or people 
kept safe. 

Companies that own or lease 
mineral rights arc entitled to 
access them under state law. 
even if someone dse owns the 
land. But lhey are required to 
submit operation and reclama­
tion plans and seek landowner 
approval of those plans. 

But while some companies 
"run roughshod," others arc 
cooperative and "do the hest 
they can" to protect the land. 
Deskins said. 

And not everyone objects to 
the drilling. For example. Faye 
Fields, who lives in Letcher 
County, said she and her hus­
band. Ed, arc happy with the 
well that was drilled recently on 
their property. They own both 
the land and the mineral rights 
and have a contract with a 
driller under which they expect 
to get regular payments, based 
on what's extracted. 

"Gas and oil is not a big 
(environmental ) footprint by 
itseu·," said Hugh Archer. a for­
mer state natuml resoun:cs com­
missioner who no\\ i.; working 
to protect the ecologically semi 
tive Pine Mountain area of east­
em Kentucky. "h · · just those

Archer is conct:mcd that the 
U.S. Environmental Protection 
Agency, and Congress in an 
energy bill passed m July, 
exempted the oil nnd gas indus­
try from some of the Clean 
Water Act's Monn water and 
erosion control rule for drilling 
pads and road totaling less than 
five acres.

Some say state and federal 
regulations are too lax to ade­
quately address the environmen­
tal destruction caused by well 
drilling and construction of 
roads to the wells, including the 
pollution of waterways from 
erosion and contamination of 
water wells. 

There are fears that the grow­
ing web of gas and oil lines. 
with their potential to leak, 
catch fire or explode, could 
threaten the safety of people 
nearby. 

When conflicts involving 
damages arise between 
landowners and the companias 
that own rights to tap the gas or 
oil underground. some say the 
compensation offered by the 
industry is usually inadequate. 

"All of us had to sit back and 
watch the coal companies 
destroy our land,·· said Hager 
Trent, who has owned Trent's 
Grocery outc;ide Whitesburg in 
Letcher County for 35 years. 
"Now we got the gas compa­
nies." 

But more wells means more 
tax revenue for Kentucky. 
Revenue from the severance tax 
this year is on pace to be the 
highest in more than a decade 
- an anticipated $27 million 
from natural gas extractions and 
$5 million from oil. The growth 
in Kentucky also comes at a 
time when demand, especially 
for na!ural gas, is outpacing 
supply, industry officials said. 

"If we are not out there. 
drilling these ga wells ... we are 
not going to keep up with sup­
ply and demand," said John 
Gabbard, executive director of 
the Kentucky Oil and Gas 
Association. "People have to 
understand why we are doing 
this." 

Amburgey's family, which 
has never owned mineral rights 
beneath its land, was offered 
$4,800 by Equitable Production 
Co. of Charleston, W.Va .. to be 
divided among 17 heirs. to 
cover potential damage caused 
by a well that could operate for 
decades. Amburgey tenned the 
offer an insult. 

Dave Spigelmyer. a 
spokesman for Equitable's par­
ent company in Pittsburgh, said 
he was not familiar with its 
Amburgey proposal, but said his 
company seeks to resolve any 
issues before drilling. 

"These folks are going to be 
our neighbors for a long time, 
and we realize that," he said.

The Republic, Columbus, Ind., on debate over troops in Iraq: 
Rep. John Murtha, D-Pa., started a firestorm with his call for with­

drawal of U.S. forces from Iraq. 
While it is proper to challenge the premise of Murtha's proposal it 

does a greater disservice to the troops who have stood in harm's way to 
label him and others as cowards. 

Vice President Dick Cheney has come close to the edge in his criti­
cism of those who are calling for a pullout, suggesting that they are 
betraying the u·oops. 

The important point all Americans need to recognize is that we must 
have Lhis debate. We should have had this debate before we plunged so 
far into this war, instead of rubber-stamping a popular president's action 
out of a fear that to raise questions would cost votes. 

It is a debate Lhat should have taken place during Vietnam, during the 
Korean conflict and., yes. even after Pearl Harbor. 

To raise questions about going to war is not a betrayal of those we 
end to tight that war. [t actually makes their sacrifices meaningful 

bccause it is the highest form of a free government. 

Times Union, Alban)\ N.Y.. on national student loan programs: 
While Congress has been battling over how much to cut student loan 

programs, another aspect of this debate has been largely overlooked -
namely. the move to prevent students and fonner students from refinanc­
ing their loans whenever interest rates decline. That's unduly punitive. 
The magnitude of the proposed cuts tn student loan program<> - $14.3 
billion in the House, $8.8 billion in the Senate - is unjustified as well. 
The cuts arc being touted as necessary to rein in government spending 
and keep the budget deficits under control. ... 

