The Kentucky Fire Corrunission is seeking more money 
from lhc 2006 General Assembly for more training, and it has 
a rather alarming tatistic to support the need for more train­
ing of both volunteer and paid firefighters: In 2005, Kentucky 
ranked fifth in the nation with six firefighter deaths. 

The fire commission is asking the General Assembly for a 
tolal of $3 million for health, driver training and safety pro­
grams that could prevent deaths, said Ronnie Day, executive 
director of the Kentucky Fire Conunission. 

The funds would go toward helping train firefighters in 
the tate's 768 volunteer departments, often the primary 
. ource of fire protection in rural areas. 

In ca e one think 2005 was an aberration, it actually was 
an improvement over 2004, when Kentucky ranked second 
in the nation with seven volunteer firefighters and one paid 
ri rcfighter dying in the line of duty. Sihce 1994, 24 volun­
teer and 7 paid firefighters have died in Kentucky. 

The recent fatalities have primarily involved volunteer 
firefighter . which make up two-thirds of Kentucky's frre 
departments. The deaths fall into three categories: Traffic 
accidents on the way to emergency scenes, on-duty heart 
attacks and . trokes and injuries sustained while fighting 
fire or using equjpment. 

Heart attacks were listed as the cause of five of the eight on­
duty firefighter deaths in Kentucky in 2004 and three of the 
2005 de ths. The deaths occurred soon after the men responded 
to emergency or ftre calls. They were attributed to stress and 
overexertion, according to U.S. Fire Administration documents. 

Day said the problem is occurring nationwide because a 
lot of volunteer fire departments are staffed by people older 
than 35 who might not be in the best shape and most depart­
ments do not have physical fitness requirements. 

JOSH. the federal investigating agency, has suggested 
providing screenings and annual medical evaluations to all 
fir fighter. along with other medical tests. The state frre 
commi. sion agree. with the federal recommendations. 

The commi · ron is asking for $1 million to pay for physi­
<:al for each tirefighter. Many volunteer departments don't 
realize th t the National Fire Protection Association requires 
annual ph) sica Is for all firefighters, and requires all new 
firefighter. to pas a physical before joining, Day said. 

Mike Kurtsinger, a division director at the Kentucky Fire 
Commis. ion. aid the commi sion will ask the legislature to 
pe 1 1 $ J million on simulators to help teach driving safety 

for firefighter . 
It's a move aimed at curbing the number of traffic fatali-

ti mong volunteers, Kurtsinger said. At least seven 
Kentucky volunteer firefighters have died since 1994 in on­
duty traffic accidents in which they were not wearing seat 
helt.,, ccording to reports from NIOSH. 

Y, lunteer firefighters already undergo training in 
Ken tuck) that is comparable to what full-time, paid fire­
fighter~ receive. for the most part, the volunteer frrefighters 
know what they are doing, but if they are not in good physi­
cal conditimr or drive recklessly when responding to a blaze, 
all that training is for naught. 

With all Lhc other pressing financial needs facing the 
General Assembly, finding $3 million for the fire commis­
SIOn may not be easy, but the evidence shows the additional 
money is needed.

escort agency, or sexual encounter center. 

20. "Regularly Features• or "Regularly Shown" means a consistent or substantial course of conduct 
such that the 'llms or performances exhibited constitute a substantial portion of the films or performances 
offered as a part of the ongoing business of the sexually oriented business. 

SECTION Ill. CLASSIFICATION 
Sexually Onented Businesses are classified as follows:

(d) Adult motels; 
(e) Adult motion p cture theaters; 
(f) Adult stage theaters: 
(g) Escort agencies; and 
(h) Sexual encounter centers. 

SECTION IV. GENERAL RESTRICTIONS, REQUIREMENTS, AND CONDITIONS FOR SEXUALLY 
ORIENTED USINESSES 

A I sexually onentod businesses classified under Section Ill of this ordinance shall comply with the 
tollowmg requrrements. 

(a) Except as otherwise provided by laws, which may be more restrictive, no owner or operator of an 
establishment shall knowingly permit a person under eighteen (18) years of age to be employed by o 
enter the establishment. 

(b) An estebl shment must have an employee on duty at all times the business Is open and must be 
pos honed at a stat1on In the premises located in such a manner that the entrance can be monitored at 
all times Any person who reasonably appears to be under the age of eighteen (18) shall be requested 
to var fy his/her age All persons under the age of eighteen (18) discovered In the establishment shall be 
immediately e corted from the premises. 

