Judge Caudill informed Hall that 
completing the sex offender pro­
gram is a condition of the proba­
tion portion of his sentence, and 
that he would have to serve the 
entire 1 0 years if h chose not to 
do so. 

Caudill informed Hall that he 
approved of the reasoning for 
allowing Hall to serve five years.

ly incarcerated at the Western Kentucky 
Correctional Comple:x, ac~ted }In offer 
from the Commonwe'altll's Attorney's 
Office and pleaded guilty to two counts of 
manufacturing meth, two counts of pos­
sessing meth precursors, two counts of 
wanton endangerment and one count of 
possession of a controlled stibstance last 
September. 

Caudill sentenced Blevins tq two con­
current 10-year terms for the first two 

counts against him, and five. c urrent 
five-year rerms for the other chnrges 
against him. A persistent felony offender 
charge, which could have lengthened hi 
sentence, was disrni sed when Blevins 
agteed to enter a guilty plea in the case.

Since no econ­
omy can achieve a state of Zen perfec­
tion. when pring comes, there will be 
something else to be discouraged about. 
perhaps the softening hou ing market. 
Recent bu iness surveys show compa­
nies are planning to increase hiring in 
2006. That's a sign the vigorous econo­
my is et to roll on into 2006, appreciat­
ed or not.

Can radiator be tested ahead 
of big blast? 

Dear Tom and Ray: 
I drive a 1994 Toyota Celica 

with 111,000 miles on it. About 
six months ago, I had the radia­
tor replaced, because it was 
cracked and leaking. Today it 
exploded! I took it back to the 
same mechanic who installed it, 
because it was under warranty. 
The mechanic told me that he 
has never seen a defective radi­
ator in all of his vast (six years) 
experience. He stated that the 
most probable cause was that 
my motor was bad and caused 
too much pressure to build up in 
the radiator, causing the massive 
and totally unforeseen explo-

sion. He told me that if it is 
indeed the engine, if he puts in a 
new radiator it will just explode 
again in a couple of days. He 
also said !here is no way to test 
this faulty-engine theory other 
than waiting to see if the new 
radiator explodes. As I'm sure 
you can understand, I'm not too 
excited about the idea of driving 
around for a couple of days. 
waiting to be stranded on the 
side of the road again. My ques­
tion: Does a bad engine really 
cause a radiator to explode, and 
is there any olher way to te t 
this theory? Any insight you 
may have into this situation 
would be much appreciated. -
Laura 

RAY: Well, your mecharuc is 
right that something is indeed 
wrong with your engine, and 
that it would be unwise to just 
replace the radiator. 

TOM: But he's wrong about 
testing it. There IS a way to test 
it other than ju t driving around 
and waiting for the new radiator 
to explode. 

RAY: 1 suspect you have a 

TOM: What's happening 
now is that pressurized exhaust 
gases are leaking out of the 
cylinders and getting past the 
broken head gasket into the 
engine's cooling passage . 
That's building up tremendous 
pressure in the cooling system 
- much more than is supposed 
to be in there. Usually when this 
happens. we see a cooling hose 
burst off before the radiator 
explodes, but I guess your hoses 
were on there pretty tightly. Our 
compliments to your mechanic 
for really tightening tho e 
clamps! 

RAY: So now here's what 
you have to do. Your mechanic 
has to put a new radiator in the 
car - at least ro do the testing. 
You can't do a head-gasket test 
unless you get the engine up to 
operating temperature, and you 
can't do that without a working 
radiator. 

TOM: Once the radiator is in

Tennis continues year-round 
with domed courts

BELLEFONTE - It's not a 
gtant igloo. 

Many people, however, are 
calling tt a cool place to play 
lenni. 

Thanks to the installation of a 
tennis bubble that covers three 
day courts at Bellefonte 
Country Club, the Bellefonte 
Tt: nnis Club i a year-round 
operation. 

''It', awesome," aid 11-year­
old Kennedy Womack after 
practicing ins1de the bubble on a 
rainy Tuesday evening. "In the 
winter time, you can get in just 
as much practice." 

In Ashland, like many .::om­
muoitie , indoor court time is at 
a premium. The other four local 
tndoor tennis courts are housed 
at the A hland Tennis Center. 

''For its size, the Ashland area 
has an enormou amount of ten­
ni player , " aid Paula Meade, 
who u e both venue and has 
two sons that are avid tennis 
player . "We needed another 
indoor facility so bad. The tennis 
bubble is wonderful." 

The heated and IU.r-condi­
tioned bubble is the property of 
local resident Todd WJ.Se, who 
owns a tennis club in Portsmouth, 
Ohio. and ha taught tennis 
les ons in the area c;ince 1985. 

