Bank robberies, 
sex abuse among 
14 indictments

PRESTONSBURG- Ellis 
Ray Hunter, who wa arrest 
ed along with his brother and 
father in connection with 
three bank robberies span­
ning from June to December 
last year, was indkted on 
charges stemming from tho e 
robberies Wednesday. 

Hunter was arrested at his 
home in Wheelwright along 
w1th his father, Freddie, and 
brother. Jason, and charged 
wilh three counts of Grst­
degree robbery. The charges 
were related lo robberies of 
l:hc Citizens Nal~onal Bank. 

The indictment against 
Hunter alleges that lhe 22-
year-old took part in robbing 
the bank's Allen location on 
two separate dates - June 28 
and then again on Nov. 30 -
and then the Garrett branch 
on Dec. 15. 

On two of the frrst-degree 
robbery counts, it is alleged 
that Hunter threatened 
Citizens National Bank 
employee Barbara Hunt dur­
ing robberies at the Allen 
location. while a third count 
says he threatened Garrett 
branch employee Anme 
Shepherd. 

A fourth count in the 
indictment charges that 
Hunter stole a license plate 
from a 1994 Ford Ranger and 
placed it on his 1996 Ford 
Ranger five days following 
the Dec. 15 robbery. 

At the time of his arraign­
ment, Hunter, like his farber 
and brother, wa placed 
under a $100,000 cash bond. 

If found guilty. Hunter 
could spend up to 20 year in 
prison. 

Another true bill handed 
down from lhe grand jury 

Wednesday, along with 13 
others, including Hunter's, 
saw Prestonsburg resident 
Johnny Spears indicted for 
first-degree rape, a class A 
felony, frrsl-degree sodomy, 
a class A felony, and frrst­
degrec sexual abuse, a class 
D felony. 

All three charges were 
brought against Spears, 51, 
for allegedly raping, odom­
i..:.ing and sexually abusing a 
minor younger than 12 years 
old between Jan. I and ov. 
14, last year.

Signs interfere with 
that protection and create a dan­
ger," Hall said, 

A sign advertising a tele­
phone number for people to call 
about jobs should not be nailed 
to a stake and placed on state 
right-of-way. Even posting a 
sign for a yard ale, taped to a 
speed limit ign, for example. is 
again t the law.

House passes 
mine safety bill

FRANKFORT - Kentucky 
would double inspections and 
require potentially life-saving 
equipment in coal mines as part 
of sweeping legislation passed 
by the House on Thursday in 
re pon e to a mining tragedy in 
neighboring West Virginia. 

'Kentucky is setting the 
example in the nation," said 
Rep. Keith Hall, a Democrat 
from Pike County in the heart of 
lhe state's Appalachian coal­
field . 

Democrats and Republicans 
took turns praising the bill. 

"This legislation will save 
live ." aid Rep. Howard 
Cornett. R-White burg. 

Democratic Rep. Brent Yonts 
of Greenville, the bill's Lead 
sponsor, said it balance safety 
and productivity concern for 
miners and operator . 

"Maybe neither ide i totally 
happy with it but it represents a 
product that is good for coal­
mine safety,· Yont aid follow­
ing the vote. 

The bill ailed to 96-0 pas­
age and heads to the Senate for 

con ·tderation. 
teve Earle, with the United 

Mine Worker of America, 
hailed the Hou e vote and urged 
the Senate to act quickly without 
weakening the measure. 

"No family should have to 

suffer the paio and lhe agony 
lhar our recent coalfield families 
have had to endure," he said. "If 
this saves one life, it' worth 
everything." 

The measure would double 
yearly state in pections at mines 
to four from two. 

It calls for mine operator to 
store emergency oxygen sup­
plies underground and requires 
all underground coal miner to 
wear tracking devJce . 

Another provision et a 15-
mioute time Limit for reporting 
mine accidents. It al o would 
create much stiffer fines for fla­
grant violators of afety rules. 

The legislation became a pn­
ority after a seric of fatal min­
mg accidents, includmg one in 
West Virginia that killed 11 min­
er last month. 

Kentucky led the nation last 
year in the number of mine 
death with eight people killed 
on the job, according to lhe U.S. 
Mine Safety and Health 
Admini tration.

The database showed 8.000 dead and duplicate registered 
vote and 37.000 tcgistrations that are still being investigated.

Many editorial around the country 
have identified some of the many prob­
lems with Congre . While these editori­
als are long on rhetoric about special 
interests, earmarking, K Street lobbyists, 
etc., they all lack any workable solu­
tions. An innovative approach proposed 
by a blog site called "DownsizeDC.org" 
is the "Read the Bills Act." (RTBA) 

Under RTBA, every senator and rep­
resentative would be required to attend 
sessions where bills would be read to 
them in their entirety. If RTBA were w 
come to a vote, it would be political sui­
cide to vote against it because any mem­
ber of Congress doing so would be tak­
ing the position that they don't want to 
know what they are voting on.

The goal i to expand such availability 
to 90 percent of Kentucky households 
by year's end. and for full access in 
Kentucky by the end of 2007. Fletcher 
aid. 

Kentucky ha led the nation in the 
growth rate of new subscribers to high 
speed Internet in the last two year., the 
governor said. During that lime, home 
broadband usage in Kentucky has 
increased from 22 percent to 32 per­
cent. 

