Caudill said that he 
tracked down Bates and 
intervtewed him as we!l as 
a girlfriend, who he noted 
appeared anxious. He told 
the co1 !1, ''I could tell 
somethtng was going on." 

Caudill dec1ded to Inter­
view the girlfriend a sec­
ond t1me when Bates was­
n't present and got a differ­
ent account. He said she 
told him that Bates asked 
her to lie about his move-

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Governor returned to Lexington hospital

FRANKFORT- Gov. Ernie Fletcher 
was hospitalized for a second time on 
Thursday after doctors found a potential­
ly life-threatening blood clot reaching 
from his upper left arm to his jugular 
vem. 

A legislative leader asked members of 
the House of Representatives to pray for 
the first-term Republican governor. 

.. His physical condition has wors-

ened.." said state Rep. Jeff Hoover, who 
announced the change in Fletcher's health 
to colleagues. " ... It's a serious, serious 
situation." 

Fletcher. 53. wa · released from the 
hospital only last week after an 18-day 
stay during which time he had his gall­
bladder removed. He was later diagnosed 
with pancrearith and a blood infection. 

Because efforts to dissolve the blood 
clot required Fletcher to be heavily sedat­
ed, be transferred gubernatorial powers to 
Lt. Gov. Steve Pence. Pence bad briefly 
assumed those powers during Fletcher's

previous hospitaliz~tion. 
In a press briefrng Thursday afternoon, 

Fletcher spokesman Brett Hall said the 
governor awoke between 10 a.m. and II 
a.m. EST on Thursday with pain in his 
left arm. Hall said the arm was swollen 
and discolored - symptoms that 
f<letcher, a physician, recognized as signs 
of a blood clot. 

The governor was expected to be in 
intensive care for a couple of days. Hall 
said. He said it was unclear how long the 
governor would remain hospitalized after 
thar. 

Hall said in the worst case scenario, 
the blood clot could pose a risk of stroke 
or heart attack. HaJJ said movement of the 
clot could also cause a pulmonary 
embolism, a sudden blockage of an artery 
in the lungs, which can be fatal. 

However, Hall said a radiologist who 
examined Fletcher on Thursday indicated 
that the risk involved in the procedure to 
dissolve the blood clot was minimal The 
procedure was expected to take up to an 
hour and a half.

PRESTONSBURG - The floyd 
County Fiscal Court met in special ses­
sion Thursday afternoon and juggled sev­
eral budget items. officially accepting 
various illDOunts on county project·. 

Among those amendments lo the bud­
get was $125,000 for Prestonsburg's 
moumaintop operations fund, in addition 
to a budget amendment spanning back to 
resurfacing efforts lltl>t fall. Cour1 mem­
bers accepted $612,077 toward those 
efforts, much of which has already been 
dealt with, according to court officials. 

Also included on the budgt:t amend­
ments was $212.000 accepted from a par­
cel of land sold by the county. The land, 
located adjacent to the Floyd County 
Landfill at Osborne Branch, was sold to 
rhe highest bidder, Judith Blackburn 
Cusalina. Casalina is pres1dent of 

B1ackburn Natural Resources lnc., 
according: to county records. 

Of that amount, the county transferred

Study doesn't recommend half. 
to dangerous mining practice

FRANKFORT- A study commissioned 
by Gov. Ernie Fletcher doesn't recommend 
a halt to the dangerous practice known as 
retreat mining. 

Generations of miners have been per­
forming retreat mining. It's legal and con­
sidered standard procedure. 

In the last retreat mining accident in 
Kentucky. Russell Cole, 39, and Brandon 
Wilder. 23. both of Letcher County, died in 
a roof fall on Aug. 3. while working some 3 
miles inside a mine. 

doing so, they remove about 30 to 40 per­
cent of the coal by cutting a maze of 20-
foot-wide tunnels through it. The result is a 
network of tunnels that look like the map of 
a city of crisscrossing streets with coal pil­
lars as the blocks in between. 

When companies have advanced as far as 
possible, they begin retreat mining, so 
named because the miners are working 
toward the outside of the mine. In retreat 
mining, the companies usually remove all or 
part of the pillars, allowing the roof to fall in 
planned collapses. 

