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Fletcher discusses tax legislation with business lobbyists

FRANKFORT- Gov. Ernie 
Fletcher met privately with 
bu stness lobbyists on 
Wednesday to discuss lax. pro· 
posals pending in the General 
A sembly. 

The closed-door talks 
focused on contrasting ver ions 
of tax legislation passed by the 
House and Senate. The main 
tor>ics discussed were the corpo­
rate income tax and the new 
alternative mtmmum tax 
imposed on businesses. 

Both versiOns offer some 
relief on the alternative nnm· 
mum tax, which was part of 
Fletcher' tax-overhaul package 
approved by lawmakers last 
year. 

The House plan would 
exempt rhe ftrst $3 million in 
gros profits. while the Senate 
would exempt the first 
$500,000. The House proposal 
would keep the current rate on 
gros. profits above $3 million, 
amounting to $7.500 in taxes 

allegedly threatening the infor­
mant. 

Delano Hagans received mul­
tiple charges, which included 
theft by unlawful taking, traf­
ficking in a controlled sub­
stance, two counts of tampering 
with evidence. criminal mischief 
and one count of intimidating a 
Witness. 

More charges are expected in 
the ca. e, including a criminal 
conspiracy to assassinate a 
county offtcial.

full-day kindergarten clas~es. 
Lawmakers were considering 

a plan to extend the Kentucky 
school calendar by a single day 
rather than the two proposed by 
Gov.

Right now, Kenmcky has one of 
shortest academic years in, the 
country, said Lisa Gross, 
spokeswoman for the Kentucky 
Department of Department of 
Education.

The budget proposal would 
divvy up about $34 million to 
local school districts to pay for 

Budget negotiators also have 
tentatively agreed to make a l.l­
cent-per-gallon gasoline tax 
increase permanent so the state 
can sell about $350 million in 
bonds to pay for highway con­
struction projects. 

The Senate had recommend­
ed a $740 million bond issue to 
pay for road construction. House 
lawmakers initially proposed no 
additional road bonds, saying all 
necessary road projects could be 
paid for without taking on addi­
tiOnal debt. They later agreed to 
locking in the I . 1-cent gas tax 
increase. 

Under a · 20-year-o!d 
adjustable funding formula, the 
state's fuel tax rises and falls 
with the average price of gaso­
line. The Senate had proposed 
locking down the 1.1-cent-per­
gallon increase from last year 
and an anticipated 1.2-cent-per­
gallon increase this year.

Jeffery Tackett, 42, entered 
the plea upon a recommendation 
from Assistant Commonwealth 's 
Attorney Arnold Turner that he 
serve 15 years for the offenses.

The 11mes Herald-Record . .\1iddletcmn, N.Y., on re!(ularing ADHD 
drugs: 

There !Ue few more contrO\'crsial. confusing issues regarding children 
and education than the use of powerful slimu1ant drug to counter the 
effects of allention deiicit/hypcractivity disorder. Last week, an advisory 
panel of the Food and Drug Administration wisely and somewhat coura­
geously tried to remove some of the confusion without adding to the con­
tmvcrsy. 

The FDA's pediatric advisory committee rejected a call for "tougher" 
warning l::lbcls on ADHD drugs, reconuncnding instead that the labels be 
wriucn more clearly. This would allo\\ drug manufacturers to alerrs par­
ent.., to possible. hut rare, . erious side effect of the drugs- heart auacks, 
hallucinations and other psychological problems -without scaring away 
thousands of people who need and would benefit from the drugs. 

The pediatric panel's recommendation conflicts with that of the FDA's 
drug safety and risk management committee. That panel advised using the 
strongest possible wanting on some of the drugs, to warn doctors. parents 
and patients of potential risks. Given the suspicion that the drugs -
Ritalm. Concerta, Adderall. Strauera arc too casually prescribed by 
-;orne doctors and that some parents and teachers look upon them as quick 
fixes for hchavioral problems. there certainly is reason for concern about 
serious . ide effects. Blll the pediatric panel correctly warned about the 
confusion such strong warnings would inject into an already confusing 
i sue. And of course, it Viould surely drive away children who would ben· 
efit frllm the d111gs. 

