The two women weren't 
related and didn't work 
together, Johnson County 
health officials said. They 
became til at about the 
same t1me in the first week 
of March.

infected person through 
kisSH19 on the mouth, shar­
ing food. shanng dn"lks, 
utenstls or tobacco prod­
ucts, 

Johnson County health 
official Russell Bnggs has 
said the chances of a wider 
outbreak appeared very 
sma.l. 'The incubation peri­
od is just a few days," he 
said, and no additional 
cases t1ad been reported 
as of Monday.

Bush can't break 
U.S. oil addiction 

In his State of the Union address. President Bush delivered 
a one-liner that was striking in its simplicity: ••America is 
addicted to oil." But this week, the White House showed its 
reluctance to take even simple steps toward breaking the habit. 

The National Highway Traffic Safety Administration 
debuted its new mileage minimums for trucks. By law, auto 
manufacturers' fleets must meet these corporate average fuel 
economy (CAFE) standards. which have been mighty mid­
dling. 

In 1982, the average light truck had to get 17.5 miles per 
gallon. Based on rules released Wednesday, a 2011 model­
year truck must get 24 mpg. So, after a quarter-century of 
trying to wean ourselves off oil. all we will have been able 
to eke out is a 6.5 mpg increase for trucks. Car fuel stan­
dards remain even flatter, startin0 at 24 mpg in 1982 and 
hovering at 27.5 mpg since 1990. 

Such lackluster standards cost consumers at the pump, 
which they've discovered with a vengeance over the last 
couple of years. Nonetheless, the main reason to pump up 
CAFE standards is national security. The standards were, 
after all, enacted in the wake of the 1970s OPEC oil embar­
go, which saw desperate motorists lining up for miles. 
Middle Eastern nations remain less than stable now. The 
new CAFEs do little to meet Bush's State of the Union goal 
of reducing Middle East oil imports by 75 percent, much 
less cutting total U.S. oil consumption. a whopping 20 mil­
lion barrels a day. 

Ironically, just as the rules come out, Congress is again 
debating drilling in Alaska's National Wildlife Refuge. Even 
if the U.S. were to squeeze every last drop from ANWR, it 
wouldn't have near the impact that higher CAFEs would. 
The American Council for an Energy Efficient Economy esti­
mates that raising standards by 5 percent annually through 
201 0 could save 1 .5 million barrels of oil per day. At its 
peak, ANWR could only pump out 876,000 barrels a day. 

To the government's credit, these new fuel rules do target 
big SUVs, like Hummers, for the first time. However, buried 
in the standards is a provision to pre-empt state smog/emis­
sions laws that exceed federal standards. While the president 
can talk a good game about America's oil addiction, he's 
still no player when it comes to kicking the black stuff.

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Lawmakers ooking to fingerpnnt 
all people cha'f)ed wi h climes

FRANKFORT- Anyone booked for 
a crime in Kenrucky - from low-level 
petty offenses like trespassing to the 
more serious variety such as murder -
would have their fingerprints copied and 
sent to the state police under a bill that 
has passed the General Assembly. 

Law enforcement officials trUmpet the 
change as a way to help track criminals 
and solve more cases. Previously, not all 
defendants were necessarily fingerprint­
ed by authorities. 

"It gives us a greater opportunity to 
solve more crimes." said Maj. Alecia 
Webb-Edgington, director of Kentucky's 
Office of Homeland Security. 

The change in state law was included 
as part of a broader bill targeting sex 
offenders in Kentucky. Both chambers in 
the General Assembly have passed the 
bill, and 11 next heads to Gov. Ernie 
Fletcher for consideration. 

Rather than lt.!ave fingerprinting 
duties up to local law enforcement agen­
cies who would then forward that infor­
mation to state pollee, the law would put 
che onus on local jailers. The fingerprints 
would have to be collected before the 
person was released from custody, under 
the proposal. 

Data about different suspects is then 
electronically compiled in a state police 
database shared by various Jaw enforce 
ment authorities.

107 full-service jails are now each 
equipped with scanning devices that 
electronically record subjects' finger­
prints. 

That information is then forwarded to 
the Kentucky State Police and stored in a 
searchable database. 

