1V report on Appalachian poverty upsets E. Ky. town

City officials in a southeastern 
Kentucky town are upset with a TV news 
report which they say portrays life there as 
comparable to conditions in a third-world 
country. 

City Council members in Lynch, a 
town of about 900 in the Appalachian 
foothills near the Kentucky-Virginia state 
line, said this week that they arc writing a 
letter to complain to the Federal 
Communications Commission and the 
NBC affiliate in Nashville, Tenn., that 
aired it. 

The report showed a Christian charity 
called Mission of Hope as it tried to help 
people in Lynch, according to WSMV­
TV's Web site. The Knoxville, Tenn.-

based organization helps fight poverty in 
Tennessee and Kentucky. 

"It didn't give a true picture of the 
entire city," Lynch Councilman Bob 
Collier said, explaining that the report 
talks about poverty in the city instead of 
focusing on more positive things about 
Lynch. 

"We' re pretty proud people here, so it 
makes us disgruntled when we get criti­
cized," said Collier, who grew up in 
Lynch. 

WSMV said in a statement that the 
story "is an accurate description of life for 
some people in Lynch, Kentucky, and the 
efforts of local residents who formed a 
ministry to help their neighbors. It is not 
the intent of Channel 4 News to discourage 
the leaders or people of Lynch, but to bring 
light to a situation." 

Collier said be found out about the 
February news report from friends and 
ordered a copy to show other council 
members. 

"I don't care where you go, you're 
going to fmd some people who are living 
in poverty, you're going to fmd some 
housing that's not presentable," Collier 
said. 

City offic\als touted some of the city's 
attractions - such as an old mine that 
could be an amusement park-type ride to 
give visitors a glimpse of coal mining - in 
a repon that aired on CBS affiliate 
WYMT· TV in eastern Kentucky. 

It wasn't the first time an eastern 
Kentucky town has complained about how 
it was portrayed in the media. 

Pikeville residents last year demanded 
an apology from the A&E network after an 

episode of ''City Confidential'' made resi­
dents feel like their city was being por­
trayed as a hillbilly ha vcn. a tcrcotypc 
people throughout the region have fought 
to overcome. 

Emmette Thomp on, director of 
Mission of Hope. said poverty in the 
region can't be overlooked. Hi organiza­
tion focuses on countie de ignated as eco­
nomically distre ·sed by the Appalachian 
Regional Commis ·ion. Harlan County ha" 
been on the list for three years. 

Thompson said he's not surprised hy 
the City Council members' reaction. Hi 
organization often runs into people who 
refuse to take handouts and insist on fend­
ing for ~emselves. 

"It's the way of life for a lot of people 
and I think you have to admire them for it." 
he said.

Authorities seize shipments 
of Internet drugs in Lexington

FRA!\KFORT- Still :-;trug­
gling with black market saks of 
prescription dmgs, authorities in 
K<.!ntucky have begun sei1.ing 
packages being shipped into the 
state from Internet pharmacies. 

Th~: Kentucky Bureau of 
£nvestigat10n. coutiscated about 
60 packages containing 
painkillers and other pre);crip­
tJOns on Wednesday. Since 
August, the agency has seized 
some 500 packages being 
shipped to Kentucky residents. 
fJ Agent Jennifer Shearer, who 
headed Wednesday's operation, 
srud the packages contained an 
J . sortmcnt of drugs. including 
hydrocodone, a painkiller that's 
popular on the black market. 

Authorities suspect the c.lrugs 
Ill the package. were destined 
for illegal sales because subpoe­
naed records show the recipients 
were paying at least two times 
us much for them through the 
Internet as they would at local 
pharmacies. 

'•; Deputy Attorney General 
Pierce Whiles said he believe~ 
people who legitimately need 
the drugs would have gotten 

them at lower costs from con­
ventional pharmacies in their 
local communities. 

"These people are paying 
two or three times what you 
would pay at a legitimate phru­
macy," he said. "That tells you 
it's not about convenience. lt's 
about a black market. It's about 
diversion of prescription dmgs 
to improper purposes." 

Seizures like the one on 
Wednesday have become stan­
dard practice in the fight against 
prescription drug abuse in 
Kentucky since the state legisla­
ture passed stiffer drug laws last 
year. 

Investigatorl> say drug deal ­
ers and abusers have increasing­
ly turned to ordering prescrip­
tion drugs from Internet phar­
macies after law enforcement 
agencies began eracking down 
on local doctors A aW~.J>asscd 
last year gives investigators 
authority to seize prescriptions 
ordered from Imernet pharma­
cies. 

