McDOWELL - Former Floyd County 
Republican Party chairman Bobby Stumbo 
was arrested Friday after authorities execut­
ed a search warrant at his home. 

Stumbo retired as party chair in 2004 to 
run against Charles "Chuck" Meade in two 
elections for the 95th District state repre­
sentative seat, previously held by Attorney 
General Greg Stumbo. He lost both times. 

Stumbo was charged last year with one 
count of sexual abuse in a case that 
stemmed from an August incident in which 
he was home alone with his roommate's 
child, who was visiting the pair as part of a 
divorce agreement which granted the room­
mate visitation on three weekends each 
month.

Police and jail of11cials were not com­
menting at press Lime as to what Stumbo 
was charged with, nor did they release any 
details concerning what evidence they were 
looking for during the search or what they 
ulumately seized.

Representatives from area hos­
pitals, schools. emergency man­
agement and response, fire and 
police departments, faith-based 
organizations and others attended 
the summit to learn and discuss 
ways in which local communities 
can work together to prepare for 
and manage a possible pandemic 
flu outbreak. 

A pandemic flu occurs when a 
new influenza virus appears or 
emerges in the human population, 
causing a global outbreak of the 
disease, resulting in serious ill­
ness as it spreado; from person to 
person. Three such pandemics 
have occurred in the last 100 
years- the ''Spanish flu" (1918-
1919), the "Asian flu" (1956-
1958) and the .. Hong Kong flu" 
(1968-1969). 

Pandemic flus differ from sea-

College students 
deserve answers 

The U.S. House of Representatives is performing an important er­
vice for debt-burdened students and their families by demanding that 
colleges explain why tuition is rising more than four times faster than 
inflation. 

On Thursday the House voted to renew the Higher Education Act, 
which provide guidelines for colleges and universities that receive fed­
eral aid. It's not clear whether the bill would achieve its main purpo e 
- making college more affordable for students - but the measure 
would shine a light on college cost and apply at least some pressure on 
the schools to control spending and hold down tuition increases. 

In a 2004 column, Terry Eastland, the publisher of The Weekly 
Standard, posed a question that families all over the country are asking: 
''Why is it that college must cost so much?" 

Over the past 15 years, a period marked by low inflation in the gen­
eral economy, tuition at state univcrsitic has been rising by more than 
10 percent a year. Since 2000, tuition increases have been running 
about four times higher than the inflation rate. 

The cost of attending college in Kentucky began to soar after the 
legislature approved the higher education reform law in 1997. Although 
college costs in the state remain below the national average, annual 
tuition increases of more than 14 percent are causing more students to 
go into debt to pay for their education. 

The rising cost of college also forces some high school graduates to 
abandon their plans to obtain a degree. A study cited by David Wessel, 
a columnist for The Wall Street Journal, found that every $1,000 
increase in tuition reduces the fraction of 18- to 24-year-olds in college 
by 3 or 4 percentage point . 

Recently, skyrocketing college inflation has captured the attention of 
Congress. Congressional leaders have a stake in the issue because the 
federal gove~ment pumps tens of billions of dolJars each year into the 
higher education system, with mo t of the aid taking the form of stu­
dent loans and tax breaks. 

A report issued by Congress in 2003 noted that "tuition increases are 
outpacing the rate of inflation, increases in family income. and even 
increases in tate and federal aid, which have grown tremendously in 
recent years." 

Some observers believe the availability of government-sub idized 
financial aid provides an incentive for colleges and universities to con­
tinue rai ing tuition. Student loans are a form of third-party payment 
that helps to reduce accountability for cost by enabling students to pay 
the higher bill , although to do o they must go deeply into debt. 

The Hou e version of the renewal of the Higher Education Act seeks 
to supply some accountability by forcing colleges to justify double-digit 
tuition increases. Colleges that raise tuition more than twice the rate of 
inflation over three years would have to explain why their service cost 
so much. 

Also, the bill requires colleges to submit detailed infonnation on 
their costs to federal education officials. The information will be posted 
on the Education Department Web ite so that families can compare 
institutions. 

If the House bill becomes law, it'<; likely that all of Kentucky' pub­
lic colleges and universities will have to explain why their tuition 
increase. are far outpacing inflation. The explanations should go further 
than the claim that 3 percent to 4 percent increases in base funding by 
the legislature haven't been sufficient to cover the school's costs. The 
quej;tion university officials need to pecifically answer is why the 
expense of running their institutions is rising much faster than other 
costs in the economy. 

