Schools prepare for 
standardized testing 

The Commonwealth 
Accountability Testing System 
(CATS) assessments will be 
conducted April I 7-28. The 
assessments, which include 
multiple choice and open 
response quesLions, arc used to 
measure the progress by stu­
dents and schoo!s and ro provide 
information to help make deci­
sions about srudcnt learning. 

Mike Hughes, director of 
instruction for Floyd County 
Schools, said students and staff 
have been working hard all year 
with core days and daily focus 
on core content to maximize 
student learning. 

"We expect po~ili ve gains in 
our assessment scores because 
of the commitment that our 
schools/staff and students have 
exhibited this year," Hughes 
said. "We encourage everyone 
to be prepared during rhe testing 
days by getting enough rest, 
scheduling appointments and 
trips that will not conflict with 
testing." 

The Kentucky Department of 
Education and Floyd County 
Schools are providing some tips 
for parents as they are prepaling 
for tests. The tests will measure 
different content areas. depend­
ing upon the student's grade 
level. The assessment will be 

given to sludcnts who have 
reached the end of Primary or 
(3rd) grade through students 
who arc in the twelfth (12) 
grade. This and other helpful 
information can be accessed on 
lhc Kentucky Department of 
Education website at www.edu­
cation.ky.gov and click the 
Parents and ramilies link. 

Preparation Tips 
1. Know what days the tests 

are scheduled in your school 
district. 

2. Schedule slUdent appoint­
ments and trips that don't con­
flict with the testing period. Jt's 
important that yollr child be In 
school to take the tests. 

3. Be positive. Encourage 
your child to take lhe test seri­
ously and do his or her best. 
Explain to them that the results 
not only reflect upon their 
school and teachers. but also on 
their level of performance. 

4. Check for information 
from yom· child's school about 
test preparation and anything 
else that may be helpful prior to 
taking the tests, such as practic­
ing with sample questions. 

5. Make sure your child gets 
a good night's rest - at least 
eight hours of sleep - before 
each test day. 

6. Make sure your child eats 
a healthy breakfast thar wcludcs 
protein and excludes su ary 
food the morning of cac {est 
day. 

7. Tell your child to listen 
carefully to the instructions and 
to ask questions if he or she 
docsn 'I understand. Encourage 
them to be relaxed. think posi­
tive and be confident that they 
will do well. 

8. Remind your children to 
carefully read the test questions 
and to not ru h through a test If 
there is time, remind them lo 
check their answers. 

9. Discuss any concerns or 
anxieties your child may have 
about the tests. IT you have seri­
ous concerns or questions~~all 
your child's teacher, principal or 
guidanc~ counselor. 

10. On the test days. dress 
your children comfortably and 
avoid any unnecessary distrac­
tions. Get tnem to school on 
time, give them a hug and wi~h 
them good luck.

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Bush's bogus theory 

of absolute power

The Bush administratiOn has a theo­
ry to explain why the Foundine: Fathers 
secretly intended for the president to 
have boundle ·s power. Even though the 
new "unitary executive theory'' i 
nowhere in the Con~titution. White 
House official · cominually iuvokc it to 
justify scorrung federal law. The fact 
that the administration is getting away 
with this charade symbolizes how 
docile much of the Amcrh:an media and 
political opposition have become. 

Earlier this year. members of 
Congress anguished publicly over how 
many of the anginal l!SA PATRIOT 
Act surveillance powers should be 
renewed. A biparti an agreement was 
finally reached, giving the White House 
almost everything it wanted. As part of 
the deal to renew the Patriot Act, Bush 
administration officials agreed to pro­
vide Congress rnorc details on how the 
new powers were being used. 

However, Bush reneged in a "sign­
ing statement" quietly released after a 
heavily hyped White Hou. e signing 
ceremony on March 9. He decreed that 
he was entitled to withhold any infor­
mation that would "impair foreign rela­
tions. national security. the deliberative 
process of the executive, or the perfor­
mance of the executive·~ constitutional 
duties." He announced that he would 
interpret any provision in the law oblig­
ing notifying Congress ''in a manner 
consistent with the pre ident's consticu­
tional authority to upervise the unitary 
executive branch and to withhold infor­
mation:' 

In other words, any provision of the 
law that requ1rcs di.·clo urc is presump­
tively null and void. The crux of the 
"unitary executive" is that all pov. er 
rests in the president, and that '"checks 
and balances'' arc an archaic relic. This 
is the same ·'principle'' the Bush admin­
istration invoked to deny Congress 
everything from lraqi war plans to the 
records of the Cheney Energy Ta<>k 
Force. Bush has invoked the '1Initary 
executive" doctrine almost a hundred 
Limes since taking otlict!, according to a 
study by Miami University professor 
Christopher Kelley. 

