The city commissioners of 
Wheelwright will find them­
selves in front of a circuit 
judge again May 5 to face a 
charge that they violated a 
judicial order when they 
removed a member of the 
Wheelwright Utility 
Commission. 

The motion, filed by 
Prestonsburg attorney Ned 
Pillersdorf, alleges that the 
conumss10n removed 
Finney in violation of a 
court order issued by Perry 
County Judge Bill Engle on 
Nov. 30. 

The order from Engle 
came with the appointment 
of a special receiver to han­
dle negotiations with gas 
companies for the city after 
the citizens of Wheelwright 
tiled a suit complaining that 
the commission ignored gas 
payments until the arrearage 
became so great that it was 
pa~sed on to customers. The 
motion includes a quote 
from Judge Engle's order 

which says. "The 
Wheelwright City 
Commission is hereby 
ordered and restrained from 
interfering with the opera­
tions of the receiver and the 
Wheelwright City Utility 
Commission." 

Pillersdorf goes on to 
note that the city violated 
that order and seeks to have 
the removal voided. 

The motion also notes 
that the city removed utili­
ties commissioner Blanche 
Finney because of her "out­
spoken criticism of the 
Wheelwright City 
Commission." 

The motion was accom­
panied by two sworn affi­
davits from utilities commis­
sion members. which 
include statements from 
Finney and utilities chair­
man Hubert Farmer.

The manifesto states: ·'We reject without qualification the 
anti-Americanism now infecting so much left-liberal (and 
some conservative) thinking. Thi is not a ca e of eeing the 
U.S. as a model society. We are aware of its problem and 
failings ... The United States of America is a great country 
and nation. It is the home of a strong democracy with a 
noble tradition behind il and Ia ting constitutional and social 
achievements to its name ... 

"That U.S. foreign policy ha. often opposed progressive 
movements and governments and supported regressive and 
authoritarian ones does not justify generalized prejudice 
against either the country or it , people." 

Such language hearken back Lo the late 1940s, when the 
Truman administration's Cold War policies won firm 
endorsement from an influential group of liberal intellectu­
als who were wide awake 10 the evils of communism. 

Tho. e left-leaning writers and academicians held true to 
their beliefs in social change- they supported an end to 
racial discrimination. for example- even as they were 
unbending in committing themselves to the fight against 
communism. It was a commendable vision that recognized 
this country's hortcoming. but al o it greatne s. 

If present-day liberalism ever . ever unequivocally all 
connections to far-left kooks ·uch as Cindy Sheehan (con­
tributor to the new book ..

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Slucly says Fletcher policy blocks 
ex-felons from voling rights

FRANKFORT - Kentucky's ex· 
felons may want to vote but the state's 
policy on restoring their right seems 
likely to po:vent them from ca ling bal­
lots. according to a recent repon. 

State lawmakers ~hould consider 
sending voters a proposed constittttional 
amendment that would automatically 
reinstate ex-felons' nght!i when they fin­
ish thetr sentence • the report stated. Or. 
Gov. Ernie Fletcher hould alter the 
state's reinstatement policy to make it 
ea. ier for ex-felon to vote again. the 
report recommended. 

"State legislators hould e:v;amine the 
wisdom of the current policy and con.'iid­
er placing a constitutional amendment on 
the ballot to allow voters to support auto­
matic restoration of rights upon comple­
tion of sentence:· \Hote Elizabeth 
Wahler. the Jcpon's author. "If that is not 
po _ ible. then the governor should recon­
sider the current application proce s." 

A constitutional amendment propo ed 
during the 2006 General Assembly 
would have put to voter · the question of 
whether felons should automatically 
have their right to vote restored whl!n 
their sentences are completed. The pro­
posal did not come up for a vote and was 
unsuccessfu I. 

