Judge Enc Hall then 
retneved Parsons' record 
and allowed him to answer 
to an old criminal mischief 
case. Parsons said he 
was innocent of both 
charges and was grven a 
July 20 court trial date for 
each case.

Derby winner Barbaro looks 
1 invincible for Preakness

Barbaro wa o overpower­
ing in his Kentucky Derby romp 
that winning Saturday's 
Preakne eems to be a fore­
gone conclusion. Load 'em in 
the gate, and the big ba'y colt 
will prevail no matter who's 
running or how the race unfolds. 

If thi scenario plays out for 
undefeated Barbaro, the stage 
would be set for thoroughbred 
racing's most dramatic event: A 
Triple Crown try in the Belmont 
Stakes three weeks later. 

We've heard this story time 
and again in the past decade -
from Silver Charm, Real Quiet 
and Charismatic to War 
Emblem, Funny Cide and 
Smarty Jones. All were gallant 
Derby and Preakness winners 
from 1997-2005, but all failed to 
become the first Triple Crown 
champion since Affirmed in 
1978 and the 12th overall. 

Not only would Barbaro 
attempt to end the longest drought 
between Triple Crown winners -
28 years - he would be trying to 
join Seattle Slew as the only 
unbeatens to sweep the series. 

Barbaro is giving out extra­
ordinary vibes that he can do it, 
too. After a 6 1/2-length Derby 
win, even the colt's trainer, 
Michael Matz, feel something 
special is happening. 

"I think this horse can win the 
Triple Crown," Matz said this 
week at Fair Hill Training Center, 
Barbaro's home in the countryside 
of Elkton, Md. ''He just has so 
many good qualitie . I think the 
public is looking for someone to 
do that, and I hope he's the one." 

There's been nothing but 
praise since the Derby. 

'Td say he's the best horse 
I've een in the past 25 years - on 
the din, turf, any age group," 
retired Hall of Fame jockey Gary 
Stevens marveled. "I don't think 
we've seen near his best race yet." 

Before all this Triple speak 
really ramps up, early favorite 
Barbaro has to conquer a bunch 
of talented 3-year-olds going 1 3-
16 miles around the tight turns of 
Pirnlico on two weeks rest. It's a 
huge challenge after dealing with 
a full field of 20 horse going 1 
114 miles at Churchill Downs. 

''ll' another game, ar.other race 

at another time at another track,'' 
retired Hall of Fame jockey Pat 
Day said. "Nothing is a given." 

[t's rare that an impressive 
Derby winner falters in the 
Prealcness, but it does happen: 

- Six years ago, Fusaichi 
Pegasus was the odd -on choice 
after winning the Derby, but 
tired in the stretch and finished 
behind Red Bullet. 

- Bold Forbes was even­
money to win the 1 976 
Preakness, but finished third 
after fading in the stretch. 

- Riva Ridge, the odds-on 
choice in the '72 Preakness, was 
fourth behind Bee Bee Bee after 
a troubled trip left the colt with 
little left in the stretch. 

Stevens may love Barbaro, but 
warns: ''No horse i invincible." 

He should know, too. Just 
when Real Quiet looked like a 
Triple Crown winner near the end 
of the 1998 Belmont, Stevens 
came flying past aboard Victory 
Gallop and won by a nose. 

Then again, the Preakness 
could be a breeze, like Smarty 
Jones' record 11 1/2-length rout 
two years ago, or Funny Cide's 
9 3/4-length win a year earlier. 

"He's absolutely capable of 
winning the Triple Crown," Day 
said. "I'll be watching the 
Preakness with bated breath." 

A field of seven or eight is 
shaping up for the Preakness. 

Among the challengers will 
be Brother Derek and 
Sweetnorthemsaint, high-quality 
colts who had poor trips in the 
Derby. Brother Derek was fourth 
after racing wide and losing a 
shoe and Sweetnorthemsaint fm­
ished seventh after a troubled 
start left him without a finishing 
kick in the stretch. 

Others in the field include 
Withers Stakes winner Bernardini, 
Gotham Stakes winner Like Now 
and Hemingway's Key. 
. Trainer Dan Hendricks 
expects Brother Derek to give 
Barbaro a tough fight in a small­
er field. 

'Tm just hoping with a clean 
trip I can outrun him,n 
Hendricks said. "If I can't, I 
hope he wins the Triple Crown 
by more lengths every time." 

