Author Dan Brown' book, ''Theda Vinci Code," i getting all 
the attention the e days, with a movie due for release thi week. 
Perhap, an earlier effort the 1998 thriller "Digital Fortre ," 
hould be dominating the nation's front pages instead. The book 

i about an all-powerful National Security Agency that, unbe­
known t to the American people, bas developed the technology 
to eave drop on their e-mail correspondence , under the guise of 
protecting them from international terrorist . It would eem to 
dovetail nicely with the real new out of Washington, D.C., that 
the nonfict10n NSA ha been collecting record on millions of 
dome ·tic phone calls ·ince 9/1 l, with the cooperation of AT&T, 
BellSouth and Verizon. Only Qwest, to it credit, refused to com­
ply. 

The president tried Thursday to a suage the concerns of 
Americans about intrusion on thei r privacy and the legality of 
this late. t NSA effort. He a serted that "we're not mining or 
trolling through the per onallive of million of innocent 
Americans·· and that "our effmt are focu ed on links to al­
Qaida." The call record do not include cu tamers' name and 
addre · e . 0 tensibly, U.S. intelligence is only looking for pat­
tern that might have national · ecurity implication . 

Problem i , thi admini tration ha its own di turbing pattern. 
From it u e of warrantle wiretaps to the Pentagon data-mining 
effort called Total Information Awarene that Congre s cut fund­
ing to in 2003, to the Ju tice Department'· efforts to get Google 
and other to hand over their Internet record , this White Hou e 
no longer enjoys much credibility on civillibertie issue . 

Virtually the entire Congres appears to have been in the dark 
about this late t revelation, which e~plain the biparti an call for 
investigation. You bet there ought to be a query. Thi i troubling 
on multiple levels. 

o one i aying that Bush and Co. or any other White Hou e 
shouldn't be free to do what' , neces ary to protect the American 
people. ju t that there ought to be check and balance . Thi 
nation'. Founding Fathers recognized tho 'e a a critical afe­
guard again t tyranny, nece sary for the health of our democracy. 
Repeated! y thi ad mini tration ha acted as if it has no obligation 
to keep the courts or Congre s in the loop. If Bush wonder why 
there are reference · to his "imperial pre idency," thi is why. It' 
fair to a k if too much power ha been urrendered to the execu­
tive branch, and whether it ought to be reined in. 

Beyond that, this latest news seems quite unlikely to help the 
confirmation prospects of the president's pick to head the CIA. 
Gen. Michael Hayden ran the NSA when thi program tarted. 
Look. 9/J l made an indelible impres ion on all of us. Americans 
have not forgotten. They appreciate the effort to keep them afe. 
But mo t who perished on that awful day were citizen of a 
nation that i the grcate t on Earth becau e of the individuallib­
ertie that define it. Tho e freedom are who we are. Repeatedly, 
from Congres. to the Supreme Comt, the Bush White Hou e has 
been . colded and warned that war doe not give it a blank check 
to compromi e the Con titution. You'd think that hi torically low 
approval ratings. now in danger of dipping below 30 percent, 
would begin to make an impres. ion. In o many ways, this 
administration is it own wor t enemy. 

Sometime life imitate art every bit a much a the reverse. 
"Who will guard the guard ?" the protagonist asks in "Digital 
Fortre. s." It' an essential question in any democracy, not ju t on 
the page of a book.

Like mo t people, J feel the sting 
when it costs $55 to fill up the family 
miniv8f!. As a re. ult. l'\e been driving 
around town more often m our Civic, 
which gets twice the gas mileage. I us­
peel many of you are wrestling with im­
jlar choice .. 

A omeone who studte , and teaches 
economics, I have had other, more trou­
bling thought concernmg the current 
price pikes: A gas pnce have inched 
higher. I began to wonder if we would 
experience a repeat of the cost-push 
tagflation of the 1970 . one of u 

wants to relive the nightmare of tho e oil 
shock. 

To my . urprist>, the data ugge t the 
opposite. The econom)' ts growing. 
unemployment is low, and inflation is 
tame. By any measure. these numbers are 
uperb. How can it bt: that thi economy 

is holding up o well when the Ia t time 
we faced a significant spike in oil price 
in the 1970s. the U . economy uffered 
through two painful rece. sions? 

Before expl&imng wh)' tht price 
epi ode i markedly dtffcrent, let us go 
back in time. 

