He was taken into 
custody and charged with operating a motor 
vehicle under the influence of drugs or alco-

hoi, driving without in urance and d1iving a 
vehicle with an expired registration. He wa<; 
charged with the murder later that evening 
after receiving medical treal.ment. 

A previous trial date was po&tponed 
when Hunt's defense attorneys petitioned 
the court to have their own experts pre­
sent at all evidence testing for the case. 

The couple had a history of marital 
stress, with everal appearance in family 
court, and were separated at the time of 
the incident.

Grand jury investigating governor to have term extended

FRANKFORT - A judge oo Friday 
said he would extend the term of a pecial 
grand jury that indicted Gpv. Ernie 
Fletcher last week on misdemeanor 
charges of illegal hiring practices. 

On the day the grand jury's term was 
due to expire, Franklin County Circuit 

Judge William Graham said he would 
allow the grand jury to meet for another 
90 days. 

The extension follows a Kentucky 
Supreme Court ruling Thursday that vali­
dated Fletcher's sweeping pardon last 
summer of anyone in his administration 
except himself who might face charges in 
the probe. Kentucky's high court also 
ruled the grand jury may indict people for 

offenses pardoned by the governor. 
Thursday's ruling also meant the grand 

jury may issue a report on its findings, but 
is prohibited from naming individuals 
covered by the amnesty. 

"They haven't finished their report," 
Graham said after meeting with the grand 
jury privately for ju t under 15 minutes 
Friday. "They're not sure how to edit 
their report, so they need additional 

time." 
Fletcher ha been charged wah crimi­

nal conspiracy, official mi conduct and 
violating a prohibition agamst political 
di crimination, all misuemeanor .

Federal judge blocks prayer at 
high school graduation ceremony

RUSSELL SPRINGS - A 
federal judge on Friday blocked 
the inclusion of prayer as part of 
Russell County High School's 
graduation ceremonie et for 
later in the day. 

U.S. District Judge Joseph 
McKinley granted a temporary 
restraining order ought by a tu­
dent who doesn't want prayer to 
be pan of the graduation exercis­
es on Friday night ar the outh­
central Kentucky school, about 
110 miles sou thea t of 
Louisville. 

The American Civil Liberties 
Union of Kentucky filed suit on 
behalf of the unidentified stu­
dent on Tuesday. 

ACLU atlOmey Lili Lutgens 
said he was pleased with the 
judge's order and "very proud of 
my client for standing up for the 
Constitution." 

Lutgens said prayer would be 
unconstitutional because it 
would endor e a specific reli­
gion and religiou views. 

"He did not feel that he 
should have to it through gov­
ernment- ponsored prayer just 
to receive his diploma," Lutgens 
said of the student. 

Lutgens said earlier this week 
that student-initiated prayer 
before or after the ceremony 
would be OK. 

The student, through his 
attomey, had previously 
appealed to Russell County 
High principal Darren Gossage 
to cancel the prayer, a reque t 
Lutgens said the principal 
denied. 

Phone message seeking com­
ment from Gossage and other 
school district officials were not 
immediately returned. 

Before Lhe graduation cere­
mony. some students said they 
weren't upset with the classmate 
that brought the legal challenge, 

just disappointed that there 
wouldn't be a prayer during the 
ceremony. 

"There's no hard feelings 
toward him whatsoever. That 
was his opinion and it was some­
thing that he felt," graduating 
senior Mandy Chapman said. 
"I'm disappointed that we could­
n't do it (the prayer) without all 
this attention to it, but in a way 
it's brought more attention to 
Christ and Chri tianity." 

Misty Padgett, a graduating 
enior, said the di pute spoiled 

the excitement about graduation, 
but that she planned to say a 
prayer to herself.

Thafs right. Big Brother will indeed be watching you; 
more accurately, the GP sy tern will be tied to your ability 
to accelerate. Traffic safety do-gooders are of course in 
absolute ec ta ·y at the possibility of preventing speeding. 
There's some realistic concern about speeding and the lives 
(particularly, the young live ) lost each year. Consistently, 
and across the nation. drivers now exceed the speed limit, on 
average, by 6 to 12 miles per hour each and every time we get 
behind the wheel. 

But there' another element: the oaring price of fuel. 
Some wil1 argue that our oil addiction should suggest the 

ame solution that worked back in the 1970s during the 
nation' first energy crisi :bring back the 55 mph speed limit. 
Improvements in automobile fuel efficiency followed, togeth­
er with a reduction in fuel consumption for the fir t time in 
American po twar history between 1974 and 1984. 

Energy eventually became cheap again, and almost in a 
childi h reaction at being told we couldn't have something, 
we immediately began building bigger car , eventually end­
ing up lhe monstrously siLeU and gas-guzzling SUVs. 

And, of course, we raised the . peed limit back to 65 mph, 
and in many place ... increased it to 70 mph once exiting city 
traffic on the Interstate . . 

It can also be argued that the current high price of gas has 
to do with Americas return to us oil glut youth - and that 
together with a Chinese and Ru sian entry into the free enter­
prise marketplace, this ha dramatically increased demand 
and price along with it. That keeps current tockholders 
happy- and keeps energy companies that are in power (no 
pun intended) today. also in power tomonow.

So Speaker of the House 
Denni Ha tert and Majority Leader Bill 
Fri t - showing either a dismaying 
attraction to the moronic or a de ire to 
pretend to have such an attraction -
have called on President Bush to inves­
tigate price gouging by the oil compa­
nies. 

'vtaybe uch an inve tigation wil' 
unra\ el a va t conspiracy of cackling 
executive ,. and the Federal Trade 
Commis ion will have to raid tho e cor­
porate boardroom to re tore world 
crude-oil price to their natural, low 
equilibrium. Such, at least. is the fevered 
dream of the petroleum paranoiacs.
