FRANKFORT - Pregnant 
women concerned about 
becoming parents have help 
from a law that allows them to 
safe!) surrender their new­
born. 

Since 2002, the Thomas J. 
Burch Safe Infants Act has 
allowed parents or someone 
acting on their behalf to 
anonymously place infants 
that they cannot care for at 
!>elected ''safe havens:· Tbe 
law has resulted in 10 babies 
being placed in the care of the 
Cabinet for Health and Family 
Services (CHFS). 

Parents may leave a baby 
up to 72 hours old ar any hos 
pita!. with emergency medical 
services (EMS) personnel or 
with any firefighter or police 
officer. Parents remain anony­
mous and cannot be pur ued or 
prosecuted unless an aban­
doned infant hows signs of 
abuse or neglect. 

Supporters of the law 
intended it to eliminate inci­
dents of newborns being left in 
unsafe locations outdoors or in 
trash cans, restrooms or other 
public places. 

"The primary goal of the 
law is to keep babies from 
being tragically abandoned 
with no one even knowing 
about it," said Lisa Durbin, 
manager of the CHFS Child 
Safety Branch. "Women m cri­
sis or who may have hidden a 
pregnancy can ensure their 
baby will be afe with this 
law" 

Durbin ·aid that since July, 
two babies have died after 
being unsafely abandoned by 
their mothers. 

"If those parents had 
known about the law, those 
tragedies could have been 
avoided," she said. 

Unsafe baby abandonment 
is considered child abu e and 
neglect. Babies left at one of 
these safe places are examined 
and, if needed, treated at a hos­
pital. CHFS then places them 
with foster parents who are 

interested in adopting. Parents 
have 30 days to reconsider 
leaving their baby. After that 
time. CHFS asks the courts to 
terminate parental rights, free­
ing the baby for adoption. 

"All but one abandonment 
occurred in hospitals just after 
delivery," Durbin said. 

At the identified safe places 
to leave a baby, parents can 
receive an information packet 
that includes coded bracelets 
for parent and baby and volun­
tary medical disclosure forms 
that can be left with the baby 
or returned by mail. The infor­
mation helps caregivers deter­
mjne treatment for the baby 
and is kept confidential. 

Durbin said the parents' 
medical history i Important in 
determining the future needs 
of the child. 

The packet also includes a 
brochure teaching mothers 
how to care for themselves 
after delivery. 

In eight of the 10 cases of 
safe surrender since 2002, the 
children have been adopted. 
CHFS' protection and penna­
nency office worked with one 
mother who came forward to 
be reunited with her child, 
Durbin said. 

Durbin said her office is 
distributing Safe Infants Act 
information to advocates 
across the state through 
Community Collaboration for 
Children Regional Networks 
in each of CHFS' 16 regions. 

Local health departments, 
Prevent Child Abu e Kentucky 
and the Kentucky Board of 
Emergency Medical 
Services/Children's EMS are 
also providing literature. 

"We appreciate the support 
in order to raise awareness 
about the law - particularly to 
women who might have sec­
ond thoughts about mother­
hood or teens who feel they 
have few options," Durbin 
said. 

"Placing a child for adop­
tion is a difficult choice." she

No-show New law will require hundreds more mine rescue teams

CHARLESTON, W.Va.­
Operators of the nation's coal 
mines will spend up to $128 
million to comply with the 
new federal mine safety legis­
lation, with nearly half going 
to equip and train 260 new res­
cue teams, according to the 
Congres ional Budget Office. 

Meanwhile state regulators 
• could be forced to hire experts 

to oversee training and certifi­
cation of perhaps 2,000 or 
more rniner who could be 
named to serve on the team . 

The law. which President 
Bush is expected to sign. 
requires rescue teams to be 
located within an hour's dis­
tance of the nation 's under­
ground coal mines, rather than 
the two hour's di tance 
required now 

For coal producmg states 
with large number of under­
ground mines, such as West 
Virginia, the changes would be 
huge. Currently, lhe nauon's 
second largest coal producer 
has 27 mine rescue c quads. but 
the state's mine safety chief 
says the legislation might 
requrre as many as 65 more. 

"That's a big deal,'' aid 
Jim Dean, acting director of 
the Office of Miners' Health 
Safety & Training. Like other 
coal states, West Virginia pro-

- and relief to other1'1. 

It i sn · t becau e those chi ldrcn haven't been doing well in 
school. It's hecau e they have- and they don't have to suffer 
for it live days a week for three months. 

These are the boys and girls called mart, intelligent or. in 
modern education lingo. "gifted." Too many of them. however, 
would use other adjectives: lonely. shunned. ridiculed. And 
bullied. 

1 n fact. two-thirds of the more than 400 gifted student in an 
II-. late study b} Purdue University reported being bullied, 
according to a recent report in the journal Gifted Child 
Quar1crly. 

