Simulators train future coal miners about dangers

HAZARD - As the underground 
miner tries to cut away coal from the 
ribs of the mme, he makes a wide turn 
and bangs the hauler against the wall, 
injuring a fellow miner. It's a painfuJ 
scenario that many miners have seen 
before. 

But this time it's just a simulation. 
The mine simulators at Hazard 

Community and Technical College in 
Eastern Kentucky give students inter­
ested in a career in mining or rookies in 
the industry a taste of underground 
dangers without risking their lives. 

After the disasters this year at the Sago 
mine in West Virginia and the Darby 
mine in southea rem Kentucky, experts 
say the new technology is a way to 
improve training for miners. 

"It's going to shorten that learning 
curve a long way, and it's in a safe 
environment," said Frank Winstead, a 
coal mining instructor at the college 
and a 25-year mining veteran. 

Three-dimensional mine simulators 
have gained popularity within the coal 
industry and are being used in different 
forms from Appalachia to Australia. 
For example, the U.S. \1ine Safety and 
Health Administration uses a simula­
tion lab at its academy in Beckley. 

W.Va., wh1ch creates smoky or gaseous 
conditions for students practicing res­
cue techniques. 

In a statement. MSHA said simula­
tors like those offered at H!Uard have 
been con idered for the Na[lonal Mine 
Health and Safety Academy. which 
trains mine inspector , miners and oth­
ers in lhe industry. The agency said it 
has held off on using the simulators 
because "they are very expen ive and 
are limited in the number of students 
that can be trained." 

The Hazard college inve ted about 
$530,000 for the four imulators. 
which include two surface mining 
machines - a haul truck and a dozer. 

The money came out of $3 millionhc 
state appropriated last ) cnr to the 
Kenrucky CoaJ Academy- a program 
made up of four stau.: communtty and 
technical colleges that ofh:r cour~es on 
coal operations. 

The simulation ot· a '\mntinuou" 
miner" machine. which cuh cLJal from 
the ribs of a mine and haul.s it, is one of 
four simulation software progrUI11:-. to 
be offered this fall at HaLard. rhe other 
underground simulator is a roof-bolting 
device which tcachc' students htm to 
drive protective plates into lhc ccJiin' 
of mined out areas.

· Lers agree to disagree. That old saying implies a respect for 
. ditfering viewpoints. It doe not nudge one to "agree or else." 

The First Amendment protects freedom of speech and expre sion, 
even in unpopular forms. 

U.S. Supreme Court ju tices routinely offer dissenting views 
when their opinion i counter to the majority ruling. 

In ·hort, there's value in dissent. In differing opinions. In dis­
cussion and debate. 

And thi country's hi tory of honoring other viewpoints make 
recent developments in the Bu h administration encouraging. 
President Bush and hi team. long characterized as operating in a 
bubble and disapproving of di sent, have taken steps recently to 
pursue a broader examination of key issues. At least that is the 
appearance. 

People who have been critical of the pre ident in the past have 
M~n inv1ted recently to meet with him. Bush has hired several 
new staffers who have oppo ed some of hi policies. Henry 
Paulson a Trea ury ecretary and Tony Snow as press secretary 
are.two prime examples. And Bush eems to have more of an 
openness with members of Congres . 

A large part of the change in operation is being attributed to 
Bush's new chief of staff, Joshua Bolten. 

"What you're seeing is a reflection of Bolten's belief that poli­
cy has to be multifaceted;' former U.S. Rep. Robert Walker said 
in a Washington Post story. 

· Multifaceted is precisely the goal to pursue when crafting 
important policy and determining the best way to handle the cru­
cial issues the country faces. 

The fruit of this new approach has been seen in several other 
areas as well. One key area is the administration's decision to join 
talks with Iran in a multilateral setting if it su pends nuclear 
activities, a reversal from the administration's previous stance. 

Additionally. the president's tone in the terrorism war has 
changed. He has admitted that he may have sent the wrong signal 
in the past with his tough talk. When Bush announced the death 
of Abu Musab al-Zarqawi la'>t week, he displayed a restrained 
manner. The three suicide at Guantanamo Bay recently garnered 
concerned remarks rather than defensive ones, as have been char­
acteristic in the past. 

Also, Bush recently convened a two-day conference of top 
aides and outside experts to discuss Iraq War policy. 

More transparency- which doesn't take much in an administra­
tion as tight-lipped as Bush' has been- also has been in evi­
dence. The e latest development how that balance and compro­

~ mise are not bad words. 
Standing for a set of principles is necessary and noble. 

Presidents are expected to have a specific agenda. Yet blind alle­
giance to a be1ief system without considering the other side -
wbich is to say, the complications that arise from any policy 
action- can be detrimental. Bubble politics can pop in one's face. 
Experiences from this and previous administrations demonstrate 
the dangers of such isolation and rigidity. 

Bush and other politicians. regardless of party, would do well 
to continue down the path of all-encompassing governance. 
America's leaders should realize that infonned opinion takes into 
consideration varied viewpoints. It pas es on knowledge, which 
cultivates reason. And with reason comes sound deci ion-making. 

