State treasurer criticizes state 
for b ocking access to websites

FRA KFORT - State 
Treasurer Jonalhan Miller has 
asked the Commonwealth 
Office of Technology to 
restore acce s for his office to 
everal Web sites that were 

blocked earlier this week. 
''The misguided attempt to 

limit access to select news 
sites raises serious constitu­
tional concerns,'' Miller said. 

Miller said he i especially 
interested in getting access to 
eBay re tared so that his office 
can monitor online auctions of 
unclaimed property that hi 
office puts up for sale. 

The weblog www.blue­
grassreport.org was among 
Internet sites to which tate 
government recently denied 
employees access. State offi ­
cials this week blocked vari­
ous categories of Web ites. 
including those dealing with 
entertainment, online auctions. 
humor and blogs. 

But Mark Nickolas, opera­
tor of the bluegra sreport ite. 
said he believes his site was 
targeted for its political con­
tent - some of which bas 
been critical of Gov. Ernie 
Fletcher's admini trahon . 
Nicko1a has blasted Fletcher 
and hi administration during 
the ongoing personnel inve li­
gation and was quoted this 
week in a national newspaper 
criticizing the governor. 

While Nickolas' blog 
remained blocked. a blog 
linked to the Web site for the 
Bowling Green-based 
Bluegra s Institute for Public 
Policy Solutions was not. 

"Their decision to un-ban a 

conservative blog tells me that 
what they're using as a stan­
dard is what the content 
includes," Nicholas said in a 
telephone interview Friday. 
"That is precisely what the 
U.S. Constitution forbids." 

The sites were blocked fol­
lowing a review that occurred 
nearly two weeks ago of those 
most accessed by state govern­
ment, and state officials were 
not targeting particular ites. 
state Finance Cabinet spoke -
woman Jill Midkiff said ~.:arlier 
thi week. 

State official began 
restnctmg employees' Web 
urfing nearly two years ago. 

she said. 
Midkiff did not return a call 

on Friday seeking comment. 
''We fa e many difficult 

challenges in Frankfort," 
Miller said. "Censoring criti-

cal speech. howe\cr, will not 
a sist us in movmg the tate: 
torward."

FRANKFORT - Under a 
blue Kentucky ky. birds sing 
from the boughs of the oaks 
and magnolias on the Capitol 

• lawn. People walk their dogs. 
Joggers pas by. 

Gov. Ernie Fletcher finishe 
a day at the office, but instead 
of walking through the idyllic 
scene aero s the street to the 
Governor's Mansion. he gets 
into a Lincoln Town Car to be 
chauffeured to hi door. 

In Kentucky. the lawns of 
!he Capitol and the mansion 
are eparated by only a narrow 
tree-shaded treet. but Fletcher 
routinely rides to and from his 
office. Meanwhile, his admin­
istration is encouraging 
Kentuckians to walk more as 

• part of a statewide fitness ini­
tiative. 

The Kentucky governor 
makes no apologies for riding 
to work. 

"T think that's been a tradi­
tion for a long time,'' he said. 
.. That's what security likes." 

A ' tate police security 
detail accompanie the gover­
nor to and from the Capitol, 
and drives him to the mansion 

"I ju t think it's incredible," 
said Sen. Erne to Scorsone. a 
Lexington Democrat, 
marathon runner and frequent 

critic of Fletcher. ''The gover­
nor should practice what he' 
preaching. Otherwi e it 
smacks of being hypocritical.·· 

Aero s the country, everal 
governors who live near state 
Capitols routinely walk to 
work. In Iowa, Gov. Tom 
Vilsack sometime jogs the 
three miles from the Capitol to 
his home at the end of the 
work day. Like Fletcher. Gov. 
Chris Gregoire in Washington 
rate, Go". Rick Perry in Texa 

and Gov. Haley Barbour in 
Mississippi routinely ride to 
work from their home next 
door. 

"Security is what drives the 
decision:· said Gregoire 
spokesman Lars Erickson. 

In Virginia and West 
Virginia governors have only a 
hort rrek from home to office. 

and they walk it daily. In 
Montana, Gov. Brian 
Schweitzer walks. with his 
dog Jag. even blocks to his 
Capitol office. In Florida. Gov. 
Jeb Bu. h ometime walk the 
half mile from his home to the 
Capitol. And in Nevada, Gov . 
Kenny Guinn routinely 
walked the 10 blocks to hi 
office before he had hip 
replacement surgery. 

Meanwhile. the Fletcher 
admmistration has begun run­
ning radio announcements 
aero ·s the state, calling on re -

idents to walk or bike more. In 
his state the commonwealth 
address earlier thi~ year. 
Fletcher announced the kick­
off of a fimess program to help 
combat obe ity. diabetes and 
heart disease. 

