FRANKFORT- The 
Public Services 
Commission announced 
on Wednesday that the 
financially strapped Martin 
County Water District will 
be entitled to outside fund­
Ing in order to bear the 
cost of a state audit. 

li The independent audit 
Is set to investigate the dis­
trict's management and 
engineering operations, but 
the hardship of bankrolling 
the audit, which would nor­
mally fall directly upon the 
agency, will be paid for by 
the Kentucky Division of 
Water. 

The district, based in 
Inez, will be submitting to 
Its second audit in four 
years. The company, 
which serves nearly 3,000 
customers, has been 
under heightened PSC 

•scrutiny since April 2002, 
when equipment failures 
led to a systemwide water 
shortage. The PSC's 
investigation uncovered a 
range of issues which 
included inadequate finan­
cial controls, insufficient 
maintenance procedures, 
faulty equipment and 
repeated instances of 
water loss from leaking 
fines and overflowing stor­
age tanks.

Otter Creek could lose Hawaiian inmates ..

WHEELWRIGHT- Official with 
the private prison company that oper­
ates Otter Creek Correctional Center 
say a report that Hawaii is considering 
moving its mainland inmates, includ­
ing tho e housed at Otter Creek, to new 
prisons in Arizona is "premature" and 
"very peculative." 

this week that Hawaii i in negotiations 
with Correction Corporation of 
America to centralize all of its prison­
er on the mainland at two new prisons 
in Arizona - Red Rock Correctional 
Center, which was dedicated this week, 
and Saguaro Correctional Center, 
which tS still being constructed. 

If Hawaii and CCA reach such an 
agreement, Otter Creek would lose the 
150 Hawaiian inmates it currently 
houses. 

CCA pokesman Steve Owen said 
Thursday it is too early to say what 
effect, if any, moving the Hawaiian 
inmates out of Otter Creek would have 
and stre sed no deal has yet been 
reached. He did note that because Otler 
Creek also houses Kentucky inmates, 
the prison would not be in danger of 
clo ing. 

Hawa1ian officials are also bein 
careful to say that no deal to move the 
inmates has been reached but did con.­
firm negotiauons arc underway. LouiS'e 
Kim McCoy. a spuke~woman for 
Hawaii's Department of Public Safety, 
confirmed discussions are ongoing 
wilh CCA about moving male and 
female inmates currently being held in 
Kentucky. OkJahoma and Mississippi . 

The Honolulu Advertiser reported 

"What impact [the transfer] would 
have on other facilities, we just could­
n't say," Owen said.

Governor signs law that would 
provide tax relief to businesses

FRANKFORT Gov. 
Ernie Fletcher signed a mea­
sure into Jaw on Wednesday 
that provide. tax relief for 
small businesses and improves 
Kentucky's chances of luring a 
pollution-free power plant to 
the state. 

The measure cleared the 
General Assembly Wednesday 
morning and was quickly 
signed by Fletcher, only five 
working days after lawmakers 
returned to the Capitol for a 
special session. 

Lawmakers wanted to com­
plete the se ion as quickly a. 
possible to keep down the cost 
estimated at more than $50,000 
a day. 

"Tills has been the shortest. 
most efficient session in 
Kentucky history," Fletcher 
told a crov.rd that gathered in 
the Rotunda for the bill signing 
ceremony. 

Some lawmaker had 
pushed for amendment that 
would, among other things, 
lure a Cabela's store that caters 
to outdoors enthusiasts to 
Franklin and a call center to 
Glasgow that would provide 
about 500 jobs. 

"While all those other issues 
are very important, and each 
had merit, there was division 
on those issues, and no one 

wanted the division to stop 
what is being done with this 
bill,'' said state Sen. Dan Kelly, 
R-Springfield. 

Fletcher praised lawmaker~ 
for putting parti an politics 
aside and dealing with the tax 
measure, even with next year':) 
state elections looming. 

Fletcher had said Tuesday 
evening he would not authorit:e 
Kentucky lawmakers to deal 
with other issues beyond an 
approximately $45 million pro­
posed tax cut for Kentucky 
businesses and a $60 million to 
$90 million in tax breaks to the 
prototype power plant called 
FutureGen. 

Pletcher said his order for 
the legislature was ''very nar­
rowly drawn" and limited law­
maker. to only consider a pro­
posed tax cut for busines es 
and the FutureGen incentive 
package. The FutureGen power 
plant is touted a a near zero­
emission facility that would 
convert coal into highly 
enriched hydrogen gas to fuel 
the generation or electricity. 

Plans call for the 275-
megawatt plant to capture most 
of its emissions of carbon diox­
ide - a "greenhouse" gas 
widely blamed for global 
warming - and inject them 
permanently into underground 
re ervoirs, a proces. called 
sequestration. 

