Shepherd was charged 
with fleeing police, two 
counts of wanton endan­
germent, operating a 
motor vehicle under the 
Influence, disorderly con­
duct and resisting arrest. 

At his arraignment, 
Shepherd was issued a 
$10,000 partially secured 
bond and ordered to 
return to court for a pre­
li~inary hearing on July

PRESTONSBURG - One 
defendant in the eBay theft cases 
appealed her high bond in circuit 
court Friday and saw her bond 
reduce somewhat. a it was 
brought down to $100,000 cash 
after originally being . et m dis­
uict court at -250,000. 

Deborah Wallen, 36. of 
Prestonsburg, who is facing six 
counts of receiving stolen prop-

erty in the case. appeared for the 
hearing with her attorney. Jerry 
Pauon. County Attorney Keith 
Bartley stood in for the com­
monwealth. 

Patton began the proceedings 
by making his case for Wallen. 
He said that she was accused of 
the lowest level of felony crimes 
and that there has been no testi­
mony that Wallen ever entered 
the victim!>' homes. Gora 
Wicker. the codefendant, has 
been hit with several theft 

charges but thus far Wallen has 
only been charged with receiv­
ing stolen good from Wicker's 
neighbors which were ubse­
quently sold on eBay, with the 
exception of items recovered at 
her Bull Creek home. He said 
that Wallen was being held for 
an exorbitantly high bond which 
was tantamount to a jail sen­
tence. He further argued rhat 
Wallen hasn't been convicted of

He also pleaded 
guilty to one count of sex­
ual abuse and must submit 
to three years of super­
vised probation upon his 
eventual release and regis­
ter as a sex offender.

Miners say mine safety rooted safe attitudes, not new laws

HARLAN - Leon Napier 
was a hardworking man, but he 
admits that sometimes he and 
his buddies cut corners while 
mining underground. Maybe a 
ventilation curtajn wouldn't stay 
up, maybe a coal-cutting 
machine was driven through a 
shortcut mstead of on afe path­
way. 

Mostly, he says. the shortcut 
were taken to speed up produc­
tion. 

"To run coal the right way -
the safe way- you won't run as 
much coal," says Napier. 46. 
who retired three years ago after 
working 28 years in eastern 
Kentucky's coal fields. 

After lwo major coal mine 
disasters this year, new federal 
and state laws have been passed 
to save miners from explosions, 

fires, rockfalls and other ha7.­
ards. But some longtime miners. 
like Napier, c;ay it's going to take 
more than doubling up air packs 
and escape drilL to create a safer 
working environment. 

It's going to take a change in 
attitude. 

''Until we get mine managers 
to take the responsibility for 
their employees and start caring 
about human lives. that's not 
going to matter," said Carl 
Potter, an Oklahoma-based mine 
safety consultant. 

Allen Turner, a Harlan 
County miner also acknowl­
edged workers . hould also take 
-;afety more senously. 

"'You can do things to make 
your job easier. but it's not nec­
essarily safer.'' he said. 

The new federal Miner Act, 
and recent state laws passed in 
coal mining states like 

Kentucky, West Virginia and 
ntinois, come within months of 
the Sago mine explosion in 
January, when 12 West Virginia 
miners died. 

With Appalachia still reeling, 
a May 20 explosion at the 
Kentucky Darby Mine No. 1 in 
Harlan County killed five more 
miner . The number of miners 
killed thi · year has already 
reached 33 - 11 more than in 
2005. 

While inve tigators probe the 
Sago and Darby fatalities. law­
makers scrambled to pass laws 
designed to increase the chance 
of urvival in the event of anoth­
er disaster.

A glance at Kentucky's 
new mine safety law 

Key point. of 
Kentucky's new mine safe­
ty law. with effe tive dates: 

Effective July 12: 
• In the event of a fatal­

ity or seriou injury at a 
mine, a mine supervisor 
has 15 minutes to report the 
incident to the state Office 
of Mine Safety and 
Licensing. 

