Knott audit 
reveals misuse 
of county funds

PIKEVILLE - A year 
after a study of an eastern 
Kentucky county's finances 
raised serious concerns 
about more than $1 million 
in spending, another audit 
of Knott County has 
revealed misuse of a judge­
executive's credit card and 
failure to report federal 
grant money, among other 
issues, the state auditor said 
Monday. 

"The Knott County audit 
for fiscal year 2005 contin­
ues to show serious mis­
management of public 
funds during that year," 
state Auditor Crit Luallen 
said in a statemenr. 

Luallen said she hoped 
that the next audit under 
new Judge-Executive 
Randy Thompson, who 
replaced Donnie Newsome 
in October, "will show 
marked improvement." 

Thompson on Monday 
responded to the audit by 

saying most of the concerns 
in the 2004 and 2005 
audits, includmg a swim­
ming pool project that was 
financed with coal sever~ 
ance tax money, had been 
addressed. 

"The auclits deal with the 
past," he said from his 
Hindman office, about 30. 
miles southwest of 
Pikeville. "When I took thii­
post, I got lemons and now: 
I'm trying to make lemon­
ade." 

The 2004 report ques­
tioned more than $1 million 
in spending and concludeQ 
that at least $ 180,47 5 is 
owed back to the county. 
The audit focused special 
attention on the pool pro­
ject, finding that nearly all 
of the $1.2 million budget­
ed had been spent since 
200 l and the pool remained 
unfinished and unusable. 

Thompson the pool has 
since been completed and is 
undergoing final inspec-

Get smart about 
retirement plans 

President Bush signed into law last week rule 
changes designed to encourage workers to ave 
more money for their retirement years. But are 
workers willing to take advantage of the incen­
tives? And if so, do they have the financial know­
how to make sound decisions? They'd better be. 

According to a recent Government 
Accountability Office study, the number of 
employers offering pension benefits to retired 
workers has plummeted from about 114,000 to 
31,000 in the past two decades. Meanwhile, the 
percentage of full-time employees at large and 
medium-sized firms that offer defined-benefit plans 
has declined from 80 percent to 33 percent. 

Workers increasingly are expected to fend for 
themselves by contributing to 401 (k) accounts or 
Individual Retirement Accounts. 

The rule changes increase the amount of money 
workers can set aside in such accounts. They 
encourage employers to ,automatically enroll work­
ers in 401 (k) plans beginning in 2008, and create a 
new type of 401 (k) account that works like a Roth 
IRA, taxing money set aside at the outset but 
allowing it to accumulate and be withdrawn tax 
free. Changes also allow older workers to make 
extra contributions to retirement plans and permit 
tax refunds to be deposited in retirement account . 

A third of baby boomers have no retirement 
accounts. Most of those who do haven't set aside 
nearly enough to retire comfortably. Only half of 
respondents to a recent survey could answer simple 
questions about compound interest or inflation cor­
rectly. Other studies confirm that Americans, from 
high school graduates to the elderly, lack knowl­
edge of basic financial and investment terms or 
concepts. Too many workers aren't saving at all, 
aren't saving enough, or don't have diversified 
investments. 

Employers and unions need to be more aggres­
sive in providing investment counseling. Schools 
and parents need to teach children more of the 
basics of handling finances. And workers, like it or 
not, the bottom line message when it comes to 
preparing for retirement is now: It's up to you.

Climbing with her were 13 
other women, each with her 
own story of addiction and 
recovery. Some were dimbing 
for themselves; other~ to . up­
port friends or relative .. All 
were hoping to rai:ie public 
awareneo.,s that recovery is 
possible. 

"It's very hard for an addict 
to c:ay you need help.'' said 
Joey Coverdale, who went into 
treatment in I 997 after 3 I 
years as an addict. ''I had a 
very long chmb out of my 
addiction . You hit bottom 
when you stop digging, and I 
dug to China many, many 
times." 

The climbers were well 
aware that they're ~cuing an 
example for those st.ruggling 
to get sober. Most have not 
been out of treatment more 
than two years. 

"The first two years in 
recovery is such a struggle,'' 
said Susan Bumash, a spokes­
woman for Residence Xll, a 
treatment facility. "A lot of 
women don't make it."

LOUISVILLE - When Fred 
Sommer vi ited Louisville looking 
for a venue for the Tri-America 
Triathlon Series, it was cloudy and 
gray, with the wind whipping white­
caps on the Ohio River.

'Can do' attitude instead of putting up 
hurdles in front of you and that makes 
all the difference in the world."
