Deal to dismiss charges 
against Fletcher almost nixed

FRANKFORT- The deal 
to dismiss three mi demeanor 
charges against Go'v. Ernie 
Fletcher began with an inno­
cent chat between two col­
leagues in a men's room. 

Deputy Altorney General 
Pierce Whites ran into R. Kent 
Westberry in a restroom at the 
Franklin County Courthouse in 
July. Westberry was one of the 
attorneys representmg Fletcher, 
who wa~ facing charges that his 
administration gave protected 
state jobs to political allies. 

Whites· plan was simple. 
"I said, 'Kent. I'm sure if 

you think creatively, you can 
come up with a way to resolve 
this thing,"' Whites said. 

Westberry said he'd be open 
to the idea as long as it didn' t 
require Fletcher to enter a 
guilty plea or a finding of guilt. 

And so began the process 
thal ended on Thursday with 
the seven-page agreement 
signed by Special Judge David 
Melcher that dismissed the 
charges against fletcher with . 
prejudice, meaning they can't 
be brought again. 

The agreement took more 
than six weeks to be ironed out 
and was in danger of being 
nixed until the moment it was 
announced. 

Whites said the final propos­
al ubmined to state prosecu­
tors by Fletcher's anorneys 
included the caveat that 
Fletcher would not take respon­
sibility for any inappropriate 
acts by his administration. 

"It was signed 'Ernie 
Aetcher for purposes of para­
graph 15 only,"' said Whites.

Caes r's 
agmen 

It's easy to understand why a denti t might tum to 
a collection agency to pursue overdue bills. Dentists 
are in the business of saving teeth, not cha ing delin­
quent debtors. 

But when the Internal Revenue Service hires a pri­
' vate collection agency, one must wonder whether the 

tax people have forgotten what they're all about. The 
IRS collects taxes. That's its core competency. That's 
why it exists. 

Nevertheless, the IRS is hiring three private debt 
collection frrms to pe ter debtors who owe less than 
$25,000 to Uncle Sam. It's as if the Army had out­
sourced the busines. of defending the country to 
France. 

This is privatization gone haywire. The IRS admits 
that it could collect the money more cheaply using 
its own personnel than by hiring outside firms, who 
pocket 22 to 24 percent of what they bring in. But 
Congress won't let the agency hire more agents. The 
IRS does have authority to hire collection agencies. 
So, as often in government, we'll do things the 
expensive way. 

A cynic might note that collection agencies can 
contribute to congressmen's campaigns, while the 

' IRS can't. Companies that benefit from government 
contracting have a way of spreading the wealth in 
Washington. 

IRS agents certainly aren't shy when it comes to 
collecting. A few years ago, Congress held hearings 
at which businessmen complained of IRS agents 
behaving like storm troopers, raiding offices, ·eizing 
property and freezing bank accounts. Themes age 

· from Congress to the IRS then was simple: Back off. 
The private collection business has its bare of 

horror stories too. Although most comply with the 
law, quite a few commission-hungry collectors break 
rules against badgering and threatening debtors. The 
IRS obviously will have less chance to control abuse 
once the business is in private hands. 

It's gospel among conservatives that private busi-
: ness is always more efficient than government. 

There's logic behind that belief. After all, inefficient 
private companies go out of business, while ineffi­
cient governments go on and on at taxpayers' 
expense. 

But there are some areas where government out­
performs private enterpri e. Medicare is one. 
Collecting what is owed is another. Taxpayers should 
render unto Caesar the things that are Caesar's, not 
unto Caesar's bagmen.

Careless coal mining 
techniques threaten 
wildlife, environment

Two weeks alter coming home 
from a tour of mountaintop-removal 
mining site. in Eastern Kentucky. one 
particular image lingers in my mind. 

1 More than all the other sight and 
experiences of the trip. I remember 
the figure of Daymon h>rgan. an 80-
year-old World War II \Ctcran stand­
ing in the lu~h green wood<; of his 
Leslie Count) farm. holding a broken 
wildllower in his hond. 

The wildflower he held1n his hand 
wa bloodrool, one of the first signs of 
spring in Kentucky. It was broken 
because Morgan wamcd to demon­
strate hO\\ the llower got its name. 
When you snap the root. it bleeds a 
sticky. red-orange sap. Long heforc 
Kentuckians inhabned the common­
wealth. Indians m.ed the plant for 
medicinal purposes as well as a dye to 
paint themselves for battle. 

Morgan's woods are teeming with 
bloodroot. a-; well as golden seal, gin­
seng and wild ginger. Not long ago. 
these native plants gre\\ wild and 
plentiful on lhe tree-laden slopes that 
have been part of the majesty of the 
Appalachian landscape for genera· 
tions. 

Bur now. the mountaintop~ sur­
rounding Morgan's land are bleeding. 
More precisely. th~.:y an:: being blown 

apan with explosive~. fining Ct1mpa­
nie~ arc blasting the tops otT the 
mountains. pursumg a technique that 
makes it easier and faster and cheap· 
er to rcmove coal from the earth th<tl 
hold~ iL It\ an cflicicnt technique: 
Explode the mountain: remove the 
coal; shove the waste over the neare<,t 
hillside; 1110\e on to the next .... itc. 

