PIKEVILLE - An appeals court 
has overturned a conviction against 
Glenn Turner, an Eastern Kentucky 
businessman charged tn a high-prolile 
vote-fraud investigation 

turned the charges against Turner, who 
was convicted on charge. related to 
vote fraud along with another Pikeville 
businessman, a fonner judicial candi­
date and the candidate's wife. 

Turner declined to immediately 
comment Thursday, saying he wanted 
to discuss t.he ruling with his attorney 
first.

PRESTONSBURG - Floyd 
County Fiscal Court hoped to 
approve a resolution to purchase 
property Friday, but appraisal 
document:; were not available 
for the meeting. 

Judge-Executive Paul Hunt 
Thompson swd he had hopct.l to 
be able to approve the resolution 

that would allow the county to 
purchase a section of property 
located near the mouth of Abbott 
Creek adjacent to U.S. 23. but he 
would rather have some sort of 
documentation finalizing the 
appraised amount they were given 
before making any decistons. 

"I haven't received anything 
in writing, although I was told 
the property appraised for 
$700.000," Thomp. on said. 

The court decided to wait 
until they have received a writ­
ten appraisal before the vote is 
cast to purchase the property. 

Also, the court approved the 
motion to pay Wa te 
Management of Kentucky a 
lump sum of $94,020 !.hat had 
resulted from disputes between 
Wa te Management and the 
county over the level of service 
provided in prior periods.

Floyd County man who drunk· 
enly drove his car into a ditch 
with a 3-year-old girl in !.he back 
seat entered a guilty plea Friday 
in circuit court. 

Charles Hall, 37. pleaded 
guilty to all 14 barges against 
him and faces two years in jail. 
Hi sentencing was set for Oct. 

J3. 
Hall crashed his car into a 

ditch in Garrett when no one 
ebe was on the road He then 
attempted to leave the scene 
after the crash, leaving the 
injured girl in the back seat. 

A neighbor saw the car in the 
tlitch and rescued the little girl. 
Hall's blood-alcohol level was 
testetl and c::une back at .25, 
slightly more than three times 
the legal limit of .08 in 

Kentucky. 
Hall was indicted April 7 for 

driving a motor vehicle under 
the influence of alcohol, driving 
on a DUI-suc;pendcd license, 
having no insurance, failure to 
wear a seatbelt. to counts of hav­
ing no or an expired Kentucky 
regisc.ration receipt, not having a 
controlled substance in it origi­
nal container, ftrst-degree wan-

Was anybody really surpri ed that Kentucky Gov. Ernie 
Fletcher avoided appearing in a court of law to answer misde­
meanor charge of criminal conspiracy. official mi ·conduct and 
political di crimination? o now Kentucky- who e la t gover­
nor. Democrat Paul Patton. i be t known for a obbing confe -
sion of philandering - has a governor, Republican Fletcher. who 
has been indicted but never will be prosecuted. 

Many who were relieved by the governor' declaration ''it's 
over" when a judge dismi sed the charge against him might be 
urpri ed, though, to read what's really in the five-page out-of­

court ettlement agreed to by Fletcher's lawyer and Attorney 
General Greg Stumbo.'s Office. 

The governor, who declined to talk to a grand jury and par­
doned everyone except him elf who might be indicted on charge 
of political favoriti m in tate per. onnel deci ion , acknowledged 
in writing "that the evidence strongly indicate· wrongdoing by his 
admini tration with regard to per onnel action within the merit 
ystem." 

Without admitting any personal wrongdoing, the governor 
through his lawyers also agreed. ·~these actions were inappropri­
<}te," that he regrets them "and accepts responsibility for them as 
ijead of the executive branch of state government." 

The governor. who hru> dissed the inve tigation from one end 
of the . tate to the other a a political vendetta waged by Stumbo, 
a potential opponent, now say he agree that the inve tigation 
and prosecution "were nece sary and proper exerci ·es of hi 
(Stumbo' ) con titutional duty," and "have benefited the com­
monwealth and ensured that abuses of the 'tate's merit sy tern 
will be eliminated." 

So is "it'' really over, a the governor declared and his support­
ers claim? Maybe they think their ordeal is history for them. But 
"it" clearly is not over for the trampled credibility of tate gov­
ernment eroded, again, by claim· of htring and firing abuse ju ti­
fied in part because other administrations d.id it. too.

Anyone digging g 1nseng 
must replant the berries from 
the plant in the spot where it 
grew. It is unlawful to dig on 
public lands. including state 
forest~. or dig on pnvate prop­
crt) without the owner''> writ­
ten pcnnio.;sion. 

Diggers have until March 
31 to sell to a registered West 
Virginia ginseng dealer or 
have roots weight-receipted at 

a Division of Forestry weight 
station. Po session of ginseng 
is prohibited from April I 
through Aug. 3J without a 
weight receipt from rhe 
Division of Forestry. 

Ginseng has been harvested 
in West Virginia for at lea<>[ 
200 years and there are more 
than 30 ginseng dealers in the 
state, said Robin Black with 
the Division of Forestry.
