Court sends $9.5 million coal suit back to Floyd

FRANKFORT - In a case dating 
back to 1998 when a coal preparation 
company was awarded $9.5 million for 
being fraudulently induced into a con­
tract with a coal company, the case \Vas 

remanded to Floyd Circuit Court on 
Friday to award interest to the compa­
ny dating back to the time of lhe origi­
nal penalty was paid. 

The ca'ie stems from a jury tnaJ in 
October 1998 that awarded Cheyenne 
Resources Inc., together with PC'&H 
Construction Inc .. $9.5 million from 
Elk Hom Coal Corporation after claim­
ing that Elk Hom had fraudulently 
induced them to enter into the contract. 

Elk Horn appealed the decision and 
paid a supersedeas bond, which stayed 
enforcement of the judgment and wa~ 
affirmed by the court of appeals. Elk 
Horn then tried to appeal to the 
Kentucky Supreme Court but they 
declined to re\icw the case. 

When the Supreme Com1 chose not 
to review the case, Cheyenne tried to 
enforce the judgmcm and requested a 
penalty of I 0 percent of the previous 
award. arguing that Elk Hom had 
delayed the case by trymg LO appeal to 
the Supreme Court. Elk Horn coun­
tered with a tiled response on March 
15. 200 I, stating that the circuit court 
should not force it to pay the penaJry 
being sought becau e 11 was unconsti­
tuttonal. The circuit court did not 

address the i'\1>ue of constitutionality 
and, on March 16, 200 I , awarded 
Cheyenne $14.5 million, which includ­
ed the original award including interest 
plus the original . upersedeas penalty, 
which was $950,000. 

Elk Hom paid the money but again 
appealed to the Court of Appeals that 
the tatutc allowing for a super edeas 
penalty wa~ unconslilulional. The 
appeals court agreed with the claim, 
and was upheld by the Supreme Court. 
Once the Supreme Court opinion was 
revealed, Elk Hom requested that the 
circuli court enter a judgment of re. ti­
t uti on in their favor for the $950,000 
penalty they had paid and for preJudg­
ment and post-judgment interest on the 
amount they paid Cheyenne. Elk

It i ·n 't often that consumer get more of something for 
free. And it's even rarer when manufacturers deliver more 
without advertising or pub1ic fanfare. But that' · exactly 
what's happened to smokers: They're getting more nicotine 
out of their cigarette . A new repon how that between 
1998 and 2004, change in the design of cigarettes have 
increased the amount of nicotine smokers uck out of ciga­
rettes by an average of 1 0 percent. In the case of one brand 
- Doral, made by R.J. Reynold. - it went up a whopping 
36 percent. The data on nicotine was released by the 
Massachusetts Department of Public Health, but it comes 
from manufacturers. As pan of the huge multi- tate suit of 
tobacco companie ettled in 1998, cigarette makers are 
required to report how much nicotine their cigarette yield 
to Massachu. etts health official . 

The amount of nicotine from brands that are mo t popu­
lar with young people, including Marlboro, Newport and 
Camel, also increased significantly. That inc1uded all types 
of cigarettes: regular , lights and ulu·a-lights. 

As everyone know , nicotine i a highly addictive drug. 
For tobacco companies to boo t the delivery of nicotine at a 
time when states and the federal government have launched 
massive public health campaigns to prevent teen smoking 
and to get smokers to quit, i yet another reminder of the 
industry's cynical nature. This wasn't some accident or 
aberration: it's a six-year trend. Tobacco-related iHne es 
kill about430,000 Americans every year- a, many 
American as died of AIDS during the first 19 years of the 
HlV epidemic. fn Missouri alone, tobacco kills about 
10,000 people each year and co. ts the health care system 
$2 billion. That's far mo)"e than anY. other drug, legal or ille­
gal. State and federal government j)end $28.4 biiJion 
annually caring for Medicaid patients with tobacco-related 
illne ses. In addition, the federal government pend almost 
$34 billion a year on Medicare costs for tobacco-related ill­
nesses in Veterans Administration patients. 

Increasing the nicotine that comes out of it. deadly prod­
ucts, even as it underwrite campaigns to protect "smoker ' 
right '' is uncon cionable. This is an industry that . till mar­
ket its products heavily- to the tune of $15.4 billion a 
year- and continues to advertise in publications read by 
teenagers even after agreeing not to. 

A decade ago, the U.S. Food and Drug Administration 
classified cigarettes as a "drug delivery device" and tried to 
regulate their ale and manufacture. That effort failed after 
legal cballenges by tobacco companie . and cannot go for­
ward without approval of Congress. 

Since 1990. Big Tobacco has given almost $56.5 million 
to candidates for federaJ office, 75 percent of it to 
Republicans. Small wonder Congress doe n't want to act. 

That simply ha to change. More nicotine may be a 
bonus for addicts. But the rest of us get tuck with the tab.

Barnes said homeowners 
across Kentucky likely will 
face similar challenges as fall 
brings the chill of approaching 
winter. 

