Council meeting gets heated 
over park property issue

PRESTONSBURG - City 
council members found it hard 
to hold back their tempers 
Wedne day during a meeting 
aimed at discussing property at 
Archer Park. 

At a previous meeting, 
council member. agreed to 
hold off any decisions regard­
ing the tract o that it could go 
through the park board first, but 
according to Mayor Jerry 
Fannin, the public had been 
misled due to comment-; that 
council member Gorman 
Collins made on his radio . ta­
tion regarding what the city 
wac; planning to do with the 
property. 

"What T said on my radio 
station was my opinion," said 
Collins. "I think the property 
can be u ed." 

The big debate, which start­
ed out as a small one, concerns 
an area in Archer Park that was 
inadvertently filled in by Frank 
Fitzpatrick. who owns the 
adjoinmg property where 

Citizens National Bank and the 
post office are lo-:atcd. 

The majority of council 
mt:mbers were in favor of 
allowing Fitzpatrick to contin­
ue use of the property. saying 
that he intended to bnng in a 
new busines to the area. The 
city never had any intentions of 
using the property, being that it 
was located in a flood zone. 

Fannin had explained that 
Fiupatrick had allowed the city 
use of a section of property 
located adjacent to City Hall 
for years and that they should 
work out a deal which would 
allow Fitzpatrick to u e the sec­
tion at Archer Park in exchange 
for the city'. u e of the ection 
at City Hall. 

Although most council 
members did not have a prob­
lem with the idea, Collins had 
made his differing opinion 
clear. Ultimately. the council 
agreed to ftrst allow the park 
board to di cuss the matter 
bdore making any decisions. 

On Wednesday. Fannin 
expres. ed his concern for the 
public. noting they were being 

misinformed because many 
thought they wanted to simply 
give away the property. 

Fitzpatrick wa<; on hand to 
make sure that everyone was 
aware of what was going on. 
Fitzpatrick provided several 
examples of hi. attempt to con­
tact Collinl> concerning thi 
matter and said Collin<> neglect­
ed to contact him at any time. 

"Collins uoe~ not know 
what [ want to do with the 
propeny." Fitzpatrick . aid. "He 
has misled the public on what ts 
a very simple property right. 
issue." 

Fitzpatrick continued to 
explain the filling of the prop­
cny was an oversight of the 
propeny line. He also says the 
park board had never said any­
thing to him about hi 
encroachment on the section of 
property measuring appro i­
mately half an acre. 

FitLpatrick made two offers 
to the council. The tir t was to

Prosecutor says deal 
avoided 'death blow' 
to other prosecutions

FRANKFORT The 
agreement dismis. ing charges 
against Gov. Ernie Fletcher 
avoided a possible court ruling 
that could have served a virtu­
al "death blow" to public cor­
ruption cases in Kentucky. a 
prosecutor handling the case 
said Wednesday. 

Prosecutor Scott Crawford­
Sutherland said he wa con­
cerned the case may have ulti­
mately led to a coutt ruling 
that would give executi\e 
immunity to state and local 
officials across Kentucky. That 
could have delayed pror;ecu­
tions in public corruption 
cases fur years. Crawford­
Sutherland said. 

'The prospect of having 
that kind of case precedent in 
Kentucky would have been a 
very bad thing for the people 
of the commonwealth,'' 
Crawford-Sutherland said. 

charge agamst the governor 
were dropped last month. 

Crawford-Sutherland said 
the special grand jury would 
write a report about its l 5-
month investigation and sub­
mit it to Franklin County 
Circuit Judge Reed Rhorer for 
review. 

A timetable on that report 
was uncertain, Crawford­
Sutherland said. However, it 
may only mention by name 
those who were indicted but 
not pardoned. he said. 

Tlu: grand jury returned 29 
indictments in the case -
including 14 that remained 
sealed. Fletcher is ued a blan­
ket pardon for everyone in his 
investigation, other than him­
self, who could have faced 
charges stemnung from the 
investigation. 

