Construction of new school 
celebrated at groundbreaking

MID OJ .E CREEK -- Several 
member-. of the community 
were on hand Thursday C\ ening 
to celebrate the construction or a 
new elementary school to 
replace Prestonsburg and Clark 
elemcntarics. 

Floyd County Supt. Paul 
Fanning calJed the event a "post­
groundbreaking" for the new 
school. Construction began at 
the site several months ago, but 
Fanning :-.aid now seemed like a 
better time to conduct an official 
ceremony considering the 
weather of recent weeks. 

The architect chosen for the 
project ts an Eastern Kentuckian 

him~elf working under the com­
pany named R1chard. on and 
A' ociatcs. 

"We thank everyone for giv­
ing us this opportunity,'' said 
architect Bill Richardson. 

Richardson took a few minutes 
at the podium to to describe a few 
key aspects of the the new chool. 
He says it will be a very unique 
school that will have the capacity 
to hold 780 tudent'i, all on one 
level. The library and gymna~ium 
will have kylights and each sec­
tion of the building, or pod, will 
be connected by glass corridors. 

State Sen. Johnny Ray Tumer 
was also on hand at the ground­
breaking. 

"I know that this school wtll 
be beautiful." Turner said. 

Past disagreements over the 
site and the natnl! for the new 
chool we1e also on the minds of 

several in attendance. Mayor 
Jerry Fannin said, "A lot of peo­
ple have not agreed, but the bot­
tom line is that this school is 
gomg to [provide] a great educa­
tion for our students." 

Each principal has been 
given a time capsule. They will 
each place items in from their 
schools in the capsules, which 
will be placed underground 
when the school is dedicated. 

The school is expected to be 
completed in July 2007 and to 
be ready for srudents to enter for 
the 2007 08 school year.

PRESTONSBURG 
The Planning and Zoning 
Commission accepted a 
motion Friday to adopt the 
dutte of a code enforce­
ment board. 

Bobby Carpenter was 
present at the meeting to 
explain how a lot of the 
city's property mainte­
nance problems could be 
solved if they were able to 
enforce the laws them­
selves. By adopting the 
responsibilities of a code 
enforcement board. the 

zoning commission would 
be able to take the same 
steps as djstrict court in 
alleviating problems such 
as litter and overgrown 
grass on properties within 
the city. 

Carpenter said even 
with the added responsi­
bilities, the authority to 
handle these types of vio­
lations would make things 
a lot smoother and allow 
them to be resolved more 
quickly. 

The city council will 
ultimately have to 
approve the action at a 
furure meeting. 

Federal inmate 
seeks $35 mi11ion 
for broken hand

PIKEVfLLE- A for­
mer inmate at the Big 
Sandy United States 
Penitentiary has fi led a 
$35 million lawsuit 
agamst the government 
and the Federal Bureau of 
Prisons. 

Clarence Skinner, who 
is currently being held in 
an Indiana penitentiary, 
filed a lawsuit on Sept. 5 
which alleges he was not 
given proper treatment for 
an injury he sustained to 
his wri t while imprisoned 
at Big Sandy. 

Skinner say that a cast 
was applied to the broken 
wrist, but after removal of 
the cast he was still expe­
riencing excruciating 
pain. He alleges that he 
told officials at the prison 
of his pain and visited the 
medical staff several 
times, but they told him it 
would get better in a few 
weeks. Skinner i now 
saying that he still has 
severe arthritis and pain in 
the wrist. 

Skinner is requesting 
compensatory damage in 
the amount of $10 million 
and punitive damages 
amounting to $25 million.

Wilcher resigns as state 
environmental secretary

Environmental Secretary 
LaJuana S. Wilcher will leave 
her job at the end of the month, 
becoming lhe latest in a long 
line of ranking officials to 
depart from Gov. Ernie 
Fletcher's administration. 

Wilcher aid in statement 
that . he plans to return to pn­
vate law practice and to devote 
more time to her farm at 
AJvaton. 

"I also plan to return to 
teaching law school classes 
and participate more m my 
church and public interest 
activities,'' she said. 

The Fletcher administration 
has been plagued by a series of 
resignations. including 
Commerce Secretary Jim 
Host. Education Secretary 
Virginia rox. Health and 
Family Services Secretary 
James Holsinger, Ju tice 
Secretary Steve Pence, 
Personnel Secretary Erwin 
Roberts. 

Wilcher was one ot three 
remaining cabinet secretaries 
in Fletcher's original execu­
ti vc cabinet. Another is 
Economic Development 
Secretary Gene Strong. 
Fonner Finance and 
Administration Cabinet 
Secretary Robbie Rudolph is 
now Fletcher's executive cabt-

net ecretary. 
Fletcher spokeswoman Jodi 

Whitaker said Wilcher will be 
replaced by Teresa J. Hill. vice 
chairman of the Kentucky 
Public Service CommJ sian. 

