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Legislators updated on NCLB results 
FRANKFORT - Nearly 

rwo-third of all Kenmcky 
. chools met all their annual 
goals under the No Child Len 
Behind Act, with mo t others 
schools missing only one or 
two goal . Education 
Commissioner Gene Wilhoit 
told lawmakers this week. 

The federal law, which 
became law in 2002, requireli 
schools to test students in 
reading, math and cienct:. 
Schools must show achieve­
ment and progre:.s not only as 
a whole, but also within target­
ed subgroups such as racial 
minontics. tudents with di -
abilities. and students living in 
poverty. Because some 
schools do not have enough 
students in a subgroup to mea­
sure their progress, some 
schools have more goals lo 
:1chievc Lhan others. 

Kentucky was ahead of 
most states when NCLB 
became law, Wilhoit said. 
because The Kentucky 
Education Reform Act had 
already implemented many of 
the federal goals. The targcr 
impact, he said, was that "for 
the first time, judgments about 
student results are tied to fed­
eral resources." 

Of Kentucky's I. 164 
school · that were mea ·ured, 
766 met all ot' their goah, 
while 1,007 met at least 80

l3y and large, schools fail­

reading. As a rule, elementary 
school. fared better than mid­
dle chools and high school:;.

Will1oit cautioned lawmak­
ers not to make comparisons 
among tates. Each state sets 
its own standards for what 
constitutes acceptable achieve­
mcnl. he said. "A lot of people 
sec that as a problem with Nn 
Child Left Behind," he added. 

As a result of the differing 
standards, some states have set 
k1w benchmarks thar can easi­
ly be reached.

Victims ignored 
One of the privileges of being an 

attomey is to give a voice to the 
voiceless, and to empower the pow­
erless. By now. anyone who has fol­
lowed the merit sy,tcm scandal 
investigation has a pretty good idea 
of who the main ca't of character-, 
are. It i perplexing to me that the 
coverage of the hiring ~candal has 
con istently ignored the powerless 
merit workers who were v.ictimizcd 
by the political retaliation that was at 

the core or the investigation.

thyroid gland. Thi condition -
which produces low thyroid hormone 
levels in the blood - becomes 
increasingly common in people over 
50. It i al o more common in women 
and in obese people. Hashimoto's 
thyroiditis i. the mo t common cause 
of underactive thyroid. Hashimoto's 
is an autoimmune problem, where the 
body's immune system attacks the 
thyroid gland. This damages the thy­
roid gland and makes it incapable of 
producing sufficient amounts of thy­
roid hormone. 

tation. hypothyroidism can lead to 
coma and death. 

If your doctor hasn't checked you 
for hypothyroidism, I'd recommend 
you return and ask him do so. First, 
he'll conduct a physical exam and 
look for such signs as slow reflexes, 
pale skin, brittle hair and nails, 
swelling and slow pulse. If be fmds 
any of these things, he' U next want to 
take a blood sample to detemtine the 
amount of thyroid hormone and to 
conduct a complete blood count. In 
addition to these lab tests, a chest X­
ray and a cr scan of the head may be 
requested.

ince this fat layer acts as an insu­
lator, those areas of the body that lose 
subcutaneous fat may become very 
cold ensiti e. In fact, loss of this fat 
can lead to a general sense of being 
cold all the time. 

Another cau e of cold intolerance 
is hypothyroid ism, or an underactive 

In addition to cold intolerance, 
orne of the early symptoms are weak­

ness, constipation, weight gain, bone 
and muscle pain, depre sion, brittle 
nails and hair and pallor. If allowed to 
continue undiagnosed, hypothy­
roidi. m can cause slow speech, dry 
skin, puffy hand, feet and face, and 
hoarsenes . Are you experiencing any 
of the e? In its most evere manifes-

ometimes be a cause of a low level of 
thyroid hormone. 

There is no way to prevent 
hypothyroidism, and it can only be 
diagno ed by blood tests. ln the 
meantime, you might want to tum up 
the heat at home a bit, and wear sever-
