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Drug charges net 7 years

PRESTONSBURG - A 
Langley man was sentenced 
Friday in Floyd County Circuit 
Court to seven years in prison 
for multiple drug trafficktng 
charges. 

Franklin Delano Hagans, 
46. agreed to the offer of 15 

years in prison probated, 
meaning he will serve seven 
years followed by an addition­
al seven years of supervised 
probation. Hagans accepted 
the deal knowing that five 
years of probation in this type 
of case is what is typically 
allowed. 

In exchange for les time in 
pnson. he ri ·ks serving the 

remaining eight years if he i. 
arrested for any violation of 
law during his probation.

Despite opposition, board 
• passes property tax mcrease

MARTIN- Though tempers 
flared and c1Uzen voice 
expressed opposition, the Floyd 
County Board of Education 
voted to approve an increase in 
property tax for Floyd County 
property owners at a meeting 
held Thursday evening at May 
Valley Elementary School. 

Earlier this year, board mem­
ber voted down a motion to 
impose a countywide utility tax. 

"The property tax is not a fair 
tax," said board chair Jeff 
Stumbo before casting his vote 
to approve the property tax 

increase. Stumbo was in favor of 
adopting a utility tax when the 
issue came before the board ear­
lier this year. 

Thur day night, tumbo 
reminded those citizens in atten­
dance that Floyd County i · one 
of only 17 distncts in the state 
that ha~ not adopted a utility taJ 
to help pay for the public school 
·ystem. Stumbo said that his 
feelings were that without a util­
ity tax in place. the school board 
had no other option than to 
increase taxes on real e:;tate and 
personal property. 

"We're being required by Lhe 
state to do more. wilh le s." he 
said. 

Carol Stumbo, vice chair, 
said Lhat she supported the lax 
increase because she made "a 
commitment to the students of 
Floyd County" when she was 
elected a a member of the 
board. 

"We are improving our 
schools," she . aid, adding. "If I 
have to make a choice between 
children and adults. I'm going to 
choose children.'' 

Board member Sherry 
Robinson aJso supported the tax 
increase. informing those 
assembled that she had worked 
on Lhe budget reduction commit-

Court rejects appeal 
from families fighting 
against radiation

PlKEVlLLE-A tate 
appea1 court has rejected 
an arguml.lnt by two 
Ea tern Kentucky families 
that radiation from an oil 
compan} 's activities dam· 
aged their property val­
ues. 

The familie. argued 
that Ashland Inc. contam· 
inated the surface and 
ground water of their 
properties in the Martha 
oil field tn Johnson 
County. near the 
Lawrence County line. 

A bland conceded that 
some naturally occurring 

radioactive materia] was 
carried to the urface 
when wells in the Martha 
oil field were injected 
with pressurized water to 
force out crude. However, 
Ashland contends that the 
plaintiffs exaggerated the 
dangers of the actual radi­
ation level . 

The appeals court, in 
an order relea ed Friday, 
ruled Lhal the plaintiffs 
failed to prove that the 
contanrination diminished 
their property value .. 

The three-judge panel 
concluded that "A Wand's 
position has greater sup-

Grateful, 
but suspicious 

We don't mean to sound ungrateful. But it' sure difficult 
to avoid being u picious about the sudden tumble in the cost 
of feeding our national addiction to ga.'oline. 

Don't get us wrong. We would much rather pay the approx­
imately $2.34 a gallon now being charged by Hardin County 
outlets than the nearly $3 we paid two or three weeks ago. 

We have to a k, though: I this precipitou drop in the price 
per gallon really because Labor Day i behind us and vaca­
tion time 2006 is history, as some claim? If that were o, you 
would think the U.S. Department of Energy would have antic­
ipated it. 

Instead, the Energy Information Administration last month 
warned Americans. "Significant relief from the high crude oil 
and gasoline prices is not likely to occur oon a the current 
tight market must also cope with strong gasoline demand, 
which typically reaches its seasonal peak in August, and the 
traditionally more active months of the hurricane. eason." 

Is gas cheaper today because a tropical storm bearing down 
on the U.S. mainland failed to develop into a Katrina-like 
hurricane threatening off- and onshore drilling and transporta­
tion? After al1, that' about when the prices started to decline. 

Rejecting those stock explanations, we can't help but won­
der whether it is just a coincidence that when members of 
Congress returned to the nation' Capitol after hearing their 
con tituents' di content about ga prices, the price started 
falling. Production disruptions in the Mideast continued with­
out relief. No new refineries had been built to process more 
crude oil. And developing countries have not cut back on 
their need for oil. None of the e factors that affect oil price 
can account for cheaper gas today. 

