Health in urance premiums grew modestly last year - merely 

double the rate of inflation. That's actually below the trend of 
recent years. 

Ju t bow far and how fast health in urance premium have 
oared helps explain how precarious the Ameri an health care 
ystem ha become. 

In 2000, the average co t of employer-provided family health 
coverage wa $6,351 a year. In 2006, it i. $11,480, as reported 
by the nonpartisan Kai er Family Foundation. That' an 
increa e of $5,129 - 80 percent - in just ix year . And that' 
only the average. 

Smaller companie , those with fewer than 200 workers, saw 
their rate increa e by roughly 9 percent thi year. Companies 
with fewer than 50 employee are paying about lO percent 
more. How doe any company, Jet alone one who e internation­
al competitor don't provide employee health in urance, pay 
those higher rates and still make a profit? All are trying to fig­
ure that out them elve . Some are banding together ro form a­
called associat10n health plan that allow them to bargain for 
more affordable rate . 

Given the current situation, it's a wonder 61 percent of 
American buc ines es till offer health benefits. Of course, most 
are a king their employee. to pick up a growing . hare of the 
cost. Workers pay 27 percent of premium for family health 
in urance coverage in 2006, on average, or about $3,000 a year. 
And that doesn't include co-payments for drugs and doctor vis­
its or deductible on ho pi tal care. 

It's fair to ask what we're getting for all that money, but it's 
mot very reassuring. We don't live a long as people in other 
developed countries. we wait longer to see a doctor, we pend 
more years in ill health, and we're far more likely to put off 
needed care becau ewe can't afford it. That's e pecially true for 
poor people and racial minoritie . but it' not limited to them. 
The average white male in the lower Mi si ippi Valley and 
American Southea t Jive about a long a people in Panama. 
Premiums are oaring even though American are paying more 

t of pocket than ever before. Meanwhile, the number of unin­
Lred continue to grow: 46.6 million Americans were unin­
hred for the entire year in 2005. 

1 One reason is that the number of companies offering health 

1insurance has continued to decline, becau. e as we've een, the 
cost continue to grow. It's no coincidence that one area in 
:Which America leads the world i insurance company overhead. 
• Administrative co ts here are more than three time greater 
,than in countrie with the mo t efficient health systems. Our 
administrative co are 20 to 30 percent greater than in coun-
•trie that rely heavily on private insurance ·uch as Germany and 
• Switzerland. 

And insurance company employment ro e 32 percent 
between 2000 and 2005, even a the number of people with 

:health in urance fell. 
Adntini trative co ts for insurance have gone from about $81 

billion in 2000 to just under $137 billion in 2004. That isn't the 
only rea on our health co ts are growing o fa t, but it's certain­
ly one of them. 

Under the current system, a worker's ability to get health 
insurance is often determined by the size of the company he 
works for and the health of hi fellow worker . At a mall com­
pany where someone recently got seriou ·Iy ill, health insurance 
rates can easily go into the stratosphere. Whether a w rker bas 
coverage, and for how long, i · increa ingly a matter of luck. 

That's an irrational way to provtde health care, as every other 
developed nation has recognized. And it' becoming increasing­
ly unsustainable in the United State·.
