Coal severance veto threatens 
Eastern Kentucky degree program.

PIKEVILLE - A program 
aimed at increasing the number 
of southeastern Kentuckian 
with college degrees is in jeop­
ardy after its funding for tlle 
next two years was cut this year 
alongside other coal se"erancc 
tax projects. 

The University Center of the 

Mountains was established in 
2003 to make four-) ear degrees 
acce sible to resident-. in an 
eight-county area in soutlleast­
em Kentucky. Only 8.6 percent 
of resident in the region have 
bachelor's degrees, making it 
one of the least-educated 
regions of the country. 
Countie. served by the center 
are Breathitt, Knott, Lee, 
Leslie. Letcher. Owsley Perry, 

and Wolfe. 
"We have the lowest per­

centage of bachelor· degrees 
in the state of Kentucky; there­
fore, we have a greater need," 
said Ron Daley. director of the 
center. located in Hazard. 

The center was JUmp staned 
with a $300,000 grant from the

LEXINGTON - A federal 
appeah court hao; thro" n out 
the conviction and indictment 
of a former slate senator from 
eastern Kentucky and his wife 
on mail fraud charges in a 2002 
judicial race. 

John Doug Hay'>. D­
Pike\ ille. and his wife and 
campaign treasurer. Brenda, 
50. were convicted of mail 

fraud in 2004 and sentenced to 
six months and three month. in 
prison. respectively. They were 
acquitted on vote-fraud 
charges. 

While they were free on 
appeal, however. the 6th U.S. 
Circuit Court of AppeaJs on 
Aug. 31 decided in a separate 
but related case that the govem­
menr cannot use the federal 
mail-fraud tatute to prosecute 
vote-fraud cases. 

That decision wiped out a 
2004 mail-fraud conviction and 
indictment of Loren Glenn 
Turner, a Pikeville resident 
accused of being the "bag man" 
in elections for Ro. s Hanis. a 
pr minent ea tern Kentucky 
political fundraiser who died 
June 24.

your physician when you go for an 
appointment. This problem is elimi 
nated with an EMR. 

An EMR can also help to keep the 
information in your medical record 
more accurate. 1Wo examples that 
I've seen in my own practice will 
help me illustrate the point. You go 
to an eye doctor for a vision check. a 
ENT doctor for a sinus problem and 
allergist for a skin problem, but these 
doctors do not share their records 
with your family physician. Or, 
you've had surgery in the pa. t but 
can't remember the hospital or the 
doctor's name When the EMR pro­
posal is completely implemented, 
both of these problems will be 
solved. Any medical care provider 
you authorize will be able to elec­
tronically view any other physician' 
electronic record over a secure web 
connection. 

This sharing of information is a 
little way off, but it could ave many 
lives and countless dollars.

Finally, there is an offshoot of an 
EMR called the personal health 
record (PHR). This i a ecure, pass­
word protected electronic health 
record that the patient can access 
online to check on lab results or even 
schedule appointments. Thic; allows 
the patient to check his or her health 
information for accuracy.
