lic as well as users. Now scientists are completing the one-two 
punch against homemade meth that lawmakers launched Ia t 

year. Iowa official this week announced ucces. in an Iowa 
State University project to develop a calcium nitrate additive 
that afely renders anhydrous ammonia - both a u efuJ crop 
fertilizer and a pivotal ingredient in meth-making- useless 
in mom-and-pop labs. 

Such encouraging news is a sterling example of the remark­
able potential brought within reach by scientific research. 

The research already was hawing promi e before Iowa, 
Nebra ka, other states and finally Congre s pas ed laws to 
block easy acce s to cold medicines containing pseu­
doephedrine. 

When extracted from such remedies, pseudoephedrine can 
be combined with anhydrous ammonia, lithium and other 
common substance. to produce a cheap alternative to high­
quality Mexican meth. 

Forcing pseudoephedrine medications to be sold behind the 
counter has dra tically reduced the number of small-time meth 
labs. The labs' remnants are hazardous and time-consuming 
for authorities to cJean up, not to mention dangerous to cook­
er and their neighbors. 

Meanwhile, anhydrous ammonia thefts from farm tanks not 
only are expensive but also pose explosive risks of their own. 
That's where the ISU research, aided by $1 million in federal 
funds, come in. 

Chemistry profe sors George Kraus and John Verkade 
found that a particular form of calcium nitrate doesn't affect 
anhydrou ammonia' efficacy as a fertilizer. However. if 
someone tried to use it in a meth lab, ammonia treated with 
the additive wouldn't react as it should with lithium (normally 
extracted from batteries). 

Without that reaction, the most common meth recipe is use­
less. 

This much was known by mid-2004, but further research 
had to be done to determine whether anhydrous ammonia 
tanks. other farm equipment or the environment would be 
damaged by the additive. This week, Iowa officials delivered 
the good news: It's safe. 

What's more, it's cheaper to inject the additive into anhy­
drou tanks than to buy the tank locks that some farmers had 
used - if they could tomach the cost - to frustrate meth­
makers. Now farmers can seck out Iowa ag retailer who ign 
up to offer the additive. 

This step alone won't free the Midlands of it meth scourge 
any more than putting p eudoephedrine-based cold remedie 
behind the counter did. But by discouraging the homemade 
labs (the seizures of which already have plummeted by 77 
percent in Iowa and 83 percent in Nebraska), the public will 
be safer from labs discarded or gone awry. 

And law enforcement can spend less time cleaning up labs 
and more time fighting the meth flow from outh of the bor­
der, as they just did in bu ting a meth ring in Dawson County, 
Neb., with 18 arrests. 

As Nebraska State Patrol Col. Bryan Tuma sa1d Tuesday. 
the pseudoephedrine law ·'was never intended to solve the 
state's meth problem. It wa intended to solve Nebraska's 
meth-lab problem." 

Now the JSU breakthrough promises to make the remaining 
mom-and-pop meth labs shrivel away and remove a major 
headache for farmers. rt's a happy day when research pay off 
so handsomely.

Though researchers have 
reporlcd disproportionme rates 
or invastve cervical cancer in 
Appalachia for more than 15 
years, a way to combat the 
trend has been tougher to idcn 
tify. 

The problem has been the 
long-held idea~ about why 
Appalachian women were less 
likely than others to seck Pap 
tests. 'choenherg said. 

''Researchers have been 
fast to judge these women as 
backward and fatalistic,'' 
Schoenberg ~;aid. "We· ve 
found they're just realistic." 

Schoenberg said that in the 
pa,t, re-.earchers believed that 
Appalachian men were reluc­
tant to allow the women in 
then· l';unilies to receive Pap 
tc:-t: that the women had con­
cerns ahuut modesty: that 
locals were fatalistic. bclicv­
mg that disease and death were 
inevitahlc and "God's will." 

In bopc. of updating exist­
ill£. rescan:h. Schoenberg's 
team conducted in-depth inter­
view~ of 25 women in one 
Kcntu ·J\y county :md on~ West 
Virginia ..:ounty. Schoenherg 

-;aid she sacnfieed a larger 
"ample si/c in an effort to con­
tact hard -to-reach women. 
spending more time talking 
and f'ollo'-"ing up with them to 
figure out why they didn't get 
te. ted. 

The UK rcscarchel"i found 
that wornen like Caudill put 
off Pap tc~ts due a lack of 
time, transporration, health 
insurance coverage and acccs!-. 
to physicwns. The women al<>o 
had a habit of putting their 
own medical needs aside while 
caring for children. husbands 
and aging parents. 

"The traditions or self­
reliance make it difficult to get 
care .. ~ · Schoenberg said .. 
"There's a :itrong tradition of 
women taking on leadership in 
their homes and minimizing 
their own health. 

Dollarhide said that some 
women arc unaware of the 
1 mportance of Pap tests. 
though the tests are credited 
with reducing cervical cancer 
deaths by 75 percent m recent 
decades 

Olherl> in the high-ri k cate­
gory of ages 40-64 said they 
l'elt they were past their main 
childbearing years. and proba­
bly didn't need to get tested. 

Dollarhide tries to answe1 
their questions. di-;pcl the 
myths and come up with cco-
11011lic ways for women to get 
Pap tests. often encouragmg 
them to gel tested at the coun­
ty health department. 

The women who have 
already seen how the program 
works are confident it will

The Kentucky Office of

The Mme Improvement 
and New Emergency 
Response Act was stgncd into 
Jaw on June 15 MSHA has 18 
months to de\clop the regula­
tions. It is the first major over­
haul of federal mine safety 
laws since 1977. Among its 
provt·ton. the law requires 
miners to have two hours' 
worth of oxygen on hand 
while they work.