The student loan programs would take a huge hit. They now amount 
to $37 billion. Supporters of the cuts defend them largely on the grounds 
that much of the money represents unJUStified subsid!cs to lenders. but 
even so, iL means less cash for students who need to finance their educa­
tion .... 

But when il comes to a double whammy, students and former students 
who are paying off their loans are in a special class. The House is said to 
favor making pennanent a provision in current law that prohibits bor­
rower from renegotiating interest rates more than once in the lifeLimc of 
a loan. That concrasts with the flurry of refinancing whenever mortgage 

. interest rates dec line. 
Back when Sallie Mae, a major education finance company, was a 

quasi-public agency. this provision made senst. But Sallie Mae is now in 
the private marketplace and, b_y some e Limates, is enjoying profits of 
some I billion a year. At the sam~ time, the government shields lenders 
from bad student loans by denying borrowers Lbe right to write them off 
by declaring bankruptcy .... 

At some point. though- sooner rather than later- Sa!Jie Mac must 
be required to play by the rules of the private marketplace. 

Orlando (Fla.) Sentinel, onfallmg gas prices: 
Who would have thought gasoline at $2.21 a gallon would seem so 

welcome? That price, the average for regular in Orlando last week, was 
50 cents lower than the cost just a month ago. 

Gas prices, while still higher than a year ago. have fallen as Gulf 
Coast oil facilities damaged by hurricanes have come back on line and 
driving demand has eased. But Congress and President Bush would be 
foolish to let the drop deter them from aggressively pursuing an energy 
policy that reduces America's oil dependence. 

The recent decline in gas prices doesn't signal an end to this country's 
energy problems. In the short term, many analysts believe gas prices will 
begin climbing again wilh the start of the 2006 vacation season. Over Lhe 
long tenn, the growing demand for oil from China and lndia will contin­
ue to keep upward pressure on world energy prices. Meanwhile, home­
owners who depend on heating oil and narural gas are still facing costs 
that have jumped at least 30 percent from last winter. 

Last month. U.S. Energy Secretary Samuel Bodman asked an adviso­
ry board to investigate whether world oil production can keep up with 
demand. Some energy analysts fear the world is at or ncar its peak in oil 
production. If so, tight supplies could drive already high prices much 
higher in the future. Americans might some day be nostalgic for ga~ at 
$3 a gallon. 

Responding to high energy prices, Gov. Jeb Bush called this month 
for a state policy that promotes conservation and alternative fuels. That's 
a tine example for his brother and Congress to emulate.

LEXINGTON - Kentucky 
football coach Rich Brooks 
spoke all season about how he 
sees the proverbial tight at the 
end of the tunnel. 

The offensive lineup the 
Wildcats (3-8, 2-6 Southeastern 
C'Qnfcrence) had on the field tn 
the closing stages of a season­
ending 27-8 loss to Tennessee 
was an indication not only of 
why he feels that way but also 
of .how far Kentucky must go to 
be competitive with tradition!ll 
SEC powers like the Volunteers. 

A true freshman, Cwtis Pul­
ley, played quarterback most of 

. the way against Tennessee, tak­
ing snaps behind a line that 
included three other true fresh­
men. Kentucky's top skill-posi­
tion players - tailback Rafael 
Little, receiver Keenan Burton 
and tight end Jacob Tamme -
are sophomores, as is its starting 
quarterback, Andre Woodson. 

Defensively, the Wildcats' 
best players included sopho­
more linebacker Wesley Wood­
yard (the team's leading tackler 
with I 00) and freshmen line-

backers Braxton Kelley and Ben 
McGrath. 

''We have a lot of young guys 
who have gotten a lot of reps," 
Brooks said. ''They haven't 
u~ways been productive reps this 
year, but it will prepare them for 
what's ahead. That 's our future, 
the young guys returning and 
the people joining on because 
they seem to have some life we 
can move forward with." 

Brooks, who is 9-25 in three 
seasons at Kentucky, said lhe 
Wtldcats need to "go into the 
otfseason and get srrongcr and 
get healthy. We have a lot of 
guys who will have surgery this 
week after the season. We just 
have a lot of healing and lifting 
and conditioning to get ready." 

Since the start of preseason 
practice, 29 Kentucky players 
either have undergone surgery 
or have surgery scheduled. 

The sheer number of injuries 
forced coaches to rush young, 
inexperienced players into the 
lineup. The results were pre­
dictable. 

"We were so close to having 
a great year," said senior Draak. 
Davis, who shuttled from tail­
back, to wide receiver, and back 

to tailback by season's end. " [ 
think we proved that we can 
compete wilh anyhody. There 
were always a few little plays 
that prevented us from winning 
games. We were always looking 
for that last thing to take us to 
the next level.'' 