(c) No establishment. except tor an adult motel, shall remain open at any time between the hours of 
one o'clock (1·00) a fTI. and six o'clock. (6:00) a.m. 

SECTION V. REGULATIONS PERTAINING TO EXHIBITION OF SEXUALLY EXPLICIT FILMS, 
VIDEOS, OR LIVE ENTERTAINMENT IN VIEWING ROOMS. 

(a) A persor who operates or causes to be operated a sexually oriented business, other than an adult 
mo el, 'll"uch exhibits on the premises in a viewing room of less then one hundred fifty {150) square feet 
of floor space, a t1lm, VIdeocassette, live entertainment, or other video reproduction which depicts "spec­
ifrad sexual actiVIties• or "specified anatomical areas." shall comply with the following requirements: 

1 Ary wall or partJtton, wh1ch Is situated so as to create a viewing area In which any amusemen 
dev ce or v1ewing screen 1s located shall be constructed of not less than one hour fire-restriction mater­
Ial and <>hall contain no hole or other perforation . 

.2 Th ntenor of the premises shall be configured in such a manner that there shall be an unob­
str 1t d view' from a manager's or cashier's station of every area of the premises to which any patron Is 
perm1tted access for any purpose, excluding restrooms. The view required in this sect1on must be by 
d1ret;t n of s ght from the manager or cashier's station. 

3. No viewing room or booth shall be obstructed by any doors, curtains, partitions, walls, merchan­
di e display rack • or other materials. No patron shall be permitted access to any area of the premises 
whrcn h<l been des1gnated as an area to which patrons are not permitted. 

4. No v1ewing oom or booth shall be occupied by more than one person anytime. No owner, opera­
tor, or empluyee shall knowingly permit any viewing room or booth to be occupied by more than one per­
son anyt1me 

5 No res oom shall contain any video reproduction devices or equipment. 
6 Tt1e pr mises shall be equipped with overhead lighting fixtures of sufficient intensity to illuminate 

every pla"e to which patrons are permitted access at an lllumlnat1on of not less ten (10) foot candles as 
measured at floor level 

7 It shall b the duty of the owner, operator, or employee to ensure that the illumination described 
above rs maintained at all 11mes any patron or customer is present in the premises. 

8 No owner operator or employee shall allow openings of any kind to exist between viewing rooms 
or booths. 

9 No pe son shall make or attempt to make an opening of any kind to exist between viewing rooms 
or booths 

10. The owner and/or employees shall, during each business day, cause the walls between the view­
rng booths to be regularly inspected to determine if any openings or holes exist. 

11 . All floor covenngs in viewing rooms or booths shall be nonporous, easily cleanable surfaces, with 
no rugs or carpeting 

SECTION VI. INSPECTION 
At anyt1me occupied or open for business, all sexually oriented businesses shall permit representa­

trves of the Countv, including representatives of the Sheriffs Department, Fire Department, Health 
Departmen• or otf-Jer County departments or agencies, to inspect the premises of a sexually oriented 
bus ness for the purpose of ensuring compliance with the law, 

SEC riON VII.. REGULATIONS PERTAINING TO LIVE PERFORMANCES. 
a) All I've performances in any sexually oriented business shall be on a designated performance area 

cons1stmg of a stage or platform at least eighteen (18) inches above the Immediate floor level and 
removed at least s1x (6) feet from any area in which any patrons are permitted. 

(IJ) No person shall appear nude or in a state of nudity while engaged In any live performance on the 
prem ses of any sexually oriented business. 

(c) No person shall appear semi-nude or in a semi-nude condition while engaged in any live perfor­
mance on he prem1ses of any sexually oriented business except on the stage or platform described in 
sect1on VII (a) above 

(d) No entenamer or employee shall be permitted to have any physical contact with any patron dur­
ing any perrormanca 

e) No entertaher or employee shall be visible from any public place outside the premises during an 
perfonnance. 

SECTION VIII. RECORD KEEPING REQUIREMENTS. 
t:ac:J se:xually oriented business shall maintain and retain for a period of two (2) years beyond the las 

dat of employme.,t the date of birth, last known address, date of termination, and Social Security num· 
be• of al persons employed by the sexually oriented business. 

SECTION IX. SEVERABILITY. 
If any section, subsection, or clause of this ordinance shall be deemed unconstitutional or otherwise 

invalid, the validity of the remaining sections, subsections, and clauses shall not be affected. 