Wise, 44, operated 
Bellefonte· summer tennis pro­
gram the Ia t . cveral years and 
gradually de'teloped a vision for 
purcha ing a bubble and bring­
ing it to the country club. 

"Tcnni in A hland is huge," 
Wi e aid. "I saw the potential 
for this." 

o did Bellefonte Country 
Club, which inve ted more than 
'75.000 in excavating and court 
preparation for a reconfigura­
tion project in which two origi­
nal clay courts were expanded 

to three. The club al o has two 
outdoor hard courto;, which it 
resurfaced la t spring. 

"We felt with the potential 
for attracting addltional pro staff 
and membership, it wa a good 
direction,'' BCC general manag­
er Bo Pickle imer said. ''I think 
we are realizing that.'' 

Bellefonte Tennis Club ha 
attracted considerable interest 
especially in the junior ranks. 
Wise and his staff are teaching 
about l30 hour in lesson 
weekly. 

"I think people were unsure 
how successful we would be. 
but I was extremely confident," 
Wise aid. "It was like Field of 
Dream . If you build it, they 
will come. Pt:uple want tu sec 
their kid exceL We offer 
instruction to people from entry 
level up to kid· playing in 
nationaJ-Icvel tournametJts. -· 

The tennis bubble con~i ts or 
heavy-duty vinyl held ill pia c 
by teel rods and is mad~ ro 
withstand wincls of up ·o 80 
mph, according to Wi e Au llir 
handling unit contmuou ly 
pumps au inside, while a 
revolving door for traffic flow 
helps to mruntain a con isteut 
air pressure level. 

The 18-month-old bubble 
previously covered tenni courts 
at Transylvania University in 
Lexington. 

"They used it as a temporary 
gym for basketball while they 
were building a new arena." said 
Wi e, who pent $10,000 just to 
have the bubble and its equipment 
moved to Ashland on two 18-
wheel trucks. ''I brought a compa­
ny out of New York to put it up." 

Construction was completed 
in June, just in time for BCC 
golf and tenni camps. Wise aid 
the rennis bubble began func­
tioning as a true indoor club in 
September. 

Wise helped coach current 

pro player. Julie Ditty and Jeff 
Morrison, both local product . 
Dittv was ranked No. 1 national­
ly in the 14s. while Morriso 
won an CAA single title 
while attending the University 
offlonda. 

Womack, one of the area'o; 
top up-and-coming junior play­
ers. said the tennis bubble helps 
prepare her for competition in 
the tough Southern Section. 

"l play a Jot of tournaments 
in Georgia and South Carolina 
that arc on clay, so this t great." 
she said. "I come here five or six 
times a week. It docs a good job 
of heating in lh "inter, and a 
good job of air condilioning in 
the . ummcr,''

First Samurai won his ftrst 
four races, including the

Hi 3-year-old debut is 
et for Feb. 4 in the seven-fur­

long Hutcheson Stakes at 
Gulfstream Park in Florida. 

Based on his near perfect 2-
year-old season and his solid 
training under Frank Brothers, 
First Samurai starts his run for 
the roses as the No. 1 pick in the 
AP's opening Top 10 list of 
Derby contenders.

France told more than 200 
reporters taking part in the f1rst 
i.lay of the annual preseason 
media tour. "Toyota has proven 
in the truck series it can be a 
great partner. NASCAR offered 
them the best opportunity to 
build their pre ence in racing in 
North America and we're glad 
they are here." 

Toyota wilJ become the first 
foreign competitor in 
NASCAR's top series since 
Jaguar ran in several races in 
the 1950s. The Camry is an eli­
gible model in NASCAR 
becau e it i built in 
Georgetown. Ky .. one of eight 
Toyota plants in the U.S. 

Toyota, becoming increas­
ingly successful in the U.S. even 
as General Motors and Ford 
struggle, has previously been 
involved in American sports car 
racing and open-wheel racing. 
The company has been known 
in the past for inflating lhe cost 
of racing with its free spending, 
sometimes dominating the 
series and having a major effect 
on the rules before leaving for 
greener pastures. 

Toyota also competes in 
Fonnula One and reportedly has 
a budget of $400 million a year. 

"I'm concerned," said team 
owner Ray Evernham, whose 
te<Un will run Dodges in all three 
of NASCAR's top series in 
2006. "But NASCAR has to 
make sure that they keep a han­
dle on it because, if (Toyota) has 
got a billion dollars to spend, 
they're going to wipe us out. 

"If you can still win a champi­
onship on 20 million and some­
body else is spending 50 (million), 
it doesn't matter. But. if it takes 50 
(million) to win a championship, 
you're done. So, NASCAR, more 
than ever, has to police things. 
There's a lot of work to do on the 
competition side. 