The progress report was compiled 
by ConneclKentucky, an alliance of 
technology companic and state go -

crnmenl agcOCleS lrJ\IOg tO make 
broadband availublc statcwid\!. 

Fletcher sa1d such wtdespread avail­
ability "is crucial to our long-term edu­
cational and economic development 
goals.'' 

The progre report estimated that 
full hroadband development would add 
14.000 jobs statewide and $5 billion to 
Kentucky's overall economy. 

The report said that in 2003.

House panel reviews bill aimed at curbing methamphetam ·

FRANKFORT As a farm 
store manager, Jobee Thrasher 
wants to top a common cnme 
in western Kentud .. ')''s grain belt 
- the theft of anhydrous 
ammonia, a chemical in the ille­
gal drug methamphetamine. 

But Thrasher had ome mis­
givings Wednesday with a bill to 
require farm supply di tributor 
to add a nontoxic dye to anhy­
drou . Supporters see it a a way 
to halt the pipeline in which the 
stolen fertilizer winds up in 
meth labs. 

Thrasher, who manage 
Southern State torc.s in 
Henderson and Morganfield, 
said he isn't convinced a prod 
uct extst yet to make anhydrou 
ammonia uselc. as a meth 
mgredienl. And he Hunk the 
proposal would put an unfair 
burden on the farm sector. 

·'We don't think it's fair for 
the retail indu try and the farm 
community to bear all that cost 
since it i a ocietal problem," 

he aid in comments to the 
House Judiciary Committee, 
which reviewed the bill but took 
no vote on 1t. 

Truitt Clements touted 
GloTell, an anhydrous additive 
that he said has been effective in 
deterring meth-relatcd fertilizer 
thefts at a small cost 

·•If a thief steals anhydrous 
with the GloTcll in 1t, when they 
start the (meth) process it turns 
into a gooey mess," said 
Clements. a spokesman for 
GloTcll and a Union County 
farmer in western Kentucky. 

Law enforcement officers 
have found meth labs that 
included anhydrou spiked with 
GloTell, he aid. The mcth mak­
ers left the equipment and the 
product. he said. 

Clement aid that applying 
GloTell would cost about 82 
cent· per acre or less than a 
half-penny per bushel. For farm 
. upply retailers. it would cost 
about $9 for every ton of anhy­
drous, he said. Still, he agreed 
that 1t was unfair to expect 
retailers and farmers to shoulder 

the costs to fight the drug prob­
lem. 

He urged state lawmaker to 
seek federal funding to combat 
meth. 

Clements said the product 
doe n 't hun Lhe soil. crops or 
gTOund water. 

Committee chairman Gross 
Lindsay, the bill's ponsor, aid 
Clement's cost estimates had 
"taken care of that myth that it is 
extremely expensive." 

Thrasher said the $9 per ton 
could put Kentucky fann stores 
near the state's border at a dis­
advantage with competitors that 
don't have to add the dye. 

Blake Harrison, a criminal 
justic analyst w1th the National 
Conference of State 
Legislatures, said he was 
unaware of any other state 
requiring the anhydrous additive 
to combat meth. A few states are 
studying such method or are 
offering incentives such a tax 
credits to farmers who take 
steps to curb anhydrous theft, he 
said.

Question: lsn 'I spit tobacco 
safer to use than smok.mg 
cigarettes? If il tsn't safe, 

hov. quit? 

A nswer: At the hean of your 
question is a common mis­
conception. Since public 

health offictals have been so successrul 
in gcnmg the message out about the 
dangers of smoking. some people 
assume that smokeless form. of tobac-

co arc safe. This could not be further 
from the tnnh. 

Let me give you a few facts on spit 
tobacco. more commonly called chew 
or dip. According the Centers for Dis­
case Control and Prevention. spit 
tobacco contains more than 28 cancer­
causing agents and is a proven eau~c or 
human cancer. SpeLifically, this type 
of tobacco can cause cancer of the oral 
cavity - including the tongue. lip:. 
gum and chl.'ck. Oral cancer is vcty 
serious and has only a 50 percent five­
year survival rate. 

This five-year <.;urvival talc has 
remained unchanged for the past 50 
years. Experts fed that this is due pri-
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Spit tobacco dangerous, conat~ins 
more n ·co tine than cigarettes 
marily to tht: unfortunalc fact that mo ... t 
01 al cancers continue to be diagno ctl 
in advanced stages. A number of Lud­
ic~ have shown that the survival rule for 
oral cancer patients increase dramati­
cally when the diagno is is made in the 
early stages. This alone is a good rea­
son to sec your dentist twicl' a year for 
teeth cleaning and an oral cxaminallon. 
ThJt will insure an early diagnos1s of 
any oral cancer that you might dew lop. 

The be ·t strategy. howev~.·r. lli o 
involves lowering your odds of con 
lracting oral cancer in the first place. 
This means quitting pit tobacco if you 
usc it. Because spit tobacco comains 
even more of the addictive drug nico­
tine than cigarette~. quitting can be 
hard. For example. a two-can-a-week 
snuff dipper gets as much nic0tinl.' into 
his or her blood as a pack-and-half-a­
day smoker. Though it's difficult, 
many people have hecn successful. It 
can be done, and you can do it