Instead, the Lexington engineering fum 
Marshall Miller & Associates recommended 
better training for coal miners engaged in 
the practice, which involves cutting away 
the very pillars that support overhead layer 

· of rock from underground mines. 
Although a common practice. retreat 

mining has been blamed for the deaths of at 
least 17 coal miners in southern Appalachia 
over the past eight years, including at least 
four in Kentucky over the past tWO years. 

Wilder's body was found within a few 
hours, but it took searchers more than three 
days to find Cole's body beneath a layer of 
rocks 20 feet wide, 20 feet long and ll feet 
high. 

The U.S. Mine Safety and Health 
Administration said retreating mining is 
almost exclusively a southern Appalachian 
practice, especially pervasive in eastern 
Kentucky, southwestern Vuginia and south­
em West Virginia. 

It was their deaths that prompted the state 
study. 

The study was released Wednesday, after 
the deadline for new bills to be filed in the

House approves drug testing miners~

FRANKFORT - Coal min­
ers would have to submit to 
drug screenings under a mea­
sure that passed the House on 
Wednesday. 

The initiative is intended to 
take some of the risk out of coal 
mining by ensuring that coal 
miners who abuse drugs can not 
work in underground environ­
ment~ where they may pose a 
risk for co-workers . 

State Rep Robin Webb, D­
Grayson, a former coal miner 
and sponsor of the legislation. 
said the measure has support 
from miners and operators. It 
passed the House 97-0, and now 
moves to the Senate for consid­
eration. 

The legislation is key to 

Kentucky's effort to make coal 
mines safer, Webb said. 

Drug abuse among miners 
came to the forefront after a 
blasting accident three years ago 
killed one man and seriously 
injured another in a Floyd 
County underground mine. 
Marijuana was found at the 
scene, and au employee told 
investigators he saw miners 
snorting crushed painkillers. An 
autopsy found that the dead 
miner had taken illegal drugs. 

In a series of public hearings 
over the past year. state regula­
tors heard testimony from coal 
operators and miners who said 
drug abuse had become wide­
spread and that it needed to be 
dealt with.

House OKs bill 
requiring A1V helmet 
use among youngsters

FRANKFORT - A l:iill 
requiring youngsters to strap on 
helmets when riding all-terrain 
vehicles was passed by the 
Kentucky House on Wednesday. 

The bill. sent to the Senate on 
a 56-34 vote, would apply to 
youngsters under age 16 who 
climb onto four-wheelers on pri­
vate or public property. 

Rep. Jim Gooch, the bill' 
lead sponsor, said a helmet law 
i needed because Kentucky 
leads the nation in ATV deaths 
and many victims are young­
ster . 

Gooch. D-Providence. said 
the bill was meant to spare par­
ents from "having to spend the 
rest of their life thinking would 
it have been different" if their 
children had put on helmets 
before riding four-wheelers. 

The vote was hailed by 
Michele Finn of the Brain Injury 
Association of Kentucky. She 
said it would help prevent 
deaths and serious injuries. 

"I think our chances in the 
Senate are just as good as the 
Hou ·e,'' Finn said in an inter­
view. "It's going to be close, just 
like the House." 

Gov. Ernie Fletcher's 
spokesman said the governor 
"looks favorably" on the bill. 

"We're talking about kids 
here who are the primary users 
of ATV s,'' said the spokesman, 
Brett Hall. ''This is a great con­
cern of the governor's.'' 

The bill's crucial test came 
when the House narrowly 
defeated an amendment that 
would have exempted the bel­
mel requirement when young­
sters ride on private property. 

Rep. David Floyd said prop­
erty rights would be eroded 
withou[ his amendment. He 
warned that police could go onto 
private land to enforce the hel­
met mandate. 

Floyd, R-Bardstown, said it 
should be parental responsibility 
to get their children to put on 
helmets. ''This is not a body of 
grandparents ... he said. 

Supporters said the amend­
ment - defeated by two votes 
- would have gutted the mea­
sure. Gooch said nearly all ATV 
deaths and injuries occur on pri­
vate property. 

Gooch said other child-pro­
tection laws apply to private and 
public property. 