And many do. That's the problem. ADHD drugs can and have worked 
miracles in children's Jives. Children who cannot focus. who arc regular­
ly disruptive. impatient or impulsive in class have been transformed into 
model students through usc of one of the drugs. TheLr academic world is 
transformed from a negative to a positive place. The American Academy 
of Pediatrics says 70 percent of patients are helped through usc of the 
drugs. That's significant. given that about3.3 million Americans under 20 
years of age used one of the drugs last year. 

The controversy arises over the method of diagnosing the disorder. 
ADHD is a bcha\'ioraJ diagnosis. There are no easy physical symptoms to 
check. Blood work won'r do it. Rathe1. doctors must confer with paren£l 
and teachers and assess a child's full medical and educational record to 
determine if he or she (it tends to be boys) has a legitimate disorder. 

At least that's what is supposed to happen. [[ is safe and fair to say that 
the thoroughness of those assessments varies v.idely. The tendency to 
want to help a child do better in school is understandable, but doctors and 
parents must become hcttcr educated on the risks of misdiagnosing 
ADJID. At the same time. therl! arc also potential serious nsks to children 
from not diagnu~;ing ADI-ID. It would be especially unfortunate if exag­
gerated fear caused this. 

Clearly. all partil.!s involved- doctors, parents, educators, patients and 
pharmaceutical companies- need to do more collaborative work on fig­
uring this out. Thnl's why any move to clearer labeling, as opposed to 
scare labeling, makes sense at this time. The FDA was w1sc to a~k tor a 
second opinion. It should take it 10 heart.

The changes proposed in Senate Bill 
2J6 do away with judicial oversight of 
the legislature and throw those checks 
and balances out the window. It would 
tip the scales in favor of the legislature. 

What would that mean? Nobody 
really knows all the possible outcomes. 
but here's one that bothers me a lot. It 
would mean that you can't hold me 
accountable for the tltings J do in 
Frankfort. 

For example, teachers couldo 't sue 
legi~;lators if we fail to adequately fund 
their pensions. This is an issue of great 
concern to teachers, and while I hope we 
work out the funding problems wtthout 
lin suits, if we don't. teachers ought to 
be able. to hold me and all other legisla­
lllrs accountable in court. 

\\'by would anyone want to throw 
our government out of balance? The 
answer ts simple and it really isn't pret­
ty - revenge. 

Senate Republicans arc angry about 
court decisions concerning Jefferson 
County's 37th Senate District, in which 
they tried to dodge Constitutional resi· 
dency requirements for Senate candi­
dates. A succession of courts. and final­
ly the Supreme Court said "no" to the 
GOP scheme to put a woman who had 
recently qualified as an Indiana resident 
into the Kenrucky Senate. 

So. for Republicans. it's time to get 
even with the courts, no matter what the 
cost to our government. Our state's 
highest judge.

that some will be unpopular - or rum 
out to be, or :cern, mistaken. The ea'iiest 
way to campaign against someone who 
has served on the bench is to pick out a 
few decisions and focus attention on 
thl.!m, or even on only one decision. And 
a lawyer' legal career cannot always be 
defined by one cao;e or a set of cases. 

Voters should choose candidates on 
the basis of rheir complete records, and 
rl!member that. the best judges are tho. c 
who aren't afraid to make decisions that 
might be unpopular. The judges' code of 
conduct says ''a judge shall not be 
swayed by partisan interests. public 
clamor or tear of criticism." The public 
doesn't need, and shouldn't want. judges 
who make decisions with the next elec­
tion in mind. 

• Judicial races in Kentucky have 
been non-partisan . ince 1975, when vot­
ers amended the state Constitution to cre­
ate a fow·-level Court of Justice that is 
independent of the partisan political sy,­
tem. This means that judicial candidate. 
should stay out of party politics, and vol­
ers ·hould not ask them their affiliation 
or usc that a~ a reason for their vote. 

The non-partisan nature of judicial 
races is voters· hancliest reminder of the 
di!Terence betweenjudicial ekctions and 
other elections. Vorers who ex~t a 
judge to have a platform on is ·ues are 
expecting to have a judge whose mind is 
made up heforc hearing aU tbc evidence. 
That is not what Kentuckians voted for in 
1975, or what they need today. 

• Judicial campaigns can be coslly, 
and candidates in some races must raise 
money to compete. However. candidates 
must avoid the appearance of bcmg 
indebted ll) thl~lr contributors. The public 
has a right to kno\\ who is contributing 
and how much. so candidates and cam­
paign committees are required to make 
that information public, and the news 
media should report it.