However, Webb-Edgington said that 
in the past, fmgerprinting data has not 
been thoroughly compiled. For example, 
in 2005 there were 308,516 reported 
bookings but state police only received 
ll7 ,893 electronic entries, she said. The 
state also received about 41.000 addi­
tional ink and paper cards - meaning 
that in nearly 150,000 criminal incidents 
the fingerprints of whoever was booked 
did not get sent to lhe state, Webb­
Edgington said. 

·'It affects every person in the com­
monwealth if people are not fmgerprint­
ed when they are arrested," Webb­
Edgington said. 

However, some jailers say lhe added 
fingerprint requirements will put an extra 
staffing burden on them. A provision in 
the law states that jailers who intention­
ally don't cooperate twice could lose 
state funding for the time they don't 
comply. 

David Osborne, the jailer in Daviess 
County, said his staff was "completely 
maxed out" by its current workload and 
did not have time for the extra duties. 
Osborne said he had "preliminary 
appr<wal" from county official. to hire 
four hanrdous-duty deputies devoted to

fall. Despite this, he kept his spirits up, 
coached his son's basebill team and was 
one of the winn.ingest coaches around. 
He built a 3,300 square foot home for his 
family, furmshed it with the best, includ­
ing a pool table.

fingerprints. It would cost the county 
about $170.000. Osborne said. 

Previously the arresting law enforce­
ment agencies would handle the finger­
prints, Osborne said. People charged 
with serious misdemeanors or felonies 
were usually the only defendants finger­
printed, be said. Last year 9,520 people 
went through his jail, he said. 

Osborne said the system was "excel­
lent" but the plan would have been better 
if jailers were given funding or allowed 
to collect fees to cover their costs. 
Otherwise, it was essentially an "unfund­
ed mandate" for his county. Osborne 
said. 

"It's a very good idea, except for the 
expense,'' Osborne said. "And that's the 
only problem r have is that I don't think 
it's right for Daviess county citizens to 
have to bear this cost alone., 

But Luke Morgan, a lawyer for the 
state Justice and Public Safety Cabinet, 
said the Jaw was not intended to punish 
jailers. Morgan said state officials are 
working with jailers to help them comply. 

·Grayson County Jailer Joey Stanton, 
who is president of the Kentucky Jailers' 
Association, said in some cases jailers' 
workloads could double because of the 
amount of time it takes to book someone. 
Not all the electronic software is directly 
compatible, Stanton said. 

"We're not against fingerprinting peo­
ple, they need to be fingerprinted for a 
number of different reasons." Stanton said.

"We· re just not able to cover 
everything that we need to: 
there's not enough time in the 
day," Wasson said -nhik touring 
the Kentucky Capitol with 
rourth- and rtfth-gradcrs on 
Friday, just hours after House 
and Senate lmdgct negotiators 
reached a compromise on a two­
year state spending plan. 

The agreement would give 
Wasson more time to work with 
her pupils. 

Early Friday. House and 
Senate leaders agreed on a near­
ly SIS hillion slate budget after 
all-night negotiations that 
capped seven days of closed­
door talks. 

The spcnding proposal calls 

for two extra school days each 
year as well as pay raises for 
teachers and $50 million for 
classroom computers. 

Wasson. -who tcachcs m Pilot 
View Elementary. supports 
adding days to the Kentucky 
school calendar. She said pan­
folio writing in particular eats 
into teaching time. 

·'Every two days would 
help,'' she said. 

The budget plan still has tu 
be voted on by the full House 
and Senate. It was uncertain 
Friday when the General 
Assembly would consider the 
hudgeteers · work. Three days 
are left in the 60-day legislative 
session that must end by April 
15. 

"I think it's a good budget," 
said House Speaker Jody 
Richards. "It is the best educa­
tion budget we· ve had in a long 
time." 

Gov. Ernie Fletcher praised 
budget negotiators for reaching 

an agreement that would allow 
lhc General Assembly to meet 
its duty to pm;s a budget. some­
thing lawmakers failed to do 
l wice this decade when they 
adjuurnl.!d without a spending 
plan. 

Like oth..:!rs around the 
Capttol. Fletcher was wattmg 
lor a copy of the budget com­
promise, but had been briefed 
on many of the details. 

"Thus far. what I've seen of 
the budget. J'm actually very 
pleased.'' he said. 