"What we're aiming to do is 
twofold." Whites said. "(We 
want to) get the full quantity of 
narcotics off the streets, inter­
cept it before it gets to the cities 
and towns, and send a message

Shearer said information 
about the shipments seized 
Wednesday was collected under 
subpoena from legitimate deliv­
ery companies that she declined 
to identify. 

Whites said the invest1gat1on 
could result in charges against 
individual recipients or the peo­
ple operating the Internet phar­
macies. Meanwhile, Wh1tes said 
he hopes the seizures make 
senders and rccipi!!nts rcalit.e 
Kentucky i. serious ahout pre­
venting black market sales or 
prescription dmgs. 

Criminal cases have been 
opened ~gains! some of the 
intended recipients. However, 
Whites said finding everyone 
involved may be difficult.

Once again, the federal government 
is proposing immigration "reforms" to 
address the immigration woes that con­
front our country.

think that they possess the requisite 
knowledge to plan. in a top-down, com­
mand-and-control fashion, the activities 
of millions of people, especially with 
respect to labor markets. That central­
planning mindset is what Hayek called 
the "fatal conceit."

It is not a coincidence that what began 
with Jaws criminalizing illegal entry 
into the United States ultimately led to 
criminal laws making felons out of 
Americans who hire, shelter, or trans­
port illegal immigrants. It is also not a 
surprise that U.S. officials are now call­
ing for interventions that would subject 
American church groups to criminal 
prosecution for simply providing assis­
tance to illegal immigrants. 

There is a simple solution to 
America's immigration woes, but it lies 
not with more socialism and interven­
tionism. It is a solution that is consis-

than the central-planning-regulatory 
heritage of the Soviet Union. That solu­
tion is individual freedom and the free 
market. 

Freedom and the free market have 
worked well for handling movements 
of people between the several states. 
That is, no government agency, either 
at the national or state level, plans the 
flow of people from state to state. 
People rely on the free market, includ­
ing the supply of labor and the demand 
for it as well as living costs, to make 
their individual determinations to rnove 
and where and when. They simply have 
to check the pay rates and the prices in 
different parts of the country. which are 
often changing. and then make their 
decisions accordingly. No one has to 
seek government permission to move 
to rely on government planning to 
make hls decision. We often take it for 
granted, but the free market has proven 
to be a remarkable system that regu­
lates the flow of people in interstate 
travel. 

The same principle - freedom and 
free markets - is the solution to inter­
national travel. Leave foreigners free to 
travel to the United States, tour, visit. 
trade, interact, work, and open busi­
nesses. Some immigrants would retain 
their citizenship (as Americans who

LOUISVll..LE - Tom Meek­
er, who will retire as CEO of 
Churchill Downs Inc. by next 
March, says not being able to 
get casinos for the famed 
Louisville track is one of his 
greatest regrets during his 
tenure and could someday lead 
the corporate headquarters to a 
different city. 

Although the track will never 
leave Louisville, "we can move 
our corporate headquarters,'' 
Meeker said in an interview 
with The Courier-Journal.

"I haven't been to Frank­
fort in nine years," said Meek­
er, who became the track pre -
ident in 1984. ·' ...

of it.''

Arroyo got the loudest and 
longest ovations Wednesday -
and a respectful bow from Grif­
fey -in a successful Cincinnati 
debut. He pitched into the sev­
enth inmng and hit his first 
career homer in his ftrst at-bal, 
leadmg the Reds to an 8-6 viclo­
ry over the Chicago Cubs. 

"I'll take that 50 times over,'' 
Arroyo ~aid. 

His do-it-all debut overshad­
owed a big moment for Griffey, 
who moved ahead of two Yan­
kees with his first homer of the 
season. 

Griffey's solo shot was his 
53 7th. breaking a tie with Mit:k­
ey Mantle for 12th on the career 
list. It also provided hls 1.538th 
RBI, moving him ahead of Joe 
DiMaggio for 31st on that list, 
which doesn't include anything 

~ before 1920. when RBls 
became a stati!itk. 

"Those guys are legends,'' 
Griffey said. "You can't say 
enough for those guys and what 
they've done for baseball. Both 
of those guys are arguably in the 
top I 0 players in the history of 
the game." 

Although Griffey's homer 
was lhe more historic, Arroyo's 
was the more memorable. It 
changed the mood and the 
music at Great American Ball 
Park two days after the Cubs 
opened the season with a 16-7 
win. 