The House higher education bill i ·o' t ~trong enough to assure a 
lower rate of college inflation. But it has the potential to shed light on 
execs ive adminic;trative spending and empire-building on some cam­
puse . 

An article in a publication of the Federal Re erve Bank of St. Louis 
highlighted the shift toward administrative spending in college budget~ 
over the past 30 years. In 1976, 30 percent of instructional expenditures 
went to administration; by 2001, colleges were devoting 50 percent of 
their in tructional expenditures to bureaucratic functions . 

Congre ·s needs to pull back the curtain on college cost. . If recent 
trends continue, millions of young people will be priced out of the col­
lege market, leaving them with dimini ·bed hopes for the future.

Local housing authority program 
grooms new homeowners 

The Family Self-Sufficiency 
Program, offered by the Floyd 
County Housing Authority. was 
organized with the purpose of help­
ing those ready to make a commit­
ment of becoming financially self­
sufficient. 

The goal of the Floyd County 
Housing Authority is to help families 
to gain the resources and personal 
skills necessary for long term securi­
ty. When applying for participation 
in the Section 8 housing program. 
each family is presented with the 
opportunity to join the Family Self­
Sufficiency Program. 

Those who choose to participate 
enter into a fivc!ycar contract with 
the Housing Authority. The Housing 

Authority then works with the fami­
ly in setting goals and in implement­
ing a plan that will help the family to 
accomplish those goals. 

As individual step~ are taken and 
individual goals are accomplished, 
the families continue to pay rent but, 
m accordance with their income, an 
escrow account for them is created. 
As the family's rent increases - a 
result of earned income - money is 
placed into the escrow account and 
set aside for the family's dream of 
future home ownership. 

ln the wmler of 2000. Darla Innis, 
a Floyd County Section 8 partici­
pant, signed a Family Self· 
Sufficiency contract with the Floyd 
County Housing Authoricy. Innis' 

original goals entailed those of 
becoming a full-time, paid worker, 
eventually able to purchase her own 
home. 

Throughout the six years that she 
was a participant in the Family Self­
Sufficiency program, Innis contin­
ued to work. gaining income, and 
watched her escrow account grow to 
$8,897. On March 21, 2006, she 
received a check in the full amount 
of her escrow from the Floyd County 
Housing Authority. 

Innis accomplished her goal of 
remaining a participant in the Family 
Self-Sufficiency program, working 
hard toward becoming a self-suffi­
cient member of society, and is now 
a proud homeowner.

Unfortunately her 
intolerance for alcohol sends her into 
a Smirnoff's-induced sleep which 
causes her to miss the train and total­
ly derails any chance of canoodling 
with Clooney. When she awakens the 
station has been shut down for the 
evening. but her nightmare bas just 
begun as the station is inhabited by a 
ghoulish figure that picks up her scent 
and decides to cumpete with Clooney 
for her affections.

She briefly hooks up with 
a homeless couple bur only winds up 
leading them into the clutches of the 
Creep, who basically spends the rest 
of the movie making mincemeat out 
of everyone who attempts lo help tile 
somewhat shallow Kate. The bst also 
includes one of the sanitation workers 
from the opening, a<; well as an ad 
executive from the party who, frankly, 
deserves a date with the Creep after 
attempting to sexually assault Kate. 

It all leads up to a spectacular 
showdown betv.•een Kate and the 
Creep which culminates in one of the 
most creative death scenes ever com­
mitted to celluloid and clearly demon­
strates that a length of chain with a 
hook at one end is a fashion accesso­
ry that is a definite no-no when worn 
too near a subway train.

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South's f irst interracial - and tuition-free - college turns 150

BEREA - The founder of 
Berea College was named 
"Pee."' but the school's claim to 
fame i~ not charging one. 

Almost a century before 
Martin Luther King began his 
struggle for civil rights, the Rev. 
John Fcc conceived a more rad­
ical concept than King ever 
advocated - one that would 
leave him beaten by an angry 
mob and almost drowned in the 
Ohio River. 

Fee thought there should be a 
college for poor Southern 
Appalachians. even those who 
couldn't afford to pay, where 
blacks. whites, men and women 
would live. worship and study 
alongside one another. 