One of the starkest slatements of this 
theory came in the confidential August 
2002 Justice Department/White House 
memo justifying torture. That memo 
revealed, ''In light of the president's 
complete authority over the conduct of 
war. v. ithout a clear statement other­
wise, cnminal statutes are no1 read as 
infringing on thc president's ultimate 
authmity in these areas. · And even if 
Congress did try to explicitly rc ·train 
executive power, any such law would 

be uncon tituttonal becau c of the 
inhcrcnt pov. cr vc ted in the pre idcn­
c , according 10 the memo. When he 
wa'i Whtte House coun:-cl. Alhcrto 
Gon1alcs spoke of a .. commander-in­
chief (lYeiride .. to justify scorning the 
Anti-Torturl' Act. 

Thl! Bush administration's s~;:u:-c of 
entitlement i~ oh' ious from the ongoing 
controversy OYer warrantless National 
Security Agency wireLapl> of 
American .. Such wiretaps arc clearly 
prohibncd by the 1978 Foreign 
Intelligence SurveiUan~..: Act. Yet Bush 
declare9 that he is enti-tled to order su h 
wirdap because of !lit~. inherent autho.r" 
ity ot the presidency.

Many business operators 
have clamored for the tax relief. 

The new state budget would 
provide limited help. It would 
exempt a business's first $2 mil­
lion in gross receipts from the 
alternative minimum tax. Top 
lawmakers discussed options to 
give more generous relief based 
on a busines. 's gross profits. 

Meanwhile, both chambers 
passed legislation aimed at 
keeping alcohol away from 
underage drinkers. Under the 
bill, anyone under 21 caught try­
ing to purchase alcohol cotJld 
lose his driver's license for up to 
six months. 

Lawmakers also approved a 
bill to soften age requirements 
for high school athletes. h 
would allow 19-year-olds to 
play sports, as long as the ath­
lete'· birthday was not before 
July l. The current cutoff is 
Aug. 1. 

A group of about 130 miners 
who were facing a stoppage of 
their worker's compensation 
hcncfits in September would 
continue to receive their bene­
fits through a self-insurance 
fund, under another bill law­
makers passed. 

And Kentucky's courts faced 
at least $5 million in funding 
cuts under the judicial branch 
budget the legislature sent to the 
governor Wednesday. It would 
be up to the chief justice to 
detennine the cuts by "reducing 
waste. fraud and abuse," accord­
ing to the legislation. 

Another bill that cleared the 
legislature would allow random 
drug testing of teachers who had 
drug incidents in their past.

exemption to $1 million in gross 
profit<>. Each offered gradually 
rising rates for businesses with 
higher amounts of gross profits. 

Fletcher, who met behind 
closed doors with business lob­
byists a couple of weeks ago to 
discuss the complex issue, said 
Thursday he preferred the 
Senate version. 

The Republican governor 
said he would like to see the tax. 
relief talce effect retroactively 
from the start of this year. He 
also said he wanted any legisla­
tion to apply to gross profits 
rather than gross receipts. 

By applying the tax legisla­
tion to gross profit , it would 
broaden the relief to more kinds 
of husiness. Gross receipts 
apply to all the money that a 
business takes in before any 
costs. Gross profit is the money 
taken in, minus the cost of 
inventory but before any over­
head. 

Fletcher said he also would 
insist that any relief not delay 
next year's scheduled reduction 
of Kentucky's corporate income 
tax from 7 percent lO 6 percent. 

The House proposed delay­
ing the corporate rate drop to 
pay for the tax break. 

Fletcher said that state busi­
ness recruiters have been tout­
ing the scheduled tax rate reduc· 
tion. 

"I would not want to renege 
on that promise," he said.

Senate.

• Comfort for the Soul: Soup 
by Leanne Ely 

One of the most wonderful comfort foods under the 
sun is soup. Great big soup, not anemic wtmpy soup 
that you can sip with a straw. 

I am not om: of those that believes that soup should 
he served as a first course. First courses are for people 
who have butlers. For the rest of us work-a-day stiffs. 
we need rib-sticking. hale and hearty Soup. capital S. 

The problem with these kinds of soups is the unfor­
tunate propensity for a nice, thick soup to feed a nice, 
thick waistline. What we want is warm, robust, soul sat­
isfying soups without all the fat and calories. The ques-

- tion then is. how do we do it? 
Here are my Top Ten Ways to Make Great Soup (and 

without all the extras). 

1. Skim the Surface. If you're using a ham bone or 
a chicken carcass to make soup from. you' II get a love­
ly broth, but you'll also gel a beck of a lot of fat. That's 
easy to dispense of. Once you· ve made your homemade 
broth and removed the solids, chill the broth for a few 
hours or overnight. The fat will rise to the top, solidify, 
and make it easy to skim right off. 