The repon was released last week by 
The Sentencing Project, an advocacy 
group in Washington. D.C. It was ba cd 
on interviews with 40 parolees who had 

- l:-e t t e r s -

lost their voting rights in Kentucky. 
According to the study, those who 

were mterviewed responded to flyers 
posted on public bulletin boards and they 
were each paid $15 for their time. 
Interviews with the respondents lasted 
bou JO minot , ccording to the: 

report. 
Kentucky is one of three states in the 

nation - Florida and Virginia are the 
others that permanently revokes the 
voting rights of people convicted of 
felony offenses. according to the report. 
Voting rights are re tored on an individ­
ual basis in those states. Ex-felons in 
Kentucky must apply to the governor to 
have their right to vote re tored. 

Currently. Gov. Ernie Fletcher 
requires felons who have completed their 
semcnces and are seeking a restoration of 
their votmg rights to submit a letter 
explaining why they should be allowed 
to vote. They must also include three ref­
enmces. 

Fletcher's general coumel, Jim 
Deckard, said he does not believe the 
requirement' are too burdensome. 

Since 2004, ~6 people have had their 
voting rights restored out of 791 com­
pleted applicatiom.. according to num­
bl!rs provided by Fletcher's oftice. 
Another 48 applications are under review 
by local commonwealth attorneys. There 
arc 1.062 applications on which the 
administration is waiting for a reply from 
the applicants. according to Fletcher's 
olfice.

Recently, a letter to the editor

Hone tly. I would de.crve it, simply 
because my job is not to endorse any 
political views, but to help the patient. 
Likewise, these teachers from a geogra­
phy department don't need to be teaching

the written request, is one or two se -
tences explaining why the person wishe 
to have thi important right restored." 
Deckard said ... 1 do not think it too oner­
ous for someone seeking such gubernato­
rial action to make such a simple written 
request." 

Yet. 90 percent of those interviewed 
did not know the procedure for regaining 
their voting rights the report found. And, 
four of those interviewed thought there 
was no opportunity for them to ever 
regain their right to vote. the repon 
found. 

A "large majority" of the 40 peo • 
interviewed would likely vote again if 
they could. Wahler said. More than half 
had voted before and over two-thirds had 
a "strong desire'' to vote now, she said. 

Most of the re pondems understood 
that losing their rights to vote "was a nat­
ural consequence" but felt like suffrage 
should be rein tated after they ''had paid 
their debt to society. Wahler said in a 
telephone in ten iew. 

The "majority of the re pondents'' 
who were intcn•iewed did not say they 
were feeling deterrl.!d by the steps of the 
application process . And. "very fe ' 
con ide red the difficulty of the proces as 
they reason they would not apply to vote, 
the repon found. 

"In fact, it was surprising how many 
people who reponed that they did not 
intend to complete the application proce ·s 
stated that lhey would not becau e they

:level of debt, we must reduce 
.the number of projects." 

Fletcher said lcgi. lators had 
included budget appropriatton 
for 2,352 construction projects,

$2.4 billion jn dcht. eclipsing 
even last year's record debt load 
of $1.9 billion. 

Among projects stdck.:n 
from the budget were $6 million 
for a polar bear exhibit at the 
Louisville Zoo. $17.5 m1llion 
for Icnovating a series of locks 
and dam:. on the Kentuck) 
River and 2.5 million for build­
ing animal shelters. 

Every state uni\'crsily had· 
construction project~ vetoed 
Among them. the University of

trator expelled an openly gay 
student. 

Fletcher :;aid he based that 
decision on the fact that the $10 
nJJ Ill on for construction and $1 
mi Ilion for scholarships for the 
proposed project came from 
coal severance taxes paid by 
coal companies. not by individ­
ual taxpayers in the state. 

'Thts is a difficull issue and 
one where Lhcrc is no definitive 
case law establishing the legali­
ty," the governor said.

Firefighters secured the 
ground, lassoed Palladino and 
his son and dragged them out. 

It's not the first time a 
cesspool - a pit that collects 
waste from toilets and sinks -
has swallowed someone in 
Huntington. 

In 2001, a man practicing 
archery in the backyard with his 
two children died when his 
cesspool caved in and consumed 
him. And in 1998, a Huntington 
Station man was rescued after he 
fell 65 feet into one.