Trainer Michael Trombetta 
was amazed at Barbaro' stretch 
run, but hopes Sweetnorthemsainl 
can be closer to the lead when the

field rums for home. 
"I didn't think anybody 

would bu 1 loose from the field , 
and win like he did," Trombetta ~ 
said. "But now he become the 
one everybody' trying lo beat. 
We're all going to try to do our , 
best to get past him." 

Barring a bad rrip - he did 
stumble out of the gate last , 
week- Barbaro has everything 
going his way. He's fresh, he's 
ver atile and he's unbeaten. 

After nearly a week back at , 
Fair Hill, Matz said Barbaro has 
shown no igns of wear and tear. 

"We've had him to the track, 
and he looked like he was happy 
and enjoying it," Matz said. "If 
he continues that way, I don't " 
see any reason why he won't run 
a good race. But again, you 
never know." 

The great equalizer could be 
the two-week turnaround. 

''It's hard for any horse to run 
a big race like the Kentucky 
Derby, then come back in two 
weeks," Matz said. 

But Matz planned wisely for 
the rigors of the Triple Crown, 
spacing out Barbaro' races so 
the colt would be fit for three 
races in five weeks at varying · 
distances over three tracks. 

Barbaro won his first three 
starts on the. twf, including the · 
Tropical Park Derby on Jan. 1. 
Then it was time to try the dirt. 1 
With Edgar Prado aboard, 
Barbaro won the Holy Bull 
Stake on Feb. 4 by three-quar- 5 
ters of a length in the lop at 1> 

Gulfstream Park. 
Eight weeks later - a long 

break between races - Barbaro 
was tested for the first time and 
outdueled Sharp Humor for a , 
half-length victory in the 
Florida Derby. 

It was another five weeks to 
the Derby, but Matz didn't care. ,, 
So what. he said. if the la t 
Derby winner coming off such a 
long layoff was eedles in I 
1956? Until last year, how many 
prep were run five weeks out? ., 
Not many. 

"The way he bas managed 
this horse, it's genius,'' Stevens 
said.

crush with "teeth" in their throaLs 
(hence the name shellcrackers) 
and on other invenebrates. 

Because they feed on boltom, 
fishermen who want to purpose­
fully target shellcrackers should 
fi h directly on bottom with 
sinking rigs or near to it with 
suspended baits, Dreves said. 

"One thing I've seen work 
very well is a wonn hooked a 
few inches below a splitshot on 
the line and pulled right across 
the bottom,.. Dreve said. 
"Fishermen who use live crick­
ets under a bobber. though, can 
catch redear if they et their 
bobbers to hold the bait right 
above the bottom. That will 
catch redears and bluegill, too."

driver in the eries. Even the dri­
ver noticed the crowd's excite­
ment. 

"I'm sure it was divided 
down the middle and they 
would have been happy either 
way because Denny sure has 
earned his position in the port,,. 
Earnhardt said. 

Hamlin, who earned hi ride 

with Joe Gibbs Racmg during a 
monthlong te t on the Nextel 
Cup circu1t late last eason. Js 
still learning about his new­
found stardom. 

"I saw aJI the cheers when 
me and Dale Jr. were side-by­
side there with a few laps to go," 
he said. "I'm sure most of tho e 
cheers were for him, but all I 
could do was imagine in my 
mind they were for me and try 
that much harder." 

The race capped a weekend 
that would have highlighted 
how quickly his fame has grown 
in the Richmond area if not for 
the injury, which occurred when 
he cut his hand while racing 
around the team hauler in a 
competition with team members 
at Charlotte, N.C. 

The injury caused him to 
miss an appearance at 
Children's Ho pital, where his 
team was to present a donation 
check and Hamlin was to spend 
some time playing with kids. 

Instead, he gave them all a 
h1ghlight on the track, and 
hawed everyone in the series 

that he's a dnver who under­
stands the rule::. of racing and 
clean dnving. Each t1me he 
pulled alongside Earnhardt in 
the closing lap , be had the 
opportunity to nudge him out of 
the way and take a victory he 
couldn't otherwise have 
achieved. 

And each time, he chose to 
race clean with the inferior car. 

"He asked me even in 
Victory Lane, 'Man, why didn't 
you lay into me?'" Hamlin said 
of Earnhardt. "I aid, 'Man, if I 
had the chance, I would have.' It 
was definitely going to be a 
whole lot more physical bad I 
had a little bit better car." 

As a rookie, Hamlin knows 
other drivers are till trying to 
gauge his style. 