A a teen. I witn ed the oil embargo 
from the back. eat of my parents' station 
wagon. Ga lines were long. and gas was 
in short supply. Everyone had to plan 
ahead to get ga olinc. and rationing 
meant that travel was restricted and peo­
ple . tayed clo er to home. This put a 
damper on economic activity and con-

Thi. involve the 
writer trymg to concentrate on the real 
rea ·on for wnting a piece in the first 
place, be ide tho. e amenitie. mentioned 
above. Write for the hear fun of it, noth-

tributed to the already low downturn. Jn 
the l 970, , supply was hort. 

Today. demand i high. This i a big 
distinction . People can get gasoline 
today, but it cost more. Con ider why 
this matter : 

A demand-driven price change work 
differently than a supply-driven change. 
The higher prices are a result of increased 
dome tic and international demand for 
gasoline. Price increa e do not top peo­
ple from driving; the ga is till there, but 
the increases do cau. e people to spend 
more on gasoline. Think of this as the cir­
cle of life: When I fill up, J get the ga J 
want and the tation gets the dollar · it 
want . Those dollars do not disappear 
they are circulated throughout the econo­
my. Ga -station owners take the dollar 
they receive and buy tuff that they want, 
which, in tum. becomes omeone else' 
income. This pattern repeat · it elf until 
these exchange eventually peter out In 
hort, a demand-driven price increase 

alter how we spend our incomes but not 
how much we pend. 

Am I happy about higher gas prices? 
No. Gasoline i taking up a larger share 
of my monthly expenditures; however. 
this has not topped me from continuing 
to pend. And apparently 1 am not alone. 
Worldwide economic growth, mo t 
notably in the United State , China and 
lndta, has led to ignificant increa es in 
the demand for energy. So everyone is 
partly to blame for higher ga price . 

And since politicians do not want to 
get caught in the uproar over price , both 
side· of the political ai le are pointing 
fingers and trying to insulate themselves 
from the wrath of angry con umer . The 
frenzy among lawmakers led the .S. 

ing more for the moment of the writing' , 
conception. 

This third point is a difficult, and soul 
truggling of focusing on the work it elf 

and at the same time being haunted by 
one' own feelings of low confidence 
and wonder or doubt if he or he has 
what it take .

"If you take It when you're a 
junior, you have plenty of time 
your senior year to retake it if 
you want to retake it." he said. 
"It'd kind of give you an early 
heads up on how you might 
do." 

However, Rep. Derrick 
Graham, D-Frankfon, was one 
of nine people in the House to 
oppose the idea. Graham. an 
educator himself. said the 

money would hnve been betler 
spent on offering students test 
preparation courses. Swdents 
who have not taken all college­
track courses won't be sufli­
ctently prepared. Graham said. 

Standardited tests don't nec­
essarily measure how success­
ful a student may be in college. 
Graham said. He's worried 
some students might get dis­
couraged by low test scores and 
guidance coun:-;elor~ may begin 
steenng potentially good col­
lege students who perform 
poorly on the ACT toward other 
options.

Senators reach deal 
on mine safety bill

• WASHINGTO - Senate 
lawmakers reached a biparti an 
deal Tue day aimed at improv­
ing safety at the nation' coal 
mine , including increasing 
oxygen supplie for miners. 

Sens. Mike Enzi. R-Wyo .. 
and Edward Kennedy, D-Ma s., 
the top lawmakers on the com­
mittee that over ees workplace 
afety i ue. . plan to hold a 

hearing, known as a markup cs­
sion, on their legi lation 
Wedne. day. 

Both lawmaker had 
promised families of the miner 
killed m the January accident at 
the Sago mine in We t Virginia 
that they would take legislative 
action to improve afety condi­
tions at coal mines. One man 
wa killed in the blast and l J 
other died from carbon monox­
ide poi. oning. 

The Senate bill would 
require each miner to ha\e at 
least two hours of oxygen avail­
able to them instead of the one­
hour rule that has been the poli­
cy. It also would require mine 
operators to tore extra oxygen 
packs e' ery 30 minutes along 
e cape routes for miners trying 
to evacuate. 

The measure would requu·e 
that any emergency air ~o;upplie~ 
::.tashcd in the mine · be moni­
tored for reliability. The ole 
survivor of the Sago accident. 
Randal McCloy Jr .. has said that 
at lea t four of the mmers' air 
packs did not work, forcing the 
men to ·hare their oxygen.

Chief Justice Ronald Moon 
wrote Yoneda a sumed the risk 
of the injury when he played 
golf. 

lt is "common knowledge 
thai not every shot played by a 
golfer goes exactly where he 
intends it to go," the ruling said, 
adding there wouldn't be much 
" port" in the " port of golf," if 
golf ball went exactly where 
the player wanted. 