When that happen . they hurt emotionally. like any victim of 
bullying would. They also may lash back violently. a one­
thiru of the students in the Purdue study said they were tempt­
ed to do. 

Humans are skilled at isolating those who are different than 
they arc. But consider the implications of this quote from 
Sylvia Rimm. a clinical professor of psychiatry and pediatrics 
at Ca~e School of Medicine. She told The Washington Post: 
"Regular kids get bullied, too. but gifted k1ds are bullied ba ed 
on their school performance. which makes the child's strength 
into a ..., eakne. s" (emphasis added). 

In other word~. they suffer for doing exactly what their par­
cnh and teachers want them to do. (So do some minority chil­
dren. ''hose reward for academic ·uccess is to be accused of 
"acttng white.") 

Parents and teachers (of any color, in our experience) natu­
rally want children to develop a strong work ethic. America 
needs that ethic - long a national strength - more than ever 
in the 21st century. 

But children who win in rhe classroom often lose in the hall­
ways or on the playground. especially if they aren't pretty or 
handsome or gooa at playing ball. Some will work harder than 
ever. Other~ will succumb to the crushing peer pressure to 
embrace mediocrity, to just slide by and give less than their 
best so they can ha\e the friends all people crave. 

They need tn hear that things change as they get older. They 
will mo'e rrom one group of peers to another. In those groups, 
they'll find friends. even ~pause., who see life a they do and 
take away the loneliness. It's a hard sell. however. becau e the 
teen years can seem the longest of all. 

There arc no ea<;y answers to the Purdue ·tudy' sketch of 
what gi rtetl children know from sad experience. But . urely we 
auull~ can work harder to reshape the school subculture that 
punbhcs tbo~e who slick out- particularly for being the best 
they can be.

white britches." . aid Dell 
Hancock. a Kentucky Horse 
Racing Authority member 
who is part-owner of 
Claiborne Fann. 'Tm a purist 
and that's the way 1 like i I. r m 
for the good of the game, not 
just the good of one per ·on." 

But jockeys insist they need 
sponsor.,hips to supplement 
their income. The Jockeys' 
Guild. armed with a 2004 
court ruling at least partly sup­
porttve of their cause, ha· 
resisted pre\ ious efforts to 
curb the use of ad::. and faces 
another one now. 

The Kentucky Hor-.e 
Racing Authority voted 
Monday to lighten its own 

rule on what commercial 
logos jockeys can wear after 
some riders were spotted at 
this year's Kentucky Oaks and 
Kentucky Derby with a corpo­
rate Web address on their pam 
legs. 

The issue stems back to a 
2004 law:-,uit in which jockeys 
won the right to be ublc to 
wear ads or guild patches. The 
authority stepped in to make 
sure owner . who pay the bills. 
had influence in what types of 
logo. were worn. 

Last year. the authority 
passed a regulation letting 
jockeys wear ··a recognized 
logo of an entity representing 
the jockeys.'' Anything ebe 
must go through a thrce-!·>tep 
approval proces . 

First it goes to the hor c's 
O\\ner. v..ho could reject it for 
:m\' reason. then the track, who 
eo~ld reject it if it conflicts 
v.. ith an official race sponsor­
ship. and finally racing stew­
ards. who would primarily 
check on mandated size limits. 

But on Oaks Day. Mark 
Guidi) was spotlcd wilh the 
\Vord~ jocke} mcdia.com on 
his pant leg, and other\ wore a 
similar ad the next day at the 
Derby withom going through 
the full approval pro~:es~. 
JockcyMcdia i~ :111 organmt­
tion that 'ets up corporate 
spon1'or for jockeys. It is aflil­
iated with th(' Jockeys· Guild, 
which is why the rider' argued 
they didn't need w get it 
cleared. 

"It wa!'l a commercial enter­
pri ... e. but they ~ort of kirted 
the regulation," ~aid Lisa 
Underwood. general counsel 
for the Racing Authority. 

Under ao amendment 
approved Monday, KHRA 
claritied that only the Guild's 
boot emblem and a wheelchair 
logo representing di abled 
jockeys will be allowed with­
out going through the approval 
pro~ess. State official!; still 
must ign off on the amend­
ment. 

"It's just a standpoint of 
good taste." said John Veitch. 
chief state steward for 
Kcntueky races. "We don't 
want to turn this into a 
NASCAR-type thing where 
the ad i-. so large it detracts 

from the tradition of the 
port.'' 

But the Jockey ' Guild, 
which opposed the current reg­
ulation, contends the new one 
is also unnece ary. Darrell 
Haire, interim nmional m~.mag­
er, says . orne jockeys make us 
little a $35 for a minor race 
and need to have more power 
to boo t their income. 