Discussion and debate allow for people to consider things that 
may not have occurred to them. (Sometimes the majority is 
wrong. Leaders need to show the way toward a better approach 
regardless of whether it is popular.) 

Upholding this country's respect for the expression of many 
views can reap untold benefits and strengthen the nation's fabric -
no matter who sits in the Oval Office and which party is in 
power.

- Oblong boats ripple across a sto­
ned section of the Cuyahoga River. 

Only a few strokes from down­
town Cleveland, a guide directs five 
kayakers clear of the barges and ore 
freighters tn the working harbor. 
Guide Mark Pecot explain the hi to­
ry of the six moving bridges and 
river. ide businesses they pass. 

The group also touches a sore pot 
in the city's history - the place where 
induslrial discharge on the river 
caught fire in 1969. 

"We're paddling through our 
industrial past," said Pecot, co-owner 
of 41 North Coastal Kayak 
Adventures. 

Thi , three-hour "Burning River 
Tour" i one of everal river and Lake 
Erie excursions offered by the organi­
zation, which provides kayak lessons 
as well. The trips are popular- busi­
nes. has increased in each of 41 
North' four years. 

"People find it fa cinating," said 
Pecot, who also teaches history at 
Lakewood St. Edward High School. 
"When you're m a kayak surrounded 
by huge industrial bridges that lift 
and lower and you get tugboats and 
barges and the other traffic moving, it 
hru a way of making you feel very 
~mall. It's an exciting feeling." 

- Exciting may not be the best 
word for this tour. 

The 28-mile Mill Creek divides 
Cincinnati down the middle. An 
indusLrial dumping spot for genera­
tions. it got so polluted that the con-
en ation group American River 

designated it North America' most 
endangered urban river in 1997. 

mal by taking it home may be ensur­
ing that the deer does not survive. 
1 hese Good Samaritans may actually 
be taking the fawn away from its 
mother. Pen-raised deer have practi­
cally no chance of survival in the 
wild. 

"Some people who don't know 
better wiU pick fawns up.'' said David 
Yancy, assistant deer coordmator 
v. ith the Kentucky Department of 
Fish and Wildlife Resources. "They 
pick them up and the mother is prob­
ably watching them from the nearby 
woods. She's definitely within 
earshot and will usually come run­
ning 1f the fawn bleats. The young 
animal is almost never abandoned." 

Female deer give birth from late 
May to early July. The peak of births 
occurs in mid-June and Kentuckian 
often find newborn fawns in tall grass 
at this Lime of year. The mother of the 
fawn i often nowhere in sight.

Bruce Koehler knew all about its 
reputation. An environmental planner 
for a regional co unci I of govern­
ments. he ·at through do;cns of meet­
ing about the roiled creek and heard 
the horror stories.

In 1994. he first dipped a keel into 
the witches' brew of ewage and 
industrial wa~tc. As be paddled 
along, he saw a construction compa­
ny bulldozing material into the creek. 
An abandoned easy chair jutted from 
the middle of the channel. 

Since then. he has taken more than 
300 people on the creek - some in 
kayaks, olhcr in canoes - for a first­
hand look at work Lhat needs to be 
done. He dubs this hardy group the 
"Mill Creek Yacht Club." 

Paddlers receive a hcallh warning 
and a liability disclaimer before set­
ting off. They try to avoid touching 
the water. Germicidal gel i available. 

"Thank goodne. s I have healthy 
immunitie ," the 55-year-old Koehler 
said. "I think gomg in the creek i 
like getting a flu shot. I get mild 
expo ure to most every germ known 
to man. So far, no one has claimed 
they got seriously ill from it:· 

And. the paddler are seeing 
noticeable improvement in the creek 
becau e of the Clean Water Act. 

"The stream doesn't stink to high 
heaven or change color~ like it did 
when 1 was a kid." Koehler aid. 

- The lender boats tand at atten­
tion in their piped-off rows, the taller 
one poking their curved snou1s 
above the others. Blue. Yellow. 
Green. Red. The polyeUtylene shells 
arc dry and unblemished. 

For now. 
Kayaks are high-tech and can be 

high-priced. They're also feeding the 
growth in the popularit) of paddling. 

"They look very cool." said 
Bernie Farley. standing in the middle 
of his Whitewater Warehou. e a few 
feet from the banks of the Mad River 
in Dayton. Ohio. ·'On the recreation­
al side. the boats are a lot less expcn-

The mother leaves the fawn if she 
feels threatened by the approach of a 
human or a predator during morning 
and evening nursing session . She 
want the threatening presence to fol­
low her and not endanger her fawn. 

She also doesn't wanr to attract 
undue attention to her fawn • o she 
stays away from them for hours at a 
time during the day while she feeds 
and re ts. The fawns lay low m Lhe 
gras and their pot help to camou­
flage them. 

''They've evolved to remain bed­
ded for the fir t few weeks of life," 
Yancy explained. "The fawn hides in 
the grass from predators and is scent­
less. If you find one. leave it alone. If 
you fmd one while mowing your hay 
field, pick ll up and put it somewhere 
nearby where you won't be mowing.