However. Scorsone. the 
tate enator and marathoner, 

. aid the governor's commut­
ing habits may speak louder 
than hi word, . 

"He ha an opportunity to 
really et a good example for 
good health, and he's not 
doing it," Scorsone said. "If 
anything, he's etting a bad 
example." 

Fletcher aid he "some­
times" walks to and from the 
Capitol. a he prepared on a 
recent day to get into the black 
Town Car for the ride home. a 
tate police trooper serving a!> 

his chauffeur. 
"One of the thin~s I do 

know 1s that all security people 
want anybody who i a poten­
tial target not to have a rou ­
tine." said Larr} Forgy, a 
Fletcher supporter and former 
Republican gubernatorial can­
didate. "The routine of walk­
ing aero s there at 8 o'clock 
every morning is what they'd 
want to break up. It's not about 
lazine . It's about somcbod} 
~aying 'we can't have you 
doing something that rou­
tine.u~ 

Forgy said any critici m of 
Fletcher wa · unjustified.

Now that the Democratic and Republican leaders of the 
Kentucky Senale and House of Representatives have agreed 
on a plan for amending the state's ''alternative minimum 
tax"' on businesses, the way has been cleared for Gov. Ernie 
Fletcher to call a special session of the General A sembly to 
enact that agreement into law. The pecial session ... should 
be a brief one. lasting no more than a day or two. 

The special ses ion was necessitated by the failure of the 
Democratic leadership of the House of Representatives and 
lhe Republican leadership of the Senate to reach a compro­
mise on slightly different tax rehef plans in the closing days 
of the 2006 General Assembly. Thus, Lhe 60-day session 
ended with nothing being done. 

However, the talemate was broken two weeks ago when 
Senate President David Williams. R-Burkesville. offered a 
compromise. House Speaker Jody Richards. D-Bowling 
Green, agreed with Williams' proposaL clearing the way for 
the special session Fletcher has been promi;;ing businesses 
since the day the 2006 session ended in ApriL 

The ''alternative minimum tax'' calculation that has drawn 
the ire of Kentucky businesses is a result of the 2005 tax 
code overhaul pushed by Fletcher. Under it, thousands of 
Kentucky businesses found they owed ta'<es even though 
they earned little or no net profits. That's unfair. No one 
should pay taxes on nonexis£em profits. 

The compromise reached by Democrats and Republicans 
will provide at least some tax relief to approximately 70,000 
Kentucky businesses. It would exempL bu inesses that take 
in Jess than $3 million in annual gross profits or gross 
rece[pts, but make no net profit, from paying a tax. beyond 
the $175 minimum. Other businesses that earn between $3 
million and $6 million in yearly gros profits or receipts 
would aLo get varying degrees of relief under the proposaL 

In reaching an agreement. both Richards and Williams 
said they would aUow no changes in it during the special 
sessions. While we are not sure they can - or should -
limit the input of the other 136 member. of the General 
Assembly. rubber-stamping the compromise is the surest 
way of assuring a brief special session. 

Whenever a major piece of legi. lation like fletcher's "tax 
modernization'' plan is enacted, there invariably seem to be 
oversights that lead to unintended consequences. While the 
plan was being debated in 2005. bu inesses were suppmtive 
of it and aid little about the "alternative minimum tax.·· 
However, after they learned what they would be paying 
under the plan, their protests were loud and dear. 

The governor and legislators have heard those voices and, 
if all goes as planned, they will have responded appropriate­
ly by the end of rhis week. 

The compromise is an aU-too-rare example of how 
Republicans and Democrats in the Kentucky General 
A sembly can pm aside thejr differences and work together 
in response to the nearly unanimous protests of constituent . 
Just as legislators heard the cries of tate employees and 
teachers to the health care insurance plan proposed by Gov. 
Fletcher in 2004. they have heard l.he cries of small busi­
nesses this tirne. 

How we wish such a willingnes. to seek solutions, 
instead of play politics. was the norm instead of the excep­
tion.

Caudill attends conference that kicks off 
statewide initiative on child protection 

FRANKFORT- Chief Justice Joseph 
E. Lambert brought together circuit and 
district judge:, from across Kentucky to 
attend a child protection conference m 
Covington June 12-13. Chief Justice 
Lambert proposed the idea for the confer­
ence, titled "Justice for Children: the 
Critical Role of Judges." after participat­
ing in the National Leadership Summit on 
the Prolection of Children in the fall of 
2005. 

Circuit Judge Danny P. Caudill, who 
serves Ployd County. attended the confer­
ence, whicl1 wm sponsored by the 
Administrative Office of the Courts with a 
federal gram from the Children's Justice 
Act.