Lawmakers returned to 

Kentucky's Capitol last week. 
The proposed business tax cuts 
are intended to help about 
70,000 busines. cs hit by a 2005 
tax code overhaul. Some ~mall 
businesse with large receipts 
but little or no profits had larg­
er tax bill. as a re ult of the 
change. Traditionally, those 
companies would have paid lit­
tle or nothing in state taxes. 

Businesse that ha~e less 
than $3 million in annual gross 
profit or receipts, but make lit­
tle or no net profit, and busi­
nesses with annual gross profits 
or receipt between $3 million 
and $6 million receipts would 
see relief under the plan. 

Tom Underwood. tate 
director of the National 
Federatjon of Independent 
Business, 'aid the bill helped 
existing small bu inc es and 
encouraged entrepreneur hip in 
Kentucky. 

"It's a great validation of the 
importance of mall businc s to 
Kentucky's economy," 
Underwood said. 

Senate President David 
Williams, R-Burkesville, said 
he was pleased the tax measure 
pas ed both chambers without 
any votes again t it. However, 
Williams said he would have 
preferred having orne of the 
other proposed initiatives 
included, particularly the

The Floyd County fiscal

were itemized, with some 
containing over 200 indi­
vidual entries. 

Bid for cleaning sup­
plies took up the majority of 
the meeting, with the court 
eventually deciding to split 
the bids between two of 
three compnmes, East 
Kentucky Chemical and 
BWB, awarding them 
according to items which 
should save the county a 
fair amount of cash as the 
companies differed vastly m 
savings on some item., 
though the average savings 
works out to $2 or $3. That 
money, however, "adds up,'' 
as one magistrate noted. 

Much talk wa~ generated 
by the East Kentucky Fair, 

which came up at the meet­
mg under a resolution to 
approve interlocal Jaw 
enforcement for the fair. 
This year the fair will run 
from Tuesday. August 30, 
until the followmg Monday 
and will be staged at 
Thunder Ridge. regional 
band contest, a carnival and 
kjng and queen pageanr will 
kick off the festivities.

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First black justice appointed to state Supreme Court

FRANKFORT- William 
E. McAnulty Jr. will become 
the first black to serve on the 
Kentucky Supreme Court. 

Gov. Ernie Fletcher 
announced McAnulty's 
appointment on Wednesday to 
replace Justice Martin E. 
Johnstone, who is retiring at 
the end of the month. 

McAnulty, of Louisville, 
currently serves on the 
Kentucky Court of Appeals. 
McAnulty will finish 
Johnstone's term and is run­
ning for a seat on the Supreme 
Court. 

"For the majority of the last 
three decades, Judge 
McAnulty has tirelessly 
served the commonwealth, 

f giving unselfishly of his time 
and abilities for the cause of 
ju tice," Fletcher said in a 
written statement released 

Wednesday "He is the natural 
choice for this appointment, 
and 1t is well deserved." 

Sara Combs, chief judge on 
the tate Court of Appeals, 
praised Fletcher's choice. 

"H is good to see Kentucky 
breaking ground ahead of 
many of our sister states in 
naming the first African­
American to its highest court," 
she said in statement released 
by Fletcher's press office. 

McAnulty, 58, of 
Loui ville, will serve until 
Dec. 3l, when Johnstone's 
term would have expired. 
However. he is currently cam­
paigning for a full term on the 
high court against Jefferson 
County Circuit Judge Ann 
O'Malley Shake. 

If Shake wins election, she 
would become only the third 
woman to serve on the state 
Supreme Court. 

McAnulty finished first in 
the May primary election, 

receiving 36, 198 vote.~. three 
percentage point ahead of 
Shake. 

McAnulty' first judgeship 
was in 1975 on the fanner 
Jefferson Juvenile Court. He 
also served a the tate Justice 
Cabinet ecretary under for­
mer Gov. John Y. Brown Jr., 
taught at the University of 
Louisville's Brandeis School 
of Law, then returned to the 
bench in 1984. In 1998, he was 
elected to the Kentucky Court 
of Appeals. 

McAnulty aid he sought lo 
fill Johnstone's unexpired 
term since he was running for 
election anyway. "To me, it 
was a very logical step,'' he 
said. 

Shake said as a Fletcher 
appointee, McAnulty will be 
unabLe to preside on any even­
tual case resulting from 
Fletcher's legal problems. The

Kentucky in bottom ten in 
report on child health, welfare

LOUISVILLE 
Kentucky ranked 4:2nd for the 
second straight year in a 
national survey that looked at 
the health and welfare of chil­
dren. 

The annual report, released 
Monday by the Annie E. Casey 
Foundation in Baltimore, 
m'ade its overall child well­
being rankings ba ed on 10 
measures, including poverty, 
low birth weights and child 
death rates. 