• All underground 
mine. must provide each 
miner with an additional air 
pack that contain at least 
an hour of air. 

• Miner- must partici­
pate in escapeway drill 
once every 90 days. 

• No mine supervisor 
shall terminate or disci­
pline a miner for reporting 
unsafe minmg practices to 
regulatory agencies. 

Effective Sept. 1: 
• Each underground 

mine must have a two-way 
communication system. 
, uch as telephones, 
between the surface and 
underground operations. 

Effe~tive Jan. 1: 
• Emergency action 

plans mu. t be submitted 
with each application of a 
mine lkcnse to operate an 
underground coal mine.

Yet again. Kentucky is near the bottom, in 42nd place, in 
the latest Kids Count survey, the Annie E. Casey 
Foundation's state-by-state assessment of children's well 
being. 

The rankings are based on 10 key indicators. such as 
infant mortality, teen pregnancie::., and high school dropouts. 
Despite Kentucky's dismal showing overalL there were a 
few bright spots. Its teen death rate and the number of L5- to 
f9-year-olds having babie each fell between 2000 and 
2003. and so did its rate of infant mortality. 

However, the number of Kentuckians 18 and younger, 
living in poverty rose to 25 percent in 2004, dropping 
Kentucky to 46th among the states from 43rd in the 2000 
rankings. 

Meanwhile, the percentage of children living in families 
with no parent having secure employment rose from 34 per­
cent in 2000 to 38 percent in the survey. And on top of that. 
Kentucky is one of just nine states that made no improve­
ment in 1ts dropout rate. 

"Wl1at you don't want i a state that's not moving on 
dropouts," said Terry Brooks, executive director of 
Kentucky Youth Advocates. "If we don· t tackle that prob­
lem. we've invented the next decade of economic prob­
lems." 

Intergenerational pove1ty is. unfortunately, deeply rooted 
in Kentucky culture. Many of the state's poore. t remain 
firmly planted not only where they were born and reared, 
but al o in the . ame circumstances. 

Better-funded social programs are, of course. part of the 
answer. 
11 But as Mr. Broolt' said, ... Santa Claus doesn't have to 
J8~'ri~ to town to help poor farnilie . .'' One of Kentucky's 
biggest problems i. its failure to maximize existing 
resources. He lamented. for example. that there's not better 
cooperation and more collaboration between state welfare 
officials and others engaged in work force development. 
, These Latest re. ults empha ize how poorly the state is 
, erved by the political games and wedge-issue politics that 
now dominate Frankfort. Voters must insi. t that their leader 
produce agendas for progres&, not more excuses for the sta­
tus quo.

lt'o;; a quiet war again'>l America's 
working poor: Refuse to rai~e the 
minimum wage for a decade and 
watch ri~ing prices eat away at the 
living standards of million .... That is 
what lhc United States Congres\ ha-.; 
done. and lhe mmtmum wage today 
buys less than it did before the last 
increa~e in 1997. In fact, it buys lo:'ss 
than tt did 50 years ago - a shame­
ful new milestone in our country's 
long march toward Thiru World le,._ 
els of inequality. 

At $5.15 an hour, today·~ mini­
mum wage tvon"t even buy two gal­
lons of ga~. At $10,300 a )ear for a 
full-time worker, it'· not even close 
to the meager poverty threshold of 
$13.000 for a single parent \\ ith one 
child. 

But ome 7.7 millinn workers arc 
today working at minimum wage. or 
close enough that they woulc.l benefit 
from an increase. On ;t erage. they 
are contributing ab ut twtHhirus or 
their family income. The majorit} 
are over 25 years old, and only 30 
percent are teenagers. So much ror 
the sterl!c.ll} pc ot minimum \\age 
workers as high-school kid:- who 
live with thl!ir parcm .... 