One ha:-. only to drive a :-.hort di\­
tance from ~organ 's home to get a 
glimpse of\\ hat he fears and wants to 
stop: barren plate<~us of lond that once 
looked just like. Morgan's lush 
woods. Today. many of the neighbor­
hood's streams are dried up. filled 
with ~ediment or worse. ,., ith the 
demolition debris that is allowed to 
tumble down newly decapitated 
mountain· into oncc-mnning, now 
unrc ogntznbl<" creek and hrooks. 

Morgan's fear tsn't ju~t for the 
stream . . or the trees. the deer. the wild 
turkeys or the bloodroot. lt's for hi:; 
family and friends; their health and 
safety. And he fears for the welfare of 
all the rest of us who live down-;trcam. 

At the end of our trip, we were 
greeted by authors from previous 
tours, including Wendell Berry, who 
recalled the poet Shelley'. detini tion 
of writers as "the unacknowledged 
legislators of the world." Jt's a desig­
nation \\ itl1 re~ponsibilities that ought 
to be taken seriousl). especially in 
light of hO\\ cavalierly some of our 
acknowledged lcgblators tal.:c them. 

A case in point is the so-called 
··stream saver" proposal. which ha~ 
tail~.?d to pas-; in the Kentuck) 
General Asl>emhly. The proposal 
would prohibit coal companies !rom 
dumpmg mining wastes into streams. 

Letter Guidelines 

This would do away with one of the 
most damaging effects on the environ­
ment - the burying or ·treams. 
According to Kentuckians fo r the 
Commonwealth, more than 400 mjJcs 
of streams in Kentucky have already 
been eliminatoo as a resul t of mining 
waste. 

What'-. shameful is that the House 
Natural Resources and Environment 
committee ha.-. yet to allow a hearing 
on the proposal. What could pos ibly 
he keeping them from permitting a 
honest airing of the i~sue? 

Hopefully, someday. these law­
makers will hear. as I did, the testimo­
ny of Sam Gilbert. a resident I .etcher 
C ounty, who stated. "We arc not 
throw-away people.'' Unfortunately. 
our most powerful legislators act as if 
that is exactly what Gilbert and his 
neighbors are. And yet. I find hope in 
the image of the bloodroot. Harbinger 
of spring. its white nower is a sign 
that change is coming and can't be 
stopped: its green lea' es persist 
throughout summer, a symbol of unre­
lenting resolve. 

With such hope and persistcnci1-
Kentuckian can bring about change. 
Change of heart among our legisla­
tors. Change of removal procedures 
among mining companies. Change of 
course ror onr disappeanng streams. 
And change of direction for a pohcy 
that spells disaster not just for 
Kentucky\ mountains but for the 
C(>mmonwealth as a whole and for the 
world beyond i ls border:-..

The device was implanted in Wallace's 
chest in July 2004 and it remained there 
until he had it removed in February, when 
he learned the product failed to perform a. 

Stevens claims that Wallace suffered 
injuries when the device shocked him for 
no rea ·on on several occasions, and he 
accuses the company of breaching its 
implied warranty that the device was fit to 
be sold and used. 

Wallace is seeking compensatory and 
punitive damages for physical and mental 
pain and suffering as well as medical 
ex.pen. e .

Steroid users 
should be 
kept out of 
Hall of Fame

Athletes who use steroids 
should be kept out of the 
Baseball Hall of Fame and 
have their records nullified, 
U.S. Sen. Jim Bunning said. 

Bunning, R-Ky., a Hall of 
Fame pitcher, said players 
"who cheated, disobeyed the 
rules," don't belong in the Hall 
of Fame. His remarks came 
Friday to the Northern 
Kentucky Chamber of 
Commerce forum. 

About 500,000 teenagers 
use steroids because they see 
professional athletes doing so, 
Bunning said. That makes 
eliminating steroid use in pro­
fessional sports an important 
goal, he said. 

"They looked at the profes­
sional world and saw there 
were very few penalties," 
Bunning said after the cham­
ber meeting. "'If you stop it at 
the professional level, I think it 

" will filter down." 
Allegations of steroid use 

have dominated sports news in 
recent months. San Francisco 
Giants outfielder Barry Bonds 
faces a federal investigation 
into whether he Jied to a grand 
jury about using steroids. 

Floyd Landjs, who won the 
Tour de France bicycle race, 
tested positive for steroids, as 
well as five-time Olympic 
medalist Marion Jones, who 
tested positive for steroids this 
summer at the U.S. Track & 
Field Championships in 
Indianapolis. 

Bunning, who pitched in 
the Major Leagues for 17 
years. said if professional 
baseball doesn't take action to 
punish athletes who use illegal 
drugs, Congress should con­
sider repealing the game's 
antitrust exemption. 

Congress backed off from 
passing legislation after Major 
League Baseball and its 
Players Union reached an 
agreement to toughen rules 
relating to the use of steroids.