''Late fall is a time when 
animals are seeking a good 
warm place for the winter. 
They'll seek . helter in a house 
or building or outbuilding like 

a garage. If those surroundings 
are conducive, they'll tay and 
raise young," Ba10es said. 

The major problems. he 
said, involve field mice and 
deer mice coming in. But 
sqmrrels and raccoons also 
present threats. 

"Rodents, like mice and 
squirrels, can get in extremely 
small holes less than a quarter 
inch in diameter. It's tmpor­
tant to locate and eal up such 
holes.'' Barnes aid.

Also, homeowners should 
identify potential food sources 
like pet foods and other things 
that may be stored in place 
accessible to rodent invaders. 

"If you've got big piles of 
paper, you're providing mice 
with materials they can use for 
nesting," Barnes said. 

If you can't keep them out, 
then you've got to trap them in 
the house, he said. 

For mice. glue trap 
pieces of plastic with a side 
coated with a ticky substance 
- and snap traps offer ways to 
catch the critters. 

"Glue traps are a way to 
capture mice without killing 
them, because you can take the 
mouse someplace, and pour 
com oil on their feet to release 
them from the sticky surface," 
Barnes said. 

Barnes noted that mice gen­
erally avoid people. "A lot of 
times they'll be there and you 
don't even know it. If it gets 
to the point where you're see­
ing them, that's when most 
people get the traps," he said. 

More serious threats are 

po ed by squirrels and rac­
coons. "They can winter in 
leaf nests, but tho e are not as 
good as attics with insulation. 
They can cause reaJ problems 
there, nibbling on wiring and 
that kind of thing, and you 
want to prevent these prob­
lems if you can," Barnes said. 

The best way to keep squir­
rels out is to trim tree branches 
near the house. But that may 
not solve the problem. 

"Squirrels can jump an 
amazing distance from a tree," 
he said. 

"If you know where they 
run along the roof, you can put 
up porcupine wire, which has 
short metal spikes and general­
ly is used to eli courage birds. 
It can discourage squirrels a 
well,'' Barnes said. 

He encouraged homeown­
ers to inspect siding and exte­
rior wood, because both those 
are vulnerable to assaults from 
squirrels and raccoons. 

"They can get through id­
ing in a matter of minutes. 
You should use hardware cloth 
- a welded wire product - or 

heavy sheet metal, something 
really sturdy, to protect vulner. 
able place);," he said. 

Raccoon)) pre ent an unex­
pected problem because they 
look so large, Bame said. But 
beneath their puffy fur, rac­
coons' bodies are fairly small. 
and they can compress their 
ribs to squeeze into openings 
left by squirrels or woodpeck­
ers. 

Plus, their hand-like paw. 
give them dexterity to enlarge 
small holes. 

"They can get into a hole 
not much bigger than a soft­
ball," he said. 

Barnes said he offers 
advice on these pests on his 
Web ite, 
www.tombames.org. 

Another bit of advice: 
Don't overreact to critters in 
the hou e. 

"One fellow had bats that 
got into his attic then crawled~ 
down into his walls. They 
were chirping the way bats do. 

"The guy went ballistic and 
blew holes in his walls with a 
shotgun,'' Barnes said.

"!·walk and live with my husband with demen­
tia. He has become a three yecu· old - making 
messes, unable to dress himself, take a shower; put 
his belt in his pants. fz.x a bowl of cereal or pour his 
own coffee or milk. He can no longer read his 
Bible or tum paf?es in a sonf? hook. He does 
remember that we have to go ro clmrr:h but he has 
much confusion about which day it is." 

The e words were written by Mrs. Josephine 
Branham, of Honaker. They were typed neatly on 
a page of stationery, inserted into an envelope and 
mailed to the Aoyd County Times office. When 
contacted, Josephine said that she mailed the letter 
with wishes that others in her same position realize 
that they are not alone. "There arc lots of us. 1 
know that," she said. "But the situation we're in 
causes us to become so isolated." 

Jo ephine' huc;band, Freeman. is a retired crane 
operator who workcd for many year), in Ohio 
before an orHhe-job injury forced him into an 
early retirement. It wa<; during this time that the 
Branhams moved back to their native Floyd 
County. 

An active couple, they both enjoyed life back 
home in the mountain. . tending to garden·. 
engaged in yard work and making improvement 
to their home and property. Following Josephine's 
bout with brea<;t cancer. of which he i now re<.·ov­
ered. and Freeman's onset of dementia. the couple 
soon found themselves less able to maintain their 
once active lifestyle. Day now. for Josephine. 
consist mo. tly of caring for her husband and keep­
ing check on her 92 year old mother, Martha Clark. 
who Jive m a house adjacent to her own. 

Though Freeman i till talkative and able to 
move about freely, and Mrs. Clark is still mentally 
alert and physically able to hve alone, Josephme is, 
nonethele s. the primary daily caregiver for both. 