Crawford-Sutherland . aid 
prosecutors believed that 
Fletcher would never stand 
trial on the charges and they

A tragic crash al mo t two week ago at a Kentucky airport 

revealed just how lax. Federal Aviation Administration enforcement of 
its rules can be. 

Comair Flight 5191 took off from B luc Grass Airport on the 
wrong runway, which wa. too . hort for the passenger plane. Forty­
nine of the 50 people on board were killed in the fiery crash a short 
distance from the airport. 

Only one air traffic controller wa on duty when the tlight left the 
airport. FAA rules ay there hould he two controllers on duty 
always. The controller, a 17-year veteran, turned his back to take care 
of "administrative duties" and didn't notice the pilot had turned onto 
the wrong runway. 

The controller also had only two hours sleep when he came on 
duty after having worked a shift just II hours earlier. 

Assigning fault or blame for the crash is not a clear-cut matter. 
The pilot had a responsibility to be cognizant of where he was, as 
well. And certainly. airport officials should have made sure the con­
trol tower was staffed a the FAA requires. 

Then. the FAA i~ elf .. hould have been exerci ing better overstght 
of the airport. 

What this tragedy reveals is a staffing problem at smaller airpons. 

The FAA has a duty to enforce its guidelines, and airports -
regardle s of size - have an obligation to pa sengers to see that run­
way traffic is being managed and monitored as it should be.

FRANKFORT - In a case 
dating back to 1998 when a 
coal preparation company was 
awarded $9.5 million for being 
fraudulently induced into a 
comract with a coal company, 
the case was remanded to 
Floyd Circuit Court on Friday 
to award interest to the compa­
ny dating back to the time of 
the original penalty was paid. 

The case stems from a jury 
trial in October 1998 that 
awarded Cheyenne Resources 
Inc., together with PC&H 
Construction Inc., $9.5 million 
from Elk Hom Coal 
Corporation after claiming that 
Elk Hom had fraudulently 
induced them to enter into the 
contract. 

Elk Hom appealed the deci­
sion and paid a supersedeas 
bond, which stayed enforce­
ment of the judgment and was 
affirmed by the court of 
appeals. Elk Hom then tried 
to appeal to the Kentucky 
Supreme Court but they

Once the Supreme Court opin­
ion wa<> revealed, Elk Hom 
requested that the circuit court 
enter a judgment of restitution 
in their favor for the $950,000 
penalty they had paid and for

the most. 
When there is too much choles­

terol in the bloodstream, it can nar­
row the arteries by allowing plaque to 
build up. These narrowed arteries 
can eventually plug up completely. If 
the coronary arterie that supply the 
heart muscle become blocked, you 
can have a heart attack. 

There are two type of cholesterol, 
low density lipoproteins (LDL) and 
high-density lipoproteins (HDL). 
LDL carries cholesterol from the 
liver to the re t of the body. In the 
proce s it can deposit cholesterol on 
your artery wall . Since this can lead 
to clogged arteries, LDL has been 
called the "bad cholesterol." HDL. 
on the other hand, carries cholesterol 
from the blood tream back to the 
liver. Because a higher level of HDL 
makes it less likely that cholesterol 
will be deposited on your artery 
walls. it' · often called the "good cho­
lesterol."

and when should you have them 
checked? The current recommenda­
tion is that you should have your cho­
lesterol checked around age 20, and 
then if it's OK, every five years for 
the rest of your life. Optimally your 
total cholesterol should be less than 
200 mg/dL. The good HDL choles­
terol should be at least 60 mg/dL and 
the bad LDL cholesterol should be 
le s than I 00 mg/dL. If you have 
other medical conditions or risk fac­
tors, your doctor may recommend 
different number for you. 

Let me end with advice that will 
help you lower your cholesterol read­
ings if they are too high, or prevent 
you from developing a cholesterol 
problem if your levels are OK now. 
Here are my tips: don't smoke or 
don't start: eat a diet that is low in 
animal fats and cholesterol; lose 
weight or maintain a healthy weight; 
increase the tiber in your diet (th1s 
helps prevent cholesterol from being 
absorbed) and get regular physical