"Her experience in public 
. cr.· ice and in private practice 
as an attorney w1ll serve her 
well in this new position," 
Fletcher said in a statement 

After taking office in 2003, 
Fletcher combined several 
cabtncts in10 the 
En vi ron mental and Public 
Protection Cabinet and named 
Wilcher to head the agency 
tha[ regulates a number of 
divcr~e activities. including 
coal mining. horse racing. 
banking. workers compensa­
tion. alcoholic beverage con 
trol. charitable gaming, profes­
sional boxing and wre [Jing. 

Hill was appointed vice 
chairmun of tile Public Service 
Commission in August 2005. 
She had en•cd previously on 
Fletcher's staff as executive 
director of boards and com­
missions and as c ccuti\'e 
due.:tor of legal services in the 
Commerce Cabinet.

Ron Suskind· bcst~selling book 
"The One Percent Doctrine" refer to 
Vice Pre ident Dick Cheney's axiom 
that If there is a 1 percent chance of a 
nuclear bomb going off in an 
American city, the U.S. government 
has to respond with all the urgency as 
if there is a 100 percent chance of 
such an event. When Suskind's book 
appeared, there wa. much clucking

But Cheney's vision can only be 
con idered unhinged if a fog of com~ 
placency descend' about the terror 
threat facing us. Whenever that threat 
becomes clear again, a~ it has in the 
wake of the breakup of a plot in 
Britain to blow airliners from the sky, 
everyone begin to think like Dick 
Cheney, or maybe more o: If there i 
a mere .0001 percent chance of a ter­
rorist smuggling liquid explosives on 
a flight from Denver to Green Bay, 
Wis., no one can carry on hair gel. 
and new mothers must present their 
baby formula for inspection. 

The fact is that we live in a I per­
cent world We face a hadowy 
enemy who represents a threat that is 
unspeakably awful when it is actual­
ized, but is too easy to di count when 
it isn't. The Briti. h plot .erves as a 

reminder that Islamic fanatics are 
intent on committing violent act 
against the West, but really, how 
many reminders do we need?

Our economic 
'recovery' is 

mostly phony

With the fifth anniversary of the 
end of the Ia t rece sion now 
approaching, both employment and 
wages should be fully restored to 
their pre-recession levels and grow­
ing in real tenn . Instead, both arc 
tiJI below their 2000 to 2001 peak , 

with no . ign of any improvement 
before the busine s cycle tum down 
again. 

Real weekly earning, declined in 
ten of the past 12 month . With infla­
tion still ri ing and unemployment 
edging up once again, there will be 
no improvement in real wages 
through the end of the year. The mod­
est upturn in job growth that occurred 
in the second half of 2005 ended 
abruptly this year. 

Job growth hit 200,000 in 
February - a sufficient level to ab orb 
new entrants and a small number of 
the unemployed. But since then. job 
growth has avemged only 119,000 
per month, well under what i needed 
to ease joblessness and keep any 
upward pressure on wages. 
Unemployment, too, is rising nation­
wide and in mo t major urban labor 
markets. From Miami to an 
Francisco. large cities have lost mo. t 
of the ground they gained in the fir,t 

quarter of 2006. with unemployment 
rates back up to the , arne levels as a 
year ago. 

In many large labor markets, the 
unemployment rate jumped by half a 
percentage point or more from June 
to July 2006. The number of mass 
layoffs, which dropped below 1,000 
for the first quarter of 2006, rose to 
I ,213 in the second quarter as GDP 
growth slowed and companies in se\i­
eral ectors made sub tantial work­
force cuts. A new rudy from the 
Bureau of Labor Stan. tics (BLS) 
clearly demon. trate that the rece -
. ion ended 10 November 2001, but 
employment did not recover to ito; 
pre recession level until early 2005. 

And that recovery was hort lived, 
wtlh job growth sputtering at the end 
of 2005 and then declining sharply in 
2006. 

The BLS study also found that the 
average workweek remains shorter 
than it was at the tart of the 200 I 
rece sion and earning· have not kept 
pace with wtlation. The job "recov­
ery" from the 2001 reccs1>ion hns 
been atypical. From 1969 to 1981, 
the length of employment downturns 
averaged nine months from the peak 
to the trough. and then took an aver· 
age of 16 month. from the previous 
peal to recover to pre-reces. ion lev­
eh, according to the BL . With the 
2001 rece sion, however, cmplo)­
ment declined for 30 month. after the 
start ol the 200 l recess10n, and l ok 
48 months from the February 200 I 
peak to recover. 

Some industrie never did regain 
the jobs they lost. Employment in 
manufacturing, transportation und 
the wholesale trade is still below 
2001 levels. The information indus­
try, which lost a larger percentage of 
jobs in the recession than any other 
c ·~ept manufacturing. is st1ll down

A new report from McKinsey 
Con. ulting shows that the number of 
offshore vendor prepared to handle 
IT infrastructure work ha. tnpled in 
the pa<;t two years and 40 percent to 
50 percent of the. e po. itions in the 
United States now can be moved 
abroad. Tho. e job lost in IT, along 
wirh the jobs lost in manufacturing, 
carried above-average wage. and 
benefit .