So what other explanation could there be? We sincerely 
would like to hear it. 

No matter what the explanation. though. it does not make 
much sen. e that about two weekend · ago, ga. oline sold for 
$2.32 a gallon at the tation at the end of the Blue Grass 
Parkway in Lexington, while here in Hardin County, the arne 
companies stations sold gas for at least 25 cents more a gal­
lon. Even at $2.34 a gallon today, the price here still is not a 
low as it was about 10 days ago in Lexington, much less any­
where near the $2.179 it cost there a couple of days ago. 

We know, you don't have to remind u :The price of what 
we pump into our vehicles in Radcliff and Elizabethtown i 
e tabli bed in a world market and responds to the law of sup­
ply and demand. But don't they have one of tho e laws in 
Lexington, too? 

It ure seem there' · something more going on here. Local 
consumer deserve an explanation, not ju t the same global­
market, supply-and-demand, ethanol' -the-an wer gobbledy­
gook they're accustomed to getting. Kentucky Attorney 
General Greg Stumbo raised questions when prices piked 
upward a few week· for no apparent reason, and he should 
raise the questions today, too. 

If he won't, orne local government, some local public offi­
cial or candidate should mu. ter the courage to step forward, 
take on the oil companies, fmd out what' going on and tell 
the public. 

Then we would know whether we really hould be grateful.

Bottled water, 
the latest scam

Remember public phones'? In 
citie. aero. the country, public pay­
phones are disappearing. Where they 
exi t, it' difticult to find one that 
works. Per. onal cell phones are 
everywhere and public phone. seem 
to be fading into the past. Finding a 
working water fountain i~ no easy 
task either. Could water be next? 

Bottled water brands arc now as 
common as cell phones. ince 
Coke's Da ani and Pepsi's Aquafina 
started filling up vending machines, 
finding a well-maintained pubhc 
water fountain has become more 
challenging. But water is unlike 
telecommunications in at least one 
critical way: We are not in the mtdst 
of a telecommunications cri . ts. 

Today, over I billion people 
around the world do not have acces 
to afe drinking water. According to 
the United Nauons, mo t people in 
the world will not have access to 
water within 20 yean. To som cor 
porations, however. limited supplies 
plu. increasing demand is a recipe 
for huge potential profits. 
Corporations like Coke. P~psi <md 
Nestle arc perched like vultures on 

the brink of the global water crisis. 
Nestle ha.c; been lobbying for 

greater acce · to water that feed the 
Great Lakes. Mesa 'i ater is buying 
up groundwater nghts m Texas, hop­
ing to mark it up and ell it to the 
municipal water. ystem in an 
Antonio. A handful of corporation 
are meeting with the World Bank 
and International Monetary Fund 
about controlling acce. to the 
world' freshwater re. ource . . 

Bottled water i the mo t visible 
example of the corporate control of 
our water. Today, mo t Americans 
drink bottled water and l in 5 drink 
only bottled water. The botlled mar­
ket ha::. more than doubled in the 

nited State in the Ia t decade. Thi. 
boom. which i no accident, i quite 
troubling. 

Beverage corporation. spend ten 
of millions of dollar each year pro­
moting bottled water as pure, safe, 
clean, and uperior to mp water. 
c::ven though many popular brand . . 
like Coke's Dasani, Pepsi's Aquafina 
and Nc. tie's Pure Life, acwally 
come from our public taps Here in 
the United tates. our public water 
systems arc much more regulated 
than bottled water brands: tap water 
is tested far more frequently than 
bottled water and 1ts standards ar 
more rigorow.ly monitored, reported, 
and enforced by the Environmental 
Protection Agcm;y. 

Despite bottled water ads aimed 
at undcm1ining our confidence in 
public tap water. ~tudies have hown 
boLtlcd water 1s no ;;afer- and 
sometimes lcs-.; safe. In 2()().l, half a 
million bottles of Da ani were 
recalku in Britain after the) were

It took Earnhardt's death to pu h 
NASCAR into making some aggres­
sive improvements, from the manda­
tory use of head and neck restraints to 
installing energy-absorbing toam 
barriers. 

Although he was wearing a hel­
met, Bodine still suffered a concus­
sion and a pair of brain bleeders. 

Fourteen years later, he believes 
NASCAR's "Car of Tomorrow" pro­
ject will go a long way toward pre­
venting similar injuries. But the Car of Tomorrow was the 

bigge t undertaking. It debuts in 
March at Bristol Motor Speedway, 
the first of L6 events in which teams 
will be required to drive it next year. 

"This project was started with