Kentucky's season began 
with promise, but the momen­
tum didn ' t last long. A 38- 14 
loss at Indiana - a team Ken­
tucky had beaten nine of Lhe 
previous 10 seasons - stafled a 
four-game losing streak and 
reignited discussion of Brooks' 
future as coach. 

Kentucky snapped the losing 
streak with a 13-7 win over Mis­
sissippi State on Oct. 29 and on 
Nov. 8, Athletics Director Milch 
Barnhart announced that Brooks 
would be retained for a fourt.h 
season. The Wildcats responded 
with their best performance of 
the season, taking a 48-17 lead 
at Vanderbilt and holding off a 
late rally by the Commodores to 
win 48-43. 

But the offense slowed to a 
sputter in season-ending losses 
to then-No. 14 Georgia (45-13) 
and Tennessee.

yards rushing - only the seventh 
1ime a Kentucky back has 
rushed for more than 1,000 
yards in a season. His 1,982 all­
purpose yards broke the school 
record or 1,922. set In 2002 by 
Derek Ahney. Little likely will 
tinish atop the SEC and in the 
top 10 nattonally in that catego­
ry. 

Woodson and Pulley figure 
to have o spirited contest for the 
stru-ting quarterback's job during 
spring practice. The offensive 
line should return intact, assum­
ing the NCAA grants senior 
center Matt McCutchan a sixth 
season of eligibility, but the 
competition for starting jobs 
will be fierce. Brooks said. 

Kentucky will need to 
replace key performers at 
receiver and in t.he secondary -
including cornerback Antoine 
Huffman, who set a school 
career record with 27 pass 
breakups - and must find a new 
kicker for the departed Taylor 
Begley, who finished second on 
the chool's career list with 36 
field goals. 

"We hope that the fans con­
tinue to support us, and we're 
going to continue to work hard;·

LOUISVILLE - Louisville 
quarterback Brian Brahm lay on 
a table in the training room at the 
Howard Schnellenberger Foot­
ball Building on Tuesday after­
noon, his tom right knee elevat­
ed and covered by a blankel. 

Thankfully for the 16th­
ranked Cardinals, Brahm was 
alone. 

Junior running back Michael 
Bush. who'd spent parts of the last 
three weeks in the same training 
room recovering from a sprained 
foot, returned to practice and will 

' probably play in Saturday's sea­
son finale at Connecticut. 

"I'm a little rusty," said 
Bush, who dressed out for prac­
tice for the ft.rSt time since injur­
in,g the foot in Louisville's 42-
20 win over Pittsburgh on Nov. 
3. "Today I was only going to go 
for a short period of time, but T 
told them to let me go and sec 
how good I feel. Everything is 
feeling smooth. I might not be 
able to move like I want to, but 
~verything is still fine." 

Bush leads the Big East in 

total offense (146.6 yards per 
game), and his 20 touchdowns 
rank second in the country behind 
Wisconsin's Brian Calhoun. 

Considering freshman quarter­
back Hunter Cantwell will make 
the first start of his collegiate career 
against the Huslcies, Bush's return 
couldn't come at a better time. 

"I heard a couple of (players) 
say, 'He's back,"' head coach 
Bobby Petrino said. ·•J couldn' t 
tell if they were talking about 
poltergeists or Michael Bush.'' 

The way Bush ran during 
practice, the players might have 
seen a little bit of both. Though 
Bush said he felt a little slow, 
Petrino saw flashes of the back 
who scored two-or-more touch­
downs in each of the eight 
games he's played in this season. 

"He looked good to me," 
Petrino said. "He was cutting on 
it and moving pretty well." 

When Brahm's season ended 
after suffering a tom anterior 
cruciate ligament in his right 
knee in the third quarter of 
Louis ville's 41-1 7 win over 
Syracuse last Saturday. Bush 
knew he couldn't wait any 
longer to return. 

.. (There was) a little bit of 
pressure (to come back), but at 
the same time l didn't want to 
come hack ami hurt myself 
(again)," Bush sajd, "1 know 
with Brahm out and if 1 was out, 
the offense might be struggling 
a little biL ... We may be a little 
slack. but we'U be OK." 

Bush originally came to 
Louisville to be a quarterback 
before moving to running back at 
the end of his freshman year. But 
there's little chance of him 
returning to the position that he 
srarrcd at during his days at MaJe 
High in Louisville, where he was 
named Kentucky's Mr. Football 
following his senior season. 

But Bush hinted he ' d be 
open to the idea if things get 
rough either against lJConn or 
in the Gator Bowl in Jack­
sonville. Fla., on Jan. 2 against 
an opponent from the Atlantic 
Coast Confen.:nce. 

"1 ain' t even bringing it up," 
Bush said. "1 let TV. radio bring 
all that up.lf (Petrino) is listening, 
that's good, but olhcr than that, 
I'm not going to say nothing.''