SECTION X. PENALTIES. 
Any person who v1olates any provision of this ordinance shall be guilty of a misdemeanor and subject 

to a fme of not less than one hundred dollars ($100.00) nor more than five hundred dollars ($500 00) 0 
be impnsoned 111 the county jail for not more than twelve (12) months, or both. ·

The first is "Get Competitive 
Kentucky." a cries of teps to 
make us more competitive 
globally and with our southern 
neighbors. 

And basic to getting compet­
itive is improving education. 

To improve education we 
must keep and attract quality 
educators. 

An important factor toward 
that goal is increasing teacher 
compensation. 

This e ion, I will propose a 
plan for raising teachers' 
salaries this biennium, moving 
us toward the average of our 
surrounding states without raid­
ing our rainy day fund. 

There has been talk of 
spending this reserve money. 
This fund should remain at least 
at its current level, as it is vital 
to our credit rating. 

I will propose an enhanced 
professional compensation plan 
that pays teachers more who 
receive professional develop­
ment that is directly related to 
their classroom work and who 
take voluntary action to teach 
subjects where there is a need 
or to teach at a low-performing 
school. 

We will increase the rigor of 
our high school curriculum and 
graduation requirements so that 
graduates are ready to meet the 
demands of postsecondary edu­
cation and the 21st century 
workplace. 

We will work with our col­
leges of education and art and 
sciences across the state to 
ensure that teachers are trained 
to teach a curriculum that leads 
to success so that our graduates 
have both the depth of content 
knowledge and pedagogical 
skills. 

The quality of a teacher is 
the most important facwr in the 
classroom to en ure a ·tudent's 
success and tonight I am proud 
to introduce a teacher who 
inspires and challenge hi stu­
dents. 

Jeffrey Wright is the 2006 
Kentucky Teacher of the Year. 
Coming from a family of edu­
cators, Jeff is passionate about 
what he refer to as a calling, 
ensuring that every student 
learns the principles of physics. 
He exemplifies the type of 
teacher we want to reward. 

Jeff, thank you for an out­
standing job. 

We will increase funding for 
preschool. Much of a child's 
future success depends on those 
first years. An investment here 
will give students, who may be 
at risk of falling behind, 
renewed hope. 

"Kentucky was once a leader 
in educational technology but 
we have fallen behind. We must 
catch up to prepare our students 
for an increasingly technologi­
cal world. 

I will recommend major new 
investments in technology to 
ensure we can track in real time 
student performance, available 
on the web, and identify a stu­
dent that needs imervention 
before it's too late. 

I will also recommend ultra­
high speed broadband technolo­
gy to increase our capacity to 
get instruction into the class­
room that would never have 
been possible before. 

Educational achievement 
and Kentucky's economic 
future go hand in hand. 

One of the fa test growing 
sector in the U.S. economy 
relates to knowledge-based jobs 
that have their basi in research. 

HB 1 established our goals 
of post-secondary education. 
They are lofty and worthy. 

I laud the Universiry of 
Kentucky for developing a 
business plan to be a top 20 
research institution by 2020. 

The University of Louisville 
bas made great gain in health 
care and other technologies 
toward becoming a top re earch 
in titution as well. 

Our regional univer ities are 
ever improving, increasing 
enrollment and providing a bet­
ter education and working in 
their area of special expertise 
to provide Kentucky with the 
skills we need. 

And let me also commend 
our community technical col­
lege and vocational schools 
that are preparing a killed 
work force for good paying 
jobs. In fact in manufacturing 

work force training we are now 
ranked third in the nation. 

But we must work to 
improve college graduation 
rates to reach our goals of 
improving the educational level 
of Kentuckians and bolstering 
the economy. 

Our Counc1l on 
Post ccondary Education and 
President Layzell have stepped 
up to assume the responsibili­
tie of HB I, including funding 
to accomplish the established 
goals and overseeing tuition 
rates. 

Funding at the level request­
ed to reach tho e goals will be 
challenging and we must con­
tinue to work to provide the 
support our institution need to 
ucceed. 

Last year we embarked upon 
one of the large t capital build­
ing plans in the history of the 
commonwealth. And we will 
make significant capital inve t­
ments in our universities and 
technical schools this year. as 
well. 

We can expand that effort 
and get more value for the tax­
payers' dollar by repealing a 
law that is arbitrary and unfair. 

I want to give public univer­
sities and schools acros our 
state effectively six to 12 per­
cent more for each dollar they 
spend in construction. 

We can build more and bet­
ter schools to prepare for an 
expanding work force by 
repealing prevailing wage. 