"NASCAR has done a great 
job branding, a great job mar­
keting, helping everyone with 
business," Evemham added.

CONCORD, N.C. - A $3 
million resurfacing project 
under way at Lowe's Motor 
Speedway will include work in 
the turns of the 1.5-mile oval 
that officials say will give the 
46-year-old track an "attitude 
adjustment." 

Work started Jan. 16 and will 
be completed prior to the 
NASCAR Nextel All-Star 
Challenge on Saturday night. 
May 20. and the Coca-Cola 600 
on Sunday evening, May 28. 

''We are going to remold the 
track to take some of the 
meanes out of it." said H.A. 
"Humpy" Wheeler pre ident 
and general manager of Lowe's 
Motor Speedway. ''This is one 
of the meanest tracks on the 
Nextel Cup circuit and by that I 
mean it can bite you when you 
least expect it. 

"Meaness in a race track 
come from a number of factors 
including: how rough the sur­
face i ; the difficulty of the entry 
and exit points in the turns; the 
ability of the drivers to look 
ahead; and pots where the rac­
ing groove narrows," Wheeler 
continued. "Although we've 
had a few exceptions, rookie 
don't normally do weU here 
because the track is quite diffi­
cult and there's even a few sea­
soned veterans who have never 
really gotten the hang of it."

"Using the 
relatively new process of three­
dimensional digital surveying to 
defme elevations that are accu­
rate to an eighth of an inch along 
with computerized-paving 
machines will significantly 
improve the resurfacing 
process.

In between, 
the track's comers received 
fresh coats of asphalt in 1979 
and 1987.

Some species of fish, 
such as oysters. clams. scallop 
and shellfish. act as one of 
nature 's hardest working filters 
and ingest toxic materials such 
as mercury. which impacts the 
brain's development. The FDA 
also recommends against eating 
large predator fi ·h such as 
hark. swordfish. tilcfi h and 

king mackerel beeau e these 
fish can also comain high levels 
of mercury. Accorcting to the 
FDA. It is ·afc to eat other fish. 
"as long as you select a vari­
ety."' You can safely cat 12 
ounces per week of cooked fish. 
canned fi h. smaller ocean fish 
or farm-ra1. ed fish. 

Unpasteurized dairy prod­
ucts such ~ Brie and Roquefort 
cheeses should be avoided 
because these can become cont­
aminated with bacteria called 
Listeria. which is killed by p;u;­
tcurization and cooking. lf a 
pregnant woman acquires 
Listeria. he increases her 
chances of having a miscar­
riage.

As a ne~A' mom, you spem the 

first three months of your mater­
nity leave from work breast­
feeding in the comfort of your 
home and on your own time. 
But now you must return to 
work and face the challenge of 
teaming how to pump on the 
job. 

lt i possible to breastfeed 
and maintain a career simultane­
ously. First, you'll want to 
e tabli~h a feeding schedule 
during your maternity leave to 
help boost your milk produc­
tion. Pumping won't generate 
the same amount of milk as 
brea lfceding. Therefore, accus­
tom yoru body to overproducing 
milk during breastfeeding. That 

- way. you can build up a strong 
enough milk upply to pump at 
work. 

Di cuss your plans to pump 
on the job with your boss. even 
before you return to work. 
Explain to him or her that you 
will need to pump in a clean and 
private area. If you have an 
office, you'll need a lock and 
curtain . If you work in a cubi-
cle or share an office, you' U 

ce re 
need acce s to a private bath 
room or a supervisor's office. 
Stress that yoru pumping will 
not interfere with your profe -
ionaJ duties like business meet­

ings, conferences, etc. 
U you face any resistance 

from your bo , ask your doctor 
to write a letter explaining why 
you ale breastfeeding. Right to 
breastfeed at work vary by state. 
Check your state's laws on the 
issue with the La Leche League 
(www.lalccheleague.org). 

PREPARING TO PUMP 
In order to pump, you' U need 

to buy or rent a breast-pump 
style that works for you, 
whether it be manual or electric. 
(There ale many k.ilS now avail­
able for pumping at work). 
Since you'll be pumping on the 
job, you'll want one lhat i 
·portable and easy to clean. 
Contact a lactation consultant or 
ask your doctor what type he or 
she recommends. 

You should al o contact your 
insurance company to ee if you 
need a prescription to buy a 
pump and if you can be reim-
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stfe 
bur ed for the cost. Even if its 
not covered by your insurance. 
check with your accountant to 
see if you're eligible for a med­
ical tax exemption on the pump. 

You'll also need pumping 
accesso1ies. Stock up on dispos­
able wipes, nursing pads and 
labels to date the milk. If your 
office doesn't have refrigeration 
space or you have a long com­
mute, purchase a cooler and 
some refreezable ice packs to 
keep the milk cold. 