He cited studies showing that 
children are more likely to be 
eriously injured in ATV crash­

es. Over the past two decades, 
he said. 105 Kentud .. -y children 
under age 18 died in ATV crash­
es. In the past five years. the 
death toll was 41. he said. 

At1other 400 children under 
age 16 were injured in ATV 
crashes between 2001 and 2004, 
incluaing 84 who suffered head 
injuries, Gooch said. 

Meanwhile, another safety 
bill that cleared the House on 
Wednesday would largely ban 
youngsters under age 16 from 
riding in the back of pickup 
trucks. 

The bill pa.o;sed 94-2 and goes 
to the Senate. 

The measure would allow 
youngsters to ride in the back of 
pickup trucks in parades or 
when the truck has a camper 
top. It would exempt farm 
trucks on private property. 

Violations would carry fines 
of $25 to $100. 

ed the mandatory drug testing 
program. The screenings would 
be required before miners are 
hired and randomly after they 
start work. 

The legislation would revoke 

the certification of coal miners 
who test positive. Proponents 
said that would stop the practice 
of miners frred by one company 
for abusing drugs from being 
hired by another company.

The Post and Courier, Charleston, S.C., on military's role in 

disasters: 
Surely by now the depth of the failure of the fede~al response 

to Hurricane Katrina must seem to have no end. While account­
ability for past mistakes is critical, it would truly ~e unforgivab~e 
if the recommendations viewed as the most essenttal to preventmg 
a repeat of the deadly Katrina fiasco haven't been carried out 
before this hurricane season begins .... 

None is more important than a congressional clarification of the 
role of the active-duty military when local and state officials are 
faced with a catastrophe. 

Who can forget the sense of bewilderment at the absence of our 
armed forces as televi ion audiences became horrified witnesses 
to the desperate plight of residents of New Orleans after the levees 
broke. Questions of jurisdiction and legality played a role in the 
too-long delay before troops finally were deployed . 

... A Washington Post story quotes David Heyman, a homeland 
security expert at the Center for Strategic and International 
Studies, as observing that it's unclear from the report "what the 
role of the military will be, and that needs to be cleared up." 

Indeed it does. And it's up to the president to push and for 
Congress to provide that clarity. 

Further, well before hurricane season begins, the president 
should update the nation on precisely what actions have been 
taken to ensure that the Katrina lessons truly have been learned. 

The Dallas Morning News, on soft drinks in schools: 
Is anyone really surprised by a Children's Hospital Boston 

study published this month in Pediatrics that reports the empty 
calories of sugary drinks like soda may be contributing to the obe­
sity epidemic in our country? 

Yes, some will still debate how big a role soft drinks play in 
our collective fat cells expanding at alanning rates. But whom are 
we kidding? And who would deny the two are linked? Between 
1977 and 1997, soft drink consumption among kids more than 

·doubled. So did obesity rates. 
As President Bush points out, we've got a national health care 

crisis, exacerbated in great part by our unhealthy lifestyles, more 
fat and Jess exercise. 

What can we do? No doubt, nutritional education starts at 
home, with parents taking charge. If you don "t put it in the gro­
cery cart, your kids can't drink or eat it. Period. 

But how do students ward off the temptation when they can 
easily get a flx at school, where parents aren't able to monitor 
their trips to the soda machine? 

The Texas Department of Agriculture already has some good 
guidelines in place, such as not allowing elementary school stu­
dents access to sodas and restricting high school and middle 
school students' purchases to non-mealtimes. In other states, soda 
vending machines will soon be a thing of the past. 

With lucrative multiyear contracts, schools and big soda com­
panies both take hits if we throw vending machines off campus. 
But schools have an obligation to teach youngsters good eating 
habits. 

Just as important if soda companies such as Coca-Cola and 
Pepsi voluntarily pull their sugar-laced products from schools, 
they will save money later in the form of health care programs 
that aren't swamped with patients who have diabetes and other 
costly diseases. 

Yes, it's the responsibility of each of us to remember that diet 
has everything to do with health and that adults need to make sure 
our young people are eating smart. But it's also time for those 
with a hand in the sugar business to take action, too. 

Otherwise, not even the best health care syslem in the world 
will be of any use to us.