Surprisingly, remakes were 
your best bet for entertainment 
this week, while other new 
·elea es were lacking. 

''King Kong" - Hats off to 
Peter Jackson ("Lord of the 
Rings") for remaking Kong with 
state-of-the-art effects, while 
paying sufficient homage to 
Merian Cooper's 1939 classic. 

Jackson's film follows the 
·truclure of the original with a 
filmmaker going in search of 
Sk"llll Island to frnd the eighth 
wonder of the world. Jackson 
wisely casts his go-to actor, 
Andy Serlds, as Kong. Serkis 
previously excelled at combin­
ing his acting talents with CGI 
effects playing Gollum in the 
·'Rings" trilogy and is once 
again called upon here to match 
his acting chops with make-up. 
Kong gives the best perfor­
mance in the film, though he is 
well matched by Naomi Watts, 
Jack Black and Adrien Brody. 

The scenes on Skull Island 
are superb and find Kong 
matched against three T-rexes in 
a knockdown brawl that doesn't 
end when all the participants fall 
into an abyss. The scenes of the 
crew running into a dinosaur 
stampede are right up there with 
he best of "Jurassic Park," but it 
. the spider pit sequence, cut 

from the original film, that will 
really give you the heebie-jee­
bies here. as Jackson fully 
depicts the fate of the sailors 
who got tossed into a ravine in 
both versions of the film. 

The film slows down for a 
speU when the characters make 
it back to New York, but picks 
up when Kong escapes into the 
big bad city. Jackson gets amaz­
ing work from his effects teams 
here and their rendering of the 
final assault on the Empire State 
.Building manages to salute the 

•original film while outdoing it 
in terms of emotional content. 
This is the film to rent this 
week. 

"Memoirs of a Geisha" -
Rob Marshall ("Chicago") goes 
for a change of pace with this 
adaptation of the popular novel. 
Unfortunately, he should stick to 
films where people sing their 
roles. as this effort falls flat on 
its painted face. Zhang Ziyi stars 
as a pre-World War II geisha in 
training whose good looks are 

«he envy of the top geisha in her 
manor and lead to nothing but 
trouble. A portrait of the art of 
being a geisha might have been 
culturally interesting, but this 
film just doesn't get there. 
Despite earnest performances 
from Gong Li and Michelle 
Yeoh, this film )s dull when it 
should be exotic. Asian film 
buffs were appalled at how 
much th1s film got it wrong and 
showed a Chinese influence 
(obvious in the casting and set 

;.tesign) which is ultimately dis­
;tracting, as the film is set in 
Japan. 

"2001 Maniacs" -Another 
remake gets it right with this 
film that is based on an obscure 
1960s horror film by Herschel 
Gordon Lewis, who pioneered 
gore movies that were drenched 
in blood, if not a whole lot of 
sense. This remake gives Lewis' 
idea the proper respect and bet­
ter scripting, while never skimp­
ing on the grisly business at 
hand. The story follows five 

ew Englanders who are wel­
comed into a small southern 
town. where they are treated like 
royalty until they are ritually 
slaughtered in creative fashion. 
Turns out that the small town 
they are visiting was burned to 
the ground by Union soldiers 
during the Civil War and ever so 
often the city reappears whenev­
er it smells a Yankee. Good gory 
stuff here produced by Eli Roth 
("Hostel") and starring Robert 
(Freddy Kruger) Englund. 

"A Sound of Thunder" -
Kong shouldn't get much rental 
competition from this sci-fi 

¥ffort which was barely released 
-to cinemas last summer. It's a 
shame that this film turned out 
so badly as it stems from an 
exceptional short story from 
Ray Bradbury. The premise 
(which they botch with crummy 
effects) is excellent. In the 
future, a conglomerate has 
cracked time travel and pays for 
its continued research by allow­
ing millionaires to hunt 
dinosaurs in the past. It's a 
strictly controlled procedure 
that relies on guns which frre 
bullet~ made out ice and is care· 
:uuy orchestrated so that the 
hunters only shoot dinosaurs 
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which are destined to die short­
ly thereafter. One tourist brings 
on chaos tn the present when he 
kills a butterfly during a safari 
and we are off to the races. 
Unfortunately the special effects 
are bargain basement and the 
script doesn't offer any morsels 
for the talented cast. which 
includes Ben Kingsley and Ed 
Bums. For dinosaur fans only. 