Fletcher especially praised 
the extra school days, school 
technology funding and teacher 
pay raise. which he called a 
·•good start" toward bringing 
Kentucky tcachcrs · salaries in 
line with those in surrounding 
states. 

''These arc some major 
changes that we've made in 
educatton that are focused 
uirectly on student achieve­
mcnt:· the govcmor said. 

The final proposed spending 
plan also is loaded with con­
stmction projects that include 
new courthouses in several 
counties and new buildings on 
nearly every public university 
and community and technical 
college campus in the state. 

State government employees 
would be in line for pay raises 
or $400 to $1 ,350 a year. The 
largest increases would go to 
state workers making less than 
$30,000. Those making more 
than $80.000 would receive 
smaller ones. 

Fletcher supports giving the 
larger pay raises to the lowest­
paid workers. saying it should 
help recruit and retain people 
for johs that often have high 
turnover. 

Negotiators also agreed to 
appropriate $185 million toward 
construction of two bridges 
across the Ohio River at 
Louisville and provide $17.5 
million to help pay for recon­
stmction of three dams and two 
locks on the Kentucky River. 

projects. 
Meanwhile, the proposed 

budget would increase teacher 
pay in Kentucky by more than 
$4.100 over the next two years. 
The proposal calls for a 2 per­
cent raise in the first year, fol­
lowed by a $3,500 increase the 
second year. 

Diane Mastin. a teacher at 
Willard Elementary in Perry 
County, said the pay raise was a 
recognition of the contributions 
made by teachers. 

··we still are below the sur­
rounding states and that still is a 
concern,'' she said. "But it's a 
step in the right direction." 

Mastin said she didn't think 
teachers would mind the extra 
two days, especially since part 
of the pay raises would be com­
pensation for the extra Lime in 
classrooms. 

Kentucky has one of shortest 
academic years in the country, 

said Lisa Gross, spokeswoman 
for the:! Kentucky Department of 
Education. Tbe standard school 
year in Kentucky is 175 clays 
long. with students spendmg 
about six hours in class each day. 

Ninya Sallee, who leaches 
with Wasson in Winchester. also 
welcomed the extra $50 million 
proposed for computers in clc. 
mcntary and secondary schools. 

"Technology i'> the future. 
and our kids have to be able to 
function in the technological 
world for their careers;· she 
said. 

Warren County schools 
Superintendem Dale Bro-nn said 
Kentucky was a national leader 
in school technology but recent 
funding for technology hasn't 
kept pace. 

"This is a very positive move 
to allow Kentucky to catch back 
up," he said.

Intelligent Design supporters say idea in 
'infancy', but gaining; biologists disagree

LOUISVILLE- To William 
Dembski. all the debate in this 
country over evolution won't 
iauer in a decade. 

I By then. he says, the theory 
of evolution put forth by 
Charles Darwin 100 years ago 
will be "dead." 

The mathematician turned 
Darwin critic says there is much 
to be learned abour how life 
evolved on this planet. And he 
believes the model of evolution 
accepted by the scientific com­
munity won't be able to supply 
the answers. 

''I see this all disintegrating 
very quickly," he said. 

Dembski is one of the coun­
try's leading proponents of 
intelligent design. whlch asserts 

at certain features of living 
organisms arc best explained by 
an intelligent cause. The ideas 
put forth by Dembski ·s move­
ment have piqued the interest of 
some local school boards, 
churches and politicians -
including Kentucky's governor 
and President Bush. 

But biologists call Dembski's 
statements on the death of evo­
lution absurd. They say intelli­
gent design. or ID, has failed as 
a science, so its supporters are 
trying to foster interest in a 

eptive public. 
Dembski, who hoiJs a Ph. D. 

in both mathematics and philos­
ophy, teaches a course on intel­
ligent design at the Southern 
Baptist Theological Seminary in 
Louisville. He calls Darwinian 
evolution "viscerally unaccept­
able" to most Americans. 

"It is a reasonable question to 
ask if there are patterns in bio­
logical systems that point us to 
intelligence," he said in an inter­
view. ''It is a reasonable ques­
tion to ask what are the limits to 
evolutionary mechanisms." 