The Reds got Arroyo from 
Boston in a trade for popular 
outfielder Wily Mo Pena on 
March 20, a move that stunned 
and unnerved the lanky right­
hander. Fans looking for him to 
prop up the NL's worst rotation 
of 2005 gave Arroyo a loud ova­
tion on opening day. 

''I definitely noticed it." 
Arroyo said. "lt jus1 means that 
people arc expecting big things 
from me. J hope 1 can come here 
and satisfy lhaL need for u:. to 
have some quality pitching." 

His hitting made the first 
impression. 

Arroyo came to bat m the 
third inning and homered off 
left-handcr Glendon Rusch (0-
1 ), who got ahead 0-2 in the 
count before lhrowing tt down­
the-middle fastball.

Termites in 
New Orleans 

.mulch a 
• non-tssue

Recent questions have been 
raised about buying wood mulch 
that might be infested with For­
mosan subterranean termites from 
New Orleans. A rumor has been 
spreading over the internet that 
after hurricanes Katrina and Rita, 
lcrmitc-infe~lcd wood is being 
chipped tnto mulch and being 
shipped to retail outlets throughout 
the countrv. The rumor further 
\\'arns that' if you buy this cheap 
mulch, the termites will eat your 
house do\l.'n and there is no effec­
tive solution a: NONSENSE. 

ll is extremely unlikely that this 
will be a problem in Kentucky or 
other states for the following reasons: 

I. In October 2005, the 
Louisiana Department of Agricul­
ture and Forestry imposed a quar­
antine to prevent the accidental 
spread of Formosan termites to 

·· other areas. All wood debris in 
parishes affected by the hurricanes 
must be discarded in approved 
landfill~ within the quarantine 
area. Thi. regulation is being 
strictly enforced and no mulch is 
being permiued to leave the area. 

2. Even if wood mulch were to 
lea\'c the area, it is highly unlikely that

As you ha" dt cov­
ered, these \\ ound arc very difficult to 
clean out. Your idea of squeezing a lit­
tle extra blood out h a good one, but 
110t necessarily sufficient to thoroughly 
clean the wound. 

The econd problem that can be 
a ociated with a punctun..: wound is an 
infection of the bone. If a nail pene­
trate<; deep into th fool, it can hit a 

14. K.M.S. (Keep Momh people. 
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Nail wound through sneakers 
can lead to serious infection 
bone nnd tnttoduce bactena into the 
bone. ThL risk i~ especially great if the 
nrul ha gone through a pair of tenni~ 
shoe . The foam in tenni shoes can 
harbor bacteria (P eut.lomonas) that can 
lead to scnou. mfection. If the nail is 
difficult to remove, this can he an indi­
cation that 11 may have penetrated the 
bone. 

Now, let's look a few first-aid ~teps 
to cnrc for punctut c wound~. The first 
thing to do 1. to wn-.h your own hands. 
Then place the injured area under a 
~trcam of water for at least five minute<> 
to rin e 11 ou1 a much a pos~ihle. 
Wa h the urea with soap. Next, look­
without prohmg - lor objects in ide 
the wound. Finally, apply antibacterial 
omtmenl and fl clean bandage. You 
may wont to keep the foot elevated for 
severn! dnys. depl'nding on the severity 
of the puncture wound. 

If. while you arc examining the 
wound, you sec any objects or feel any­
thing u piciou , do not try to remove

them yourself. Instead, go to your fam­
ily physician's office or the neareo;t 
hospital emergency department. Even 
if you don·t think there is anything 
inside the wound, but a piece of the 
object that caused the injury i mi sing, 
it's still a good idea to cek medical 
attention. 

In your case, because the puncture 
wound occurred through sneakers, or 
tennis shoes, I'd suggest you see a doc­
tor for the reasons I explained earlier. 
Also, your statement that it felt like 
bone may have been hit give~ me con­
cern. 

It's also important to eek medical 
care if any of the following are true: the 
nail penetrated especially deep and/or 
was hard to remove, you arc diahetic, 
you are elderly, or you are taking drugs 
that can suppress the immune system 
(such as cortisone-related medica­
tions). 

Finally, think about lctanu anytime 
you get a puncture wound - especial-

ly if you cut yourself when you're out­
doors or your puncture wound is deep 
If you receive uch a wound and it' 
been more than five years incc your 
last booster, ask your family doctor 
your local health department, 01 

physician in your hospttal emergency 
department for a tetanus shot.