Berea College. the flrst such 
insmuhon in the South, turned 
150 this academic year. but to

brought her. 
One Saturday. Pumpkin was 

having a hard day. and I locked 
her behind the gate so she 
wouldn't overdo it. I headed out 
in the kayak. slicing through 
small green waves and bubbles 
of white foam. and came across 
a pod of dolphins relaxing just 
beyond the break.

She comes off as aloof 
for most of the film and is only 
able to enlist the aid of others by' 
offering them money. 

Smith docs redeem her in one 
shining moment when we see 
her reaction to the idea that the 
Creep has murdered a dog that 
was taken in hy the homeless 
couple. Smith may enrage some 
audiences by tricking them that 
way: but l freely admit that I 
could have cared less what hap­
pened to Kate until it was clear 
that she cared for the animal.lt 's 
a nasty trick hut very perceptive. 
Audiences tend to get more 
upset about animals being 
harmed than humans which 
holds true for most of us. 

Smilh also deserves kudos 
for casting German actress 
Franka Potente as Kate. She's a 
good choice and doesn't appear 
concerned about being liked, 
wtuch is vital to the success of 
the film. She was also good as a 
heroine you could get behind m 
the 2000 horror film

The disc also features extras 

which offer some insights into 
the making of the film. Most 
interesting is an alternate open­
ing scene that was wisely cut, 
though it would have provided 
the audience with a back story 
on how the creep came to be. 
Though the story boards indi­
cate it would have been an excit~ 
ing scene, it would have made 
the proceedings more pedestrian 
had the audience known exactly 
what lay in wait for the charac­
ters who must contend with the 
Creep.

The endowment, a result of 
thousands of small-amount 
donations and only a handful of 
million-dollar ones, covers 
nearly three quarters of Berea's 
operating budget. All students 
get a full-tuition scholarship 
valued around $85,000 for four 
years. and families pay for 
housing, meals and books based 
on what they can afford - a 
maximum of around $7,000 a 
year. 

dying tree limbs. 
Higher education had 

seemed out of the question for 
Angie Denmark, a 19-ycar-old 
freshman at Berea College. She 
couldn't afford to pay for 
school, let alone day care costs 
for the 2-year-old daughter she 
raises alone. 

At Berea, day care is cov­
ered. freeing her up to spend 
long hours hitting the books and 
working in the school's 
arctu ves. Denmark, who also 
needs a scooter to get around 
campus because of a blood dis­
order, said she seldom feels as 
though her peers are looking 
down on her. Berea's just not 
that ldnd of place, she says. 

Faced with the decision lo 
segregate or close, it stayed 
open to serve mountain whites 
while providing funds to estab­
lish the Lincoln Institute, an all­
black school ncar Louisville. 
'Nhen colleges were allowed to 
integrate agaiu in 1950, Berea 
was the ftrst in Kentucky to do 
so. 

The school's goal is to not 
only produce service worker. 
but keep them in Appalachia. "II' 
you look at the migration of stu~ 
dents who come frorp tradition­
al Appalachian counties, the 
majority of them stay within the 
region," said Joe Bagnoli, a 
1988 graduate of the college 
who is now associate provost. ._ 

In exchange, all students 
must work for the university at 
least 10 hours a week, receiving 
a stipend below minimum wage 
with the rest of their earnings 
directed toward their education 
costs. 

That's why at Berea students 
are more likely to greet each 
other with the question. "What 
do you do?" than "What arc you 
studying?" The jobs range from 
busing tables to shelving books 
to such career-oriented pursuits 
as farming or fixing computers. 

"A lot of my friends arc jeal­
ous of this job," said freshman 
Laura Finley, wearing security 
goggles and ear plugs as she 
wielded an oversized contrap­
tion called an airknife to cut off 

"They take away the social 
stigma usually involved in col­
lege, like keeping up with the 
clothes," Denmark said. 
'1'hcre's no dealing with the 
haves and have nots because 
we're all have nots." 

At one point, Berea's black 
enrollment was equal to its 
enrollment of whites. But in 
1904, the Kentucky legislature 
passed the Day Law, which 
mandated blacks and whites 
couldn't be educated in the 
same school. Berea, the state's 
only such institution at the time, 
appealed all the way to the U.S. 
Supreme Court but lost. 

Still, unlit 1995. the school's 
black enrollment at times hov­
ered around 3 percent. But in the 
last decade, I he ratio has risen to 
about 20 percent. 