2. Can It. There arc a multitude of wonderful, near~ 
ly fat-free broths already made and available for pur­
chase at your local grocery store. I find the low-sodium 
chicken broth to be a close second place to my home­
made and definitely a first place in timesaving! 

3. Chill Out. If you already made your soup and 
you didn't first de-grease your broth, you can do it even 
as it sits on the stovetop. Throw a few ice cubes in your 
soup and watch how the grease migrates to them. Pull 

the ice out (with its cling-on greasy friend ) and dispose 
of them before they melt. 

4. Decrease the grease. Another way to get rid of 
the extra fat in soup is to use a lettuce leaf. Weird, I 
know (talk about your soup and salad!). but if you float 
a big old lettuce leaf in your pot of soup. it"s like 
screaming, Buffet! to the litlle grease blobs - they come 
running to the big leaf and cling to it Like a life ral"L 

5. Flavor Saver. If you saute the onions anJ other 
veggies before adding them to the soup pot. you will 
add extra flavor to your soup. The veggics themselves 
will retain their flavors rather than giving it all up to the 
soup and having everything taste the same. 

6. The Frozen Chosen. Use frozen veggics, such as 
com, perit.c peas and beans ro cut your prep tin1e way 
down. Just remember. they will continue to cook as 
your soup simmers so you need to be careful when you 
add them.

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'White Patches' of vitiligo do 
tlNIV.Ut;rY 

more emotional than physical harm

Question: My son, who is 20, 
has started having these 
large areas where the skin is 

Lunung hite. He also has a place 
where hili beard is turning white. His 
doctor says this is vitiligo and there is 
nothing to be done for it. Can you tell 
me more about this problem? 

Answer: Vitiligo is a disorder 
that affects special cells in 
our bodies that produce a 

dark pigment called melanin. About 
one percent of the u.s. population has 
this disorder. It affects men and women 
equally and usually starts before age 
40. 

The special pigment-producing cells 
-doctors call them melanocytes - are 
responsible for the color of the skin, the 
mucous membranes and the retina in 
the back of the eye. When vililigo 
develops, some melanocytcs arc 
destroyed. This curtails melanin pro­
duction in the involved area or areas, 
and they tum white. 

The resulting "white patches" are 
usually most noticeable on the sun­
exposed areas. such as the hands, arms 
and face, but they can appear anywhere 
on the body. People with darker skin 
may notice a Joss of color inside their 
mouth. In case. like your son's, where 
the affected skin has hair on it, the hair 

turns whiLe as well. This can also 
affect ~~..alp and body hair. 

Vitiligo can spread to new areas of 
the hody or can remain unchanged for 
years. It can spread slowly or quickly. 
Some !>cicmists believe there is a corre­
lation between the spread of vitiligo 
and emolional or physical stress. 

The cause of vitiligo is not known, 
but the theory is that sufferers develop 
antibodies lhat destroy melanocytes. If 
true, this would make it an autoimmune 
disease. It is known that vitiligo is 
more common in people who have 
other autoimmune diseases such as 
overactive thyroid or pernicious ane· 
mia. 

Vitillgo appears to "run in families," 
and thus may have a heredity compo­
nent. There also seems lObe increased 
risk for vitiligo if there is a family his­
tory of autoimmune diseases. 

While viti I igo is not contagious and 
docs not make the person ill, it can 
have a devastating emotional effect. 
Many people use cosmetics to cover

another friend. 

their hypopigmented areas, but this can 
be difficult and expensive if the areas 
are extensive. 

Treatment is aimed at restoring the 
function of the melanocytes in the skin, 
but it can take a long time, and there is 
no treatment that works for everyone. 
There are both medical and surgical 
therapies. But lhe surgical treatments 
should be considered experimental at 
best. 

Probably the most effective treat­
ment is psoralen and ultraviolet A. or 
PUVA, therapy. It can re-pigment the 
white patches but can take a long time 
to work. First, a special drug that 
reacts with ultraviolet light to cause 
darkening of the skin is taken either 
orally or applied to the skin. Then, the 
patient is exposed to a measured 
amount of ultraviolet A light 

In milder cases, sometimes just 
applying a prescription corticosteroid 
cream will return pigment to the skin. 
But this also takes time - usually at 
least three months before any change 

down a kind of holler. 

will be noticed. Another treatment is 
to fade the rest of the skin to match the 
whitened areas. 

Currently there is ongoing research 
to fmd the exact cause and to develop 
better treatments. One interesting 
experimental approach is to try to 1• 
transplant melanocytes from healthy 
skin to the affected areas.