Authorities said Christie's 
had planned to put the bust of 
Dionysu - known in Roman 
mythology as Bacchus - up for 
sale for $25.000 in 2002 after 
acquiring it from a defunct 
Japanese museum. But the auc­
tion house, amid suspicions 11 
had been stolen, turned it over 
to police. 

The NYPD's Ylajor Ca-.:e 
Squad traced the sculpture to a 
small museum in [taly that had 
been looted in 1983. It was sold 
to the Japanese museum some­
time before 1990. but there was 
no record of the seller, police 
said.

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Mine industry: Rules stemming 
from WVa. fatalities are too rigid

LAKEWOOD. Colo. 
Mine industry officials told fed· 
cr;< regulators Monday that 
eml.!rgency rules imposed after 
two deadly accidents in West 
Virginia are too rigid and could 
actually put miners in morc 
periL 

After January accidents at 
the Sago Mine killed J 1 and the 
Aracoma Alma No. I Mine 
killed two. the government 
adopted temporary emergency 
safety regulations for only the 
lhird time ~ince I 977. The new 
regulations require notification 
of an accident within 15 minut~s 
and impose new training stan­
dards. 

j)uring a public heanng 
be1'0re a panel from the federal 
Mine! Safety and Health 
Administration. industry repre­
sentative!' said the IS-minute 
reporting deadline could be 
impractical or dangerou , possi· 
bly forcing mine workers to 
makl.! a choice between trying to 
rescue an injured comrade or 
calling MSHA to report an acci­
dent and avoid a line. 

"We recommend allowing 
flexibility for an operator to 
handle injuries that require 
univided attention in the aarly 
stages:· said Dale Byram, gen­
eral manager of safety and train­
ing for Jim Walter Resources 
Inc. of Brookwood, Ala. 

He abo said it can be diffi­
cull for mine officials to find the! 
arpropriate person at MSHA to 
notify.

"Miners have a lot of ingenu­
ity. hut MSHA tries to have 
more! black-and-white type stan­

The emergency standards 
went into effect immediately 
after they were adopted March 
9. but the agency is accepting 
public comments through May 
30 to determine whether revi­
sions are necessary before the 
regulations become permanent 
in December. 

The meeting was the first of 
four. Others are planned in 
Kentucky. Virginia and West 
Virginia. Colorado has scores of 
mines and similar operations, 
including 12 coal mines, accord­
ing to state and federal data. 

Patricia Silvey, acting direc­
tor of MSHA's Office of 
Standardli. Rt:gulations and 
Variances. said after the meeting 
that tht: agency will be flexible 
where necessary, but regulations 
must be speci fie enough that 
mine compamcs know what is 
expected. 

''We want to get their com­
ments Lo help us achieve our 
purpose: providing the most 
appropriate and effective pro­
tection for miners.'' she said. 

According to MSHA's Web 
site. 32 miner:; - 26 in coal 
mines and six in other types of 
mines - have died so this year. 
At this time last year. 13 mining 
fatalitie. had been reported. 
while there were 57 mining 

deaths in all of 2005.

Thunderstorm Phobia 
Pari I

The spring storm season is here, and 
if the last few weeks are any indication, 
it's going to be a doozy. Storms make 
n1e nervous, but I could probably sleep 
through most of them if not for two 
large dogs trying to seek shelter, gener­
ally stepping on my face in the process. 

Fear of storms is common in ani­
mals and people, and il is grounded in 
the reasonable instinct to seek shelter 
and avoid injury. Fears turn into pho­
bias when they get so bad that they are 
out of proportion to the actual danger. 
Most dogs that show signs of anxiety 
during storms fall in the category of 
fearful. They may hide, sbake, pace or 

drool. The really phobic dogs are a dif­
ferent tory. These animals teod to be 
truly frantic, and often hurt themselves 
or do damage to their surroundings in 
their attempts to get away from the 
storm. They often urinate or defecate, 
and they may dig or chew holes in 
walls, tearing out toenails in the 
process. Dog have been known to 
burl themselves through windowst 
ometimes several stories above the 

groWld For some reason, cats are not 
often affected as badly as dogs, maybe 
because they are better at hiding. and 
therefore isolating themselves from the 
perceived danger.