"It's just one of those things 
where it will pay off in the long 
run to race those guys clean,'' he 
aid. "Hopefully they do it to me 

in the same s1tuation later." 
There could be plenty of 

other chances. 
"He's going to win a lot of 

races and be real successful," 

Earnhardt srud. 
By some measures, he already 

is successful. Hamlin moved past 
Clint Bowyer into the top spol 
among the seven rookies in the 
series with his strong run, but 
said be's aiming much higher 
than rookie of the year. 

''We feel like we· re a Chase 
car," he said. referring to the top 
10 in driver points after the 26th 
race, also at Richmond, and the 
ensuing I 0-race championship 
battle. 

He's in 16th place, and 

blames bad luck for not bein 
higher. Contending i 
Richmond and getting a taste o 
what it's like to challenge for 
victory late in a race, he said,l 
will make it easier to pursue 
spot in the chase. 

"It's hard to keep all yo 
nerves together," Hamlin sai 
"I'm sure years down the road 
in my career I won't thjnk so 
much of it. It'll just be one of 
those normal races and hopeful­
ly it will be just one win of 
many."

Martha Nemechek sheds grief by helping others·

In the months following the 
death of NASCAR Craftsman 
Truck Series driver John 
Nemechek in March 1997. his 
mother was incon olable. 

Martha Nemechek knew life 
never would be the same. 

"[ was very lost," she said. 
''He wa my baby. I prayed to 
God for something that would 
make me feel my life was 
important." 

A she continued to grieve 
for her younger son, who died of 
head injuries five days after a 
crash at Homestead-Miami 
Speedway and nine days after 
his 27th birthday, Nemechek 
received a phone call from a 
stranger that changed the course 

of her life. 
Gordon Collins, whose 

daughter died in a 1983 plane 
crash, read about Nemechek's 
loss and contacted her. as he ha 
so many other grieving parent 
and children through the years. 

"Gordon called me. He wrote 
letters to me. He told me to call 
him,'' she said. "He told me he 
had found the way to deal with 
losses like ours was to help oth­
ers with their losses. He got me 
back on track." 

It took Nemechek a while to 
get up the nerve to make the 
same type of call, and her first 
effort dido ' t take. 

"The first woman J called, I 
just didn't know what to say to 
her," Nemechek said, shaking 
her head. "I didn't think l could 
do what Gordon d.id." 

But she persisted, eventually 
becoming comfortable with giv­
ing tho e she contacted the same 
me sage she received from 
Collin : ''The key thing is to 
learn how to live with the loss of 
a loved one and to be busy.'' 

Suddenly, Nemechek felt like 
she was living again. 

It wasn't easy, though. 
Joe, the olde t of three 

Nemechek brothers and a sister, 
still was racing in NASCAR's 
Nextel Cup series and that was 
very hard for her to deal with. 
She went to Joe shortly after 
John's death and asked him to 
quit racing. 

"I d1d want Joe to quit 
because he's in a more danger­
ous area than John was," 
Nemechek said. "Joe said no. 
He said, 'This is my life, my liv-

ing.' He also said that he and 
John had talked about the possi­
bility of one of them being 
killed and agreed that the other 
one would go on." 

Ironically, Joe's racing has 
opened up yet another way for 
his mother to reach out to people. 

His car is spon ored by the 
U.S. Army. In addition to her 
continuing contacts with people 
with personal los e , Martha 
Nemechek has struck up friend­
ships with dozens of soldiers, 
many of them in Afghanistan 
and Iraq. 

It's not uncommon for her to 
receive up to 90 e-mails a night. 
some from the grieving people 
she has contacted and the rest 
from soldiers on duty overseas. 

"Most nights, when I'm 
home, I'm on the computer 

between I 0 p.m. and 3 a.m., e­
mailing with my soldiers and 
friends," she said. "I only ask 
the soldiers for f~rst names, but 
they all know about John and 
many of them ask what they can 
do for me. I tell them to pray for 
Joe's safety. 

''Mostly, they ask me to pray 
for them or to send them some­
thing from horne, things like 
candy and little things for kids. I 
buy stuff and mail it to them." 

She also invites them to the 
race track when they come 
home. 

If they do show up, it's easy 
to find Martha Nemechek. She's 
the woman in full camouflage 
fatigue uniform, wearing a drill 
ergeant's hat and with four 

stars on her collar. 
"A general gave me the first 

hat and I just felt that the uni­
form is a really nice way to iden­
tify with the soldiers,'' she said.

Unsers, Andrettis highlight Indy's family affair.

INDIANAPOLIS It's 
almost like old times at the fam­
ily-friendly Indianapolis 500. 