The April 28 ruling makes 
clear a golfer who intentionally 
hits a ball to inflict injury, or 
recklessly hits the ball knowing 
that injury is highly likely, 
would not be exempt from lia­
bility. 

The court considered 
whether golfers should have to 
hout "fore" or other warning 

to protect other players. The jus­
tices concluded, however, that 
d<:>ing so was golf etiquette, not 
a requirement recognized by 
law.

Pritchert said Kentucky offi­
cials will focus mostly on mal­
lards because they represent 70 
to 80 percent of the waterfowl 
taken by hunters in Kentucky. 
Northern pintails and green­
winged teal will be te ted when 
available. "It is important to 
note that this does not implicate 
these species as prime carriers,'' 
Pritchert said. "They are ju t 
species that may mix flrst with 
any potential Eurasian specie ." 

Avian influenza, which has 
been responsible for dozens of 

uma11 deaths in Asia and east­
em Europe, has not been detect­
ed in orth America. Officials 
wid1 the Kentucky Department 
of Fish and Wildlife Resources, 
in cooperation with the USDA's 
Wildlife Services. will collect 
sample from migratory mal­
lards. northern pintails and 
green-winged teals to test for 
the disease. 

"Kentucky is considered a 
low-tier state,'' said Rocky 
Pritchert, waterfowl biologist 
for Kentucky Fish and Wildlife. 
"That means there is a low prob­
ability that avian influenza 
would come here flrst." 

Avian influenza has spread to 
part of Asia. Europe and 
Africa. It is unclear how the 
virus may have spread from 

Pntchert noted that there 
have been no documented cases 
of wild birds passing the fatal 
version of the disease onto 
humans. The primary disease 
carriers are chickens and other 
domestic poultry. Most infec­
tions have been linked to exten­
sive handling of infected poul­
try, with most cases reported in 
Asia. 

Testing will not occur until 
migrating flocks begin arrivmg 
in Kentucky this winter. 
Officials will collect samples 
from birds taken in Kentucky, 
primarily in the western end of 
the state.

Judge throws out remainder 
of former UK coach's lawsuit

LEXINGTON - A former 
University of Kentucky coach's 
legaJ battle against the universi­
ty and the NCAA is over. 

A federal judge threw out 
former football recruiting coor­
dinator Claude Basset!'s final 
claim against NCAA on 
Thursday, ruling that because 
Brusett admitted to committing 
NCAA infractions that the 
NCAA could ban him from 
coaching. 

In his decis1on, U.S. District 

Coun Judge Joseph Hood wrote 
that Bassett was "intimately aware 
of the NCAA's rules and the con­
sequences of breaking them." 

The NCAA banned Bassett 
from coaching for e1ght years 
after fmding Bassett improperly 
recruited football players. 
Bassett's actions led to the 
NCAA slapping the school's 
football program with sanctions, 
including strippmg it of 19 
cholarships and one bowl game 

over three season . 
Bassett bad ued the school's 

Athletic A ociation, tlle NCAA 

and the Southeastern Conference 
in 2004 asking for $50 million in 
damages, alleging fraud and civil 
con piracy. 

Hood threw out most of the 
law ·uit last year. Last month he 
dismissed Bassett's ca e against 
the university. calling it ''ludi­
crous." 

Bassett re igned in November 
2000, shortly before the NCAA 
began its investigation.

Court refuses to disllliss 
lawsuit against Marshall officials

HUNTINGTON, W..Va. -A 
federal appeals court ha 
refused to dismiss a lawsuit 
accusing Marshall University 
and administrators of scapegoat­
ing the school' fanner NCAA 
athletic compliance director in 
an attempt to conceal an 
improper employment scheme 
for student-athletes. 

David Ridpath's lawsuit will 
continue following Thursday's 
2-1 ruling by the 4th U.S. 
Circuit Court of Appeals. 

The law uit's defendants, 
including Marshall's Board of 
Governors, then-president Dan 
Angel. then-football coach 
Bobby Pruett and general coun­
sel F. Layton Cottrill, sought 
"qualitied immunity" because 
of their status as public figure . 
The appeal was denied, bowev-

er, and the case will proceed. 
Ridpath's lawsuit allege 

fraud, breach of contract and 
violations of his free speech and 
due proces rights. He is eek­
ing $1 million in damages. 