"The jockeys don't want to 
go out there looking like 
po ter boys.'' Haire ·aid. 
"They want it all in good ta t 
I just think it's unfatr. Most of 
these riders don't have med­
ical insurance or retirement. 
There's money to be made on 
advertisements. and I just 
think the riderl> should ha' e 
the opportunity."

Dear Tom and Ray: 
Please detine "driving a car imo 

Lhe ground." 1 realize I'm on the 
downside of my '93 Toyota 
4Runncr's lifetime. I crossed 200,000 
miles a month ago but would like to 
keep it for at least a year more (I'm 
saving to buy my next vehicle in 
full). But in the meantime. little 
things are starting to go wrong. My 
air conditioning hasn't worked in five 
years. and now the heat doe n't work 
unless it's on high. I had the rust 
taken out, but it's reappeared tronger 
than ever. The car b far from being 
dead, but I wonder if it' in my best 
interest to get these repairs done. or 
just sock that potential ca b away for 
the new vehicle. The AC estimate 
alone was something like $1,300. and 
(at least before my rear door panel 
was bashed by some idiot) the vehi­
de's blue-book value was around 
$2,500. AC and heal are optional in 
my book, but at some point, some­
thing is going to give. At what point 
do I just leave it by the road and walk 
to the nearest Toyota dealer and buy 
another truck?- Linley 

RAY: Well. Linley. I'm going to 
let my brother define "driving a car 
into the ground," since he's the 

world' foremost authority. 
TOM: It's simple. A car has been 

driven into the ground when the 
amount of money ir require. to be 
roadworthy exceed:. the amount 
you're willing to spend. So either the 
car WON'T go. or it's not SAFE for 
it to gu anymore. and you don't want 
to pay the minimum necessary to 
keep it on the road. Then you reluc­
tantly take the plates off it. pay some­
hody to tow it away, and consider the 
car "driven into the ground." 

RAY: And while you certainly 
sound like you're ..:oming in for a 
landing. Linley. you"re not on the 
ground yet. 

TOM: It's easy to be confused 
near the end of a car's life. when mul­
tiple things tart to go wrong. But you 
have to eparate "safety" i ·sues from 
"convenience" is. ues. And every­
thing you mention is a convenience 
i sue. 

RAY: Right. If you don't mind dri­
ving without AC, who care. ? That's 
your business. It hasn't worked for 
five years. So what? My brother has­
n't worked for 10. 

TOM: The heat only works on the 
high selling. Well. if you don't mind 
switching between wearing a parka 
and driving in your underwear, why 
should anyone else care? 

RAY: And the rear door panel? 
Who cares? Use the other door. Or 
climb out the wmdow. 

TOM: None of these issues makes 
the car unsafe to drive. So you're 
under no obligauon to fix them. If 
you'd rather save the money than 
have air conditiotring. that"s fine. 

RAY: Now, if you had a bad wheel 
bearing. a hole in the floor that 
allowed leaking exhaust to enter the 
cabin or a leaky brake line, that 
would be a safety issue, and you'd 
have to fix it -or junk the car. 

TOM: So, I'd have your favorite 
mechanic gtvc the car a good once­
over. Have hlm check stuff like the 
front end, the tires and the brakes. If 
he finds any afety-related problems, 
you can see what they'll cost to fix 
and then make your decision. 

RAY: But as long as Lhe car is safe 
to drive, you can just keep driving it 
and save your money. Then when the 
time comes, and you just don't want 
to put any more money mto it. call 
my brother. He'll make you an offer.

Australia 
Wrinkled, lumpy. balding or just 
plain funny looking, Australian 
researchers have launched a earch 
for the counuy· ugliest sheep to try 
to identify genes that produce high 
quality wool. 

These so-called ugly merino -
ones bom with rough, uneven or 
extra curly wool, bald patche . or 
even very wrinkled skin - are often 
culled shortly after birth becau e of 
their inability to produce good wool. 

Instead, researchers are asking 
farmers to donate their unusual 
~hcep or wool clippings to the stuuy 

"When something goes really 
wrong with the gene , it is the most 
powertul indicator about where to 
look to identify the genes that can -
paradoxically - make things go 
really right," said Paul Hynd, a 
re:.earcher from the University of 
Adelaide, which launched the study 
with the Soulh Australian Research 
and Development Institute this 
week. 

Australia's merino wool industry 
is worth about $2.1 billion each year. 
and scientists hope to use the study 
to produce higher quality woo! to 

compete with increasingly popular 
synthetic fibers.

Shades, minibhnds and other 
conventional window coverings in 
houses and apartments must work 
and be hung properly, according to 
the law approved 8-1 Monday. 
Sheets sewn to look like drapes also 
will be acceptable. 

Violator will receive warnings 
and could face up to six months in 
jail and a $1,000 fine. Residents who 
just moved in will be given some 
wxggle room and landlords will be 
respon ible for getting renters to 
comply, said Ron Petkovic, the city's 
housing manager.