"If last year's ranking was 
not a wake-up call for our state 
to improve the well-being of 

f our youngest citizens, the 
2006 ranking shows us we 
have to pay attention - the 
problem is not going away, ·• 
said Terry Brooks, executive 
director of Kentucky Youth 
Advocates, a nonprofit child 
advocacy group. 

"We are locked into being a 
bottom 10 state," Brooks said. 

Kentucky improved in four 
areas - infant mortaUty, teen 
death rate, teen birth rate and 
the percent of teens not in 
school and not working, 
according to the report, which . 
used state data from 2003 and 
2004. 

But Kentucky showed no 
improvement over time on 
high school dropouts and the 
percentage of children 10 sin­
gle-parent families. 

The state ranked 46th on 
the percentage of children liv­
ing in poverty, and the rate 
increased 14 percent between 
2000 and 2004. 

The state also had poorer 
outcomes in the percentage of 
low-weight births and its child 
death rate. The state ranked 
45th on the percentage of chil­
dren living in· families where 
no parent has full-time, year-

Due to the 

round work. That rate 
increased 12 percent between 
2000 and 2004. 

11We need defmitive policy 
help for poor families," 
Brooks said. "You're talking 
about long-term, very, very 
difficult, very, very political 
decisions." 

For example, the state 
could take steps to improve 
child care. and the General 
Assembly could pa s booster­
seat legislation to further 
reduce vehicle fatalities 
among children, Brooks said. 
He acknowledged that 
Kentucky has taken some 
steps, including the 
Legislature's passage of a 
graduated driver's license sys­
tem for young drivers and pas­
sage of a law requiring chil­
dren under 16 to wear a helmet 
when on all-terrain vehicles.

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Espectant mother can keep cat, 
but ne ds to take precautions

Q uestion: I have a cat, 
and I am thinking about 
getting pregnant My 

friend says that I should get rid of 
the cat before I get pregnant 
because the cat can give me an ill­
ness called "toxo." Is she right? 
What exactly is "toxo" and what 
does it have to do with cats? Can 
I keep my cat? 

A nswer: Your friend is par­
tially correct. There is an 
illne s call toxopla mo is 

that can be spread through the fece of 
infected cats. Toxoplasma gondil is 
the para ite that causes "toxo." In a 
healthy per on. there are very few 
symptoms ince your immune system 
can keep the parasite from causing ill­
ness. Indeed. eighty percent of the 
time, the body fights off toxoplasmo­
Sis without you even knowing you 
had it. In the other case , you may 
have minor symptoms such a 
swollen lymph glands and an overall 
feeling of malaise. 

Toxo can be more dange us for 
pregnant women, as your frien sug­
gested. This is because toxo can have 
seriou health consequences for their 
unborn children. Still, thi~ is fairly 
rare. Jn less than one out of 200 preg 
nancies does the mother get toxo, and 
only about 40 percent of these cases 
result in the baby becoming infected. 

ln about half of the cases where the 
baby i · infected, however, the conse­
quences can be quite evere. It may 
be stillborn or suffer neurological 
damage, uch as eizure , retardation, 
or fluid on the brain. There's also. a 
risk of fever. rashes, and an enlarged 
pleen or liver. On the other hand, 

many unborn babies who become 
infected especially in the later stages 
of pregnancy - show no symptoms 
at all. 

A cat can become infected with the 

toxoplasmosis parasite by eating wild 
prey such as birds and rodents or eat­
ing raw or undercooked meat that is 
infected with the parasite. The para­
site is shed in the feces of the cat for a 
few weeks following the infection. 
Usually your cat will have no symp­
oms and the infection will go away in 

ew weeks on its own. 
A human usually gets this 

infection by ingesting or inhaling 
minute amount of cat fece . As hor­
rible a that ounds, it can happen rel­
atively easily. By touchlng your 
mouth or your nose after emptying the 
cat box or even after working in the 
garden, you can get this parasite imo 
your system. Also, a cat that walks 
around on ki hen or food surfaces 
after finishing in the cat box, can 
leave the para i on those surfaces 
as a little gift for human . Raw or

undercooked meats such as pork, 
lamb or venison can also spread this 
disease, as can using utensil that are 
contaminated, or drinking contami­
nated water. 

Good sanitation and food andling 
can greatly reduce the likelihood of 
contracting toxo. Always wash your 
cutting boards and utensils with hot 
soapy water after working with raw 
meat. Wash your hands thoroughly as 
well. Wear gloves when gardening to 
decrease exposure to cat feces in the 
soil. And as for the cat, keep your cat 
indoors and feed it only cat food, not 
food scraps. Avoid adopting a cat at 
this time whose outdoor history you 
don't know. Have someone else 
empty the cat box and make sure it is 
emptied daily, as it takes a day or so 
for the parasite to become infective 
after it has been passed.