It was ju.,l O\"er I 0 year ... ago, in 
May 1996, that the .. Hou. e of 
Representatives pa~~l!d the la<>t 
increase in the federal minimum 
wage. from $4.25 to $5. 15 an hour: 
it finally bcrame law in ugw.t or 

pool ot blood and a few scattered 
shoes. with lo'Vcd ones wailing in the 
background.

In 1996, "Scream" revitalized hor­

I picked up a repo'd 2000 Kia 

Sephia last fall. It'c; in great shape. The 
only problem J have with the car is 
lhat whenever it getc; bitter· cold -
which it does a lot 
where I live, in 
Montana - it will 
not shift from park to 
drive until it warms 
up! One cold morn­
ing last winter. I sat 
in the driveway 
waiting for I 0 min­
utes. Otherwise, it 
runs great. Can any­
thing be done before 
next winter to reduce 
the time it needs to 
shift in the cold? -
Scott 

TOM: Only when the temperature 
drops below 95! 

RAY: If it' the 
shift interlock, you 
don' t even have to fix 
it. You have a bypass 
button that allows 
you to shift out of 
park just in case the 
shift interlock fails. 1 
don ' t remember 
where it is on the 
2000 Kia Sephia, but 
it's usually on or near 
the shifter. Your 
owner's manual will 
tell you where it is 
and how to use it. 

I've always wondered about 
ethanol. Seems too good to be true ­
you just plant some com, harvest it, 
and in no time you have fuel for your 
car. So I Googled ethanol on the Web. 
There arc tons of Web sites extolling 
the great benefits of corn-based 
ethanol as a fuel. Then 1 found one, 
healthandenergy.com, that made the 
opposite case You guys went to MIT. 
Am l missing something? The report 
on this site says that 131,000 BTUs 
arc needed to make one gallon of 
ethanol. but each gaJJon of ethanol 
only produces 77,000 BTUs. That 
means we·re losing 54,000 BTUs for 
every gallon we produce. Just won­
dered if you guys have an opinion.

RAY: All right. Well, from what we 
can telL the basic issue is this: When 
you calculate how much energy it 
takes to produce a gallon of ethanol. 
you have to make certain decisions. 
Everybody agrees that you need to 
include the energy needed to plant the 
com, water it, harvest it and convert 
the starch to alcohol. But, for instance, 
do you mclude the energy needed to 
manufacture the tractors that plow the 
fields? Scientists disagree about that. 

TOM: So, the answer is not clear. 
What everybody does agree on is that 
elhanol made from plant<; with more 
cellulose, like switchgras!; or sugar • 
cane, will produce more ethanol per 
acre than corn wilL And that wi81! 
improve the case for ethanoJ - no 
matter what your starting point. 

RAY: People also agree that using 
ethanol that we grow at home reduces 
the amount of foreign oil we need, 
wh1ch may eventually mean we don't 
have to spend billions to send our kids 
to guard oil fields overseas. So, there's 
~ national security issue here in addi­
tion to a scientific one. 

RAY: Yes. Build 
a heated garage. 

TOM: There are 
several possibilities, 
Scott. But the tirst 

TOM: If using the 
bypass allows you to

BUT, a gallon of 
ethanol isn't the only thing you get 
from that com you grow. You also get 
stuff like com oil and gluten feed . So, 
some of the energy that goes into 
growing the com has to be assigned to 
those other corn byproducts. too. 

TOM: And then there are other 
questions. Like, • how much of this 
ethanol blitz is a big, wet, govern­
ment-subsidized kiss to big agri-busi­
ness and com growers? Js it ethical to 
usc food to fuel our cars when peopl 
are going hungry? And if I'm using 
the stuff in my Grand Cherokee, will 
the price of a com dog go through the 
roof?

William C. Horvath, 35, of 
Whitefish, pleaded guilty to 
making false statements. a 
felony. 