'T m patient," Josephine sa1d, ''but I do have 
moments when I find my elf a little irritated. The 
soctal isolation gets to you." 

Jo ephine shares that she and Freeman look for­
ward to attending church on Sunda • ·'when we 
can," as well as visiting Freeman's sister, who lives 
in nearby Pikeville and who also suffer. from 
Alzheimer's, when they are up to an excursion 
away from the hou e. 

In addition to this sister. other of Freeman·. sib-

lings also ·uffer from demenua!Alzheimer' 
Disease. 

"It\ deva. tating, the way this thing has run 
through Freeman's family,'' Jo ephinc said. "The 
drastJc changes that take place in the lives of peo­
ple who have been productive and active ... they 
become people you can barely even still recog­
nize." 

"Tnday, we worked in rhe leaves, Jum sweepzng 
and me picking up. He climbed the steps by the 
pool and could hardly get back down. He has 
climbed those steps for over 25 years now .. . now the 
job iii too hard. Seems really scary. " 

Jo ephine, who speaks freely in front of her 
husband of over 50 years, tells of how her children 
have helped safety-proof her home against acci­
dents. Special locks have been in tailed on doors, 
locks that Freeman can't easily disengage, and 
hand rails and a new showerhead have been 
installed, making access to bathing easier. A new 
washer and dryer were purchased and installed not 
in the laundry room. but in an upstairs bedroom 
where Jo ephine is now able to do laundr) while 
still keeping an eye out for her husband's safety. It 
wa n't easy installing the appliances in the bed­
room, carpet and padding had to be tom out, thick 
rlyboard flooring had to be put down and the floor 
had to be braced from underneath. "I had wonder­
ful helpers." Josephine said. ''They even built a 
ramp into the family room and fenced off the pool. 
These were not easy jobs. but I feel much more 
peace at night knowing that they've been done.'' 

"Night are early to bed ... we warc/1 boxing, 
celebrity cards and one elderly woman who con­
ducts a Chri ·tian prog1~am. He always comments. 
'there she is.' if he can only see her for a minute, 
he 1S happy for the night. Some nights I find his 
head rzght at my side and his feet againsr the wall. 
1 use ajlashlight to check on him and see how he 
i~' and to see the clock so I'll knol~ what time it is. 

"'We have a king si:::e bed and we borh have our 
own quilts. My mother mul sister made him this 
:;oft qwlt and he lol'f!S it so much. We take it with 
tiS when we go places for the night. It's a Keflfucky 
cahin quilt mmle mostly f~{ used clothing. 'A pre­
cious gift,· 111\' husband once called it. Said they 
liked him beuer than my brorher-in-law and 
laughed."

Pets offer far more in retum, teaching u · 
about love, improving our emotional and 
physical health, and providing us with 
unconditional affection and friendship.

Now, I know to be sure they 
are out before I lay down." 

One thing for certain, liv ing with dementia in 
the household means no one has much time to 
become very bored. "Tt's always something." 
Josephine said 

fn addition to wanting others to realize that they 
are not alone when caring for those suffering from 
Alzheimer's Disease. Josephine also say that he 
wants to share that safety-proofing the home envi­
ronment and arranging living areas for the utmo t 
convenience of both the caregiver and the patient 
will go a long way in affording peace of mind for 
everyone concerned.

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Vitamin E is safe and offers well­
documented benefit~, scientists say. 

(NAPSA)-At a recent conference, scientists that pecialize in 
nutritional oils met to examine vitamin E, di ·cuss recent scien­
tific advances and answer questions raised by a highly publicized

The Hot Topics symposium at the American Oil Chemists 
Society annual meeting in St. Louis, Missouri, covered "cxtcn­
·i ve sc1ence supporting the role of various vitamin E constituents 
with careful evaluation and scientific discussion by the large 
audience of oil chemists," said conference moderator Professor 
Ronald Watson, Ph.D., University of Arizona. Attendees also dis­
cussed recent research that has identified a group of components 
of natural vitamin E, the tocotrienols, which may be effective in 
treating strokes and for nerve regeneration. 

In his presentation, Neil E. Levin, a Chicago area clinical 
nutritionist with an extensive background in vitamins, reviewed 
the large number of scientific studies showing that people taking 
the anti-oxidant vitamin E had better heart health. 

Negative Study Had Flaws 
Although the authors of the negative study admitted it had 

flaws and cautioned not to generally apply mei.r results, that 
review still influences media reports on vitamin E safety. More 
rigorous reviews, such as in the American Journal of Clinical 
Nutrition, concluded that me data actually showed no risks at 
doses up to 1,600 IU. but that clarification failed to stem the neg­
ative reports that caused a reported 19 percent drop in vitamin E 
use. 

Needlessly Scared Away 
"Mo t reporters are not trained to understand scientific jargon, 

and certainly not to scrutinize bow a study is conducted to sniff 
out inaccurate conclusions, but they have needlessly scared peo­
ple away from an important vitamin that is deficient in most 
Americans' diet," Levin said.