A cynical moun tie leads a manhunt 
for a murdering trapper in this early-
1980s effort that re-teams two stars of 
the action classic "The Dirty Dozen." 

The Yukon, circa 1 831, is the set­
ting for thi lean action yam that 
delivers a similar plot line to 1982's 
"First Blood," which came out a year 
later.

Dear Tom and Ray: 
I am planning ·to buy a 2006 

Subaru Forester thi year and don't 
want to deal with the trade-in hassle 
and rip-off. o I'm thinking about 
selling my five-. peed Subaru I 997 
Impreza Outback Sport privately. I'm 
a little wary about the whole thing. 
because I've never done it before. 
I've had all of the required mainte­
nance done on a regular basi , includ­
ing timing belt , brakes. new clutch, 
tires, tire rotation. and oil changes. It 
has 170,000 mile on it. I've been the 
sole owner. Also, tbe yellow "engine" 
light has been on for a few months, 
but there's no problem with how it 
drives. Externally, there is a dent in 
the front passenger no e above the 
wheel (t.hat I'm hoping my husband 
can pop out) and no hubcaps. I guess 
my question is: When I ell it, am I 
suppo ed to have it evaluated fir t 
and give a list of its known prob­
lems? 1 ju t don't want to spend any 
more money on it. How much do I 
need to do before I sell it?- Denise 

TOM: Laws vary from state to 
state, Denise. In the strictest state , 
you could be held liable for problems 
that prevent the car from passing the 
state in pection. But it doesn' t sound 
like that's an issue in your ca e. 

RAY: So you don't HAVE to do 

anything before you !'.ell this car. In 
fact, you can give 11 to a consignment 
lot if you really don't want to deal 
with it. They'll display the car on the 
lot and give you a percentage of the 
final ale price whenever it ells. 

TOM: But if you decide to sell it 
yourself, all you're morally obltgated 
to do 1s provide rea onablc disclo ure 
about anything you know to be 
wrong with the car, and not lie to the 
buyer. Traditionally, it's up to the 
buyer to have it checked out. not the 
seller. 

RAY: But there are things you can 
do to prevent potential buyers from 
running away screaming. I'd say the 
"check engine" light is one of those 
thmgs. 

TOM: Think about it. If you're 
buying a used car. especially one with 
170,000 miles on it. you know that 
there are going to be some imperfec­
tions. So you'Jl probably shrug off a 
little dent or some missing hubcap . 
But if you get in the car and tum the 
key, and a bright-yellow light shines 
right in your face and says "Check 
Engine!!" you might get a little 
. pocked. 

RAY: Now, m reality, the "check 
engine" light could mean omething 
incredibly minor. (t could indicate a 
loose gas cap. Or, more likely. a bad 
oxygen sen or or a bad knock ensor. 
And that'll probably cost you a cou-

pie hundred bucks to fix. But that'll 
be money well spent. 

TOM: Then just clean it up the 
best you can. and write an ad.

The finer points of downshifting 
Dear Tom and Ray: 
A recent Car Talk column about 

downshifting left me with another 
que tion. You said that when going 
down a long, steep hil1, you should 
shift your automatic transmi sion 
into a lower gear, like third, second or 
first. But here·s my question. 
Whenever l shift my automatic trans­
mission. like from park to drive, or 
from drive w reverse. it's always with 
the car stopped and my foot on the 
brake. Do r have to stop the car and 
put my foot on the brake before shtft­
ing down to third, econd or fir. ton a 
steep hill?- Kathy 

TOM: o. The car only needs to 
be stopped if you're changing direc­
tions or shifting into or out of park. 
But you can shift between forward 
gears while you're driving. 

RAY: Just to remind everybody, 
we aid that when you're descending 
a long, steep hilL you want to avoid

becau e 
they can 
overheat 
and fail. 
True, that's 
the quick 
way down 
the moun­
tain, but 
it's not the 
way you 
want to go. 
Trust me. 

TOM; The best way to avoid rid­
ing the brakes is to shift ro a lower 
gear and let the engine do . orne of the 
braking. 

RAY: So here's the routine. If you 
find yourself going down a long, 
. teep hill, and you notice that you're 
con tantly on the brakes, move the 
shifter down one gear. You should 
feel what we call "engine braking," 
and the car should slow down. The 
engine will sound louder- maybe a 
lot louder - but that's fine. You're 
not doing any harm. 

TOM: If you find that you still 
need to ride the brakes to keep the car 
at a reasonable speed. shift down 
another gear. You should feel even 

more engine braking now. And 
if you need to, shift down again, 
all the way to first gear. I've 
been on plenty of mountain 
roads where 1 had to shift all the 
way down ro ftrst just to keep 
from soiling my trousers! 

RAY: Once you're in a gear 
that keeps the car's speed under 
control, you can then u e the 
gas pedal to speed up between 
turns, and then just take your 
foot off the gas pedal to help 
slow you down again. You'll 
find that it's much easier to 
keep the car under control this 
way. 

TOM: And once you get to 
the bottom of the hill, you shift back 
into drive and go on your merry way, 
Kat.hy.