KNOXVILLE, Tenn. -Ten­
llessee head coach Phillip Ful­
rfn.:r announced Monday that 
David Cutcliffe has rejoined 
the staff ac; assistant head coach 
and offensive coordinator. 

Cutcliffe. 51. was a member 
of UT's staff for 17 years, 
mcluding six years as offensive 
coordinator, before leaving 
after the 1998 season to 
become head t:oach al Missis­
sippi. 

Cutcliffe compiled a 44-29 
won-lost record with the Rebels 
from 1999-2004 and coached 
Ole Miss to four bowl victories 
against only one loss. He was 
t.he only Rebels coach in histo­
ry to win at least seven games 
m each of his first five seasons 
Wore being named assistant 
bead coach (offense)/quarter­
backs coach at Notre Dame in 
January. 

Cuteliffe reluctantly 
resigned that position with the 
.fighting Irish in June after 
undergoing triple bypass heart 
surgery in March. 

Under Cutcliffe's tutelage as 
offensive coordinator from 
I 993-98, Tennessee twice led 
the Southeastern Conference in 
total offense and three times 
was the league's rushing leader. 
The Vols finished no worse 
'1il.at1 fifth in st:uril1g offeu:.e, 
including leading the SEC in 
1993 and placing second 

nationally wilh an average of 
42.8 points per game. 

The Vols were 63-11 during 
that span with three SEC East­
em Division crowns, two 
league championships and the 
1998 national tiUe. CutcJiffe 
reeei ved the Frank Broyles 
Award in 1998 as the nation's 
top assistant coach and was a 
finalist for the honor in 1997. 

Coaching awards continued 
Cutcliffe's way during his Ole 
Miss tcnw·e. He was selected 
SEC Coach of the Year in 2003 
by his fellow league coaches 
and shared t.he Associated Press 
honor while leading the Rebels 
to a share of the SEC Western 
Division crown. 

Cutcliffe attended the Uni­
versity of Alabama and 
received his bachelor's degree 
in health, physical education 
and recreation in 1976. 

He returned to his alma 
mater, Banks (Ala.) High 
School, as an assistant coach 
for four years before being 
named head coach in 1980. His 
teams reached the Alabama 
state playoffs three times as an 
assistant and in both his sea· 
sons as a head coach. 

Cutcliffe 's workload at Ten­
nessee, his ftrst collegiate 
coaching position, documented 
the trust placed in him by Ful­
mer. Cutcliffc served a~ as~is­
uwt head Cual:h, offenSIVe CvOJ ­

dinator and quarterbacks coach, 
filling all three positions capa· 

bly and enthusiastically. 
ln the latter position of quar­

terbacks coach, Cutcliffe super· 
vised the development of fumre 
NFL first-round draft picks 
Heath Shuler and Peyton Man­
ning as they rewrote the Ten­
nessee records hook. Before 
them, Cutcliffc menlored Andy 
Kelly. who has gone on to a 
long and notewmthy career in 
arena football. 

Cutcliffe has coached eight 
players who became frrst-round 
NFL draft picks, including Ole 
Miss quarterback Eli Manning 
and running back Deuce McAl­
lister. The Manning brothers 
both were overall No. I draft 
picks.

Originally published in 
1904, "The Blue Grass Cook 
Book" gives credit where cred~ 
it is due by outlining the ways 
in which African-American 
cooks have formed the shape of 
Southern cuisine. I 00 years 
ago, when the book was first 
introduced, black cooks were 
seldom credited, or even men­
tioned, by Southern cookbook 
authors. "JYpically, the person 
credited with a recipe was the 

''The Blue Grass Cook Book" 
contains the work of notable 
photographer A. L. Coburn, 
whose portraits capture both the 
dignity and the drudgery of the 
lives of his subjects. 

A century later, many of the 
recipes in "The Blue Grass 
Cook Book" serve as interest­
ing historical landmarks ("How 
to Dress a Terrapin,'' for exam­
ple), buc many others can still 
be prepared using ingredients 
and methods commonly at 
hand, including "Henry Clay's 
Favorite Dish," stewed rump 
roast with carrots and beef 
gravy. 

Toni Tipton-Martin, past 
president of the Southern Food­
ways Alliance, is the coauthor 
of "A Taste of Heritage: New 
African American Cuisine." 

"She put red and green rib­
bons on the assortment of dolls 
she had collected as her family 
traveled the world and placed 
them around the house, each 
with a tag bearing a grand­
child's name. She pulled out 
the boxes of decoratiom that 
had not been opened for four 
years and covered the tree with 
the fragile ornaments from 
Switzerland, Italy, Korea and 
all the countries they had lived 
in or visited.