To compete in the fastest 
growing sector, I will addition­
ally recommend new invest­
ment funds to spur the growth 
of new companies for example 
in the niche areas identified by 
the Life and Bioscience Task 
Force. 

Previous legislative efforts 
have attracted many talented 
researchers to Kentucky. And to 
take that effort to the next level, 
I recommend that we give a 
greater incentive to our research 
faculties to develop new ideas 
by allowing them to have a 
greater ownership of their intel­
lectual property. 

As we are pursuing these 
new areas we will not abandon 
our traditional efforts lhat have 
been ucces ful. 

In fact we must strengthen 
our competitiveness. 

I will propose to spur job 
growth by providing tax relief for 
small businesses to help address 
the concerns regarding the alter­
native minimum calculation. 

I recommend we give our 
workers the choice that has led to 
greater economic prosperity for 
families in our competitive states. 

early half of those compa­
nies looking to build new plants 
won't consider closed union hop 
tates. We must take Kentucky 

off their "No-Call Li t ·• 
Tennessee has dramatically 

outpaced our job growth and 
per capita income during the 
last four decades. 

If we become an employee 
choice state, re earch hows our 
economy will grow by more 
than 22.000 jobs in the coming 
decade. In actual dollars. this 
means additional per onal 
income of $1.3 billion. 

Some will say per capita 
income is lower in employee 
choice tate . However. when 
you figure in cost-of-living -
that is simply not true. 

Income levels in employee 
choice states have increased by 
3 7 percent while ours ha 
increased at only 28 percent 
over the last decade. 

I think Kentuckians deserve 
that nine percent pay rai e, and 
that's what I want to give them. 

To have a thriving tate, our 
largest city must be growing 
and prosperou . 

Louisville has long needed 
an arena. Like major cities to 
the north and south that have 
outpaced Louisville, a down­
town arena has proven pivotal 
to success. 

Today we announced an eco­
nomic study bowing that a new 
arena will create $1.1 billion in 
revenue over the ne t several 
decades. 

We have a plan for ucce s. 
and I will ask for your upport 
to i ue a $75 million bond to 
help finance thi project. 

My second initiative for this 
se sion is Get Healthy 
KentUcky. 

My ct ofpropo~al will aug­
ment the current effort of the 
first lady and the Get Healthy 
Kentucky board to dramatically 
improve the health of all 
Kentuckian . 

But there is much to do. 
Kentucky is one of the seven 

worst states in obesity, diabetes 
and heart disease. And we are dead 
last in smoking and lung cancer. 

It i time to rever e these 

trends. We must, for the health 
of Kentuckian and for the 
health of our budget. 

I am etting a goal for the 
next decade to be better than the 
national average by reducing 
abe ity and smoking and 
increasing activity levels. 

This session, r will initiate 
the Governor's Fitness Program 
to reduce rates of obesity and 
promote dynamic wellness and 
pby ical activity among our 
children and adults. 

As recommended by the 
Business Forum on Education 
and the Kentucky Board of 
Education. I propose adding 
additional days of school over 
the next biennium: one for 
enhanced professional develop­
ment, two for in truction. 

This expanded school year 
will allow extra time for fimess 
and health activities. Our pro­
posed ultra high-speed technol­
ogy will provide health and fit­
ness activities within the class­
room to benefit both students 
and teachers. 

Our self-insured employee 
health plan aod Medicaid 
reform will include wellness, 
health assessments, disease 
management and incentives to 
encourage healthy lifestyles. 

Currently, 500,000 
Kentuckians are witheut health 
insurance. They get little if any 
preventive care. Their diseases 
are diagnosed in later stages, 
often when it's too late to effec­
tively treat. 

Nearly 80 percent of these 
individuals or family members 
work, most for small businesses 
that cannot afford the rising 
cost of premiums. 

I will propose a small busi­
ness health care plan called 
ICARE that will help business­
es employing 25 or less who 
have been unable to afford their 
premiums. 

This will be neither an insur­
ance pool, nor an open ended 
entitlement, but a program with 
predictable cost and effect 

"As part of "Get Healthy 
Kentucky" I wiU establish a 
goal of reducing our highway 
injuries and fatalities. 

In 2005, 71 percent of peo­
ple who died in traffic accidents 
were not wearing seat belts -
71 percent. 

Folks, it's time for a primary 
seat belt law in Kentucky. 

A primary seat belt Jaw can 
save 62 lives in just the first 
year. [t can also provide 11 mil­
lion extra dollars each year for 
road safety, patt of which I will 
commit to guard rails on our 
most dangerou highways to 
protect your constituents. 