You bought maternity cloth­
ing when you were pregnant. 
Now you should stock up on 
wanlrobe pieces that make 
pumping at work easier. 
Purchase tops that button or zip 
in the front . or ones that pull up 
easily. Some maternity stores 
even carry special breastfeeding 
blouse . Stick to bnght, pat­
terned, or dark-colored tops. 
They will hide leaking and 
brea t pads beller than solid or 
light-colored clothing. You'Ll 
also want to keep an extra shirt 
or blouse at work in case of an 
acctdenl.

• ing until about one year of age 
and at least 20 pounds. 

T'vvo kind of afety cats are 
made for babies: 

Small, lightweight "infant­
- only" afcty eats are designed 

for u e rear-facing only. This 

high as 30 to 32 pounds for rear­
facing use. These product are 
especially good for babies under 
age one who are growing more 
rapidly than average. It may be 
turned around to face the front 
when the baby is about one year 
old and at Least 20 pounds. 

How to choose the best seat 
for your baby 

The implest and least 
expensive model usually will 
work as well as one with fancy 
features. Choose a seat that you 
find easy to use and that fits in 
your vehicle. 

Before you buy a seat, try it 
in your car to make sure it fits 
and can be buckled in tightly. If 
you choose a convertible seat. 
try it facing both rearward and 
forward. 

convertible seats as they get 
larger, because they outgrow 
their infant-only seats before 
age one.

Ask your 
baby' doctor if your baby needs 
to be tested before discharge for 
breathing problems. 

Usc a scat with the shortest 
d istancc from scat to harness 
strap slots. and from back to 
crotch strap. Use roiled blankets 
to keep the baby's head from 

slumping. Never place any extra 
cushioning under or behind the 
baby. 

What to do If your baby's 
head flops forward? 

It's important for an infant to 
ride sitting semi-reclined 
(halfway back or 45 degrees 
from horizontal). In lhe car, you 
may find that the safety seat is 
too upright for a new baby who 
can't hold up his or her head. 
You can put a tightly rolled balh 
towel under the front edge of the 
safety spat to tilt it back a little 
so your baby's head lies back 
comfortably. Do not recline it 
too fal. 

Harness straps must fit snug­
ly on the body. 

Use lowest harness slots for a 
newborn infant. Keep the straps

Common hildcare myths 
Most new parents get a lot of 

advice from family and friends, 
before and after the baby is born. 
Although it is well-intended, in 
some cases, it may not be com­
pletely accurate. 

There arc a number of com­
mon misconceptions that are 
often passed along to new par­
ent . Here are some of the more 
wide pread childcare myths: 

• Some people believe that 
taking too many flash pictures of 
a baby can damage his eyes. 
Fortunately thi isn't true. 

• Il's not true that vinyl toys 
could expo e children lo hannful 
levels of substances. The 

Consumer Product Safety 
Comm.issiol\ recently found "no 
demonstrated health ri k" from 
vinyl toys for children. 

• Despite what you might 
have heard, you cannot spoil a 
baby by tending to her in the 
middle of the night, or by taking 
her out of the crib for feeding. 
The truth is you cannot spoil a 
baby, and in fact, you are provid­
ing some security and comfort 
when you answer their midnight 
cries. 

• Another myth i that you 
can't use plastics in the 
microwave oven. If the manufac­
turer says it's okay to microw ve 

the plastic, then go ahead and do 
so. But, be careful 1about the tem­
perature of the f<;>,od. There are 
hot spots in mi~:rowaved food 
and you don't want to bum the 
in ide of your baby's mouth. 

Parents have to be very care­
ful where they ;et their informa­
tion. The [nten'tet can be a great 
source, but yo J have to be skep­
tical. There all'e a lot of good 
resources on ~lhe Web, but there is 
also a lot of ~nisinformation. The 
best advice ifs to get a good pedi­
atrician whp can help you on 
through all the "advice" about 
your childr-en's care that comes 
your way. 

Everyone says that pregnant 
women have a glow about them.

• Make sure you have room 
to grow. Some maternity clothes 
will grow with you. Look for 
extra waistband snap on jeans 
or stretchy front and side panels 
on skirts and pants. 

• Choose your fabric well. 
Natural fabrics will help prevem 
itchy skin (your skin may 
become extra-sensitive during 
pregnancy). In warmer months. 
cotton can help keep you cool as 
the hormones raise your body 
temperature. 

• Post-pregnancy, your 
shape will need orne time to 
adjust, so make sure you can 
wear your maternity clothes for 
a few months after your due 
date. This may mean preparing 
for a change of season. or buy-