Ea tern Kentucky, and every 

Kentucky county that ha a coal-haul 
road, needs House Bill 560. That bill, if 
passed into law, would require electron­
ic reporting and monitoring of coa1 truck 
weights. Passing it would make for safer 
roads, less wear on highways, and less 
wear on trucks. It would a1so levy over­
weight fines more fairly. 

As truckers told me last year when 
House Bill 8 was under consideration, 
most of them don't have much choice 
about how much weight they carry. As 
one trucker expressed it, "If you don't 
haul overweight, you don't haul." 

Passing House Bill 560 will help to 
assure that the penalty falls on the com­
panies who ship coal in addition to, or 
instead of, the trucker. As things are 
now, coal companies have no incentive 
to stay within lhe law, since lhe punish­
ment falls on the trucker, who doesn't 
bave the economic power to refuse over­
weight loads. This bill will help change 
that. It will also make travel safer for cit­
izens who must share roads with these

ing Shi'ite holy sites, bringing bloody 
retaliation. A daytime curfew has 
descended on Baghdad, which worked 
for a day but now seems impotent. 
Power could soon devolve to competing 
militias. Meanwhile the U.S. govern­
ment is giving orders to the new democ­
ratic Iraqi government- only to have 
the prime minister politely ask that the 
"liberators" keep their suggestions to 
themselves. 

If a civil war breaks out, wb'at will 
U.S. troops do? It's too ugly to contem­
plate. 

But don't let it be said that Secretary 
of State Condoleezza Rice doesn't Jearn 
from experience. According to the

Sago operator hit 
with $100,000 in 
additional fines

WASHINGTON - The fed­
eral government said 
Wednesday it had fined the 
company that owns the West 
Virginia mine where a dozen 
miners were killed in January 
more than $100,000 in new 
penalties. 

The tines were for 43 cita­
tions that had previously been 
issued but which had not yet 
received a price tag. 

They are part of 208 citations 
that the federal agency issued 
against Ashland, Ky.-based 
International Coal Group for 
problems at Sago in the calendar 
year prior to the Jan. 2 explo­
sion. 

The new fines. totaling 
$105,840, are in addition to a lit­
tle more than $24,000 previous­
ly assessed. 

Many of the new fine are 
meant to address serious health 
and safety violations. 

The largest fine was for 
$9.600 and involved roof sup­
port problems. Another fme for 
$9,200 dealt with ventilation 
problems. 

None of the penalties the 
government previously issued at 
Sago exceeded $1,000, a fact 
that has drawn criticism from 
lawmakers and worker repre-

sen tali ves. 
The mine agency recently 

announced plans to overhaul its 
penalty system and said the 
change would likely lead to a 
general increase in its fines. The 
agency's minimum penalty is 
$60. while $60,000 is its maxi­
mum. 

International Coal Group 
vice President Charles Snavely 
said late Wednesday his compa­
ny had not yet received word 
about rbe new fines. 

"MSHA, to ICG's knowl­
edge, has not shared this infor­
mation with ICG, and therefore 
the company cannot comment." 
Snavely said through a 
spokesman. 

After it receives notification, 
a mine operator has a month to 
decide whether to appeal. 

The agency had increased its 
inspections of the Sago mine 
prior to the accident. 

'The fines assessed reinforce 
MSHA's stepped-up and aggres­
sive enforcement record at the 
Sago Mine before the tragic dis­
aster occurred on Jan. 2," David 
Dye, the acting head of MSHA, 
said in a statement Wednesday.

Kentucky already allows 
"charitable" gambling and has 
al1owed lottery ticket sales for 
years. Proponents say Kentl.lcky 
could recoup mil]jons spcnl by 
residents wagering in border 
states.

A horse industry-backed pl<m 
would allow casinos at 
Kentucky's horse race tracks and 
the state would get add1tional 
revenue for expenses such as 
education and health care under 
the plan sponsored by Rep. Joe 
Barrows. D-Versrulles. 

Butler and Sen. David 
Boswell. D-Owensboro, had sim­
ilar proposals thar would allow 
gambling at tracks and other 
locations. Each plan proposed 
constitutional amendments that 
would leave the decision - if 
approved by the General 
Assembly- to Kentucky's vot­
ers. 