"Masters of Horror" -
Showtime's horror anthology 
series hits DVD with two 
episodes thls week. Each fllm in 
this series is directed by a noted 
horror master and the films have 
nothing in common except that 
the overall quality of the efforts 
has been high. The series leads 
off strong here with films by 
John Carpenter ("Halloween") 
and Stuart Gordon 
C'Reanimator"). Carpenter's 
film follows a detective's search 
for a film which has gone miss­
ing since inciting homicidal ten­
dencies at its premiere. 
Gordon's is a straight up ghost 
story based on an H.P. Lovecraft 
tale which depicts the unfortu­
nate fate of those who rent a 
room in a shabby boarding 
house. Both are excellent entries 
in the series, which was 
renewed by Showtime before 
the entire 13 episodes had run.

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King steps down from Cumberlands football post

WILLlAMSB URG - ln five 
years, Chuck King has accom­
plished a lot at the University of 
the Cumberlands (formerly 
Cumberland College) as the Uni­
versity's third football coach.

His dedication 
and commitment to the Univer­
sity of the Cumberlands, the 
football program, and its stu­
dent-athletes has been nothing 
short of spectacular. Cumber­
lands has been lucky to have

In five seasons, King estab­
lished a 31-21 record, claimed 
NAIA AU-Americans in three 
back-to-back seasons, was hon­
ored with a MSC Player of the 
Year in 2002. and wa-; named 
MSC Coach of the Year in 2003. 

''It has been an enjoyable 
time," said King. "President 
Taylor and the administration 
took a chance on me and I 
appreciate the support and com­
mitment they have shown to me 
and the football program over 
the past several years. 1 have 
experienced so much more than 
I ever expected and I am thank-

ful to have had such a special 
opportunity. However, I feel that 
it is time for a change and I have 
been presented with an opportu­
nity that will allow me to spend 
more time with my wife and 
boys. They have been so sup­
portive over the years and J 
appreciate their sacrifices. Now, 
I have the opportunity to give 
some back to them and I am 
looking forward to that.'' 

Last season, the Patriots post­
ed an 8-3 record and fell short of 
the NAJA play-offs by one 
game. The Patriots tied or broke 
seven individual game or season 
records, placed 12 players on the 
Mid-South Conference teams, 

and had rwo players recognized 
as NAIA All Americans. The 
Patriots also recorded their high­
est NAIA ranking in school his­
tory at No. 5 after they defeated 
No. 7 Pikeville College in a 
MSC showdown.

Louisville football coaches testify in scholarship case

LOUISVILLE - Two assis­
tants to Louisville football 
coach Bobby Petrino testified 
Wednesday, backing up his tes­
timony that he did not promise a 
scholarship offer to a fanner 
walk-on who is suing the uni­
versity for the cost of a four­
year education. 

Ryan Holifield claims that 
Petrino promised to offer 

Holifield a scholarship in the 
spring of 2004 if Holifield paid 
his own way during the 2003 
fall semester. He is suing the 
school for $123,000, the esti­
mated worth of a four-year foot­
ball scholarship to U of L. 

Offensive line coach Mike 
Summers said Holifield had 
needed to gain weight and 
strength and that there hadn't 
been time enough for that to 
happen. 

Greg Nord, the assistant head 
coach and running backs/tight 
ends coach, testified that 
Holifield was considered a non­
scholarship prospect a far back 
as the summer of 2002. 

Petrino testified on Tht:sday 
that he told Holifield he would 
have the chance to earn a schol­
arship but did not promise one. 

"I said there was an opportu­
nity for a scholarship, but it had 
to be earned," Petrino said. "We 

Lawmaker seeks to block I 
KHSAA rvle on ligibil•ty 1

LOUISVILLE Mary 
Grace Pellegrini says she 
would have been kept from 
competing in varsity track, 
cross country and swimming if 
a rule proposed by the Ken­
tucky High School Athletic 
Association had been in place 
when she started high school. 

Pellegrini, 16, attended a' 
Catholic school through eighth 
grade before entering duPont 
Manual High School, a public 
high school. 

The proposed rule change 
would bar students from play­

-..ing varsity sports for two years 
"if they move from a private 
grade school to a public high 
school - or from a public grade 
school to a private high school. 

Pellegrini, a sophomore, 
opposes the rule. 

"If you want to .be the be~t. 
you have to compete wiili the 
best," she told The Courier~ 
Journal of Louisville. ''This 
proposal would be detrimental 
to all high school sports." 