Kentucky Gov. Ernie 
Fletcher called design by an 
intelligent source a "self-evident 
truth" in his annual State of !he 
Commonwealth addrec;s w 
January. Fletcher has said he 
would encourage schools to 

teach the concept. 
That i:-. despite a December 

ruling hy a federal judge in 
Penns) lvania that ID should not 
be taught a~ ... ciencc m Dover, 
Pa., schools. 

U.S. Dist1.·ict Judge John E. 
Jones wrote that "overwhelming 
evidence nt trial t'<;tablished that 
ID is a relil!ious view, a mere 
relabeling If crcationi m. and 
not a ctentific theory." Jones 
found intelligent design failed 
as a ~CJcntilic theory because it 
can't he tested.

PRESTONSBURG - A 
Bevinsville man pleaded guilty 
ttl circuit court Monday to 
charges involving sexual con­
tact Wtth a minor, just as JUrors 
wen.: arriving in court to be 
screened for hi' trial.

The chargl.!s :Hemmed from 
abuse which began in August 
200 I and continued until May 
2005. Thomsberry was set to 
entct a plea in the case last 
Tuesday, hut balked at the 
agreement when he rcaliLcd he 
would have to register as a sex 
offender 

Taking the blind plea means 
that Judge Danny P. Caudill can 
impose up to 35 years on 
Thornsberry but he indicated 
that he would bear in mind the 
commonwealth'~ rcconuncnda­
tion that Thornsberry' sentence 
be probated lor five years and 
that he be forced to entl!r a lrcat­
mem program as well as register 
as a sex offender for the rest of 
h1s life. 

The recommendation, how­
ever, will not be considered by 
the judge until after a pre-sen­
tencing report is prepared by the 
Department of Probation and 
Parole. The court will first 
examine the report before con­
sidering any recommendation<;, 
which it is not bound by as 
Thorn berry entered the plea 
after his pretrial conference date 
had passed, at which time he 
had opted to go to trial.

Several state legislatures are 
considering bills critical of the 
trad1tional teaching of evolu­
tion in the classroom. 
Legblatol's 10 Oklahoma and 
Missouri have introduced mea­
sures to change sctence leach­
ing standards. In Nevada, a 

-.masomy contractor has intra-

duced a constirutional amend­
ment that says there arc many 
questions about evolution. 

"It's an ongoing debate: I'm 
not surprised that the public 
tends to be somewhat interested 
in it," said Rob Crowther. a 
spokesman for the Seattle­
based Discovery Institute, 
wl1ich funds intelligent design 
research. 

That debate is fueled by u 
belief that Darwinian evolution 
is linked to atheism, said 
Eugenie Scolt, director of the 
National Center for Science 
Education, and former UK pro­
fessor. 

"This is actually, I think, key 
to understanding this whole 
controversy jn this country: 
people think thar because sci­
ence restricts itself to a natural 
cause, it's therefore saying that 
God had nothing to do with it.'' 

Dembski and other ID pro­
ponents say intelligent design is 
in its "infancy" and not yet 
ready to be taught alongside

evolution in the science class­
room. Crowther said the 
Discovery Institute actually 
opposed the actions by the 
Pennsylvania school board that 
brought the federal court case. 

"People assume that we 
must be actively and aggres­
sively seeking for intelligent 
design to be put in the class­
room. and that's not our posi­
tion. What should be required 
in a classroom is more about 
evolution, and by that we mean 
students should be able to learn 
not only the evidence that sup­
ports it. but also some of the 
criticisms of the theory." 

That is enough for now, 
Dembski said. 

·•1 guess I would uy that 
even though intelligent design 
has a long way to go, it seems 
to me evolutionary theory is so 
problematic that just about any 
alternative that's scientific, or 
has the possibility (of being sci­
entific) should be allowed on 
lhe table."

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Mickelson completes 
impressive BellSouth Classic win

DULUTH. Ga. - Phil 
Mickelson's first slop in 
~corgia this season went even 
better than he could have 
expected. 

Now comes the hard pan. 
Mickelson went wire-to-wire 

to win the BellSouth Classic, 
making a 24-foot eagle putt on 
No. 18 to finish with a final­
round 65 Sunday. His 28-under 
260 total was a tournament 
record. a personal best and good 
enough for a 13-stroke victory. 