That doesn't mean the cam­
pus hasn't endured its share of 
racist incidents, even io recent 
years. Shinn recalled hearing a 
white man call a black student a 
derogatory name and telling him 
to "Go back to Africa." 

"What that person didn't 
know was that he was talldng to 
one of our African students, 
who will go back to Africa." 
Shinn said. 

U.S. News and World Report 
consistently ranks Berea as the 
nation's top comprehensive col­
lege, a category that applies to 
undergraduate-only schools that 
award the majority of their 
degrees to students in profe~­

sional programs. such as busi­
ness and nursing. 

Berea is about 45 minutes 
south of Lexington. 

Berea's records show more 
than 80 percent of Appalachian 
students remain in Appalachia 
after attending the college. Of 
the 350,000 college-aged stu­
dents in the region, only 1,500 
go to Berea, but Shinn says their 
impact is broad. 

"The question is how can our 
students count for more than 
one?" Shinn said. 

Among those who decided to 
stay was Katie Basham, a 2002 
graduate of the college who has 
since taken a job on campus as a 
chapel coordinator. Allbaugh 
Basham, who grew up in Paris 
Ky., originally figured 
Appalachia was the last pJace 
she wanted to end up. she 
became hooked. 

"I tried to leave and 1 could­
n't," she said. "I realized this 
was home. This campus and this 
town foster such a great sense of 
community."

The Yankees' payroll 
dropped a bll to $198.7 million 
from $205.9 million on opening 
day last year.

NEW YORK- The NFL has 
its plan for eliminating those 
not-re ad y- for-prime- t imc 
matchups that too often sneaked 
onto national television. 

The league plans to hold off 
scheduling Sunday night games 
in seven of the final eight 
weeks - just as playoff races 
start heating up - to ensure the 

est game~ arc played on NBC. 
The league has long wanted 
some kind of flexible schedul­
ing, but could never implement 
one umil now. 

For Weeks I 0-15 and Week 
17, the final regular-season 
weekend, all Sunday games 
Will be listed with start times of 
1 p.m. or 4:05-4:15 p.m. EST. 

The league must then 
announce which match will be 
played Sunday night at least 12 
days before the date of the game. 
~ The lone exception is the 

season finale on Dec. 31, when 
the switch must be made no 
later than six days before the 
game. 

Only Sunday games are sub­
ject to the flexible schedule that 
is part of the NFL's $3.6 billion 
contract with NBC for the 
Sunday night package. 

CBS. which does the AFC 
games. and Fox, which does the 
NFC, each has the option to pro­
tect five games in the seven 
weeks of flexible scheduling, but 
can't protect more than one 
game per week. So if 
Indianapolis is playing 
Pittsburgh in a late-season game 
and CBS does not want it moved 
to Sunday night on NBC, it has 
an option to keep the gan1e. 

Week 16 is Christmas week­
end and no game will be 
switched. 

Teams will be lold by the 
NFL office as soon as they are 
not under consideration to have 
a game moved. And. unlike in 

the past, teams are allowed to 
play in consecutive Sunday 
night games. 

To make Lhe system more 
flexible. up to three teams each 
season will be allowed a bonus 
sixth prime-time appearance. 
All the others will be limited to 
a maximum or five, including 
the Monday night ESPN pack­
age and the late season 
Saturday or Thursday games on 
NFL Network. 

The NFL often has moved 
games from early afternoon to 
late afternoon on Sunday to 
get a top matchup in a better 
viewing slot. lt did so eight 
times in 2005. That flexibility 
remains. 

In recent seasons. the league 
has faced Lower prime-time rat­
ings because of poor late-sea­
son matchups. [[ also has seen 
surprisingly successful teams 
shut out of prime time because 
lhe entire schedule is released 
in April.

And he recalled his father's 
concern for fair and equal treat­

And he noted his father's 
close friendship with boxer Jake 
LaMotta. LaMotta was the first 
fighter to beat Robinson, and the 
two fought six times. Yet they 
also became friends and 
Robinson was best man at one 
of LaMotta's many weddings. 

"They were two men that 
were comruined to nothing but 
their craft," the younger 
Robinson said. ·'They didn't 
take their craft personally, they 
took it ac; going to work. like a 
plumber would, like an electri­
cian would, and afterwords it 
was, 'Let's go out for a beer ....

Robinson was world welter­
weight champion from Dec. 20. 
1946 until Feb. 14, 195 I. when 

he won the world middleweight 
title for the first of five times.