For the f'ust time in three 
years, there's both an Unser and 
an Andrerti on the track. There's 
a Foyt, too, along with the 
wier brothers and even anoth­
er Luyendyk. 

At Indy, the tread doesn't fall 
far from the tire. 

''It's the love of the sport." 
said Al Unser Jr., whose family 
has won Indy nine times. "It's 
very easy to fall in love with 
racing. Sons look up to meir 
dads their whole lives. They 
want to emulate them." 

The name Unser is synony­
mous with the Indy 500, of 
course; so is the name Andretti, 
the only family to have a father 
and lwo sons in the same race. 
There might be a third-genera­
tion Andretti driver behind the 
wheel thi year, and the next 
generation of Un ers might be 
on the way in a year or two. 

''I was driving go-karts wben 
l was 9 years old and my dad 
was an Indy 500 champion, so 
for myself it was just a natural 
progression," said Al Unser Jr. , 
who never doubted which path 
his career would take. 

"I would love for Little Al to 
come to Indy. I think that' what 
his goal is, to run in the 500," he 
said of his 23-year-old son, now 
in Champ Car's developmental 
Atlantic Series. 

''I've never raced against my 
on at that (IndyCar) level," 

Unser said. "The only thing I 
can compare it to is racing 
against my father, ju t like 
Michael (Andrettj). ... With 
Michael racing again t hi on, 
he's going to be a little bit more 
mindful than he was when he 
was racing against his dad." 

Marco Andretti, the 19-year­
old son of Michael and grand­
son of Mario, is an IndyCar 
rookie who moved up from the 
IRL's lndy Pro Series, as did 
Arie Luyendyk Jr .. the son of 
the two-time Indy winner. Both 
will need to qualify thi year in 
order to run in the Indy 500. 

Buddy Lazier, another for­
mer Indy champion, and hi 
brother Jaque al o followed 
theJI father, Bob Lazter, who 
drove at Indy 25 years ago. 

Driver Ed Carpenter is me 
step on of Speedway boss Tony 
George, and Larry Foyt is dri­
ving for the team owned by his 
father, four-time winner A.J. 
Foyt. Foyt's grandson, A.J. IV, 
drove at fndy the past three 
years and is in the NASCAR 

Busch Serie thi season. 
Generation of drivers 

always have been a prominent 
part of Speedway history. 
although it wasn't until 1983 -
with AI Unser Sr. and Jr. -that a 
father and on drove in the same 
race. The next year, Mario and 
Michael Andretti became the 
second. In 1991, with Mario, 
Michael, younger son Jeff and 
nephew John in the llneup, the 
Andrettis became the only fami­
Ly with four members in the 
same race. 

The retirements of Michael 
Andretti and AI Unser Jr. left me 
500 Ia t year without at least 
one member of either family for 
the fir t time ince 1962. They 
cruue back this year for different 
reasons _ Un er becau e he 
missed racing and Andretti 

because he wamed to drive in 
his on's rookie race - and the 
family rivalry continues. 

"Our families have been 
going at it for quite orne time 
now," the 44-year-old Unser 
said. "The two families are very 
good friends. But, ure, they 
compete against each other like 
any other competitor compete 
against anybody else.'' 

Six Un ers have made a 
combined 71 starts at Indy; four 
Andrettis have made 53 starts. 

"It's going to be a pretty 
tough month for me," Michael 
Andretti aid. "Coming in here, 
I've done it before as an owner 
and a driver, but now I'm doing 
tt as an owner and a driver and a 
father. It's going to be a strange 
experience for me, but an excit­
ing one." 

Arie Luyendyk Sr., who 
already made one comeback 
before retiring for good in 2002. 
sa.id he wouldn't want to race 
against his son because the 
worry would keep him from 
focusing on his own job. 

"Personally, if somebody 
would have asked rue would 
you like to race at Indy in the 
same race as your son, I proba­
bly would say no," the elder 
Luyendyk said.

I had the bright 
idea to buy two new snow tire 
this year for the front wheels 
and use the worn tires for the 
rear, and then next sea on re­
install the newer tires on the 
rear and buy new tires for the 
front. Thi~ would eliminate 
having to buy four new ~>now 
ttre at one time. However, the 
local Honda ervice manager 
advised again t my plan, aying 
that the newer tire would have 
a slightly larger radiu than the 
older tire on the rear (even 
though the actual tire izes are 
identical), and this could cause 
problems with the all-wheel­
drive y tem.