Ridpath was hired as as is­
tant athletic director m charge 
compliance in 1997. After he 
reported some academic viola­
tions to the NCAA m 1999. he 
became aware that some stu­
dent-athletes were receiving 
improper employment a si -
tance at the McCorkle Machine 
Shop in Huntington, which is 
owned by Marshall booster 
Marshall Reynolds. according 
to the lawsuit. 

Reynolds was cited by the 
NCAA in December 200 l for 
providing extra work benefits 
for Marshall athletes. The 
school was ordered to sever all 
ties with the Huntington multi-

millionalCe for at least five 
years. Reynolds has said he was 
wrongly saddled with most of 
the blame by the university dur­
ing the NCAA investigation. 

Ridpath's lawsuit alleges that 
fooner Marshall football coach 
Bob Pruett and other members 
of the coaching staff tried to 
cover up the employment pro­
gram. Ridpath was reassigned in 
200 1 to the position of director 
of judicial programs, where hi 
pay was increased $15,000 a 
year more than h1s predecessor 
in thatjob. 

Hi position was tenninated 
July 14, 2003, allegedly becau e 
of negative comments he made 
during the NCAA investigation. 
according to the lawsuit.

Did you know, that in the 
United State , we kill around 
350 healthy, adoptable animals 
EVERY MINUTE? Now don't 
go blaming the shelters for that. 
Those animal are · the lucky 
ones. They were given a chance 
for adoption, and many found 
new homes. As for the other , 
they were cared for and well-fed 
and their lives were humanely 
ended. We don't have statistics 
on the others that were aban­
doned, lost. or otherwi e unac­
counted for. Litter of puppies 
are et off be ide the road. 
(Sometimes this is done by mis­
guided owner who fanta ize 
that they will toddle off to find 
good homes. Other time it is 
done by a per on who just wants 
them out of sight and out of 
mind.) Barn cat population ge 
out of hand and go feral. 
Roaming dog join up to fonn 
packs that are more wild than 
domesticated. Many of these 
animals live short, miserable 
lives and meet a violent death. 

The heer reproductive abili­
ty of our dome tic pets is stag­
gering. For every person born 
today in the country, seven pup­
pies and kittens will also be 
born. This discrepancy makes it 
obviou that there are ju t not 
enough homes to go around. 
Most dogs go through two heat 
cycle per year, producing an 
average of 6-10 puppies per lit­
ter. In sit, years' time, one 
female dog an~ her off! pring 
can theoretidl1ly produce 
SIXTY-SEVEN THOUSAND 
dogs. Cats are even more pro­
lific-able to produce three, and 
sometime four, Jitters per year 
with 4-6 kittens per litter. That 
has the potential to become 
FOUR HUNDRED AND 
TWENTY THOUSAND cats 
within even year . 

So what, you ay-you don't 
even have a pet. It doesn't con­
cern you. Well, actually 11 
does-on the average, it cost 
around $100 to capture, house, 
feed, and eventually kill a 
homeless animal. Gue who e 
taxes pay for tills? And if 
you've ever had your garbage 
knocked over by stray dogs or 
endured the sound of roaming 
cats fighting and mating under 
the hou e, you've been affected 
directly by the problem. 

So, now that you're aware of 
this, what can we do about it? 
Obviously, responsible care of 
our own pets i the first step. 
Don't let them roam, and haYe 
them fixed. In fact, . paying and 
neutering as many animal · as 
possible is the ingle most effec­
tive thing we can do-shut down 
tho e kitten and puppy factorie ! 

Public education is impor­
tant, too. So now that you're 
conscious of the problem, make 
others aware-talk about what 
you can do to help. Call your 
local shelter, re cue organiza­
tion, vet's office. or ju t the 
neighborhood "cat lady". You ' ll 
be urpri ed at the number of 
ways you can be of a sistance. 
They can put you in touch with 
programs and organization you 
may not have even known exist­
ed. You don"t have to coop 
poop or deal with injured or 
homeless animals if it di tres es 
you too much. You can help 
with a fundra)ser, drive your 
elderly neighbor to the vet to 
keep her car's spay appoint­
ment, drop off a book of stamp 
or orne copy paper to the 
SNOOP folk . You might be 
able co tran port a furry pa en­
ger with you on your nexr trip 
for the TRAI orgamzaLion. 
Buy a Spay/Neuter licen e plate 
for your verucle in tead of a reg­
ular one. Borrow a live trap and 
help the man down the road 
catch the feral cats he's been 
feeding so he can have them 
fixed (so they don't turn into 
420,000 feline. !)

we can face it, and if we face it we 
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they choose to take 1t or not.