U.S. District Judge Donald 
Molloy sentenced him to four 
months of house arrest and 
four years of probation. He 
also ordered him to stand out­
Side the courthouse for 50 
hours wearing the sandwich 
board with the message. 

On the back, it must read: 
"I have never served my coun­
try. I have dishonored veterans 
of aJI wars." 

Molloy, a veteran himself, 
also ordered Horvath to write 
letters of apology to newspa­
pers, the U.S. Marine Corps, 
Veterans of Foreign Wars and 
the American Legion in 
KalispelL The judge said 
Horvath must admit in the let­
ters that he lied repeatedly 
about serving and being 
wounded. 

According to a news 
release from the U.S. auor­
ney·s office, Horvath claimed 
during an interview with a pro­
bation officer on Aug. 9, 200 I, 
that he had served in the 
Marine Corps. The officer was 
gathering information on 
Horvath on a prior charge of 
being a fugitive in possession 
of fireanns or ammunition. 

The probation officer then 
attempted to verify Horvath's 
military service. but was told 
by the Marine Corps that there 
was no record of Horvath ever 
having served. 

Horvath then presented the 
probation officer with evi­
dence of his time in the mili­
tary, including photographs 
and decorations.

Softball right-of-way rules go into effect next season

L DIANAPOLJS - Effective with 
the 2007 high school softball season, 
new rules will dictate who has the 
right-of~way between a base runner 
and a fielder on a non-controlled bat­
ted ball. Thes(! rule.., revisions were 
approved by the National Federation 
of State High School Associations 
(NFHS) Softball Rule1> Committct at 
its June !8-19 meeting in 
lndianapolts, and then were subse­
quently approved by the NFHS Board 
of Directors. 

"A player legally running the bases 
has full resronsibility to avoid contact 
with a fielder who is attempting to 
make an ini tial play on a batted ball," 
said Ralph Swearngin. e ecutive 
director of the Georgia High School 

Association and chairperson of the 
NFHS Softball Rules Committee. 
"However, after a fielder has had an 
opportunity to make an initial play on 
a batted bail, the responsibility for 
contact changes. Once a fielder. 
excluding the pitcher, lllisplays a bat­
ted baH, that fielder should not be pro­
tected and. therefore, should not be 
permitted to obstruct the advancement 
of a runner." 

A revised definition of interference 
states U1at a fielder is considered to be 
making an initiaJ play on a fair batted 
ball when she has a reasonable chance 
to catch or gain control of the baJJ that 
no other fielder, except the pitcher, 
bas touched. The fielder is stiJl con­
sidered to be making an initial play if 
she fails to gain control of the batted 
ball, but i. within a "step and reach" 

of the ball. Thi. rule clarifies that the 
runner is charged with interference if 
she makes contact while the fielder is 
attempting to make the initial play on 
a fair batted ball. 

In another change, Rule 3-6-17 
expands the penalty when a player 
removes any lines of the batter's box 
or on the field of play. A team warn­
ing will be issued, with the next 
offense resulting in a trike for the 
offense or a ball for the defense. The 
change now restricts any sub ·equent 
offender to the dugout along with the 
head coach. 

In addition to these two rules 
changes, the committee approved six 
major editorial changes. New Rule 2-
15 clearly defines the confines of the 
field of play as the designated 
dugouUbtmch area and any enclosed 

or marked area designated as a warm­
up area that i~ adJacent to the field anJ 
within view of the umpire(s). 

·'This rule identifies an area that 
has been left to umpire or site-by-site 
discretion," said Mary Struckhoff. 
NFHS a~si tant director and liaison to 
the NFHS Softball Rules Cllmmillee. 

Malicious contact penalties will be 
claritied with additions made to Rule 
3-6·18. which now states that if mali­
cious contact is made by the oflen,e, 
the play is dead immediately and thc 
offender is declared out. unles' she 
has already . cored. lf the defense i~ 
responsible for the malicious contact, 
the offender is ejected at Lhc end of 
playing action.