At the same time I will pro­
pose that we raise the speed 
limit to 70 miles per hour on 
appropriate highways. Studies 
uggest that this will not nega­

tively impact highway safety. 
Along with improving safety 

on our highways we must 
strengthen our effort to reduce 
smoking. Toward this goal there 
is another opportunity I strong­
ly encourage you to explore. 

Kentucky received a bad 
deal in the Master Settlement 
Tobacco Agreement, or MSA. 

Our past attorney general 
settled for less than 50 cents on 
each dollar Kentuckians pay to 
support the MSA. 

In contrast, New York settled 
for $3.65 for each dollar they 
pay to support the MSA. 

That's a great deal- if you 
live in New York. 

But for you, my fellow 
Kentuckians, that's not fair and 
it's not smart. 

I suggest we take a serious 
look at improving Kentucky's 
return on our tobacco sales. 

If we got our fair share. 
Kentucky would get over $150 
million more each year. 

And if we got our fair share, 
we could dedicate more funds 
to support secondary education, 
agricultural diversification and 
our other pressing needs rather 
than subsidizing governments 
in other states.

Defending Super Bowl 
champion New England will 
play in Denver on Saturday 
night. 

The Bengals ( 11-6) will 
spend an off eason reliving the 
play that effectively scuttled 
their ftrst playoff appearance in 
15 years - and could have a 
longer-lasting impact. Palmer 
tore the anterior cruciate liga­
ment, an injury that requires 
surgery and months of tough 
rehabilitation. The Bengals are 
hoping he's recovered by train­
ing camp in July. 

"I was really upset," receiver 
T.J. Houshmandzadeh said. 
''Not because of the fact we lost 
him. He's young and he's got to 
go through so much now tearing 
his knee. It's just sad for that to 
happen. He was playing great." 

The Bengal were initially 
angered and inspired by the 
injury, but the emotion lasted 
only o long. They faded during 
the third quarter, when they 
started bungling and the Steelers 
acted like tbey' d been to the 
playoffs before. 

"We had that letdown, we 
didn't get that (second-half) 
field goal and it kind of deflated 
us," said Kitna, who took over 
for Palmer and spent most of his 
Lime scrambling. "We never 
recovered from that." 

Pittsburgh was in jeopardy of 
not making the playoffs after a 
38-31 loss to the Bengals at 
Heinz Field effectively gave 
Cincinnati the AFC North title. 
The Steelers won their last four 

to geL in as a wild card. 
In his second playoff go­

round, Roethlisberger was cool­
ly efficient - 14-of-19 for 208 
yards and three touchdowns 
without an interception, a vast 
improvement over his shaky 
rookie postseason. 

"Last year, everything was 
new to Ben," said receiver 
Hines Ward, who had a 5-yard 
touchdown catch. "Tonight, he 
was pretty crisp. The intangibles 
that he brings, I like a lot." 

The crowd of 65,870 erupt­
ed, then went sickeningly silent 
on the Bengals' first pass play­
one that went down as the 
longest in Cincinnati playoff 
history, and the costliest. 

Palmer held onto the ball 
long enough to let Henry beat a 
defender down the right sideline 
for a 66-yard catch. As the ball 
left Palmer's hand, a falling von 
Oelhoffen's shoulder drove into 
rhe quarterback's left knee. 

"I knew right away that it 
was bad," said Palmer, who was 
on crutches after the game. "I 
felt my whole knee pop. I didn't 
feel a lot of pain. It was just a 
sickening feeling because I 
knew what it was and that my 
season was over." 

Even though Palmer wears a 
protective brace, his knee 
bowed inwatd as it was hit He 
had to be taken off on a cart 

"You watch it happen, my 

thoughts and prayers go out to 
Carson," Roethlisberger said. 
"You could see Kimo was stum­
bling going down. He's not that 
kind of player. Carson's a great 
player. Any time you lose a 
great player like him, it's devas­
tating." 

Several Bengals yelled at 
von Oelhoffen, who spent his 
first six seasons in Cincinnati 
and still counts some of the 
Bengals as friends. 

"Guys were infuriated," right 
tackle Willie Anderson said.

'We were coming off a loss 
and we needed this win on the 
road,'' he said, referring to a 
loss to No. 3 Villanova on 
Thursday in Louisville's frrst 
game in the Big East since 
moving from Conference USA. 

Freshman Andre McGee 
scored four of his season-high t 2 
points in the final 1 :22 for the 
Cardinals (12-2, 1-l), who scored 
the game's final six points.