Boswell and Barrows recently 
told the House Licensing and 
Occupation Commlttce they 
would work on a compromise 
that would mesh hoth bills. 
Boswell ba.<> pushed for a casino 

license in Owensboro. 
Butler, who is the House com­

mince's chairman, said 
Wednesday he doubted whether a 
gambling compromise would 
matcrialtte in time. If the propos­
al did not clear the committee by 
next week it wa-; "a dead issue."

Now !hal we know where 
NASCAR's much-ballyhooed 
Hall of Fame is going to be 
built, the bigger question 
r~.:mains: Who will be the build­
ing blocks of its legacy'? 

lt was announced this week 
that the $1 07.5 million hall, 
expected to lure hundreds of 
thousands of visitors annually. 
will open by 2009 in downtown 
Charlotte, the heartland of the 
stock car sport. It beat out 

tlanta and Daytona Beach in 
the final showdown of big plans 
and big dollars. 

But no one knows how the 
ftrst cla"s of inductees will be 
picked, or by whom. Whatever 
the process. there is going to be a 
debate of enormous magnitude. 

After all. when the Baseball 
Hall of Fame opened it<: door<: in 
1936, not even Babe Ruth was a 
unanimous choice of the base­
bull writers. 

's 
The Bambino wasn't even 

the top vote-getter of the five 
players in that first class: Ty 
Cobb was on 222 of 226 ballots, 
while Ruth and Honus Wagner 
each appeared on 215 ballots. 
Walter Johnson and Christy 
Mathewson al~o made it into the 
hon:ehide shrine in that first 
vote. 

Of course, things could be 
easier for the NASCAR voters. 

I mean, how could any voter 
fail to mark an X by the name of 
William Henry Getty ''Big Bill"' 
France on that first ballot'! 

Without Bill Sr .. there would 
be no NASCAR. 

The somewhat redundantly 
named National Association for 
Stock Car Auto Racing was 
invented in 1947 in France's fer­
tile mind - a way of giving the 
competitors a fair shake on 
purses and pursuing standards 
for racetracks. 

The tough-minded. hands-on 
France oversaw construction of 
Daytona International Speed-

way and Talladega Superspeed­
way. the two tracks that person­
ify the sport. His family contin­
ues to run NASCAR through a 
benevolent dictatorship that has 
seen the sport expand and nour­
ish into a behemoth with an esti­
mated 75 million fans. 

So where do you go after 
picking a dictator? 

How about a king? 
Richard Petty is NASCAR's 

Babe Ruth, a towering f1gure 
who dominated the sport for 
three decades. He won 200 
races, seven championships and 
the undying loyalty of a majori­
ty of NASCAR's early fans. 

"Stoc~ car racing wru;n't 
exactly a part of everybody's 
household back then, especially 
since it wasn't on TV a whole 
lot early in his career," said son 
Kyle Petty. "But, everywhere 
we went, people knew who he 
was. He was The King - and he 
still is." 

It wouldn't be much of a first 
class with only two members.

How about adding the driver 

who surpassed even Petty in 
popularity? 

Dale Earnhardt came from a 
hardscrabble. lunchpail life to 
become not only stock car rac­
ing's biggest star, but also its

The Intimidator wa~ the first 
driver from the Southern-based 
spott to earn far more from sou­
venir and clothing sales than 
from winning on the racetrack. 
Before his tragic end in a crash 
on the final lap of the 200 I Day­
tona 500, Earnhardt had won 76 
races ami matched Petty's sevt:n 
season titles. 

And it would be hard to leave 
David Pearson out of the ftrst 
group of inductees. "The Silver 
Fox" was Richard Petty's neme­
sis. Pearson only won three 
championships. but his 105 race 
wins were second only to Petty 
and the debate about which was 
the better driver raged for years.

How do you choose among 
longtime stars like Bobby Alli­
son, Cale Yarborough, Neil 
Bonnett.

Gant and LeeRoy Yarbrough? 