Sen. Tim Shaughnessy, D­
~Louisville, has moved to block 
"'lhe proposed rule, which could 

affect 800 students a year in 
Louisville alone, many who 

transfer from public schools to 
Catholic schools. 

Shaughnessy, a graduate of 
St Xavier High School in 
Louisville, believes the change 
would unfairly penalize private 
school srudents. He has intro­
duced a measure to give the 
General Assembly the power to 
approve eligibility rules for 
high school sports. 

"It really infuriates me lhat 
the Kentucky High School Ath­
letic Association cannot come 
up wii:h a compromise on thls," 
Shaughnessy said. "If they are 
going to punish those young­
sters, that is not a compromise." 

Brigid DeVries, commis~ 
sioner of the K.HSAA, declined 
comment to the Louisville 
newspaper on Shaughnessy's 
effort to curtail the agency's 
rule-making authority. De Vries 
did not immediately return a 
phone call by The Associated 
Press on Wednesday. 

For now. the state Board of 
Education has final say over the 
rule changes approved March 6 
by the KHSA:A's board of con­
trol. DeVries is scheduled to 
present several proposed rule 
changes to the state board at its 
April 11-12 meeting. 

The proposed eligibility IU!es 

also would affect transfers between 
two public schools or two private 
schools in different districts. 

The s~nate approved 
Shaughnessy's amendment. 
which would require lawmak­
ers to approve any changes to 
student eligibility to play high 
school sports. The amendment, 
attached to an unrelated athlet­
ics bill, also would bar the 
KHSAA from creating separate 
state championship tourna­
ments for public and private 
schools. The bill goes back to 
the House. 

Though separate tourna­
ments are not currently pro­
posed. that has been a long­
simmering issue for some pub­
lic school officials who com­
plain that private schools 
recruit top players and have an 
unfair advantage by offering 
financial aid. 

The original bill would 
bring kickboxing and "mixed 
martial am" under the authori­
ty of the Kentucky Boxing and 
Wrestling Authority. 

The legislation is House Bill 
532.

"He did a phenomenal job 
stepping into the position he 
was put into," Childress said. "I 

can't think of many people who 
could have even handled the 
pressure that was on him in the 
beginning." 

But nothing has been easy 
ince. Harvick 's temper - he's 

had public feuds with Kurt 
Busch, Greg Biffle and Robby 
Gordon - and a downturn at 
RCR made for a rocky road. 

Harvick has just three viciO­
ries since, and only one in his 
last 92 Cup races. He's finished 
14th in points the past two sea­
sons, failing to make the Chase 
for the championship. 

With his contract et to 
expire at the end of this season, 
he didn't want to commit to 
returning to Childress unless he 
was convinced the team was on 
the verge of turning itself 
around. 

But he's also rumored to be 
the top choice for Toyota, 
which will make its Cup debut 
nex.t season, and every other 
car owner with a seat to fill in 
2007. 

For Harvick. it won't come 
down to who offers him the 
biggest payday, or who promis­
es additional funding for Kevin 
Harvick Inc., the thriving stable 
of Busch and trucks series 
teams he and his wife, Delana, 
have built. 

"It' not anything about 
money," he said. ''It's about 
winning races."' 

Although RCR has shown 
signs of turning the corner this 
season, it may not happen in 
time to keep Harvick in the No. 
29 car. His second-place finish 
at Bristol last weekend was his 

first top I 0 this season, and he's 
currently 13th in the points. 

That's probably not the stat 
line Harvick or Childress was 
hoping for when they made 
plans to sit down sometime in 
April to discuss their future. 
It's created an air of constanl 
speculation about the team, and 
many assumptions that Harvick 
already has made up his mind 
to leave. 

Both Harvick and Childress 
insist no decision has been 
made. 

"It makes you feel good that 
everybody is talking about what 
you want to do or what you 
should do," Harvick said. "I'm 
being dead honest here. I've 
stayed as much out of all this 
stuff as I could and left it up to 
everybody else outside of it. 

"Everything up to this point 
is speculation of what's hap­
pening."

It's a dog's life- pampered pets 
show their stuff at AKC event

Clippers were blllzing, judges were 
pacing, handlers were barking out 
orders, and, amid all the excited acti vi­
ty, it seemed very much that the only 
calm •·folks" around were the stars 
themselves- the dog". 