Mickelson, who won the 
BellSouth in 2000 and 2005 in 
playoffs, now heads to the 
Masters in Augusta coming off 
his fust win this season. He said 
e's not concerned about peaking 
fore the first major of the year. 
"It was a great week, don't get 

me wrong. but I didn't feel like it 
couldn't be repeated," he said. 

"I don't feel like I don't have 
more made puns or more iron shots 
in me or more drives in the fairway. 
I feel like I'm starting to play well. 
... I expect to do the same, or I hope 
to do the same, at least" 

Added Mickelson: "But I can 
promise you. the scores will not 
be anywhere near." 

Mickelson made the most of 
h · s last chance to use the Bell South 

lassie as a warm-up for the 
Masters. He faced no challenge in 
pulling away from the field. 

Mickelson matched the 
course record with an opening 
63 Thursday and was 5 under or 
better every day. 

"He pretty much set the pace 
the first two days, and it was 
hard to catch him,.. said Jose 
Maria Olazabal, who tied for 
second at 273. 

Zach Johnson, the 2004 
BellSouth winner, bad a 70 
Sunday and joined Olazabal at 
273. lie said the course didn't 

ellike it should have given up 
a 28 under to any golfer. 

"That's just unbelievable," 
Johnson said. ''f mean, 13 shots 
better. That was complete domi­
nation." 

Mickelson said afterward he 

would be back to play in the tour­
nament next year when it moves 
to its new dates in May. He was 
noncommittal earlier in the week. 

"It's disappointing for me it's 
not the week before the Masters," 
Mickelson said of the tourna­
ment's future. "But if it's best for 
the tournament, if we '11 get better 
weather, if we'll be able to get 
crowds like we had this week and 
the support in May, then that's 
great for the event." 

Mickelson was three strokes 
away from the PGA Tour-record 
31 under by Ernie Els in the 
2003 Mercedes Championship 
on a par-73 course. 

He was on a roll, with an 
eagle and two birdies on his ftrst 
five holes of the back nine 
Sunday, when play was halted 
due to the threat of lightning. At 
the time of the afternoon delay. 
he was 27 under. 

The 45-minute delay cooled 
Mickelson's hot streak. He 
bogeyed No. 15 and had two pars 
before his dramatic eagle finish. 

Mickelson broke the previ­
ous tournament record of 265 
shared by Andy Bean (1979) 
and Dave Barr (1987). His pre­
vious low 72-hole total in any 
tournament was a 262 at the 
2004 Bob Hope Classic. 

"He is doing absolutely 
everything right," said Johnson, 
who was part of Mickelson's 
group. "I can't think of a missed 
shot he hit, really. ... It was a 
display of just - whether you 
have a lead or don't have a lead 
- of perfect golf.'' 

Mickelson, the 2004 Masters 
champion, will try to become 
the ftrst player since Sandy Lyle 

in 1988 to win the Masten; after 
winning the previous week. Lyle 
won the 1988 Greensboro Open 
before winning in Augusta. 

Art Wall ( 1959 Azalea Open) 
and Sam Snead ( 1949 
Greensboro Open) also had 
PGA Tour wins the week before 
winning in Augusta. 

Olazabal, who had a 69 
Sunday, also tied for second in 
the BcLISoulh last year, losing in 
a five-man playoff won by 
Mickelson. 

J.J. Henry and Relief Goosen 
Lied for fourth at 14-undcr 274.

Sunday.

Wanna Runner, a second­
string member of Baffert's sta­
ble, romped to a 4 3/4 lengths 
win Saturday in the $600,000 
WinStar Derby at Sunland 
Park. 

The WinStar isn't a graded 
race and the field Wanna 
Runner beat was a relatively 
soft one, but Baffert was 
impressed enough with the 
chesmut gelding that he would­
n't rule him out of the derby 
picture. 

''You can't say never,'' 
Baffert said. "You have to wait 
until you sec all the (Kentucky 
Derby) preps. Brorher Derek is 
exceptional but right now it's 
not out of the question. We've 
got to look at the whole picmre. 
A whole lot happens between 
now and then.'' 

Jockey Victor Espinoza kept 
Wanna Runner just off the pace 
set by Blaze It, made a strong 
move at the top of the stretch 
and was pulling away at the 
wire. Sky Diving. also trained 
by Baffert, finished second, 5 
3/4 lengths ahead ot 
Belligerence. 