20 I bouts. winning I 7 4 (1 09 by 
knockout) against only 19 loss­
es, six draws, and two no con­
tests. 

He was voted "Fighter of the 
Century" by a panel of expert 
in 1999. 

And with boxing often called 
"The Sweet Science," Robinson 
was described as its sweetest 
praclitioner by boxing historian 
Bert Sugar. 

Robinson wa inducted imo 
the International Boxing Hall of 
Fame in 1990. After his fight 
career ended, he became an 
actor and established a youth 
foundation. He died from com­
plications of Alzheimer's ells­
ease and diabetes on April 12. 
1989.

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Labonte eager to see what

There was a time in Bobby 
Labonte's career whi.!n a fifth­
place finish wouldn't have 
caused a ripple of interest in the 
media or in the garage.

Jeff Gordon who now is the 
Petty executive vice president; 
Todd Parrott, who won a cham­
pionship with Dale Jarrett in 
1999, becoming Labonte's crew 
chief, and Paul Andrews, anoth­
er championship-winning crew 
chief, who came to the team last 
season and is the crew chief on 
Kyle Petty's No. 45 Dodge. 

"One brings two, two brings 
four. four brings eight. eight 
brings 16 and that's the way that 
works," Petty said at 
Martinsville, where gear trouble 
doomed them both to poor fin­
ishes. "We're stronger as a team 
all the way through because of 
Bobby Labonte." 

The chance to join a rebuilt 
team was what lured Labonte, too. 

"I found myself in a position 
at the end of the year to make the 
move. and I thought that was the 
right thing for me just because of 
the people Lhat were going there 
and the peopJe that were there," 
be said. "That just made my 
decision easier." 

So far, he sees signs that things 
are moving in the direction he 

hoped, even though he knows it 
rakes time to build chemistry, 
which brings consistency. 

"We're gaining on it," he said 
before running 32nd at 
Martinsville. "We've just got a 
lot of work to do. There's no 
doubt that we'll go somewhere 
and we're gomg to struggle. If 
we do, we've got to make sure 
that we reali.le what we did 
wrong." 

That reality. at least for now, 
keeps expectations realistic. 

"We're going to be like the 
stock market. We're going to be 
up and down," Labonte said. 

"Everybody is excited that we 
can win, and we've got to keep 
that in mind," he said. "We don't 
want to walk away from (the year­
end banquet in New York CitY) 
with just one top-five finish." 

For the frrst time in a while at 
Petty Enterprises, the parts all 
seem to be in place. 

"People have asked me. 'Hey, 
what do you think about driving 
the 43 car?' I say it's great, and 
it's going to be even better when 
we land in Victory Lane one 
day,\' Labonte said. 'urhat's 
when it's going to really mean 
somelhing."

Now add NASCAR Busch 
Series tcan1 Brcwco Motorsports. 
which has enterl.!d Houston, Texas 
rookie Brad Coleman for the 

upcoming PFG Lester 150 April 
15 at Nashville Superspeedway. 

Brewco, which fields Busch 
Series teams for David Green 
and Greg Biffle. got things start­
ed for Coleman at the Nashville 
Lest last week where he. in his 
first stock car outing on a super· 
speedway, posted the sixth­
fastest speed out of a record 55 
ARCA RE!MAX Series drivers 
who tested during the series' 
first superspeedway open-test 
session of the year. 

Coleman posted a speed of 
158.43R mph and a time of

SPARTA Sunday's

Labonte moved the No. 96to 
30th in the series standings and 
will turn the entry owned by Bill 
Saunders and NFL Hall of Fame 
quarterbacks Troy Atkman and 
Roger Swubach over to Raines 
for 29 of the 3l races remaining 
on Lhe schedule. Labonte will 
return to the car for the June 25 
road race at Infineon Raceway 

and the August 13 road contest 
at Watkins Glen International 
Raceway. 

Four days out from his 55th 
career NEXTEL Cup Series 
start, Raines tested at Kentucky 
Speedway to gain a feel for his 
car and lay an intermediate track 
foundation he will need to be 
competitive in two weeks at 
Texas Motor Speedway. 

"I didn't come here today to 
see how fast I can go," Raines 
said. "Terry had a lot of things 
that he liked about the car, but 
nothing suits everybody. So, 
we· re just trying to go through 
the motions and get the rust 
lrnocked off of me. We only 
brought one car. so I have to be 
kind of careful, at least until the 
last run of the day.