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Mixed blessing: Where there are blackberries, there are chiggers

PADUCAH - Like bacon and 
!ggs. some things just . cern to go 
ogemer. 

So it is with blackberries and chig­
~ers, an interwoYen duo that's good 
r~ews and bad in a package deal. 

Blackbemes arc the fam1liar fmits 
of several species ol Rubus genus 
plants that grow as upright ~md 
preading canes. The cane.; produce 

leaves and . pring flowers, followed 
by some of the <:wectest natural fruits 
in our wild environment. 

Blackberry plants are some of the 
first to "volunteer" in open or cleared 
giOund. canes reaching several feet in 
the few months of a single growing 
season. A blackberry cane produces 
fruit in its second year, then dies, 
newer canes carrying on with produc­
tion. 

The most apparent feature of the 

blackben-y plant i-. that it bristl~-. with 
ne~!dlc-sharp thorns that grab at the 
dothing of human pedestrians, bog­
ging them down and readily pil.'n:ing 
tender skin. 

The canes are generally avotded 
because of their painful .. :-.tick~r" 
characteristks - except right about 
now and into midsummer as their 
b •rries ripen. They yield delicious 
t'ntit. long famous as prime ingredi­
ents in cobblers and other desscns. 
and they are quite desirable for eating 
berries alone. 

The berries turr. glossy black 
when ripe. When "green," they're an 
attractive red. 

Humans have no exclusive favor 
for blackberries. The fnlits of the 
thorny cane. are an imponant season­
al food for most ~pedes of Kentucky 
wildlife. Many varieties of songbirds, 
wild turkey and quail eat them. So do 
raccoons, opossum .. coyote'>, foxes. 

-.quin·els. box turtles. <.leer, mice and 
'oh.:s. The deer. tor one species, likes 
them ripe. gr<•cn -red. that ~~-or 
pa't their prime in a dried condition. 

Despite the thorn-;, the plants 
themselvc'> are important 10 wildlife. 
Deer eat the leaves and rabbits nibble 
the canes. Several songbird' are 
attracted to the canes for nesting 
habitat, and numerous birus, rabbits 
and small rodents usc the prickly 
thickets as escape cover. 

ln early to middle July, people 
often turn to wild thickets for gather­
ing berries to eat fresh or to freeze. 
Just after these gathering sessions is 
when they often note the itchy red 
welts on their skin mat represent the 
handiwork of chigger~. 

Chiggers. the larva of harvest 
mites, are red-orange. six-legged 
arachnius that you· ve probably never 
seen. That's because it would take 
roughly 120 of them marching along 

in a tight mN~·to-ntmp formation to 
make an inch-long lOiumn. They arc 
!-O .. mall as to he invisible to the 
human eye. 

Adult han·cst miles don't do this. 
but chiggcrs are parasite~ 1hat fl!cd, 
when given the opportunity. on 
humans and other animals. The chig­
ger dol.!'in't 'uck blood. but it crawls 
on a host. lind.., its way to a ha1r folli­
cle or pore, then jau<. a cutting mouth­
part into the skin From there it 
injeCt\ a -.or! of saliva that <.ligc,ts and 
liqueties tissue, then sucks it up. 'I he 
chigger itself doesn't bury into the 
skm. 

Chigger .. bite._·• on people -.how 
up as red. itchy bumps that are tht: 
leftover result of the digestive juice 
injecteu into the skin. By the time 
people start scratching chigger wdr..., 
me tiny animal itself already may 
have droppcu off. full and 'latislied. 

Human hosts of chiggers often U\e 

a folk remedy of painting wclh with 
nail polish to ··smother"' tht: ch1ggers, 
which likcl)' already have departl!d. 
The nail polish. i.ndccd. rnay give 
:-.ome rdief from itching by kl!cping 
air from the welt~. Over-the-counter 
ointments with antihistammes or top­
ical anesthetics may provide more 
relief from the torment.