Then there are some of Earn­
hardt's contemporaries, driving 
greats like Darrell Waltrip and 
Benny Parsons. both now TV 
commentators and ambassadors 
for the sport. Add to that Rusty 
Wallace, Mark Martin, Bill 
Elliott, Tim Richmond, Alan 
Kulwicki, Dale Jarrett and Terry

"He 
started first. but I've done more 
in stock cars." 

Many drivers making the 
move from open-wheel to stock 
car are surprised how little lee­
way for mistakes the new for­
mat affords - and just how 
crowded thing. can get on a 
track with 43 drivers. 

The move Jourdain made last 
year is similar to that of Paul 
Tracy. an aggressive driver who 
won Champ Car's 2003 chanlpi­
onship but signed on for five 
races with the Busch Series this 
year . 

"It was very frustrating to 
watch him because I know he 
can do better than what he did,"

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'High school athlete seeking 
change in eligibility requirements

FRANKFORT - Karen and 
Don Dossett hdd their daughter. 
Kelsey, back in the first grade so she 
could improve her reading skills. 

Now, the 18-year-old high 
school soccer player - a junior 
at Henderson County High 
School - is facing a senior year 
ineligible to play the game she 
loves and attract college scouts 
for a potential scholarship. 
She's eight days too old. 

.. Just because I got held back 
doesn't mean I shouldn • t be able to 
play sports,'' Kelsey Dossett said. 

State law prohibits students 
who turn age 19 before Aug. 1 
from playing sports in that 
school year. Kelsey's birthday is 
July 24. 

Tile teen is working to 
change the law. The Dossens 
accompanied their daughter to 
Frankfort last Wednesday to 

push for a plan by Rep. Gross 
Lindsay. D-Henderson, that 
would back up the cutoff date to 
July I. The House approved the 
plan Monday on a 95-3 vote and 
it heads to the Senate for con­
sideration. 

Nevertheless, Karen Dossett 
says it's an ordeal her daughter 
shouldn't have to go through. 
Nearing her senior year, Kelsey 
has blossomed into not only a 
promising athlete but a solid stu­
dent in the classroom, she said. 

Kelsey said she gets "A's and 
B's" and attends some honors­
classes. 

"It's not fair to her," Karen 
Dossett said, noting sports was 
not a consideration in holding 
Kelsey back. "Why is she being 
penalized just for being held 
back in the frrst grade?" 

Kentucky has had the Aug. 1 
cutoff date for years, said Brigid 
DeVries, commissioner of the 
Kentucky High School Athletic 

Association. It's a state law and 
was chosen as a "uniform date 
for all students." DeVries said. 

"Any date you pick, someone 
is going to be too young or too 
old," DeVries said. "And there 
needs to be a finite date.'' 

The issue has come up before. 
In 1998, Hopkinsville High 

School got in trouble with the 
KHSAA after Artose Pinner, 
now an NFL running back who 
played college football at the 
University of Kentucky, played 
despite being ineligible under 
the rule. The high school report­
ed itself to the KHSAA and had 
to pay a fine, forfeit games Pin­
ner played and be on probation 
for the I 998-99 school year. 

Kentucky is not alone in its 
cutoff date. 

Ohio and West Virginia have 
the same age limit as Kentucky, 
making ineligible any student 
who turns 19 before Aug. 1.

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Reader's newly developed mole 
should be examined by doctor

Quest1on: 1 was hoping you could 
give me some advice on a mole that 
formed recently on my upper right 
houldcr. l am a ~6-year-old man. and 

this mole onginatcd in the last 4-5 
w eks. I would describe it as gray and 
about the siz.c of a raised pencil eraser. 
Is thi · something I should see a doctor 
nbout'' 

Answer: Pcopl!! tend to use the 
word ·•mole" to describe any kind of 
growth on the skin. but to physicians a 
mole i:- a specific type of growth. More 
properly called a nevus. this kind of 
growth usually contains pigment that 
mak~.:' it appear darker than the sur­
roundmg "kin. It may be flat, raised 

F ylady 

above the skin, or even hanging from a 
little stalk. 

While most nevi arc harmJess, there 
are many signs that you should look for 
to help determine if a mole is a "bad" 
one or not. Most people have between 
L 0 and 50 moles, and some are even 
called ''beauty marks" when they occur 
on the face. 