"It's been crazy," said Dr. Carol 
Combs-Morris. veterinarian and owner 
of Beaver Valley Vet Clinic, located in 
Wayland. "But a good kind of crazy," 
she continued. 

According to Combs-Morris, dogs, 
and their owners and trainers, began 
arriving on the campus of Johnson Cen­
tral High School. in Paintsville, early 
Friday evening in preparation for the 
weekend's American Kennel Club cer­
tified events. 

''We have 405 dogs here this week­
end:' Combs-Mom" <;aid. "The activi­
ty has been non-stop." 

The dogs - 90 dtffercnt breeds or 
varieties were entered - and their ''peo­
ple'' were there to compete in both con­
formation and obedience events. ln 
conformation events. dogs are judged 
on their overall appearance and stmc­
ture. Conformation events arc intended 
to evaluate breeding stock and to deter­
min~ a dog's ability to produce quality 
puppres. ln obedience trials d6gs 
judged on their ability to follow direc­
tion and take orders. 

"There's a lot going on.'' Combs­
Morris said. "And we have people from 
as far away as Colorado here this week­
end. We've been doing this show for 
several years now, but a lot of locals 
still aren't aware that this is a 
quote/unquote 'real' dog show," she 
chuckled. 

The show, held by the Eastern Ken­
tucky Kennel Club. Inc .. is licen:sed 
under the ccrtificallon of the American 
Kennel Club (AKC), and is so operated 
under the mlcs of Lhc AKC. 

There were dogs galore at the week­
end event, which was compri..,cd of two 
separate shows - the first taking place 
on Saturday and the ~ccond on Sunday. 
"Holding two separate shows keeps us 
busy as can be, but it helps make it 
worthwhile for the people \vho travel 
from slates away ... they have the oppor­
tunity to win multiple awards and 
points during the one weekend:' said 
Combs-Morris. 

Easily recognizable to most were 
dog breeds such as poodles. dachs­
hunds, basset hounds. and beagles: not 
so easily recognizable to the layman 
were breeds such as basenjis. briards, 
Ilalian greyhounds. and Japanese Chin. 

"All kinds of sites, coats. and per~ 
sonalities."

shown that dark chocolate hus some 
health benefits, the :-;tudies have been 
small and have all cautioned againstlh\: 
excess consumption of chocolate 
because of its high calorie content. Let 
me give you some information on tile 
benefits of dark chocolate. 

Chocolate in its natural state con­
rains many substance::; that have been 
identified as being good for you. Tilt: 
cocoa plant, from which chocolate 1s 

derived, has a high leve 1 of one of these 
substances called flavonoids . Dark 
chocolate, unlike milk chocolate, 

retains relatively high levels of these 
plant navonoid!-. 

The flavonoids in dark chocolate 
ha\e been shown to reduce cholesterol 
plaques in the arteries. They've also 
been shown to hdp lhe blood vessels 
dilate and relax and, thereby, lower the 
blood pressure and promote good vas­
cular health. How this happens is kind 
of interesting. The flavonoids in choco­
late apparently trigger biologicaJ action 
that n:duces inflammation and increases 
nitric oxide levels in the blood. Higher 
nitric oxide levels help relax the inner 
surface of your blood vessels. 

Many flavonoids are destroyed dur­
mg the proccsstng of chocolate, but 
food companies are working harder to 
keep high levels of flavonoid in the 
chocolate product. It is aJso theorized 
th:ll the proteins in milk bind with the 
tlavcmoids and deactivate them, so 

that's why you need to eat dark choco­
late rather than milk chocolate to get 
flavonoid benefits. 

Dark chocolate is also felt to have 
strong antioxidant properties. Antioxi­
dants help rid the body of destructive 
molecules that are suspected to be a prob­
lem in heart disease and cancer. Again, 
mil.k. as in milk chocolate, is thought to 
decrease this antioxidant activity. 

Here is the major problem with dark 
chocolate - it is very high in calories. 
An average dark chocolate candy bar 
can have several hundred calories in it. 
Any good that would come from the 
chocolate, can easily be offset by 
weight gain. Dark chocolate must be 
consumed in modest amounts or you 
will soon have to add obesity to your 
list of medical conditions. 

Unless you get headaches or heart· 
bum from it, you might consider swap-

ping out some of the sweets or other 
calorie-dense foods in your diet, for a 
small amount of dark chocolate. A 
good rule of thumb would be to limit 
yourself to one small square of dark 
chocolate a day.