"He looked prerty awesome 
today,'' Baffert said. "He sat off 
that pace and I really liked how 
he was extending. Victor tells 
me this horse is better than we 
rhought." 

Wanna Runner earned 
$300.000 and covered the 1 1/~ 

miles in 1:48.88. Sent off as the 
favorite, Wanna Runner pa1d 
$3.80, $3.00 and $2.20. Sky 
Daving returned $5.20 and 
$3.80 and Belligerence paid 
$2.80. 

Baffert. who early io his 
career ran quarter horses at this 
southern New Mexico track. 
got his first win in the WinStur. 
He had run second twice and 
third twice in the race.

Clomp. Clomp. Stomp. Run. 
Run. Ten or fifteen big. healthy, 
strong, young men ran past me, around 
me. everything but over me. A few 
minutes later, each one came up to me, 
"Sorry ma'am." "Excuse me, ma'am." 
"Sorry ma'am." Then it happened 
again. Stomp. Clomp. Run. "Sorry." 
"Excuse me." 

It wa ambush training in the US 
army at Ft. Bragg, North Carolina in 
1965. Ow- unit had been alerted for 
Viet Nam and we were preparing for 
possible ambushes after landing in the 
harbor. From the harbor we would 
move by truck to the capital, Saigon, 
where we would be stationed. Ambush 
was a favorite and effective enemy war 
tactic and we were getting ready to 
survive it. 

The exercise began with the unit 
dressed in fatigues and gathered in the 
woods. We were issued weapons. 
They gave me a pistol. Soon I noticed 
that everyone else had rifles. I said 
something to one of my friends about 
wanting to have what everyone else 
had. He took me to another person and 
told him that I wanted a rifle. That 
man gave me a rifle, but did not take 
the pistol back. I was now the most 
heavily armed member of the unit. 

We loaded into trucks. Not that 
simple. 

I was the only woman in the 525th 
Military Intelligence Group and the 
only woman most, if not -all, of these 
men had worked with, for, or above. 
As such, the men sometimes didn't 
know whether to treat me as a woman 
or as a soldier. That's not a problem in 
today's army, since women are trained 
and treated as soldiers. But the conse­
quence for me at that time was that I 
often was left to make the decision for 
myself whether to join the men in 
being . oldiers or to do "woman" 
things. In this case, the decision was 
whether to join the ambush training. 
In these situations, I asked around to 
see what the consensus in the unit was 
and to try to learn what I might be get­
ting into. When I had been trying to 
decide whether to join the ambush 
training. I had asked an old (about 30) 
sergeant about it. He had said, "You 
have to get into a truck. You can do 
that can't you?'' Of course. What idiot 
couldn't climb into a truck? Never 
trust an old sergeant. 

We came to the truck. I stopped 
dead at the tailgate. That truck was 
higher up off the ground than I was 
tall. Well. Almost. First, I panicked. 
Then, somehow, I climbed in. 

We started off. We stood in single 
flle along each side of the truck, lean­
ing against the tall wooden slats. 
When we were attacked. we were sup­
posed to fLle out of the truck as fast as 
possible, line up against the side of the 
truck facing the enemy, lie down on 
our stomachs, and fire our rifles. 

After a few minutes of riding along. 
there was a rapid, rather soft. cracking 
sound. Or maybe it was pop. pop, pop. 
It wasn't very loud, hut it was distinc­
tive. I didn't know what it was but 

s 

decided it must be rifle fire because 
our truck stopped and then exploded in 
running men trying to get around me. I 
was the last one out bf the truck. 
Remembering that we were supposed 
to face the enemy fire, I ran tu the left 
side of the truck and found myself 
completely alone. The enemy, and my 
unit, were on the other side of the 
truck. 

Mightily embarrassed, I turned 
around and went back to the truck, 
accepted the apologies of my com­
rades for running over me, and 
climbed back in. We started up again. 