There are two basic classifications 
of moles - normal nevi and dysplastic 
nevi. Let's take a look at each type. 

Characteristics of normal nevi are: 
* Color - ranges from pink to tan 

to dark brown, sometimes almost 
black; 

* Shape - usuaJly round or oval 

with well-defined borders; 
* Size- ranges from 1 to 10 mil­

limeters; and 
* Location - anywhere on the 

body. 
Normal nevi may also be either flat 

or elevated and may or may not have 
hair growing in them. They tend to 
develop in childhood and adolescence. 

Dysplastic nevi are moles that are 
abnormal and look different from "nor­
mal" moles. These moles are more 
likely to tum into melanoma, a deadly 
form of skin cancer. While most moles 
-both normal and dysplastic- never 
rum cancerous. the dysplastic moles 
should cause concern and arc usually 
removed. 

Characteristics of dysplastic nevi 
are: 

* Color - Tan to very dark brown 
on a pink background: 

* Shape- Asymmetric, with irreg­
ularly shaped and poorly defined bor­
ders;

* Sue - Ranges from 5 to 12 mil­
limeters (usually larger than a pencil 
eraser): and 

* Location - Most common on 
sun-exposed skin, but sometimes 
develop on covered areas. 

Unlike normal moles, dysplastic 
nevi continue to appear after age 35. 
While most of m have just a few abnor­
mal moles, some people have more 
than 100 of these dysplastic nevi. This 
tendency runs in families. Members of 
these families have a very high risk of 
melanoma. A person with this condi­
tion should have his or her doctor do a 
skin exam every three to six months so 
that any problems can be detected 
early. 

Given out reader's age and the 
recent appearance of his mole. I would 
advise him to make an appointment to 
see his family doctor or a dermatologist 
promptly. That's also good advice for 
anyone who is concerned about a new 
mole or one that appears to be changing 

in size, color or textur<!. 
Of course with Spring Break and 

summer quickly approaching, be sure 
to use sunscreen to protect your skin 
from harmful ultraviolet rays. Unpl' 
tected sun exposure can increase your 
risk of developing skin cancer. espe­
cially a dangerous melanoma.

Spring Pruning Tips

A spring approaches, many 
homeowners begin to think 
about their yard's landscape . 
The winter months ctm be tlanl­
aging to trees and shrubs. To 
ensure healthy spring plru1L'>. 
homeowner.: may want to prune 
the trees and shrubs around their 
home. But do not just pnmc lor 
the sake of pruning. make sure 
you have a valid reason for 
pnming before you begin. 

Pruning during the late win­
ter months allows for the 
removal of damage caused by 
winter winds and precipitation. 
The wounds caused by pruning 
heal most quickly th.is Lime of 
year just .1s new growth is 
emerging on the plant. 

If the shruh 1s pllln~.;d before it 
blooms. tht> bud:. haye been 
rcmo\'ed b~o:fPrc 1hc1r ilowcrs 
were enjoyed. When J1nlning 
is done .ther blooming. the 
11owcrs y,. ill June been enjoyed 
and the plam c...m rc.:over, grov.. 
and produce mon.· buds fm 
!lov..cts n~xt spring. 

Rejuvenation pruning 
rcmo\'e~ on..;-thud of lhe 
.shrub'~ oldest growth. This 
pruning cntaih sck~.:ting the 
thickest, darl~c~t .md unhealthi­
est :-.lt:tns 01 branches and cut· 
ling them back. Stems should 
be cut back to soil level and 
branches to the potnt of imer­
·ection with tht 'hrub's main 
trunk. This ensure' that only 
tht: younge. t, most pwductive 
v..ood (that which produces the 
most/best flowers) remains a 
pan of the shrub. Shruhs that 
will bloom during the .~um111cr 
momhs cau :rlso be pmned dur­
ing th~ cm·ly o,;pring.

Pruning also allows removal 
of diseased. crowded or haz· 
ardous branches. When prun­
ing trees. the size of the tree 
does not need to be reduced too 
much in one season. Limjt the 
pruning amount to one-founh 
of 1J1e tree·~ volume. Start by 
thinning out branches by cut­
ting them off close to the t1·ee ·s 
trunk or a large litllb.