This time when the enemy rifles 
sounded, I was better prepared. 
Follow the sound. Out of the truck. 
Again to the left. I had run only a few 
feet when I tripped on something and 
fell flat on my face. My helmet 
plunged to one side of my head. My 
rifle feU out of my hand. Awful. 
Horrithe. I started to get up and in so 
doing happened to look backward and 
a little to the left. Catastrophe. A 
young lieutenant was standing there 
watchin!r me. He did not speak. He 
just watched. Some situations are so 
horrendous you simply can't do any­
thing about them. It was like going to 
bed without pajamas and the house 
burning down and having to go out in 
the yard without a stitch on with the 
fire fighters and the neighbors standing 
around. I got up. straightened my hel­
met, picked up my rifle, turned around, 
and passed the lieutenant as if he 
weren't there. I got back into the 
truck. 

I was leapling. No more indepen­
dent thinking. The most basic princi­
ple of army life. It was clear I could­
n't tell which direction the sound came 
from. Follow everyone else. 

Seizures, Part I 
by Dr. Carol Combs-Morris, DVM 

A couple of weeks ago. someone 
called to sugge t that 1 write about 
seizures m dogs. It was a very busy day 
and 1 was also overwhelmed with 
preparations for the dog show. I am 
sorry that I have completely forgotten 
who it was, but their timing could not 
have been better. The very next week, 
we were inundated by convulsing 
dogs-on one occasion, there were 
four here at once. 

I have hesitated to write about 
seizure disorders in the past because it 
is such a complicated subject. They 
are common in dogs, though, so an 
attempt to explain them is warranted.

"short-circuit" in the brain. There are a 
tremendous number of things that can 
cause the electrical systems to go hay­
wire. Sometimes there is a physical 
problem with the way the brain is put 
together, or it can be affected by 
injuries, tumors, toxins, metabolic 
problems-anything that disrupts the 
delicate and complex neurologic 
processes. 

What we typically think of as a 
"seizure" is actually a specific type, 
called a generalized seizure. 
Generalized seizures involve loss of 
consciousness and usually jerking 
movements of the entire body, known 
as tonic-clonic (.:ontractions. '

It was that darned 
lieutenant again. He stood in the road 
about 10 feet behind the uuck. He was 
yelling at me and waving his arm 
toward the men. "Get them!" 

I just stared at him in total puzzle­
ment. What be was saying didn' l 
make sense. I had already gotten 
them. Or, on the other hand. they had 
gotten me. Since our rifles didn't have 
bullets, nobody could tell for sw-c. I 
looked at lhe lieutenanl. I looked at 
the men. They continued to look 
steadily at me. The lieutenant stopped 
yelling. It became dear to me later 
that he had gotten carried away with 
enthusiasm at my finally doing some­
thing right. We aU got up and got back 
into the truck. 

At this point I was finished. It was 
time to go home. It was pa"t time to go 
home. I was exhausted. But it had not 
ended. It went on with a trail walk. 
We walked single file along a path in 
the woods. This was 'also realistic 
trammg. With additional beat and 
humidity it was what our troops were 
experiencing daily. Such a line is 
highly vulnerable to ambush. 

"Close up the middle! Close up the 
midcUe!" A commanding male voice 
repeatedly admonished us. A gap had 

appeared in the line. A gap th~t 

increased the vulnerability of our 
band. Ambushers would head straight 
for it and divide us into two weak 
groups. 

I was the middle. Nobody had to 
tell me or anyone else. I was the 
group's liability. and I was so far gone 
nothing could be done about it. A life­
long avoider of both math and sports, 
with no physical conditioning from the 
anny. I was a wreck. The middle got 
even worse when we had to get over a 
huge tree lying over the path. In my 
state, a twig would have had the same 
effect on me as a giant, California 
Sequoia. As it was, the tree trunk only 
came to mid-chest. Somehow, l got 
over. 

The whole thing finally ended and I 
turned in my two weapons. 

"The Colonel wants to see you." 
Ordinarily this summons would have 
given me a rush of adrenaline, some­
what a8 one would experience upon 
bearing that one were to be beheaded 
But no adrenalin was available. lt had 
all been used up long ago. 

I followed the soldier to where the 
Colonel waited, accompanied by sev­
eral minions. I stood before him, held 
upright only by the heavy fabric of my 
fatigues. I looked up. And up. This 
was a tall colonel. At least fifteen feet. 

He shook my lifeless hand He said 
solemnly, "There will always be a 
place for you in the 525th." He looked 
at me with a soldier's grave, expres­
sionless regard. I rerumed it with my 
own soldier's grave. expressionless 
regard.

Seizures may also take less 
obvious forms, involving only 
part of the body, or even purely 
behavioral signs, such as "fly 
biting~', where the dog seems to 
be snapping at an insect that 
does not exist. These types of 
events may be referred to as 
focal or partial seizures. 

Another form is the absence 
seizure. where the animal 
appears to "space out" for a few 
seconds. These are less com­
mon, or at least not as eao;ily rec­
ognized. 

As you may have noticed, 
there is a lot of medical termi­
nology devoted to seizure disor­
ders. The terms I use may vary 
from vet to vet, textbook to text· 
book. Part of the reason is that 
as we learn more, we have to 
keep changing the words to bet­
ter describe what we know 
about seizures. 

People who have seizures 
often know ahead of time that 
one is coming on. This period 
of awareness. which may last 
from seconds to several days, is 
called an aura. Some dogs evi­
dently experience auras, 
because they display consistent 
behavior changes (nervousness. 
lo s of appetite, excessive bark­
mg, clinging to the owner, etc.)· 
ahead of time. 

The actual seizure event is 
known as the ictus. Most 
seizures in dogs last several sec­
onds to a few minutes. although 
it usually seems much longer to 
their owners. It is important to 
try not to panic: seizures them­
se lves are usually not life-

home, and spent the weekend in 
bed , practically unconscious.

Our children are our future -
to refuse to stand up for them 
and protect them leaves them an 
open target for destruction. 

We can't be with them at 

threatening. Dogs do not swal­
low their tongues. Try to move 
any furniture away that the ani­
mal may hit its head against and 
let the episode run its course. If 
you need to move the dog, use a 
large thick blanket to protect 
both of you. In no circumstance 
put your hands near the dog's 
mouth. 

Once the seizure is past, peo­
ple and animals often experi­
ence wealcness and sore muscles 
during ,the post-ictal period. 
Occasionally the after-effects 
may be severe, and the animal 
may remain wobbly, disorient­
ed, or even blind for hours to 
days later. 

Any animal experiencing a 
seizure event should be seen by 
a vet, although it is not neces­
sarily an emergency. A short 
seizure, from which the animal 
seems to recover fully, can prob­
ably be scheduled in as a routine 
appointment that afternoon or 
the next day. An exception to 
this rule is the seizure that won't 
stop or seizures that occur one 
right after another. These are 
known as status epilepticus and 
cluster seizures , respectively. 
These are medical emergencies. 
Use that thick blanket to gather 
the animal up for transport. 
place it on the floorboard of the 
vehicle, and don't attempt to 
restrain it tightly. 

(Just a note: if your dog is a 
PYPPY or a very small breed· of.., 
dog, it is worth a try to place a 
little SYI':IP in its mouth--one 
drop at a time in the comer of 
the mouth with a dropper or

syringe, so it doesn't get 
choked. Again, be careful about 
your fingers. These dogs are 
very prone to low blood sugar, 
and this little trick may bring 
them around in short order.) 

Once you arrive at your vefs 
office, the dog's condition will 
determine what happens next. 
If the dog is still in active 
seizures, the priority is to stop 
them ASAP. Injections of anti­
convulsant medicines will be 
given, and usually an rv will be 
started. Treatment may be 
needed for hyperthermia, 
because all the muscle activity 
can cause the body temperature 
to reach dangerous levels. 
Sometimes seizures are so 
severe that they can only be 
controlled by deeply sedating 
the dog with drugs. 

Once the animal is stable, 
your vet will start to look tor the 
cause of the problem. This is the 
proverbial needle in the 
haystack. There will be lots of 
questions-age of the dog, 
where it is housed, any prior 
episodes. any history of illness or 
trtuma. Some of the questions 
may not even sound relevant. 

The next step is to do a good 
physical exam, followed by lots 
of lab work. As you might 
imagine, with so many potential 
causes, there is not going to be 
one test that tells us what is 
wrong. We arc trying to fit 
togelhcr. pieces of a ·puule. 

Next time, I will try to cover 
some of the common results of 
the tests, and what your vet can 
do to control your dog's seizures.
